We eaw New York under the garb 
of summer, and also under the man­
tle of winter. To our party it was a 
wonder from first to last, and the 
more we saw of It, the more we won­
dered. Here was the largest city In 
the world, and we tor a ywhile found 
ourselves among Its eight millions of 
people. What a sight, or rather, what 
eights we met at every turn, and what 
sounds we heard on every side. Look­
ing above us we saw the tall build­
ings and towering sky-scrapers, as 
we gazed we noticed the elevated 
railways, with their long trains and 
crowded cars. By us on the side-walk 
passed to and fro the people In their 
thousands. Beneath us, under the 
great dty, the scene was seemingly 
more populous; for the subways daily 
transfer a quarter of a million peo­
ple.

These 
men wear long blue brass-buttoned 
coats, and their head-dress consists 
of the old-timed beaver hat As driv­
ers they look very portly, and Im­
pressed us as being more like a lot 
of Bishops than livery-men. New 
York can well feel pçoud of the class 
of men who cater to the public in this 
respect; they are among the ruddiest 
and healthiest lot of people that we j 
saw In our wanderings.

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An Autocratic Policy
Throughout the most of the 

speeches of the Honorable Min­
ister of Marine and Fisheries, 
made in the House of Assembly 
runs the implication without 
challenge that he is the real 
leader and head of the Govern­
ment. That this is so is thor­
oughly understood by every per­
son, the Prime Minister being 
merely a figure head, Premier 
in law but not in fact. The head 
of the department' of Marine 
4nd Fisheries does not hesi­
tate to announce his position as 
the dictator of the policies of 
the Government, and to threat­
en what will happen if honor­
able members withhold their 
support from any measure in­
troduced by him. As one speci­
men of Mr. Coaker’s declaration 
of independence, the following 
utterance made by him in the 
House of Assembly some weeks 
ago when debating the Fish 
Regulations, will be illumina­
ting as it assuredly establishes 
the position to which he lays 
claim:

* The position that I occupy 
in this Government is an im­
portant and a strong one. 
When I (capital, please) pro­
pose regulations in connection 
with our codflshery and the 
Government is not prepared 
to accept them, then ,1 will 
walk out of the Government.
......................I am not going
to allow anyone to dictate to 
me what my duties are, and 

, when I made up my mind to 
make regulations governing 
the price of fish, I intended to 
put them through, so long as 
I believed that they benefltted 
the people of the country.”

i * • * * • •
Without any circumlocution 

ox equivocation, Mr. Coaker 
states the position he holds, and 
which he intend^ to hold as the 
Dictator of the Government of 
Newfoundland. It does not mat­
ter to him what others may 
think, in fact he does not care 
whether his colleagues have an 
opinion or not, so long as he be­
lieves that he is right he is go­
ing ahead and challenges the 
prerogative of all other mem­
bers of the House to deny him. 
Whether or not they agree with 
him as to the merits or demerits 
of any legislation he may intro­
duce, they must blindly follow 
his lead or accept the penalty, 
that penalty being no less than 
smashing the Government. He 
will not allow any one to dictate 
to him. Therefore he stands 
Jovian in his power and all the 
others comprising the Govern­
ment, must obey him. Rather 
an anomalous position for the 
Prime Minister to fill, that of 
playing second fiddle to his 
Minister of Fisheries, "but the 
fiat has gone forth and he-who- 
must-be-obeyed dominates the 
situation. So important and so 
strong is his position that he 
can without question impose the

pends upon complete subservi­
ence to his wishes.

* * • * • •
Another declaration of inde­

pendence was proclaimed by the 
Fisheries Minister in the House 
on Wednesday, during the pilot­
age through, of the Codfish Ex­
port Regulations Bill: “I am 
not worried," he said, “over 
what the fish exporters think of 
the regulations. Their opposi­
tion will not in least deter me 
from carrying them through.” 
Maybe not, for there spoke the 
real dictator, who does not give 
a tinker’s curse for the opinions 
of the other fellow, but is de­
termined to ram his own down 
the throats of everybody else. 
The exporters, many of whom 
were in favor of the original 
regulations, have learned by ex­
perience that they were not 
practicable and their enforce­
ment a detriment rather than 
an impetus to trade. And these 
are the men upon whom Mr. 
Coaker purposes to impose his 
will. Rightly or wrongly for 
weal or woe, the Fish Regula­
tions Bill must go through. 
Opposition will but stiffen Mr. 
Coaker’s determination to place 
this Act upon the Statute Book, 
and no matter how drastically 
it may work to the detriment 
and strangulation of trade 
abroad, it must become law. 
The members of the House of 
Assembly have received their 
instructions arid those on the 
Government side dare not ex­
press a contrary opinion to the 
Prussian policy of the real lead­
er. They must toe the line from 
the Prime Minister downwards 
or accept the consequences of 
their contumacy. The spectacle 
is not assuring, nor can there be 
any confidence in the future. 
The exporters cannot be whip­
ped into line, neither can sup­
pliers be dragooned into issuing 
credits on fishery accounts, 
while obstacles to business are 
being deliberately cast in their 
way.

The Price of Potatoes.No More “Bottles1
for Trouters, (Western Star),

The other day we saw good pota­
toes selling at $4 a barrel on the South 
Coast, while In St John's we note 
they are quoted from $11 to $12, and 
on this Coast the local grown are sill­
ing at from $6 to $8 a barrel. Does the 
cost of production vary to such an ex­
tent or Is it but a more bountiful crop 
of profiteering In some quarters. We 
can quite understand the price for 
pure bred or specially treated seed 
potatoes going Into the two figures, 
but surely potatoes grown In this 
country for table use can he sold at 
as low a price as the Imported article 
upon which duty and freight have 
been paid. And likewise Halifax Job­
bers should be abl-e to sell as cheaply 
as our people who purchased In the 
same market and have been to cor­
responding expense and risk.

W.P.A.Child
Welfare Meeting.

In the Presbyterian Hall last night 
a large gathering attended a meeting, 
called by the Executive of the W.P.A. 
to make known their work for Child 
Welfare, and the need of Child Pr> 
tection. Hie Excellency the Governor 
presided and was assisted on the plat­
form by ’ Lady Harris, His Lordship 
Bishop White, Mayor Gosling, Her. 
Canon Bolt, Rev. Dr. Jones, Rev. Fr. 
Renouf, Rev. Gordon Dickie, Lady 
Horwood, Mrs. Squires, Mrs. Gosling, 
Drs. Campbell, Brehm and Keegan.

In his opening remarks His Excel­
lency referred to the inauguration of 
the Child Welfare work by Mayor 
Gosling and the efforts of the W.P.A. 
who had taken up the movement. Lady 
Harris in an interesting address dealt 
with neglect of children, and the 
Legislation enacted elsewhere for 
their protection. /

Mayor Gosling gave a review of the 
movement since its inception in July, 
1917, covering the work of Miss Hud­
son, Miss Rogers, Dr. Brehm and the 
Misses Kendall and paying a high 
tribute to the latter especially for 
their services during the “flu” epi­
demic. He said the death rate of il­
legitimate children is 360 per thou­
sand, due to sheer neglecC The nurses 
have to practically fight to keep them 
in some cases alive, which shows the 
need of a Protection Society. He hop­
ed the government would appoint an 

; officer to look after mothers and 
children by visiting them regularly.

His Lordship Bishop White prais­
ed the work of the nurses and hoped 
to see children’s hogpltals or homes 
started where they could be cared 
for as in England. He felt the resolu­
tions to be put to the meeting should 
be given a wide interpretation and 
not be confined to babies. A law is 
needed to prevent cruelty to children 

i of larger growth and the work should 
be extended beyond the city where 
many who should be at school are em­
ployed at hard work which under­
mines their physique and must have 
an injurious effect on coming genera­
tions. Children up to 12 or 14 years 
of age should be looked after. He was 
in entire accord with the movement 
and hoped it would receive the sup­
port it merits.

Miss Haslam during her short time 
here had found children died whom 
scientific care would have kept alive. 
She referred to the need of a mater­
nity hospital and training of mid- 

| wives, and also a foundling hospital 
! where children could be cared for till 
; adopted. School clinics too would 
I prevent half the evils of after life, 
l Dr. Campbell thought the benefits 

of the movement would be reflected in 
the reports of the Registrar General 
In after years. An enormous number 
of our'potential men and women lose 
their lives before the age of 1 year 
through negligence of one kind or an­
other. Through the work of the com- j 
munlty nurses the death rate had 
dropped from 126 per thousand in 1918 
to 11* in 1919.

Dr. Keegan believed the cases of 
cyuelty to children largely due to 
want of knowledge as to proper bring­
ing up which is a difficult matter and 
must be done scientifically. He was 
given hope by the reference of a pre­
vious speaker to the building of better 
houses. Some with narrow winding 
stairs are still occupied as when he 
first saw them 31 years ago, and he 
was delighted to hear we are. to have 
ne< dwellings. “Hope springs eternal 
In the human breast* It will be great 
if Mr. Anderson’s scheme materializes. 
Housing 1» very important As to 
cruelty due to neglect he quotjed the 
case of a 10 year old girl having to 
keep house for 4 men, with the re­
sult that she is in hospital suffering 
from St' Vitus Dance, Induced by ner­
vous prostration. Under the welfare 
movement things of this kind would

Rev. Gordon Dickie regretted the 
absence of Rev. D. B. Hemmeon, 
President of the Social Service Coun­
cil, as he was well acquainted with 
welfare work. All agree that the 
child has a right to be well reared.

but many homes are not the refuge 
they are supposed to be. Modern 
legislation gives the State the power 
to look after the children. An effort 
has been made to get protective leg­
islation here and a Magistrate should 
he appointed to deal with Juvenile 
offenders in proper environment and 
give them counsel instead of repri­
mand which may only make them 
hardened. If the foundation of the 
present movement Is well laid, it will 
become more satisfying to our de­
mands and be a credit to the people 
generally. The S. S. Council will 
support the movement.

Rev. Dr. Jones said Rev. Fr. Renouf, 
Rev. D. B. Hemmeon and himself had 
approached the Government as to the 
need of legislation for the better­
ment of children, on the idea of plac­
ing boys and girls in homes or refor­
matories in Canada, a juvenile court 
and the prevention of young girls 
staying on board foreign ships all 
night. The Government had given 
assurance of bringing legislation to 
remedy the evils. The passing of the 
resolutions would forward the work.

His Excellency pointed out that the 
meeting was a public one and the 
resolutions would represent the sen­
timent of the city.

Mrs. Emerson then read the fol­
lowing

WHEREAS the Women's Patriotic 

Association have formally undertaken 
to devote their services to the scien­
tific care and development of the 
child life of this city under the title 
of “Child Welfare”;

AND WHEREAS it has been ascer­
tained that there are a number of 
children in this city who are inade­
quately and remissly cared for, with 
fatal results to the Infant life of the 
community;

AND WHEREAS it is understood 
that the Social Service Council, re­
cognizing that the welfare of young 
children is a moral obligation rest­
ing upon all citizens, as such has, 
through its Executive, made strong 
representations to the Government in 
favor of comprehensive child-welfare 
legislation;

RESOLVED that the members of 
the Women’s Patriotic Association 
heartily endorse the representations

A Drake Discovery.
It was while rummaging in the 

archives of the Inquisition in the city : 
of Mexico in 1912, that Mrs. Nnttall, j 
an American lady, discovered a Do- ; 
claration by Nuno da Silva about how j 
he fell prisoner amongst “English ' 
pirates” on hie voyage from Oporto 
to Brazil on May 23, 1679. Reading ' 
this almost illegible Spanish script, : 
she was struck by a casual statement 
on the third page .which said “this 
Englishman calls himself Franco 
Drac.” She had, indeed, alighted by ; 
mere accident on a contemporary xc- i 
count of the voyage of Sir Francis j 
Drake to the Spanish Main, which 
threw some interesting new light on 
the famous Admiral’s career. It was 
in 1679 that Drake entered the fort 
of Lima, Peru, where he knew tha; 
a fellow-Englishman, John Oxenham, 
with two shipmates, was living in the 
prisons of the Inquisition. -Drake’s 
Idea was to capture a couple of Span­
ish ships and hold them às a ransom 
for the lives of the British tars, so he 
went into the harbour and cat the 
cables and hawsers of two big gal­
leons, hoping that they would drift 
out and fall into his -clutches. But 
the wind failed, the scheme was un­
successful, and Oxenham and one of 
his cormades were hanged. The new 
documents seem to reveal that Drake 
really had the Queen’s commission 
for his voyage, so was not a pirate, as 
the Spaniards loved to style him. Al­
though he had a chaplain aboard, -he 
great circumnavigator . personally read 
prayers and conducted the services 
with “the gentlemen on board,” round 
the table. Drake always' insisted on 
hie prisoners sharring his table, and 
he treated them In gentlemanly fash­
ion. The hidalgos reciprocated his 
courtesy; scarcely one of them, when 
again free, stooped to expressions of 
hatred or abuse towards their 7pir- 
ate” captor. One, a Spanish captain, 
who was badly wounded in the. face 
by Drake’s men ere he laid down his 
arms was the guest of the Admiral 
for several days, and in his deposi­
tion he refrains from any reference 
to such a slight matter as his wound. 
In view of the serious manner in 
which Drake “singed the King of 
Spain’s beard,” and the strong feel­
ing among Spaniards as to the “Eng­
lish heretics,” the chivalrous at­
titude of both efdes is noteworthy.

Wonders 01 Wireless.
Receiving Messages From the Un­

known.
These strange signals which are 

being caught at wireless stations on 
different parte of our planet are a 
problem to the big scientists them- 
selves. How much more, then, must 
they puszle the brain» of the ordln- 
any public?

There are hundreds of different wire 
leu stations. Why, then, asks the man 
In the street, 1» It that only one -Ra­
tion here and there pick» up these 
Incomprehensible sounds from the 
void ?

The answer Is this—that each send­
ing or receiving Instrument can be 
tuned, like a fiddle or banjo etrlng, to 
send or receive signals of a certain 
wave length. A receiver tuned to catch 
a short wave cannot take a long one, 
and vice versa.

Now the waves which bring these 
signals from the unknown are of great 
length. Consequently the ordinary re­
ceiver tuned for taking ordinary mes­
sages does not recognise them.

The bigger the station, and the 
greater the sending distance, the 
longer—as a rule—is the wave used. 
Take Clifden in Ireland and Glace 
Bay in Nova Scotia as an example. 
It is between these two—a distance of j 
2,30*0 miles—that the transatlantic ! 
wireless service is carried on.

The wires used tor sending or re­
ceiving aro about 1,000 feet long, and !

are stretched at a height of about 200 
fe^t. The- wave length employed is 
20,000 feetr—that Is, each wave or rip­
ple is nearly four miles long from 
crest to crest Fifty thousand of theie 
waves are emitted each second, and 
the wave» rush through the 
scroll the Atlantic at a ipeed 
800 mllei per lecond, and io take 
seventy-flfth partYif a second to 
from one side of the Atlantic to the 
other.

I say 
to you, members of the Toronto Board 
of Trade, that If you follow those 
traditions of the merchants of Eng­
land, you need never look1 back, that 
you will couple with that great tradi­
tion which they have established 
throughout the world, the fact that 
Canada Is a part of the British Em­
pire, and that a contract made with­
in the British Empire is as good as 
the gold In the Bank of England."

The people who had. gone out after 
that trade while Britain was engaged 
In the great struggle had repudiated 
their contracts when the prices of 
raw materials went up. It Is only 
natural then that business returned 
to the "men of the convenant" at the 
end of the war. That principle Is re­
spected even by men who do not live 
up to it themselves. Even men who 
do not deal honestly with ether peo­
ple expect everybody else to give them 
a square deal and they always perfer 
buying from honest people. That hon­
esty Is an outsanding characteristic 
of the British race will not be ques­
tioned. Generally speaking, their word 
Is as good as their bond. They attach 
their names either to business con­
tracts or International agreements 
with the Intention of carrying out all 
the provisions to the letter. That this 
principle appeals to the British race 
was proven In the war.

sponsible for it was a "beggarly farm­
er," his social inferior; a man, more­
over, notorioue for hie loose living. 
He was blind to Jean’e tears, deaf to 
her entreaties for forgiveness.

As for Burns, when he learned 
Jean's condition, the news "staggered 
him like a blow.” He waa desperate, 
and in hie despair decided to leave 
the country. To his friend, James 
Smith, of Mauchline, he wrote: 
"Against two things I am fixed as 
fate—staying at home and owning 
her conjugally. The first, by Hea­
ven, I will not do! the last, by hell, I 
will never do. If you see Jean, tell her 
I will meet her, so help me God to 
my hour of need.’’

An “Irregular” Marriage.
What happened at the meeting that 

followed between the two lovers we 
do not know. We only know that, be­
fore they separated, Burns had hand­
ed to Jean a written acknowledgment 
of marriage, which, when produced 
by a person in Miea Armour's condi­
tion I», according to the Scots law, 
“to be accepted aa legal evidence of 
an irregular marriage; it being un­
derstood that the marriage was to be 
formally avowed as soon as the con­
sequences of their indiscretion could' 
no longer be concealed from the fam­
ily."

So far, however, from appeasing the 
maater-maaon. this acknowledgment 
insult added to injury—fanned his 
anger into still more furious ^Bame; 
and he insisted on hie daughter de­

stroying the document, the one shield 
that could cover her shame. '

Abysmal Despair.
Then followed for Burns, the bit­

terest period of his life—a time of 
abysmal despair, of threatened insan­
ity; of frantic efforts to find a way 
of escape from his cruel dilemma. 
From “misfortune’s bitter blast" he 
was about to fly tc Jamaica, when the 
publication of his first book of poems 

! and its rapturous reception called a 
halt on his way to Greenock and em­
barkation. The tide of fortune had at 
last turned for him.

He soon found himself a literary 
and social Hon, with money pouring 
in from a second edition of his poems.

And the day quickly came when he 
was able to make an "honest woman" 
and a loving, and loyal wife of the 
girl his»passion had betrayed; and to 
inaugurate on his new Ellliesland 
farm the happiest period of his life, 
with a "wife o’ mine ane,” to whom 
he was soon addressing the impas­
sioned lines:—

Oh, were I on Parnassus hill,
Or bad of Helicon my fill,
That I might catch poetic skill 
To sing how dear I love thee!

A Piano 200 Years Old.
The oldest piano in existence was 

made by Cristofori in the year 1720, 
and is still in good condition.
