Registrars’ Fees.

A return of the fees received by Regis-
trars during the year 1871, and of instru-
mentsregistered by them, has been issued.
The total number of instruments register-
ed in 1871 was 94,907, against 83,107 in
1870. The gross total of fees proper in
1871 was $167,565.26, ; in 1870 $147,830.-
95; and in 1769, $138,606.66; or an in-
creas in two yéars of $28,058.60. The
largest nuwber of registrations took place
in Simcoe, where they amounted to 4,929;
the smallest in the Nipissing distriet,
where they amounted to 4.  The highest
gross recipts for registrations, searches,
abstracts, certificates, ete., ete., w i
Toronto, where they amounted $7,8: s
the next being Simcoe. where they were |
$7,692.68 ; whilst the third in order, Mid-
dlefex, (E. & W. R.,) shows 7,021.18. The |
