*¢ Pan'cs and Reyulsions,”

Mr. Hague, of the Toronto Bank, Tor-
onto, gave a lecture on the above subject
in the Congregational Church on Tues-
day evening, under the auspices of the
Y. M. C. A. The attendance was small,
their being only about forty persons
present. The President, Dr. McGuire,
occupied the chair, who, before intro-
ducing the lecturer, remarked that the
small attendance did not speak well for
the literary taste of the people of
Guelph.

Mr. Hague on coming forward stated
that it was not his intention to deliver
an amusing lecture. His gole aim was to
say something that might do good and

men who may be. entering business from
runcing agamst the rocks and quicksands
which line the shore of life.

In these days every
one seemed to be rich or getting rich.
All that one had to do was to go and
speculate on some piece of land,—no
matter how poor the land as long as it
was land. In the purchase of this all
that was required was a few soraps of
paper, binding them over to pay the
purehase money in ten years. The sur-
veyors and lithographers were then at
work, They would draw on this piece
of land the plan of an imaginary Town,
with Market House, Post Office, Bank,
nicely laid off streets, and a fine square
in the middle in which a fountain was
ever scattering its waters around ; and
to such an extent was ‘this carried on
that many an owner already fancied him-
self a millionaire, and lived accordingly.
Land was bought and sold on the
strength of ttese pictures. The wave of
excitement still rolled on; a constant
rise took place, men making twenty
times the amount originally paid for
their land. A farm of 100 acres w)uld
be divided into lots of an acre each and
then subdivided. All this was carried
on by long credit, and caused the great-
est amount of indebtedness that ever
rested on any country. - Still the fever
raged higher, for the longer the credit,
the higher the prices. All other buginess
was affected by this epidemiec, and it
pervaded all ranks of society, In 1859
a singular change was visable. In al-
most overy place of bLusiness you could
sce pasted in the windows * To Let ;"
and * Land for Sale,” not as before, but
for taxes.

liquor. This s the way in which
they set to work. A band of ladies,
from a dozen to forty in number,
visit a saloon, and, if the proprietor
will allow it, they hold a prayer meet-
ing therein. If he refuses permis-
sion, they go out on the sidewalk in
front of the house, and hold the
meeting there.- Having prayed
earnestly and sung hymns, they con.
verse with the saloon-keeper upon
the ruinous and destructive nature
of his business, the terrible sin and
suffering of which he is the cause,
and entreat him to abandon grog:
selling, sign the temperance pledge,
and close his establlshment. . The
responses to their appeal are as varied
as the idiosyncrasies of the men
they address. Sometimes a lurking
uneasy sense of dissatisfaction with
the moral results of saloon.-keeping
is roused into activity at once, and
the proprietor, deeply aftected, bids
adieu to his old trade and seeks
another calling. But oftener he is
obdurate, and tries every means to
get rid of his fair persecutors, He
may attempt argument ; but did any
one ever argue with a woman and
not get the worst of it ? - Perhaps
he gets angry ; they just go on, and
let him vent his wrath to his heart’s
content. He and his customers may
jeer, and scoft,and blaspheme ;. strong
in their aumbers and -their cause,
the ladies meet this with a quiet
gravity and earnestness which take
all the sting out of 1t. They try
more prayers and singing ; and if
the rum-seller still refuscs to yield,
they lay siege to him in an organuzed
and systematic manner. Relays of
women succeed one another, and
from morning to night they pour in
upon him spiritual missiles of the
kind quaintly described by Bunyan
in the % Siege of Mansoul.”
They expostulate with intending cus-
tomers, and of course greatly inter.
tere with the business of the saloon.
The most obstinate man finds it hard
to hold out in the face of all this. In
some cases thé siege has lasted one,
two, and three weeks,but in the end
the landlord has had to succumb,and
cease filling the flowing bowl. Sel-
lers of .liquor are powerless against
this novel mode of warfare. No
defence avails them. © The crusaders
attack all druggists and grocers who
sell liquor, as well as saloon keepers;
and & Mr. Duun, in common with
others, has inyoked the law for pro-
_tection. He obtained an injunction
against the ladies, on a technical con.
struction of the law. But, instead
of regarding this injunction, Dr. Dio
Lewis advises the ladies “to go te-
fore the door.of Dr. Dunn in greater
numbers than- ever, and sing and
pray there, unmoved by threats of
law or violence. Ile thinksno judge
in Ohio would dare order the arrest
and imprisonment of 200 praying
women; that no constable could be
found to carry such a judicial decree,
and ‘that if arrested, no county jail
could hold the 200 female martyrs.”
We fear that -Dr. Dunn wen't make
much by his injunction.
