Orrawa, Feb. 26.—It is highly probable
that almost by the time this paragraph ap-
pears in The World McGreevy and
Connolly will be free men, It is said to-
night on very good authority that Sir John
Thompson, as Attorney-General of Cavads,
has made his report to His Excellency in
the petitions presented someltime ago ask-
ing for release, and that Sir John’s advice is
that the prayer of the petition be granted.
This advice is said vo be based on two medi-
cal exami s of the pri s made by
Dr. Church. The first was made in Jaou-
aty, and was to the effect that
the health of the prisoners was
being injured by  their  confine-
ment. The last examination was made on
Saturday, when Dr. Church spent some
time in the jail. The second report is said
to be even stronger thun the first, Dr.
Church finding both men suffering much
more from their confinement than on his
first visit, The order for their release
would probably have been signed to-day
had it not been for the absence of His
Excellency in Montreal. , He is expected to
return late to-night or at mid-day to-mor-
row, and will probably take up the case
immediately, so that it is most likely that
this is the last night McGreevy and Con-
nolly will spend in jail.

Weekly Uhancery Sittings,

Messrs. W. Wyld, F. R. Latchford and
W. D. Hogg, Q.C., left to-night for To-
ronto, as a delegation from the Carleton
Law Association, to interview the Attorney-
General with the view of having a Chan-
cery Court judge hold weekly sittings in
Ottawa. The delegation will meet the
Attorney-General at the adjournment of
the House to-morrow afternoon. A depu-
tation from London will come before the
Atrorney-General at the same time to ask a
similar favor.

from Bathurst, the capital of jho British
colony Gambia. i

The British troops numbered 220 men.
They had destroyed the strongholds, Kem-
bujen and Mandina, and were returning to
Kembnjeh creek for the purpose’ of re-
embarking, when they were ambushed near
the mouth of the creek. There had been
no sign of an enemy, and the attack was
most sudden and unexpected. The British
bad entered into a perfect trap and were
surrounded op every side.

A fusilade was poured upon them from
all directions. In spite of the suddenness
of the onslaught and the terrible fire to
which they were subjected, the sailors,
encouraged by the heroio efforts of their
officers, tried to make a stand, The at-
tempt was usecless, as the enemy main-
tained their well-directed - volleys. The
peril of the British was extreme. To
remain there meant the total destruction of
the force. Amidst a hailstorm of bullets,
and with their officers and comrades falling
dead, dying or wounded all about them,
they were compelled to retreat. So great
was their danger acd so ferocious the
attack of the enemy that the British were
unable to resoue the body of Lieut. of
Marines Francis W. Hervey, and of eight
others who had been killed. It was only
with the greatest difficulty that they were
able to save the wounded. In their retreat
they were forced to abandon their field
piece and 6000 cartridges, all of which fell
into the hands of the enemy.

On the arrival of the news at Bathurst
the war vessels Aviso and Alecto were
despatched to the scene of disaster, and
attempted to land & party at Conjor. The
enemy, however, were prepared for their
arrival, and as soon as the attempt to
land was made opened up a heavy fire,
which compelied the party to retire. [The
Alecto thereupon returned to Bathurst for
reinforcements, Three hundred men of a
West India regiment are expected at Bath-
urst, And the expedition against the slive-
dealers will be resumed immediately upon
the arrival of these soldiers,

MEREDITH IS CITY COUNSEL

THE SALARY REDUCTION BYLAW
CARRIED.

Constable Ward’s Head Is Safe—The Old
Isolation Hospital Must Go—A Re-
commendation to Do Away With the
Mounted Policemen Carried—To Im-
prove the Sanitary Condition of the
Isiand. ‘

The aldermen were in talking humor last
night, and right well they worked their
tongues and jaws. They had only a few
questions to decide, but it took them until
1.30 o'clock this morning to finish their
business.

‘Ald. Lamb was a proud man. He fought
a good fight, and succeede in placing the
firm of Messrs. Meredith, Clarke & Bowes
in charge of the legal business of the city.
W. R. Meredith, Q.C., is now counsel for
the corporation of the city of Toronto.

After a hard battle of three hours the
salary reduction bill was made law.

It is many a long day since there was so
mauch lobbying done at a council meeting
by the aldermen as there was last night
over the appointment of a solicitor.

1he Fights For a Solicltor,

In committee with Ald. Crane in the
chair Ald. Atkinson commenced the fight
for the City Solicitorship by moving that
Mr. James Fullerton, Q.C., be placed in
charge of the department at $13,500, Mr.
Caswell's services to be retained. The
mover was supported by Ald. Foster,
Frankland, Gowanlock, Hallam, Hewibtt
and Macdonald.

Ald. Lamb then tried the name W. R.
Meredith, Q.C., on the same terms and
conditions.

Ald. Shaw did not believe that Mr. Mere-
dith was a party to this underbidding.
The Beatty firm offered todo the work for
$15,000, and Ald. Lamb now said Mr.
Meredith would take the position for less.

Ald. Crawford was not surprised at there
being & lot of jealousy over the appoint-
ment, Many lawyers had made a good fat
living for many years out of the city.

Ald. Hewitt said the legal work
should be done in the City Hall
He had been informed that the senior
members of the Beatty firm would not pay
much attention to the city’s business, but
it would left to their whole regiment of
juniors. .

Ald. Shaw pointed out how the city
would save money by employing Beatty,
Blackstock & Co., as the city would not
require to engage other counsel. Christo-
pher Robinson had been paid §21,000 dur-
ing the past four years. Last year the city
paid Mr. Blackstock $5000 in con-
nection with the Court House
muddle. In future, if the firm is
appointed, this work will be includ-
ed in the §15,000.

Ald. Frankland thought the sub-com-
mittee bad been pledged to the Beatty
firm, He did not think the sub-committee
had gone to any other firm, but were de-
termined to foist the Beatty firm on the
city. The council should engage a man
who is uatrammelled by other influences
and who would give his whole attention to
the work.

Ald, Frankland said the city had pro-
mised that the buiiding should not again be
used as a contagious diseases hospital. He
contended that it would be a pity to de-
stroy such a valuable building.

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WIMAN'S SIDE OF THE CASE.

HE PLEADS NOT GUILTY WHEN
ARRAIGNED,

Admits Endorsing the
Other People’s Names, But Did Not
Commit Forgery -~ Loose Basiness
Methods His Plena—How the Rupture
With Mr, Dun Came About,

New York, Feb. 26.—Erastus Wiman
was arraigned befcre Judge Martine to-day
and pleaded not guilty to the indictments
found against him. He is still at liberty on
the bail furnished Saturday.

Albers B. Boardman of Tracey, Board-
man & Platt, who has for many years been
Mr. Wiman’s private counsel, made the

following statement regarding Mr. Wiman’s
case:

“R. G, Dun & Co. employed Mr. Nicholl
as counsel and he prepared a careful state-
ment of the case for the press. I have
gren respect for Mr. Nicholl and have no

oubt he believes his statement of facts
correct, but it was inaccurate in many
things. It did not state s number of the
most important and material facts. lhe
fundamental difference’ between Mr.
Wiman’s enemies and friends is that the
former take no account of the business
relations between Mr. Wiman, on the one
hand, and the firm of R. G.” Dun & Co.,
Mr. Dun individually and the drawees of
these cheques, on the other hand.

“Anyone would suppose on reading Mr.
Nicholl’s statement that Mr, Wiman was a
cashier or bookkeeper of R. G. Duw & Co.,
and that he had no individual business re-
lation of any kind, either with Mr. Dun or
with the parties 1n whose favor the cheques
were drawn, The fact is that for years
Mr, Wiman has not only been a member of
the firm of R. G. Dun & Co., but in the
¢onduct of the business he has been the re:
sponsible head of the concern, Isuppose
90 per cent. of all the cheques drawn by

LR. G. Dun & Co. durin(v'that period have
i

been signed by Mr, man. Probably
Mr. Wimsan has made the same percent-
age of all the firm’s important contracts,

““Again, no reference is made in Mr.
Nicholl’s statement reﬁ;rding the busiuess
relations between Mr. Dun and Mr, Wiman
outside of the firm. I have for many years
acted as Mr. Wiman’s private counsel, and
am familiar with all his_important outside
business transactions. I cannot recall a
single one in which Mr. Dun was not inter-
ested, and in some of them his interests
were larger than those of Mr. "Wiman.
Mr. Dun left the management of everything
in his hands, and their relations in-these
outside matters have been as tast and loose
as such relations ever are between brothers
and persons who have the utmost confidence
in each other.

“‘Again, no reference is made in Mr,
Nicholl’s ‘statement to Mr. Wiman's inti-
mate personal and business relations with
the drawees of the cheques described in the
indictment, or to the admitted fact that
the indogsements of the drawee named bear
no resemblance at all to their genuine sig-
natures, nor to the admitted fact that the
indorsements in question were notfused to
obtain credit from any third perty, but
simply for the purpose of transferring
credits in bank from an account against
which Mr. Wiman had a perfect right to
draw. I do not care to diseuss this case fur-
ther in the newspapers, but the above state-
ment will suthce to call attention to the
obvious omissions and inaccuracies of the
statemont preguud by Mr. Nicholl and pub-
lished by the firm for the apparent purpose
of prejudicing Mr. Wiman’s case with the
puglic before he had an opportunity to be
heard.

“The animus of the firm, and possibly
the reason of the employment of Mr.
Nicholl, is also made apparent by the cir-
cumstances connected with Mr. Wiman’s
arrest and what has happened since. There
was no pressing necessity to hasten an ar-
rest which had ‘been delayed for a year, but
Mr. Wiman was -arrested on_the afternoon
before a national holiday. Bail offered by
five men of established reputation in the
financial world, three of them members of
the New York Stock Exchange, who to-
gether were prepared to qualify in §2,000,-
000, svas refused. "The cheque of the cashier
ot the Bank of the Republic was also re-
fused.”

Commercial Unlon His Downfail.

A gentleman who has known Mr. Wiman
for the past thirty years gives some inter-
esting facts regarding his troubles with the
firm of R. G. Dun & Co, “Mr. Wiman’s
career,” he said, ‘‘was a most exemplary
one and his business most prosperous until
about fourteen years- ago, when fhie com-
menced to advocate the commercial union
of'the United Stater and Canads. This
policy, known as that of ‘unrestricted
reciprocity,” meant the adoption of a uni-
form tariff between the United States and
Canada as against the wofld. The mon-
archical party, as well as the clientsof R. G.
Dun & Co., saw in Mr. Wiman’s propa-
anda an aggressive attack upon both home
industries and British connections. Both

arties accordingly complained to the New
ork office that the manager of the firm
was actively advocating a policy which
would ruin the trade of Canada, in which
country R. G. Dun & Co. had a very large
number of clients.
Failed in His Aims,

¢On the other hand, during the past five

years, Mr. Wiman actively canvassed public

opinion in the United States in the same io-
terest. While connected with R. G. Dun &
Co. Mr. Wiman utilized the agency of the
firm in behalf of his policy. Nearly every
man of standing found upon the books of
Dun’s agency received circulars and stamp-
ed envelopes asking their approval of reci-
procity, and on one particular occasion Mr.
Wiman conceived the idea of overcoming
Mr. Blaine’s well-known opposition to reci-
procity with Canada by means of a great
petition containing 100,000 signatures. In
order to accomplish his purpose circulars
bad been sent out in batches by the tens of
thousands, as much as $2460 being paid in
postage during one month. The petition
was a failure,

“In the summer of 1891,after Mr. Wiman
had been to London and gave rather ex-
pensive dinners to Sir Charles ‘Tupper and
other colonial maguates, Mr. Dun’s opposi-
tion to Mr. Wiman's policy became more
acute. Mr. Wiman was now opposed by
the leading Canadians, by the Tory Govern-
ment of Canada, by the leading men and
manufacturers of the United States, and
finally found himself 1n opposition to the
policy and the interests of his own em-

loyers. He promised to yield to s demand
Ey Mr. Dua that he either give up his ideas
or his position. Notwithstanding all this he
still carried on his propaganda in the bope,
it is said, of attaining the honor of knight-
hood. At length, when Mr. Wiman had
engagements to speak at Halifax and St.
John, N.B., Mr. Dun inssted that they
should be canceled, ‘If you persist, Wi-
man,’ said Mr. Dun, ‘I fear we must separ-
ate.” But Mr. Wiman held to his engage-
ments, and before the Halifax  meeting
came off the rupture was complete.”

HAVE BOUGHT THE ERIE & HURON,

Cleveland Oapitalists Secure the Roand
and Will Run Londed Cars Across
the Lake on n Steamer,

CLEVELAND, Feb, 26, —A railroad deal of
vast importance to shipping interests has
been consummated. 1t is the purchase of
the Erie & Huron Railway in Ontario by
New Yorh and Cleveland capitalists, The
road runs from Rondeau Harbor, Lake
Erie, to Sarnia, and a revolution may be
peeu within the next year in the ship-
ments of lumber and coal. The com-
pany is figuring with the Cleveland
shipbuilding company for the building of a
steel transfer boat capable of carrying 21
loaded cars and 600 passengers to operate
between Rondeau Harbor and Cleveland,
55 miles. Coal merchandise and other
freight can be transferred in the cars with-
out change to Ontario, Michigan and the
Northwest.

The Public service,

Mr. Balfour moved that the returns pro-
vided for by the orders of this House re-
lating to the public service, passed on
April 10 and May 19 last, shall contain, in
addition to the information for the year
1871 and the year 1892, provided for by
the said orders, like information regarding
the year 1873.

Mr. Meredith said that he had made the
motion last session respecting the years
1871 and 1892 re extravagance of adminis-
tration, and he did not understand the in-
clusion of 1873.

No reference to Blake was intended.

The motion was agreed to.

More Extravagance,

Mr. Bare (Dufferin) moved for a return
showing the number of inquests held during
the past three years on the death of per-
sons committed for vagrancy in the jails,
prisons, houses of correction, louckups or
houses of industry and the cost in conoec-
tion with the holding of inquests; also the
findings at the inquests,

He explained that almost invariably
these inquests were uunecessary, while
they caused the useless yearly expendi-
ture of thcusands of dollars. In every
such  case, probably during the
last quarter of a century] the inquest had
not been required.

Mr. Preston: When will the reports re-
garding the Agricultural College and Farn¥]
be down?

Hon. Mr. Dryden: I expect to have them
to-morrow.

Municipalities’ Indebtedness,

Mr. Meredith: I wonld like honorable
gentlemen opposite to look at the resolution
of the House re municipalities’ indebtedness
to the Government passed in 1884, directing
that within t n days after the meeting of
the House this statement should be laid be.
fore us. This is desirable in the public in-
terest. That order was complied with, I
think, for a session or two, but daring the
last few years no attention has been paid to
it. It is very important to keep track of
this indebtedness, in order to see that
municipalities are not allowed to get too
much in arrears.

Mr. Harcourt: My atlention has not
been called to “this mater before.

THE GRAMGERS THREE WANTS,

Smaller County Councils, No Grand Juries,
Protection For Quail,

A deputation consisting of the members
of the Executive of the Dominion Grange
waited yesterday afternoon at 4.30 o’clock
upon the following members of the Govern-
ment: Sir Oliver Mowat, Hon., Messrs.
Hardy, Gibson, Dryden, Harcourt and
Ross.

The deputation consisted of Messrs, R.
Wilkie of Blenheim, Jabel Robinson of
Middlemarch, H. Glendenning, M.L.A.,
D. M. McPherson of Lancaster and P.
Hepinstall of Fordwich. They requested
the Government to introduce legislation to
bring abont a reduction in the present mem-
bership of county councils, to abolish grand
juries and to prohibit tha killing of quail.
And they desired power to order a county
plebiscit when-50 ratepayers requested it on
the question of reduction of membership to
reeves alone.

As to grand juries their abolition would
improve the petit juries, as under the pre-
sent system :the more prominent citizens
performed the duties of the former body,
while a saving of expense in grand jurors’
aliowances would also be effected.

Quail was pictured as the best friend
among birds the farmer possessed, as they
subsisted entirely on insects, but were
threatened with annibilation.

Sir Oliver Mowat informed the deputa-
tion that their representations would re-
ceive due consideration.

FINANCE AND TRADE.

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COUNCILS OF CONCILIATION.

SIR OLIVER INTRODUCALS BIS LONG-
PROMISED ACT.

It Is to Be Known as the Ontario Trade
Disputes, Conciliation and Arbitration
Aot—A Begi-trar who Shall Have
Larger Powers and a Council ot Arbi.
tration to e Appointed.

Sir Oliver Mowat introduced yesterday
afternoon in the Local Legislature a bill
entitled An Act respecting Councils of
Conciliation and Arbitration for the settle-
ment of industrial disputes. Acts to which
reference is made as having been used by
the Attorney-General in course of compila-
tion are numerous. They begin with
1824.5, George the Fourth, An Act con-
solidating and amending the laws 1elative
to warbitration and disputes between
masters and workingmen; and then follow
acts passed in 1837, 1845, 1872 and 1873,
Conciliation or arbitration; 1869, councils
of conciliation; 1867, Lord St. Leonard’s Act,
Canada Trades’ Union Act, Trades and
Arbitration Act, R.8.0., and, chicf of all,
because upon this legislation this bill, and a
similar Act passed in the British Columbia
Legislature last year, are principally based—
the New South Wales Conciliation and
Arbitration Act and Regulations ot 1892.
Reference is also made to Nova Seotia,
French and Massachusetts legislation.

The preamble is copied from the New
South &nles Act, and is as follows:

Whereas there is reason to believe that the
establishment of councils of conciliation
and arbitration for the friendly settlement
of disputes hetween employers and employes
would conduce to the cultivation and main-
tenauce of better relations and more active
sympathies between employers and their
employes, and would be of benefit in the
public interest by providing methods for the
prevention of strikes and lockouts, from
which the industrial operations and the
welfare of the country generally may suffer
injury ; therefore, etc.

It isprovided that this act may be cited
as the Outario Trade Disputes, Concilia-
tion and Arbitration Acu of 1894; or the
Trades Disputes Act of 1804

That the word ‘‘employer” means any
person or body of persons incorporated, or
not, employing not less than 10 working-
men in the same occupation in which the
trade dispute has arisen.

That a claim or dispute shall include any
matter as to which disagreement has oc-
curred between employer and employe.

Disputes as to not being paid for work
doue, as to wages, hours or times of work-
ing, damage alleged to nave been suffered,
delay in finishing work, ete., in trades or
mining occupations. .

No claim or dispute shall be the subject
of conciliation or arbitration under this act
in any case in which the employes affected
shall be fewer, than two persons. N.8.W.,s.
24; B.C.s., 28.

A Registrar of Oounell,

The Lieutenant-Governor is authorized

to appoint a suitable person to act as

arbitration for the settlement of trade dis.

putes.

Such office shall be assigned to some
person performing other duties until these
duties become 8o onerous as to require a
separate appointment.

he duties of the registrar are to register
and deal with all applications for reference
to councils of conciliation and arbitration
connected with any dispute or claim be-
tween employers and employes, to convene
such councils to treat such disputes,
to keep a register in which shall be entered
particulars of all references to settlements
of disputes and awards and to issue all
summonses L0 witnesses and notices,

Four Couciliators.

The Council of Conciliation shall consist
ot four conciliators, two to be nominated in
writing by each of the parties to the dis-.

ute, and any vacancy in the council shall
filled 10 thesame way as the appoint-
ment was ﬁsn made.
: Procedure, i

Parties to a dispute may jointly agree to
referit to a council "of conciliation, and
either party to a dispute may lodge an ap-
plication with the registrar, requesting that
it be referred for ssttiement to the coancil,
when the registrar shall lay the same before
the council and, subject to the provisions
of this act, shall carry out the directions of
the council for the settlement of the dis-
pute,

Either party thereto may be represented
by one or more persons, not exceeding three
in number, and shall be: bound by their
acts, When the parties number less than
20 vhe manager or managers must be author-
ized in writing ; where the number is 20 or
more the manager or managers may be ap-
pointed or elected in such manner as those
concerned think proper.

A Jointly Written Statement,
1The parties to the dirpute shall, if
phssible, agree to a jointly written state-
ment of the case. .If this cannot be
arranged a statement in writing from each
party shall be made, and this shall be for-
warded to the registrar.

The Council of Conciliation shall transmit
to the registrar a report setting forth the
result of the reference. If a seitlement is
not reached the registrar shall transmis a
copy to each party to the dispute,whereupon
either party may require the registrar to
refer the dispute to the ‘Council of Arbi-

tration for settlement. N.8. W., 8. 12; B.C.,
s 16

Council of Arbitration.

The Council of Arbitration shall consist
of three members, one appointed by the
Lieutenant-Governor on the recommenda-
tion of the employes and a second by His
Honor on the recommendation of the em-
ployers; the third member shsll be president
ot the council, and shall be an impartial
person, selected by the two members men-
tioned within 21 days after their appoint-
ments have been submitted to the Lieuten-
ant-Governor. If these two members fail
to do so the Lieutenant-Governor shall ap-
point an impartial president.

The council shall be gazetted in
The Ontario Gazette, The term of
office of a member of the council
shall be two years; when s fresh
appointment  of  members shall be
made, as -described, members shall be
eligible for re-appointment. Any vacan-
cies shall be filled by the Lieut.-Governor.

Where a dispute has been referred to the
Council of Arbitration the members of the
Council of Conciliation may, with the con-
sent in writing of both parties in the case,
sit as assessors upon such reference.

Members of the Council to Be Paid,

The members of the Arbitration Council
shall be remunerated for their services in
such manner as the Lieut.-Governor in
Council shall decide, but subject to legisla-
tive provision being made therefor,
N.S.W. & B.C. Acts.

Every employer in the province having
at least ten employes shall be entitled to
one vote for the person recommended as a
member of the Council of Arbitration
by the employers.

And every organization in the province,
incorporated or not, representing the inter-
ests of the employers,each member of which
has at least 10 persons in his employ, shall
be entitled to one vote; and every board of
trade in the province, legally constituted,
shall have ove vote,

As to the person to be recommended by
the employes as member of the Arbitration
Council, every trade and labor council,
every district assembly of the Knights of
Labor, every confederated council of
building  trades, every law-
fully - ncorporated trades union,
every organization of wage-earners, actively
and beneficially operating for the regula-
tion of wages and hours o labor, as between
employers and employes, shall be entitled
to one vote, but these shall not be deemed
to include co-operative associations or
socielies,

As to the Preliminaries,

The registrar shall give notice in The
Ontario Gazette, calling on all organiza-
tions and persons entitled to vote or 80
claiming, to communicate with him on or
before Aug. 1, 1894, and every second year
thereafter. After that date he shall also
prepare a list of persons and organizations
appearing to be entitled 2o vote, but' may
refor any doubtful claims to the Minister of
Agriculture.

etween Sept. 1 and 30 next and
between the same dates of every second
year thereafter, the registrar shall traus-
mit by post to the address of each person
and organization entitled to vote a voting
paper, which shall be returned by mail so
as to be received by him on or about Oct.
15, 1894,

Any dispute coming within the meanin
of this Act may be roferred to the Counci
of Arbitration on application to the reiil-
trar by both parties concerned when it has
not been referred to the Council of Concilia-
tion, or it may be so placed by either

arty to the dispute when it has bcen re.
Forred to the Council of Congiliation but
has not been settled or adjusted. If
the award of the Council of
Arbitration shall not be complied with, or
carried out by the parties concerned, or for
any reason shall prove abortive, the parties
to the reference, or either of them sball not
thereby be precluded from  referring the
same to the Council of Conciliation, or from
making a second reference to the council
where s former reference has been made to
it. In case one party has lodged an appli-
cation with the registrar requesting that
the dispute be referred to the Council of
Conciliation, and has appointed two con-
ciliators to deal with it, and notice of such
application and appointment has been given
to the other party and the latter within &
reasonable period has not appointed concili-
ators, and if it appears that the party lodg-
iag the complaintsisnot proceeding to strike
or & lockout, the Council of Arbitration, if
it thinks fit, may proceed as 1o the case of
an abortive reference to-the Council of Con-
ciliation.

The Powera of the Council,

The Couneil of Arbitration shall have
power to require either or each party toa
claim to name not more than three persons,
who, for the purposes of this aot, shall be
taken to represent such party.

The Council of Arbitration shall conduct
ite proceedings as in open court, and in
making a decision shall be governed by the
Principlel of equity and a good conscience.
The President of the Board for the purpose
of preserving order shall have all the power
of a judge of the High Court of Justice.
The report or award of the Arbitra-
tion Council shall be made within
oné month after the council has completed
the hearing of the reference, and shall have
the majority of the votes of the members
of the council. A copy of the report or
award shall be published by the Registrar
in The Ontario Gazette and at least in one
newspaper circulating in the immediate
neighborhood of the place where the dis-
pute arose,

This report: shall be deposited in the
office of the Registrar and shall be open to
inspection without charge. Either party
to the reference may, at any time before
the award is made, by writing, agree to be
bound by the award of the council in the
same manner as parties are bound by av
award made pursuant toa reference and
arbitration on the order of the High Courv
of Justice.

Aud every agreement so to be bound
shall be communicated to the other party
by the registrar, and if such other party
also agree in like manner to be bound, then
the award may be made a rule of the High
Court of Justice on the application of either
party. N.8,W., s. 21 and B.C., 8. 25.

Councils of Conciliation and Arbitration
shall have the power- to visit the locality
where a trade dispute has arisen and hear
the persons interested, to summon wit-
nesses, to administer oaths or take affirma-
tions and to examine any witness on oath
or affirmation, justices of the peace can
compel attendance of witnesses,

No party to any  proceeding, either be-
fore the Council of Conciliation or of Arbi-
tration, shall have the right to appear by
either counsel or attorney, - or by any pai
agent other than one or more of the persons
between whom -the dispute or claim has
arisen.

The Registrar and His Fees,

No fees shail be paid to the registrar by
any party in respect to any proceeding
under this act ; and the remuneration of
the members of the Council of Conciliation
while engaged in adjusting disputes shall be
provided for by legislation.

Witnesses are entitled to the fees paid in
the Division Court.

J. Farrafice, a ocarpet-layer living at 80
Denison-avenue, testified to having bought
the missing jewelry, consisting of a gold
watch, silver ¢hain and silver spoons, from
Fitzstephens for $5.60 He sold them to
Farrance & Jenkinson, manufacturing
jewelers and pawnbrokers, 12 1-2 Queen-
street east. .

E. C. Jenkinson admitted getting the
artlclgo from the last witness. When they
came into the possession of his firm they
were thrown into the melting pot.

Both prisoners denied having any con-
nection with the robbery.

Smith was convicted of larceny on Oot.
6, 1891, and given 10 days in jail; Jan. 18,
1893, two charges of larceny, 60 days; July
3, 1893, larceny, 70 days.

Fitzstephens on Aug. 21, 1800, was sent
to the Central for four months for larceny;
April 24, 1891, three years in penitentiary
for burglaty at Cobourg,

Fitzstephens will be taken at once to Ber-
lin, where he is wanted on two charges of
burglary. Heis also supposed to be the

The Basis of o Lasting Union Between

England and America,

New York, Feb. 26 —Sir George 8.
Clarke, K.C.M.G., adistinguished officer of
the English army, now located in Malta, in
the course of an article in the March num-
ber of The North American Review, pub-
lished to-day, replying to Mr. Andrew
Carnegie’s suggestion of a union between
England and the United States, says the
importance of the United States as a
market for the products of British industry
has been well pdinted out by Mr. Carnegie,
bus the involved complexity of business re-
lations brought about by the free transfer-
ence of capital from one country to the
other defies all estimate. Only disaster to
either, which must never come, would re-
veal the full extent of our mutual inde-
pendence.

THE PRISONS ARE FULL.

People At Pernambuco Dare Not Express
Opinions On Shore, .-

NEw York, Feb. 26.—The British
steamer Moonstane, which arrived last
night from Pernambuco, sailed from that
port Jan, 26, Capt. Laverick brings no
news of a special nature, and had nothing
new to ssy concerning the state of affairs
at that port. The city, as already reported,
is still under martial law, The torpedo
boat Destroyer was the only war vessel in
the inner harbor, the rest of the fleet hav-
ing ﬁom south some time previously. The
people dare not openly express their orglnlmu
on shore, being fearful of arrest by the
authorities. The prisons are already full
of prisoners, arrested for talking in the
streets, and with others who appeared to
take sides with the rebels.

Previous to the loyal fleet starting south
all the laborers, longshoremen and others
were seized and put on board these vessels
to' man them. There had been no conflict
on shore, Business was fair. The people
are very anxious for a speedy settlement of
the war one way or another.
