APPLE TREE CANKER.

Recommendations For Preventing end
Curing Serious Orchard Evil.

Of all bark diseases of fruit trees 
none Is worse than apple blister can­
ker.

Experiments conducted In orchards 
for the purpose of discovering means 
of treating the disease led to the con­
clusion that where wounds are made 
on apple trees accidentally or by the 
removal of branches or limbs some 
form of covering should be applied as 
soon after as possible to prevent the 
entrance of the fungus spores.

Tests were made In covering tree 
wounds with white lead paint, aspbal- 
tum and paraffin. Treatment attempt-

qofred standard.

Distribution oi Seed Gram 
and Potatoes

[From The Dominion Experimental 
Farms. 1913—1914.

By instructions of the Hon. Minister of 
Agriculture a distribution of superior 
sorts of grain and potatoes will be made 
-during the coming winter and spring to 
-Canadian farmers. The samples for gen­
eral distribution will consist of spring 
-wheat (5 lbs.), white oats (4 lbs.), barley 
(5 lbs.), and field oeas (5 lbs.). These 
-will be sent out from Ottawa. A distrib­
ution of potatoes (in 3 lb. samples) will 
be carried on from several of the exper­
imental farms, the Central Farm at Ott­
awa supplying only the provinces of On­
tario and Quebec. All samples will be 
sent free, by mail.

Applicants must give particulars in re­
gard to the soil on their farms, aud some 
account of their experience with such 
kinds of grain (or potatoes) as they have 
.grown, so that a promising sort for their 
■conditions may be .selected.

Each application must be separate and

must be signed by the applicant. Only 
one sample of grain ard one of potatoes 
can be sent to each farm. Applications 
on any kind of printed form cannot be ac­
cepted. If two or more samples are asked 
for in the same letter only one will be 
sent.

As the supply of seed is limited, farm­
ers are advised to apply early ; but the 
applications will not necessarily be filled 
in the exact order in which they are re­
ceived. Preference will always be given 
to the most thoughtful and explicit 
quests. Applications received after the 
end of January will probably be too late.

All applications for grain (and app­
lications from the provinces of Ontario 
and Quebec for potatoes) should be ad­
dressed to the Dominion Cerealist, Cen­
tral Experimental Farm, Ottawa. Such 
applications require no postage. If other­
wise addressed delay and disappointment 
may occur.

Applications, for potatoes, from farm­
ers in any other province should be ad­
dressed (postage prepaid) to the Super­
intendent of the nearest Branch Exper­
imental Farm in that province.

ed after the sap had begun to flow 
was attended with difficulty. Where 
the cankered limb was cut off or the 
diseased bark was removed and the 
wound treated some of the wounds 
showed that the fungus continued to 
grow in spite of the covering.

Recommendations for prevention are 
that when a branch or limb is severed 
the cut should be as smooth aud as 
close as possible, that as far as possi­
ble tree trimming should be done 
when the sap is not flowing and that 
all wounds should be covered with 
some kind of dressing. Of the tree 
covering materials mentioned it was 
impossible to determine which was the 
best

Other protective measures consist in 
spraying of branches, limbs and trunks 
of apple trees and removal and de­
struction by fire of all brush. All dead 
trees should be grubbed out by the 
roots aud burned.—Country Gentleman.

Tremendous Force Exerted 
the Bottom of the Sea.

AIR THERE COULD NOT RISE.

It Would Be Compressed to Such a
Degree of Density by the Enormous
Weight That the Water Would Float
Upon It—Limita of Diving Depths.

From ordinary considerations It 
would seem that there is no limit to 
the depths to which a diver or a situ 
marine bout might go. Such, how- 
ever. Is not the case. What prevents 
diving to great depths Is the enormous 
ly Increasing pressure of water. No 
diver without a suit can go over 1.V» 
feet because the pressure on the body 
Is then about five tons to the square 
foot on his body. Eardrums would he 
staved In. and other fearful difficulties 
would result

To remedy this the diving suit was 
Invented, but there Is a limit also to 
Its depth. At a depth of one mile the 
pressure due to the water alone is itïf» 
tons to the square foot Even If a div­
ing suit was devised to withstand this 
enormous pressure trouble would he 
found in getting a pipe line that long 
and withstanding the pressure that 
would not break of Its own weight.

In the case of a submarine boat It 
Is slightly different Here only the 
strength of the boat Is the necessary 
thing. But to be strong the walls hurt- 
to be thickened, and this adds to the 
weight, consequently adding to the 
load to be pulled through the water, 
and so at last the limit of the engine 
propelling the boat Is reached. If a 
larger engine Is procured It Itself 
weighs more, larger quarters are need 
ed for It, etc. So there is a well de­
fined limit to a marine boat's diving

Let us take the extreme depth of the 
sea so far found, that of five miles, and 
find the pressure to the square foot on 
the bottom. As water Is comparative­
ly Incompressible, a cubic foot of it 
weighs practically the same on the 
surface as at the bottom of the sen 
In the case of fresh water this is sixty• 
two and a half pounds. Salt water 
weighs slightly more. So all one has 
to do to find the pressure due to the 
water at any depth is to multiply the 
depth in feet by sixty-two and a half, 
and the answer is apparent at once in 
pounds.

At a depth of five miles, the number 
of feet being 20,400, we have that num­
ber of cubic feet to multiply by sixty 
two and a half. The answer is 1 XC.O. 
000 pounds, or 825 tons, to the square 
foot pressure. No known hollow ves 
eel can withstand this.

While on the subject of Increasing 
water pressure a number of interesting 
observations can be made in connec­
tion with air compressibility. Air is 
very compressible, the volume devrons 
Ing as the pressure increases. If a bot­
tle is tightly eorke<j it will contain air 
at ordinary pressure of fifteen pounds 
to the square inch, and that is the 
pressure it exerts. Then tie a weight 
to the bottle and let It down in the sen 
by means of a string. On bringing it 
to the top again it will be found that 
the stopper has been forced into the 
bottle by the water pressure. If the 
bottle is filled with water and stop 
pered and let down no such thing takes 
place, showing that water is not com 
pressible to any great extent

If by any means some air could be 
placed at the bottom of a sea five miles 
deep it would not rise to the top. for it 
would be denser—that is, would weigh 
more to the cubic foot than water— 
and the water would have to float on 
the air; hence no man knows if the 
bottom of our seas is wet or not.

There is only one thing that would 
prevent the air from becoming this 
dense, and that is if it was cold enough 
it would liquefy. However, it is al­
most impossible—is, in fact, impossible 
—for anything at the bottom of the sen 
to be colder than 4 degrees C-, for if it 
got colder the water around it would 
become colder and larger and conse­
quently lighter and rise, and its place 
would be taken by 4 degree water, 
which would bring the object to that 
temperature. So we have no argument 
against the suggestion, for the temper­
ature a“t or below which air liquefies is 
between 100 and 200 degrees below 
zero C.

Some people seem to think that a 
stone thrown into, the sea can sink 
only to a certain depth and is there 
held suspended on account of the pres 
sure of water. A body immersed In 
fluid is buoyed up only by the weight 
of the fluid displaced. We have found 
that water is practically incompress­
ible, so if the stone displaces .a^-cnhie 
foot of water that water weighs the 
same, or practice ly so. at the top or 
at the bottom of the sea. So the stone 
would be buoyed up only by that con 
stout force and would be carried down 
by Its weight Thus the difference in 
the forces would be always downward, 
and the stone would sink to the hot-

In fact If the stone Is at all com­

pressible the tendency la for It to get 
heavier per unit volume as It goes 
down, for we have the same weight 
In a smaller apace. It will be remem­
bered that this Is what happens to the 
air If we take It In a rubber bag under 
the surface of the sen. The volume 
gets less and less, consequently weigh­
ing more and more per unit volume 
and displacing less and less water and 
being buoyed up lees and less until at 
last a place Is reached where the air 
weighs more volume for volume than 
does the water and It will not rise.— 
Lawrence Hodges in Chicago Record- 
Herald.

USING SUDDEN WEALTH.
What Would You Do if You Fell Hoir 

to Three Hundred Millions?
Some time ago a man was “knock­

ing” Andrew Carnegie for “the crazy 
Idea of putting up all these libraries," 
and finally for lack of something else 
to say, I asked him casually: “Well, 
what would you do If you had 300 
millions dumped into your lap?"

He gulped once or twice, went Into a 
sort of trance, and finally said: “Why 
I’d—I’d—why, blamed ’f I know”—and 
then we talked about something else.

Since then the subject has crossed 
my mind many times, and I am not 
sure that the proper solution is any 
nearer. If you ask the question of 
ten of your friends, you,will at first 
get a funny answer from each of 
them:

“Buy me a yacht and travel all the 
time.” “Build the finest home In the 
country.” “Buy all the porlFand beans 
in the world and throw them to 
the fishes,” etc., these being a few of 
the actual answers given me. After­
ward. on reflection, each one will really 
try to say what he would do. but the 
human mind finds it difficult to com­
prehend such an amount, or even the 
Interest on it, which at 6 per cent 
would be $15,000,000 yearly .—Interna 
tional Magazine.

ELEPHANT COURTSHIP.
Feats of Strength by Which the Lady 

Chooses Her Mate.
When two male elephants compete 

for the companionship of a female they 
do not forget their dignity so far as to 
fight for the lady. They simply face 
each other squarely. Then one of 
them pulls down a branch from a tree 
with his trunk and lays it at his feet. 
The other takes a larger branch or 
pulls up a big shrub by the roots and 
also lays It at his feet.

Number one then tackles a still big­
ger branch, and this strange competi­
tion goes on, turn and turn about 
until at last the contestants try to pul: 
down trees wholesale, and the one who 
falls to uproot his tree in turn is aban 
donèd by the lady elephant, who has 
been an interested spectator of the 
strange duel She goes off with thu 
possessor of the largest tree, and the 
vanquished elephant retires shame 
faced.
