CHANGES IN H. S. COURSE
The changes that have been made 

in the high school courses of study as 
a result of the study given the mat­
ters by special committee on high 
school education were announced by 
Hon. R. H. Grant at Toronto, list 
week, and are being communie;. „od 
to school hoards, principals and 
others affected.

The changes are so important as 
to effect a revolution in high school 
education, and to give the high and 
continuation schools an entirely new 
status in the educational system of 
the province. Briefly, the aim of the 
department has been to provide a 
five-year courses of training that will 
be an end in itself instead of a step 
either to university or Normal school 
work.

Hitherto the training given in the 
schools has had either both of these 
as an objective and the student who 
wished to round off his education by 
a high school course was obliged to 
take all the subjects required for 
university or Normàl school matric­
ulation. Under the new system, 
matriculation is still provided for, 
but by the adoption of the optonal 
system, applied to all but a few sub­
jects, the student can take the in­
struction he wants.

A feature of the plan is that the 
option lies with school boards to de­
cide which of the optional course 
will be provided, and this will permit 
the boards to arrange the course in 
a way to meet the particular needs 
of the school or district.

Since last Saturday interest in the 
Chautauqua programs given af­
ternoon and evening in the big tent 
on the Armory grounds grew stead­
ily.

Both the Chautauqua offi­
cials and the guarantors who stood 
behind it have come in for unstinted 
praise, and this year’s Chautauqua 
has jnsured success for next year 
when it will be repeated.

lit a greenhouse at Kew Gardens 
near London, Eng., are growing 
three new plants which may possibly 
prove of considerable economic val­
ue in the near future, remarks the 
Manchester Guardian. They belong 
to a species now styled Stevia 
rebaudiana, which was discovered 
about twenty years ago by an Italian 
botanist, Dr. Bertoni, in Paraguay, 
where the leaves are used by Indians 
to sweeten tea, coffee and other 
beverages. The leaves are remark­
able for their extraordinary sweet­
ness—said to be about 200 times 
greater than that of sugar—and they 
are easily prepared. All that seems 
needed is to collect the leaves, dry 
them in the hot sun or moderate 
oven and reduce them to a powder. 
This powder, it is claimed, can be 
kept dry for an indefinite period 
without losing any of its sweetening 
properties.

BENEFICIAL EFFECTS OF 
SCHOOL FAIRS )

School fairs are to the boys and 
girls of the land what the larger 
fairs are to adults. By this time 
they should be thoroughly organized; 
prize lists published and circulated 
and programmes of proceedings 
prepared, the two indeed given in 
one publication. These fairs increase 
in number every year and are prov­
ing of inestimable value in the agri­
cultural education of the young and 
even in beneficially influencing the 
more mature. Of course boys’ and 
girls’ dubs are the principal feeders 
of the fairs, but entries are usually 
accepted from children who are not 
members of any such organization. 
Agricultural Representatives all tes­
tify to the splendid effect the fairs 
are having upon farm life and agri­
cultural pursuits generally. One, for 
instance, writes: “I do not know of 
any one thing which is a greater 
factor in improving the farm pro 
Auction and the farm industry of the 
country than the school fairs....
In addition to bringing direct, prac­
tical results, school fairs have had 
a very effective influence in encour­
aging teachers to take up the teach­
ing of agriculture in the public 
schools.” Another says: “The im­
portance of the school fair cannot be 
over-emphasized. It teaches our fut­
ure farmers how they can take the 
most out of the soil. It makes our 
rural people better and happier.” In 
recognition of the truth of the old 
adage “All work and no play makes 
Jack a dull boy” a program of sports 
is usually included in the days list of 
proceedings.

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Recent Changes in The Election Act
Dominion Parliament at Last Session Made Substantial Amendments

At the recent sesssion of Parlia­
ment much attention was given to 
amending the Dominion Election Act. 
The majority of the Amendments 
deal with the administration of the 
enabling clause of the Act. One 
judge who acted as revising officer 
in a city declared the work of revis­
ion and the result was heartrending, 
end Hon. F. B. McCurdy, after his 
election in Colchester, N.S., also 
had some suggestions to make on the 
administration of the Act. These and 
many other intimations were duly 
weighed by the chief electoral officer, 
O. M. Biggar, K.C., and the main 
features of the representations made 
embodied in a memorandum to Parli­
ament by him. This memorandum 
was referred to the Privileges and 
Elections Committee of the House of 
Commons. When the committee met 
Hon. Hugh Guthrie, K.C., M.P., 
chairman, stated he had read the 
Election Act several times and was 
bound to say if was difficult to make 
stand and still more difficult to make 
it clear to others. The chief electoral 
officer said that to make the Act 
readily intelligible would necessi­
tate the rewriting of the whole Act, 
*ut his duty was in the administra­
tion of the same and it was not for 
him to suggest changes in the under­
lying principles. The committee, how­
ever, unanimously suggested that Mr. 
Biggar in the next handy consolida­
tion of the Act embody as an Intro­
duction explanatory pages.

This Mr. Biggar readily agreed to 
and he has compiled about one hun­
dred pages of explanatory notes cov­
ering each branch of the Act. Those 
who will have to do with administer­
ing a branch will be supplied with 
the notes on the branch in booklet 
form on the eve of the election or

immediately after the writs are Is­
sued .

It may be stated generally that 
any British subject 21 years of age, 
resident in Canada for one year ahd 
in the constituency two months may 
vote provided, he or she satisfies the 
details of the Act, especially as to 
being seized with the requirements 
necessary to be allowed to vote on 
election day.

Bearing on the administration 
clausep of the Act some important 
changes were adopted, one of these 
bearing on the nomination form or 
paper. At the meeting of the com­
mittee Alexander Smith, barrister, 
Ottawa, was introduced to submit 
such interpretations as he might 
deem helpful. It was subsequently 
announced on the floor of the House 
by the Solicitor-General that the 
amendments to the Act were in con­
sequence of suggestions by Mr. 
Smith. It has been stated at the 
meeting of the committee by the 
chief electoral officer after the atten­
tion of the committee had been call­
ed to the nomination form as printed 
that if a person were nominated in 
accordance with that form and ob­
jection taken to such nomination the 
same could be rejected and the per­
son so nominated would not be allow­
ed to be a candidate.

After the committee mpde its re­
commendations members of the 
House of all shades and groups took 
up the consideration of other feat­
ures of the Act which by mterv.-ews 
with Mr. Smith and others during 
the past year had been dealt with in 
the press. This resulted in other 
substantial changes in the Act. The 
discussions for these changes were 
conducted on the floor of the House 
by all parties.The amendments adop-

ted were demanded by Opposition 
speaker* and successfully moved by 
Government supporters. One amend­
ment adopted at the recent session 
greatly reduces the number of 
naturalized persons who have to ob­
tain. a voting certificate before be­
ing entitled to vote. The only natur­
alized persons now required to ob­
tain such a certificate are alien wo­
men bom outside of North America 
who are the wives or unmarried wid­
ows of British subjects, natural born 
or naturalized, but any of these who 
are entitled to vote under the War 
Time Elections Act of 1917 do not 
require a certificate.

The new Election Act of 1920, be­
fore being amended this year, made 
it necessary that the thousands of 
persons who became naturalized by 
process of law simply because their 
fathers were naturalized, should be­
fore voting obtain a voting certifi­
cate from a judge. This has been 
abolished.

During recent years, and particu­
larly during the war period Canada's 
expert bacon trade developed very 
rapidly. This is proven by the fact 
that last year exports of bacon from 
the Dominion amounted in value to 
$34,000,000 and that our killings ot 
hogs in eight years doubled in num­
ber, while those of Denmark and Ire­
land decreased considerably. With 
the return to normal conditions, 
vigorous efforts will have to be made 
in order to maintain this position. 
The Live Stock Branch of the Dom­
inion Department of Agriculture has 
entered upon a special campaign to 
stimulate the production of hogs of 
the bacon type. In co-operation 
with the provincial departments, an 
arrangement has been made tÂ offej 
attractive prizes to members of boys" 
and girls’ pig clubs who exhibit at 
local fairs, both for quality of pro­
duct and ability in judging. Where 
such clubs do not exist, attempts at 
organization will be made. The idea 
is not only to stimulate and sustain 
production, but to circulate know­
ledge of actual market requirements 
and thus to create a standard type 
of bacon hog for the entire Domin­
ion . When it is stated that the Brit­
ish market imports annually 600,- 
000,000 pounds of bacon, under­
standing is possible of the value of 
the trade that is at stake. It is hard­
ly necessary to suggest that the 
hearty co-operation of farmers and 
everyone interested is hoped for. 
Rules and regulations governing the 
competition may be obtained from 
the Dominion Live Stock Commiss- 
oner at Ottawa.

CHOP STUFF

CROPS IN THE WEST

Winnipeg, July 13.—Western Can­
ada is within measureable distance 
of harvestng the best crop reaped 
since 1916, and the harvest will be 
early—very early in southern dis­
tricts—according to the weekly crop 
review issued by The Grain Trade 
News today.

August 1 is the date mentioned by 
some correspondents for the com­
mencement of wheat cutting in Man­
itoba .

Parts of Alberta were visited by 
torrential rains Tuesday afternoon 
and night. At Bow Island two and 
one-quarter niches of rain fell in 45 
minutes. This is the heaviest rain in 
the history of that district. In the 
Medicine Hat district nearly one- 
half inch of rain fell during the past 
24 hours.

Later reports of the hailstorm 
which struck southern Alberta Tues­
day evening indicate that it was 
much wider in extent than first re- 
pors showed. The storm gathered in 
the foothills west of Claresholm, 
Nobleford, Coaldale and Chin dis­
tricts, swinging south through Skiff, 
on the Lethbridge-Weyburn branch 
of the C.P.R. The storm varied in 
width from one to three miles and 
the loss of the crop in its path was 
nearly total.

The length of the storm path was 
approximately a hundred miles. All 
crops but two on the Canadian 
Pacific Railway and the VanHorne 
soldier colony north of Coaldale, in 
the irrigated belt, were wiped out. 
Chickens were killed by the force ot 
the storm in some districts.

LIVING IN AUTOMOBILES

In Canada here automobile owners 
use their cars for dressing rooms 
when at the lakeside and want to go 
in bathing but in Paris, France, cars 
are being fitted up to serve as dwell­
ings. While there are many draw­
backs to the automobile as a per­
manent abiding place, yet consider­
ing the space which such cars occupy 
it is not strange that distracted per­
sons in Paris are turnng automobiles 
into dwellings. It has the apeparance 
of a novel solution to the problem of 
scarcity of houses.

The interior arrangement of the 
new abiding place is unique. The au­
tomoble, fitted up with tiny living- 
room, bedroom, kitchenette and bath­
room, is to be parked in an attrac­
tive suburban spot for the night. 
In the morning the housekeeping ap­
pliances are tucked out of sight and 
the car is used to carry the husaanu 
and wife into the city—so far no at­
tempt has been made to make the 
automobile serve as dwelling place 
for a family with children. The hus­
band goes to work and the wife to 
hers, or if she be a woman of Mesure 
she spends the day in the shops and 
tea rooms or in visiting friends who 
are encumbered with the care of 
houses.

According to the report’ this ar­
rangement is hailed with joy by the 
large number of young persons in 
Paris who wish to marry, but cannot 
do so because they can find no place 
to live.
