Your Worship Ladies and Gentlemen:
| I cannot.begin my address today
| without making some reference to a
}gentlemen, who, from the beginning
of the war, was associated with me
upon occasions such as this. I refer
to the Rev. Henry How, late rector of
| St. Lukes, a man of intense patriotic
ardour and warm imperial enthusiasm.
| who, since. we assembled here, a year
| ago today, has been gathered to his
God. Had he -been spared to this

|this service with greater energy of
| soul than"he,

| Brethren there are othei. who, in
ithe year gone by, have enteréd into
| rest. Some of -them passed from this
| present scene, surrounded by the kind-
|ly administration of friends at home,

|others amid the storm of shot and

| shell have laid down their lives for

{you and me. Somewhere in France

| or Flanders, their bodies lie to wait

| the resurrection of the just, so today,

| in presence of the great cloud of wit-

| nesses unseen, I call you once again

| to service and to warfare,

| Gathered as we are in.this quiet,

| peaceful vale; surrounded on every

| side by all the glory of God’s beautiful

| | world, it is very difficult for us to real-

| ize, that the greatest tragedy ever
enacted in the historv of this planet is
being carried out on the stage of
| Europe. True, it is that we have sent
| overseas, thousands of our bravest and
our bést; true also,-that this great
|land has respomded nobly te every
financial call made upon #s. people,
and yet, if we have eyes to see and
ears to hear, the conclusion is inevi-
| table that there are thousands still un-
i‘moved and apparently unmovable. It
| may be called “veiled treason” if you|
| like, but cértain it is, their ways are
| not the ways of patriotic citizens- of
this mighty Empire. Could they be but
aroused from their callous ways, and
for a few moments allow their imag-
nation, if they possess any, to dwell
upon the ruined homes and saddened
hearts of a large proportion of Eunope
and then take into consideration the
fact, that but for the British Navy. and
the brave men in the trenches, such
!desolaion would likewise be ours, it
| seems to me, that they would call
| upon their souls and all that is within
| them to shorten the war by overy
| energy at their command.

Ladies and Gentlemen, there are
still some people who cons'der it in-
consistent for a minister of the gospel
to preach a fighting sermon. If there
| be any such within the hearing of my
| voice, they had bétter mot he here, be-
| cause I am in a fighting mood today.
| Cast your eyes up to that grand old
flag, which for a thousand years has
braved the; battle and the breeze. It
is a perpetual symbol of tha truth,
that freedom of thought and freedcm
of speech, is the birthright of every
| person living under the Briitsh Crown,
| In virtue of that glorious heritage, I
| freely speak my thoughts, irregard-
{less of autrocracies of any kind. I
| have not the slightest doubt, that
‘\there are many here who know far
| more about the present state of the
war than I do, but I am in a reminis-
| cent state of mind, and e¢ast my
| thoughts back to my boyhood years
| and recall the time when everybody
| spoke of the possibility of a war with
Germany. There were many forces
energising them, but there was one
| force which was just beginning to
find entrance into the public mind.
I refer to what has since been desi-
gnated “The pacifist sentiment.” In
my humble opinion no force had a
more powerful influence in lulling
large numbers of the people of Great
Britain into a feeling of false security
that the sentimental drivel of the so
called pacifist. As the years wént by,
grew in volume, and I know no man
who has done more to foster it, than
the American multi-millionaire, An-
drew Carnegie. I do not know how
he got his millions, some people in
the old land say “he sweated it out of
the bone and blood. the muscle and
sinew of thé United States.” I would
not like to go so far as that, and yet
I consjder, that his philanthrophy has
done a very great deal to sap out of
the old land that grand spirit of sturdy
Independence, which has been her
glory and hér crown. His favorite
scheme of presenting the people with
free-librariés and half-organs had led
vast numbers of them to believe, that
here, and here alone, was the solution
of the ills that flesh is heir to. Car-
negie gave an enormous sum to help
to build the Hague Palace of Peace,
and I _have seen it suggested, that all
the time, that he was fraternising with
[the Kaiser. You will undérstand
what I mean by the growth of the
| pacifist sentiment if I ask you to con-
“slder such a verse as this from our
| National Anthem:

| O Lord, our God arise,
Scatter his enemies
And make them fall;
Confound their politics
Frustrate their knavish tricks,
On théé our hope we give
God save the King.

| These namby-pamby pacifists would
| expurgate that vérsé from that grand
| old song &nd furthermore would ob-
ject to cértain expressions in the
strong,virile psdlms of David, such as:

“Destroy themi, O God; let them fall
by their own counsels, cast them out
in the multitude of their transgres-'
sions. Theu hast broken.the teeth of
the ungodly.”

Would you befieve it such a harm-
less organization as the Boys’ Brigade
in which the boys use only dummy
rifles was denounced as & thing of the
devil, and opposed to- all Christian
sentiment. - That -kind of Christianity
I never . understood, and I do not
understand it now, These very senti-

mons, and ‘many - men’ were founid
there opposed to an expendityre on
the Army and the Navy,

It is no wonder that thousands had
come to believe , that war was a thing
of the past. During all these years,
Germany was yearly preparing to
strike, and to do so'at a moment when
her war-tords “tfiought * Britain was
most unprepared. Thanks be to God,
there were men on the other side, who,
although accused of being alarm-
Lmongers, cedsed ubt to-watn the coun-
try of its danger. But for their exer-
tions wec would have found ourselves in
much worse position than we really
were. 1 refer to General  Roberts,
whose military and high-toned Chris-
tlan life ended within heliring of the
guns on the battle fields of France. 1
refer to Mr. Blitchford, ‘editor of the
Clarion, Wheo, ~althongh a goclalist,
warned his country in strong language
of the .

The splen-
did response to Lord Kitchener’s ap-
peal is a magnificent testimonial to
his masterful personality, and an evi-
dence of the fact that we still remain
the greatest fighting nation on the
face of the earth. No doubt the cause
for which we fight has proven a pow-
erful stimulus, because it is the same
cause which has lit up the annals of
our glorious history.

Lay the proud usurper low
Tyrants fall on every foe,
Liberty’'s in every blow,
Let us do or die.

In the years to come, the people of

the British Empire will thank God,
that they had"such an enemy as Ger-
many to face.
* It is regognized already by everyone
that the war is the greatest unifying
force the Empire has ever seen. If a
gection of Ireland in the old country,
and a certain portion of Canada in
the new have not responded so well
as they ought to have donme, there is
still time for them to repent.

Ladies and Genlemen, the year
which closes today has been fraught
with ntous quences. What
you ask of the present state of the
war? All T can say is the terrific
struggle still goes on. When it shall
end 1 do not know. One thing I do
know, it took us ten years to crush
Napoleon, and if it takes us ten years |
to crush the Kaiser, we will do so0 as |
effectively as we crushed a hundred |
years ago, the mightest autocrat of
Burope. As we follow the varied por-
tions of the light from day to day, we
do not get much light from the daily
newspapers, but when we get the
speeches of men like the new chancel-
lor of Germany, Dr. Michaelis and Mr.
Lloyd Gorge, we get some solid ground
to stand upon. These two speeches
undoubtedly give the impression that
there may be a long prolongation of
hostilities. Place the most charitable
construction you please upon the
speech of Dr. Michaelis, I think he
speaks what is not true. - Nq doubt he
paints in the most gaudy terms, the
German military situation, and speaks
most slightingly of the entrance of the
United States into the war. He twists
in the most ridiculous manner, what
he calls “the exhaustion of the Allies.”
He tells us also that the German plan
of campaign is to hold out upon “terra
firma,” while the submarine exhausts
us at sea. It is not difficult to recog-
nize the bluff of the German Chancel-
lor. The Germans must whistle. to
keep their courage up, and their new
chancellor has supplied the tune. It
is refreshing to read Mr. Lloyd
George's masterful refutation to these
statements. He tells us that, as year
by year goes past the Allies grow
stronger while Germany grows weak-
er. He tells us that our reserves of
all the essentials of warfare are in-
¢reasing as well as our good supply.
Thanks to the women behind the men,
behind the guns our supply was never
greater. During the last two months
of this year we will launch more ships
than have been launched in any one
year :since the beginning of the war.
Lloyd George also tells us that the
war is still a battle of the rivers, but
the rivers now are the Elbe and the
Clyde. He tells that our means of
combating the submarine develop
and improve all the time. With such
statements as these from the first man
in Europe today, nay, 1 will go further
and say, the first man in the Empire,
are we down hearted? Not a bit of it!
There is however, one thing absolutely
essential, the whole Empire must be
governed by one intelligent will, and
those who oppose that will can only
be numbered among' the traitors of
their country.” None of us on this
continent can afford to see the welfara
of mankind under the domination of
the kind of Ge’rmnny which has been
making during the last forty years.
Our ideals are diametrically opposed
to German militarism, German the-
ology and the untrustworthiness of
German diplomacy, and in the future,
the world is going to put their. trust,
not in German brains, but in British
brains, and when I use that phrase, I
mean the brains of the Empire, upon
which the sun never sets, combined
with the brains of the great Republic
to the south” of us. We rejoice today
that reciprcoity in this respect exists
between the United States and Canada.
Her entrance into the war is the great
event of the past year. What moves
our souls and is likewise moving
the souls of Britain and of France to
their deepest depths is the tremendous
and spontaneous enthusiasm for what
is now our common cause. The value
of such an event cannot be measured
by the present war, but by the mighty
influence it will have upon succeeding
generations. Twine then the Stars
and Stripes together with the Union
Jack in your hearts today, and.like
brothers love of one accord, go for-
ward, shoulder to shoulder in the
same sacred cause of justice and of
liberty.

Of course we regret to chronicle the
Russian debacle, Last year at this
time, they were knocking at the gates
of Warsaw. Today they are almost
a disorganized rabble seurrying back
towards the confines of Russia. 1t is
a grevious tale to tell, resulting from
the lack of discipline in the Russian
Army and the entrigue of German
espoimage. We can only hope that
better counsels can prevail but wheth-
er or not, do not forget it, the de-
cision of the war, must rest on the
Western front. It is a well known
fact that France is partially exhaust-
ed, after a_ practically continuous
struggle ‘on the Aisne since April of
this year, but the spirit- of glorious
France is unbroken still, and -the
nucleus of her army reinforced by the
athletic men of the United States will
yet hurl the inexorable Hun beyond
the confines of Alsace and Lorraine.

As far as British operations in the
West are concerned, I am content to
leave those in the hands of Sir Doug-
las Haig. It is abundantly evident
his masterly strategy is being condue-
ted with the purpose of accomplishing
great things with the loss of as few
men as possible. From that fact, let
the mothers here, whose gallant sons
are upholding the best traditions of an
Imperial race, take comfort and con-
solation. “No unnecessary risks: will
be run with their precious lives; but
when they are called upon to do their
duty, the memories of Fertybert,
Langemarche, Courcelette and, Vimy
Ridge will be their inspiration, and
God help the Hun who comes within
reach of the bayonet of the boys who
wear the feathers: I am told that the
Canadian and the Scottish troops are
great chums. God bless them all,
brave hero souls! Bold must be the
heart that is not warned to its deepest
depths by their deeds of daring.

A VACATION O NG ISLAND

The Home of Several Enterprising
Wholesale Fish Dealers, {

Having chosen Long Island, Dighy |
County, N, S.. as a desirable spot to
spend" a quiet vacation, it was the
great pleasure of the writer to be one
of a jolly outing party that spent Fri-|
day, August, 17th, at. Fiish Point, Free-
port. From this vantage point you |
get a magnificient view of the Bay of |
Fundy on the one hand, and St. Mary's |
Bay and the French Shore on the
other.

Digby, and Haines & Son to Glou-
cester, Mass.
