AN INSECT DESTROYING THE
NOVA SCOTIA TURNIP CROP

Last year hundreds of acres of
turnips were almost completely de-
stroyed by a pest that made the leaves
turn first light green, then yellow,
and then brown, and ofttimes caused
the whole plant to die. Some, at first,
thought the cause was drought and
made no effort to effect a cure; but
gradually it learnt that the
trouble was due to small green plant
lice that could be seen in almost
innumerable quantities on the under
side ot the turnip leaves. These were
afterwards found to be Turnip Lice
or Aphids.

Specimens of turnip leaves affected
with these lice have already been
sent in to the Agricultural College
which leads to the fear that the
lice may again become widespread
and cause a serious loss. Hence a

BRITISH BACON MARKET GOES

The British bacon market has re-
verted to the rigid limits of weight
for Wiltshire sides. During the war
the demand for bacon and for flats
generally was so keen that the limits
were relaxed, so that for a time a
Wiltshire side weighing anywhere be-
tween 45 Ibs. and 100 lbs. was ac-
cepted.. As a consequence there
was not the same discrimination
made by packers’ buyers between the
prices for light and heavy hogs and
the price paid for select hogs. The
extraordinary demand, however, is
over. The flat, lard-type hog is at a
distinct discount in Canada. So with
the light weight hog; it should be
finished on the farm.

For some time past the British
Ministry’s limits for Wiltshire were
45 1bs. to 80 1bs. The market is re-
turning to normal and the weights
are now 45 1bs. to 75 lbs. Packers
have long since recognized that the
return to normal was inevitable and
warned farmers and breeders against
going in for any but the well-known
bacon hog.
