Lolling on bisvolvet
cushions tho Tribuuo'àia anlo saemed te
bave leat sonethilig cf its malles; and
thaugh the tiger-look 'vas on hlmn atill,
it was that cf the aleek and satistled
tiger 'vbo bas bau tfad. Tbat look
nover loft hlm ail day, while hu
transacted business lu the Forum,
wbile ho shewed bis grace and
ngility nt bail in the Fivo' Court,
wvblb le repoaed after bis exertions at
the bath; but it waa more apparent
tiII irben the heur of aupper arrived,
and ho teck is place lu the banquet
ing hall cf CQear, with saine of the
brai-est soldiers, the niobleat senators,
the greatest statesouan, wits, gluttons,
and profligates lu the empire.

A banquet with Vitellûs iras ne ]ight
and simple nepast. Ltsgues cf sen
apri miles of foreet hadl beau swept te
unis the more gToundwork for the

entetainment. Bardy fishermen Lad
spent t hein nighte ou the beaving irave,
that the giant turbot might flap its
sncwy flakes on the Empercr's table
lîrcader than its broad dish cf gold.
Mauy a swelling bllI, clad la the dark
eak- coppice, Lad echoed te inging
ehobuof bunter, and deep-mauahed bay
cf hound, ere the wild boar yielded bis
gilu life by the mornes, sud the dark
grisîy carcase was drawn off te previde
a standing-dish that iras cnly seant to
gratify the eye. Even the pescocli
roaated lu iLs feathera iras toc greas a
dainty for epicures irbe studiud the
art cf gastronamy under Cisar:- and
that taste would bave been considered
ruet.ic iu the extreme, wbich could
partika of more than the mare fumes
aud saveur cf se substantiai a dish
A thousand nightingales Lad beau
tnapped and killed, iudo'ed, for this ens
supper, but braina and tangues rie
ail they contributed te the banquet,
irbile even the wing cf a rcasted haro
wonld bave bean considened fat toD
coarse aud cemnion food for the
imperial Loard.

Thora irere a dozen of gucats raach-
ing round the ivory table, and se dis.
poead that the head of each iras turned
teirarde the giver cf tha feast. Creaar
iras, iudeed, iu -bis glory. A garland
cf white roses crewned his pals snd
bloated face, euhancing the unbecltbi-
nesa cf its aspect. Hie featunes bad
orlgiually been well-formed aud deli
este, expressive cf wut, enargy, sud
great versatility cf chai-acter. Noir
the eypss irai-unkan, and the vesseas
beneath thora se puffed as aiîen as
te discolour the skia i the jewl, tee,
bad beccme large and baavy, imparting
an ir cf sensual stupidity te the irbole
countenance, wibih brightcned up,
Lowever, at the appearance cf a favorite
disb, or the smack cf saone rlch luscios8
wiue. Ho iras busy at present with
the eager, gozzling avidity cf a pig:
and Le propped is uuwçieldly body,
clad la its loosa iwhite gemn, onuoe
flabby arm, irbile with the ether lie
fed himself on shai-p-biting salada,
salted berrlugs, pickled anchovie., aud
sncb stimulants as were son-ad lu the
frat course cf a Roman entertalument,
t#> prOVeke the bunger that the iest of
the meal aheuld aatis!1y. Now aud
thon is oye wandarcd for an instant
thraugh the long aining vistas cf the
ball, amngst its mai-LIe pillai-s, 1t.
crimxson lisugingz, its vases crowucd
with blucbing fruit and flemers, it.m
aide-boards blazing waitb chalicca, aud
flagous, aud plates of bui-nishe2à gold,
sas though Loe xpected and winccd
frein a bloir; but'tho restlesa glauce
mas surat e tr t e the table, and

queco ituelf once more in thea satisfac-
tion of hie faveuite eînployuîent.

oye Iurked a world cf wit sud sarcaun,
and front whoso thick seosuel lips,
engroesed as thay iroro wvith the bhtai-
neae cf the moment, would drap over
and anon somie pungont je8t, tlîat ivag
sure to e aroeaatad to-merrei r t every
supper table lu Reime. Montanus was
a crafty stateeman and a practisad
diplomatiat, ivhosea ooicty mas aought
for at tbe Court, irbose opinions carrîed
wvcight lu the Senate; Lut the aId
vobuptuary bad long discovened that
thore was ne safoty undar the empira
for thosa ivho teck as leading part lu
the councîl, Lut that certain distinction
awaited prcficiency at the banquet-se
ho devotUd bie powerful intellect te
the ntudy of gatronomy %bd the fabri-
cation cf iitty sayinge; uer did Le
ever permit the outward expression cf
Lie counten&nce ta betray a conscicua-
nase cf the gond tbings that iront into
and catue eut of bis mouth.

]ieyend hlm again reclined Liclins;
bis manly face and noble beaing pi-
eenting a vivid conti-ast te these irbo
surrouinded iS, and irbo treated i,
oua and nI], iucluding Cosar bimsîf,
with manked deference and respect.
The old soldier, Lowaer, appeas-ca
soaewbatweary, and eut o!bis clament.
Ho loatbed thase tong entertaiumeute,
se opposed te bis cmn simple habits;

Julii3 Placidus, as
Le ropliéd tea abiaf, indistinct question
froan the Empérr'(xnurmured with bis
mouth fu), by a ~]y that set every
oua noar hinsi aughiug, sud aven raised
a amibe ou tha pale face of Vitellius
blîsoîf. IL iras the Tribuue's cue te
make bis aociety tniversally popular-
te Le al thinga teaIl men, especialby
te in the confidence of bis impenial
host. Thero is an ai-in social success,
ne lous than in auy ether triumph cf
natural ability. The nin muet nover
bo complotely loosed, the Loir nover
atretched te its full camp.uss. Litent
power ready te be called forth, is the
secret cf %Il graca;. and witei the ob
soi-yod doe8 rel, it muet be apparent
te the observai- that Lo cauld de bcuer
ifLe chose. AietoeLarea!Iy popubar,
a man, though a goed deal iked, should
Le a littie -leared Jullus Placidus ex.
celled lu thea«'reoet courteous,' wbich
Le could dliver irithout thoe lightest
besitation or change cf coantenauco ;
sud a jick-name or a ai-casm oncP
inflicted by the naady-vritted Tribune
clung eftei-wards te its abject likre a
bai-r. Thon ha possessed besides tho
invaluabîs qualification cf a disentm-
inating tauLe lu seasoninge, tbe resuit
of a hcalthy paate, refined, but net
deatroyed Ly the culture bestowed ou
it; and cold drink avery man cf thora,
except Montanus, under the table,
without bis stomach or bis beain being
offectud by the dobauch.

Our acquaintance Spado iras aise of
tho party. Geaially s buffeen cf ne
mencalibre, sud eue wbose spocial
talent lay la sncb coarso and practical
i esta az served te amuse Vitollus irben
bis intellects hubecoetee torpid te

approciate the nicer delicaoieuocf wlt,
the cunuoh was to.niglit pt'culisrly duli
and silont. 1lie reclinud, with his head
rteting oit his band, and seeîned te
conomil as much as lho could cf lii. face,
ue aide of wlîîch waBs wollen und dis-
coloured ausfrot a blow. Ilie fat uan-
wieldlytern i cuked moro disgusting
tbtai uut n, ii t% auluptuota dreau>
ftastencd and Iooped up nt every fold
with cieseof enteralda and pear'a ;
anid thougli hu atu lowly and with
dificulty, ho secned dutermuined te lose
nonuecf the gratifications cf thoinica].

Tht*ro were a feîv mure guea-ano
or two snstors-wfle, with the caution,
but not the gonius cf Montanus, woe
conspicuous fer nothing but their
fulsome adulation of tho Emporor A
tell sulleu looking mon, commander cf
the Ptiutcrian Guard, who nover laid
aside the golden broasit.ptnte in which
ho was eticased, and wvho taMnimed ouly
auxioua for tho conclusion cf the enter-
tainment. Thrce or four unknown and
tindistinguisbed persons, called in
Romnan society by the expressive terni
1Shados,' whoso social position, and,
indeed, whose very existence, depended
cuthe patrons they followed. Anionget
theae were two freedmien cf tho Etni
peror, pale anxious.looking beinge,
with baggard eyes and careworn faces.

Itwas their capecial duty te guard
aginst poison, by t.ating of every dish
servcd te tîteir employer. It night be
supposed that, as in previous reigna,
one &bucb ftinctionary would have been
enougb ; but the great varioty cf
dainties in which erormi as appetite cf
Vitellius enabîrd bim ýo indulge, rend-
ered it impossiblo for ar.y onu stomach
te keep puce with bita tbroughout the
whole cf a meal, and these devoted
champions teck it by turns te guard
their master ivith their lives. iCeen
appetites and jovial looks wero flot te
be expected front men engsgod on sucli
a dty.

The fir8t course, though long pro.
tracted, came te an end at last.. Its
great.est dolicacy, consisting cf dormice
sprinkled withpeppyseed and lioney,
bad conapltely disappenred. The tables
ivero cleared by a bandcf Asiatia
youths, richly habited, who entered te
the sounda cf wild Eastern music, and
bore cil the fragments that remained.
As they emerged at one door, a tr.oop
cf handsonie fair-haired maidns-
barbar-l.in captives -simpiy clad in
white muelin, and garlanded with
flowers, èntered ut another, carrying
the golden dishes and vesioa that cou-
tained the second course. Ia the
meant.iie, hanging curtaine parted
slowly froni before a recesa la the
middle cf the hall. and disclosed threo
Syrian dancing girls, grouped like a
picfure,.in diffrent attitudes cf volup-
tucus grace. Shaded lampa wero se
disposed as te tbrow a rosy light upon
their limba and faces ; while coft thin
vapeurs curled about theni, rising
froin braziars burning perfumed in-
cense at their foot. Simnltaneously
they clashed their cymbals, and bound-
ed wiidly out upon the ficer. Then
began a moasure cf alternate languor
and nctivity, new swelling inte frantic
bacebanalian gestures, new sinking
into tender lassitude or picturesque
repose. The warm blood glo%7ed in
the dark faces cf these duughtcre cf
the sun, the black eyca flashed under
their long oyc-lasbes, and their white
tceth shewed like pearis batween the
rich red lips; whilo the beautifully
turned limbs, and the flexible, undu-
lating forma, writbcd themeelves inte
attitudes suggestiveocf imperious con-
questý ccp reluctance, or yielding love.

The dance was scon over; wilder
and faster flitted the glancing feot, und
tossed the shapely banda, encirclcd
with bracelets and ankîcta cf tinv sil-
ver balla. Whcn the measuro was
whirling nt ite speediest, the threoi

It vrould ho ondiese ta go ino the
detailti ofsucli a banquetase tbat
whicb wab placod beforo tho gueste of
Cwsar. Wild boan, patiios, gante,
oery kind of ahull-fish, ibrusee, bec-
caficoes, vegetabheof al descriptions,
and poultry, were reauovcd ta malte
way for tic pheaeaut, the guinea hen,
the turkey, thea capon, venitiog, ducks,
woodcocke, snd turtie-doves. Every-
thing that could crcep, or fly, or tiwim,
and could baout a delicato flavour
'whon coaked, was presod into the ser.
vice of the Emnpror; and 'vhon appe-
tite wae appoaoeed and cauld do no
more, thoe trongeet condiments and
other remedies wore used ta stirnulato
freeh Lunger and consume a fresh aup-
ply of ouperfinaus daintiea. But the
grent business o! the evening was rat
yet half finishcd. E xcesof eating
was indeed the abject; but it wvase t
exceaseof drinkinîg that the -luttons of
tbat poriod lIoakt-das t e pt'ciairelief
ofo ecutertaininunt since the hope
of each seeened ta lie, that when thor.
oughly flooded, and, so ta speak. wass.
ed out ith wiaîe, ho night beffin ent
ing again. Ttao Roman %vas no drurak-
ard like the barbarian, for the sako of
that wid excitement cf the brain
which je purchased by intoxication.
NO. ho ate no replation that hoemîglit
drink with gratification, lie drauk
ta excess that ho migbt eut again.

Another train o! slaves now cleared
the table. These were Nubian Punuchea,
clad in white turbaze anad calet tunics,
ombroidered with seed pearîs and gald.
Tha'y brought in tLe desert-choico
fruits heapod upan vases cf tho rarest

These mutes wera
prccured nt vaset expenso from every
corner of the empire ; but Cmaar
especially prided himeel! on their iimi-
larity in face and figure. Tù-day ho
wouid boerved by Gerniann, to-morrow
b, Gaule. the ne=t by Ethiopiane, and
se an; iton, thougli deprhved cf the
organe cf speech sud héaring, were
these miniéters cf Bacchus unobeervant
of what took place amaugst theo vatanies
on whoru they waited ; aud it wns said
that the mutes ini the palace beard
more confidence, and told more secrete,
than 8il tho old wamen in Rama put
togetb or.

Anid no-%, taking bie eue froin the
Enîperor. each mian laasened tho heut
cf bis tunic, ebifted the garland cf
foaa-rs off hie brows, disposed tianself
la an casier attitude on his couch, and
