CURENT TRADE CONDITIONS.
ONTARIO.

It might be regarded as misleading to
state that the lumber trade of Ontario is
experiencing a boom, yet the movement
of lumber during the past week has been
ofsuch volume as to cause manufacturers
and dealers to feel well satisfied. The
most activity, of course. is confined to the
pine trade, in which branch lcavy ship-
ments are being made to the United
States, while the local consumption has
been quite large. In many of the towns
extensive bstilding operations are under
way; for instance, in Sault Sie. Marie the
Lake Superior Power Company arc about
to commence the construction of fifty
double bouses. The shipment of lumber
from Georgian Bay mill points is very
active, and a fair summer and good fall
trade is looked for. The stock lists sent
out by manufacturers on the ist of June
show no decline in prices, but on the other
hand a sliglht advance in some grades.
The possibility Ihat the carpenicrs of
Oitawa may continue their strike iassome-
what unsettled the trade in that district, but
it is thought that matters will be amicably
arranged before thcre has been muscla in.
terference to building operations. Noiiing
new can be said of hardwoods, whici con-
tinue to be purchascd in a laand.to-noutlh
mianner.

QUEDEC AND NEW BRUNSwicK.

Notwithstanding the backward dcnand
from Great Britain, the spruce lumbcr
market i% reasonably active, as the ship.
sents to the Unitcd States, Francc, Aus-

tralia, and the West Indies have beenl
rallier above the average in quantity. A
asuniber of vessels are uinder charter to
load for South America. Reports from
Quebe. tell ofa stronger market for squ<ae
and wancy pte tamber. There is still
sortie tnicertaunty as to tIe outcone of
the log drives in New Brunswick, infor-
mation received a few days ago going to
show that about 50,00nooo feet may be
hung up in the head-waters of the St.Join.
Logs are changing hands ai $9 per thous-
and feet. Clapboards are firmer, from
$31 to $32 being asked for extra quality
on Boston rate of freiglt.

UNITED STATES.

The visite pine situation in the United
States is decidedly strong. The total
shipments of lumber from Minneapolis up
to June i of this yearwas 172,o00,o00 fée,
a gain of s6,ooo,ooo feet over the sasie per-
iod onc year ago. There are rumors tha t
the interior mill ses in Wisconsin and
Minnesota will shortly make a further ad-
vance in the prices of some grades, whici
continue scarce ini spite of the ieavy pro-
duction. A featture of strength has been
the action of the Chicago lumber trade in
marking up prices. Common stock biards,
8, ao and 12 in., were advanced 50 cents;
No. 2 13 in. box boards one dollar t No. :
A cedar shingles fron $2.6o o $2.65 ; and
No. s and mixed lath ta cents. At Sag-
inaw dry stock in large blocks is scarce
and dealers are antxious to pirciase. Fine
common is about $a higier per thousand
than one montih ago. Buffalo anîd Tona-
wanda dealers report as exceptionally
good trade. Tihere is a tendency to ad-
vance prices on the lower grades. incluad-
ing 12 inch boards and No. 3 barn, of
which tIse stock is very light. In the cast
building is progressinag favorably, with a
strengtiening effeci on spruce. There is
litile possibilit) tisat prices of tihis luimlber
will be maaerially lower thi% season. The
cosintied gond crois repirts fias creaed
an improved deiand for hardwoods fros
the imp!ement niataufa tirers,l ua tIse mltove-
ment is still light.

Shingles are strong and meet will ready
snle.

GREAT IRITAIN.

The quantity of titmber whici has ar-
rived in Great Britain since site opcning of
the snipping scason has been a surpri-c 1

the trade. It was isothglht that the first-
oien-na«.ter shipentseal' would be very light.
but the quantity lias been aliost equal to
last ycar. Predictions are nlow aade that
the suminer receipts wil shon a marked

falliang off, and it remsains to be seen
whether this condition will bc experienced.
It is quite certain that the market is not in a

position to reccive heavy consignmenasts of
lumber, but if shipmleents are limuited it is
probable that the market wilI soos recover
Jost groumnd, and lhe fouindation would be
laid for a large irade next ycar. Lumiber
towa arriving has mostly been puarciased
at such a price as to mssake il almssost im-
possible to dispose of it ai a reasotiable

profit. Importers in a position to do so
will no doubt hold the stock until there is
an improvement in the market. While at
London and Liverpool the stock of Quebec
Jumtier is heavy, the supply at Glasgow
and at some other ports is not excessive
nor more than i: usual at this season of
the year. Spruce deals have shsowns no
improveient, sales being difficult to make.
