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CRUSHING GRAIN SOREENINGS.

Rogarding an itom in Tho Commorsial of
June 15, referring to tho grinding of elov..tor
or mill soeds, wo havo a lettor from a party
who claims to know all about tho offect
grinding will have on tho germinating
qualitios of soods. Tho lottor is marked ‘' not
for publication,” so that we can mako
roferonco to it only, without using thoe name.
The writer makes a distinction botwoon
ugrinding” and “crushing.” He claims that
through grinding will kill all scods, but
admits much of the so-calied grinding does
not dostroy the sceds. The crushers used
usually by farmers, aro overcrowded, *‘and
only crush some of tho larger grains, while
the small sceds arc never touched,’ so says
our informant. Our informant also says:
“Machines that were onco good enough have
boen run by incompetent persons, allowed to
got out of order, probably through ignorance
or false economy, and they will only crush
tho larger grain. This applys to a good
nany elovators as well as farmers’ crushing
machines.”* Our corrsspondent further says
that farmers will not pay the price necessary
to secure thorough grinding, where they can
get grain crushoed cheaply, but imperfectly.
Altogether tho remarks of our informant
fully bear out the truth of the snggestions
contained in the previous roferonco to this
subject by The Commercial. If what our
correspondent says is trae, we would infer
that the bulk of the so-called grinding or
crushing of grain does not destroy the ger-
minating quslities of the small seeds con-
tained therein.

BUSINESS AND POLITICS.

Now that the political contest is over, The
Commercial hopes that brsiness affairs will
speedily settlo down to the regular order of
things. For some woeks back business bas
boen more or less unsettled, as it always is
during tho heat of a political contest. In
some cases business men may have even neg-
locted their business affairs, in their ardor to
assist their political frionds. Business men,
who are not only busipess friends, but per-
sonal friends, have found themselves on op-
pmsing platforms, and in the heut of party
conflict or exciting argument, things may
have oeen said or done, which may have lead
to coolness between those whose business
affairs,bring them frequently together.

In tho recent conflict there has boen a

greater severing of party ties than is usually”

the case, Many prominent business men all
over the country have seen fit to change
their party allegiance. At one time & man
who dared do such & thing war looked down
upon. He was callad a tarncoat, and all
sorts of uunpleasant things would be said
sbout him, Of recent ycars a more indepen-
dent spirit has prevailed, and there i3 more
tolorance for those who change from one party
to another, Daring the heat of & politicsl
contest, prominent men who chasge their
e, 4 .

party allegiance are sure to bo obliged to
meot with o good meny hard knooks from
their old political friends, who aro cortain to
feol aggrioved at the loss their party has
suffered.

It is to bo hoped that whatover may have
ocourred during the late political contest to
causo any'ill foiling betweon business mon,
from any cause weatever, that fecling will
now bo laid aside, Business mon in the west
arousa rule tolorant and liboral in their
ideas. If any one has changed his party
allegiance, let him be respected by hisold
political frionds for having had the courage
of his convictions, Such a one is cortainly
more worthy of reepect than the one who has
stuck by his party against his convictions,

~Again, if anything has been said or done
during tho heat of party warfareto cause avy
illfeeling botween business men who havebeen
friendly herotofore, lot the feeling be at once
put away. Do not allow political leanings to
influence you in business or social matters to
tho smallest extent. Surely no irtelligent
business man would be 80 weak-minded as to
allow any little political tiff to influence his
business or social rolationships with others.
Wo know that in the past, lasting disagree-
ments betweon business men bhave sometimes
arisen out of political campaign incidents
during an election contest. We hope that
no such instances will result from the recent
contest.

Everyono has a right to his convictions,
and overy man should be manly enough to
havo the courage of his convictions. It
would bo extremely narrow-minded;to allow
any such differonco of opinicn to creep into
business or social affairs, and {we do not be-
lieve that thero are any prominent business
men here who would allow themselves to be
permanently influenced in such a way. For
the time being, however, some little differ-
ences may have ariser, and if solet them be
put away at once.

Now that the successful candidates have
become members of parliament, it will be
their duty to look alter the interests of their
constituents as a whole. They are no more
in the hands of their political iriends. Those
who opposed a3 well as those who supported
them, havo an equal claim upon their con-
sideration, in matters whers their interests
aroaffocted, They are simply tho choics of
the people, for tho people as & whole. This
is the proper view to take of tho matter. The
government is not the government of the
party but of the country, and the membar is
pot the membur of the party but of the con-
stituency. Therefore, now that the fight is
over, let all pull together for the good cf the
country, forgetting party animosities, and
giving that respect and support to the gov-
ernment and to the members which 1t is
their right to expoct from all the peoplo.

THE FEDERAL ELEOTIONS,

Tke result of the federal elections in Can-
ade will not come as & surprise to many. Of
course both the great political parties olaimed
that they were thoroughly assured of carry-
ing the country, but partizan forecasts of
this nature have no weight with those who
understand the ways of party leaders. The
impression whichprevailedquite largely with

1ndependont mon that the government would
bo defeated, was not based on party forecasts.
Porhaps the principal cause which led many
porsons of independent thought to look for
the defeat of tho govornmont, was the dis-
organized condition of the governing party
in Parliament, leading to disputes and
intrigues within the government itself, to
such £n extont asto bring humihation upon
the government and the great Conservative
party.

As for the Liberal victory, it gives them a
small majority over the comnbined forces of
the Conservatives, Patrons, McCarthyites
and Independents. The sympathy of the
Patrons and McCarthyites will naturally
be more closely allied to the Liberals
than to the Couservatives, but the Liberals
have @ sufficient majority to be independent
of all the other parties.

Thore were of course some surprises as a
result of vhe contest. This is always the
case. In Ontariv, the aid of Hon, Oliver
Mowat did not prove as drawing a card as
wa3 expected, and the Liberal gains were not
as large in that provinco as had been ex.
pected. The school question did not have &s
much influence in deciding the clections in
Cntario a3 at one time seemed probable.
This was owing to the fact that a great
number of the Conservativa candidates were
pledged to oppose coercion, thus giving Con-
servatives an excuse to suprort their party can-
didates, regardless of the action ¢f the govern-
ment on the school question. The protective
policy of the government no doubt came to
their aid in Ontario to a greater extent than
elsewhere. Feer of tariff changes as & result
of a change of government may perhaps bel{
counsidered the principal cause for the failure
of the Liberals to secure as large & majority
in Ontario es was expected by many in.
dependent persons,

In Quebec, where the school question was
worked for all it was worth in the interest
of the government, the result has been some-
thing of a surprisse, The clergy did their
very best in the interest of the government,
but all to no &vail, and Quebec went overe
whelmingly in favor of the Liberals, The
result in Quebec is perhaps more difficult to
account for than that cf any other part of
the country. Does it mean that the peopls
of Quubec have determined to enter a protest
ageinst clerical interference in political
matters? At any rate they have given
their clergy a severo snubbing., Mr. Laurier
manfully threw down the gauntlet to the
bishops in his speech ia parliament on the
Coercion Bill. When hodid that he evident-
1y understood the feeling of his French Can-
adian follow citizens better than any one olge
did. It was considored & bold move atthe
time, to thus duviy the powers of tho bishops.
‘Was it the coup that cventually gave him
victory ?

Some Protestants delight to prate sbous
the subserviency of their Catholic fellow
citizens to their clergy. Thess people have
held up the French Canadians as a people
who would not daro to kold an opinion in
opposition to the clergy. What will they
think about it now ? Catholic Quebac has
giveu Protestant Canada a lesson in religious
toloranoe which should not and will not be
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agitation based on croed differcnces and havo
effoctually sat upon their clergy, who tried
to force thom in*o such a position. Thisis
the meaning at loast which would bo takon
from the voto 12 Quebeo, based on & super-
4oial viow of the result., However, the
actual meaning of a popular vote s often very
different from what it would uaturally be
supposed to bo.

In the Maritime Provinces the Consarv-
atives have a small majority, but thoy failed
to make iho clean sweep there that it was
olaimed they would. Premier Tupper's
strepgth in that part of the country was
counted upon to give the gcvernment a very
large majority in those provinces,

In the West theresult has como out fairly
close to caloulations, and the Liberal party
owe their victory first to Quebec and secondly
to the West. British Columbia, which has
always returned & solid government contin-
gont, has elected four Liberals out of a total
of six members. Ir. the Territories, which
has also always returned a solid government
support, but one government candidate was
elected, and that one has a mejority of only
two, which will probably be changed to
a minority on & recount, Manitoba never
before sent more than a committee of
one to assist the Liberals, but now elects
three members in opposition to the guvern-
ment. The school question and opposi-
tion to the high tariff were the princi-
pal features which lod to this result in the
West. A remarkable feature of the cam-
paign in the West was the promise from the
Promier himself, of large oxpenditures of
money on public works. In these new re-
gions, where public improvements aroso
urgently needed, these promises no doubt
bad a great effect, but not sufficient to over-
come the Liberal candidates entirely, Now
that th» elections are over, The Commercial
may bo permitied to express its belief that
election promises of expenditures of this
nature are extremely objectionable, and
should be frowned upon by those who favor a
clean contest.

Tho result o Winnipeg may justly be con-
sidered tho greatest surprise of the contest,
in the Weat at least. At the beginning of
the campaign, popular opinion, so far as it
could be gauged by surface indications, ap-
peared to ba largely in favor of Mr, Martin,
and it was thought Mr, iincdonald showed
great moral courage in undertaking the con-
test. Right hero at-the ceat of the school
question difficulty, where tho people have so
fervently declared for national schonis, the
very framer of the nationel school bill was
defeated. The result would on the surface
indicate the ficklenees of public opinion, and
Winnipeg already has gained notoriety
for fickleness in this direction, owing to the
remarks of a lato member of the nowdefeated
government. However, to thoso who under-
stand the local situation, there were other
causes entering the contest which would
mitigate the chwge against Winpipeg of
fickleness of this nature. In a city of this

A\ | size there 18 a considerable labor vote which

.

was influenced by the promises of expensive
public works, A great effort was also made
to prove that Mr, Iaurier was as strongly

ernmont. Mr. Macdonald's personal populer-
ity, and the prostigo of his position as a min-
isterin tho governmont, counted for much in
his favor. But it seoms almost impossible
that any combination of cirsumstances could
account for thedefoat of Mr, Martinsquarcly
in Wiannipeg, in tho faco of public opinion
horo on the school question, unless on the
aforesaid ground of the extrome fickleness of
public opinion in Winnipsg. The fight in
the city was the most vigorous onoe ever made
here, and it is certain that the government
looked upon the carrying of Winnipeg as &
necessary featuroe of their coercion policy.
Thero is much talk about bribery in Winni-
peg. Tho Commercial has no comments to
mako as to such allegations; but certainly
the election here scems to have been bungled,
as is indicated by the fact that voting was
temporarily stoppod at soveral polling booths,
owing to ballots running out, An analysis
of the vote in Winnipeg shows that it was by
far the largest ever cast here. Mr. Martin
had 639 more votes than he received at the
by-election when he was first returned for
Winnipeg, two years ago, and the total vote
was 5,796, as compared with 8,907 at the
by-elestion.

I'he result of the elections in Manitoba
would indicate on the surface that a large
number of people here are in favor of the
coercion policy of the Conservative govern-
ment. This is the only meaning which can
be taken from tho vote; but exprassions of
public opinion aro often very misleading, and
in the caso of Manitoba, (and pessibly it may
be the same in Quebec), the vote certainly be-
lies the actual {eeling on the school question,
The vote in Manitoba may be accounted for
to some extent by the fact that many people
considered the school question as practically
dead, and that no further attempt would be
made to pass a coercion bill, no matter which
party carried the day. Secondly, two Liberal
candidates were defeated by the advent of &
third party candidate, running on practically
the same platform as the Liborals. While the
Patrons did not succeed in electing a candi-
date, they succeeded in splitting the vote
against coercion and infavor of tariff reform,
thus onsuring Conservative viotories. As
for coercion, with Manitoba declaring apper-
ently (but not really) in favor of coercioa,
with the Quebes vote solidly arrayed on one
side of the house and with many Counservatives
committed to coercion, the position of Parlis
ment will bo more favorabls to the passage of
& ooercive measure taan it was before disso-
lution, if such & bill should be introduced.

As to the result of the elections on the
whole, the weakness of the Liberal party is
probably owing to the fact that their
ma jorities are not moreevenly distributed over-
the country. The fact of tho Liberal major-
ity coming in largely from one province is s
featura which may bode the party no good.

As o theoffect of the change on the coun-
try, it should on the whole be beneficial ; and
should bo beneficial to the party which now
retires into opposition. A change of govorn.
mont occasionally seems necossary to the
welfare of the country, and a party too long
in power is very liable to degencrate. At
any rate the governing party is sure in time

beshook off by a term in opposition. Political
schomers have a great affinity for the party
in powor, and thay will ind svmo excusa for
leaving tho opposition and going over to the
governing body. If tho Liborals remain long
in power thoy will have many of tho
barnacles who are now attached to the Con-
sorvative party. Thisis ono of tho advant-
ages of an ccoasional chavge of government,
and one wkich is a great advantagoe also to
the party going into opposition.

Regardiog the tariff, The Commeroial docs
not expect that any radical change will ba
made. The Liberal policy, as declared, is for
revenue tariff, buv regard must be had for
existing conditions. The greatest carve will
have to bo exercised ir rovising thetariffand
changes will have to be made gradually and
slowly. The leading men of the Liberal
party have given assurance of their recogni-
tion of the necessity for caution and modera-
tion in revising the tariff. The trade policy
of Canada has been brought more into lino
with the imperial policy regarding closer
trade with the empire.

What the Liberal policy regarding tho
West will be, is the feature of interest here.
The government has made no special effort
to develop the West for years, but on the evo
of the elections great things were promised in
the way of public works to develop the coun-
try. These promiges of course now go by tho
board. The Liberals havo promised nothing
spocifically, The Liberal party hss always
had the blame of having failed to recognizo
the value of the West, and of opposing every-
thing in the interest of the development of
the West. The Commercial will not discuss
the justification or otherwise for this belief,
Just here we may say, however, th.t the
Liberals will now have an opportunity of
showing what truth there is in this oft-re.
peated contention, The leaders of the party
should consider tho wisdom of ridding their
party of this stigms, by entering upon a
vigorous polioy for the the development of
Western Canada. They are not, we repeat,
bound by any election promises, but per
formances will he more to the point than
promises made to influence an election con-
test,

THit question of good roeds is onoc of great
importanca to the general public, the loss to
tho community frora bad roads being very
great, In the United States during the past
yoar or two, an organized movement has
been going on, to work up an agitation in
favor of better roads. Tha state of Texas
has lately had & ‘‘good roads* convention
at which a number of papers were read, and
the discussions showed that road improve-
ment was & subject of gonuine concern.
Tho convention adopted resolutions recom-
mending that thore should bo established by
the stato of Toxas & commission to be known
as the state rosd board, to be composed of the
governor, the superintendent of tho state
penitontiaries, and a professional ongineer
and geologist to be appoiated by the governor;
that the state road board should cause a
caroful examination of the state to be r-ade
for materials available for permaucat roads,
and should exercise general supervision over
plans for road construotion conducted with
stato aid 3 that the state should establish as
speodily as possible road material supply
camps 1n different portions of the state to be
operated with conviet labor.

THE Republican convontion at St. Louis,
to nominate presidential caudidates and vre-
paro a platform for the coming election in
tho United States, has doclared unequivocally
for “*honest money.”

Pegding 01l Meal.

Twenty years ago thero was very little oil
meal used on the farms of this country, says
the United States National Stockman, A
few ndvanced focders and breeders of livestock
had learned its value in finishing animals
for tho block or for the show ring, and it was
usoed in a limited way by dairymon, but the
bulk of tho product of our oil mills was ex-
ported, B-itish farmers taking large quanti- .
ties of it. The general advancement in
knowlorge of feeding dur:ug recent years has
brought about a wonderful change.

Feeding oil meal is now almost a3 common
as feeding bran, and those whose grain feed
isof necessity principally cora have found it
almost indispensable in providinga properly
balanced ration. Manurial value is another
point in its favor, especially in the eastora
states, Prioes this year have basn about tho
lowest on record, in sympathy with other
foed-stuffs, and there has besn a vory large
consumption. It is safe to say that the ex-
perience of this year will cause much more to
be used hereafter, but the incroase would be
greatet if none but the old procoss meal had

con used. Weo have heard soveral cim-
plaints from those who have bean using new
process meal—which is decidedly iaferior—
principally on account of the chemicals used
in extrasting the oil,

Business bas teen upset by the gencral
olections, which took place Tuceday last,
and matters have hardly had time to cool
down yet. The return of the Liberal or
revenue tariff party will no doubt cause pro-
teoted manufacturers to contract business
some, owing to tariff uncertainty, though
the Liberal leaders have already givon assur-
ance that the tariff will be handled carsfully,
80 as to avoid changes liable to cause business
disturbances. Wholesalo trade at Winnipeg
hss been restricted this week and without
important featurer. Tho weather for the en-
tiro month of Juno has been exceedingly
favorable for the crops, and to this extent at
least the outlook is encouraging, Bank
clearings at Winnipeg this weok show & de-
crease of about 8 per cent as comgared with
the Jike week of 1895, butan increase of about
6% per cent as compared with the like weekof
1894.

There were 19 business failures reported in
Cansds this week, a8 compared with 83 last
week and 28 in the corresponding week in
1895.

Money at New York yesterday was quoted
at 1§ to 2 per cont on call and mercantile
paper 4 to 53 per cent.

Bradatreets of June 27 says of the situa.
tion in the United States this wesk. A can-
vass of leading jobbers at imporisnt citics
shows no expectation of a revival in general
trads until after election, and at some points
no real improvement is expected until next
year. Midsummer dullness characterizes
operations at almost all points., Relatively
groatest activity bes been among eastern
dry goods jobbers, v » have sacrificed prices
to reduce heavy stocks of cotton goods.
Restrictod production of print cloths at Fall
River is likely to be followed by similar
action at Providence and at Aungusts. New
Logland rubber manufactarers are curtail-
jog production; and the situation and out-
Jook in the iron and steel industries is less
satisfactory, with & prospective cut in tho
price of pig bessemer iron, und the
pro‘bability of tho billet combination reduc-
ing quotations, and lower prices for coke.

In all lines last wook business was unusu-
ally good emong the wholezalers owing to the
nocessary summer supply for camps through-
out tho interior aud aloog tho coast. Collec-
tions aro rather better aud ready monoy
much freer. The lull in the lumbor trade
still continues thoug' thero is still somo
activity in shippiug circles. The salmon
run on the Fraser river is rapidly improving
and from indications in the North a very
large mass of sockeyes are heading eastward.
The big strike on the Skeena river isoff a
compromise having been made between the
canuers and fishermen by which the canuers
agres to pay 85 cents forsockeyesand 75 couts
for spring salmon. This is anadvanco of ten
cents and one cent on the old wages. Many
peoplo have besn expressing the fear of late
that numerous canneries starting up along
the rivers of British Columbia would thin
out thn salmon and ruin the trade. In this
connection it might be mentioned that Mr.
Begg in his history of British Columbia
mentions the fact that 103 years ago Alexan-
der McKenzie in describing his trip across
the continent to the Pacific said that he
noticed in the Fraser river (shen supposed to
be the Columbia rives? that the fish were so
thick that they seemed w entirely cover the
surface of the water with their fins. So that
the big run has lasted at all ovents for 103

ears with apparently no dimunition in size.
tterly British Columbia fishermen have
been setting trops for salmon in American
waters and sellirg their fish in British
Columbia. The conservative candidate Mr.
B. McBride at Wostminster district notified
Sir Charles Tapper of the stato of affairs at a
particularly opportune time and Sir Charles
Tupper wired back “I am in favor of pro-
tecting British Columbis fishermen.

Binder Twine in the United States,

“Bindor twinestiffons up. The demand un-
precodonted, Probabilities that prices will
go higher as a shortage in supply is
imminent.”” This is the heading to an
article on binder twine from tho Minneapolis
Journal of Juno 20. The Journal goes on to
speak as follows:

**Owing to the promise of another heavy
crop of small grains thers i3 an almost un-
procedeuted demand for binder twing this
summer, and the various factories throughout
tho country are finding it hard work to
supply tho trade. The blnder twine depart-
mont of the state prison av Stillwater is over-
run with orders. Already 1,000,000 pounds
of twine have beenshipped from that point,
aud orders for a like amount avestill unfiled.

There is always more or less uncertainty
or irregularty in the twine market. Tho
Frices now have an upward tendency and the
supply in very apt to rua short before the
scason closes.

Tho straw production this year averages
much higher than it has for several years
past, and in consequence more twine will be
needed. Orders came in very slowly, and
tho manufacturers fell behind in their out-
put. Sinée then sisal and hemp have beon
cornered by eastern firms, which tends to
raise the price of twine considerably. The
prico of manito fibre remains about the same.

On the whole there will be no over supply
of twine, unless considerable damage should
be suffered by crops before harvest time.

The California Fruit Growor says ‘' The
stock of prunes remaining on hand is limited
to about 80 cars, aud thessare fast going into
consumption, but at low prices. Thegenoral
market is weak in tono aud we learn of sales
at loss than a 8 cont basis for tho four sizes.
As to the growing crop, conditions are at
present favorable for s !larger crop than last
soason, This may all change bofore tho
month of Juue haa passed. In tho great San
Joaquin Valley, where the crop was?a failure
last year, this season promisas a good crop.
Tho Santa Clara Valley]promises a larger crop
than last scason, while some sections in the
north are short. Indications point to more
than 60,000,000 pounds cured prunes for crop
of 1896, Oregon rrunes are largely a failure
this season. Europs)reportsjtne promise ofa
goodgerop. "

A New Xork report says of the molasses
market : ‘* The Porto Rico cropis practically
finished. Owing to] the poor quality of Bar-
badoes molasses this year, vory littleif any
has been shipped tothe United States. Prices
bave declined owing to the lack of{demand for
suci poor quality as has come to hand. Asa
result of this prices [in Barbadoes havedeclin-
ed about 50 per cont. from the! figures ruling
at thelopousng of the season, when they were
at tho highest point, Advices from {Porto
Rico May 28 'estimate that thevaluejof the
crop is; very,much phort and is not! above
1,500 hhds, and sinco that date about one-
third of this supply has been contrected for.

Tho supply of loosu California raisins on tha
coast available for f.o.b. shipments was, at
last mail advices, said to be botween ten and
fifteen cars, The vines have been making
good growth since the frosts andjindications
point to a good crop.

A letter roceived from California under dato
of June 12 confirms previous re ports that the
prune crop will be larger than that of last
yoar. A lot of twenty cars sold at San Jose
on June 11 to go to Philadelphia at the rate
of 23c f.0.b. for the four sizes.

Hides, Wool atc.

Tho Montreal Trade Balletin of June 19
says: ‘‘Business is very quiet in the wool
trade this week. Some of the mills have
already closed down and their propristors are
eloctioneering for all they are fworth, while
other mills are doing very little, Some old
stock Texas wool has been offering in this
market as low as 74¢ ‘o 102, but even attheso
low figures, buyers could not be found.
Prices aze unchanged;and we quote : —Greasy
Cape 14c to 16¢c; Natal {15c to 17¢; Washed
Canadian fleece 193c to 20c, Buenos Ayres
scoured 27 to 85.”

The Toronto market is quiet, all offerings
aro being taken by local tanners. Butchers’
No. 1 are quoted at 53c, No. 2 at 40 and No.2
at 8c. Lambskins, quict at 80¢ and relts at
16c. Horsehides, 31.50 to 81.75 each.
Tallow, 83c to 8§c—Globe, Juue 19,

The Toronto Globe of Juno 19 says: * The
roceipts of wool are liberal bat the purchases
aro purely spoculative. So far as Canada is
conoerned clothing wools are neglected by the
maunufacturers, A good deal has been
carried over from last year. Local buyer
advise caution and say that the country
doalers should be careful not to pay more
than the present situation warrants, and that
wools bought should bo free from chaff, sceds
and burrs. Thers is no inquiry for oxport,
the market is dall, The following prices aro
being paid to farmers,—From 17 to 18c for
unwashod merchantable fleeco, 14 to 15¢ for
rojections, 17¢ for tub washed and 10c to 110
for unwashed. Northwest wools are being
s0ld to manufacturers—short ineat 9c to 10¢,
medium fino 10c to llc and coerse Wwools
fron 1ic to0 12¢.”

Grain and Milling Notes,

The E. D. Moore elevator at Rosobank,
Man., has boen destroyed by firo with 8,000
bushels of wheat. Covered by insurance.

The Lake of the Woods Milling Co. report
the sale of 22,400 bushels of No. 1 hard
Manitoba whoat for shipmont via Vancouver.
This is tho fourth salo of this kind made this
teason.

On looking over the list of mills in Mon-
tovideo, says tho Northwestorn Miller's
special correspondent, I was somewhat sur-
prised to find 18, and some of them are of
fairly large size, the Molino Italiano of
Gianelli, for instance, being able to turn out
1,200 sacks of 140 1bs. each in 24 hours. The
mills of Montevideo form a fairly large per-
contago of all the mills in Uruguay, thore
being some 62 in the country outside of the
city.

The Northern elevator at Neche, North
Dakota, just across from Gretna, Man., was
struck by lightning and destroyed by fire on
Sunday last.

The flour market, says the Montreal
Gazotte of June 18, is somewhat demoralized
at present and a further cut of 15c to 250
has been made in the price for Manitoba
grades, recont sales of sirong baker’s have
been made at $3.30 to 33.50, and sprieg patent
et 88,75 to £3.85, while thero has slso been a
decline of 5¢ to 10c in prices for Ontario
grades.  Straight roller bas changed hands
in car lots at $3.60, and winter patent at
23.80 to 84.

Bran and shorts declined 50c per ton at
Montreal on June 138, to $10.50 to $11 for
bran and $11.50 to $12 for shorts. ’

Dry Goods Trads Notes.

Bradstreet's of June 20, says of the situation
in the United States: **The market con-
tinues quiet, with business confined to clear-
ing up lots at low prices. Cotton fabrics are
dull and depressed, and in order to attract

buyers very low figures have to hs named, |

Fancy prints have been opened in dark styles
for fall at Sc., but few have been bought as
yet. Ginghams are dull and only appear to
sell through the aid of drives. The Lancaster
and Amoskeag companies haveadvanced their
price to H5c. Dress woolens are dull, with
business very slow and unsatisfactory. There
is more activity in flannels, which are being
taken for fall at low prices.”

Financial and Insurance Items

E. H. Hayward, secrotary of the Menitoba
board of underwriters, has written the Win-
nipeg board of works, urging that immediate
action be taken to improve the streets of the
cxty,

At a recent meoting of tho finance com-
mittee of the Winnipeg city council, the
tenders for tho purchase of city of Winnipeg
dobentures amounting to $46,500 wero opened.
This amount is divided up betwoon Winnipeg
Industrial exhibition and the construction
of the Osborne street bridge, $30,000 going
to the former and 816,500 to tho latter. The
following tenders were roceived: W. H.
Cooper, $101.50; Yorkshiro Guarantee and
Securities Corporation, $98.56; James Mel-
drum, $101.55; Hanson Bros., $102.06; O.
H. Nauton, $100.55, Three other firms
tendored in lump sums, viz.: H. O'Hara,
$46,616; A, E. Ames & Co., $17,151; G. A.
Stinson & Co., 8$47,806. Theso debantures
run for a torm of 35 years and boar 4 per
cent, interest, payable half yrarly at Win-
nipeg. The teuder of Hanson Bros., of Mon-
tresl, was acceptel.

Road-Making,

Tho following bulletin on road-making has
been issued by the Ontario Department of
Agriculture by A. W, Campbell, C. E.,
provineial instructor in road-making:

Drainage.—Perfoct drainage, first, of the
foundation of the road-hed; secondly, of the
road surface, are the points in road-making
ot which too much stress cannot be laid.

The first is accomplished by underdrain-
age, tile drains bainﬁ 1aid at a depth of three
or moro feet below the surface on each side of
the rordbed at tho foot of the grade and
parallel to it. Caro should be taken to fitand
settle tha tile in the trench so that, when
refilling with earth they will not badisplaced.
Asarule two and a half ioch to fourinch
tile will bo sufficiont. The joints should be
close and the grade a true line. Loose joints
and an uneven grade allow silt to paesinto
the tile and romain there, destroying the
drain.

Surface drainage is accomplished by open
drains on each side of the grade, having
sufficient capacity to drain., not only the
ed-bed, but theland adjoining. Withopen
drains and with tile drains make and main-
1ain & freo outlet to tho nearest wetercourse.
A drain without an outlet isuselegs. Incon-
structing a good road & dry found stion is the
matter of first importance.

Crowning the Road.—The graied portion

Quality of Gravol.—Tho gravel should
preferably be sharp, cleen and of uniform
siz. Pitt gravel usually contains too much
earthy meatter, and where the latter is in
escess, tho gravol, as a road-making material,
is useless. EE:ko gravel is apt to be rounded,

§ water-worn and lacking in tho necessary

earthy mutter to make a solid and compact
surlace, but is generally a botter road metal
than piv gravel A coating of pit gravel with
ssurface of croek gravel is a good com-
bication. All large stones should bo removed
astney will work to the surfaco, and will
then roll loosely or form rough protuberances.

flacing the Gravel.—The gravel should bo
spread evenly over tho surfaco of tho sub-
grade to o depth of six or eight inches, and to

the required width, then rolled with a heavy
roller. Rolling should be performed in
showery weather, as it is impossible to con-
solidato dry earth or gravel. The hoavier
the roller tho better will be the results, but
if a heavy roller cannot be obtained, a light
roller is much botter than none. The roller
sdould be passed over tho sufrace until the
gravel or earth is =0 compact as not to bedis-
piaced and rutted by the wheels of & wagon
passing over it with an ordinary load. The
surface must be maintained smooth and hard,
to shed water and resist wear. Every muni-
cipality should have a roller, but whother one
can be obtained or not the gravel should not
be left in & heap just as it falls from the
wagon, Spread it evenly.

Repairs.--Gravel roads already constructed
will need ropair. By the use of road machin.
ery scrape the surface and cut off the cornors,
which will bave formed at the foot of th~
grade by the washing down of dusty muterial
from the crown of the road. Loosen tho sur-
face, partitularly that part of the travelled
portion and where the read is rutted, with
pick, or, if possible, with road machinery,
then apply a coating of gravel and roll thor-
oughly. It isof more importance, however,
to seo that the drains are not obstructed in
cherr courss and that their ontlets are free
and open,

Imported Woollens.

The prospects of improved trade in woolons
has created a feeling of confidence. Buyers
aro not afraid to place orders for choice
materials at good prices, while other trades
demanding lower lines will buy them when
they are nobby and attractive gnods. Those
who are doing a nice trade have placed
sufficient orders they think to protect them-
solves, finding from past experienco if they
did not do so their business suffered. Some
buyers are chowing great care in their selec-
tions, and are taking small lots, expecting to
replace only good seollers. Buyers are not
likely to make any mistake in placing their
orders fcr pew and desirable gocds, Prices
are firm, with nct much chance of any drop
in valuo. T isseason shows only a moderate
increase. Local buyers on last fall’s original
orders wero able to place orders bofore the
riso. The prices of tho last six months are
fully maintained. The market will not be
overstocked this season with desirable goods.
The gencrai opinion is that job goods will be
less offered than formerly. Orders received
to date are very satisfactory. May and June
payments have beon goud, showing that trade
is in a healthy condition. Merchant tailors
bhave added to thair chances of success by
reducing their prices of svits. What they
aro asking now is at least 25 per cont. less
then a few years ago. This was done in
order tn meat competition, snd is having a
good cffect,

—

The leading make of imported woollens for
the past spring was Scotch tweeds. Cheviot
finish or rough goods will contioue good sell-
ors for the fall.  They will be shown in some
ranges, and in larger patterns, a little more
pronounced. Other lines will have a neat,
quiet effect. Colors will be rich, warm and
handsome, but not startling. Green and tan
mixtures are looked upon as being extra

Blue and drabs and browns are all
ropresonted. Red is intormixed with all
colorings, aud gives them a warm appear-
anco. Some smart lines in Scoteh suitings
havo a moderate noutral ovec-check. Thesa
over-checks are made in subdued colors and
occasionally rendered in red, green, gold,
atc., but not very pronounzed. Scotch tweeds
will bs worn for business and ordinary wear,
while for dressy occasions thore is a feeling
for Oxford and the lighter groysin the soft
vicuna makes in good quality, both for a
frock coat and vest, with neat worsted
trousers as of yore, as well as for genoral wear
ip suits throughout. At the opening of last
season it was thought that small pin-head
worsteds wonld have a fair show with Scotch
tweeds, and buyer's anticipations were not
disappointed. Stocks are very low on these
lines, Some pretty, neat and gentee! eflects
are shown for the fall trads in worsted mix-
tures, embracing a large variety in faney and
grey mixes, to which 1sadded for this <eason
aclearblackand white. Black twill worsteds
are still having their usual large demand,
with the satin fiuish making coming . ext.—
Toronta Globo.

Sonthern Manitoba Freights.

Consideratle inconvenionce has basn cans-
ed to Winnipeg wholesalers in filling orders
promptly from Southern Manitoba points,
owving to tho way orders come in. For in-
stance, there is only one wey freight over
tho Glonboro branch cach week, which leaves
Vinnipeg at an carly hour Thursday mora-
ing. The orders for goods from this line
ususlly come in with the try-weekly mail
on Tuesday night. This gives culy one day
to fill all the orders for the week on this line,
and as Wednesday is & very busy day, there
is great difficulty in getting transfer wagons
to deliver the freight in time forthe early
froight on Thursday morning If this train
is missed the goods have to bo held over for a
full week. Country merchants along the
Glonboro branch would assist the wholesale
houses here and also ensure the prompt re-
coipt of goods, if they would send in their
orders by Saturday’s mail, thus giving rea-
sonable timo to pack and deliver goods to the
railway in timo for the regular woekly way
freight train, Oa the Delorainoe branch the

Hawaiian istands should be controlled by the
United States and no foreiga power should be
pormatted to interfere with them; Nicara-
guan canal should be built, owned and oper-
ted by the United States and by the purchase
of the Danish islands washould seccrs a much
needed paval station in the West Indies;
Armenian massacres, the massacres of Ar-
menians have aroused deep sympathy and
just indignation of American people who be-
liove the United States should exercisoall the
jnfluence it can properly oxert to bring these
atrocities L0 and end ; Munroe doctrine—we
re-assert the Monroe doctrine to its full ex-
tont and re-afiirm the right of the United
States to give the doctrine effoct by respond-
ing to appeals of any American state for
friendly intervention in case_of Euaropean
ercroachment. Wo have not interfered ¢
ghall not interfere with the exist.ug

jous of any European power in this
hemisphere, but those possessions must noton
apy protext be extended. We hopefully

look forward to the eventual withdraw) of the
Buropean powers from this hemisphere and
to the ultimate union of all English speaking
parts of the continent by free consent of its
inhabitants ; Cuba, we watch with deep abid-
ing interest the heroic battle of Cuban
patriots against cruelty and opprassion, anc
our beat hopes go out for full success in their
determined contest for liberty. The govern-
ment of Spain having lost control of Cuba,
and being unable to protect the property or
lives of resident American citizens, or comply
with treaty obligations, we believe the
government of the United States should
actually use its influence and good offices to
restore peace and give indepsndonce to the
island ; the navy, the peace and security of
the republic and the maintenance of its
rightful influence among nations of the earth,
demand a naval power commensurate with
its position of responsibility. , Therefore we
favor, continued eulargement of our navy
and a complete system of harbor sea coast
defences ; foreign immigration, for the pro-
tection of the quality of the American
citizenship and tho w of our workingmen
against low priced labor, we demand the
immigration laws be thoroughly enforced
and so extended as to exclude entrance to
the United States of those who can neither
road nor write ; lynchings, we proclaim un-
qualified condemnation of the un:ivilized
and barbarous practice known as lynching;
national arbitration, we favor the creation of
a national board of arbitration to sottle and
adjust differences that arise botweon em-
ployers and employees engaged in intorstate
commeree,

At the recent general meeting of the Mer-
chants' Bauk of Canada. 1n his excollent
address, Mr Hague, general manager, ro-
forred to credit in the following words -

If you have a bad system of credit, ora
good system badly worked; if credit is un-
wisely given, or if it is too long extended; if
& hugo superstructure of credit 1s builton a
slender ba-is of capital, no matter how large
your imports and exports and railway traflic,
you will have a tad state of thinga in the
relm of credit, and particularly 1n those vast
credit-giving institutions, the banks.,

Baakers may well take some blame to
themselves in this matter ; at the same time,
in justico it must be said that they are
sometimes compelled to do what they would
rather not do.

Customers of banks, when thoy give too
extended credit, gencrally want too much
credit from their bankers, especially ia the
way of discounting long paper, and borrow-
ing by way of long advances.

Oar own discounts were never so high as
they have been this year.

‘I'he discounts of the banks as & whole,
wore never so high.

We arerot in such a period of stagnation
as leads money to accumulate iv banks while
mercantile borrowers don't want it.

They do want it, and have pressed for
it. The fact s that mary people have been
leaning too heavily upon their bankers for
some ttme back. They in turn, hi.ve besn
allowing their customers to lean two heavily
upon them.

Fivally, the retuiler has allowed his
customners to run u, too heavy accountsin
his books, and also has carried two large a
stock upon his shelves himself.

The whole system of credit in Canada
Wwants & revision,

Nearly all persons who buy and sell goods
on credit are complaining that they have
made no profit during the last year or two.
In fact there 1s a gouod deal of livingupun
capital going on,

Business oxpenses and losses eat up all that
is made by selling goods. And let it never
bo forgotten that tho average amount of losses
i3 always aggravated by the leng*h of credit

ven,
glll such a thing could bo brought about as
a generel cutting down of the length of
credit onc-half, the result would be a cutting
down of losses one-half. And the rosult of
that again wounld bo that many a basincss
which now yields no profit at all would re-
turn a fair remuneration for the capital in-
vested.

It is seldom that I bhave referred to oar
naghborsin tho Sates as furnishing us with

examples of business meothods. Andin
tho matter of sound finance and a good bank-
ing system wo bave certainly nothing to
learn. But wo may with advantage takea
leaf from their book 1u the matter of credit
giving. Such terms as are giveain Canada
are entirely unknown  the other s:do of the
line, Credit there 18 much shorter, totho
great advantago of both selier and buyer.
