-NOTUINo so strikes a stranger visiting German cities as the
outward evidences of mercantile and manufacturing develop-
ment. Everywhere one sees new mills in course of construction.
Nothing like it lias ever been seen before. Hand in hand with
ail this goes an increased demand in Germany for ail kinds of
cereals. The Importe of wlieat and rye went up last year while
the exporte descended.

Why cannot ail
do what the former does ? The three leading factors in this
great problem are first, the cow, what muet ase h and how fed
and iandled ? second, the farm, what must that be and how
handled ? third, the reasult, the cost of milk par 100 pounds.
Each of these three factors were Important and must not be
sligited. The market for butter and cheese never asks, what
does milk cost the producer, nor does it care. It looks only at
the amount oflored and quality. Farmers should net look at the
market end when they should be looking at the cost end. Let
them decide that they will produce milk by the cow and by the
acre, which will mean a low cost of milk par 100 pounds. The
farmer will wake up to the importance of producing a good cow
for himself. The problem of to-day Is how shall a farmer make
as mnuch profit at 50 cents a hundred pounds of milk as ha did
when ha got a dollar a hundred.

An increase of
more than 40 per cent.~in three- years is not a bad record. The
following table gives the value of the principal minerals obtained
during the two years 1898 and 1894:

The output of
kerosense increased from 200,000 yen in 1893 to 200,000 yen in
the foliowing year. Stlphur, plumbago, tin, lead and mangan-
ose ail show a similar Increase. It would not b an exaggera-
tion to say that the supply of various ores je almost inexhaustible
le Japan, and that the mining industry has not yet advanced be-
yond ts threshold.

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Aithough among the most conservative of people,
British manufacturers seem to have readily taken to
the idea that the nettle-like plant known as Ramie,
which grows profusely in India and will yield four
crops a year, can be substituted to great advantage for
the product of the silk-worm of Sou thern Europe or
wherever the mulberry freely grows, and also for the
productscof the flax and hemp fields of Ireland and the
Netherlands. Considerable money lias been spent for
some' years past over the endeavors to convert the silky
fibres of this plant into textile fabrics, which its ap-
pearance would warrant people in believing quite prac-
ticable. Mistakes havé been nade, chiefly in the dye-
ing processes, the chemlicals in some cases rendering
the fibre quite brittle and useless.

The use of the Ramie plant is by no amans new in
the East, having been for many years employed by the
Ilindoos and Chinese in naking rough, strong cloths,
as well as nets and lines for fishing. As yet, however,
it has but an unimportant place in modern commerce,
although the plants which' produce it have been culti-
vated as an experiment for some years in English gar-
dens, for instance at Kew, where it has been wonder-
fully successful, especially the Chinese variety which,
however, onily produces tvo crops a year.

Many persons, and especially those who have been
cultivating tracts of this plant in India and also to
some extent in South America, are of the firai opinion
that the new silky fibre wili supersede flax, hemp, silk
and other textile fabries. The intrinsic value of the
fibre has for a long time been fully admitted, and the
Indian Govern'ment twice offered a prize of $25,000 for
a high quality of fabric produced froni the plant ; but
bbeprize was never won. The difficulty lay in the pro-
duction for which two distinct operations are necessary.
It would seem ithat no iethod by machinery could be
found to thoroughly separate the gun and the fibre.
It was done by a chemical process, and it was in the
use of tlhese that the fibre had been rendered so brittle
as to unfit it for use. The strong chemicals, it seems,
rotted the fibre. This was particularly the case vith
the French product. The Anericans next took up the
scheme and, with their usual sanguine expectations,
prophesied great things and dropped considerable
money to solve the problem. A chemist of Hindoo
origin but of European education, has at length solved
the difBiculty. The new patented method turns upon
the employnient of zincate of soda, and a conpany bas
been formed with patents taken out all over the yvorld,
and an experimental factory in London, which turus
out about two tons a week for spinning. The son of
the Austrian Consulin tliis city made diligent enquiries
as to the fibre and product during a recent sojourn in
Europe, and i is probable- that Canada will not fall
much to the rear in the use of a new raw material.

We may return to this subject to describe the process
which, under the new patent, is very econonical. The
nanufacturers in the norh-eastern counties of Ireland
also, the Netherlands, will have to look to their
laurels. The new process, known as the "Gomess," lias
been in use nearly two years, and the product appears
to be free fron defects. But the object of the manu-
facturer, as in the Southern States, is to get as near to
the place of growth as possible. As to the cheapness,
ýhe Rhea ribbons can, be bougit in Lopudon -for about

$60 per ton, which leaves a good profit to the grower.
From this the filasse fibre can be produced to fetch
about $600 a ton, after having cost in al], perhlaps, $150
a ton to turn out. Thus it may be seen that the new
fabric can be produced almîost as cheaply as cotton.
The effect upon the sagar plantations in Deniarara and
otier tropical countries,especially those which have con-
tracted for coolie labor, cannot fail to be'beneficial.

THE QUEBEC AND ONTARIO LEGISLATIVE
ASSEMBLIES.

In respect to the Legislatures of the Provinces of
Quebec and Ontario, we cannot very heartily say we
"Welcome the coming, and speed the parting guest,"
for were both to take a vacation, the land, to use the
old phrase, would have rest. Canada's legisiative mil
is altogether too busy. No sooner does one set of
stones get out of gear than another cominences grind-
ing, the result being a production far in excess of
the needs of the market. Year after year the different
Pfrovincial Assemblies turn out batches of new Acts,
the larger portion of which are superfluous; many of
them die in early infancy, and very few live to be of
any permanent service. A Bill passed in one Session
is usually regarded as "ra y material" for the legisla-
tion of the next one. Acts seem passed, not to work
themselves, but to find work for legislators and for
lawyers. Anendments are made to Provincial Acts in
such profusion that it puzzles the bar and the bench to
know what the law really is, -so numerous have been
the changes made to explain it ; or correct it; or ren-
der it workable. Hence Provincial Statutes are apt to
be "sbreds and patches," like an old coat of which the
original structure can bnly be guessed at by a sar-
torial expert.

This perpetual .variation of our legislative Acts
has one merit at least, it helps to break up the
monotony of life by springing new surprises upon the
legal profession and their clients. An Ontario judge
not long ago said," A kaleidoscope is a very anusing
toy for a child; and probably has some use in an artistic
sense, but kaleidoscopic legislation in whic the -com-
binations were so rapidly changed was a nuisance and
an interminable source of vexatious litigation." Now
the Ontario Assqp bly is opening, the Bar is wondering
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what will be the next programme of the variety-show,
and the members of that august body are cudgelling
their brains to devise sone amendments to the Acts
they passed last Session. Take, as an illustration, the
laws relating to insutrance in Ontario, w'hich are a tan-
gled mesh of elaborate and inharmonious provisions,
mandatory and prohibitive,*and are vexatious alike
to the companies and to polisyholders. We trust the
new Attorney-General, the Hon. Mr. Hardy, will set
his face like a flint against making the present confus-
ion more confounded by new aiendmients to Acts
which niight very weil be allowed a chance to be prac-
tically tested before being changed.

The Quebec Legislators have left little behind them
to seriously complain of. The Lower louse did little to
carn the thanks of Montreal. But possibly the cow is
grateful for being relieved of her mîilk, and for many
years the city lias been regarded as the milch cowy in
the Quebec herd. We owe much however to the new
Provincial Treasurer for bis efforts to keep this city
fromu being, as farners say, " milked dry." The egort
made to saddle the city wiith the entire cost of improv-
ing Notre Dame Street, wvhîen a formal agreement had
been signed by property owners thereon to bear a share
of the expense, was defeated owing in no small degree
to the determination of the Hon. Mr. Atwater to pro-
teet the city fron this injustice. The Mayor, who did
yeoman service in this work, acknovledged the value
of Mr. Atwater's assistance. But, we shall renember
for sone time, tihat a gross vrong proposed to be doue to
our citiiens, a wronig based in the violation of a legal
agreement, was supported by a majority of the Lower
House for reasons which would justify highway rob-
bery, as tLhey sinply arose fromn sympathy with an ef-
fort to victiize the citizend at large in order to put
money in the pockets of a few. The Quebec Legisia-
ture did good work in supporting the scheme to conso-
lidate or couvert the Provincial debt, which ca~nnot

aul to prove highly advanîtageous to the Province.
If We iay be allowed a suggestion, ve should like the

Ontario Govt. to sweep away every Act bearing on
insolvency, making the ground clear for an entirely
new Act. Patching is unsatisfactory; the nîeed is for
one Act built- up froi the ground as one design, ail
the parts being in harnony and fitting well together.
This would give the mtemîbers useful work, aud ceep
then froi tinkering so much with their own legisla-
tion in previous years. Tie House will be the poorer
for Mr. Balfour's absence from the chair, where, had
lie been spared, he would have made a naime as an ex-
cellent Speaker. Mr. Hlareourt doubtless will niake
another admirable iudget speech, and will do so in no
trepidation of any effective criticism, as the Oppoition
lacks a financial authority. Tihe absence of Mr. Mowat
will iake the Ontario Flouse look like the famnily
circle with pulerfumilias away, for Sir Oliver's boue-
volent smile, like the rain, fell equally upon the just,

vho followed hii, and tihe unjust, who longed to oce-
cupy his side of the 1-ouse.

THE AlBITRATION TRIEATY BETWEEN
-GREAT BlTAIN AND TH'lIE STATES.

A Treaty lias been signed by the provisions of whichi
Great Britain and the United States are severally
bound to refer ail cases of dispute between tlien to ar-
bitration. The arbitrators are to be, three members of

the Judicial Committee of the Privy Council, and three
judges of the United States Supreme Court. When
their decision is unaninous it will be final, or, final if
the award is given by a vote of 5 toi1. If these con-
ditions do not occur, then one of the parties can pro-
test against the award, and the mediation of a friendly
power is to be asked. The above refers to territorial
clains, fishery and navigation disputes, indeed. gener-
ally to those more serious questions which are most
likely to provoke hostilities. For minor questions,
wlhere only $500,000 is at stake, the arbitrators are to
be chosen as usual, one by each party, and a third by
those tivo. Ia tiese cases the award will be final if
unanimous, if not so, another board of five arbitrators
will be chosen, tvo on eaci side, and a chairman by
te four. Should the interests of any British colony
be involved it will be allowed for one of the arbitrators
to be dravn fron that colony. The treaty is well
meant; it does not recognize any new principle, but
gives to one which lias been recognized for centuries a
more formai international acknowledgnent and force
than bas hitherto obtained in such arrangenients.
There is no doubt the visit of Lord Chief Jus'ice Rus-
sell last year vas intended to prepare the publie mind
for this treaty, a work which it very efRectually acconi-
plished.

While we cordially approve of the reference of in-
ternational disputes to the arbitration of reason rather
than the arbitrament of arms, we are not over-sangù-
ine as to the continued, unbroken success of this
scheie. l all humai agreements there miust be a
penalty involved b'y this breach, and a Court of ulti-
mate appeal, vithi power to enforce its verdicts, or
such agreements will not be iiivariably . respect-
ed. Ordinary arbitrations. when ordered by a
Court of law by consent of the two par-
ties, have the authority of a Court, and judgients
arrived at can be enforced. But the award made by
voluntary arbitrations nay be accepted or ignored at
the will of either party, or of both parties. The Treaty
is admirable in its intention, but amounts to nothing
more thant a friendly understanding. IL has no power
to enforce the awards of the arbitrators. In the case,
for instance, of Venezuela, the arbitrators mnight decide
the boundary in dispute averse to that country, or con-
trary to the British claini. What would then be done?
Uncle Sain miight, in lis own language, say, " What
are you going to do about it?" For a difficulty of this
kind the Treaty does not provide a solution. The plain
truth is that, ain arbitration treaty confined to two
nations is on too restricted a scale to be of much prac-
tical value, as it entirely lacks the power necessary for
enforcing awards. If however the great nations of
Europe were to join in such a' trealy, they could coipel
obedience to any arbitration which they had arranged,
for no one nation would dare to defy a combination' of
the other powers. It is truc enouîgh, "war is a gaine
vhicel-ere thteir subjects vise, Kings would not play

at," b'ut war will remain the Supreme Court of Appeal
for settling international disputes until the great na-
tions enter into a joint Treaty to refer ail disputes to
arbitration, and to join in whatever action would be
needed to enforce the arbitrators' awards. The nil-
lenini is niot dawning because of this treaty, nor will
either Great Britain or the United States, because of it
lessen their defences by a man or a guin.

Now that
the pilotage question is again raised it might be well
to have this feature brought forward. The present
tarif for pilotage was made years ago under different
conditions and regulations than now exist. At that
tinie it was not contemplated that a pilot should earn
sixteen or seventeen lundred dollars for a half year's
service. Now with the facilities for travel back and
forth and the regularity with which vessels now arrive
and are dispatched, one half of that half y'ear's service may
he spent at their own homes at rest. Thàt is a happy
state that must make many a sea captain's nouth
water when lie reflects that for but little more pay lie
has to work and buffet the stormy seas for the full
twelve moniths in the year.

It has been the study and effort for years of mnany
men to reduce the charges that have iipeded naviga-
tion on the St. Lawrence and restricted its capabilities.
Of late years nuch lias been done by the Government
to ielp in that direction as well as the greater safety
of navigation. The Harbour Commissioners have
hitherto endeavored to reduce all charges in the port
and as far as possible make it virtually free. The finan-
cial statenent made at the last meeting on Tuesday
shews the reduction of 20 per cent m ade in June has
been beieficial to the trade already and the usual sur-
plus of receipts over ordinary expenditure will likely
not be naterially reduced. Witl a wise economy still
further steps in the saine direction may be expected.

SLAUGlTLERtING AGAIN.

As a slaughter market for the United States manufac-
turers Canada is not much less useful to-day thian it
was sone years ago The "National Policy" lias not
been as successful in this direction as its friends at first
believed it would be. In spite of heavy duties, Anieri-
can manufacturers will, in order to keep thèir plant
and meiien ployed, sell their wares in Canada at prices
far below cost, to the great hurt of the native indus-
tries of this country. Canada is peculiarly and tenpt- -

ingly situated for purposes of disposal of surplus
stocks, on the part of our neighbours. Contiguity
and similarity of requirenents are factors in the ques-
tion which no legislation can effect. In another place
we mention a'shipmoent of pig iron -to Toronto from
the United States at a price far below the card in that
country. Aniother case was brought to our notice re-
cently where shiipmnents had' been made to Canada of
felt bats whicl iii the United States were sold at $4.50
a dozen, and vhich were laid down here at $2.50 a
dozen. Over the line the spring is a nonth or so
earlier than liere. After catering to the demand there
what is left over eau bc duiuped into, Canada at almnost
any price. It is better than letting the goods rot on
the iimnufacturer's shelves. This particular slaughi-
tering of felt hats in this market vas the cause of at
least one failure in Montreal.

One of the strongest arguments used in favour of
the establishmuent of a policy of protection in Canada

was that it would keep our people employed. Bat in
spite of the duties, and in spite of the heroic efforts to
meet the coipetition of the Americans, our manufac-
turers are again and again under sold 'and at prices
which only manufacturing on the most enormous
scaie eau at all explain. Canada keeps the emploves
of many American concerns at work and the plant in
use. We are importing now from the United States at
the rate of $60,000,000 per annum. It would be inter-
esting to know if there are many more men emnployed
in Canada than there are in the United States -in pro-
ducing manufactured articles for consumption 'in the
Dominion. Already the basis of our supply of hard-
ware lias shifted from Liverpool to Pittsburg. The
value of the iron and steel and the manufacturers of
these commîodities imported from the United States is
double that imported from Great Britain.

Many of our jobbers would prefer now to buy in the
United States than from Canadian manufacturers.
They look forward to the expected reductions in the
tariff with great complacency. Under strong protec-
tion the middle man, the nierchant, or jobber gets but
little show as the manufacturer eis apt to deal direct
with the retailer and ignore the merchant. But with
less protection lie cannot afford to send out. travellers
hiiself: he looks to the merchant to distribute his
wares. It is to be boped that if the tariff is lowered
all the travelling will not be donc by Americans, and
that our middle nii will not be disappointed in the
expected results. Already the imports of the United
States to Canada exceed in value those of this country
to the United States by $20,000,000. Can we ever get
over the fact that the Americans, working as they do on
a mmuch vaster scale, are able to manufacture more
cheaply than eau be doue in Canada ? How much-
longer shall we kick against the pricks ?

THE CITY CHARTER.

The Legislature of Quebec bas been prorogned and
the citizens of Montreal, as well as the City Council,
know the resuilt of the recent legislation and attempted
legislation on the municipal atfairs of the city, conse-
quently these will be a breathing spell in which to take
stock-so to speak-and considei what is to be done
for the future.

In the last days of the Session, Mayor Wilson Smith
especially rendered good service in the city's interest.
lis lucid statement of faets and figures carried convic-
tion to the minds of the members of both Chambers,
and on the whole the result is satisfactory even if the
legislation, as passed, lias to be considered as only tem-
porary in its character. The Legislative Council has,
again proved its usefulness, and the opinion of many
that it shonld not be abolished will be strengthened
and more generally entertained.

Fromn what lias developed during the last few years
it is evident that the City Charter, which was revised
and consolidated only a few years ago, has with the
yearly tinkering and the amendments made to it by
the Legislature, become so troublesome to find out what
is the law that a -fresh revision and consolidation of
the Charter of the city seens to be iiperatively re-
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quired. It shoild be of such. a character that this
periodical rushing to Quebee for amiendments to the
Charter will be unnecessary. With general principles
established the city of Montreal ought to be capable of
deciding for itself how it shall' be municipally gov-
erned. The City Council if fairly representativa of all
parts of the city should know better what is required
for the tiiunicipal good of Montreal thain the country
iembers of the Legislature who cannot know anything
about details on such inatters except what they are
told by parties interested in exploiting some particalar
matter contrary to the general good.

It seeis to be understood that a complete revision of
the Charter of the City is to lie prepared beforp the
next Session of the Legislature. Time rolls by rapidly.
In all probability the unext Session will be on long be-
fore the end of the present year. It - will take some
time to prepare and mature the revision, and if it is
seriously intended to bring it forward no time should
be lost.

Anong the changes to be inade'should be a modifi-
cation of the expropriation law as it now stands-and
above all others the change in the representation of
the people in the City Council, by means of a redistri-
bution of the wards to conformi sonewhat with justice,
equ ity, and common sense.

SOME SUGAR STATISTICS.

In its ý materially lower prices and 'general statistical
features the sugar market has attracted considerable atten-
tion during the past year. Few important operators in any
of the principal msaikets of the world emerged entirely un-
scathled. Those w'ho held too inuch stock about the mid Ile of
M4y suifered the most. In the United States 51 cents wvas
thli highest and 4, cents the lowest prices for refined during
the year. In Montreal 41 cents was the highest and 3¾
cents the lowest.

In this estimate Cuba is put down for 400,000 tons for the
campaign of 1S96.97. The realization of this quantity ivill
depend wholly upon milita:y sufferance in, the island. If
planters are allowed to grind it is the general belief that the
state of the cane fields would permit of a production of fully
600,000 tons.

The best authorative estimates of the principal cane dis-
tricts for the camupaign of 1896.97 would seemn to indicate a
world's production of 2,727,000 tons cane sugar; this esti-
mate, however, is based upon the assuuption that Cuba will
produce 400,000 tons, which nay or may not be realized.

On October Ist, the beginning of the present campaign, th'e
total stocks in ail principal ceuntries were, according to sta-
tistics, 1,199,464'tons. Assuming that the estimated produc-
tion cf cane sugar, as here given, will be realized, viz., 2,-
727,000 tons, together with the realization of Mr. Licht's
estimate of 4,960,000 tons of beet sugar in Europe, we shall
have a total world's supply of 8,866,464 tons for the camn-
paign of 1896-97. Now deducting 7,350,000 tons (the world's
consumption for the campaign of 1896-97, according to
Licht) we find that on September 30th, 1897, there should be
a surplus or visible supply of 1,536,464 tons with which to
begin the campaign of 1897-98.

An outcomne of the discussions in Parliament on the sugar
bounties is the announcemuent that an international confer-
ence in which France, Germany, Austria, Belgium and lus-
sia will be represented, is to meet in Paris in March to study
the means of putting an end to the resent state of things,
which burdens the censumer with the bounties paid to the
manufacturer and refiner.

The Commission appointed by the Imperial Government to
examine into the depression in the West Indian sugar indus-
try, bas already taken the evidence of Mr. Neville Lubbock,
Mr. .lstone, and other representatives of the West Indian
traders. The leading recomintendation made by all the wit-
nesses thus far examined has been in favour of countervailing
duties to offset the bounties paid to the continental makers
of beet-root sugar, inthe event of it being impossible to ar-
rive at any agreenient wilh the bounty-paying nations to
abolish the bounties. Statistics placed before the Commision
show that while the population of the British West Indies
increases at the rate of 14,000 annually, the sugar exports
have fallen 25 per cent in fourteen years. The French sugar
planters in Martinique and Guadeloupe are in as bad a
plight as those in the British colonies. They have tnemo-
ralized the French Government to tlie effect that the French
colonial sugar industry is on the verge of utter r'in, and de-
mand that against he home bounty system they shall be al-
lowed a grant of five francs on every. hundred kilogrammes
they export, either to France or to foreign countries. The
English coinmissioners will sail for Demarara on Sunday
next.

U. S. PIG IRON IN CANADA.
The ligures .which Ainerican furnace people quote to

buyers of pig iron in Canada throw considerable light on the
condition of the market across the line. Within the past
three weeks orders Inve been placed by Toronto men for
round lots of Ainerican pig iron at very low prices. One in-
stance is cited of a buyer who purchased 1,000 tons of No. 2
northern pig iron at $11.48 in bond, or equat to $15.48
freight and duty paid. The terns ivere cash 30 days, and
delivery is t ho made by end of August next. The point to
note in this particular transaction is that the price is 16
cents per ton less than the saine purchaser could bny at dur-
ing the prevalence of the phonenally low prices of two
years ago, and $1.10 per ton less thon he offored to pay dur-
ing the Presidential contest, wlien he wanted the iron but
the furnace people were not inclined to sell. Suich rates as
these indicate the bad condition of United States trade rather
than the extension of its markets.

The mnonthly figures of pig iron production afford a fairly
accuriate idea of the course of business in the United States.
These figures show that with one exception there was a fall-
ing off each month in the weekly output of iron fron Nov.
1, 1895 to October 1 1896. But up to the 1st of July the
falling off had been comparatively smnall, the decline in the
whole of the eight months up to that date having bean only
from 217,306 tons ta 180,532 tohs, and this from the largest
total ever roached in the country's history. But in the three
monnths froni July 1 t- October 1 there was a further drop
from 180,532 tons to 112,782 tons per week, this latter re-
duction beingat the rate of about 31- million tons a year. Lt
is to bu said, too, liat up to and inctuding July the weekly
product was eaci ionth above that for the corresponding
date in1895, whereas after that the product was each inonti
below that in 1895. The imeaning and significance of such
conditions vhen applied to the exhibits of bank clearings
is of course obvious. The very poor results for the later
months were in part offset by the more favorable results in
the early portion of the year. -

ENGLAND'S BUTTER AND CHEESE IMPORTS.
The London Board of Trade Returns for the year .1896 are

not yet published, and'exact particulars of the quantity of
Butter and Cheese imported cannot be given. Details, hdw-
over, of the weekly imports of butter f rom the beginning of
Septeim ber to December 26th (17 weeks) are available and
they presant several unusual and interesting features if
compared with the corresponding 17 weeks of 1895. In the
first place liere is a total increase of 57,263cwts. for the period
just expirod, of which 37,040 are Colonial, Canada occupying
the first place, with the large amount of 34,350 ewts., leaving
Australasia only the snall incroasa of 2,690. The 20,223
ewts. increase froin foreign countries, thougli large in itself,
is ralatively very small wheni compared with the total for-
cign import, beiug only 2ý per cent while the Colonial in-
crease is 38 par cent. A curious feature of these 17 weeks is
that Denimark bas sent 2,065 cwts. and Sweden 7,714 ewts;
less tian in thosame period of 1895, while Holland has sent
22,327 cwts. more. The most remnarkable feature, however,
of these 17 weeks, is the great increase froi the Continent
of Anmerica. This consists of 49,443 cwt. comprising 84,850
Canadian aud 15,098 States. If the Argentina-increase of

1,902 cwts. bo added the augmented supply from the Amer-
can Continent -will be seen to nearly equal the total increase
from all the rest of the world. The market for Canadian
cheese romains firm, though somae endeavours are being ma'e
ta raise values.

The Montreal Butter and Cheese Association does not ap-
prove of the bonus granted during the past two years to
those creameries which exported a part of their product, in
conformity with the regulations of the Provincial. Depart-
ment of Agriculture. As the bonus bas been of no general
advantage to the Quebec creameries, the Associat'on suggests
that the balance of the sum should ha devoted to securing
greater facilities for the transportation of butter in cold
storage convoyance from the factories to points of shipmnent,
and thence to Great Britain.

PRICES OF PROPRIETARY ARTICLES.
With the view of maintaining prices )n proprietary arti-

cles at retail efforts have recently been made in England to
bring the proprietor, the jobber, and the retail dealer to-
gether on a basis whici should make it worth the while of
each to stand by the other. The schenie bas not found much
numnerical following but the bot elements in the several
classes support it. The jobbers favour it with practical un-
animnity, although the allegiance bas not been -pledged with.
unvarying cordiality. Whetber the nunerical support from
bis class is greater because the British jobber's chief aim in
life is to labour that his customers mnay have cake while ha
himuself subsists on bread, or because, he knows that, while
the success of the scheme might be attributed to Providence,
ho would certainly'be held responsible for its failure if there
were any opportunity ta charge huim with laches. It would
appear, however, that fallure of the British plan, should it
come about in the near future, may be charged to the re-
tailers themselves. The one weak point in all of these
schemes, as a contemporary observes, is the fact that the re-
tail druggist is really debarced by the ethics of bis calling
fromn extending to proprietary medicines that re3iprocal sup-
port which the proprietor will expect as a reward for bis ef-
fort to protect the retailer in bis profits. The want of suc-
cess thus far nay ho charged chiefly to the fact that neither
proprietors nor jobbers could ho given the tangible assurance
of any advantage to be derived fromn taking sides against the
cutter and in favor of the more orthodox druggist although
the disadvantage of having oithe of these classes against
them bas beau made apparent. If the English association
finds a way out of the dificulty, it may be taken advantage
of in Canada.

AN INSURANCE DECIS10N.

Mr. Justice Morgan recently gave a decision in Toronto on.
a point in a fire insurance case that is without precedent in
fire insurance judgment. The facts of the case are in brief
these :-Robert Darling, wholesale woollens, was burned out
in Toronto in the great fire in January, 1895. In the poli-'
oies with the outside fire companies was a clause insuring
goods in the warehouse sold, but not delivered. It was tonch-
ing this point that the dispute arose. The companies paid
him the market value 6f the goods, but asked also for the
profit ha vould have received on the goods if they had been
delivered. The judge to wh«om the parties interested agreed
to refer the case held that if the policies compelled the com-
panies to pay the profit expected on the goods, as well as the
value of the goods, il vould ho equivalent to holding the
companies liable to guarantee the payment by the insurer's
customers of goods sold to themn to guarantee against loss by
bad debts, and the decision was given. in favour of the coin-
panies. No similar case could be found in American or
English reports, and the decision is unique in insurance legal
records.
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'INDICATIONS OF LONGEVITY.

In discussing the indications of longevity an English
medical journal recently made some very interesting remai.ks.
It is the staying power that is in demand, backed. by an in.
herited and reserved vitality of resistance against the usual
evils to which flesh is heir. The law of heredity is at the
bottom of al litfe insurance calculations as to whether a par-
ticular man or woman is wound Up for 70 years or will run
down at 20 or 30 years. There are certain physical qualities
which have great weight in determinizing the result of the
struggle against a conspiring environment. It is the proper
recognitioi of such distinctions that aids physicians in their
prognosis, and turns the balance against apparently desper-
ate chances.

Every person carries about with him the physical indica-
tions of his longevity. A long-lived person may bu distin-
guished fron the short-lived person at sight. In nany in-
stances a physician may look at the hand of a patient and
tell whether he will live or die. In the vegetabIe as well as
in the animal kingdon, each life takes its characteristies
froma the life froua which it sprung. Among these inherited
characteristics we find the capacity forcontinuing its life
for a given length of time. This capacity for living is called
the inherent or potential longevity. With unfavourable con-
ditions this lougevity may be greatly decreased, but with a
favourable environment the longevity of the person, the
family or the race nay be increased. These are the two
leading considerations, always interdependent-the inherited
-pöteatiality and the reactionary influences of environment.
The primary conditions of longevity, are that the heart,
lungs, and digestive organs, as well as the brain, should bu
large. If these organs are large, the trunk will bu long and
the limbs comparatively short. The pursons will appear tali
in sitting and short in standing. -The band will have a long
and somewhat heavy palm and short fingers. The brain will
be deeply seated, as shown by the orifice of the ear being low.
The blue hazel or brown hazel oye, as showing an intermis-
sion of temperament, is a favourable indication. The nos-
trils being large, open, and* free indicates large langs. A
pinched and half-ielosed nostril indicates small or weak
lunags.

These are genera -oints of distinction from those of short-
lived tendeancies, but, of course, subj-et to the usual individ-
ual exceptions. Still, iL is weil acknowledged that the char-
acteristles noted are expressions of inherent potentiality,
which have been proven on the basis of abundant statistical
eviuence.

In the case of persons who have sbort-lived parentage on
one side and long-lived on the other side, the question be-
comes more involved. It is shown in grafting and hybridiz-
ing that nature makes a supreme effort to pass the period of
the shorter longevity and exiend the life to the greater
longevity. Anyone who understands these weak and dan-
gerous periods of life is forewarned and fo-earmed. It has
been observed that the children of long-lived parents mature
mach tater and are usually backward in their studies.

TUE EXPORT EGG TRADE.

The Continent is the main source from whlch Great Britain
draws tife requisite qnota of egga to supplement the vast nua-
bers of native eggs whici are produced by farmers, cottagera,
and private peréons who keep fowls throughout the Kingdom.

IL id odd
that the trade siold allege that It le nut so well served by the
shipper there as et other ports. , A Liverpool correspondent of
the Lundun Grocer asserte that numeroue instances of chie can bu
quoted. About the end of November laet a prouminent Liverpool
merchant was nutified of the arrivai of a cuneignment of Cana-
diau egge by a steamer whichl had arrived in the dock on Mun.
day. On Thursday the eggs were sent for early in the moraing.

There was not
much regard shown for the fact that eggs are of. a perishable
nature. ILt i interesting and instructive to note that 24 hours
after this Canadian steanier iad arrived in Liverpool, a consign.

ket. According tu Tie Grocer, aIl this ime the Caînadian egge
which haid arrived a full day previuusly in Liverpuol were
snugly ensconced in the hold uit the 'vessel yling alongside the
quay. It le not particularly creditable to those wiho ought to be
foremost in foutering the trade of Liverpool to neglect te inter-
ests of such a large and growing branci of that trade. Cana-
dian shippers of eggd shotuld make careful enquiry concerning
the prompt delivery of their shipments. Great Britain Importe
nearly 180,U00,000 duzen uf eggs per aunua. Canada cannut ut-
ford to-neglect such a market.

TUE BANK OF FRANUE.
Ths Charter of the Bank of France expires next year. It la ta

be renewed and exteuded for 28 years, but with changes. 'the
limit of the note issue is raised froum four billion tu live billion
francs-$1,u,0U,UUU. lu returu, tho bank ls tu advance tu the
Government 4u,UUU,UUU francs free of interuet, and l8 tu renouuuce
interest on loans niade tu the Governmeut in 1837 and 1818,
whicn aggregate 140,u0J,000 francs. A new tax le imposed of
YB of the rate uf disuount un that part of the IBauk's circulation
clasitied as "productive circulation," in excess of tre metallic
reserve. This excuse in Ivtvemnber last was about $10,0,000,
the rate of dizcuunt being 2 per cent. Tie tix in this case
wuuld be $2,0UUU. HIaviug been out for a loung cime and never
presented for redemption, some .7,uu,u 0 iranuce of the Bank
notes are suppubed tu have been destruyed, bu, the Ban is not
to gain by this loss uf th teno hold:rs : the Governmeut is to
take the 7,uu0,uu francs, and assumes the responsibility of re-
deeming tiem in case of presentation. The Bauk must allow
agricultural assocLiatios the sane discount on their paper as
merchants. la this parLicular the exauple of che Bdngrs of
Italy, Russla, and Germany la followed. Farmers are also to be
alluwed a represenctive ou the governing boards of the branches
of the Bauk. Within twuyears these branchies must be In-
creased tu 29, and !u uew auxiliary agencies muet bu established
lu thuse-parts of France not sufilently provided wich banking
facilities at preseut. After 19uu the Bnuk is required tu establish
15 mure agencies. Whateve- the Bank of Frauce may think of
these terme iL le clear toat the Guvernment has made a 'very ad
vantageous arranigement for itself and the peuple of France.

is valied at $250,000. Stock-taking lias just been coimpleted so
that the extent of the loss can be accurately known. The in-
surance on the stock, whici aggregates $200,000, is ail placed in
tive English companiles some of whom have largely reinaured in
other coimpanies, Liverpool, London & Glo I e, $50,000; Royal
$40,000; Phoenix, $40,000: London Corporation, $40,000, and
North America, $30,000.

RECENT QUEBEC FAILURES.
Two or three Quebec failures of more than usual

cominig together have attracted considerable attention this week-
Chief among them is the suspension of Misael Thibaudeau,
wholesale and retail grocer, who for nany years has done a good
business lu Quebec city as a smali jobber, beginning in the re-
tail line in a very small way 35 years ago. The direct liabilities
are about $100,000 and the indirect $40,000. Among the chief
creditors are, A. Joseph & Sons, $30,000; T. Ledroit, $18,000; and
Whitehead & Turner, $14,000, the balance being spread over a
numiber of firms. The assets show nearly dollar for dollar, but
the outstandings are large and not of the best character. Too
much credit lias been given, the business has not been well
managed, and several severe lusses have beeu incurred. Nearly
$15,000 was written off in bad debts during 1806. Stock is now
belig taken by Joseph & Sons and Whitehead & Turner. Mr.
Thibaudeau's credit with bis bank bas always been excellent and
anything with his name on it lias been readily taken. His ex-
tensive discounting lias kept him afloat while lie bas been runn-
ing behind faster than he or anyone else appears to have real-
ized-J. A, Plamondon, wholesale flour, who liesitated some-
time between liquidating and assigning, decidei to assign. His
liabilities are about $60,000, nearly $48,000 of which is owed to
the Banque National, but is doubless largely secured. Among
the eight or ten creditors are, W. W. Ogilvie, Moutreal, for
$1,800; Lake of Woods Milling Co. $2,000; R. F. Creamt & Co.,
Quebec, $700; Geo. Tanguay, $400; McKay Milling Co., Ottawa
and a few others. A carload of flour had been shipped to Pla-
miondon by W. W. Ogilvie, but fortnately han not been de-
livered, and consequently is still the property of the ship-
per. Insufileient capital, and business inexperience have
been the main causes of his trotible. The assets are nomi-
nally about $3,000 less tlan liabilities-O. Gignac & Fils, lum-
ber, held a meeting a few weeks ago at which they offered 25
cents in the dollar which was refused. As a subsequent meeting
liold a few days ago, offered 40 cents in the dollar cash, or 45c.
0, 12, and 18 months unsecured. Having been uinable to arrange
the matter they have assigned. Liabilities are $58,000,of which,
$18,000 is privileged; assets $36,000. These failures emplasize a
neceasîiy for a radical change in the credit system which obtains
in Quebec. Dealers expect and obtain almost unliiiiited credit
Fromi six montlis to a year is the average with the privilege (?)
of frequent renewals. No business can be carried on success-
f ully on terms such as these.

demand, and other miscellaneous stocks
were active and frin ln sympathy. The
eaulgs of the steam raliroade have, how-
ever, fallen off materially, and tils fact,
with a cessation of the speculative demand
later caused less activity and lower prices
generally. Gas, Cable, Postal and Toronto
Ry. have been the other principal stocks
dealt ln. Bank stocks were not very ac-
tive but held firnr all- through the week.

News from outside markets la sonewhat
mixed, owing ta the varlety of Influences
prevalling. One authorlty in this connec-
tion said, speaking of New York, that it
was reasonably sure that tle opening
prices of 1897 would be lowered probably,
20 par cent. during the year. This may be
a somewhat exaggera ted estimate, but It la
a fact that it would bring the principal
stocks, notably Gas, Sugar, St. Paul and
Rock Island ta the average low quotations
of the last four years. He points out that
the plethora of money which is expected
to boom stocks consists of the paper
tokens of arodaundat currency whiclh
must be retired lest it renew ite deadly
work of driving gold from the country.

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MONTREAL WIIOLESALE MARKETS.

Thursday Ev'g., Jan. 14th, 1807.

Compared with a week ago there is a'
generally iimproved feeling, although in
somae lies there je still said ta bu plenty
of room for limprovement in the volume of
trade. Thre recent snowfalls wero ta
liglht ta be of muich benefit ta country
roads, and as a consequence complaints are
stili rife as ta tise country trade. This Is
reported as ane of the principal causes of
the poor collections noted, althougli lu oae
or two lInes there l said ta be soma li-
proveinent. As anticipated a week ago,
the meetings of hardware manufacturers
led ta soute considerable price changes in
addition ta what we then reported, but
these nay bu sonewhat allectei by the
destr'uctive tire in one of the largest
warehouses. But thechanges were chiefly
li wire nille and barbed wire, and full
pasrticuIlars will be found in our nmarket
reports. Price changes in otlier lines have
bean few and generally unimportant. The
other trade features are sucb as call for no
particular comnient, althougi the cold
spell lhas stimulated trade iu saine lines.
Prospects for spring business are generally
good, althouligh in ne or two lines orders
are not coming il as freely as merchante
would like.

BooTs ANI Snroas-The factories are
fairly busy and soie good-sized spring
orders are coiig lin. Pricos hold very
firn, ailthouigh there is io actual change ta
report. Retailers report a fair business
with still ront for imiproveient.

CEMENTs AND FIRBRiicRs-Quietude le
still the onily feature and the total absence
of outdoor building operations indicates a
contintiance of the prevailing dullness for
somae time ta come. Prices in these cir-
cumstances and in the absence of fresh
supplies of imported stock hold steady
and unclanged at the following range -
$1.00 ta $2 for Belgian cement; $2 ta
$2.10 for Englisi cement and $16.50 ta
$22.00 for fire-bricks.

DiEssED Hoos-The colder weather
bas stinulated business and prices hold
firin as follows:-$4.75 in car lots, and
smaller quantities $5 ta $5.50, as ta weight
and size of lot.

DRY GooDs-Travellers who are now on
the road are sending in saine fair-sized
spring orders. They report that the re-
cent snowfalls have been very acceptable,
but they were not nearly heavy enough ta
put tie.roads into good winter condition,
and thtis le proving- a drawback in nany
respects. Prospects generally, however,
are fair, and a favorable featùre le the con-
tinuance of better collections. City and
subturban retailers are fairly busy on heavy
goods, and tise " January Sales " are also a
stimulating feature. A. despateh fron
New York reports that the wpek closes
with a largely increased attendance of
buyers in the market, and although the
majority 9f these are likely ta be seen
rather in the jobbing and specialty bouses
than li the general commission market,
yet the latter can hardly fail to show somae
improvement lu results of spot business.
In, the way of mail orders, there bas been
saine expansion in buying at firet hands in
staple lnes of cotton goode and spring
fancies, not of any pronouneed character
nor calculated to give more titan very mild
encouragement at the moment. There are
occasional indications of interest laken in
future requirements by a few large opera-

HAIDwA1RE-The manufacturers' meet-
ings, to which we referred a week ago, led
to some material price changes, some of
which we then reported. The discounts in
,wire nails have again all been changed,
and for the Province of Qnebec are now
80 and 2g per cent. as compared with 75,
and 10 and 2!2 per cent. previously, and
for Ontario 80 per cent. lis compared with
75 and 10 per cent. The other discounts are
now 80 per cent. for Manitoba, 80 and 234
per cent, for British Columbia, Winnipeg
75 and 5 per cent., delivered freiglits pre-
paid and Manitoba and Northwest Territo-
ries 75 and 5 per cent., with freiglhts equal-
izcd to cheapest point. -While these are
certainly substantiel reductions, they are
not so material as would appear at flrst

.siglht, as in addition ta changing the dis-
counts manufacturera have slightly in-
creased the list price, averaging about gc,
while the guages have also been altered,
su that there are really under the new
arrangement less nails ta the keg. Barbed
wire prices have also been reduced and
are now $2.75 for Ontario, $2.90 for Que-
bec, $2,85 for New. Brunswick and Nova
Scotia and $2.8734 for Prince Edward
Island, each per 100 poutnds. The spade
and shovol manufacturers have completed
thoir arrangements with respect ta the
proposed combine with the American
manufacturera and prices are firni at the
advanced quotation of $1.50 per dozen.
Business generally is still very quiet, al-
though it is said that collections are some-
what improved. Better country roads are
needed to stimulate búsiness.

IIAY-Trading la still only small al-
though arrivals are somewhat larger.
Prices generally are steady at about last
week's level, $10.50 to $10.75 for No. 1,
and ï9 ta $9,25 for No. 2.

HIDEs-A better demand from tanners is
reported and prices hold firm but un-
changed at last week's level. Quotations
are 7c, 6c. and 5c. for Nos. 1, 2 and 8 re-
spectively. Lambskins are steady and un-
changed at 75c. with other lines quiet. An
American report says :-The market for
commun dry hides appeared to be gradu-
ally working in favor of the seller. The
anount of business transacted was small,
as tannera were reluctant to pay the higher
prices asked by importers. For Bogota
bides a slight advanco was established in
quotations, and 14 to 15c. are now the
prices named, as against 1334 to 1434c.
There continued a sliglt market for city
slaughter hides. Recently a sale of 1,200
aide brands was made at 7%c., but at the
close 74 to 7Xc. was quoted ; 600 bulls
were sold at 7%c. Advices from the West
reported a quiet trade, with the market
showing less stability of tone than latterly
noted. A sale of 5,000 native steera was
made on Saturday at 9%V4c. Calfskins had
ouly a limited call, but values held steady,

LEATHR--A moderate business is re-
pÔrted, but it is believed that there will ho
a further imuprovemient in the demand. In
sympathy with the steadv feeling in hides,
leather prices are firm, although no actual
change has been noted.

PAINTS ANn OILS- Business has fallen
into a quiet rut. White lead paints are
firm at the advanced prIces noted last
week, which makes quotations now : Pure,
$5; No. 1, $4.6?j4; No. 2, $4.25, and No.
3, $3.873. Linseed oil and turpentino are
unchanged, while castor oil is flrm iat 9%c.
Collections are only moderate, the bád
roads in the country still being blamied.

COLOUR IN INTERIOR DECORATIONS.

In the trades or professions covering the subject of interior de-
corations, -colour is the one prime, essential necessity, says an up-
holstering contemporary. Quality is al] right l its way; good de-
sign is desirable, but everything may be undertaken and the
work be a failure unless the colouring le correct. The man who
will deny this is the man who realizes that hie discernment of
colour harmony is defective.

In undertaking the f urnishings of a louse, the character of
a design period is tobe the last thing to consider. We would
say first, in determing upon the colourings of the varlous apart-
ment, Give us a glance at the frocks and the smart dresses worn
by the ladies of your household, for it is a reckless jump in the
dark to attempt any lasting success if we furnished any colour-
ings which, although for the moment pleaslng to lier, were of «a
character which, by long experience, she had learned to dis-
like.

A womaù who le once told that she looks badly l red will
learn to detest that colour. The phlegmatic gentlemen, whose
clothes are of somber hue, and would be happy in au Oriental
room, would be like a fish ont of water In pale blue and rose
colours.

But, of course, It is quite impracticable to look through a
woman's wardrobe, so the next best thing le to judge of her col-
ourings by her complexion.

The subject is well understood by the milliners, also by decor-
ators of the botter class, and the decorator who can detect at a
glance the colours to which a woman le predlposed, has clearly
a great advantage in the making of a sale and.the giving of per-
manent satisfaction.

lu this country the scientiflc knowledge of colour atmospliere
In the home is but little understood, but in the older countries
time and experience have given to one's interior surroundings
distinctive colours for the people. The yellows, and sharp reds,
and dark blacks, which are adapted so generally by the Chinese,
are colourings that are simply suited to their complexions. To
the darker races in the Orient we fUnd, again, colours which are
specially harmonious-colours which we have learned to regard
as Oriental colourings. They have becone a national character.
istic. As we go further north, to the Mediterranean, we find the

colouring again changes, and as we reach far Russia, Norway
and Sweden, where the complexions are paler, we flnd, again,
the tints essentially differont througliout everything in the way
of apparel and decorations. In this country we are of a cosmo-
politan class. There is no distinctive trait, and our selections
mustbe adapted to individual needs.

FRENCH COTTON OODS.
The war of 1870, by depriving France of the trade of M ni

bouse, had a very considerable effect upon the condition of the
cotton industry. Until 1878 the consumption of foreigu piece
goods in France exceeded the exports of the French goode.
French spinning mills worked up 80,000 tons of raw material in-
stead of 100,000 tons. But neW milrs were established, the im-
ports of raw cotton increased, and the industry sought new out-
lets in foreign countries. lu this it was successful for, in 1882,
the year that new commercial treaties were put in force, the ex-
port amounted in vaile to nearly 100 millions of francs, exceed-
Ing the imports of similar goods by 24 millions. This vigorous
effort had even other resuilts. Althougli the average of -the
duties had not been raised, Frencli piece goods, during the pros-
perous period 1880-1888, had gained sufficient force to compete
directly wIth importations from foreign countries, and from 1885
the value of foreign tissues placed on French markets gradually
decreased,while French goods were gaining new customers
elsewhere. In 1889 the value of foreig'n imports was reduued
almost-one-half-i.e. 41 millions instead of 75 millions In 1884-
while exports of French goods approached 118 millions,

DECIMAL DIALS.
At the next meeting of the French

Chamber it l sittended to offer a decimal
suib-division ofti ime for universail adop.
tion.

The day is divided into 10 hours; the
hour inta 100 minutes, and the minutes
,into 100 seconds, making 1,000 minutes, or
100,000 second4 per day.

The hour haud always points il the di-
rection of the sun. C.nseqtuently, as the
day begina and ends at midnight, the hlour
hand points downward, as also da the
minute hand and second hand, at the
exact Lime of tie ichange of the day, or 10
o'clock. Thence it rises witl the sun in
its apparent motion around the earth,
points to the zenith ait noon, after which it
descends until it reaches its éxtreme lower

point again at nidnight. Thus the hour
hand imiakes but tne revolution aruund
the dial eaih dLy. It is, then, the figure
X oun the dial at which the hour hand
commences and ends eacih day, the minuté
haud eaci hour, and the second hand each
minute.

Tho imo indicated by the decinal clock
is ailvays positive time. Whilo 6 o'clock
a.n, is represeatetd decimally by half-past
1 o'cloca and 6 o'clock p.m., is represented
by 10 minutes ta 8, nouu is represented by
*5 oloâk and nmiduight by10 o'clock.

It provides a standard time for the en-
tire globe. ILt is proposed to divide the
terrestrial globe iota 1,000 degrees of
longitutie, corresponding with the 1,000
minutesof t he day, and by grouping them
into 20 .sections of 50 degrees each,
establisi standard time for the whole
worid,

Giving ta Greenwich, where the count-
ng of the meridians begins, the midnight

imeridian, and making it 000 degrce3 and
20 sections would all be reckoned east of
Greenwich, and all the way around the
globe.

THE ECONIMIC PROGRESS OF
SWEDEN.

The Press Department of the forthcom-
ing Scaudinavian and Russian Exhibition
in Stockhbolin publisies sone information
regarding te progress of Sweden, from
which wu take the iollowing :-The tim-
ber and mining trades siow a rapid deve-
lopment. The value of the hown timber
export l 1800 scarcely exceeded 80 mil-
lion kronor, whereas it bas now reached
120 million kronor or more, and Sweden la
at present te principal wood-exporting
country in the world. The largest saw-
mills in the world are to be found in
Sweden, and at least 25,000 people are
employed at tiem. At te same time a
considerable industry has developed in
improved wood goods, aid products of
tiis are exported to a value exceeding 20
million kronora year. To show the indus-.
trial development thtat ias takein place
during liese years we muay mention tiat
alLithe works in Vte country,except dairies
and saw-mills, less than 40,000 people were
employed in- 1860, but at present at least
130,000. Foundries and mecianical worko
