Leo XIIIL, even more than his predecessor
Pius IX., has made the social ameliorntion of
the masses an cbject of Catholic concers,
mobilizing the forces of the Church, and even
calling on public hygiene to assict in the
philavthropic crusade., The ravages of in-
temperance, patticularly in the United States
of America, have just eveked from him o
strenuoas charge to the clergy in that vpart of
the world to continue "thoir efforta for the re-
moval of the scourge, and to make their flocks
an example of moderation and sobriety to all
outside the fold. In a Brief addressed the
other day to Monsignor John Ireland, Bishop of
St. Panl, Minnesota, he congratulates
him on the success which has followed the
organisz of the Catholic Union for the obser-
vaove of total abstinence (Unio Catholica
perfecte  abstinentee  sequendir), ond  adds
that t.0 much praise cannet be given to
those pastors in the United States who in the
late Plenary Council at Baltimore have for-
mulated o plan of canpa’gn against the abuse
of alcobol, with its bequest of disease and
misery to generations yet unborn. He com-

TURNED OUT OF HUME.

MOUE EXOITING BOENES AT THE BODYKR EVICTIONS
ON SATURDAY,

DupLiN, June 11.—The evictions at Bodyke
were further carried out to-day. The first house
visited by the evicting force was that of Timothy
Colline. But ns it was announced thata daugh-
ter of Gollins lay dying inside tho work of evic-
tion was abandoned. The evictors then
procceded to the house of Michael
O’Callaghan, where they met with a ter-
rible resistance. The bailitfs and police
were deluged with scalding water and meal.
Col. Turner, who waa in charge of the evicting
party, implored Father Hannan, who was again
in attendance, to endeavor to persuade the
people to cease resistanes and thus prevent
bloodshed. Father Hannan then entered the
house and the inmates censed their attack on
the force, which entered and carried out the
work of eviction. Five women who had been
extremely violent in their nttacks were arrested.
The police threatened to arrest Michael Davitt
il he interfered with theic work,

DupuiN, June 12,—In consequence of the
Government's proclamation forbidding the
meeting announced to be held at Bodyke to-
day, an extra military force was drafted into
service to enable the authorities to enforce the
proclamation. Michael Dasitt eladed the
authorities, however, and addressed five thou-
sand persons at Feakle while the soldiers were
gearching for him. He afterwards spoke at
Scariff. e ssserted the right of meeting in
public, and said that if the people were armed
they could deal with the black-conted burglar
brilgn,de as they deserved. . .

n his speech at Scariff Mr. Davitt denied
having counselled in his speectk at;Bodyke any
turther resort to extreme violence. The people
being without weapons, such .advice .would
have been criminal, He had only maintained
that it would be cowardly when the Tories were
actively carrying out a policy of extermination
not to show every rational resistance. Such re-
sistance would win the respect and sympathy of
a majority of the gaopl.e of Great Britain whore
hearts were on the side of tenants defending
their homesteads. He expected tbat this
would be the last meeting which he would
have & chance to address before the Coercion
act would again indulge him with the luxuries
of a prison plank bed, ' Before going into politi-
cal retirement for six months he would give
them this .advice, '*‘Boycott the inquisition,
clauses of the Ooercion act and weloome impris-
onment rather than -aasist the Government to
make the act operative.” He concluded . by de-
nouncing the *Land il as coming from a gov-

ernment of landlords who were gerving their

INCITING TO MOB VBOLENCE.

. Thero iz in Toronto o Rev. Dr. Wild, who,
judging from the report of a recent nddress, is
rightly named. He figured as one of the diract
inatigators of the attnck upon Mr. Q'Brien
during his recent visit to Toronto,  After a ve-
ference to Archbishop Lynch, as “‘no bishop”
and “‘this fellow,” Mr. Wild went on to speak
of the archbisbop's letter te FLord Raundolph
Churchill, as follows :—

" Archbishop Lynch is not worthy of the
name of bishop when he would refer to such a
subject ag that. 1 would not be responsible for
his soul getting out of purgatory after making
such o statement s that. (App'ause) He
gught to have been taken to task by every papsr
in Cannda f rusing snch words apd mobbed,
yes, I say, mobbed. (Lond applaunse and tre-
mendous excitement.) That’s what ought to
have been done, and I will tell him so, tuo—
{loud applause)—and I shall boglad to hear
from hum in reply. {Renewed applause.)”

Proceeding to spenk of * Catholica” and
$ O'Brien,” he again colled for his favorite
remedy of “ mobbing ¥ :—

““The Catholics are here by our sufferance.
Take for instance the Crucifix Bill. They
wanted to have put up in every court rcom a
great wooden crucifix before which every Pro-
testant and Catholic alike should swear. We
tolerate them. We are their conquerors, and
they are here at our pleasure and their fathers
before them, and let us riss up and keep them in
their place. You Orangemen, what are you
doing ? Stand forth and keep them intheir
place, and if they will not keep their place,
crusl’g them. (Applause.) I only wish this
Crucifix Bill had gone through, If it had, the
Protestants would have awakened to their duty.
I eay the Orangemen are too quiet, I enyto
you Orangemen who may be here to-night to
riseup. Rise up, I eay, and keep them in theic
place, and on the might whea Billy O'Brien
cornes, seo that he keeps hia place, acd if he ex-
ceeds here, then mob him, I say, and I will be
there to help you. (Intense excitement and
great upf]n.use.")

Few Protestants, and still fewor Protestant
clergymen, but must heartily dirown this suc-
cerstul attempt of a prencher to incite a mobto
violence, We have been accustomed to think
thereis great license of apeech in politics, but in
many successive olection campaigns we can
recall no instance of such incendiary license as
was xndulg d in by the Toronto preacher,—St,
John (N.B.) Telcgraph.

The Toronto authorities do nat appear to
have done nnyt.hin[ir with Wild. They mads no
attempt to punish him for inciting to a breach
of peace and bloodshed. We do not aven ra-
member t0 have seen anything 1n the Toronto
press condemning such incendiary nutterances.

Itis lmgosmble that the peace can hLe pre.
served and wise counsels prevail in communi-
tiea in which such reckless vroceedings as these
pnes unrebuked by the press, by those in autho-
rity, and by moderate wen generally. It might
have been supposed that when a person cnlling
himself n clergyman stood up in a public meet-
ing, at which the leading citizens ot Toronto
were present, and urged the mubbing of an arch-
bishop, the mobbing of Reman Catho ies gene-
rally, and the mabbing of William O'Brien in
particular, there would have been wome
dissent from such outrageous propositions on
the part of clergymen, officisls, merchants,
lawyers, journalists and others presont; but
nothing of the kind happaned. Some of the
speakers were almost as bad as Wild himself,
and the ‘‘respectable” element was either silent
or applauded, The rights of the Catholic clergy
and people, and theright of free speech, were
not regarded as worth protecting, Altogether,
it was the most seandalous episede in Toronto's
history.

It must be admitted, however, that these
things are the natural and logical consaquences
of the teachings of the Mail, of Mr, Dalton Mc
Carthy, Mr. Moredith, Mr. Tom White and
other Conservative leaders snd lieutenants of
Sir John Macdonald. When Mr, White ex-
hibited thepicture of Riel toa Cardwell audience,
and attempted to arouse thewr fanaticismn hy
roference to his plzce among the * saints
of a religious faith ; when Mr., McCarthy ap-

led to sectional and national hatred almosat
10 the words nsed by Wild ; when an election
campaign waa run almost on the ssle issue of
overthrowing the constitutionn! safeguards
provided for the educutional protection of
the religious 1minority in  Ontario, such
exhibitions of intolerance and brutality
as this of Wild in Toronto and the mob-
violence directed againet O'Brien wera
to have been expected to follow. When the
leaders of the people declare by their acts that
the minority have no rights which the majority
are bonnd to respect, they may safely count
tupon finding thousands of imitators, who
will put :in practice the principles which
the (leaders teach., The respomsibility for
recent intolerant and brut: acts  rosta
with the men who, to retain "power, wera
willing to mske themselves the gxostles of strife
and inloleranca and wjustice. They sowed the.
seed ; the fruit of their sowing is the meb Jaw
which even a * minister of the Gospel” has not
hesitaced vo proclaim from the public platform.
To the politicinns may be traced the insugura-
-tion of & crusade which may vet have a bloody
ending.—Montreal Herald, June 8.

BANK OF MONTREAL.

The condition of the great monetary institu-
tions of a country furnish vne of the best indi-
cations of its prosperity and future welfare.
The report of the anaunl meeting of the share-
holders of the Bank of Montreal, is not less in-
structive than aatisfactory. The transactions of
the Bank for the past year resulted in a million
end & half profits : On its capital of $12,000,000,
a dividend of ten per cent. and n bonus of two
rer cent. have been declared; $50,000 have
been expended in building improvements and a
jubilee bonus of $45,000 hias been giten to the
officers of the Bank. The remnarks of the new
president, Sir Donald Smith, on the gencral
outlook were very encouraging, the only matter

Mr. Smithers. We are glad to observe that Sir
Donald encouraged the hope that the Dominion
Government would assume the St. Peter's
channel debt, and thus enable the city todevote
the money to providing security against spriog
floods. The wnarning uttered by Mr. Buchanan
has its value, for we never can be to) sure of
what may happen, avd caution is always to be
commended, eepeciaily when there appears
signs of inflation. So far, however, the season,

THE LAND AND THE LAW,

Landlordism h-s received a stinging blow from
an unexpected quarter, Lord Coleridge, Chief
Justice of England, and thefirst of living Eng-
lish jurists, visited Glasgow recently and de-
livered an address before a society of legal
gentlemen at that city. In the courae of his
remarks, this distinguished jurist held that the
right of property was the right to poesess
quiet’y ttat which persons themselves had ac-
quired. 1t waa not inconceivable, he admitted,
that estates might grow to excecdingly large
proportions, asthey did in Sweden, in times
gone by, and as they had done in Eovgland;
but in such cases, if the general advantage of
the public were not promoted, did any man, he
acked, deoy that such astate of Inw was not
mischievous to the country, nod that, the land’
beiog-held by a mere handful, and for & mere|:

This must be good law, or it would not be
thus laid down by the Lord Chief Justice of
England.

Preparations are being made for the great
gathering at Orangeville, where gentlemen who
advocate unrestricted reciprocity with the
States will deliver addresses on the all-import-
ant question. The aitempt to build up an
interprovincial trade amone a string of widely
separated provinces which have no natural
trade with each other, is now a complete and an
admitted faiture. This is purely an econo-
mical, or bnginess, question, and matters have
come to a point where the sentimentalities
which did such pgood service at the
time of confederation and subsequently can
o looger dazzle or mislead the reople. The
steady decline of prices for agricullu_ml preduce,
and the extraordinary increase in the prices of
everything the farmers have to buy, has at last
opened their eyes to the monstrous fraud that
has been put upon them under the guise of pro-
tection.

Fngland has practically abandoned us to our
own devices ; the markets of the world are shut
againet us, - We must have an outlet, and there
is only one 'way by which we can obtain it—by
leveling the Customs line and enteriog into &
system of unrestricted commerce with the
United States. Those who are seeking argu-
ments to offer in opposition to this popular
movement assert that commercial union will

The
aggregute interest-bearing debt left was 1,710
millions. An attempt was then made to place
44 per cent. bonds, but only 250 millions
were taken, Three years later the 6 per
cents, were reduced to 300 millions, the b
per cents. to 500 millions, the 4k per ceote,
stood at 250 millions, and 741 millions of 4 per
cents. were placed on the market. Ducing the
past eight yesrs the amount of bonds of the
latter class has but elightly increased, and the
amount of 4} per cente. bas not been changed,
while the 6 per cents. and 5 per cents. have been
temporarily exchanged for 3} and 3 per cent.
bonde, and these in turn have been called in
and redeemed. Thus, after the first of July,
there will remain outstanding less than 1,000
milliane of interest-searing debt, of which the
4} per cents. run until 1891, and the ¢ per cents.
until 1907. Thus it appeara that in about 21
years the United States will have paid off a
bonded indebtedness exceeding $1,381,050,000,
and all tkis has been ascnnpiished with a great
reduction in the rate of interest ¢f the debt
remaining.

The remarks «f the London Standard, quoted
in these column; the other day, show that tha
commercial men of BEegland clearly perceive
that Canada is determined to do the best for
herself regardless of how her action may affect
| British connecticn. The assimilation of our
 tariff to that of tha United States is an unmis.
takable pointer, From that quarter, therefora,
we need not fear any opposition to unre-
stricted reciprocity with the United States,
Even were opposition to be offered it
would be wmet as it was Dbefore, with
indifference, and Canadians would proceed to
work out their own destiny, unmindful of how
their conduct might affect Manchester or Bir-
minghatn, It is, however, plain that a sparsely
sattled, loosely coonected country like ours,
loaded down with a vast and constantly increas-
ing debt, overburdened with a most cumbrous,
extravagant system of Goversment, cannot

hope to get aling succesfully alongside
of a nation havieg =no debt and
possessing  within  itself all the ele-

nients and resonrces of a continent occupying
three zones, These and many other considera-
tions have opened the eyes of Cagadian fariners
+o the actual coniitions of the situation, and
the movement upon which they have eantered is
but a natoral eff.rt for self-preservation,
Canad v must change he~ system and enter upon
a policy of debt redemption, if she is to remain
commerciatly saparated from the United States.
But that i a hopeless proposit'on ; o the only
alternative is that presnted under the name of
commercial union, and the sooner it is consum-
mated the better it will be for England, in a
political sense, for Cauvada and the TUnited
States in a commercial sense,

IMPARTIAL TESTIMONY.

In order to obtain a perfectly just, unbiased
idea of tre politicnl and social condition of Ire-
land, voe of the editors of the Cleveland Sun
crossed the Atlantic and travelled through the
jesland, takiog notes and making observations:
such as a live western journalist, anxious only to
ascertain facts and lay them before his readers,
would ba likely to do.

Sines there is no portion of the globe the
goversment of which absorbs so much interest,
anu :.oout which so much is said and written,
he concluded that Ireland must be either badly
governed or her people very fault-finding.
He started to find cut which waa true. He
travelled, he tells us, over all portions of the
island, conversing with professional men,
bankeis, farmers snd mechanics, with a special
view to find out, if possible, the causes which
have given rise te a0 much discussion. In his
search for information he became convinced
that Home Ruls, the Parcell panacea for all
Ireland’s troubles, if granted, would be of lictle
use to that country unl-es there was coupled
with it the power to confiscate and divide
among the puople the large landed estates,
and render n gatory the laws which now |
make a monopoly of fishing privileg e
Ha quotes an old favmer as saying :—" An
Irish parliament anight vote every man a loaf of
bread, but yet we wonld not get the bread
unless some ope paid forit. ‘Lhe kind of home
Tule we want is that which will give back to us
the land which the English stole.”

This, the American editor i convinced, con-
tains the whole seeret of the Itish trouble. The
people want the land which was stolen from
them by English rulers centuries agn, and which
through family inheritance has desceaded in
grent tracts to the present ewners, 80 that
nearly all Ireland is now owned by a few meo.
He then proceeds to show how unjustly the
frish have been treated and how it comes thata
few men now own all the land. * The English,
under Queen Elizabeth, after having beea beaten
in several battles waged to conquer the island,
were finally successful, and thea, angered at the
resistance they had met, commenced a system
of spoliation and confiscation which is enough to
maks an Irishman’s blood run cold.”

As a specimen of English mnethods of dealing
with Ireland cur American friend quotes
Malby’s report of his expedition as followa ;~—

T entered their mountains with a determi-
nation to_spare neither old nor youn%, but to
consume them with fire and eword. Iburosal
theit conn and houses, and committed to the
aword all that could he found. There were
glain at this time sbout sixty of the best leaders
they had. This was Shane Burke’s country.
Then I burnt Ulrick Burke’s county. In like
manner I aosuulted a castle where tne garrison
gurrendered. I put them to the misericordia of
my soldiers. Thev were all slain, Thence I
went on, sparing noae which came in my way,
which cruelts did so amaze their followers that
they could nat tell where to bestow themselves.
Sbave Burke made means to me to Eardon him,
and forbear killing of his peopls. would oot
hearken, but went oo my way. I left Ulrick at
little sorn and «s few houses standing as I left

Continuing hisreview of the cauises of. Trish

50,000 dcres. Among these were ‘the men
who had -cruelly plundered . Ireland. Sev-

into the waste lands, mountains, moors, bogs
and marshes. The King was so well pleased
with the work of confiscation in the first five
counties that he rejented it in others. He was
delighted with the full eoffers that came to him
from the sale of lands and baronsteies. In the
lapse of years the people who had taken these
lands from the King, for one cause or another,
sold them to the native Irish again,and returned
to England. When Cromwell came into power
ke indulged in wlolesale mas.acres and incor-
porated the greateat scheme of contiscation that
kad thus far been attanpted. The whole of Ire-
land, 20,000,000 acres, was declared forf:ited, and
three-fourths of the inbabitants were to be
exiled. Certain husbandmen, plowmen, laborers
and artihcers were slone to be exempted. The
Irish soldiers were forced to Eng'and for foreign
service ; women and ckhildren of the soldiery, to
the number of 100,000, were seat to the \West
Indies to ba slaves or mistreses of the planters
there. The other inhabitants in the midd'e of
the winter of 1635 were torced from their h.1ueq
into the barren and inhospitable regions again-
The work of settling Ircland with Englishmen
again went forward. During the reign of
William 1IL. thera weve still further confisca-
tioes. Thus the lands of Ircland weremade tie
property of a favored few, and have descended
to the presaat generation.

Having thus shown the unhappy conditions
under which the Irish landlordry became pos-
sessed of their estates, the writer deals with
matters a8 they are at present. He tells us
that - *“ OF all the land in Ireland, 14,400 men
own 19,673,802 actes, while the other 54,2061
landholders possess but 483,705 acres, TFive
men alone own 762,624 acres, nearly a third
more than the 54,261, Ouoe man nwns 298,310
acres. Lord Lansdowne, about the eviction of
whose tenants se much 18 bow being said, holds
120,616 acres. The lakes of Ireland, and there
arae very mavy of them, are held by the large
land owners, and the taking of fish from them
except those of u very poor variety, is forbidden
and made & erima, An old English fishing com-
|any controls the fisheries of the northern and
eagtern coasts, Hunting upon the land of
another is forbidden by law. Thus the people
have Dbeen rtobbed of their lands, are barred
from the fisheries, and may be transported to a
penal colony if they dare to killa wild bird in
the forest.”

Frem these ascertaned facts of his own ob-
servation the writer c nsiders that theve is
little in Ireland to encourage the common
people, and no woundar tha country is demnra-
lized, and that tlousands are seeking homes in
ather parts of the world. 1n twenty years time
there hus been a decrease in the cultivation of
cereals of 2,120,572 acres, The amount of wheat
now raised as compared with twenty years ago
is emly one-fourth s much ; the erap of pota-
toes is less than one-half; the cultivation of
beans und peas isin the same ratio.  About the
only evidences of prosperity are found in the
linen factories and in the manufacture of
spirits. The incriase in the manufacture of
gbitits, in fourteen yoars, has gone up from
1,200 gallons to 245,204 gallons, while the in-
crease of the manufacture of linen in twenty
years has been from 3,420 yards to 12,254,700
yards, Nutwithstanding this enormcus increase
11 the mesufucture of linen, and necessarily the
increased consumption of the raw wmaterial,
during the same years Irelard decrensed her
flax orops from 39,561 to little more than 15,000
twas. The iscreased demand for flax prompted
no corresponding rate of production, as would
naturally have been expected, but on the con-
trarv, its cultivation by Irish farmers went
down in the same ratio as other crops. The
Germans are now supplying the Irish mills with
flax in large quantitics, The butter trade of
Ireland, which was large, hes sadly decrensed:
Thus, while the natural course' in every other,
country i3 an increave in agricultural products
in Ireland the decrease has been amazing.”

An American editor with these historical
records before him, and estimatiag the economi-
cal facts a3 he observed them, might be expected
to give an unbiased opinion as to the proper
remedy for tha evils under which the people of
Irelaud are lab.ring. In this expectation .we
are not mistaken, He says what every man of
practical common senge must say who simply
desires to see the Irish question aettled forever
on an equitable basis. We quote his conclusion
in fullt—

s Tn viaw of all these facts, would it not
bettec Lecome English statesmen to spend thewr
time devising means wherewith to restore to the
\Irish peopls their lands which were so unjustly
 taken from them and thus give hope to the
nation, rather than in enacting coercive lawa or
wasting time in discussing home rule pojects,
which, if granted with po more power thanp is
propo:ed, would be of no practical use. If the
great landed estates of Ireland which never
cost the present owners or their aucestors, from
whom the property descended, a single dollar,
were confiscated and psrceled out among the
people, ne more than justice wounld be done,
This would not be commuunism any more than
would be the taking from the graodson a
pocketbook which the grandfather had stolen.
If the English people do nnt like this mode of
redressing o great wrong, let Her Majeaty’s
Government purchase these estates and restore
the land to the descendants of those from whom
they ware #o unjuatly taken.  Until the great
wrongs which have been committed ngainst the
Irish people, in taking from them their lands,
have been tight:d, the fi-heries thrown open to
the public under « general law alike applicable
to ail, nd the #pirit of oppresion cess:s, Ire-
land will continue the bane of the British Go-
vernment. The people of Ire'and will not
drown their eries for just'ce at the bidding of
power and the more coercion there is, louder
will be the calls of humanity in their favor.”

THE GREAT QUESTION OF THE DAY.

Fourteen Farmers' Institutes, in Ontario,
Lave unanimously adopted resolutions in favor
of uorestricted reciprocity with the United
States. In all cases the meetings were non-
partisan, and the unanimity thus

shown

is an unmistakeable indicalion of the
strength and depth of the movement
for closer commercial relations with the

verghbzring  Republic.  These res»lutions
must be acespted as a declaration by the most
important class ot producars in the country of
want of confidence in the Government. It
must be confessed, lLiowever, that the extent
and stolidity of the movement, 8o soon after the
country had given its fiat on the N.P. in dangers
i3 not lacking in the elements of a surprise,
The sentiment in fasor of recprocily must
have been pretty well developed before
the late federal elections, yet neither of the two
contending parties seem to have beern awnre of
it. Reciprocity was not discussed. On the
contrary, the ministerial press distinctly ap-
pealed to the electorate to vote the Conzervative
ticket in order to prevent the destruction of the
protective tariff. Now, a few months after the
ministry may be said to have been saved by
that appeal, we find a great movement in ful]
blast to level the customs live altogether,

But, curious as thisapparently sudden change
in public sentiment may appear, it not diffi.
cult to account fcv it. The Gerrymander and the
Revising Darristzr secured enough votes for the
Conservatives in o number ¢f constituencies to
turn the scales in favor of the CGiovernment,

Were it not for thess two engines for the sup--

pression of public opinion, Outario would have
gono a3 largely in favor of the Liberals and o
free comtmercial policy . Dominion affaies
as 15 went for DMr. DMowat in  the
loeal elections.  In the cities the means taken
for coercing the workmgmen by mannfacturers
interested in maintaining the existing rystem
assisted still more effectively in securing the
return of candidates to Parlinment out of har-
mony with the fee'ing of the conntry. There-
fore we findd in the movement for unrestricted
reciprocity an unhampered expression of public
thonught. No gerrymander of constitusncies, no
revising barrister, no partizan returning officer,
can bring their peculiar tactics to bear on the
non-partisan farmers’ institutes, or swamp the
manho>d, solid interests and intelligence of that
great class on whose prosperity the welfare of all
other classes depends,

Thus we see & ministry, which descended to
the most contemptible and dishonest tactics to
gecure a continuation of itslease of power,
utterly out of harmony with the people by
whose recent votes it claims to exist. Sir.John
Macdonald conld not have known the feeling of
the country or he would not have consented to
Sir Charles Tupper'y ironclad additions to the
tariff, because he would have seen what a tre-
mendous impetus these additions would give to
the movemont in favor of nnrestricted recipro-
city. }ix rezent open air confidences to a re-
porter of an American paper shows how wofully
out of ture the Premdar is with the pgreat
mass of the Canadian peoghe.  Decause he is a
Tory of the vld tcheol ool has managed by
fraud and firickery to secure a precarious
msjority in parhament, he nurses the delusion
that the people he has humbugged and cheated
thiok us he does. He never was more mistaken
in his fe, For purposes purely selfish, he
adopted the Canadian nationahst idea, fondly
imagining that he could bend its forces to his
will. Here again his ‘‘stateemanship,” like his
“ aspstitutional law,” is at fault, even to the
extent of appemting ridiculous, Himself, his
ministry and his pacliamentary majority,
are all misrepresentative. While endeavoring
to keep a growing nation in the leadivg-strings
of Toryism by yielding partially to the popular
will in economic legislation, he has only suc-
ceeded in attenuating British connection to the
Jast strand. His boasted policy has resulted in
isolating the country from its natural markets,

When this was read aloud to a group of the
cmigrants is the immigration offices this morn-
ing there was a general murmur of indignation,
and cne and all of thowe present declared the
greater part of it to Le cnotirely untrue, inno-
cently enquiricg why such a misrepresentation
was mivde

“There is not one farmer among us,” Haid
Da'ey, who showed a quick intelligence, ** and
if it was'nt for the liztle Lelp one got from the
Goverpment we coald’nt eat our breakf.st this
morning,”

Datey, who was evidently looked upsn as
spoleesinan, was then aske d a number of gnes-
tions by our repurter, while the rest of the men
and women stoed closely around, heartily ap-
piauding every word he said in answer, with
vigorous nods and characteristic expresaions of
approval.  Daley said that he knew every one
of those who cane over with him—they were all
from the same place—Killurney, County Kerry.
The party wis composed of laburers, teadesmen,
gardeners, ete.  Of course, he said, they wore
deseribed in their immigration papers as agricul-
turalists, but they were not properly so.  Many
of them bhad worked on farms, and would be
glid to do so hers, but, snid he, ** We may have
had a different way of living in Ireland, but we
ca ) turn our hands to anything here,” He said
he was a hackneydriver bimself, but had woerked
at different employmcuots, He was well
acquainted with the care of horses, could do
gardening, and in fact could make himself

reperally useful.  Me Lrought out with him a
amily of foar, three girls and a bey,  They,
like every one of the others who came on the
Lake Winnipeg, were Government assisted,
Thsy had been induced to come by the repre-
eentation that there was pleoty of employment
for them here. They were told this by the Rev.
Archdeacon Wyon, of Woodlawn, Killarney,
who was the organizer of the party. The Go-
vernment gave them a pound a head, some
clothing before leaving, and their passage from
Ireland to Canada.  They would never have

The only reason they came
over was because they could not get werk at
hiome owing to the badftimes,

Speaking of the political agitation the mea
sesmed to ’{)e all of of oneiniud, although there
was o peirceptible reluctancs to express what
they 1elt, probably actuated by the fear thal it
would injure them mtheir efforts to obtain erm-
ployment here. Somebudy had evideantly told
them to keep their opinions to themselves.
Daley, however, suddenly said, with uch
animation : ** Killarney i8 the place ; builitfa
and landlords are in dread of it; youcansy I
said so, too.”

Enquiry showed that tho entire party of 137
were Roman Catholics, They were a fine, in-
tailigent lot of men, some of them rather
elderly, but all robust and healthy, Most of
the women have got places.

Cobden and  Bright weee
agitators, A good many prople think John
Bright did the world better sevvice when he
was an agitator than heis doing now.  William
Lyon Mackenzie wos an agitator 3 and Ontario
people awe no smallsharg of eir constitntional
right to Wiliam Lyon Mackenzie,  George
Brown did some rather lively apitating in his
time. The paoplo of Canade et cted a finer
montnent to his memo:y than will cver stand
over the grave of any of ths bishops or eanona
that tcok part in the pak mgeting—unless the
Grovernment erects one foc them.

But let it be assumed that O’Briea is an
agitator of the bad kind.  Hiw mi-kion here was
foolish and foolhsrdy.  ILec it be assumed that
he is an agitator ef the worst kind, What
puzzles us 18 to understand how chasing lim
with stones and rotten egge could quict him
dowa into a peaceful citizen.  How eould it ba
reasonably expected that trestment of this kind
would pacify him? Quoe can easily undsrstand
how stoning him might kill him and then he
would perhaps be quict enough ; but it would
be nn outrage on Toronto the iond to suppose
that these estimable citizeny wished to quivt the
agitator in that way. Wa utterly fnil tosee how
the means used could have a soothing influence
onthe agitator.
The second object aimed at by these law-
abiding citizens of Toroato the Good was nost
praiseworthy. They Inbored to turn O’Drien
into a loyal subject. That was a good thing to
do. Happy is the country that has no discon-
tented uub,iucu. But we utterly fnil to sea how
stoning Q'Brien could make him loyal. It is
yuite true that the stoning was accompanied
with the singing of tho national anthem. er
Majesty, no donbb, will be areatly pleased, and
will frel highly honored when she hears of the
uae made of the national anthem by thess loyal
citizens of Torontothe Good. But still it seemn
difficult to understand how loyalty can he
pounded into a man with stones, even to the
music of the national anthem.
The conversion of G'Brien to Protestantism
would perhaps b3 a good thing, though:possibly
not such a'great thing as thess champions of
Protestantism thought, DParnell is a Protest-
ant. Soare a- considerable number of the
Irish Home Rulers. otill it might be a
ood thing on the whole to make William
%)'Brien a Protestant. Who oan have any
doubt about it when he looks at the men who
were trying to convert tho agitator? Were he a
Protestant he must be like one of thein! DBut
what puzzles us is_to understand how o man
can be stoned into Protestantism, or have Pro-
testantium stoned into him, The attempt to
turn Father Chiniquy into a Oatholic by ston-
iog has proved a failure. Why should it bo
supposed that stoning will be more successful in
the work of turning Usntholics into I’rotestants

than of turning Protestants into Catho-
lieg ? We have not learned that
’Brren has embraced the Protestant

faith since he was stoned. Perhaps the stones
did not strike in the right place. One struck
him on the rib, and another on theleft shoulder.
These may not have hecn the proper points ab
which to_pound in the Protestantism. If a
good sized rock had struck him in the heart per-
haps he might have been immediately trans-
formed into a curate for Canon Dumoulin, A
blow on the head with a boulder might have
made him a good enough Protestant to becomse
an assistant to Dr, Wild.

Bnt we give up the whole enbject. We can-
not for the life of us see how a Catholic agitator
who is supposed to ba-a rebel can be made
peaceab'e, loyal and Protestant by pelting him
with rotten cggs and cobble-stoms, A con-
siderable number of people sem t think that
Praotestantism can be pouonded into Catholies,
but we do not underatand the proce:s, and give

June 10.—In the House of Commons
this evening, Mr. Smith moved the resolution,
previously sunounced, requesting that at 10
p.m. on the 17th instant the chairman forthwith
put the question of soy motion, amendment or
proposal touching the clause of the Crimes bill
then under discuesion, then on the clause itself
and finally on each remaining clause.  He said
the atep was forced upon the Goveroment by
continued obstruction. It was absolutely
neces=ary for the digoity and efficiency of the
house that deliberate altempts ta prevent the
progress of business should be defested. It was
now the fourth month of the resaion and practi-
cally nothing has betu done. Thewhole'coutse
of legislation had been stopped,  The Govern-
ment cesirerd that due consideration be
given to the righta of the minority
and respect shown for the traditions of liberty
and freedom attached to tha iostitutions of the
country. (Derisive Parnellite laug‘hter.) But
it was undoubtedly the duty of the Government
in circumstances without n parallel in the his-
tory of Paclinment ta ca'l upon the House ta
take measures to prevent the minerity from
setting at defiance the controlling power of the
majority. It was impossib'e for agovernment
representing the majority to yield to the ob-
struction of the minority. The debatos over the
Crimes bill had become a travesty, bringing
ridicule, diserace and contempt upon Parlia-
ment. He svpenled to the House lo support
the Government in trying to restore corder to
their proceedings. {Chbeers.) .
Mr. Gladstone said that a longer uotice
should have been given of this important
motion. The present state of business and the
entire paralysis of Parliament had caused in-
tense dissatisfaction throughout the country,
but the position had been brought shout by the
GGovernment themselves, (Cries of hear, lisar.)
They had beenpursuing « false and evil .policy
of coercion wi'hout the ju-tuication pleaded oun
former oceasions. They had disregnrded all the
usages an'l traditions of Parlinmentin the con-
duct «f the measure which they had, under the
name of a crimes bill, introduced, The mea ure
was directad against eombinntion apa.t from
crime. (Hear, Lesr.) He would suggest to the
Government that a rativnal mode to expedite
the biil wau'd be to make it temporary, instead
of permanent, and to strike out all the provis-
ions touching combination apart from crime,
assuring Irish tenants of the same piotection in
respect to their land strikes a3 is given to Eng-
lish artizans in their labor strikes. {Cheers and
cries of “Na.") If the Govermment rejected
that romedy and had no ether to propose, the
offensive character of the bill would be retained
in full forecs. He did not wish to create diffi-
culty Ly rffering opposition, which he knew
would be ineffectual.  He would, therefore, con-
tent himself with protesting against the cuurse
now pursued. .

Mz, Parnell snid be could not nmnderstand the
fatmity of the Government in rushing blind
folded slong a road which they hagd already seen
would lead to the greatest disorder in Ireland.
Government speakers had harped on the theme
of obstruction. As a matter of fact, the Trish
members had not. lifted one voice against any
menasure except this Co2acion bill, which they
were bouund to resist to the utmost. The cry of
obstruction was not genuine when raised by
men who did not desire to advance public busi-
ness. Let the Government proceed with the
real business of the nation, instead of wasting
time on a Crimes DIl applying to a nation
where ctime was admittedlyat a minimom. Ile
concluded by moving an ‘amendment that the
House decline to sanction o resolution limiting
freedom of debate and assaling the righte of
minorities. {Cheers.)

Sir Wm. Vernon Harconrt warned ths Gov-
ermnent that their propozal might be used by a
future government as a precedent for carrying a
home rule bill in a fortnight, and thatother mea-
sures might be forced through in the same way.
Imagine, he said, rome government proposing a
church disestablishment bill, and urging that as
everything for and agninst disestablishment had
been eaid alresdy, a third reading of the bill
should be taken ° this day week.” It was a
Conservative Government, in an insane passion
for coercion, that set this precedent, in abnega-
tion of every principle the Tory party had con-
tended for.

Mr. Goschen, Chancellor of the lixchequer,
said that the preceding speaker might amuse
thie House, but he would not deceive the coun-
try. Tbe Goverament had made no attempt 1o
stop discission on the'important clauses of the
bill. Porlinment and the country had hod
enough of this unlimited discussiin, and it was
necessary now to put an end to it. .

Several of the Parnellites continned the dis-
cussion Mr. Smith moved cloture, which was
carried by a vote of 264 to 167. Mr. Parncll's
amendment was then rejocted by a_vote of 301
to 181. After further discussion, Mr. Smith's
complete motion was carried under cloture by a
vote of 215 to 93, amid cheers and counter

Mor. Smith then proposed to postpone further
discussion of the bill in committes till Mondny.
Mr. Healy asked that the discussion of the bill
be proceeded with on Saturday, but Mr. Smith
said he was unable to nccept Mr. Healy’s sug-
gestion, because it would bs unfair to the officers
of the House. Mr. Chance denounced the
Governwent for depriving the Parnellites of a
rortion of the available time fur debate in
order that the ministers could attend the naval
review. Mr. Conybeare, in supporting Mr.
Healy, was commenting on the humorous talent
le1 Mr. Smith when the latter appealed to the
coair,

The chairman—*I must say that the whole of
this debate has been a_disgrace to the House.”
(Liong apd prolonged cheers.) Mr. Conybeare
was about to continue when Mr., Smith moved
cloture, which carried by 202 to 73, amid cries
of “shame,” *'disgraceful.” etc. The motion
to pustpone discussion 1 committee until Mon-
day was carried by 203 to 72. Mr. Smith moved
to adjourn the House. Mr. Hesly objocted.
Cheers and 1 voice, *“He will have his holiday,”
greeted the final application to cloture and the
carrying of the motion to adjourn by n vote of
203 to 72.

A YWarm Hceeeption to the Crowbar IBrigade
at Bodyke—The Priest the Pecacemuiier,

DoBuiN, June 10.—Evictions at Bodyke were
resumud to-dny, and there was a repetition of
the exciting scenes which have attended numer-
ous attempts to evict tenante, The sheriff and
his body guard were stubbornly r-sisted at the
house of a tenant named O’Hatloran. A hill-
side n-ar the house was covered with an excitzd
n.ob who cheered the defenders of the pre-
uises and urged them to hold out.  O’Halloran
and his party had dug a trench around the
honse and barricaded the bower roouws,
while the upper portion of the house was cc-
cupied by ten men, including two who bhad
returned from  America, an! some women,
The bailiffs made an attack o the wall of the
house with a crowbar, but were received with
sealding wo erand fled. An inspector of police,
with a drawp sword, then wmouated a ladder
placed against the side of the house, bus was
t.entee down, A constable with a rifleand fined
bavonet next mounted the ladder, but his head
was battered by the defendants and several
gashes were inflicted upon him and he retired.
Anotuer constable also attempted to climb the
ladder, but failed. A second ladder was then
pracured snd several constables mounted it, but
thy wers beaten down. Mr. Cox essayedto
elimti up a ladder to speak to the inmates of the
Liouse, but the police prevented him from doiog
sv. Finally a coostable eatered with a fixed
tayunet, but the rifle waswrested from him and
his safety was imperilled, when Father Hannon
entered anisecured a cessation of hostilities,
The inmates were then arrested and the work of
eviction was carried ont.

SEVERAL MORE AMENDMENTS
THROWN OUT.

The Attorncy-General Sccures a Change Re-
zardinyg Prosccutions Before the Act's
PFassage—The Debate in the
House Last Night.

e

Loxnox, June 13.—The House of Gommeans
this evening, resumed the debate on the Coer-
cion bill, 1aking up the fifth clause, which d‘enla
with the proclaming of districts, Henry Fow-
ler, Liberal, proposed as an amendment that
proclaniationa be mate by order of the Privy
council instead of by the Viceroy. He urged
thut o change of such importance as the pro-
claiming of a district should be made by the
Tuperial instead of the Irish executive. Mr.,
Buifour declined to accopt the amendment. He
reminded the House that the Government col-
leciively were responsible for every act of the
Trish executive. Messrs. Mealy, MeNaill,
Claucy and Dillon, Nationalists, sapported the
amendment,

GLADSTONE'S COUNSEL.

Mr. Gladstone suggested that the members
should not spend any more of the short time at
their command in futile discussion. It would
bo better to employ the romaimng time in di--
cussng weightier points, Mr. Smith said he
was anxivus to allow suflicicnt time for the dis
cussion of rubstantinl questions and he hoped
the Upposition would assist the Government in
this directzen.  Mr. Fowler offered to withdraw
his sauendment, but Mr. Dillon protested. He
declined 1o take advice from the Government
a8 to what ameudmenta should be discussed in
the micerable period 1eft to the Parnellites to
contust the mensure

_ JOHN MORLEY DIFFERS WITHl HI1S CHIEF.

Mr. Morley said he was sure Mr, Gladstone
bad not mennt to suggest that the Opposition
assiss o0 Hiniting the debate, in accordance with
the Covernment's ideas. The opinions of the
Pameliitss upon thu relative importance of the
amendments deserved more attention than the
opinions of ¥nglish membera. The amendment
was rejected by 235 to 167,

ANOTHER AMENDMENT REJECTED.

Mr. O’Doherty moved an amendment that
proclamations be issucd only on the report of a
judge of the high court after a local enquiry.
Mr.” Holmes opposed the amendment on the
ground that it was not advisable to remove any
res;onsibility from the executive. A local
ennuiry, he said, would be valuel ss, because
the judize would have no power to take evidenca
on oath. Mr. Claacy said the Government
would linve been more candid if they had given
a8 the reason for their opposition to the amend.

It showed that the
real ovject of the bill was not the prevention of
crime, but the suppression of political combi-
natione.

Those who follow the dairy interests—the
butter interests—-have, according to a well
known Massachu-etts duiryman, found in the
Jervey and the Guernsey the best butter cows,
They will, in his op:nion, male the most and
best butter. This dairyman, after repeated
experiments, finde that the best butter is pro-
duced frum one-half Jersey and one-half
Guernsey cream.

You cannot restore rancid butter to a sweet,
good article. It may be somewhat improved,
however, by washing it first in new mlk ant
atter that in cold water. Amnother plan ‘is. to
Leat up a quarter of a pound of good fresh lime
ina pail of water, and, afte-allowing it to stang
for an hour until the impuriti s have settled,
pour off the clear partion and wash the rancid
butter io that,

Ons of the best insecticides knmown at the
present time is Dalmatian insect powder, also
kngwa as Persian insect powder 2nd as Buhoch.
This powder is composed of the pulverized
blossoms of a plant that is death to most forms
of insect life, but not injurious to snimnls or
humau beings. It oughtto be on every farm.
In the bousehold it will be found valnable in
lessening flies roaches, &ec. ; in field and garden
i acts a8 a preventive to many insect enemics,
and in the poultry yard it is useful for dusting
]f_nw's and chicks as a pieventive and cure fur
ice,

Next to the rose, the clematis is doubtless the
most popular flowering plant of the day. It
hurdly bleoms during the entirve sonson, and
empraces & great variety of brautiful colors.
The clematisis a_vapid climber, and, if enre-
fully trained, attains to a height of from five to
fiftcen feet in o season. Plumed so as to cover
the pillars or verandag, or trained ca a trellis
or stump or uther object, it has no equal. It
may salo ba planted in rocking or winding
flower beas, but it will requirs pegging down.
The large purple flowers of this variety rare
produced in the greatest profusion aud remain
on the plant a long time, This ia a very satis-
factory plant to cultivate, as it increases in size
and beauty each year, o

The White Dorkings are more papular in
England than in this country. The birds are
good layers and unexcelled as table fowls, They
are alen vary beautiful, and are much esteemed
by those who seek to make their poultry add to
the adornment of their lawns, For some yenrs,
in England, the White Dorking was called a
“ neglected  hird. The public considered the.
white birds inferior to the Silver Grays both in
hardiness, laying cmalities and size, The
Whites were considered more guoitabls for
fanciers than for practical farmers, Of late
years, however, much of this feeling has been
done away with, and the Whita Dorkings- to-
day are found on many Englisi: farins whereall
other breeds have previonsly been tried. There
are comparatively few White Dorkings in this
country.
