This =meems incopsistent with
the advanced humanitarian sentiment
which is supposed to characterize the
English people in war matters, and, if
carried out to ita legitimate conclusions,
would mean that the wounded on the
battle field should enjoy no immunity at
the hands of their British foes, and that
death must be the unalteranble (ate of
all. The new bullet is designated the
*mean-killing bullet ’ a contra distinction
to tie man penctrating builet hitherto
in use. The subjoined extract gives &
fuller reference to this lateat addition to
modern British ammunition,

A new service bullet, which will be
used for the first time in the Khartoum
expedition, hus just been adopted by the
War Office. Several miilion rounds ars
being sent out from Woolwich for the
use of the infantry. Severe fighting is
anticipated, and the effect of the new
bullet in actual warfare will be watched
with intereat by the military authorities
of all nations. The reason assigned for
the cbange in the serviceé bullet is that
the Lee-Mettord, thoggh it is more
deadly at ten times thp range of the old
musket ball, does not disable an enemy
as effectively as desirable. The new
bullet is spoken of as the “ man-killing
bullet,” in contradistinction to the man-
penetrating bullet.

Since then years bave multipiied into
decades decadez rolled into centuries.

of the mighty St. l.iwrence. They bave

been swept away hefore the mexciless
tide of Cancarian civilization ; in history
they have been retained to exemplify
cruelty and treachery; in romance and
poctry they live to exeite our sympathy
and command our admiration.

Yet, amidst all the revolutions of time,
deapite the mnutations of agew, mome of
the traits which marked the natives who
met Jacquen Cartier are still perceptible
in the Montrealer of to day, and the en-
wairing curioaity displayed by the tinted
band which surrounded Muisonneuve
on Plage Royale finds an nimple, up-to-
date demonstraticn in the actiovs of the
Cartoms Tidewaiters, wno, led by Cualel
Henry McLaughblin, and controlled by
the presence of the bewhiskered sage,
Tom Nicholson, attend al the arrival of
ocentt slerRmenips 1o examine the bag-
gage and, if deemed necessary, the
person of passengers from over the seu.

When the
big Allan liner ‘Parisian’ is safely
maored at the * Livernoot > dock upon a
sanduy morning it is well worth one's
time tn spend a couple of nours in &
guiet corner of the hig shed into which
passengers and baggage are received and
watcti Lhe pruceedings.

Toe Cnstowma ollicers take poasession
of the place, the doors are guarded that
no one may pass out without aatbority,
and a duzen nien with oflicial caps stand
ready to examine thetrunks and grips of
the {eative tourist or the returning
merchant down the gangway on to ferra
firmer, Mr. McLaughlin is the supreme
authority there. He gives his orders in
a sharp, authoritative voice, like one
used Lo command, and he is ¢beyed at
once. Mr. Nicholson keeps his eye open,
and he wanders {rom place to place, ever
and anon caressing his whiskers ; he isa
familiar fipure to the ccean traveller.

At onetime in thehistory of Montreal
the Tide Surveyor wore & tniform beside

The regular traveller when assessed
duly takes itas a matier of course and
pays up without a murmur, but a good
proportion of the passengers object ;

THE teast of 3t. l'ster, Rome’s patron
saint, was celebrated with great solemni-
ity on the 2vth. The Vaiican Basilica
presents a grander appearance on this
day than on the occasion of any of the
vther feasts of the year, The vast temple
was hung throughout with crimson
dameask fringed with gold; the decora-
tions were, as ususl, designed by the
architect of the Vatican, and the whole
of the Basilica was one mass of lights,
floweis, precious stufls and metals, It iy
hardly possible to imagine the scene,
both in the vicinity and in the intericr
of the coloasal DBasilica, on a red-letter
day euch as this. Onecontinuous atrean
of people, in carriages and on foot, poured
towards the great piazza of St. Peter’s
which was black with the seething, ant
like mass. On occasions of this sort the
immennity of St. Peter's asserts itself;
for, no matter how greut tue crowd, there
seems to be room for all, and Do one
need feel cramped or uncomforiable. On
this day, too. the bronze statue of St
Peter is vested in & cope of gold brocaded
with a jewelled iriregio and the other
Pontifical insignia, five silver lampe
burning before it, and thousands of
persons pass in slow procession from
morning to night, kissing the bronze foot,
which isso worn as toappear to have been
wilflly filed down, although the missing
melal bas been worn out bv the faint
impreasof millions of lips devoutly tonch-
ing it during munv centuries.  Apropos
of the atatne of 8t. Peter,n learned j-suu,
Father F. Grisar, recently pubiished
an interesting article in the Civilta
Cattolica, pruving that it is 2 work of
the sixth century, dating from the time
of Pope Symmachus, and not, as some
critica, foremost amongt them ¥rnf.
Wickhoff, of Vienna, maintain, the
work of ome Arnollo di Cambic, who
lived in the thirteenth century.

From Quebec to St. Annes takes bara]y
an hour, and the train lands you under
the very shadow of the fine Choreh and
famous Shrine. 'pon entering in there
the power of religion and anpernatural
graceseem to take complete hold of you
whether you will it or not, when ¥you
kneel before the altar and in the pres.
enceol the hallowed Shrine of Ste Annes,
you experience quite strange sensations
and a renewal of spiritnal vigor atirring
within you, and if you cnn recall lapses
and trannsgressions of the past you chide
yoursell for having committed them, and
vou are humiliated to think that human
uuture should be ao very weak as to yield
to temptations that now appear as the
very height of foily and absurdity,

Oc the day in question the Basilica
was filled in tbe foreroon with a large
organized pilgrimage from Springiield,
Mass, They seemed to metobea respect
able and decent body of zealous people
who had some aflicted ones among them
whom mere buman surgical or medical
akill could not relieve, and who thought
it not too great a macrifice to cross the
Canadian border in order to place their
belpleas ones at the feet of good Ste.

QUEBEC CATHOLICS AND
THE MANITOBA SCHOOLS,

From the repext of the Rev. A, A,
Chersier, Superintendent of the Cathe-
lic Schooly  of Manitoba, which bas
been publistedin the N rihwest Review,
of Winnipeg, it appears that the total
amounl of monev expenied upon the
Catbolic sthooln in tiat Provioee frem
Japuary Jsi, 1897, to June B, 130, sud
anbscribed for that purpree by the Cath-
olies of the lLastern Irovinces, was
$14,193. By far the preater portioncf
thie sunt was given by Cutiiolics of Lisls
Provicce, who tbus ehiow d theiz prac-
tical esrapathy for their breturer in
Marpit ba in their suugele {or justice in
the important mateer  of «dueation,
Spesling of the genervus douoes Fatirer
Cherrier sayns :—

Led tham rest assurcd that we enter-
tain the deepest gratitude for their
geuerosity, and many are the prayrrs
that have ascended in their bebalf from
the hearts of bolli pareuts and children
to the tl.rone of Gad. For we have con-
tracted towards them a debt which
Heuven nlone ean repay for us.

Throngh these dopations sixty aix
wchouls and 330 cbildren huavs been
assisted. All or those schoole, Fatoer
Cherricr explainy, bave nat riceived
financial assistance In exuct proportion
¢o the number of teaciers employed and
the number o pupils enroli~d in them.
The money has been distributed accord-
ing tothe veceesitiens of each case. The
aum given to the Winnipeg =choois far
exceeded thet given to r»chools on (ther
districts. There were good reasons lcr
this: Ist. Winnipeg aloue haa furnisbed
nearly the one fourth of the total number
.of the cbildren attending achool; 2nd,
owing to mre advarced gradesof pupila
higher ealarics have to be puid in the
city than in thecountry ; 3td, the Catho-
1ics of Winnipeg have had more to suffer
from *he working of the Manitoba sachool
law of 1890 than any other locality in
the Psovince. For not only Catholics’

private property but Catbolic schools
themselves amd tbe adjoining play-
grounds have been taxed for both muni-
cipal and public school parposes. Year
after year Manitoba Catholics bave had
to contribute from $4,000 to $5,000 to the
treaeury of the Winnipeg achool
Board. Those wbo know the fin-
ancial standing of the Catholics of that
city Zwill no doubt ensily realize
nnder what difficuliies they have been
placed thereby. Out in the country
Manitoba Gatholies have not had near
80 much to sufter, for the simple reason
that in many districts, where the set-
tlers are almost excluaively QCathelics,
there were only very Iew public schools
to support, and where more did exist,
they could not be compared with the
Winnipeg schoola either as to number of
buildiogs or runping expenses. More-
over, a8 the taxes in the country are
levied on all the property within each
muanicipality even for school purposes, it
followed that since 1§94 in Catholic
centres at least the rate of achool taxa-
tion hardly ever came up to more than
2 milis on the dollar, whilet in Winni-
peg it has reached ae high as 4 25 mills
on the dollar. Therelore more than

The I..ndon correspondent of  the
New York San has sent to that paper s
peculinr srticle ugon the preseat posi
tion of the English Liberala. The
pecaliarity of the sriicle iz tbat the
writer of it sees no other hope for the
{utare success of the party than the rein-
statemnent of Lord Rosebery as leader.
At present the party is, we all know,
practically without a leader and with-
out & programme. The Irish Nation-
alists want home rule and do not eare
two siraws about English Caurch dises-
tablishment. The Welshmen want dis-
establishment. and =o long as they get
it would allow the House of Lords to
live in peace. The English Radicals
want the destruction or reformation of
the House of Lords and put it above all
gocial problems whatscever. The tem
perance men want a Local Veto bill and
coneider everything else subordinate.
The Labor Party does not trouble itself
about Tocal Veto bills, having set its
heart on an Eight Hours bil. And so
the lack of cohesiveness goes on. Each
clique has its houby and receives the
sapport of the other cliques on the
understanding that, when their turn
comes, similar aid shall be given to
their pet measures. But the pariy asa
whole has no policy, no platform, to
which each unit can subacribe. It was
only the devotion inspired by Mr. Glad-
stone’s transcendant personality that
held these diverse mections in line and
gave them the appearance of unity,

It is folly to suppose that the return
of Lord Rousebery to the Liberal leader-
ship would unite these groups. His
selection as leader bad much to do with
the starting of the process of disintegra-
tionthat has now gone so far, As leader
be was never popular with a consider-
able section of the party.

persons and property. The full text of
the document is as follows :

ExeceTIVE MaNsIoN, WASHIXGTON,
Jury 18, 1898.
To the Secretary of War :

81k, —The capituintion of the Spanish
forces in Santiago de Cuba, and in the
eastern part of the province of Santiago,
and the oceupation of the territory by
tne forces of the United States, render it
neceasary to ipstruct the military com-
mander of the United States as to the
copduct which he is to observe duricg
the military occupation.

The first eflest of the military occupsa-
tion of the enemy’s territory is the sev-
erance of the former political relaticns
of the inhabitunts, ard the estahiish-
ment of a new political power. Under
this changed condition of things, the in-
habitants, so long astbey pertorm their
duaties, are entitled to security in their
persons and property, and in all their
private righta snd relations.

It is my Qeeire that the inhabitants of
Cub.. should be acquainted with the pur
pose of the United States to dischnrge to
the fullest exient its obligationsin this,
regard. It will, therefore, be the duty
of the commander of the army of occu:
pation to announce and proclaim in the
most public manner thut we cume oot
to make war upon the inhabitants of
Cuba, nor upon eny party or faction
among them, but to proteéct them in
their bomes, in their employments and
in their personal and religious rights.
All persons who, eitber by active aid or
by bonest submimsion, co-operate- with
the United States in its efforts to give
effect to this beneficent purpoae; will re-
ceive the reward of ita support and pro-
tection, Our occupation should be as
free from severity as possible. '

My chum and classmate was struck

2000 yards (more than a mile} away
when our gun crews were killed or
-wounded, 80 that we soon ceased to fire.

*One of the Iowa’s shells struck the
114nch gun in the forward turret of the
Vizcaya, cutting a (urrow as clean as &
knife out of the aide of the
guu. The shell exploded hall way in the
turret, making the whole vessel atagger
and shake in every plate. When the
tumes and smoke had cleared away so
that it was poasible to entex the turret,
other gunners weresent there. The sur-
vivors tumbled the bodies which flled
the wrecked turret through the ammuni
tion hoist to the lower deck. Even the
machinery was clogged by corpses.

*The place was 80 slippery from blood
and pieces of flesh that from that mo
ment I do not think the gun crews knew
what they were doing. Buu they kept
ramming new pr.jectiles into the gnn
and firing.

‘The other gun crews fared just as
badly. All our rapid-fire guns aloit sbon
became silent, because every gunner bhad
been killed or crippled at bis post and
lay on the deck where ke fell, A dead
body kung over the military top.

‘There were s0 many wounded that
the murgeons ceased trying to dress the
wounds. Shells bad exploded: inside of
the ship, setting fire to the woodwork,
and even the hospital was turned into a
furnace.. - C

belt and below the protecled deck. The
shot crashed through her aide, crossed
the gun deck, ricocheting froma steel
eomﬁutment to compartment, uatil it
reached the forward topedo tubes, where
it struck and explrdea one of the Viz
cays's torpedoes. \Whether tbe Texas’
shell also explcded I do not know. The
shock was territic. The shell i« said to
have killed 30 men in its path across
and over thegun deck The final ex
plosirn blew out the starboard side of
the Viz:aya, wmaking her & complete
wreck ; 320 ofticers and 1nen perished.

‘In the meantime the survivors from
the fligsbip were jumpirg into the sea
to escape from the burning wreck. Tpe
steel sides of the ship were almost red
hot from Lhe fire raging within and the
impact of the shells without. Admiral
Cervera himsell threw off' all of his
clothes but two garments, and finully
leaped into the sea. where he was sup
ported by his son.

*Tu us it appeared as i7 the Vizcava
received the converging tire of at least
two battlaships and the cruizer Beook
lyn,' hegan the Lieutenant.” *'Qar en
gineers did splendid work and we
thought ourselves easilv able to cop:
with the Brooklyn. We fought ine
Towa abeam for nearly half an hour at »
range of 2000 yaras. That was an ex
perience lor any man. The Americans
didn’t sesm to be in any hurry. The
big battle ship, good for two of us, hung
on our beam like a bull-dog. and gave us
about two out of every thres shots her
gunners fired. With the after turret
they were firing at somebody back ot
us.

*The Bro~kiyn didn't damage ns
much. The Iowa did the business. I:s
shell, coming Iull at our sides, never
glanced, as did many of the others. We
were hit twenty limes bv shots that did
little damage. The ekipning 13inch
shells from the Iowa appeared to alide
along the surface of the water and hunt
for a seam in our armor. The curious
thing is that they found our vulnerible
spot—our Achilles heel, so to say. Three
of these monster prrjzctiles penetrated
the bull of the Vizeays and c«xoploded
there before we started for the shore.
‘The carnsge iaside that sh:p was
something horrible and beyond descrin
tion. Tives were atarted conetantly. Lt
seenied to me that the iron bualkheads
tork fire. Qur organizilion was perfect.
We acted promiptly, and mastered ali the
small cutbreaks o1 flawe, nntil the small
ammuunition mapazine was exploded by
aglell. From that moment the vessel
becime & furnace of fire. While we
were walking the deck. headed abore-
ward, we could hear the roar of the
flamea nader onr feet above the voice of
the artillery, Tue Vizaayw's Lull bellow
ed like a blast furpace. Why, men
sprang from the red hot deck straizht
into the jawa of sharks !’

The story of the chase of the Cristobal
Colon is beat demcribed by Dr. Gabriel
Cavaillery-Sause, who with bis compan-
ion, Dr. Adolphe Niemere-Suanere, were
the surgeona on the ship that made such
a gellant run for existencs.:

* The Colon came out next to the last,’
said Dr. Sause. ‘It waa the plan of the
battle that she should keep behind the
heavier armored ships. She was hit only
#six times by big shells and would have
got away if the conformsation of the
shore line had been different.’ The fine
tactics of Commodore Schley-in making
for the great headland inntead of follow:
ing the Culon -iuto that bay is "what
caught her. When the two ships came
to olcse range at the point of the triangle,
80 tospeak, the Brouklyn was more than
a:mateh for the poor Colon.. The Oregon
and; Bruoklyn got the range for each
other and signalledt.todadfro. Com
ourstively lew men were: killed on the

-whole ranks of men were swept away b
one exploadn of & shell, were enacted.
The Colon waa not sent sshore because
she was mortally hit but beoauve she
was in & pen and couldn’t get out.’

PORTO RICO.

Now Lbat the Awerican forces ars on
the way to Porto Rico the fallowing
comprehensive statistioal report of the
trade of Porto Rico, just prep+red under
the direction of Mr. Frank H. Hiteh-
cock, chief of the foreign markets sec-
tion of the Agricultural Department at
Washington, and approved by Sscretary
Wilson. is of unusual interest.

1t shows for the first time the fignres
of the commerce for the year 1896 of
Porto Rico. During the calendar year
1896 the foreign trade of the island, ac~
curding to the ofli~ial retnras, atinined
a total value ot $36 324.120. exceeding
ull previcus recorda and being a gain in
the year of morethan $15.000060.

In 189296 the total impnria
and exporta bad ap annual value
at $38 870 533, as against #24461,217 in
1887 1. ILmports into Porto Rico gener
ally have somewhat exceeded exports,
but in 1896, for lhe ficst time in over a
decade, the value of the merchandise
shipped to foreign markets was alightly
greater than that of the imported wares.
The exporta for 180G had a vaiiue of 18
341,430, Jecidedly tbe largest on recors,
while the imporis for the same year,
E15 252 600, were aurpassed only in 1804
when the roreigngooes received aun uoe-

This ruls has never
been departed from, and the d-viatirn
from the usual custom is aceepted by
everybody. When M, McKinley is up-
atairs in the White House, and not fe-1-
ing very wel}, it fs et unnesual for the
President to excnee himself frym wome
conference, or to call rs, and run quickly
upstairs to spend & moment with his
wife. He has been ¥known to do this an
often as a dozen times a day. His ten
der care of her when traveling wins for
him the deepectt reverence and admira
tion of all who happen to be near the
devoted husband and wife. When affairs
of State are urgent the President invari-
ably shields hie wife from the unfavor-
able side, always presenting to her tbe
most cheerful and hrightest view of any
question at issue. Again and agaio
during kis tenarcy of the White House
has the President himsels. in addition
to mll his other dutiex, directed, so fnr as
be could, the domestic machinery of the
Exesutive Mangion in opder {2 save his
wife ‘rom the worry of household carcs
¥ two people ¢rnld he ¢losor fn under
standing aud iu wmore perfect symiathy
than are President McKinley and bis
wife.

Bit as & general thing it is & vain and
detusive hope, which makes the auffering
of the victim all the worse to bear, and
only delays, rathér nokicdly than hu-
meanely, the inevitable end.

Youihs and maidens must learn lo
bear,, witbout evil results, changes of
temperature and of weather—heat, cold,
storm, snow and rain, hunger, thirs,
loss of sleep, fatigues, discomforts, and
hardehips of every kind, They must
learn betimes by practice, by babit and
by courage to be srmed against all
tiese.

LI. housekeepers do not yet under
stand that what goes on in the
kitchen on washing daya affecls

the condition of the 'clothes "if, as
often bappens, the laundry work and
the kitchen work must be done in the

ssme room. The smell of broiled or

fried fish or even broiled steak, ¢r those
odors which come from strong vegetables
while cooking—such aa onions, cabbage,
and the like—cling to the clothes with
great pertinacity even after they are
ironed and sent up stairs. This is es
pecially troe if the smells are absorbed
during the sprinkling of the clothes,and
when the latter are quickly rolled up
tight, and are opened to bave the odors
ironed into them, Persons woo have ac-
casion to send their linen to s city
washerwoman often notice the unpleas-
ant flavor which they will bave on their
return. Laundered as they are in stuffy
tenement rooms where all the proceases
of life go on, it would be strange, indeed,
if they came out of the ordeal sweet and
odorless, The bousekeeper should be
watchful on this point, even in washing
on her own premimes, and she who is
obliged to trust to the outside laupdriss
will find a suggestion to that ofien
igncrant but amenable woman pre-
ductive of excellent results,

Milk toast, as it is served on nine
tables ont of ten, is uneatable. Properly
prepared, it ia not only & good dish for
the light menu allowed & convaleecent.
but is welcomed esgerly by the chllldren
of the family, certainly 1f grated maple
sugnr ia sent arcund with it. To two
cups of reilded milk—and the milk
should be merely scalded. not boiled, and
if there s u scum, which there snculd
not be, it must be removed—to this
amount of milk, stir in a puste made of
g acant tablespoonful and a hslf of ibiur,
web in a little ¢cold water.  To the dour,
while it is dry, add a gaod salt spoonful
of sult. When the paste is mixed with
the milk, it should be cooked in a
double boiler, stirring conatantly, When
it is about as thick as cream, n piece of
butter the sizzof a walnut is added. The
bread toasted dry is dipped into the
sauce, ench slice remaining until evenly
tender, when it is piled lightly on a
small platter, and what sauce is left
poured over and around it. It should be
eaten while very hot.

A good physician says that water at
the temperature of 80 degrees iy most
desirable, and that no one should re-
remain in the hathlopger than ten ‘nin-
utes.

A copper boiler may be cleaned with
oxalic acid or salt and vinegar, follow-
ing this with a cloth dipped in kerosene,
then with & dry cloth. A bit of lemon
will do the same work.

During the hot weather the bread box
requires special attention to prevent
bread from moulding The box sbould
be scalded twire & week and aired in the
aun for an hour before fresh bread is put
in it.

To miake an excellent washing {luid
dissolve one pound of washing soda in 2

uarts of water; add four quartsof clear
lime water ; stir, and when all sediment
has settled pour off the clear liquid. In
one quart of boiling water dissoive three
ouncea of borax and add to it six quarts
of clear water, made from the soda and
lime water. When cold add thres cunces
of carbonate of ammonig, bottle and
cork well. To use add one cupfulto &
tub of water where clothes are to be
soaked, and the same quantity to the
first water in which they are washed.

Cotton is not good for a matiress. It
is 850 much of a non-conductor that it
grows hot under the body and sometimes
gets damp and musty, and of course un-
healthy. Cotton packa together tco
closely, It is not as good either for cov-
ering, as generally used in thick com-
forters, as hlankets, Colton batting
after a little use gets g0 matted that it s
almast impervious to air.

When white marks, caused by water
atains, anpear on mahoganv tables and
sideboarde. the places abould be painted
over with a stromg snlntion of oxalic
acid in water. Then when the white
stains disappear, wash the wond quickly
with R moist tag, dry, and polish with a
little furniture cream. Salt rubbed on
these whita marks has alan .2 very
excellent effect in removing them.

THE WAR.

The SurgeonsGeneral Rejecis the Offer
of Trained Narses for the
1Hosplinls,

The corresondent of the New York
Herald, at Jacksonville, Fia., says :—

Much comment is being made on the
Surgeon General's rejection of the affer
of the Red Crors to furnishtrained nurs-»
for the hcgpitals here. The Surgeon
General maintains that the trained
nurses male or female, are not wantedor
needed ; that 1 is no place for female
nursca here, atd that the hospital men
detniled from the companies do the work
ta their satisfaction.  Colonel Maus.
ciief surgeen here agrees with the Sur
gevn Crene ral.

Mowg, if not all. the surgeons in (he
volunteer regimenta disagree with the
army peobie nn this subject, and say
that trained nurses are necessary. Que
surgecn, who has a larce practice in pis
northern home, and who wnjoys a high
reputation. said :—

*1 think that the groornment  ia
making a big mistike. The nee of
trained miraes is nbsojutaly neceesa-y in
R heepital iike this.  Tne et of 2 wo
man, her carcful nuraing ard care, will
do more tobring a man'e heaith hack
than all the medicine that can be given,
almoest, in errtain cirenmstarvees. The
men detatled !rom the companies know
nothing of the care of the sick. have had
no experience and cannot get the exper
ience at once .

* They have not the pa'lence that s
trained male nurse even possesses. Many
men are in the hospital aligntly 111, per-
haps, who prow marbid and homesick.
A woman's voice and tonch will do mare
for such than all the medicines in (the
pospitals, I cannot se¢ why women
nurses cannot work here as well as they
do in the big hoespitals North and West.
In my practice I have seen the eood
work done by women nurses, and I am
in favor of them DBat even if the
government obj2cts to theae, wby not ac
cept tive cifer of the Red Croes and take
their trained male nurses ?

‘I know of scores of gocd trained male
nurses who wounld almost volunteer tn
serve {rec. When it was known Lthat ]
wag coming Swith I had ecorea of oflors
fromm good nurses to come {ree, for the
experience they woveld get. And don’t
yvou suppose that they would Jo much
better than th» men detailed from the
compsanies ? Certainly tbhev would, and
the hospital reporis would show & vast
imorov ment,’

Scores of captains of the compnnies
were talked with, and T found them
unenimons on the subject. Many of
them had been througl: the. hospitals,
and, while they praised the work of
Co'onel Maus and his surgeons, yet thev
thought that better rzsults would be had
with trained nuraes.

‘I know that the men detailed,’ said
one captsin, ‘as a general thing are the
men whom the captains can best spars.
It isn’t a question of adaptability or
their experience—it's because the cap-
tain can spare them the best, Iknow
that is the care, as I have talked with
many officers and they all agree with

e.

‘1 have had many men, who had been
over to the hospitals to see tbeir com-
rades, come to me and sk, if they were
taken ill, to see that they were sent to
the city hospitals, where they could get
better treatment on account of trained
purses being employed. Yes, sir, I say
that most emphatically that trained
nurses, reale or female, should be em-
ployed, and I feel that the eurgeons
would admit their superiority il & trial
were given.

‘The mo=an detailed, of counrse, do all
they can, but it ig irksome work for
many, %8 they have slight patience with
the whims of a sick man and soon geu
tired. The work is disagreeable 1o a
person not accustomed to it or liking
such tasks, and here you bave thetrouble
in a puwshell. Iuv'm the little attenticns
that teli. For inetance, I have been over
and seen the sick men lie there teying to
keep off the flies while their attendants
were perhaps busy at other tasks or even
tulking to each other or reading.

‘The hovpitals are in fine condition, I
admit. They bave good eurgeons, sup-
plies of all kinds, ard bad thzy the
benefit of trained nurses I would not sny
a word. But if I get nick I intend going.
to $:. Luke's Heoapital, where Ican get
betiter nuising than they can pive me
al the general hospital.’

hut myself, the commander's secretary,
agreed tinat I was amenable 10 contribu-
tory negligence in not having manipu
lated the conduct records in such & man-
ner as to secure first-clussliberty for him
in every port we bad visited, from which
privilege his turbulent denortment had
always precluded him. However, sach
speculations were productive of no im-
prov>ment in the situation, and after
baving endured the petty snnoyance of
being forced to administer to our indi

I was obliged to repeat my
demand, bowever, before_he would prc-
duce it, and then in a shamefaced way
he handed overto me the pictureofa
beautiful Samoan girl. whose features
bore in softened curven & strikini resem-
blance to his own. Onthelower margin
of the card, in characters evidently
formed by an untrained hand, was the
brief lezend, * Iolani,’ bu' upon my ap-
pealing to him for an explanation he
answered nevera word, commaunds and
entreaties alike being of no avail an
drawing him out.

Ordinarily the incident would bave
scemed trivial encugh, and had it not
been for tbe meqquel which transpired
ghortly safter curretnrn to Apia it prob
ably wculd never bave recurred to my
memory.

It camie ahnut in the early morning
hours of the 16:h day ot February., e
ship was not alone in the little reef girt
harbor. D sidea a multitude of smaller
craft which had been driven to seek ita
seant protection from the etorms that
had been sweeping the surface of the
surronndirg ocenn for a week past, a
powerful tleet of war vessels, re;-resent
ing the navies of three great nations,
was assrembled therein. From the 12th
to the 14th the wentner had been squally
and the barometers indicated an im-
pending gale, but by the morning of the
15th the conditions had mudifird and in
the afterroon a perfect caln: prevailed,
No leave of abaence from the vessel waus
cxtended to the crew, hut & few of the
caterers and messmen. including \Wail-
oah, had been allowed to go ashore Lr
the night in the intereat of thelr du'ies,
with inatructions to report atthe land-
ing should a signal of three guns te
tired.

L'ntil the bour of midaicht was strack
srarcely & breath of air had disturhed
the tranguility of the waters, buy the
simultaneous clanging of the ship’s bells
seemed to awnken the atormy god from
his fitful slecp, the dying vibrations
merging intn & shivering sigh which
aruse from the deep to be hurled back
in a stifled moan from the fast luwering
gkies. S) rapidly did the charge tran-
spire that the bary eters were all but
ciught napping, their indicators shift-
ing from one to anolher extreme with
atartline suddenneas,

Witnout & moment's delay the recall
guuns were fired and boats dispatehed to
theshoreorthe absentees. while on board
extra anchors were got out anit every-
thing made snug to meet the imminent
terupest By the tinie the buats hind re-
turned u fierce gale was raging about the
island, the sea dashing in buch bellow
ing breakers over the coral reef-. which,
aflfording us no protection from the fury
of the storm, were a constant mensace to
the shipa lying near them  Nevershall
I forget that awful experience and the
dire calamities which from the begin-
ning were nortended.

Eoveloped #likeindarknesaandawirling
waves, not knowing what moment our
vessel might be dashed to pieces upon
some treacherous rock or sent to the
bottom in & collision with one of the
many other ships in the bay, it was rn
ordeal to 1nspire the atoutest hearts
with dread. All too late it was discover-
ed that our anchors were dragging and
we were drifting towards the reefs The
engines were set to work steaming in
the oppesite direction, and for a time we
appeared to hold our own, but moment
by moment the gale increased in vic.
lence, until it was no longer a gale, but
a stupendous hurricane, and as the gray
dawn creptin around us we were enabled
to distinguish the reefs within a cable's
length of our starboard quarter,

Something must be done instantly !
If a line could be got to shore, we might
be saved ; othernise we were doomed.
But how was it to be accomplished? A
smull bont wae out of the question in
such n tremendous sea, and an attempt
toswim it would be little short of mad-
ness. Yet it was the one remniniog
hope, and a volunteer waa called for.
There was 8 moment’s hesitation—not
o! fear, but of dillidence—and a figure
clad in oilekins gilded from under the
foreznstle to the executive cllicer’s aide.
The light was yet too uncerinin to clear-
ly distinguish faces, but I beird some
one say ** Wailoah and surged forward
with the reat to make sure. As I drew
near and made out ihe brovze face under
the sou’wester, I muttered vaguely to
myself, ** Yes, Wailoah,—but how smull
of gtature he seems !’ Scarcely hadl
spLken when the volunteer meunted the
bulwarls close by the gun against which
I was steadying mysell. A moment
later the oilskin coat and sou'wester
were thrown aside, and I beheld nbove
me, outiined agaiost the white crested
breakers, and with a small line passed
around the waist—not Wailoh, but the
graceful figure of a girl.

her life in trying to save ours. -

Notwithstanding that she waa but one
of many, from cur brave commander
down, who failed to reach the ahore on
that fatal day, as I cluog through ita
long puinful hours, together with my
fast diminishing ehipmater, w0 the
tangled riggiog of our gallant sbhip
while her life was being grcund out
upon the cruel recks, my thoughts con
stantly reverted to the inexplicable ap-
pearance of the Samoan girl among us
and the sad consequence of ber heroiam.

It was late in the afternoon hefore they
at length succeeded in ianding aline
from cne of the mortars on the Trenton
acrosa our fore and aft atays, on which
we were enabled one by one to cross
over to the comparative safety of that
vessel; but even then our rescne was
not complete, for the old {lagsbip was
herd and fast aground and rapidly
breaking up, Bul the natives on shore
gallautly came to ourrelief. and, linked
arm in 8rm, they lormed a living
chain, reaching through the breakers
to the side of the stranded war ves-
sel, and through the ¢xertiona of these
brave fellows the entire ship's company
and those of us who were sav( {from the
Vandalia were eventually lauded on the
bench. As 1 climbed down the ride in
my turn to leave the wreck 1 was
grasped by the atrong arms of the fore:

were convinced and the bill defeated.

"The Educational Questien Again—
Distreass and the Efforts Made to
Cope With it—Mgr. M, Redmond
Refors to a Bad Custom at
Wakes and Funerals.

THE eyes of united Ireland are fixed iu
steady gaze upon the splendid stand her
gons are making at Westminster, wherc
the financial relations between Great
Biitain and Ireland are being discussed
by as intelligent patriols and as de
termined a set of men &s ever were sent
to Parliament. The debate was opened
on Monday by an organized demonstra
tion of Irish members, who rose one by
‘bne, each of whom announced himself
as the bearer of a petition praying for

favorable consideration of the matter
Lefore the House,

By agreement between all sections of
Irishmen the place of b-wmor on this oc
casion waa given to Mr John Redmond,
vho opened thedebate in a clear, moder-
ate and convircing address. Mr. Lecky
roae from the Unionist side of the House
to mecond Mr. Redmord's resolution,
which wrs as follows :—

“Tbat the disproportion between the
t.x. tion of Irelund and its taxable capa-
city, disclosed by the findings of the
Royal Commission, conatitutesa griev-

tion to Nenagh, made reference to the
terrible -ocustom of distributing strong

and wakes. His Lordship said he knew’
this to be such a dangerous occasion of
the ein of drunzenness that he wrote to
his people in his Lenten Pastoral two
or three yesrs ago regarding it, and
what he then said - came so fully
from his beart, and was lounded so
deeply on his experience, that he
conld scarcely speak stronger on the
aubject. Continuing, his ship said—
To this subject of intemperance [ am in-
duced to draw your ailtention In conse
quence of reports which have reached
me from different and widely distant
districts of the dioceae, that the law for .
bidding the use snd distribution of
spiriiuous liquors at funerals and wakes
is at present frequently disregarded, and
sometimes even openly defied. Not-
withstanding  the several penalties
under which it has been imposed, and
despite the formal protests of the
priests, this state ofthings is, I need
bardly tell you, higbly sintul and scan-
dalons. The law thus wantonly viclat-
ed was establishcd by the wise experi-
ence of my venerated predecessors, and,
after mature consideration, reaffirmed in
Syl!;od under solemn sanction by my-
self,

Surely, if ever there is a time when
tt.e mind should be fitled with sober
thoughts, and the hear! stirred to kindly
sympathy with the sillicted, it is when
the awful hand of death bas stricken
down some dear relative or friend, and
all that remains mortal of the departed
awaits the pious oftices of aflection to
consign it to its last resting place on
earth, Then, truly, our reverential re-
gard for the dead, if, indeed, it be en-
lightened and sincere, ought to shield
the liteless and decaying body from
desecration, and reminding us of the
n ceenities of the immortal epirit that
is pgone, make us have instant
r-course  to the powerfui ipflu-
ence af penyer, and of all the mered
minisreations of religion, to secure its
eternal repose. This is why the divcesan
statute’ to which I refer recommends
esarnestly to the friends and relatives of
the departed the devout recital of the
prayers for the dead during the interval
before interment ; at the same time that
it prohibits the distribuiion of strong
drinks at either the funeral or the wake,
under the stringent penalty that no Masx
should be offered in the corpse house in
which such a demoralising distaibution
may have tzken place, and no public
prayer requested of the congregatinn for
the soul of the deceased from the altar
of the paiish church.

And, yet, while reason, experience and
celigion combine in urging on us an
exact observance of this salutary law,
how sad it is to tell, the senseless pride
or hcapitality but too often perverts the
house of mourning into a scene of de-
bauch. Alas! what grave reason we
bave todeplore this ecandalous violation
of the diocesan law. For it is, I rigzet to
say, on such occasions that many of our
children receive their ftirst initiation
into vice ; that the virgin bloom of their
youthful inoocence ia tirst tarnished,
and their ecrly habits of temperance
destroyed; and moreover, if re
port speaks true, it is amidst
such scenes of intoxication tnat
the wild and reckless spirit of
revenge iz sometimes aroused, and
stimulat:d to those lawless deeds of
violence and outrage, which, [ shame to
add, have earned for certain districts of
the diocese an evil and wunenviable
name,

His Lordship congratulated the con-
gregation on the fact that bis last words
did not apply to them. Tuney were not
as remarkable as other districts of the
dioceae for sins of outrage such as he
had described, and they were noi per
petrators of the other ains that followed
the distribution of intoxicants at wakes
and funerala. Hias Lordship »lso strong:
ly condemned the practice which some
people followed of “treating” oxne
another in public houses.

of 116 Years. ‘

fine oid Irishman who recently dled in
Perneylvania, wiih the highly respect-
able number of 116 years to his cvedit.
An American exchange refers to the
matter :

Patrick Haggioe, nf Pravidence, Scrar-
ton, who was probably the oldest man
in Pennsylvania, died recently at the
advanced age of 100 years [he authen:
ticity of 1he date ! his birth is atteated
by a certiticate of baptism, which ahowe
that .he was born in County Londou-
derry, Ireland, on November 1, 1781, He
lived t0 see the riee and fall of the Irish
nation, the assembly of Parliament, the
disbanding of the Volunteers, the up
rising for independence, the landing of
the French allies, and the death blow to
Irish independence by the act of union,
and the abolition of the Irish Parlia
ment.

He was in his seventeenth year in 1748
when the French allies landed on Irish
scil. He saw all the chiefs of these his-
toric timra, Theobald Wolle Tone, the
Brothers Snears, Robext Emmet, Henry
Grattan, Lod Fitsgerald, Archibaid
Hamilten Rowan, William Orr. and
others of those daye, as well am Falber
Mathew and Daniel O'Connell, ot later
times.
