Virtually all of the cargoes which Great 
Britain agreed to purchase under the 
cotton agreement have been disposed of 
so that hereafter cotton cargoes will be 
seized if it is suspected they are destined 
for a nation at war with Great Britain, 
but ultimately they will be paid for by 
the government. According to a repre­
sentative of cotton interests here this 
procedure is preferable to the more regu- 
lar action of declaring votton contraband, 
as under the present system the shipper 
la certain of ultimate payment, while 
should the cargoes be condemned as con­
traband of war the money realized from 
their sale would go Into the coffers of 
the British navy’s prize fund.

cotton from reaching the German mar- 
ket by invoking the order in council of 
March 1 is aside from the question of 
its legality, not injurious to American

The Government of the 
United Stales is not unrrtindful of the 
extraordinary conditions create 3 by

Germany Can Comply With Law.
The events of the past two months 

have clearly indicated that it is pos­
sible and practicable to conduct such 
submarine operations as have charac­
terized the activity of the imperial 
German Government’s navy within the 
so-called war zone in substantial ac­
cord with the accepted practices of re­
gulated warfare-
has looked with interest and increas­
ing satisfaction at the demonstration 
of that possibility by German naval 
commanders.
