CHicaco, Feb. 21, 3 p. Mm.—Private
advices- give a rumor that preparations
are being made to impeach President
Johnson for mal-administration of office
upon the specific charge of misdemeanor
under section four, article second of the
Constitution. The particalar specifica-
tion is the abuse of power in the recon-
struction of the rebel States and pardon
before trial of high rebel functionaries.

INDIAvAPOLIS, Febrnary 22—Tbe Union
State  Convention met at 10 o’clock this
morning, Major=General Wallace, temporary
chairman, His address deprecated division
and urged barmony. After the appointment
of committees on permanent organization and
resolutions, the Convention adjourned until
2 o’clock p.m., at which time Governor Baker
was chosen permanent President of the Con-
vention and the following ticket nominated :
General Nathan Kimball. for Treasurer, Col.
Trusler for Secretary of State, T. B. McCurdy
for Auditor, and D. R. Williamson for Attor~
ney General. The resolutions adopted de-
clare full faith and confidence in the President
and his Cabinet and the'Union majority in
Congress, and pledge their support to each
of them in all wise and needfual legislation
lo restore the authority of the Government
in the South.

Resolved, That in Andrew Johnson we
recognize a patriot true and tried, and will
support him in all his constitutional efforts ;
but while endorsing the President we also
express entire confidence in Congress.

Resblved, That itis the province of the legs
islative branch of the Government to determine
the question of reconstruction,

These resolutions, blowiog both hot and
cold, without the slightest reference to the
velo message, were the result of fears lest
the Convention might commit the'party be~
fore a general Plan of action was resolved or
elsewhere. The Couvention was largely
attended, but the politicians are disgusted.

New Yorg, Febroary 22—The Cooper
Institute was crowded to-night to endorse
the President. Hon. F, B. Cutting occupied
the chair.  Hon. David Dudley Field offeied
a written address and resolution that the first
question before the people is the pacification
of the country. The cooflict of passion
should cease; all agree that the freedmen
mugt be given all the civil rights enjoyed by
other citizens, viz : Equality before the law.
Whether they shall have suffrage is a dividing
question, and this belongs exclusively to the
States.

The address commends the President’s veto
and expresses the belief that the exclusion
of eleven States from Congress is a mamifest
usurpation,

Secretary Seward said: “I am not here as
an alarmist ; I am not here to say the nation
is in peril, or that it would be in peril, if you
adopt or reject the views of the majority in
Congress. The country is not in peril any
way, nor do I think “the progress of the
amelioration of the condition of the negro
or of civilization is in peril, whether you
adopt one set of political opinions or another.
The only difference is, one pilot says we may
steer directly through the difficulties of recon-
straction without delaying the progress of
the old Ship of State, and another says we
must take the soundings and proceed cau-
tiously, and go aronnd these difficulties. I
should not practice usnal charity if I did oot
think them both honest.”

TrENTON, N. J., February 22— Resolutions
were offered in the Senate to-day by Mr.
Scoville, the President of that body, favoring
negro suffrage and condemaing President
Johnson’s policy; Mr. Scoville said that the
President made the worst investment in his
life when he vetoed the Freedman’z Burean
Bill, had abandoned justice, and trampled on
every principle that elevated him to power.

importation for five years of all necessary
articles of use,

French Troops in Mexico to'be replaced
by Austrians.

Private dispatches to Government
officials announce that a treaty was en-
tered into between France and Austria
for the immediate withdrawal of the
Freneh from Mexico, and their replace-
ment by troops to the number of 100,000
by Austria,
froops by volunteering' in Belgium and
Hungary. Transportation for them and
the necessary stores until landing in Mexi-
co, are to be farnished by Napoleon.

New Yorx, Feb 19.— The tenor o
official dispatches from France relative to
the withdrawsal of the French troops from
Mexico are less favorable than was sups
posed. The withdrawal will be con-
ditional on the establishment of the new
Empire and -a pledge of non.intervention
by the United States. The Mexicans
must accept Maximilian or endure a
foreign army for an indefinite period.

[cALLAO DATES To AN, 22.]

The Dictator of Petu, Col. Prado, has ¢
last done what always was expected from
him—he has united his Republio,and Chile
by an offensive and defensive tre 1y of allix
ance, and making common cause%ﬁ(h Chile
declared war against Spain. Qp the 5th of
December last the treaty was concludeg : op
the 14th of last month the ratiﬁcntions' b
both contracting governments were exchang-
ed, and on the same day, with milicary pomp
aod amid public acclamations, the declarge
tion of war agaiost the old mothep country
was proclaimed, :

It was hoped in Lima that other Govern-
ments, especially that of the United States of
Colombia, would accede to the treaty, and
Morquera would lend the aid of his two new
steamers. If such a hope will pe realised
remains to be seen. In the meantime, we
have the important fact that Peru has es.
poused tbe cause of Chile, a fagt most impor-
tant for Chile, which in future will only have
to resist one half of her eoemy’s forces, andg
very important also for Peru, which, bein
more vulperable than her neighbor, will have
to suffer mere from such g war,

That the Peruvian Government is in earnm
est cannot be doubted. Their two fine frig-
ates, Amazonas and Apurimae, had left the
port of San Antozio for Chiloe on the 26th
of December, together with the Maypu, to
form a junetion with the Chilean naval force,
and the two new splendid corvettes; Union
and America, lett Callao on the 16th January
for the same purpose. All these vessels
have a very good complement of sailors and
soldiers,

The Government is farthermore taking
precautions to have reprisals at hand in case
tbe Spanish fleet should take possession of
any part of their territory, or ipfliet eny other
heavy damage. Afl Spaniards residing in
the province of Lima haye received orders
not to lea.ve the country, and to have their
Bames registered for a strict survelilance ; also
Do person is allowed to embark in any port
without a passport, :

GALLANT RescuE FroM A WgrECK.—On
the occasion of the wreck of the screw

.Steather Barbariao, of Liverpool, bound from-

that port to Barbadoes, which went ashore on
the north end of the Blackwater Bank, a
most gallant and persevering reseue of four of
her crew wes performed. As soon as intel-
ligenee of the wreck reached Wexlford, the
lifeboat of the National Lifeboat Institution
was taken in tow along the inside of the
Blackwater Bank. The wind had freshened
to a gale, and the sea ran very high, boarding
the tag frequently, and threatening to pat
the fires out. The weather was so very thick
that nothing could be seen, and no guns or
other signals beiog heard, it was considered
the vessel must have got clear; so, after a
search of fully four bours, under very trying
circamstances, the lifeboat returmed to  her
station. The npext day, the weather being
clearer, although the ‘wind was still blowing
strong, the steamer Ruby teok the liteboat
again in tow and went out to the Bank. On
approaching the north end of it a mast was
observed out of the water with four men
clinging to it. The lileboat attempted five
times to get to the mast, and was sometimes
80 close as to chesr up the poor fellows, and
as many times failed to accomplish her noble
purpose. It was now evident that the crew
of the lifeboat were becowing exhausted,
having been four hours at their fruitless task,
but summoning all their remaining strength
they determined to make a last final effort, as
the mast to all appearances was about to

. fall.  The anchor was then let go, and the
boat pulled close to the mast, which was

grappled tbis ‘time, and the lifeboat then
rescued the four poor sailors who had been
in their perilous position for upwards of 27
hours, with nothing to éat but a small portion
Although half dead, the
rescued men requested the lifeboat to pro-
ceed to the light vessel to see if any of the
crew of the wrecked steamer were on board,
but they had heard nothing of them. _The
lifeboat tken brought the four men on shore.
Out of the crew and passengers, 37 in numsy
ber, of the steamer, 12, including the captain
and chief mate, it is feared have perished,
only 25 persons having reached the shore.—

Mr. DeCosmos in pursuarce of notice of
motion read and moved an address to Hep
Moss Gracious Majesty the Queen, praying
that the act of His Exeellency the Governer
purporting to revoke the appointment of
James Dickson, Esq., M. D., as Coroner for
this and adjacent districts be disallowed.

*Standing orders were suspended in order
to consider the address: 7

Dr. Tolmie was sorry this matter had
been brought forward. The hon, gentlemans
to whom it referred was the greatest advo-
vate for retrenchment in the House- He had
been a consistent advoeate of economy froms
his first entry into the House, and had al-
ways acied consistently. The Coroner had
been removed for the very object which that
honorable member had slways contended—
retrenchment—and he ought to be the last
now to opposeit. The desire for retrenche
ment ought to be a sufficient cause to the
honorable gentleman as the magistrate eonld
easily perform the duties of the office. 'Phe
desire for retrenchment should apply to that
office as well as to others.

Dr. Trimble considered retrenchment
necessary, but believed that the power did
not rest with the Executive to deprive the
Coroner of his office. Ile therefore sup~
ported the moticn.

Mr. M‘Clure bad but little to add. He want-
ed to save even $240 a year and would be glad
to see the office of Coroner abolished if it conled
be doe constitutionally. This wag, however,
the point atisswe. The removal was mot
done constitutionally ; and it was a very
dangerous thing ; for if the Governor could
step in and override the common or statatory
law in one matter he could do it in anothey
and the people would have no guarantee for
their liberties at all.

The petition was considered seriatim and
the clauses carried, Dr. Tolmie opposing and
Mr. DeCosmos replying to his objectrons.

Dr. Tolmie finally suggested that His Exe
cellency should be respectfully requested to
reinstate the Coroner without fees, which
would meet the retrenchment view, give the
hon. gentleman all the honors attached to
the office, and need not open the constitn—~
tional question at all.

Mr. Cunningbam said he would cordiaHy
support such a proposition.

Mr. M‘Clure said the suggestion of the
hon. senior member for the Distriet would
have been a very good one had it come in at
the proper time. Had the Executive adoptw
ed smch a eourse instead of summarily re—
moving the Coroner, no one would or could
bave objected to it as a measure of retrenchs
menft,

* Mr, DeCosmos proceeded to show that the
question involved was not the saving of $20
& month, but the Executive had not acted
constitutionally: in' removing - the Corener.
By.an act of the Imperial Government
power was given to the Governer of the cobs
ony to provide for the administration of juse
tice and to appoint and remeve officess of
Justice, but did not give the Executive power
to remove officers contrary to the formula
laid down by statute law, that required good
and sufficient reason for such removal, and
retrenchment alone, he considered insufficient
reason for that purpose. In the absence of
local enactment the colony was governed by
the common or statutory law of England.

‘morning at 10 o’clock by His Lordship the
Chief Justice. In the side benches were
Mayor Frankiyn; A. F. Pemberton, Esq,
Stipendiary Magistrate ; Thomas Harris,

The following gentlemen were sworn on
the Grand Jury : Messrs. Kenneth McKenzie,

His Lordship addressed the Grand Jury
briedy on their duties, and the grave cages
which would come before them. The jury
then retired.

The Grand Jury brought in true bills in all
the cases brought béfore them, as follows:—
Illhanset, an Indian, shooting and killing,
(Thorndike case); William and Francis Ross,
highway robbery; Seal Hampton, Indian,
wilful murder ; James Brown, D. Watson, H.
-J. Robinson, and W. E. Andrews, for creating
an afiray in the Occidental Saloon ; Mattie
Rosid, sodomy; Andrew Patrick, attempt at
sodomy; Ah Movey and Ah King, receiving
stolen goods; Ah Keon, theft ; Long Pang,
perjury; Wm. Goldsworthy, stabbing ; and
— Coldwell, manslaughter.

The following report was presented by the
Grand Jury : :

The Grand Jury respectfully present their
regret that such'a heavy calendar has just
been before them, so soon aiter the last as-
size, and view with concern the existing pre-
valence of crime, as well as the insecurity of
life and property.

They cannot but regard the police force ag
inadequate to the wants of the colony and
fear that unless some addition to itg working
power is made there isreason to apprehend an
increase rather than a diminution in the
amount of crime.

The business ofthe Court was then gone on

with as follows :

HIGHWAY ROBBERY.

Regina vs. Francis and Wm. Ross—
Robbery on the highways, accompanied by
violence. .

The prisorers were indicted for assaulting
a Chinaman named Ah Cbung cn the 9th
January last on the hizhroad, about two
miles out of town, and stealing from his per-
80a a sum of $51 in gold dust and a pair of
shoes, »

Mr. McCreight, instructed by Mr, Court-
ney, defended the prisoners.

The Attorney General having given the
jurv a briet outlive of the case called the
Cainaman Ah COhung who, through an inter-
preter, confirmed the statement on oath made
‘by him at the preliminery enquiry in . the
Police Court, and swore distinctly that the
p:izoner Fiancis Ross, who was druok,
struck him on the head with a bottle, and
i amediately aiterwards he saw William Ross
rolling up bis, (the Chinaman’s) belt contain.
ing the gold-dust. His shoes were in the
bands ot Francis Ross. There were three
men pesent, and ai.er the attack the China-
man proceeded to the Oaklands Hotel near
by, leaving the meu on the same spot.

Aime Le Claire deposed that he heard a
noise ; saw the Chinaman running up who
told him he had been robbed by three menr
of his'shoes, hat and gold dust, pointing out
to witness in the distauce the three men, two
of whom he recognized as the prisoners whom
be had just before seen at the Oaklands
drinking, _ :

Sergeant Wilmer proved that he overheard
William Rozs relating in a house on Hum-
boldt street the whole circumstanees of the
robbery, which coincided with the previous
evidence, excer‘ing that he fixed the theft
of the shoes on the thiri man, Gomian, and
denied all knowledge of the gold dust.

The statement of the prisoner Willium
Ross was banded in and proved.

Mr. McCreight addressed the jury on be-
‘half of the prisoner at soma length, and His
Lordship baving delivered his charge the
_jury retired for a few midutes and brought in
a verdict of guilty agaiost the two prisoners
on the first count, recommending them to
mercy.

His Lordship said he quite eoincided in
the verdict, and the recommendation should
have its due weight ; he discharged the jury
-until Tuesday at 10 a.m.

The prisoners were removed, sentence
being reserved.

LARCENY, e

Regina vs. Ah Keon, Ah King, and A4h
Mouey— Larceny.

The prisoners, who are Chinese, were
charged with stealing some jewelry from
premises, on Trounee Alley, the property of
-one Sophie Colombe.

The Attorney General entered a nolle pros
seque against the two last named prisoners.

A fresh jury was empannelled, with M>.
Redfern as foreman.

Mr. MecCreight, instructed by Mr. Bishop,
defended the prisoners and informed the
Court that as the charge was withdrawn
against the two last numed prisoners he was
instrueted to plead guilty to the charge, on
behalf of Ah Keon and would ask His Lord-
ship, in consideration of the theft having been
instigated by another Chinaman who had
left tor the Sound—

His Lordship—What, the Dooctor ? the
medical gentleman !

Mr. McCreight said the prosecutrix wished
fo recommend the prisoner to mercy, and
would give him g good character. He there~
fore asked for a light sentence.

Sophie Colombe was then examined as to
the prisoner’s character. '

The Attorney General remarked that it
was a difficult thing to distinguish between
good Chinamen and bad Chinamep, and- he
drew the attention of the Court to the fre-

uent occurrence of similar orimes of late.
3ne of the diamond rings stolen kad cost
$45 in San Francisco. ;

His Lordship said he was disposed to give
due consideration to the good character and

recommendation given by the Prosecutrix,.

but at the same time persons who trans«
gressed the laws of the country must be
punished.

The prisoners, Ah King and Ah Mouey,
were then told by His Lordship that they
had suffered a narcow escape of severe pun«
ishmeat and must take care not to appear
before him again. Ah Keon was held for
sentence.

THE OCCIDENTAL EMEUTE.

Daniel Watson, Henry J. Robinson,
William E. Andrews, and James Brown,
were arraigned on an indictment charg-
ing them : First, with assaulting  beating,
ill-treating, and inflicting bodily barm on
the person of John Gordon Vinter, Secondly,
with common assault. Thirdly, with being
assembled together at the Qccidental Saloon
to commit an affray.

A jury was empanelled with Mr, A, Wileon
as foreman.

Mr. MeCUreight instructed by Mr. Court-
ney defended the prisoner Brown, who was
out on bail. The otker prisoners were up-
defended.

. The Crown prosecutor having made a few
remarks on the ease, called

John Gordon Vinter sworn—Am adjutant
and lieutenant of the Volunteer Corps, and
am otherwise a gentleman of no employment.
Remember being in the Occidental Saloon
at 3 o’clock in the morning, in corpany with
Mr. Tronson and Mr. Plummer.  Tronson
and I were playing cards, Mr, Plummer wag
looking on. The barkeeper, Peter Cargotich,
was present while we were so engaged.
Several persons, four of whom I recognize
as the prisoners at the bar, entered the saloon.
They first went 1o the bar and then came to
the end of the room where we were sitting,
and approached the table. One of them
placing his hand on my shoulder offered to
back my hand. He puiled out several $20
pieces. I told him I could play my own
game, and did not want to have anything to
do with him. Immediately afterwards my
gloves were knocked off the table by some
one, and as I stooped te pick them up a box
of matches was thrown at me from the other
side of the table. Mr. Plummer made some
remark to the man Watson, who threw the
matches, and pushed him away. The latter
raised  a chair threatening to knock his
brains out. While I was looking at this [
was assaulted from behind and struck a sen
vere blow on the side of the head which
knocked me down, and I bardly remember
what oecurred afterwards. I did not see
the man who struck the blow ; but from the
position consider it was Brown, I remember
being kicked and knelt or jumped upon on
the chest, I was kicked on the head by the
same man, and received blows in my head
and face while down. Part of my whiskers
were pulled out. Cannot say what the others
were doing. I only recognize the face of
one man (Robinson) from baving seen him
oo the street. My nose wag cut. I had a
large cut on the back of my head, two black
eyes, and an injury in the chest that caused
me to spit blood. I was not in a condition
to remember when the affray ceased; but wags
perfectly sober.

Cross-examined by Mr, McCreight—Brown
placed his hand gently on my shoulder when
he offered to bet on my hand; Plommer
pushed the man Watson away when he
threw the matches at me; he was a little
excited ; I had my sword on at the time; I
placed my left hand on it to steady it, as any
one would do when about to rise, but did not
do it aggressively; I do not now feel the
effects of the injuries, but the black eye was
inconvenient for some time. y

Robert Plummer sworn— Wag present on
the occasion referred to when five or six men
entered the Occidentalr.._1 saw ore of them
partly sit on -the table ‘and pull out some
$20 pieces, offering to back Mr. Vinter's play.
[ was starding with my back to the fire.
They talked and interfered with the game,
and a box of matches was thrown at Mr.
Vinter. I then interfered mysell and pushed
the man away who threw it. He raised a
chair overhead with both handg and ran at
me. He did not strike me, a8 1 stepped
back. He dropped the chair and struck me
with his fist. Another man then got hold of
the top of an iron spittoon and threatened to
strike me with it, Having nothing in my
hand I ran to the other end of the room’;
when I returned at the right hand side of
the billiard tables to the spot the parties
passed by the left and went down stairs. I
went to Mr. Vinter and washed ang dressed
his wounds ; while so engaged the barkeeper
returned with the police ; one of the men, I
should have said. stepped behind Mr. Vinter
and drew his sword, which he held in a threats
ening manper.

Mr. MoOreight asked a few questions in
cross-examination. *

Peter Cargotich sworn—Recognized the
four prisoners as having been in the Occi~
dental saloon on the occasion referred. to.
Gillespie and Knox were also present; I re-
fused to give them drinks because I thought
they were rough and not the right sort of
mea to give, drinks to, and that they meant to
kick up a row. Brown said if I did not
give them the drinks they would 80 and help
themeelves; to avoid a row I went behind
the bar aud gave them drinks ; Brown took
out some $20 pieces to pay for the drinks; I
took six bits and went dowa stairs to put out
tie light; on coming up I heard fighting
and saw Capt. Vinter on the ground being
beaten by Brown, who was kneeling on his
breast. Mr. Plummer and Mr., Tronson were
near Vinter trying to protect him, but could
not do 8o because there were sg many men.
Four of the men took hold of billiard cues
and said if I came an inch further they
would smash iy brains out. Andrews had
Mr. Vinter’s sword in his hand and said if I
moved an ineb farther he would cut me in
two. Instead of being cut in two I went for
the police.

Prisoner Watson—Did you see me with a
billiard cue in my hand ? ;

Witness—I did. You were on the side
where Mr. Vinter was.

To ilobinson—I know you were in the
roor : .ou had & drink; I saw you afters
war o ..ar the large looking-glass,

Edward Tronson—Confirmed the state-
ments of the previous witnesses ; the prisoners
seemed as if they wanted to get up a row ;
saw Watson throw the box of matches at Mr
Vinter, when Mr. Plummer shoved him
away and he ran at Plummer with g chair ;
Vinter was in the act of rising when the
matches were thrown. The next thiag I
saw of him he was on the floor and Brown
on top of him and pounding him. Qne of

ened to run anybody through who attempted
to interfere beiween Brown and the latter ; I
tried to get the sword but did not succeed -
two or three others had hold of billiard cues.
The sword was afterwards thrown on the
floor ; the row lasted abont 5 minutes. I ra.
cognize Browa and Watson, but not the
other two.

To prisoner Watson—I did not see you
with a cue in your hand after the row com-
menced ; could not say whether you were on
that side where the fighting was going on,

To prisoner Robinson—Could nos say
whether ycu had hold of a cue.

Robert Piummer recalled—Replied to two
or three quescions from the prisoners.

Peter Carg..tich recalled— Was questioned
by the Court as to whether any restrictions
were imposed on Houses of Entertainment as
to hours of closing.

The Attorney-General explained the cir-
cumstances under which it had not been con=

sidered advisable to place any restrictions as
to hours of closing, except oo Sundays,

His Honor remarked that in England they
must close at midnight, that being considered
a reasonable hour, and anything beyond that
tending to disturb the public peace. -

Mr. MeCreight—The English Act applies
here too.

This closed the case for the prosecution.

Mr. McCreight suggested to the Court that
there was no evidence to 89 to a jury under the
third count of an affray. The distarbance
took place up stairs,

His Honor concurred in this view, and so
informed the jury.,

Mr.. McCreight then addressed the jury on
behalf of the prisener Brown, reviewing the
evidence und urging upon the jury, although
be could not insult them by denying that
Brown was present and took part in the dis-
turbance or that the conduct of the parties
was unjustifiable, to consider the lateness of
the hour and the faet that Plummer was the
first to push one of the party, and that Vinter
had, according to his own statement, placed
his band upon bis sword, both of which were
construed as aggressive acts, and lad to the
subsequent encounter, when Vinter, no doubt
encumbered by his sword, fell to the ground.

His Lordship, in summing up, told the jury
before they could find the prisonors guilty on
the joint charge, they must find that they en-
tered the premises with the intention of eon~
certed action, bat they might still find the
parties severally or separately guilty. The
only thing was whether they eonsidered that
the evidence established that Mr. Vinter suf-
fered bodily harm from the assault committed
upon . bhim. His Lordship designated the
treatment of Vinter as most cowardly and
bratal, an act that no mannerism or rudeness
ceould justify, and thought that as reasonable
men they could. not but find that he had sus-
tained grievous bodily harm. The injury to
the chest, which eaused him to 8pit “blood,
might have produced the greatest misery in
after years. ThLe next thing, then, was ‘who
committed that assault? Against Brown
there was the clearest evidence, and against
the other three it wag inferentially as strong
that they were aiding and abetting. His
Lordship pointed out to the jury the different
modes in which they could render their ver~
dict under the separate counts against the
prisoners. i

The prisoners who were not defended were
told that they might address the jury.

Watson said it was his first offence it the
colony, and he had been here five years, He
had already suffered six weeks’ imprisonwment,
and it was quite by accident that he went
into the saloon. He was invited to g0 up
and take a drink and did so. When he was
pushed by Plummer he acted in self-defence
and had no hand in the afftay or committing
an assault, He had never been before a
;nagistmte or judge, or been imprisoned be-
ore.

Robinson said he was passing by and was
asked by Brown to 80 up and take a drink.
After drinking he went down stairs to bed
and saw nothing of the fight. He was not in
the saloon two minutes.

Andrews said he did not go into the saloon
with the intention of making a row. He was
invited up stairs by Brown to drink. It -was
his first offence, and not his habit, and he
hoped the gentlemen of the Jjary would look
upon itso, He had been six weeks in prison,
His Lordship told the jury in plaeing their
estimate upon the statements made to disre-
gard the impriscnment already suffered, as
that was for the Court alone to consider,
They must confine themselves to determins
aye or no the guilt of all or any of the pris
soners. :

The jury, after being absent for three quar~
ters of an hour, came into Court with a ver-
dict of guilty against Brown under first and
second counts, and guilty against the other
three under the second count.

The prisoners were removed to gaol, and
tbe Court adjourned until ten o'clock on this
(Tuesday) morning.

To-day the following eases will be tried :
Long Pang, for perjury ;

Dick, for theft ;

Charles Coldwell, manslaughter.

SECOND DpaAY.

Regina vs. Coldwell, for Manslaughter—
This was a charge preferred against Charles
Coldwell, a settler of Cowichan, for assault-
ing a man named William Cooper, and with
a gun feloniously, wilfully and of malice
aforethought inflicting a mortal wound upon
the forehead of the said William Cooper,
from the effects of which he died. L

A plea of not guilty baving been recorded,
8 jury was empanelled with M, Alex. Gray
as foreman.

Mr. Riog appeared for the defence.

The Attorney General baving given the
jury an outline of the case, called as witnesses
Messrs. Samuel Harris, Charles Jordan, W.
‘Darge, and John Mahouey, from whose evi-
dence it appeared that the accused and de-
ceased were. at Harrig’ Inn, Cowichan, on
the 20th December, when a dispute arose
between them relative to a canoe that Cooper
had been the means of breaking, and the
latter used abusive language towards Cold-
well, when Coldwell knocked him down
with his fist.

About twenty minates afterwards
Coldwell wanted Cooper to make friends and
take a drink with him, Cooper refused, and
while Coldwell was proceeding to the bar
raised a gun that wag plaeed to dry against
the fire-place and fired at the latter. The
powder being damp the charge fortunately

the men drew Mr. Vinter's sword and threate -

had no power, and the shot onl{ penetrated
Coldwell’s clothes and seratched his back. He

immediately turned round, and fearing that
Cooper was about to fire the second barrel at
him, seized hold of the guon and in the strug-
gle the cock struck Cooper in the forehead
and ioflicted a.severe wound which, according
to Dr. Davie, jr's., evidence, pressed on the
brain, rupturing some internal vessel, pro-
ducing appoplexy and subsequent death.

Mr. Ring made a most able and telling ad«
dress to the jury on bebalf of the accused,
upon whieh he was highly complimented by
the judge; and his lordship having summed
up and placed the jory’s duty clearly before
them, they retired for u few minutes and
 rendered a verdict of * justifiable homicide.””

STABBING AND WOUNDING,

Regina vs. Wn. Goldsworthy—(}utting
and wounding W. Trestrail; &c. The par-
ticulars of this case have been several times
before the public of late, A jury was em-
panelled, with Mr. Beeman as foreman. The
accused, who pleaded not guilty, was de-
fended by Mr. Ring, instrueted by Mr.
Bishop. After hearing what evidence was
adduced on the partof the Crown and tre
addresses of counsel, His Lordship put the
case stroogly to the jury agaiost the pris-
ouer. After being absent for about balf an
hour the jury returned a verdiet of Nor
GUILTY.

His Lordship discharged Goldsworthy
with a wholesome caution, informiog him that
bad the jury found a different verdict it would
have been his duty in the interests of society
and the protection of the peace to have in-
flicted a severe punishment.

ROBBERY.

Regina vs. Dick—The prisoner, who is a
Nanaimo Indian, of a noteriously bad char«
aoter, was charged with robbing the prem-
ises of Wm. Biggs, at Nanaimo, and steal«
ing property to the value of $40.

The prosecutor and Sergeant Blake were
examined, the officer giving the prisoner a
bad character, and the jury having found him
guilty without leaving the box, his Lordship
sentenced him to three years’ imprisonment
with hard labor.

THE THORNDYKE MURDER.

Regina vs. Ilhauset and Quamish—The
Attorney General was not prepared to pro-
ceed with this ease, owing to the absence of
a material witness and for other causes, and
applied to the court for a remand. :

His lordship dismissed one of the Indians,
who was only held as a necessary witness,
and said that the case being a very serious
one, involving the cool and deliberate murder
of a white man, he should entertain an appli~
cation founded on affidavits.

THE OCCIDENTAL EMEUTE,

The four prisoners, James Brown, Daniel
Watson, Wm. E. Andrews, and Henry E.
Robinson, were called up for sentence.

His Lordship, addressing the first named
prisoner, said :—The jury had found the pri-
soner guilty on a count charging him with an
assaultand doing grievous bodily harm to one
of his fellow men, The court bad carefully
and anxiously weighed all the circumstances
of the cace 10 see if there was anything that
could be held out in mitigation of the gen-
tence it should pronounce, but it could find
none:. Ths act of which the prisoner stood
convicted was a brutal one, and there were
Do extenuating cireumstances as regarded
him (Brown). The punishment which the
Court was about to award wag cot directed
against the prisoner individually, but through
bim to others, in order to protect this com-
munity and to preserve that peace of mind so
necessary to its well being, So long as un-
offending persons were subject to such bruta|
attacks as had been committed on the person
of Mr. Vinter, there was no loager any sew
ourity to the public,

His lordship then sentenced Brown to two
years’ imprisonment with hard labor,

His Lordship then addressing the prisoner
Watson said :—This prisoner had also been
found guilty, but ot the lesser offence of
common assault not coupled with grievous
bodily harm. Although the offence was ot
a lighter character; still it bordered closely
on the same offence for which James Brown
had been punished. It was clear that they
were all out together for effecting some
common purpose, when the brutal outrage
was effected on John Gordon Vinter, In
looking at the acts committed that applied
to the prisoner, the Court would not be doing
its duty did it not visit the offence with
some severity. It was the prisoner who
defended Brown. It was his hand that raised
the chair and threatened to dash out the
brains of one of the persons present,
Watson was sentenced to six months’ im+4
prisonment, with hard labor.

Addressing the prisoner Andrews, His
Lordship said he had carefully looked over
the evidence, and considered how it bore
upon him (the prisoner) In respect to riotous
conduct, and found it was mueh the same
with him as with Watson. What the latter
did with a chair Andrews did with a sword
taken from the person of My, Vinter, and
threatened to run any one through with it,’
Drunkeoness did not extenuate conduct of
that sort. but rather added to it, .
The prisoner was sentenced to 8ix months’
imprisonment with hard labor.

Addressing Robinson, His Lordship said
that he was unable to find in the evidence
anything that bore upon any distinet act
committed by the prigoner upon Vinter or
Plummer, but he wag there and aided the
assailants’instead of defending Vinter. A |
though there was not a violent act shown,
the court was bound to Pass a sentence that
would operate as a warning, and taking into
consideration the six weeks already passed
in prison, the sentenee of the court was that
the prisoner be imprisoned, without hard
labor, for 15 days. :

THE HIGHWAY ROBBERY.

0O reason to pass a less severe sentence.
Considering, however, that recommendation,
and with a hope that it would act beneficiall
s a warning to others, the sentence of the
Court was that the prisoners. Francis and
William Ross be sent to penal servitade for
five years.

New Yorg, Februar 23—Following are
tbe additional remarks Imade by Mr. Secre~
tary Seward at. the Cooper Iustitute last
evening* Mr. Seward said Congress agonizes
over the question of reconstruction, not be~
cause the war has not come out right, but
because they have not individually bad a
hand in bringing it to a happy termination.

I hoped no serions diffiealty, from the con-
viction that there never was and never can
be any suecessful process for restoring union
and harmony among the States except the
one which the President has avowed himself
satisfied with. The President is in harmony
with all the States that were in rebellion, and
the Executive and Judigial departments are
resuming their functions.

Loyal representatives, more or less, from
these States are now standing at the doors
of Congress, aud have been standing for three
months, asking to be admitted as States
which disloyal representatives had previously
left. In the meanwhile Congress passes law
after law ; imposes burden after burden and
duty after duty upon the States which,
against their earnest desire, are left unrepre~
sented. Say what you will, the States are
already organized in harmony with our
amended Constitution, and are in earnest
co-operation with the Federal Government.

It is impossible to reduce States to a terri-
torial condition. Congress has had a Re-
construction Committee of 15 members who
have stopped the wheels of legislation for
three months 1o enable them to submit a
plan different from that which is now on the
eve of a happy consummation, and what
“bave they given us or proposed? Ap amend-
ment to the Constitution to compel the ex-
cluded States to equalize suffrage, on penalty
of the abridgment of their representation.
This was no plan of reconstruction, but of
obstruction.

The couflict in opinion between the Presi-
dent and Congress, in reference to the Freed-~
men’s Barean, is in its consequences compar-
atively unimportant. It would excite little
interest if it stood alone. Both fully agree
that this Bureau was created for the trans~
ition period between war and peace, and
ahould cease at the end of that period. The
President thinks that period nearly passed
and that the original provision is sufficient,
while Congress thinks the original provision
needs enlarging, I agree with the President,
in the hope that this extraordinary provision
is not necessary. - Ought the President to be
denounced in the hcuse of hig enemies ?
Much more, ought he to be denounced in the
house of -his friends, for refusing, in the ab-
sence of any necessity, to occupy or retain
the exercise of powers greater than thoge
which are exercised by any imperial magis-
trate in the world. Jadge ye!l

I trust this fault of declining imperial
power, too hastily tendered by a too confiding
Congress, may be forgiven by a generous
people.
lic when the refusal of unnecessary powers
and patronage by a President shall be held a
crime. When it shall so be considered, the
time will bave arrived for setting up at the
White House an Imperial throoe, surround-
ing the Executive with Imperial legions.

PROGRESS OF THE WAR.

Vavrparatso, Jan. 2d—There is nothing
important to advise from Chile. The sue-
cessor of the late Admiral Pareja-has raised
the blockade of Coquimbo, by concentrating
the Spanish squadron at the two ports of
Valparaiso and Caldera. These two are now
the only two blockaded ports.

The Spaniards would seem to be afraid of
separating the vessels of the fleet and expov
sing them singly to the attempts of Chile.
This new commander of the squadron, Ner-
fierz, is still a young man, and is said to
have raised himself to his late eommand of
the Numancia, by his bravery, We hardly
think however that he will,” under existing
circumstances, attempt anything decisive in
the war till he is fully in communication
with the Cabinet of Madrid.

On the 27th of December an attempt was
made by the launches of the Spanish ves-
sels Numancia and Barenguela to capture the
Chilan steamer Corbalan, at anchor at Cal~
derilla, but after getting possession of her
they were driven off by the Chile soldiers
firing on them from the shore, several of the
Spaniards being shot, Two other attempts
were made by the blackaders to regain pos<
session of the Corbalan by steam launches
under protection of the Berenguela, which
were equally unsuccessful.

On the news of the death of Admiral Par.
eja reaching Valparaiso, the Intendente sup-
posing tke body to exist still on board, offers
ed to permit the interment of it on shore, to
which an answer was returned that it bad
already been committed 1o the deep.

The trade of the country goes on briskly.
Though Valparaiso itself is blockaded, some
wenty~two vessels were loading and unload-
ing at the ports of Papudo, Algarrobo and
San Aastonio, communicating inland with
Valparaiso. At all the unblockaded ports
trade is brisk, and there is not sufficient ton.
nage to clear off all the products of the
coast waiting shipment.

January 17—The event of the fortnight
is the raising of the blockade of Caldera,
and the concentration of the Spanish squad-
ron at Valparaiso.

In Caldera the Spaniards burned the five
or 8ix sailing vesselg they had taken since
the declaration of war. The Chile coast is,
therefore, for the present open to trade.

What significance there is in this move-
ment it is hard to tell. The Spanish Admirgl
may iotend to send an_ ultimatum to the Chile
Government, threatening the destruction of
Valparaiso first, and other towns on the coast
following. This will not bring the people
or government of this Republic one inch
nearer yielding to Spain. Qo the contrary,
the news by last mail of the assured sympa-
thies of all Europe and America, has en-
couraged every heart in the country against
Spain, and the Spaniards are becoms the ob-
ject of a spirit of revenge which a century
of peace or political reconciliation will not
remove, and whether they may be able to
assert it or not—nothing will now effect any
such ' political reconciliation satisfactory to
Chile, but the apology of Spain and the
payment of ample damages.

It is not known where the Chilian fleet
may now be—but they are on the look out
to cut off supplies from the Spaniards, and
to effect a junction with the Peruvian fleet,
should the Dictator determine, in terms of
his declared policy, to ally himself with
Chile.

Business continues. very dull, and little
confideace prevails. Shipments of wheat
from the Southern ports are urged on, Aus-
tralia still gets considerable shipments. One
thing is sure, Spain can never interfere with
our “seed time and harvest,” nlor till she
gets out three times the fleet she has, can
she stop our, export of produce.

MEXICAN NEWS.
