THE STAR SPANGLED BANNER.
As only one late edition of the Star Spangled Banner was entered in this dictionary

under the author, Francis Scott Key, and as the song was first issued anonymously,

it may be helpful here to refer to Sonneck's "The Star Spangled Banner." From this

report on the history of both words and music which was first published by the Library

of Congress in 1909, and in a revised and enlarged edition in 1914, the following

notes are chiefly taken. An undated broadside issue of the song, then in the possession

of Henry Walters of Baltimore, is considered by Sonneck as the first edition, and it

is reproduced as plate 25 of his appendix. This may have been issued as early as

September 15, 18 14, and was without title except the caption, "Defence of Fort

Mi^Henry." It contained an account of the writing of the poem, and the indication

"Tune—Anacreon in Heaven." This English tune was probably composed by John
Stafford Smith about the year 1 775 for a poem by Ralph Tomlinson, and has become

our national air.

The earliest dated publication of Key's song was in the "Baltimore Patriot" of

September 20, 1814, and it was also printed in the "Baltimore American" of the fol-

lowing day, and in other newspapers and broadsides of the time. An issue of the

song, possibly the first edition with title, "Star Spangled Banner," was advertised

with another song in the Washington "Daily National Intelligencer," for January 6,

1815, as for sale by Richards & Mallory, Bridge street, Geo. Town. Descriptions of

some of the rare early editions with music follow:

The author was apparently the American loyalist, who was born in Philadelphia,

served as Commissary of Prisoners under Howe, etc., was retired as colonel on half-

pay, was appointed to examine the claims of American loyalists, and died when
deputy-comptroller of the Stamp-office in June, 181 2. A memorial from him to Sir

Henry Clinton, in about December, 1779, is In the Clinton Papers, now the property

of William L. Clements, according to his librarian, Jane Clark. The obituary notice

of Stedman in the "Gentleman's Magazine," 1812, pt. 2, p. 91, mentions his author-

ship of the History. The sketch In Diet. Nat. Biog. Is based chiefly on the "Memoir
of the Family of Barton, continued through that of Stedman" by the historian's son,

John Stedman, privately printed In 1857, ""^ throws no doubt on his authorship.

Probably on the authority of Lowndes' statement that the work was compiled by

William Thomson, ll.d., the entries in the British Museum Catalogue under Thom-
son, In Cushlng, and in Halkett and Laing, suggest that Thomson and not Stedman

was the author of the work. However, the sketch of the former writer in Diet. Nat.

Biog. does not mention the History, and does note that Thomson edited John G.

Stedman's "Narrative" of an expedition against the revolted negroes of Surinam.

As in Lowndes the latter title follows immediately after Charles Stedman's History,

It seems possible that by a typographical error the notes on the two titles were

confused.

Apparently Sir Henry Clinton dii! not doubt Stedman's authorship. His copy of

the London edition, now jcb., contains his MS. notes, many of which he published

later in his "Obervations on Mr. Stedman's History," our no. 13753, vol. 4. In some

of these, Clinton refers to the author as "Mr. Stedman." Information from L. C.

Wroth. The ms. notes have been copied Into one of the sets of the History at nyp.

In both editions there are slight errors In the pagination which do not affect the

total. The title of vol. 2 of the Dublin edition has a variation in the lining off.

The "Plan of the Action at Bunker Hill" in the London edition was printed from

the same plate as an undated map with the title: "A Plan of the Action at Bunkers

Hill ... by Lieu! Page of the Engineers . . . from an Actual Survey by Capt? Mon-
tresor." According to Frothingham In Mass. Hist. Soc. "Proceedings" for 1875-

1876, p. 56, this had been published in 1 777. In Stedman's map the title is altered

slightly and the names of Page and Montresor are omitted. In both of these maps a

smaller plan covering part of the same region Is pasted at the edge of the larger one,

is marked No. i, and falls on the corresponding part of the latter which Is called

No. 2. This is to bring out changes in the military works, etc.

There were two editions of the sheets of the text of the book, both evidently from

the same press. These may be called Editions A and B of the text, and they differ in

certain line endings, in ornaments, in numbering of the pages, as noted above, and in

other distinguishing peculiarities. In Edition A, for example, pp. 104 and 323 are

misnumbered 410 and 223, Powhatan is misspelled "Powhdtan," on p. 134, line 28.

These errors are not found in Edition B, which suggests that it may be the later edition.

These two editions were each printed on both fine and poor paper. Signature X in

all issues is printed on poor paper.
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Both Edition A and Edition B were iuued with title pages bearing Williamiburg

imprint* at abov, and the date, 1747. The iheet* of both editions were alio iiiued with

title pages bearinif a London imprint and the date, 1753.

Robinson lists «, Williamsburg, 1753, edition, but he had not seen a copy, nor have
we been able to ijcate one.

The intricacies of the bibliographical problem presented by the above work have
never been co.npletely unraveled. For other notes on the variations in the editions,

and reprints of the most important passages and entries relating to them in numerous
bibliographical knd historical works, and periodical publications, tee the preface to

Robinson's "Comi;1ete Index to Stith's History of Virginia," published in the Va. State

Lib. "Bulletin," vol. c, 191 2, no. 1. Robinson quotes from articles in the "Historical

Many of the leaves are misnumbered, and the misnumberings differ in the five

copies examined. However, all copies of the first edition have the final leaf mis-

numbered xl.

The two inserted leaves have the headings "Quomodo distancia ciuitatum inueni"

and "De formatione et usu quadrantis Caput vltimum," respectively. In the c. and
WLC. copies, the first follows Di, and the second follows D|, which is probably the

proper place for them since they are reprinted in this order in the 1519 edition. It

is certain at least that D| should be followed by the second inserted leaf since this con-

tains the last chapter of the "Introductio," and "Epitoma europe Enee Siluij" begins

on D<. In the jcb. copy with the map, both leaves follow Dj, and in the nyp. copy

they both follow Dj.

There are several references in the text to the discoveries of Americus Vespucius,

and others, and to the newly found continent, which some proposed to name "America"
alter that explorer. Some of these passages, with English translations, are quoted in

the earlier jcb. printed catalogue.

A woodcut of the armillary sphere forms the recto of Bj, and another of the Quad-
rant is included in the text on the second inserted leaf.

The maps in the first edition are on a folded sheet at the end, one of the Eastern

Hemisphere on the recto, and another of the Western Hemisphere on the verso. The
new world is shown as two continents connected by an isthmus, though the map of

the northern one extends only to the latitude 50° N. The name "America" does not

appear. "Bartlett in the John Carter Brown Catalogue of 187$ and Nordenskjold in

iiis Facsimile Atlas of 1889 (pp. 68-9) discuss them at great length, but were at a loss

to explain how such a successful map of the Western hemisphere came to be printed as

early as ijiz and at Cracow of all places. Through the discovery by Prof. Fischer of

Waldseemiiller's large World Map of 1507, so far known only in a single copy, the

mystery has been explained. The two Stobnicza maps have been found to be fairly

exact copies of the two small inset maps found in the top corners of Waldseemuller's

huge world-map."

JCB. now owns the copy described in the Goldschmidt catalogue, which is at present

the only one in this country having the original sheet with maps. The maps are also

Facsimiles of the map of the western hemisphere appear in the old jcb. catalogue,

Ncrdenskjold's "Facsimile Atlas," 1889, Daly's "... Early History of Cartography,"

1879, Winsor, vol. 3, p. 13, and the Goldschmidt catalogue no. 18. The last three

mentioned are reduced, and Winsor does not include the map of eastern Asia and the

East Indies in the section reproduced.

Harrassowitz' catalogue no. 61, lot no. 56, lists a 151 1 edition, which is undoubtedly

an error, since in the note on a clipping mounted by Joseph Sabin, which is apparently

from this catalogue, the jcb. copy anr* chat described by Harrisse are referred to as

This was

the "Gospel Order Revived," our no. 28052, vol. 7, printed anonymously, and without

printer or place in the imprint, in 1700, evidently by William Bradford in New York.

To this pamphlet was prefixed an advertisement stating that the "Press in Boston is so

much under the aw of the Reverend Author . . . and his Friends that we coult! not

obtain of the Printer there to print the following Sheets, which is the only true Reason

why we have sent the Copy so far for its Impression." Bartholomew Green, the Boston

printer replied to this charge in his "The Printer's Advertisement," 1701, aas. re-

printed In Thomas's "History of Printing," 1874, vol. i, pp. /,.) j-.|.i'?. Green states

that the anonymous pamphlet was printed in New York. In '':.'. uplv he prints de-

positions telling of the pamphlet "The Gospel Order Revived; ' 1 r brought to him

to be printed, and how he had only wished to have a controvcr.K. . p?' phlet whose

authorship was unknown to him passed upon by the Lieutenant O' ernor, before

printing it. This proposition had been refused. A passage in one of the depositions in

Green's pamphlet spoke of Its being a shatne that Mr. Stoddard should have to send to

London to have a book printed. This has apparently been taken to mean that the

"Gospel Order Revived" was by Stoddard, but a further passage shows that the boolc

by Stoddard printed in London, which was referred to, was the "Doctrine of Instituted

Churches." Sibley suggests Timothy Woodbrldge, Benjamin Colman and Simon Brad-

street as the authors. Holmes, however, doubts that Woodbrldge and Bradstreet were

connected with it, and suggests Thomas Brattle who was one of those who took the

Thii work which was issued in parts was, to some extent, as stated in the title, a

German translation of the "Lettres edifiantes et curieuses" of the Jesuit missionaries,

for which see pp. 294-297 of our vol. 10, but much additional material from manu-
script sources is also included.

A detailed analysis of the contents forms pp. 17-102 of the appendix to vol. 2 of

the first edition of Backer. For a list of the portions relating to America, tee David
Nutt's "CaUlogue," 1857, nos. 4754*475 5, and the reprint of that summary included

in the old jcB. catalogue, under the year 1726.

Stocklein died in 1733 after completing the first 24 parts. For an account of his

life, see pp. 141—154 of part 29. The work was continued successively by Carl Meyer,

Petro Probst, and Francisco Keller. Backer states that Fr. Xav. Socher also assisted

in the continuation.

There were two editions of vol. i, containing the first eight parts, the title of the

"Anderte Edition" being given below. Later parts were not reprinted, but are found

with copies of the second edition of vol. i at nvp. and bm. Because of the publication

in numbers through many years, complete sets are rare. The jcb. and v. sets with the

first edition of vol. I, have 32 parts each. One nyp. set has the first edition of vol. i,

and 36 parts in all, while that with the second edition of vol. i has 38 parts. The
BM. set which has the second edition of vol. i has only 30 parts.

Jesu.'* Hetce references are usually made to "Der Neue Welt-Bott,"

rather than to the longer title given on the title page. The half titles and titles of later

volumes vary slightly. The first four volumes have rubricated title pages. We have

located no copy of vol. 5 with a title page, but one of the nvp. sets (that having vol. i

in the second edition) has a half title for that volume. This half title, which precedes

part 33, was apparently intended to precede part 37, for it reads: "Tomur V. Zweyte

Halbscheid, Den XXXVII. XXXVIII. XXXIX und XL Theil in sich .nhaltend."

Over the numbers 37, 38, 39 and 40 is pasted a contemporary printed Giip reading

"XXXIII. XXXIV. XXXV. und XXXVI."
The NYP. copy with the first edition of vol. i lacks the separate title of part i. In

this copy, the general preface which should precede part i is bound preceding part 5.

A general title for vol. i from dififerent type from the general title for vol. i which

precedes part i, also precedes part 5. This general title preceding part 5 has not been

found in any of the other copies examined, and we have not included it in our colla-

tion. In this copy also, four of the five preliminary leaves and the frontispiece for

vol. 2, which should precede part 9, are bound incorrectly preceding part 1 2. This and

the JCB. copies lack one leaf in part 16 which begins "Zum XVI. Theil des Welt-

Botts vor dem Anfang der Vorrede." It is bound at the end of part 16 in the nyp.

copy with the second edition of vol. I, but appears in the correct position In the v. copy.

Besides the volume title pages, there are title pages for the separate parts, except

that parts 21-22 and 23-24 were issued together respectively, with a title page for

each double number. Parts 29, 33 and 37 have rubricated titles.

The imprints of the parts vary, the first 24 having an Augsburg imprint, but some

omitting GrdtM. Parts 25-38 were printed in Vienna by Leopold Johann Kaliwoda.

Though the earliest volume title page bears the date 1726, those of the parts range

in date from 1725, on the title of part 2, to 1761, in parts 37 and 38.

Though Backer, in his bibliography of the Jesuits, originally only indicated 38

parts, in the new edition of his work it is stated that manuscript notes of Eglauer

give the "d^pouillement des tomes 39 et 40."

On the verso of the half title of vol. 3 is a full page engraving. In the jcb. and

VOL. xxin.
