May it pleafe your Lordfhips

;

X\FTER the conqueft of the province

of Canada by the arms of Great Britain,

your petitioners, in compliance with his

Majefty's gracious and royal proclamation

bearing date the 7th day of Odtober 1763,

fettled and became eflablifhed in the new

acquired colony of Quebec, in the full re-

liance on the faith of the Crown of Great

Britain, exprelTed in that proclamation, for

the enjoyment of thofe laws, that freedom

and fccurity in Canada, which the principles

B of
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of the Engllrti conftitution afforded in every

part of the Biitifli dominions in America.

Your petitioners, and the inhabitants of

the province, have cheerfully on every oc-

cafion obeyed the controuling power of the

Parliament of Great Britain, and with pa-

tience have fuffered, during a period of

anarchy and war, rather than wound his

Majefty's feelings, or embarafs the Parlia-

ment, with remonftrances and petitions, at a

time when the fafety of the nation made fa-

cred every moment of public deliberation j

the adions and condudt of your petitioners,

when truly reprefented, will beft cxprefs to

your Lord(hips the fincerity of their loyalty

and attachment to the Crown and Govern-

ment of Great Britain

Your petitioners look with concern on

the burthen of Great Britain, and with

great pain and commiferation, they fee the

diftreffes of his Majefty's loyal fubjedts,

who, driven from their eftates, wealth and

pofleflions, are daily taking flielter in this

Britifli colony. Though their unfettled and

diftreffed fituation may for the prefent hin-

der them from bringing forward their pe-

titions

o
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tions and their claims, your Lord{hips will

readily perceive, that a government fimilar or

fupurior to that under which they were born,

had lived, and were happy, muft be confi-

dered by thofe his Majefty's unfortunate

fubjedts, as an affe<5tionate proof of his Ma-
jefty's paternal care, and your Lordfliips

regard for them, and the firft comfort which

in relief to their diftreffes, your Lordfliips

can now grant, and the more fo, as it

will be a bleffing not merely granted to

them, but extended to their children and

pofterity.

Your petitioners, fully perfuaded that the

welfare and happinefs of all his Majefty's

fubjedts arc objedts of your Lordfliips feri-

ous and benign conlideration, beg your

Lordfliips attention to this their petition^

and ardently requeft your Lordfliips will

interpofe in their favour for the repeal of

the Quebec bill, allowing fuch privileges

as are already granted to the Roman Catho-

lic religion, as being inadequate to the

government of this extenlive province, the

caufe of much confufion in our laws, and

B 2 fraught
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fraught with trouble and uneafincfs to all his

Majcfty's loyal fubjcdls here } and that your

Lordfhips will be pleafed to concur in eda-'

blifhing his Majedy's afFedtionate fubjedts

of this province in the full enjoyment of

their civil rights as Briti(h fubjedts ; and in

granting them a free elcdlive houfe of af-

fembly. In thefe hopes they humbly prc-

fume to fuggeft, that claufcs of the follow-

ing import may be ' inferted in the ad of

parliament which (hall be made to confirm

a free conAitution to this country.

I. That the houfe of reprefentativcs or

aHembly, be chofen by the pariihes, towns

and didrids of the province, to be com-

posed of the old and new fubjeds, in fuch

manner as to the wifdom of Parliament may
feem moH; proper; that the afTembly be

triennial, and the members eleded every

three years.

II. That the council confift of not lefs

than thirty members ; and in cafe of divi-

fion on any meafure before them, that no

ad {hall be pafTed unlefs at leafi twelve

members agree to carry the vote i that the

appointment of the members may be du-

ring

rii-~
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ring their rcfidcncc in the province, and for

life, yet fubjedl to temporary leave of ab-

/ence, as mentioned in the Xlth article ; and

that they fcrvc as counfellors without fee or

reward.

III. That the criminal laws of England

be continued, as at prcfent cftabliflied by

the Quebec a<ft.

IV. That the ancient laws and cudoms

of this country, refpeding landed eftates,

marriage fettlements, inheritances, and dow-

er be continued j yet fubjedt to be altered

by the legiflature of Quebec ; and that own-

ers may alienate by will, as at prefent pro-

vided by the loth fedion of the Quebec bill.

V. That the commercial laws of England

be declared to be the laws of this province

in all matters of trade and commerce, fub-

jedt to be changed by the legiflature of

Quebec, as in the preceding article.

VI. That the habeas corpus adt, the 31ft

of Charles II. be made part of the conftitu-

tion of this country.

VII. That optional juries be granted on all

trials in courts of original jurifdidion j that

they may be regularly ballotted for, and a

panel

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panel formed as in England, either in the

cafe of an ordinary or a fpecial jury, at the

option of the party applying for the fame ;

and that nine members out of the twelve may

in civil caufes be fufficient to return verdid:s.

Subjed to be modifiea by the legiflature of

Quebec, as in the IVth article.

VIII. That the (heriffs be eldded by the

houfe of aflembly, and approved and com-

miflioned by the governor at the annual

meeting of the legiflature; that they hold

their appointment during the period ele(5ted

for, and their good behaviour -, and that they

find reafonable fecurity for a faithful dif-

charge of their duty.

IX. That no officer of the civil govern-

ment, judge, or minifter of juftice, be fuf-

pended by the governor, or commander in

chief for the time, from the honors, duties,

falaries, or emoluments of his employment,

but with the advice and confent of the coun-

cil for the affairs of the province j which

fufpenfion fliall not continue after the

annual fitting of the council, unlefs it be

approved by the fame j the caufe of com-

plaint, if approved, to be thereafter reported

to
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to his Majefty, for hearing and judgment

thereon.

X. That no new office be created by the

governor, or commander in chief for the

time, but with the advice and confent of

the faid council, and to be approved at

their annual meeting, as in the preceding

article.

XL That all offices of truft be executed

by the principal in the appointment, unlefs

by leave of abfence from the governor, with

advice and confent of his council, which

leave of abfence {hall not extend to more

than twelve months, or be renewed by the

governor, but with the approbation of the

council at the annual feffion.

XII. That judges be appointed to prefide

in the courts of the province, to hold their

places during life, or their good behaviour,

and that they be rewarded with fufficient

falaries, fo as to confine them to the func-

tions of adminiftering juflice J that every

caufe of accufation for a removal, proceed-

ing from the governor, (hall follow the rule

laid down in the IXth article, and everv

caufe of accufation for a removal on the

part

mf !..W""
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part of the public, (hall proceed from the

houfe of affembly, and be heard by the coun-

cil, which, if well founded, (hall operate a

fufpention, and in either cafe be decided in

appeal and report to his Mojefty. '

XIII. That appeals from the courts of

juftice in this province to the Crown, be

made to a board of council or court of ap-

peals, compofed of the Right Honorable

the Lord Chancellor and the judges of the

courts in Weftminfter Hall.

XIV. Your petitioners beg leave humbly to

reprefent to your Lord(hips, that, from their

proximity to the United States, who from

iituation and climate have many advantages

over them, the internal regulations for pro-

moting the trade, agriculture, and com-

merce of this province are now become

more intricate and difficult, and will require

great care and attention on the part of the

legiflature here, to watch over the interefts

of this country; they therefore requeft that

the afl'embly may have the power of lay-

ing the taxes and duties neceffary for defray-

ing the expences of the civil government

of the province, and, for that purpofe,

that
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iJhat the hx.ii now exifting, laying taxes and

duties to be levied in the province, may

be repealed.

Such, may it plcafe your Lordfliips, are

the entreaties and prayers of the loyal fub-

jedlsof this province ; and in full confidence

they truft that your Lordfhips will relieve

them from the anarchy and confufion which

at prefent prevail in the laws and courts of

juftice of the province, by which their real

property is rendered infecure, trade is clog-

ged, and that good faith which ought to, and

would, fublift among the people, and which

is the life and fupport of commerce, is to-

tally deflroyed; and as the hereditary guar-

dians of the rights of the people, be pleafed to

concur in fccuring to them, by ad of parlia-

ment, a conftitution and government on fuch

fixed and liberal principles, as may promote

the defire his Majefty's afFedtionate fubjeds,

the people of this province, have of ren-

dering this mutilated colony a bright gem
in the imperial crown of Great Britain ; and

that may call on the prefent generation for

their uriceafing acknowledgements and gra-

titude, and upon the future, to feel, as the

prefent, that the fecurity and happinefs of the

C people
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people and province ofQuebec depend on an

union with, and fubmifnon to, the Crown

and Government of Great Britain.
