life insurance in Canada, adding that
it ‘would be interesting to know whe-

or not the government intended
pay counsel in connection with the
investigation.

“It- seems possible,” continued Mr.

" Borden, “that the investigation might
fafl to satisfy that public uneasiness
which h referred to in the
speech to which we have listened to-
day, unless some step of this kind were
taken or authorized by the administra-
ﬂoﬂ." : > lia

Sir Wilfrid Laurier in reply said the
dnstructions ‘would be laid before par-
liament on Monday next,

Premier's Reply, ;

Sir Wilfrid said: “In regard to the
question which has been asked by my

Recently, in the State
of New York, when the legislature
was not in session, the governor of
that state took advantage of theslaw
and instead of appointing a commis-
sion he issued a commission  to the
members of the legisiature., the repre-
sentatives of the people, to make an
investigation. They made a thoro in-
vestigation of this question,

“When parliament was almost in
sight! of its annual session I contend
that it was the duty of the govern-
ment to await the meeting of this
house and come to this house and say
that they intended to appoint a spe-
cfal committee of the house to investi-
gate this insurance question,

“We all know what royal commis-
sions - have been in the past. They are
limited. in their scope. They cannot
resort to the methods. of the - court
whereas if we had a parliamentary
commission with the fullest scope that
could be given to it in this direction
it could elicit the facts under the
ordinary rules of husiness.

“I do not see that the action of the
government is one - to he approved;
rather is it to be condemned, and es-
pecially to be condemned on the part
of the Liberalg who always contended
that royal commissions were objec-
tionable and that parliamentary com-
missions were he proper tribunals to
investigate matters of this kind.”

A Protest,

As to what Sir Wilfrid had said as
to a November session, he believed the
great bulk of public opinion would be
favorable to it. Certainly a great
many of the members in the house
would not object to a session in No-
vember,

“As far as that announcement is
concerned, 1 have no objection to raise,
but T do now on behalf of 400,000 policy-
holders in this country. who own 800,-
000 policies, protest against this me-
thod of investigating the affairs of
the insurance companies of Canada in
View of the revelations made in the
State of New York and in view of the
excellent work dene by the commis-
sion of the legislature.

“I protest against this investigation

A semi-official statement says: “The
ministerial crisis does not affect the
French policy at the conference,”

This is designed chiefly to “warn
Germany not to take advantage of
the situation, The fact is that the
ministerial hiatus confuses matters
and threatens the agreement which
otherwise might have been arrived at
to-day.

The vote in the chamber of deputies
last night, resulting in the defeat of
the government and the resignation of
the cabinet, also requires that the gov-
ernment temporize  with the church
manifestants, who are becoming in-
creasingly demonstrative, particularly
the peasants.

President Falliereg this morning be-
gan a search of consultations rela-
tive to the formation of a new min-
istry. He first conferred lengthily with
M. Dubost, president of the senate.
and later received M. Doumer, presi-
dent of the chamber of deputies,

No announcement of the president’s
course of action has been made, but
the names most mentioned are those
of M. Leon Bourgeoig, the former pre-
mier; Alexander Millerand, the former
minister of commerce; Raymond Poin-
caire, former minister of public works,
and Senator Clemenceau. There |is
some talk also of M. Deicasse, the
former foreign minister, who is sup~
ported by the Anglo-French enthus-
{fasts, but his appoiniment is impos-
sible owing to German hostilidy to
him.

M. Rouvier wants to retire from the
premiership, but he may be induced
to retain the portfolio of foreign af-
fairs, or that of finance under another
premier.

It is per~
féctly intelligible when you have be-
fore you a list of the Interlocking
branches of the insurance trinity,
which these many years have been ccl-
lecting millions upon millions of dol-
lars from the thrifty people of. the
United States and Canada, and have
used them in companies’ mergers, com-
bines, trusts, associations and cor-
porations, whose directors have aston-
ished the earth with unbounded private
wealth and public beneyolence. z
The policy holder was exploited in
the great Morgan shipping combine.
About four years ago mankind was
contemplating in wondering awe
the magnificent genius and power of

one control the most marvelous mer-
cantile fleet on record. The only great
company, whose ships sailed the At-
lantic, which stood out, appeared to
be the Cunard Line. The others were
Morganeered.

The insurer, who besides pa¥ing bis
premiums, was carefully hoarding his
dividends for a long deferred trip to
Europe, little knew that what
he was ' saving in premiums
bring - about
a great shipping combine, which
would certainly take a larger proportion

passage across the ocean, and wWhich
was intended to put big money in the
pockets of the Morgans and other
great and benevolent financiers, whose
speculative combine the policyholders
had unwittingly fathered.

The business was done thru the In-
ternational Mercantile Marine Under-
writing Syndicate, which guarantzed
$50,000,000 to float the great shipping
combine. The underwriting was dis-
tributed among twenty or thirty pro-
minent institutions in Wall-street, in-

cluding insurance companies, who put some of his

up $50,000,000 in cash. It was expected
that the combine would close its career
as soon as the combine was nicely put
thru. .But the policyholders were
obliged to extend its life on different
occasions, It was only wound up last
week at a loss to the subscribers of |
more than $5,000,000.

On December 31, 1904, the New York
Life admitteq holding $3,200,000 in {he
syndicate, which it valued at par. In
its last report it wrote down the valu- |
ation to 80, which showed an
apparent loss of $640,000. The Mutual
Life had $1,000,000 in the syndicate, hslf
cf which 9t long ago wrote off.

The syndicate subscribers were for |
their $50,000,000 to receive $50,000.000 of
the collateral trust 4 1-2 per e°nt, bonds,
with a bonus of four per cent, in pre-
ferred stock, and forty per cent, in
common stock. The bonds so bought
by the syndicate are worth now only
$41,000,000. Their $20,000,000 of common
stock is worth only $2,700,000. and thefr
$2,000,000 of preferred stock is worth
$675,000 only. After four years' opera-
tion, then, the syndicate has got 344,-
875,000 or $5,625.000 less than it paid in.
Besides this more than ten per cent,
loss, the syndicate’'s money has Leen
paid up for over three years, and there
is little chance of making good any
considerable portion of the heavy de-
flett,
