FIRE ON THE CORONIA, .

(l!rokse Out in the Electric Fan Room

~Was Soon Extinguished.

Queenstown, "Nov. 13.—On '’ the ar-
rival of the Cunard Line steamer Ca-
ronia off Roche’s Point, at the entrance«
of the harbor, thisi morning, it was rg-
ported that fire had broken out on
board, but that it was extinguished.

The fire was discovered in the elez-
ftric fan room at 1 ¢'clock this morn-
ing, after the Caronia had passed
Browhead.

An expert in the treatment of horsas
giives this - excelient advice for the
present seagon of the year: “Just aboui
now. when horses are assuming their
winter coats, there are plenty of ani-
mals suffering fror the effects of hav-
ing been allowed t> run down after a
‘hard season’s work, which has not
been succeeded hy a change of food
or treatment. These horses should be
given a tonic to restore thelir energiles.
and it - may be added that they are
the sort which usually give trouble
when it comes to changing their coats,
Being below par, they do not seem ‘o
possess a sufficiant amount of vital
energy to cast their coats properly,.
their skins are often dry. and scurfy,
and, generally speaking, the horses
appear languid and dull. A little stewed.
linseed, about a pint, will often assist

ting their-new coats, and if given once
or twice a week in some chop wlith a
tablespoonful or two of sulphur some
benefit will generally be obtained. 1t
must not be forgotten, howevér, thai
sulphur tends to 'open the pores of the
skin, and consequently horses which
are given it are liable to take cold.
The risk of their doing 86, however,
is not great if reasonable precautlong
are taken to prevent their coming in-
t(‘))o cotntact with draughts or standing
about.”
