THE FISHERMEN.
The scene lakeward from the Beach 

In winter Is desolate enough, but it is 
not altogether lifeless; numerous grey , 
sheets and dark speck» far out on the 
Ice show where many human I icings 
are winning dally bread for them­
selves and families. They are the 
men and boys who supply the neighbor-1 
lng city of Buffalo with bealn food - 
In the shape of fresh fish during the 
whole “of the winter montha The oc­
cupation Is dreary, even when the mar­
kets are good, and llsh plenty, but dur­
ing a season like the present, when fish 
are hard to catch and times bard, the 
day seems hours longer and the 
several degrees colder.

There are about 60 resident fishermen 
at this place, whose occupation or resi­
dence changes when the ice disappears. 
These men during the cold months live 
almost entirely upon the product ot 
their catches. Nearly all ot these own 
a dog team and a sleigh. The sleigh 
Is a very small affair, with a box large 
enough to hold all their equipments 
and tor the owner to sit on top.

DOGS HITCHED UP.
Every morning when the weather 

permits two trained dogs are hitched 
to the sleigh and the fisherman rides 
at a good pace to the lake and out on 
the ice four or five miles to the fishing 
grounds. The start Is generally made 
by all the fishermen at,,the same time 
end it creates an Interesting and some­
times comical picture. A few ot the 
swiftest teams usually await the ar­
rival ot the morning train from Buf­
falo, which brings in the belt.

The bait Is minnows, caught with 
nets in the Niagara River at Bridge- 
burg and shipped alive every morning. 

THE TIP-UPS.
The fish are all caught by angling. 

When the fishermen arrive • on the 
grounds they set up their wind-breaks, 
which consist ot large pieces of canvas 
supported on poles, then cut two or 
three holes In the Ice about one foot 
In diameter and set their line». The 
lines are let down from 40 to 60 feet 
and are held by ttp-ups. The tlp-ups 
were Invented by a local fishermen 
several years ago. They are made of 
two small, stout pieces of wood, joined 
in a "T" shape. The line 1» wound 
alternately at the junction of the two 
pieces and Is held by the cross section 
being placed across the hole. The 
stem lies flat upon the It», but when 
there Is a bite the pull upon the line 
points It In the air. The holes are^ 
cut parallel with the lake drift, to pre­
vent the lines interfering with one an­
other, although occasionally there 1» 
some difficulty caused by tangling.

SMALL CATCHES.
This season the catches have been- 

•m*U. their weight averaging front 
only 10 to 15 lbs. per day. Ther 
abundance of feed In the lake this year- 
and that accounts for the unsatisfac­
tory hauls The fish caught are tor 
the most part blue pickerel or pika as ^ 
the Americans call them, and percli^^ 
The average weight» are one pounlT 
and halt a pound respectively. K Hex 
large scaleless fish, called eelpomf are 
also caught—usually before a storm— 
which are taken home, cooked and fed 
to the dogs.

A BUFFALO BUYER,
A Mr. Scott, representing Buffalo 

flrbmen, buys up the fish as they are 
brought In every night, paying 6c for 
pickerel and 3 cents for perch. He 
ships In the neighborhood of 600 lbs. 
to Buffalo after every fishing day.

The fish are not always found In the 
same place and tiie men often find It 
necessary to follow them mMee all over 
the lake.

There are hundred# o# fishermen out 
from Buffalo every day, and If bites 

more plentiful there would be 
These American fisher­

men fish after the same manner as 
that of the Canucks, excepting they 
have not the dog teams and have more 
difficulties to contend with In getting 
on the tee. What Is known as the un­
der-drift In the lake wears away the 
Ice and oftentimes the fishermen oe.ve 
to go miles up the American beach be­
fore they can get on.

ICE BREAKS AWAY.
In soft or stormy weather the Ice of­

tentimes breaks away from the U.S. 
shore, which makes the sporty occupa­
tion on that side of the lake dangerous. 
The danger from the same cause I» not 
possible on this side of the water, as 
the storms, which chiefly come tfom 
the southwest, have a tendency to pile 
the ice up In this comer of the lake. 
In case of a heavy blow the fishermen 
always come ashore.

Winter lake fishing was first started 
11 years ago. but If It does not pay bet­
ter In the future than It has tor the 
past few years. It will soon start oe 
the decline.

Are Asseye» Shsrks? „
In the course of a letter to The Belle­

ville Intelligencer supporting the es­
tablishment of a public assay office in 
that city, the correspondent remarks :

”1 have been doing something at pro­
specting during the last year, and from 
my limited experience I find that It 
Is next to Impossible to get an assay 
office that can be relied on.

“A friend of mine, who is Interested 
In a claim about twelve miles from 
here, sent samples of the same ore to 
seven different essayera. Four of these 
essayera found gold and silver In the 
ore; two found nothing and one found 
nickel, Iron and arsenic. The question 
arises, whom are we to believe ?

"I have had conflicting reports on ores 
which I have sent to be assayed. Old 
miners tell me that most essayera are 
sharks. I think that some of them 
are dishonest, some are Incompetent, 
and others are laay, while a few are 
genuine, but It Is hard to know who 
are to be relied on.”

The correspondent wants a Govern­
ment office wihleh can be relied upon.

How Capper Was CereerTO.

Mr. Robert W. Wilson of The Mining 
and Scientific Press recently had this 
to say of the world’s copper markets:

"Some ten or twelve years ago the 
copper market became • utterly de­
moralized, owing to the formation of 
what was known as the French copper 
trust by Monsieur Secretan. At that 
time there were copper mines discover­
ed In New Caledonia and Australia, 
and Secretan obtained enormous con­
cessions from the French Government 
to work the former.

Ielal.)—If traveling and freight busi­
ness is a sign of coming prosperity and i 
Boom, hard times should soon be a 
thing of the past. Figures from the 
It-C.R. at this point show that the 
freight for the two first months of this 
year, and especially during the past 
three weeks, has surpassed all records 
in the history of that company. Up to 
the 21st Inst., this year, 2000 more cars 
had passed over the cantilever bridge 
than during the whole 29 days of the 
same month last year, and last night 
last year’s February record had been 
excelled by 9000 cars.

A SeW Custom* Keralnllou.
A new customs regulation, which will en­

tail less expense to shippers In taking out 
consular certificates for goods sent to tlie 
United States, will, It is said, be put into 
force on March 1. Heretofore when goods 
were shipped from Toronto to the United 
States three certificates had to be made 
out and signed by the American Consul 
here. One certificate was sent to Wash­
ington, another to the boundary, while the 
third was retained by the Consul here. 
When the goods to be shipped were valued 
under $100 there was no charge for the 
certificates, but when the value was over 
$100 the charge amounted to about $3. 
The new regulation will permit the shipper 
to make out his own certificate, whicn 
will merely have to be signed by the Con­
sul, and tne charge of which will be only 
about 10 cents. Official notification of the 
change has not yet been received at the 
Custom House.

rner hanging crucified in Gwato House, 
and of roads to and from the city lin&d 
oh either side by men and women cru­
cified, impaled, mutilated and half- 
buried alive In the ground. And such 
horrors are no momentary outburst or 
fiendish fanaticism, but the normal 
practice of a great Fetish theocracy 
which has long been devouring its hu­
man victims with, a sacred orutalLy 
still all unabated!

What is Ju Ju?

It is a religious manifestation not 
confined to Benin, but in milder oi 
harsher form, though nowhere so hide­
ous as In that City of Skulls, ranging 
as wide almost as human nature Itself. 
Under a variation of nomenclature, 
such as tabooing, branding, consecra­
tion, excommunication, ban, outlawry, 
end, more recently, boycotting, traces 
of essentially the same religious senti- 
ment may be recognized in most parts 
of our world, and more especially In 
the more primitive stages of civiliza­
tion. The idea originally Is to mark 
out some person or thing from among 
all others, and to devote and conse­
crate him or it to the gods, and there­
by render him or it unavailable for any 
and all other purposes; to make him 
or it forbidden, interdicted, excommu­
nicated, or boycotted. In Beninland 
flourish many products valuable to 
man. such as rubber, palmkeinela, 
gum-copal, gum-arabic, incense gums, 
mahogany, hardwoods and fibres of 
every kind. But lo! his sacred Ma­
jesty the King of Benin has pro­
nounced on them (or very nearly all 
of them) the spell of -Ju Ju. And so. 
instead of finding wholesome circula­
tion all over our round world, and 
rendering service to God and man, 
there they lie and rot, a pestilence to 
themselves and all around them; avoid­
ed of all men, paralyzed under curse 
of Ju Ju! Again, there Is more than 
one road to Benin City; nor is the road 
by way of Gwato the most desirab e. 
But, then, all routes to Benin City 
other than by way of Gwato lie under 
the ban of Ju Ju; nor dare any mortal 
visit the city unless by way of Gwato. 
The royal residence consists of a num­
ber of compounds, each enclosed by a. 
high mud wall, in each compound is 
a fetish shrine comprising among other 
things a number of elephants' tusks, 
some of them very beautifully carved, 
and the whole, of course, freely drench­
ed with sacred blood. Here his sacred 
Majesty wields the terrible power of 
Ju Ju. and no poor creature, man, 
beast or thing, feels safe at any mo­
ment.
