Details at the battle of Modder River arc 
coming In very slowly. The Important 
feature of those received In London yes­
terday was the fact that General Lord 
Methuen was wounded during the fight­
ing. He received a bullet In the fleshy 
part of the thigh. His wound Is not at 
all serious, as the general la still In com­
mand, and ready for the next battle. The 
Boers are great fighters, and this fact 
was candidly admitted by Lord Methuen 
after congratulating the troops on their 
fighting- on Tuesday. The total casual­
ties have not yet been sent to the War 
Office, but soi tar as is known in London 
among the dead are: Staff-Col. H. P. 
Northcott, Lieut.-Col. H. R. Stopford 
and Capt. 8. Faria of the 2nd Cold- 
stream Guards.

All was well at Ladysmith np to Nov. 28, 
.according to the story of Mitchell, a 
telegraph operator, who has Just arrived 
at Pietermaritzburg. The report says 
that during the siege only eight men 
were killed by shells, and in all the bat­
tles fought by General White only 100 
men had been killed.

The London Times publishes a despatch to­
day from Frere, Natal, dated Monday, 
which sajs: “Ladysmith was heavily 
bombarded to-day.”

Boer prisoners at Orange River report that 
the number of the enemy killed at Bel­
mont was ISO, while 400! Went to death 
at Gras Pan. Among the prisoners cap­
tured In those two engagements were 
several with enormous red crosses on 
their sleeves.

Interpreter tor the Nation.

Chamberlain has acted as Interpreter for 
the nation. The new alliance or England, 
the United States and Germany, wltn pos­
sibly Japan thrown In, ana Austria and 
Italy In the background, Is something to 
make those fool-mouthed Parisians shiver.
If they cannot cease their Insmte, their 
colonies will be taken from them and given 
to Germany and Italy. England has no 
quarrel with the present French Govern­
ment, but how long will it stand against 
the machlnaitlons ot Dr. Leyds and tne gen­

Chronicle Is Dubious.

Chamberlain’s enthusiasm, like his 
antagonism, suffers from over-empha­
sis. Alliances are almost out 
ot the question. His remarks regarding the 
United States, however, are distinctly hap­
py. But the German public Is In no mood 
for such an alliance, and Mr. Chamberlain’s 
uncalled-for and unstatesman-llke reference 
to Vranoe Is reprehensible.”

Salisbury’s Splendid Service.
The Dally Telegraph says : "The future 

may or may not see the completion of this 
new triple alliance, which would sway the 
destinies of the world. It Is sufficient for 
the present that the understanding between 
the Government of Great Britain and the 
United States and Germany is more inti­
mate, and more likely to be lasting, than 
ever before.

LULL IN MINING ACTIVITY. Ry1to

II
Around Rat Portage Tltey Are 

Waiting for Navigation to Close 
as Per Expectation»,

Itat Portage, Nov. 28.—(Special Corres- 
pi ndence.)—’i here ls a lull in mining activ­
ity all through this district at the present 
time, owing to the fact that navigation 
has remained open so long. Mining men 
gent tally had arranged their work so a» to 
nave everything fit in with the closing of 
navigation about the 15th, but the uon-nr- 
rival of the freeze-up about that date baa 
left them with n few days for which they 
have not any work that they are just quite 
retdy to undertake. As a consequence, 
most of them are engaged tidying up camps 
and doing odd jobs of that kind, together 
with a little prospecting, In order to nil up 
time.

The new camp at the Electro-Gold Mine of 
the Italny River Gold Mining Company la 
completed, and the gang of men now at 
work have moved over from the Wlmor 
Camp.

Manager Crocker of the Combined reports 
that the ore railroad at the mine Is now In 
full operation, and that the mill is doing 
good work. There was some little difficulty 
In getting things to run quite smoothly nt 
first, but this has now been got over.

Operations will shortly he commenced on 
the Fleur do Lis and the Mohawk, two loca­
tions on Shoal Lake.

The ore from the Gold Fanner appears 
to get richer ns the shaft Is being sunk to 
a greater depth. From the 15-foot dep:h 
specimens have been taken out literally 
plastered with gold; in fact. It ls said to 
lie the riehest-looklng ore that has ever 
been seen In Rat Portage, and that Is saying 
n good deni.

At the Adeline Mine, on the Clytle Buy, 
the shaft Is down about 65 feet, and It ls 
proposed to put In machinery In the spring. 
This ls one of the several properties In this 
vicinity owned by the Mine» Contract and 
Investigation Company of Toronto.
