One Most Important Issume.

Mr. W. F. Maclean: This debate, short
as it is, has brought out one most important
issue im this country. The sooner the Gov-
crnment of this country get holl of W'
ideas In regard to tariffe the better, and
the better they will be able to deal with
all questions of this kind. This new doc-
trine in Europe is a doctrine of
tariff for tariff, reciprocity £for reci-
procity. Every nation of Europe to-day Is
adopting that principle by a methed of
maximum and minimum tariffs. By that
principle a nation is able to make friend'y
arrangements with nations that are friend-
ly, and put a tariff against tariff with na-
tions whose trade relations are unfavorable.
Italy and Russia have adopted this prin-
ciple, and Russia, as we have lately seen,
hus put itinto good effect against the United
S{ates. The sooner Canada, 0o, recognizes
this principle the better. Just as soon as
we have a maximum and minimum tariff
will we be able to deal to our advantage
with nations like Italy. I was taxed by the

Australla will
certainly adopt a policy of protection for
the encouragement of the industries of
the new Commonwealth.

A debate developed immediately, to
which Mr, Clarke Wallace imparted general
public interest by declaring that tenders
for all public works should ‘have the wid-
est publicity. This would be the ‘best

way of securing honest administration.
Mr. Monk supported the same view.

Mr. Fielding eombated the principle
and said there would be an eud of eco-
nom'c administration If the idea of pub-
licity were adopted.

Hon. Jobm Haggart reminded the Financa
Minister that the principle of publicity is
adopted thruout ¢the United States, eer-
tainly by all maunicipal administrations
and by most cities in Canada.

Hon, Mr. Blair asked Mr Haggart how
long he had been of this opimion.
Publicity a Progressive Principla,
* Mr, W. F. Maclean: , The principie of
publicity may be new to the Government,
but it-is a progressive principle. Privacy
allows log-rolling, but the publicity of
the tenders would stop log-rolling. [ hope
the Government will revise its policy.

The company is applying to the Legisia-
ture for the customary assistance granted
railways in opening up new territory. 1t
asks, in addition to the usual cash subsidy
from the Dominion, that the  proviace
should grant a subsidy similar to that giv-
en to the two James Bay rallways; that
is, $2000 and 5000 acres prr'mlle. subject to
the saving reservation as to pine and as to
the selection of the land, in alternate town-
ships or blocks, The Dominion has already
granted the usual subsidy from Sudbury to
Little Current and from Meaford to- Owen
sound.

While the tendency of the day Is in the
dirvection of curtailing, if not entirely abol-
ishing, the graunting of subsidies to new
raiiways, yet we think it will be in the
interests of the provincé to assist an enter-
prise that promises so much for us, It is
said that during the last ecight years the
province has ounly sold at the rate of 882
acres of mining land per annum and leas-
ed 2353 acres In the districts of Algoma and
Nipissing, which contain 64,000,000 acres.
We can afford to give away a few acreg
thereby we can indace population to come
in and help settle the remainder.

In view of the expensive nature of the
undertaking, including a rallway ferry at
the Straits, and of the importance it would

Want More Ammunition.

Lileut:-Col. Bruce asked if It were the in-
teution of the Government to grant more
ammunition to corps. The establishment of
a musketry school was of little use unless
from 100 to 150 rounds of ammunition per
man was granted.

Hon, Dr. Borden could not answer off-
hand, The General was there and had heard
ithe question. If the matter came to him in
the way of a recommendation, he generally
considered recommendations from the
G.0.C.

A motion of thanks to she Senate and
House of Commons was adopted;

Lieut.-Col. Sherwood moved a vote of
welcome to Major-General O’Grady Haly.

General Looks ARead.

The Genera] briefly acceptéd the compli-
ment that the force liked him, It was a
high compliment; he hoped he would de-
serve it when he went away. Referring to
the musketry school, hé sald a lot of non-
sense was talled. He had seen a suggea-
tion that the musketry instructors should be
dismissed and a few Boers imported. It
was an excellent suggestion; they were tho-
roly tralned rifle shots. The suggestion for
increased ammunition was good provided it
could be used. A second-class shot could
toke a certificate at the musketry school,
but men were taught to use their ammuni-
tion with the best effect. In regard to the
rifle, it was the general consensus of opin-
jon that the one at present in use was the
best weapon known. High opinion held
that Tommy Atkins’ shooting was super.or
to that of the Boers. Put Tommy behind a
rifle pit and on the defensive with a Lee-
¥nfield and he will give a very good ac-
count of himself.

Not Satisfied.

Votes of thanks to donors of prizes were
then ecarried. Col. Otter commended the
establishment of rifle clubs, but as the re-
sult of his experience had returned to
Csmada not at all satistied with Canada’s
rifle shooting. He wanted to see the ca-
dets tanght the use of the rifle; then in a
short Mme we should become a-nation of
very good shots,

On the motion of Col. Bursteed and Col.
Hughes, Col. 'Illton was made a life mem-
ber. of the association.

The election of officers resuited in the
re-election of the old officers.
