| Ottawd, April 6—{(Special)—The
. capital was fairly invaded to-day, a
deputation being here from all the
manicipalities along the line of the
Trent Valley Canal, to urge the speedy
completion of that important er-
taking. At first it was proposed to
‘meet in the Railway Committee room
of the House of Commons, but this
was not large enough, and the deputa~
tion was asked to proceed to the House
of Commons Chamber. Previously
they had lined up 400 strong before the
Russel] House and marched up two
and two to the Parliament Buildings.
/The Commons Chamber was crowded.

Senator Cox introduced the deputa~
tion. He said he believed there was
no ground for the common story that
the Government was prejudiced
against the enterprise. Twelve ridings
were represented to-day, being the two
' Simcoes, North Ontario, two Victorias,
two Peterboros, two Hastings and two
Northumberlands.

Mr. John Carnegie of Peterboro,
spoke at some length, If a rule were
‘laid from Chicago. to Montreal it
would be run across’ this route. Long

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QUESTION OF DISALLOWANCE.
Speaking on "Mr. McInnes' 'motion,

{British Columbia Southern Act of 1896,
The Globe says it “is not going to step’
out of a campaign against the ecoercion
of Manitoba into a campaign for the

«|coercion of British Comumbia, and is

not going to urge the Dominion Gov-
ernment to outrage the constitution
and mulet older Canada in millions of
costs for a Government rallway in
order to undo the mistakes of a Local
Government, elected by the people of
the Pacific Province.” We undergtand
very well that The Globe is going tO
do nothing to imperil the charter of
the British Columbia Southern Ralil-
way, and we understand the reason
why The Globe would not be @ party
| to any sueh proposal. ' Is not the Presi-
dent of The Globe personally and pe-
cunjarily interested in the plunder
which that charter bestows upon those
who secured it ? Why should The
Globe adopt a policy which is inimical
to the pecuniary interests of the presi-
dent and the largest shareholders of
the paper ? 'To disallow the Act in
question would imperil the interests
of the C.P.R. Why should The Globe
fmperil the .lnterests of the C.P.R.
when The Globe directorate and the
C.P,R. people are all in the same boat?
Since The Giobe has been found cut
no one has expected that it was going
to urge the disallowance of the British
Columbia Southern Aect.

But 'a good case ,neverthelegss, wWas
made out by Mr. McInnes and other
western fepresentatives for the disal-
{1owance of thé Act:. ' It ‘was pointed
out that the people of British Colunf
bia, we do not mean the politicians,
desired to “have 'the Act disallowed;
that the province had been too free
with its gifts to corporations ; that the
people were very anxious to escape
from this threatened monopoly. The
charter of the British Coiumbia South-
ern creates an enormous monopoly in
land, six and a half million acres right
in the centre of the Kootenay district.

The extent of the coal fields that g0
with the charter is almost fabulous,
according to the figures adduced by
the representative of Vancouver. The
tonnage s estimated mot in millions,
but in billions. At one cent a ton the,
estimated deposits of ‘coal would ex-
ceed in value the national debt of
Canada. Then the charter bears on its
face the evidence of a fraud upon the
people. The charter is #0 fixed that
the company can claim zll these coal
deposits by merely building a marrow
gauge road 75 miles in length. The
British Columbla Southern Rallway 18
chartered to run drom Vancouver to
the eastern boundary of the province,
some 600 miles. But the grant of the
ocoal lands does not depend upon the
completion of the whole iine. The com-
rpany esta.hfllaheo its monopoly of
those lands when it completes 756 miles
of & narrow gauge track. All these
facts go to show that the people of
British Columbia have been deprived
of & heritage of inestimable value, that
they have been made the victims of a
mereciless monopoly. ;

There is every reason, therefore, why
the Dominion Parliament should
geriously consider the propriety of dis-
allowing the Act and of handing back
to the people the property which their
representatives have foolishly, if not
fraudulently, parted with, The Globe's
campaign against the coercion of
Manitoba was right because the cause
of the Manitobang was right, A cam-
paign to disallow the British Columbia
Southern Act would not be a cam-
paign against the interests of the peo-
ple of PBritish Columbia, but against
the interests of the corrupt politicians
of British Columbia. The sime argu-

oppose the coercion of Manitoba ought
to prompt it to insist on the disallow-
ance of this British Columbia Railway
Act.

We notice that tife Government has
not taken such a decided stand on this
question ‘as has The Globe. Hon, Mr.
Davies’ statement of the right of the
Dominion to interfere 'in provineial
legislafion would include such a case
as that under discussion, He admits
that where vital Dominion interests
are at stake the central Government
would be justified in interfering. The
coal lands of British Columbia are
closely identified with the success of
the, mining industry, and surely that
industry is of national more than of
provincial importance. i

THE BICYCLE 18 ** BAGGAGE.”

A bill will be introduced in the House
of Commons within a day or two in
regard to the carriage of bicycles on
passenger trains. The bill will pro-
vide that bicycles should be declared
to be baggage, and as such transported
onthe same terms as apply to ordinary
baggage. The'wheermen make out &
good case in favor of their contention
that the bicyecle is “baggage” within
the meaning of the law and of the Rail-
way Act. The courts of England, the
United States and Canada have held
that guns and ammunition are the bag-
gage of thre hunter, that tools are the
baggage of the mechanic and that fish-
ing tackle is the baggage of the angler.
On the same prineciple it is no ex-
aggeration to say that the bicycle is
the baggage of the wheelman. The
purchase of a railway ticket secures
not omly transportation for the pur-
chaser himself,, but he is entitled to
take along with him baggage to the
extent of 150 pounds. The railway
does not take the pagsenger’s baggage
as a matter of courtesy or convenience,
The company is under statutory obli-,
gation to carty it.

This fact should not be lost sight
of by the people’s representatives in
Parliament. The ticket is good for

lica—a sort of haif-cloged red and yéllow
striped umbrella—swept up the aisle in gor-
geous procession, to the strains of the or-
gan, the archbishops and the famous Pa-
pal Ablegate bringing up the rear. This
distinguished persomage was courteousty
and usly seated In @ gredt chair,
high over which was a beautiful arrange-
ment of flags and shield with heraldic de-
vice, the Spanish flag, out of compliment
to Monsignor, being noticeable.” On elther
side of him sat the archbishops, and m
the carved altar chairs were ranged tle
priests apd monks of .various orders, Ar-
ter the singing of the “Venl Creator,” the
ablegate seated himself and the reading or
the addresses began; Archbishop Duhamel,
with his keen fifteenth century face, In
purple robes, with touches of red and rich
white lace, read the first address, in the
fine old Latin tongue, and Mgr. Mery del
Val listened with watchful and courtéous
attention, He was followed by Mayor bBing-
ham, in English; the Mayor was quite an
imposing figure in his long black officiat
robes with scarlet trimmings and  go'd
chain, but very few outside his' immediate
circle caught a word of the address, so
uncertain was his volce; then followed the
address” In French by the president of La
Banque Nationale.

When the ablegate rose to reply he
showed a tall, slender figure, clad In pur-
ple robes, lined with red; soft, white
sleeves with deep, rich cuffs of lace over
crimson, came from the slashed cloak, and
with his buckled shoes and cross he was a
pleaging and picturesque figure; his race
is dark, and rather pointed as to features;
he has dark hair and eyebrows and beautl-
ful eyes; his volce is good, his enunciation
clear, and his accent in both English ana
French perfect; his manmer is that of a
finished diplomat. While fie spoke the scene
was most imposing, the eager, upturned sea

NEW YEAR'S DAY VOTING.

The city’s application for legislaticn
to authorize the holding of municipal
elections on New Year's day was fin-
ally thrown ot at the, Legislature yes-
terday, but it is the Igtention of the
Mayor and aldermen keep up the
agitation in favor of this innovation.

A letter has been printed and will
be widely circulated, setting forth good
reasons for the change, as follows:

Toronto has a_very large population
of men steadily employed in factories
and-at other work, which is carried on
a long distance, frequently miles, from
the place in which they live. They vot
!wheére they live; and as polling places
iopen at ¥ in the forenoon and close
af b in the afternoon, these men, if at

are debasred from exercising
their franchise unless «t the serious
expense and inconvenience of a long
journey, loss of time and absence from
duty, which is frequently very difficult
for them to sécure, New Year's day
being a public heliday, they could vote
on that day Wwithout inconvenience or

We have a 'arge number of citizens—
commercial travelers, jusurance egents,
etc.~who are .at home vor the Christ-
mas holidays. - They mast, however,
start on the road again on the morn-
ing of the first Monday in the new
year. If we had voting un New Year's
day they could go to the polls. As the
law now stands they are uiso debarred
from exercising their franchize: .

To show how the people appreciate
voting on New Year's day, it is st&fed
that in 1893 the vote polled was 20,3564
(not New Year'siday); in 1804 the vote
polled was 23,136 (New Year's day);
and in 1895. the vote polled was 20,5623
(not, New Year's day). This shows
that nearly 3000 more votes were polled
when the election was held on New
Year's day than when held on any
other day, and the comparison for &
number of years shows the same large-
ly increased vote wheh the elections
have been held on New Year's day.

The citizens of Toronto as a whole
are decidedly in favor of the proposed
change. A vote was taken on the
quesition at the last maunicipal elec-
tions ,and, out of a total of 20,611 votes,
15,603 were cast in favor of the pro-
posed change, while on’y 6108 obj>2ted
to it, or, in other words, three to cne
favored the change. In addition to this
it is supported by every newspaper in
Toronto, by the Trades and Labor or-
ganizations of this city, and has never
been publicly opposed by anyone, but
on the other hand has been- generally
commended,

in the Huronian district where no ex-
ploring had taken place, and to cap
everything, had the supreme audacity
to contend that the deal was not a
departure from the principle of “blank-
et applications,” nobody could be said
to have been shocked. People were
simply suprised at the unmitigated
gall of a minister of the Crown who
felt that partisan exigencies required
wilful perversion of material facts, the
truth of which could be easily ascer-
tained. Tor one of the two grants
made to this alleged South African
General Development syndicate is not
far from the northwest angle of the
Lake of the Woods, and is near to por-
tions of the Mather timber grant. This
grant is part of the peninsula separ-
ating Shoal Lake ifrom Lake of the
Woods ; it is surrounded by island
mineral locations of great valuc ; part
of it has already been taken up ; the
celebrated Mikado mine is near by ;
the Sultana is not far distant—Indeeq,
many of the mines of the Iake of the

How to Cultivate Foreign Trade,

Editor World: Having visited all the
British and French islands in the West
Indies, also all of the Australian co-
Jonies (commereially), your editorial
in to-day's iesue on South American
trade appeals to me in a most practi-
cal way. I suggested to a prominent
official at the Jamaica Exposition in
1891 a scheme based somewhat on the
Hnes of the Rio de Janeiro writer, My
ideas were formulated arter six months
of hard pushing against forelgn goods,
with which the West Indies are filled.
The idea was the necessity of our Gov-
ernment getting thoroughiy competent
commercia] men to approach the trade
with samples of Canadian products,
men who knew their pusiness, good
salesmen, who would be able to rot
only show our goods but who would
le able to intelligently say where we
were weak and where we were strong
In order to gev\
such men, 1 pointed out that it would
be necestary to assist them, as the or-
dinary commission of a commercial
agent was too small to encourage any
such men to make the attempt of 20
ing so far from home on so specula-
tive a matter; that, in fact, the Gov-
ernment, to introduce and cultlvate
Canadian exportable articles, ought v
subsidize a few such men. The experi-
ment would not be costly; the carry-
ing  facilities would veéry soon appear
i there was a demand ror them. The
gystem which you memntion is absurd.
‘We spend largely in ocur carrylng ar-
mangements, and have no people who
are directly interested in endeavoring to
create a demand for the scrvice to
make the subsidy effective to Canada.
Then, again, the cost of such a trip to

{any commercial man i£ too much for

any one or two concerns to stand.
Some of our moce progressive and
larger manufacturers have done 80,
