main terms of the proposed Canadian- 
Australian tariff agreement.—

“Certain goods of Canadian origin 
including fish, gloves, machinery and 
paper, will be given the benefit of the 
British preferential tariff, while others, 
consisting of iron and steel tubes, or 
pipes, koloshes, and vehicle parts will 
enter under the intermediate tariff.”

“The proposed British preferential 
rates render machinery free compared 
with 10 per cent, under present rates. 
Certain classes of printing paper also 
will be free compared with the present 
rate of three a ton. Gloves, (textile 
only) will be subject to 10 per cent ad 
valorem compared with the present 
rate of 28 per cent.”

“Regarding the other side of the 
agreement Canada will grant Australia 
the British preference on fresh meat, 
canned meat lard, tallow eggs, butter, 
cheese, onions, raisins, currants, dried 
fruits (not otherwise provided for) can­
ned fruit and vegetables, glue, gelatine, 
bees wax, pears, quinces, apricots, nec­
tarines, honey and eugalytus oil.”

Letters Claiming Relationship to 
Lotta Crabtree Pour Into 

Probate Office.
Boston,. Oct. 2.—Scores of letters 

have been received by the clerk of the 
Suffolk County Probate Court and by 
the three executors of the estate of 
Lotta Crabtree, claiming relationship 
with the actress, whose will provided a 
trust fund of $2,000,000 for disabled 
veterans of the World War and their 
dependents, set aside almost as great 
a sum for other philanthropic purposes 
and bequeathed $100,000 to relatives. 
The letters were from all parts of the 
country and every m,ail added to their 
number.

While legal action to contest the will 
on' behalf of relatives of the actress 
not named therein impended, Judge 
Dolan in Probate Court appointed as 
special administrators of Miss Crab­
tree’s estate the persons named in the 
will as executors and trustees—Major- 
General Clarence R. Edwards, U. S. 
A. (retired) ; Justice William C. Wait 
of the Massachusetts Supreme Court, 
and William A. Morse, who acted as 
the actress’ attorney for many years 
and who drew the will at her instruc­
tions.
Will Deal With Emergencies.

The duties of the special adminis­
trators will be to deal with any 
gency that may arise In connection 
with the estate pending the allowing 
of the will, which will be presented 
about November 1.

At the same time, Mayor James M.

JAPANESE FLEET 
IN MANOEUVERS
There Are 188 Vessels in Opera­

tions Beginning Today in 
Pacific Waters.

(United Press.)
Tokyo, Japan, Oct. 2—The grand 

naval manoeuvres of the Japanese navy 
began , in the Japanese Pacific waters 
today and will end on Oct. 24. They 
are under the direct supervision of the 
Prince Regent.

They are significant in view of the 
fact that they show the fighting 
strength of the Japanese navy, re­
stricted by the Washington disarma­
ment conference.

The last Japanese naval manoeuvres 
were held in I919v with the emperor, 
now ill, In command. The war crafts 
engaged then number 134. Since then 
there has been an increase of 84 war­
ships.

As a result of the naval treaty made 
at the Washington Conference, the 
number of battleships .was cut from 
12 to 6, battle cruisers from 7 to 4 and 
cruisers from 20 to 16. Torpedo boats, 
though, have been increased from 87 to 
105 vessels and submarines from 10 to 
26. ,

One hundred eighty-four vessels, in­
cluding 63 from the combined squadron 
and the remaining ships attached to 
the Yokosuka, Kure and Sasebo naval 
stations and Mako. Maeiuru, Chlnkai 
and Ominato naval depots, will par­
ticipate in the operations, which started 
today. The expense to the government 
will be five million yen. However, 
owing to depleted finances, the grand' 
naval review will not be held this 
year.

PASSPORTS LURE 
EXPERT THIEVES

■YHamburg, Sept. 14.—(Associated 
Press, by mall).—American passports 
and foreign passports viseed for the 
United States are now worth their 
weight in gold in central Europe, and 
passport thieves are busy on trains, in 
hotels and on steamers and wharves.

Scores of stolen passports are re­
ported weekly to American consular 
officials. It is a frequent occurrence for 
a foreigner who has obtained a viseed 
document for America to have his 
papers .stolen before he sails.

Americans arc warned by consular 
officers to keep the numbers of their 
passports, and make speedy reports of 
theft to the nearest consiil so that the 
papers may be cancelled from Wash­
ington and steps taken to prevent im­
posters from reaching the United 
States. Travelers are warned not to 
leave their passports in their luggage, 
ev*n If it is locked, and advised to 
carry them in inside pockets beyond 
the reach of sneak thieves.

The situation has become particularly 
bad since the new American immigra­
tion law went into effect. There are

It Is hardly reasonable to insist that 
all, or even a considerable number, of 
those who invest unwisely are ignorant 
of the risk they are voluntarily taking. 
What is it, then, that makes it easy 
for the designing, the dishonest and the 
predatory schemers to obtain millions 
of dollars of 'the people’s earnings 
every year? The conclusion is forced 
that the chief contributing factor is 
the selfish desire to get much for little 
and to gain a profit that has not been 
legitimately earned. Speculation, rath­
er than acfual investment, is the lure 
which many find it difficult to resist.

Therefore it may be impossible, as 
Judge Anderson says, to teach the les­
son thoroughly. If avarice, rather than 
mere ignorance, prompts the unwary to 
Intrust their savings to the promoters 
of questionable schemes, something be­
sides exposure, through publicity, will 
be required to che-k the tendency com­
plained of.

Bolt,MORALS IN SCHOOLS.
A national movement is being 

launched in the United States in sup­
port of moral training in schools. It 
has been approved by leaders of 
great religious orjuinlzations, Protestant, 
Catholic and Jevigh. Cardinals, rabbis 
and bishops beh 
mentioned.

Of course there is moral training <n 
schools, but it is not a definite part of 
the curriculum and there is no text­
book. Religious training is barred 
because of difference in creed. V It is 
now proposed to have a code of morals 
which may be systematically taught 
without exciting religious protest. The 
code must necessarily be satisfactory 
to the adherents of great religions, and 
this should not be difficult. One is in­
terested to find in a commercial news­
paper, the Chicago Journal of Com­
merce, a very thoughtful article on this 
subject, showing as it does that the 
possession of a high moral code is re­
garded as most desirable in the business 
world as well as in purely religious 
circles. We quote:—

“Religion and morals go hand in 
hand, as a rule, although a m^an may he 
moral and at the same time irreligious. 
To most minds religion and moyds 
are so interwoven that it is sometimes 
hard to say where one ends and the 
other begins. We always distinguish 
right and wrong more or less as re­
ligious or wicked. That is because all 
religions teach morals. But morals do 
not teach religion, although one trained 
by conscience to moral conduct natur­
ally is receptive to religious teachings. 
Morals spring from man’s natural sense 
of right and duty. They influence his 
conduct in all. his daily affairs and con­
tact with others, and make Ipm just in 
his dealings. Religion is man’s love or 
fear for some superhuman and over-, 
ruling power, usually called God, to­
gether with obedience to the commands 
of that power revealed to man. Some 
day, perhaps, when we have learned 
the wisdom of teaching the children of 

nation in our public schools a sound 
system of morals, we shall take the next 
step, which is to reach an agreement on 
as many fundamental principles of re­
ligion as possible, and go to teaching 

youth a religious code, 
morals win a place with reading, writ­
ing and arithmetic in all our schools, 
we may advance to a place where cer­
tain universal religious principles may 
be taught without offence to great 
religions or the Constitution of the 
country.”

Broadstairs, which Dickens, in writ­
ing of “Our Watering Place” in 1841, 
described as “one; of the freshest and 
purest little places in the world,” was 
originally Bradstowe, and, isays an 
English exchange, some exiguous re­
mains of Our Lady of Bradstowe, the 
shrine in whose honor the coastwise 
sailors were wont to lower their top­
sails in passing, may yet be found in 
the little chapel of St. Mary, in Al­
bion street.

If the more dignified Bradstowe has 
become corrupted by colloquial negli­
gence into the modern Broadstairs, its 
present inhabitants cannot complain if 
‘IDickensville” is suggested as a yet 
more appropriate designation of the 
place.

world.

Among the fotsils already unearthed 
by Professor Kozloff and his assistants 
are those of 25 quadrupeds of undesig­
nated species, 150 birds of varying sizes, 
100 reptiles, snakes and fishes and 
more than 1,000 insects of giant size.

NBW YORK CHILDREN’S COURT.of Monoacetle-

(Christlan Science Monitor.)
With the opening of the new Chil­

dren’s Court in New York, a step has 
been taken which does credit to the 
State, and should result In a noticeable 
improvement In the general moral con­
ditions of its children. By the estab­
lishment of the court, which Is, Inci­
dentally, one of the few new courts to 
be set up in New York City In a cen­
tury, a new bench Is provided which 
will put an end to any dealing with 
children as criminals. As such, It thor­
oughly warrants the commendation 
which the sponsor of the bill for Its 
establishment has accorded It, namely, 
that thereby the court will become a 
place “not for reformation, but for for­
mation and prevention.”

It is, indeed, In this last respect that 
the most significant aspect of the new 
law is to be seen, for, by taking the 
court out of the criminal court system 
and thereby eliminating the question of 
punishment, it enables those In author­
ity to grapple with the problem of 
child welfare from the standpoint of 
remedying the true cause of the child­
ren’s troubles. As Edward F. Healy, 
who presided at the opening ceremo­
nies at the Manhattan branch, said, 
“We can advise and, when necessary, 
Compel parents to do what Is necessary 
to remedy the environments of their 
children. We can rebuild families. We 
can, in short, serve as the great father 
of the children, representing the State 
of New York."

Gleaner libel case warmed up today 
when Mr. Hanson took the stand. HeSurnia, Oct. 2—After deliberating for 

an hour and forty minutes yesterday 
jury returned a verdict acquitting the 
Garner Brothers, evangelists of Mun- 
de, Indiana, of the charges of dese­
crating Joseph’s Roman Catholic 
church, Sarnia. The accused and their 
friends left for the ferry dock imme­
diately after the trial and there was 
no demonstration given on this side.

The name of the Ku Klux Klan was 
spoken probably for the first time in a 
Supreme Court of Canada when the 
trial of Rev. George Garner and Roma 
C. Garner, American evangelists, of 
Muncle, Indiana, was« continued in 
Sarnia, Ont., this week. A Canadian 
Press despatch sayp:—

The brothers are charged with dese­
cration of St. Joseph’s Roman Catholic 
church, and the theft of a pyx and 
twelve Hosts and one Benediction Host, 
taken from the tabernacle of the 
church on August 18. They voluntar­
ily came to Sarnia and surrendered 
themselves. Mr. Justice Rose of To­
ronto Is presiding. The court room was 
crowded.

Col. E. S. Wlgle of Windsor, acting 
crown attorney, produced a pamphlet 
in court In seeking to furnish a motive 
for the theft -of the Host. This 
pamphlet, which Mrs. George Garner, 
wife of one of the accused, who was 
called as a defence witness, said was 
distributed by the party of which the 
Garners were members at meetings 
held at Port Huron, contàinéd a hymn 
Of criticism of the practices Of the 
Roman Catholic Church.

Detective Testifies.
Detective James Barclay of Sarnia, 

a crown witness, spoke of hearing 
Evangelist King, leader of the Garner 
party, say at his meeting that “if the 
United States does not put the 
Roman Catholic Church out of busi­
ness the Ku Klux Klan would.”

Mrs. Garner was subjected to a severe 
grilling by Col. Wigie, who asked what 
was the feeling of lier party towards 
the Roman Catholic Church. She re­
plied: “We love them; ours is a re­
ligion that makes us love everybody.” 
She did not .know that thé leader of the 
Evangelist party had called himself ex- 
Romanist King, but he had been a 
Roman Catholic formerly.

In explanation of his second visit 
to the church, Garner said he had 
been told that after Protestants had 
been known to enter a Roman Catholic 
church, the church was sprayed with 
holy water and blessed aftfr their de­
parture. He and his brother returned 
to St. Joseph’s a short time after the 
first visit to see if this was done, but 
saw nothing when they peeped inside 
the door. Garner denied that he was a 
member of the Ku Klux Klan.

PAUL'S, LONDONTo Dr. Taylor witness said it cost 
him $5,000 to find Crocket out.

London, Sept. 18—(Associated Press 
by mail)—Despite heroic efforts being 
made to strengthen its fabpic, evidence 
accumulates that St. Paul’s cathedral, 
Sir Christopher Wren’s masterpiece, is 
threatened with disintegration. This 
evidence has been obtained from a 
variety of sources, during the last 25 
years.

The latest warning comes from the 
recently constituted Fine Arts Com­
mission, which argues a^e nst the erec­
tion of a new bridge over the Thames 
opposite St. Paul’s on the ground that 
the great cathedral already is threaten­
ed by heavy motor traffic, which is 
constantly increasing, and that any 
further shaking may lead to a catas­
trophe.

The defenders of the cathedral argue 
two ways. Either the new bridge 
would carry little traffic and so would 
be unnecessary, or it would carry a 
great deal in which case the constant 
vibration would endanger Wren’s mas­
terpiece, everywhere recognized as one 
of the finest buildings in the world.

Fears for the safety of St. Paul’s 
first were entertained when the sub­
ways were run through the earth in 
close proximity to the foundations. The 
vibration was recognized as a menace. 
This menace has been steadily aug­
mented by the constant increase in sur­
face motor traffic which rolls past the 
church, and In very close proximity 
to it.

Finally the arguments of the Fine 
Arts Commission against a new bridge 
and increased traffic are supplemented 
by a warning from Mervyn Macartney, 
surveyor of the cathedral. He argues 
that underground work for the struc­
tures of the proposed bridge would 
threaten the foundation of St. Paul’s 
by tending to drain off the water under 
the “pot earth” on which the cathedral 
stands.

“It is obvious, of course, that if tlie 
public exchanges could by legislation 
or court action secure exclusive way 
in the whole field, the fee-charging 
agencies with the abuses attributed ter 
them would be bound to disappear 
And such a plan, aimed to abolish these 
agencies, particularly those dealing with 
unskilled, semi-skilled, casual and other 
non-professional workers, is what some 
advocates of the public exchanges would 
adopt. There is, however, serious 
question whether action of that kind, 
if it were possible, would be wise. The 
mere abolition of a thing does not al­
ways help the situation. That is only 
negative. It is more important to build 
up a good constructive competing or­
ganization. The abolition alone of the 
private fee-charging agencies would 
not necessarily bring about a system 
of public employment bureaus nor an 
efficient system. With all their abuses 
the private agencies are performing a 
function needed in the absence of an 
adequate public system ; they should 
not be abolished until something if 
provided to take their place.

“It would seem far more practical 
to set to work on a positive programme 
of improving the public bureaus, for if 
we get a good public service, the fee­
charging agencies and their abuses will 
then become a minor question. The 
private agency will be eliminated be­
cause it will be useless; or we shall 
learn how to improve it through ex­
perience gained in the public bureaus.”

WORK IN THE II. S.
Russell Sage Foundation Re­

port Deals With Employ­
ment Agencies.

New York, Oct. 2. — Averaging 
good and bad years, 10 to 12 per'cent, 
of all the workers in the United States 
(several millions of men and women) 
are out of work all the time;

Widespread unemployment is 
constant phenomenon with far-reaching 
economic, social, psychological and 
moral bearings ;

In seeking work through certain 
types of commercial or fee-charging 
employment bureaus — particularly 
those dealing with unskilled and casual 
labor—thousands of men and women 
are being exploited.

Public employment bureaus or ex­
changes can make a material contribu­
tion toward the solution of this ind 
other phases of the ever-recurring prob­
lem of unemployment.

These are some of the facts brought 
out In the Introduction to the report 
of a five year study of employment 
methods, needs, and agencies made 
public here today by the Russell Sage 
Foundation. It is made clear in the 
report that the figures on unemploy­
ment, while representing the average 
of the country’s experience during the 
last two decades, are not necessarily 
indicative of present conditions or of 
tlie last year.

The investigation, which extended 
into more than 70 cities in 31 states 
and Canada, has just been completed. 
The toll report, covering more than 
600 printed pages, will be issued soon. 
The survey was conducted by a staff 
of trained field Investigators, all of 
whom had previously been engaged in 
employment work, under the direction 
of Shelby M. Harrison, director of the 
foundation’s department of surveys and 
exhibits.

Practically every known means for 
bringing work and the worker together 
was studied. The “want ad” pages of 
newspapers, the fee-charging labor 
agencies, the free public employment 
office, the labor, union’s method of se­
curing work for its members, the 
fraternal order’s activities in this 
field, the practice of applying for work 
at the factory gate or the office door, 
all were investigated. The report will 
point out the advantages and disad­
vantages to employer and employe in 
each of these means and its effect on 
the general employment situation.

After citing the fact that each year 
from 1,000,000 to 6,000,000 persons arc 
out of work for weeks and soqietimes 
for months at a time, the introduction 
to the foundation’s forthcoming report 
says

“There to something which we arc 
just beginning to recognize—a resent­
ment on the part of the workers against 
an industrial situation in which such 
Insecurity and uncertanity of employ­
ment are possible. If is not only un­
employment but the fear of unemploy­
ment—the knowledge that any job is 
uncertain and insecure, subject to the 
fluctuations of economic change—which 
is responsible for much of our present 
industrial unrest.”

This situation, the report will show, 
has been aggravated by the fact thac 
the unskilled worker who has sought 
employment through certain types of 
labor agencies has been subjected to 
such abuses as: Paying a fee and then 
failing to^t a job; being sent to dis­
tant points were no work or where 
unsatisfactory work exists, but whence 
he could not return because of the ex­
pense involved ; being employed through 
collusion between the agent and em­
ployer and after a few days’ work being 
discharged to make way for a new 
workman while the agent and employer 
divided the fee.

The report says;—
“One conclusion drawn from such 

findings has been that we must have 
public bureaus to take the place of the 
private fee-charging agencies. That is, 
in so far as people are informed on the 
question and have expressed their sen­
timents, most of them appeared con­
vinced that we should have public em­
ployment bureaus because of the 
abuses of some fee-charging agencies 
quite regardless of other considerations. 
In addition, however, the feeling has 
been growing that this service in the 
nature of the case should be free, and

THEY’RE TRYING TO 
BEAT THE BUDGET

Great Annual Game Now is 
Under Way in Wash­

ington.

(United Press.)
Washington, Oct. 2.—The great 

annual game of “trying to beat the 
Budget Bureau” Is under way full blast 
here with Uncle Sam’s dollars as the 
stake.

Every government department is try­
ing to mak- i1.» estimates of expendi­
tures for th ; fiscal year beginning *o 
Joly 1 next “stand up.” The Budget 
Bureau, an aggregation of cold blooded 
monsters to whom a nickel looks like 
$21’. are sh iwing them it can’t he done.

Estimates were rubinitted liy the de­
portments to the Bureau sou after 
July 1 las\ President Cooliuge had 
told the department and bureau heads 
in a speech on June 80 that he didn’t 
want their combined expenditures next 
tear to run over $1,800,000,000, exclu­
sive of public debt retirement charges. 
Canny Department Heads.

Did the combined estimates total less 
than that figure? They did not. They 
ran several hundred millions beyond it. 
For years and years before the budget 
bureau was created (both Democrats 
and Republicans claim credit for the 
idea) the canny department heads fig­
ured their requests to Congress for 
appiupriations would be cut in half 
anyway, so they doubled them in ad­
vance to make sure they got what they 
wanted. The idea persists in some 
quarters, but the budget bureau is do­
ing its best to stamp it out.

With this mass of bloated estimates 
in hand, General Lord, director of the 
budget, and his gang of hawk-eyed 
assistants, got busy. They took the 
President’s figure, subtrated $100,000,- 
00 fiom it for good measure and appor­
tioned the remaining $1,700,000,000 
among the several government services.
Asked to Make Cuts,

On August 12, all government de­
partments got their preliminary esti­
mates back from the bureau with a 
letter telling them that so much had 
been allotted to each, and please to get 
busy and pare the original estimates 
down to within the allotted figures.

History doe* not record what was 
said at the time, but the moans are 
still uudiable in all quarters.

The Budget Bureau pays no atten­
tion to them and has gone ahead and 
fixed dates for the various department 
financial officers to come around and 
talk it over. One by one the depart­
ments are being called into conference 
with Lord and the mangled and bleed­
ing estimates are gone over and per­
haps pruned some more. Lord’s mind 
is all headed one way, toward less ex­
penditures. Occasionally, however, a 
strong play by a department can get 
some delted items put back in. The 
President is tbc final arbiter In all 
cases, and It is not unusual for a de­
partment to carry Its fight to him.
Small Chance for Appeals.

Both President Harding and Presi­
dent Coolidge have made such appeals 
a long chance, however, by usually 
standing behind the Budget Bureau’s 
views of things.

A cute trick which was popular 
among the departments for a while 
until discovered was to prune abso­
lutely essential expenditures far below 
what could possibly serve them, and 
allot the money so skimped to some 
luxury or other. They figured that 
when their appropriation bill came up 
in Congress, it would be apparent that 
not enough money was being provided 
for essential matters and that the de­
ficiency would be made up there, far 
beyond the reach of the Budget 
Bureau.
“luxury” Items would slip through. 
The scheme worked for a while until 
the Bureau got wise and put a mag­
nifying glass on every Item, looked at it 
front and back and through it.

Boston, Oct. 2.—The railroad map 
of New England is changing almost 
from day to day.

Schedules on many branch lines, espec­
ially in northern New England, have 
been cut severely for the fall and win­
ter traffic seasons beginning today.

In all, 12 branch lines aggregating

No 
ampler tribute to father and mother 
has ever been paid than Bramweil 
Booth offerÿ his parents when he says 
that his imperious father’s attitude to 
his frail mother was always the_atti- 
tude of a youth reverently in love with 
the girl of his dreams. She died of 
cancer 34 years ago. No uncrowned 
woman surely ever had such a funeral 
as was accorded Bramweil Booth’s 
mother, in London. One has been in 
many crowds but never in so dense a 
multitude as surged about Olympia to 
see the beginning of the sepulture of a 
woman who was compelled to send the 
General Booth of today to school in 
knickerbockers so patched that other 
boys made life a misery to him.

The Salvation Army has had iti 
theological crudities, but it has always 
had its heart full of conquering human­
ities. The essentials are the same with 
General Booth as they were with a 
captain of our knowledge who, an- 
nounc'ng a shilling Easter tea and hal­
lelujah meeting, wound up: “Come on, 
and ’are a good time—’am, Jam and 
glory; all for a bob.”

MI Two m.ore schooners are in port load­
ing liquor for a reported destination In 
the West Indies. They are the Hiram 
D. McLean and General Ironsides. The 
former cleared this morning for Hamil­
ton, Bermuda. She was loaded at the 
Pettingill wharf but shifted this morn­
ing to No. 6 Extension, San Point, in 
readiness to sail at the first favorable 
opportunity. The local Customs author­
ities cannot give out the individual 
cargoes of vessels leaving this port, ac­
cording to an order received about three 
years ago from Ottawa so that the 
number of cases on the schooner could 
not be secured this morning. Captain 
Livingstone is in command.

The General Ironsides is at the Mc­
Leod wharf awaiting her cargo. She 
arrived here from Halifax in charge of 
Samuel Shaw. The vessel had her name 
painted on her stern with Grand Banks, 
Newfoundland, as her port of registry. 
The local customs officials, it is under­
stood, on examining her papers found 
that a mistake had been made as the 
vessel really was registered at St. 
John’s, Newfoundland.

The vessel was büllt at Grand Banks 
and it is said that the mistake oc­
curred by the owners noting the place 
where she was built instead of her port 
of registry. The local officials informed 
the captain that no clearance would be 
granted until this matter is rectified. 
It was said that the change will be 
made at once.
