We
read, of great unrest where the: truth is
that the events of the last four years
have given a tremendous shock to the
whole world.  Society everywhere ' is
rocking. It would be foolish to unden-

timate the danger, but I believe we
. sHall keep our heads. Canada will have
troubles, without doubt, but, having re-
gard to the generosity of her policy, her
vast resources and power of expansion,
I do not think any country less likely to
be swept off its feet.”

Premier Borden, responding, paid a
tribute to Principal Peterson’s services
at McGill University. He continued to
speak eloquently of Canada’s success
during the last hundred days of the war.
Right Hon. A. Bonar Law, in propos-
ing a toast to McGill University and its
new . principal, declared that, close as
has been the union of the empire before
the war, it was going to be closer. A
closer union depended largely upon what
was done now by those who were tak-
ing, not a nominal, but a real part in
the peace conference. Amongst them no
one was listened to with more respect
than the Canadian prime minister,

Sir Auckland Geddes, responding,
spoke of the men of McGill who went
out and who would never come back,
and who thus maintained the traditions
of hundreds of years. “I think,” he said,
”there is no factor more important for
the peace of the world in the future than
the development of cordial relations be-
tween the two English-speaking peoples,
and I am sure that on our side Canada
iis the key to that position and that the
universities of Canada hold that key.”

PROPOSAL T0 SMUTS

Hungarian Government’s Proposi-
tion to Entente Delegate

Budapest, April —(By the Associat-
ed Press)—The Hungarian government
has proposed to General Jan Christian
Smuts, who was sent here by the peace
conference at Paris, that conferences be
held at Vienna or Prague by representa-
tives of Czecho-Slovakia, Roumania,
German-Austria, Hungary and Jugo-
Slavia regarding boundaries and econo-
mic questions,

Bela Kun, Hungarian foreign minis-
ter, in discussing the situation, said:—

“This is the first time the Entente has
sent us a diplomatic mission. This is
proof that the Soviet government is the
‘ﬁrst strong regime since the November
irevolution. There is not the least sign
i that the FEntente wishes to undertake
military operations against us. General
Smuts has been received in a friendly
spirit and a proposition for a conference
concerning boundaries has been submit-
ted to him.”

(Toronto Globe.)

Canadian commercial interests will be
much interested in the Bankruptcy Bill
introduced in the House of Commons a
few days ago by Hon.. Hugh Guthrie,
solicitor-general. This is a more perfect-
ed copy -of the measure betore parlia-
mment last session, which was discussed
for some time by a special committee.
In the interval changes and amendments
have been proposed, and Mr. Guthrie in-
formed the House that before the bill is
passed he will welcome further sugges-
tions and improvements from the mem-
bers. In' moving the second reading Mr.
Guthrie pointed out that. Canada and
China are about the only countries in
the world now without bankruptcy laws.
Great Britain has one, and o has every
other British Dominion. There was one
in Canada between 1875 and 1880, but
the machinery was too cumbersome, de-
lays were tedious, and the administra-
tion of the act expensive, so that it fell
into disfavor and was repealed in 1880.

Finally the
imperial chancellor telegraphed that civil
war might break out at any moment if
the abdication was not announced at
once.

_ Hurried conferences were held by the

emperor, the crown prince and the prom-
inent generals, the article says. One of
the commanders asserted there was a
feeling among the generals that en-
tire army could not be depended upon
in case of civil war. To this Count
Schulenberg says he replied:

“No soldier would break his oath to
the colors.”

“The oath to the colors and the su-
preme war lord is only an, idea,” was
the rejoinder of General Groener.

At this moment, Admiral Von Hintze,
foreign minister, entered with a men-
acing message from 'Berlin, and tendered
his resignation. William then consented
to abdicate as empergr, but insisted on
retaining office as King of Prussia and
head of the army. The imperial chan-
cellor had in the meantime, however,
announced the abdication without wait-
ing for the emperor’s formal declaration.

As to changes since last session, Mr.
Guthrie said:—“One radical change,
however, has been made. The bill pres-
ented last year applied to all persons,
firms and corporations doing business in

and wage-earners earning not more than
$1,500 a year; but the compulsory
clauses of the bill did not apply to cor-
porations. The present bill has been
changed in that respect, making all cor-
porations subject to its provisions. The
various clauses of the Winding-up Acts
in our Canadian statutes have been in-
terpreted in the present measure, so that
this bill, if it becomes law, will apply to
all persons, firms and corporations, ex-
cept banks, railway companies, trust
companies, and insurance companies,
which are governed by special acts, and
to all persons except farmers and wage-
earners earning less than $1,500 a year.
Farmers may take advantage of the act,
but they cannot be forced into bank-
ruptcy against their own wishes. If they
desire the benefits ,of the act they can
receive them by making an assignment.

Fither this week or next week the
matter of the New Brunswick Power
Company and the city will come hefore
the legislature. The ° Currier report
would give the company a rate base of
$2,800,000, but wounld recognize the
whole $3,100,000 in bonds and preferred
stock, and add $500,000 from the com-
mon stock when a surplus resérve of
$300,00 had been piled up out of earn-
ings. Thus the citizens would eventual-
ly be paying dividends on $3,600,000
when they have only been able to dis-
cover a real investment value of $1,850,-
000, against which when the New Bruns-
wick Power Company assumed control
‘there were outstanding  securities
amounting to $2,057,000. All the Cur-
rier commission did was to squeeze out
$1,500,000 of water in the form of com-
mon stock. It does not show how it
arrived at a rate base of $2,800,000 in-
stead of $1,850,000, It would, moreover,
greatly reduce the amount of taxes to

" be paid by the company.

The city will fight the bill based on
the Currier report. Its amendments are
about ready. The city council will now,
o doubt, give its case full publicity and
call upon the citizens to add their in-
fluence to the appeal to be made to the
legislature. There is no time to lose.

New conditions bring new problems.
Human society today is in a transition
stage of a peculiarly marked character,
Thoughtful peqplﬁe are concerned about
many things.

Many suggestions have been made as
to how this unity of effort may be se-
cured. Obviously there must be a com-
munity centre, and the leaders in dif-
ferent religious and social groups must

WHOLESALE GROCERS
SEEK INCORPORATION.

Objects of Association Set Forth Busi-
. ness and Altruistic Motives, '

\

In a very long petition asking leave
to incorporate the National Whelesale

of wholesale grocers from every city and
town of importance in Canada appear.
In addition to promoting the interests
of the wholesale grocery trade, the ob-
Jects of the association, as stated, are to
improve transportation facilities, to en-
courage proper methods in the conduct
of business, to promote harmonions and
satisfactory relations among wholesalers,
retail dealers and manufacturers, in or-
der that food products may reach the
consumers at the lowest possible prices
and in the best possible condition; to

enforcement of uniform commercial laws,
and to maintain a high standing of busi-
ness morals in the conduct thereaf.
Besides these altruistic objects it is
stated that incorporation would place the
wholesale grocers in a position to deal
with the railways as one single body in
connection with the freight in large vol-
ume sent to and from their warehouses.
The assoclation also asks power to
arbitrate disputes or misunderstandings
between members of the association and
others relating to commercial matters.
It also asks power to conduct inquiries
into matters affecting the manufacture,
import, export and sale of anything

COFFEE THREE CENTS HIGHER.

(Toronto Globe.)

The grocery trade is normal these
days, with the exception of quotations on
teas and coffees, which show_tendencies
to advance.  .Wholesale grocers state
that the present prices of tea do mnot
represent the present market value with-
in three cents a pound, and it is only
reasonahle to expect some advances. The
coffee market has been unsettled for
some -time, but advances took definite
shape at the close of last week, quota-
tions showing an advance of three cents
per pound. This is due to the scarcity
of supplies, and handlers are just now
working on new importations. '

FREDERICTON MARKET,

(Gleaner Saturday.)

One of the largest markets for some
time was that at Phoenix Square this
morning, and eggs, butter and meats
were in great abundance, although but
little beef was offered for sale.

Eggs took a drop and sold at from
thirty-five to forty cents, while butter
also dropped in price and sold at from
sixty to sixty-five cents a pound. Veal
held at ten to fifteen cents, and pork at
twenty cents, but potatoes were plentiful
and sold as low as $2 a barrel, although
some of the farmers were asking $2.25
and $2.50 a barrel, while turnips sold for
$1 a barrel.

Owing to increased cost
of labor, operations showed a deficit of
: $4,298 last year, which had to be made
up from the sale of lots. The report is

“The seventy-first annual report of the
directors is hereby submitted for the
year ended Feb. 28 last, and includes
the twenty-fifth annual report of the
superintendent, J. P. Clayton.

Labor Conditions,

Never in the history of the cemetery
have such difficult conditions existed in
regard to labor as were experienced last
season, ‘caused by scarcity of competent
men and high rates paid by large con-
tractors and at munition works, while
equal high pay was demanded from us
by unskilled workmen. In this connec-
tion I quote from the superintendent’s
report: “Early in the year it became evi-
dent that the matter of procuring help
would be-a difficult problem. Like all
institutions employing men, we were
compelled to engege and endeavor to
carry on our work with an inferior class
{ of help—inexperienced and disinterested
in their duties but demanding and se-
curing rates of wages never before paid

Your directors having had complaint$
from lotholders that flowers were stolen
from graves; offered a substantial reward
for the conviction of any persons thus
violating’ the rules, and have instructed
the superintendent and staff to carry out
the regulations and detain anyone found
carrying flowers from the cemetery.

During last Fall our workmen were
employed in cutting down a number of
dead and unsightly trees in several parts
of the cemetery, which lumber has been
sold -to shipbuilders and others at a fair
price.

The usual work has been carried on
-during the year and in spite of many
difficulties, already referred to, the ap-
pearance of the cemetery was fully up to
the average and care of lots duly carried
out—in cddition to the attention neces-
sary_to keep the avenues and paths (to-
talling over fifty miles) in good candition.
There were 858 interments made since
the last repart, in addition to removals.

The directors have given much atten-
tion to the interests of the cemetery and
the lot committee paid several visits to
the grounds for inspection of lots and to
direct new work from time to time. The
superintendent and staff have carried out
their work faithfully under many diffi-
culties, and the work of the office kept
up in a high state of efficiency by Miss
Magee, the secretary~treasurer.

Germans Must pay 25,000,000,000
Francs — Fist Ten Billien te
France and Five to Belgum

Paris, - April 6—(Havas)—The council
of four on Saturday reached an agree-
ment on the principles on the indemni-
ties and reparations to be paid by Ger-
many and examination of the details will
begin immediately, the newspapers say.

It is not believed there wilt be any dis- |

agreement as to details, and it is in-
dicated that the text of the financial
terms will be finished during the week.

The Echo de Paris says that com-
promises were effected on all debatable
points regarding the sum to be paid at
once by Germany and the payments in
the future. Against the opposition of
the French government, it was agreed,
the paper says to distribute. the future
payments over a term of thirty years.
The payments for the next few years
were fixed.

The Journal says there are indications
that the rights of France and Belgium to
prior consideration in the payments by
Germany have been recognized. 'The
first German payment, it says, will be
25,000,000,000 francs of which five billion
will go to pay for raw materials to in-
sure the resumption of German economic
life.. France will get ten billion francs
and Belgium five billion of the first pay-
ment. The rest of the indemnity, the
paper says, will run over a period of
thirty-five years.

Plans for continued occupation of the
left bank of the Rhine have been abdn-
doned and the Allies will @.pend upon
an economic blockade as .* means of
pressure on Germany. Final agreement
on the Rhine and Sarre valley questions
will be reached before the end of the
week, it is added.

Increased optimism in diplomratic cir-
cles is noted by the press, while in edi-

torials the newspapers express satisfac-
tion over the progress made  over the

reparation and indemnity. It is pointed
out that each day of delay in reaching a
final agreement adds to the losses of
France.

‘I'he favorable solution of the Danzig
question is commented upon in com-
plimentary terms. The moral and poli-
tical advantages of the agreement are
emphasized by the papers.

HEAVY GASUALTIES
AMONG HUN OFFIGERS

Berlin, Thursday, Aprii 3—(By the
Associated Press)—Prussia’s huge losses
in officers and men. during the war are
indicated by a staff officer, who writes
in the Lokal Anzeiger.

* He submits figures compiled from the
official casualties lists to show that
32,454 active officers at the front were
killed, wounded or missing out of a total
| of 84,850, and that more than 4,330,000
{ soldiers were killed, wounded or missing
jout of 10,178,000 who actually fought
{at the front. He points out that these
| figures belie the storiés sometimes heard
itlmt the Prussian officers did not attack
! with their men, and asserts that their
{losses were particularly heavy in the
| first two years, but were much less in
|the later years ‘of the war because the
| officers had to be saved for general staff
i work.

' The figures show also how little Ger-
smany counted on a long war, for the
| Prussian  mobilization contemplated

3,700,000 soldiers to which approximately
16,500,000 had to be added before the
end. Germany started the war with
19,826 active Prussian officers, and drew
14,524 more into the service.

Hero Members

Memorial and Houor Rolls U
veiled —Thirteen Frem Church
Gave Their Lives

A .memorial tablet, bearing the names
of all the members of the congregation
who had fallen on active service, was un-
veiled in the Ludlow street United Bap-
tist church yestérday morning. There
was a very large attendance present and
& most impressive service was held.

The tablet was unveiled by Miss Pearl
Barton, young daughter of Edward
Barton, one of the soldiers who made the
supreme - sacrifice. There are tnirteen
vames in all on the tablet. The pastor,
Rev.. W. R. Robinson, gave the address
and chose his text from Deut. 32.7, “Re-
member the days of old” He told the
congregation that the gathering was not
one of sorrow, but of rejoicing; not one
of condolence but of congratulation.
T'hose who had gone forth and died had
erected by their sacrifice in-defense of
freedom and liberty a monument more
enduring and lasting than that of marble,
silver or gold, as the monument of a
life given up in the defense of mother,
home and country. He pointed out that
the silver lining to the dark cloud of the
present condition of those who have been
bereft of father, husband, brother or son
will be readily appreciated if they con-
sider, first, what their loved ones were;
second, what they became; third, what
they did for those at home; and fourth;
what they now are.

The honor roll tablet bearing the
names of all from the congregation who
had enlisted for active service was un-
veiled at the evening service. The church
was crowded and many who wished to
altend were unable to gain admittance.
In his address, Rev. W. R. Robinson
referred ‘to the services those on the
honor roll had rendered to their king and
country, and urged on-all present to
give them a royal welcome as they re-
turned to their old homes, many of them

having spent more than four years at the
front.

'Pwo special features worthy of men-
tion were the facts that one of the
ninety-three who had gone to the front
was’ Nursing Sister Isadore L. Smith,
who is still doing her bit in nursing back
to health the wounded and sick soldiers;

CAPITAL AND LABOR.

To the Editor of The Times-Star:
Sir,—Under the hdading “Ottawa
Takes Important Steps in Labor Mat-
ters” 1 read where the minister of labor
in answer to an interrogation as to what
steps the government is taking to create
more harmony between capital and
labor, replied that as a result of a con-
ference with the captains of industry he
proposes to appoint a commission of five
to inquire into conditions and get all
the facts appertaining to thé ‘situation
in the different lines of industry and,
upon their recommendation he proposes
to base a policy that will dispel the
‘clouds from the industrial and labor
world. He hints that labor will have
the privilege of telling their employers
how to conduct their business and share
in their profits. I would like to know
how he proposes to reconcile the. dif-
ferent wage-earners, some employed in
corporations paying dividends of 100 per
cent and over, some  just paying theip
way and others going to the wall. He
did not divulge the personnel of the
commission, but I suppose it would be
composed of men interested in the beef
trusty. the millers association or some
such corporation. If so, he will have
about as little to say about the policy
as'the mijnister of finance hay to say
about the tariff.
"There i3 no occasion for friction be-
tween capital and labor, as one is essen-
tial to the other, providing the cause of
the trouble is removed. To locate the
trouble it is necessary to get down to
the first and fundamental law of econo-
mies, vis, all wealth comes from the
land. In order to add to the wealth of
the, world a man myst raise or produce
something from the land; make or pap-
ufacture something from the raw ma-
terial in or on the land; be g.ne g,\-dt
fdaetor in the handling, distributing®
transporting the products of this:two
classes of producers or be a necéssary
caterer to the whole. Here is where we
find the trouble., We have too many
caterers, too many business men :great
and small for ‘the amount of business
done, too many professional men and;
political vampires living off “the men
that labor, and the worst of them are
those human sharks the food specula-
tors, manipulators or middlemen that
do nothing but extract huge profits and
set .the prices for the retailers so that
they cannot undersell each other. The
result of the consumer is obliged to pay
double prices for his wants, consequent-
ly the wage earner demands bigger
wages from his employer. This is where
the friction arises between capital and
labor and the worst feature of the mat-
ter is the worker never benefits his con-
dition. After he squeezes or extorts 20
per cent increase from’ his employer the
cost of living goes up 25 per cent and
his last condition is worse than his first.
- It will be well to remember that labor
is a marketable product like any other |
commodity, the only difference being its |
price is stationary for longer periods '
than other staples, which fluctuate daily
or weekly and raise or lower the pur-
chasing value of the dollar. Therefore
the more they cut down the purchasing
value of the dollar the higher the price
of labor goes. !
Now this state of affairs can exist
Just as long as the employer can stand
it and po longer. We can purchase
about forty cents worth of goods on an
average for one dollar at the present
time and we require five dollars per day
to live on. That would about equal two
dollars per day in normal times. But
suppose our dollar keeps on the down-
ward trend, can our employers afford to
pay us six, seven or eight dollars per
day? If not, Mr. Editor, and we can’t
get an honest living for an honest day’s
work, what do you think is due to-hap-
pen, always bearing in mind the fact
'that we are going to get that living
honest or otherwise? i

and devise some means of eliminhting
these incubuses and force them back to
their abandoned or half-worked farms
and oblige them to produce or starve.

/TREES AND HOW
DO IT SUCCESSFULLY

To the Editor Times:—

Sir,—A letter published in another pa-
per a few days since advised that St.
John city could be made as beautiful
as any other city by planting trees “in
every street in the town. He said it
would be best accomplished by appoint-
ing a commissioner who had the prac-
tical knowledge. A commisisoner means
a large sum for services rendered. .Now
if he is as honest as he is practical and
would confer with me on the best me-
thods ‘for Success, I shall be glad to give
my services gratis for the pleasyre of
seeing the city beautified, as he suggests,
and which I feel sure can be accomplish-
ed. Ags to our own knowledge of plant-

1 ing trees we can point to the writer of

the letter the growth of the trees plant-
ed in Forest street in this' city. They
were planted there in ’77, the year of the
big St. John fire. I saw to the planting
of every tree there, not one of wh.ca
failed to grow, and this brought about
the whole planting of the Marsh triangle
square at the foot of Waterloo street. At
first there were some bad boys to con-
tend with and some one.of them had
nearly succeeded in ringing a fine aspen
tree, which we saved by filling the scar
with' grafting wax and so it grew in
time all right again. We then thought
to remedy this mischief by selecting the
toughs aimongst the boys and offering
the chance to them. of planting the tree
personally and to see that it was not
injured. No tree after was injured and
these boys grew as large as the trees in
body and their minds greatly improved.

Up:here on the hill where we live,
since the Forest street campaign, and
right in sight, and ‘close view, we can
show the tree-planting lover a varied
variety that would probably fit any
stréet in our otherwise beautiful mount-
ed city of St. John, and that 4all the
commissioners in the department should
know will be taught him without price,
that he may really be able to direct
aright the best of his plain laboring men
how to plant these trees for sure growth,
and thus attain the point of the writer
without cost. Thus would the. commis-
sioner be really earning his large-salary
for real practicap effort if capable of the
knowledge. Trees must be pruned now
and then, and there are only two seasons
for it—late fall and very early spring,
before March. It is now time to see
about the up-roofing of' the trees and
preparing places for their interment in
the ground, and when and how to place
thenl, as when they were up-rooted from
