There has not" been and is not now 

any intention to move troops into Ulster 
except for these and like purposes.

The outstanding feature of the news 
from Ireland today is disaffection among 
the officers of the regular army under 
drfleés to* proceed to Ulster with their 
regiments. The actual number of resig­
nations is still problematical, but that 
it is considerable was evident from the 
midnight consultations of cabinet minis­
ters regarding the best means of count­
eracting the movement.

In some quarters it is believed that 
the sudden marching of a limited num­
ber of troops was ordered so that the 
authorities might gather an idea as to 
how widespread was the threatned dis­
affection.

These sudden preparations by the 
war "office, so far, have not created any 
public demonstration in Belfast.

A 
significant illustration of this attitude 
was given yeseterday by the inhabitants 
of Enniskillen, who hung flags along the 
streets in honor of the arrival of a bat­
talion of the Bedfordshire regiment.

EGGS CHEAPER
Kingston, Ont., March 21—Hon. T.

W. Crothers, minister of labor, was the - \ 
guest of the Canadian Club at the din­
ner last night, and he spoke on the labor 
question. He made a strong appeal to 
employers to pay workingmen a fair 
wage which would be sufficient for them 
to provide for their families and have 
something tor old age. The labor unrest, 
he said, was due to low wages and fail­
ure to recognize the fact that the work­
ingmen had a heart as well as a mind, 
and that he had emotions as well as 
muscles.

He declared that labor unions had ac­
complished a great deal towards remedy­
ing this unrest, and has a great deal 
more to do. There was great need of co­
operation between capital and labor, 
which would be for the upbuilding of the 
country. . ,,

“I feel strongly on this point, added 
the speaker. “See to it that men get a' 
fair wage. From my own knowledge and 
reports given to me, I know there are 
thousands of men revelling in the pride 
of wealth and withholding from the 
workingmen sufficient to provide them 
with a decent livelihood. Such employers 
should be ashamed of themselves.”

!Housekeepers visiting the country 
market this morning were made happy 
by the news that eggs were lower, yes, 
and not only that, but that they would 
probably drop further. Prices for “strict­
ly fresh” this morning were generally 
about thirty cents, though some country 
people sold at twenty-eight. There was 
quite an abundance of eggs and they 
sold readily- The indications are that 
they will be considerably cheaper before 
Easter. Eggs on P. E. Island are rated 
at twenty-four1 and twenty-six cents.

The smaller section which went adrift 
will be placed at the head of the slip 
between the two new wharves as a 
bulkhead to sustain the weight of the 
filling material in that place. For these 
purposes the cribs will be as good as if 
newly constructed and the material and 
work involved in their construction will 
not be a loss.

The younger son went in the or­
dinary way to Eton and Cambridge, 
where, although the family boasted an 
earldom, a viscounty, and a barony, 
there was no title for him save the nor­
mal pipfix due to an earl’s son, “the 
Honorable.” They still speak of his 
deeds in Australia as those of “the titled 
batsman,” which is incorrect. He was 
not a titled batsman when they knew 
him. He had his own title in cricket, 
rackets, and tennis, but those were the 

” distinctions bestowed by sportsmen, not 
' any formal patent of nobility. He proved 

a veritable giant at play, as he was in 
physique,

A Triumph at Cambridge
He himself vows that he gave too 

much attention to, play and too little' to 
study, but he is such a modest fellow. 
He would have you believe that he left 
his Alma Mater an ignoramus, whereas, 
he is a really capital classical scholar, 
with a sound head for business, as he 
has well and honorably demonstrated in 
the dty. But it certainly was not as 
either scholar or man of commerce that 
he attained to fame. He was incompar­
able as a boy and youth, at the three 
games named. At Eton he beat all 
comers in the competition Eton against 
the other public' Schools, and at Cam­
bridge he for three years rendered the 
position of the rival university hope­
less, triumphing with the greatest ease 
for that period over the dark blue- re­
presentatives. Moreover, he played 
twice for Eton at cricket in the great 
match of the year, while after going up 
to Cambridge, he appeared for four 
years in the inter-varsity match, in the 
last year as captain. He was a splendid 
bat and a glorious field, and, with 
putation for skilful and persuasive cap­
taincy, lie was chosen in the 1882-8 sea­
son to take an English team to Aus­
tralia.

great movement for vocational training 
and the provision of educational facili­
ties such as would prepare all the young 
people for definite practical work along 
some line of productive industry. The

_ programme laid down by the commission 
on technical education involves hand 
training and pre-vocational training in 
the common schools ; secondary indus­
trial and technical training in these 
schools for pupils from twelve to six­
teen years of age; continuation classes 
for young people ; evening classes for 
workmen and workwomen ; and tech­
nical schools to which men and women 
could return for periods from six 
months to two years after they had been 
working for some years. There should 
be schools especially adapted to those 
who live in rural districts, and those 
who would naturally be engaged in the 
fisheries. What the right kind of schools 
have done for Denmark and Ireland 
they can do for New Brunswick. It re­
mains for the people of this province to 
press the matter so forcibly upon the at­
tention of the authorities at Ottawa and 
Fredericton as to secure action along 
the lines desired.

TARIFF REFORM.
Mr. Austen Chamberlain, in a recent 

address at the annual conference of the 
Tariff Reform League, took pains to 
assure the members that domestic pro­
tection and Imperial preference were 
still the policy of the Unionist party. 
He declared that whenever the Union­
ists won their victory at the polls no 
government could be formed which was 
not a tariff reform government, pledged 
to provide a tariff for revenue for do­
mestic purposes, and for protection alike 
for the manufacturer and the workman 
at home. He declared that this policy 
must and woujfl be carried out in the 
spirit of its original inception. There 
is, however, every reason to believe that 
a considerable period will elapse before 
Mr. Chamberlain and his frinds will get 
an 'opportunity to introduce tariff re­
form in the mother country.

The agricultural and industrial re­
generation of Ireland, which has made 
such rapid progress in the last twenty 
years, with better land laws and a better 
system of technical education, will make 
even more rapid progress after Home 
Rule has been accomplished.

The municipal council has chosen a 
new. site for the hospital for advanced 
cases of tuberculosis.

The average wealth of two 
persons, one of whom owns one million 
dollars and the other one hundred dol­
lars, cannot be regarded, as $500,000 by 
any stretch of the imagination by the 
man wfio owns only the one hundre. 
dollars.”

COLDEST POSSIBLE COLD

French Scientist Attains Within One 
Degree of Absolute Zero.

That the near-solution of one of the 
problems which have bothered scientists 
for ages had been achieved, became 
known today when Prof. Kammerlingh 
Van Onnes announced that lie had got 
down to within one degree of absolute 
zero. Professor Onnes is considered the 
greatest living authority on cold. He 
was awarded the Nobel prize for physic­
ists for his success after ten years’ ex* 
périment in liquefying the newest gas, 
helium.

Prbfessor Onnes, who has experiment­
ed with cold as low as 250 degrees below 
zero centigrade, said today:

One degree above absolute zero is two 
or three degrees lower than the tem­
perature of the sidéral region. There is 
now no known gas which has not been 
liquefied. Astronomers have discovered 
a substance in the sun that they call cor- 
inum. When this is found on the earth 
we shall need a temperature of absolute 
zero to liquify it"

He added that Madame Curie, in ex­
periments in his laboratory with gam­
ma rays, has found that the lowest tem­
perature had no effect on the activity of 
radium. Professor Onnes, being feted in 
Paris as a result of his achievement, was 
dubbed today “The Gentleman of Ab­
solute Zero” by Professor Darsondal, 
who prophesied that their guest in his re­
searches in the magnetic field and that of 
absolute cold would discover a new ex­
plosive capable of disintegrating atoms 
even.—Paris correspondence in New 
York American.

ception case of animal Incendiarism, but 
minor cases arc very frequent- Only 
the other day a serious fire was caused at 
Dover by a cat knocking over an oil 
lamp, and a still more remarkable case 
was reported of a fire which broke out 
in a village in Cumberland. There was 
a nest of sparrows in a roof, and it is 
supposed that the birds used some 
matches in their nesting material which, 
becoming accidentally ignited, set fire to 
the roof.

The midnight rambles of a cat 
plunged a city in darkness and incident­
ally caused a small though quickly-sub­
dued fire. The manager of the works 
of the Cardiff Electric Light Company 
said that the cat, which lived upon the 
premises, yielded to temptation and 
strayed from his usual haunts. Either 
there was no mouse to hunt and he be­
came tired of inaction, or he was sud­
denly seized with an insatiable desire for 
exploration. Anyhow, he dimbed on to 
the switch-board and strolled among the 
cables, one of which was fused and 
caused a local conflagration. The cat 
was killed, and the lights went out to 
sympathy.

On another occasion, and in another 
place, not a cat but a mouse did the 
very same trick. It ran among the 
gear and caused fusing, a Are, and 
darkness throughout a large section of 
the town.

.But one of the most remarkable cases 
of animal Incendiarism occurred to one 
of the manufacturing towns in the north 
of England. The oil-man was going his 
rounds when, from some unknown 
cause, the horse, which he had left 
standing, suddenly took fright and bolt­
ed down the street. As bad luck would 
have it, both horse and cart came to 
grief when the animal bolted into the 
boiler-house of a neighboring cotton 
mill.

A local gentleman, who lived 
alone in the country, was in the habit 
of taking a lamp to light him along the 
dark lanes when he went abroad at 
night. He was almost invariably at­
tended by a dog, which he had taught to 

his lantern. But disaster put an 
end to this pleasant plan.

Whatever it was the dog spotted, 
whether a stoat or a hare, his master 

knew, but he set off in mad pur­
suit with the lantern still in his jaws. 
Had he dropped it in the lane all would 
have been well. But he didn’t. He 
dropped it near a haystack, and before 
his master could reach the spot the stack 
was in such a blaze that nothing could 
stop it until it was reduced to ashes.

When one of these is received a 
common procedure is to send for the 
man against whom it is directed, and tell 
him bluntly that he must either settle 
that assignment before the following pay 
day or get out.

Here, top, there are interesting or 

curious occurrences to be seen, as, for 
instance, the unrehearsed scene with 
the. party of suffragettes, who tried in

TO TAKE ACTION
Future of Valley Railway, of Ut­

most Importance to St. John, is at 
Stake—Will Government Grant 

Aid Under the Present Circum­
stances?

Fredericton, March 20—The Valley 
railway matter still has the centre of the 
stage, and everybody is asking what will 
be the outcome of it for the government, 
for Mr. Gould, and, last but not least, 
for the people of New Brunswick.

It is learned here now that a number 
of members of the legislature visited Ot­
tawa recently to take soundings about 
the whole matter, having become alarm­
ed of the situation that is developing.

It is regarded as unreasonable to ask 
for a further guarantee of bonds, and 
certainly there will be increasing ob­
jection and a growing demand for par­
ticulars as to expenditures up-to-date, 
as to the route below Gagetown and 
above Centreville, and as to the time 
and method of completing the St. John- 
Gagetown section.

It is being said that the legislature 
will not dare commit the province to 
further expenditure until all the ca,qls 
are on the table and until it is known 
with certainty that the Grand Trunk 
Pacific is coming to St. John over the 
Valley line within a certain time.

Friends of Mr. Gould are saying that 
he has the government in a hole. It is 
intimated that he will have grounds for 
a suit against the government if the con­
tract is cancelled, and that if a further 
guarantee of bonds is not forthcoming 
he will sue anyhow, on the groimd that 
the government misled him as to the cost 
of the railway, and particularly the cost 
of the necessary bridges.

It is known that other surveys have 
been made, including one down the west 
side of the St John River below Gage- 
town, and that particulars of this sur­
vey will be demanded in order to show 
the comparative length and cost of the 
west side and east side routes.

Surprise is expressed here because St. 
John and other towns and cities—but 
especially St. John—have not formally 
asked the government through a delega­
tion, tor reasonable information and 
sped lie guarantees as to the route and 
time of completion of the Une from 
Fredericton to St. John.

A late report from Ottawa is to the 
effect that the dominion government will 
have nothing to do with the $2,000,000 
bridge across the St. John River.

On the other hand there is increasing 
suspidon about the proposal to have the 
road end at West Add, as this means de­
livery of the whole project to the C. P. 
R. Supporters of the government realize 
that turning over the VaUey railway to 
the C. P. R. would bring about the 
downfall of the administration. Further 
developments will be awaited with 
keenest interest

WILL CITY SECURE 
HYDRO-ELECTRIC POWER 

FROM MEDUCTIC DAM?
The plan to devdop electric power at 

Meductic on the St. John River, is to 
come before the legislature again next 
Tuesday, and probably on that day the 
whole future of the project will be de- 
dded. The plan of the St. John River 
Hydro-Electric Co. would Involve ulti­
mately an expenditure of $8,680,000. The 
dam at Meductic would be twenty-five 
feet high, measuring from low water. 
That river at that point is from 700 
to 800 feet wide.

The amount named, $8,660,000, would 
indude the transmission line from there 
to St. John, the length of which is es­
timated at eighty miles, together with 
transmission Unes to Fredericton and 
Marysville, and step-down stations. The 
initial development would consist of five 
2,800 K. W. units, a total capadty of 
12,600 K. W. units, and the cost of the 
dam and to develop that amount of 
power Would be approximately $2,600,- 
000. Other installations from time to 
time would raise the total expenditure 
to the larger amount named.

Prices of power have been quoted to 
many St. John manufacturers who are 
interested in having power delivered 
here at a reasonable cost. The facts 
here given as to the pians ànd expendi­
ture are taken from the engineering re­
port of Stone & Webster, Boston, who 
own and operate many electric plants 
and street railways throughout the Unit­
ed States.

The company’s representatives say 
that the arrangement foi" facilitating the 
passage of logs and perfecting a fish­
way that would permit the uninterrupted 
journey of the salmon up and down will 
meet any reasonable objection ; • but no 
doubt these matters will be carefully 
looked into, together with control of 
rates. To dam the St. John River is a 
far-reaching project, and the public’s 
right’s will have to be most carefully 
safeguarded.

to participate in the threatened civil 
in Ireland. The reading of the cable 
was greeted by cries of “Oh” from the 
members.

“Some stop should be put to this sort 
of thing,” warmly declared Mr. Pardee. 
“The war lord whom tor the time being 
we have placed at the head of the mili­
tia has become so superextiberant that 
it would seem that he can no longer con­
fine his attentions even to Canada. I 
ask the minister of public works, who is 
now leading the house, and his colleagues 
in the ministry, in all seriousness if they 
will not take this gentleman in hand and 
do something to curb his reckless speech 
and action?

“There is plenty to keep him busy in

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WAR IN ULSTER
London, March 20—“War in Ulster”

is the startling headline which the sen­
sational London newspapers are dis­
playing in the blackest type.

’ The government began today to dis­
pose of its regular troops in Ireland so 
that they may be in a position to deal 
with any situation that arises. The cool­
er men among the loyalists and the Ul­
ster Unionists, however, believe that 
nothing resembling war is yet in sight.

The possibilities of a collision between 
the British soldiers and the Ulster vol­
unteers, resulting from the superheated 
political feeling are recognized, but the 
leaders on both sides are trying to ex­
ert a pacific influence.

John Redmond, the Nationalist lead­
er in parliament, today telegraphed the 
Nationalists in Belfast an urgent appeal 
to abandon a parade arranged for Sun­
day in Londonderry, which it was 
thought would likely result in rioting. 
Sir Edward Carson, the Ulsten leader, 
and the members of the Ulster Coun­
cil invoked calmness on the part of the 
volunteers.

Four cabinet ministers spoke of the 
Ulster situation at different meetings to­
night. John Burns, president of the lo­
cal government board, in an address ou 
the occasion of the unveiling of his-por­
trait in the National Liberal Club, said: 
“Home rule is a question mainly for 
Ireland itself. Three-fourths of the peo­
ple there have "demanded it persistently 
tor years, and we have no right to listen 
to the demand tor more concessions or 
yield to clamor. We have no more de­
sire to yield to lawless lawyers than to 
lawless laborers,

Thomas McKinnon Wood secretary of 
state for Scotland, said:

“We will carry home rule by agree­
ment if we possibly can, but without it 
if we must.”

Augustine Birrell, chief secretary for 
Ireland, in his speech declared that the 
government’s proposals gave Ulster free­
dom from coercion tor six years, and 
that the scheme of Andrew Bonar Law, 
the leader of the opposition in parlia­
ment meant immediate coercion if a ref­
erendum went against Ulster.

Sir John A. Simon, attorney general, 
said the government proposed to go 
steadily on, adding: “Whatever hap­
pens, we will see that/law and order are 
unflinchingly obeyed in Ulster-”

PRIZE MONEY ON THE HIGH SEAS
I

I£488.h More Than One Case Great Fortuae 
Has Been Distributed Among Captors Lucky Seafarers \ .

On October 16, 1799, tour British frig­
ates—the Naiad, BthaHon, Triton and
Aloemene—chased and captured the Span 
ish frigates Thetis and Santa Briglda. 
On overhauling the prizes, a veritable 
Tom Tiddler’s ground was brought to 
light. It required the services of sixty- 
four artillery wagons to convey the trees 
ure from Plymouth Hoe to the Citadel. 
The following were the individual shares 
of the lucky recipients:—Captains, £40,- 
780; Lieutenants, £5091; Warrant Offi­
cers, £2968; Petty Officers, £791; Sea­
men and Marines, £182.

Lord Cochrane (afterwards the Bari 
of Dundonald) was a very good friend 
to his sailors in the way of prise-money 
when in command ef the 88-gun frigate 
Pallas in 1806. He was tor a long time 
the dread of the French and Spanish 
mercantile marine; and sent his prizes 
into Plymouth in rapid succession.

In more recent times the principal 
source of prize-money has been by the 
capture of slavers on the east and west 
coasts of Africa. These have served the 
double purpose of affording!)refit to the
British sailor, and benefiting ____
inanity—a most desirable combination.

Should the suggested abolition of the 
ancient custom of naval prize-money be 
carried out, one of the oldest institutions 
connected with the navy will disappear, 
says the Westminster Gazette.

5Anson and the Acapulco treasure-gal­
leon- I

Anson had nearly completed a voyage 
round the world in his ship, the Centur­
ion, and knowing the usual route of the 
big Spanish treasure ship, he lay in wait 
for her. His crew had been reduced by 
sicknesszto 200 men, of whom only about 
fifty were effective, while it was known 
that the Spanish vessel usually carried
550. 'The latter bore the high-sounding ti­
tle of Neustra Senora del Caba Donga, 
was armed with seventy guns (including 
pateraroes), and her cargo consisted of 
a million and a half dollars.

The British ship sighted her Intended 
quarry on June 20, 1748, and, nothing 
daunted by the great odds, gave battle. 
The action lasted an hour and a half, 
when the Spanish commander, Don Ger- 
omino Montero, surrendered, having lost 
fifty killed and eighty-three wounded. 
Anson’s sailors profited considerably 
from the sale of the ship and cargo at 
Canton.

The Uplift of Rural Life.

The People’s High Schools have be­
come the centres of wide and far-reach­
ing influence outside the immediate 
education in their own course. In close 
proximity to most of the largest high 
schools proper there are an agricultural 
school and a housekeeping school. The 
People’s High School, at Askov, may 
be taken as representing the largest de­
velopment in this respect. Close by it 
is a weaving school -for girls; and a 
Sloyd (or Swedish manual training) 
school for teachers. Then there is an 
agricultural demonstration station just 
a stone’s throw distant; in the vicinity 
an agricultural school ; and at a distance 
of two or three miles a school for house­
keeping occupations.

One feature which must not beover- 
iooked is the influence on the solidarity 
of feeling in the nation as a whole 
through students coming from one dis­
trict to attend the People’s High School 
located in another district. That is 
quite general.

The chairman of the commission trav­
elled a good deal in Denmark, visited 
farms and conversed with farmers of 
different types from the husbandman, 
farming three acres, up to the president 
of one of the farmers’ associations, 
who farmed 3,000 acres of his own prop­
erty. Typical of the attitude of the 
others towards the People’s High Schools 
were Mr. and Mrs. Neilson; on a sev­
enty acre farm near Odense. They had 
both been students of a People’s High 
School. The home and its surroundings 
gave every evidence of comfort, intel­
ligence, and refinement. The farm had 
the appearance of being managed by a 
working farmer who had adequate prac­
tical knowledge and ability. When Mrs. 
Neilson was asked whether she regard­
ed her course at the People’s High 
School as having been of value to her, 
she answered: “Yes, certainly yes, it

URGES SWEEPING REVISION

A special committee in Massachusetts 
has been making m investigation of the 
matter of pensions for public employes 
and had recommended to toe legislature 

sweeping chMge in the laws by re­
pealing every pension law on toe sta­
tute books Md replacing them by one 

covering the entire field. Should 
toe recommendations of the committee 
be accepted by the legislature the public 
service of Massachusetts would have no 
employe above the age of seventy with 
the exception of members of toe su­
preme judiciary, elective officers Md the 
appointees of toe governor and the 
mayors of cities and 
towns.

The committee recommends the re­
tirement of policemen and firemen at 
sixty and all other public employes at 
sixty-five, except that by agreement 
with their employers they may be kept 
on duty five years longer.

The act is mMdatory upon employes 
of the state, county, and cities Md 
towns of 10,000 population Md so far as 
school teachers are concerned upon 
towns of less population.

The act provides a pension of about 
half the wage received,, but does not re­
cognize My salary in excess of $2,000 
and provides for an assessment of five 
per cent, of the wages of employes for a 
period of not more thM twenty-five 
years. ____________________

In opposition,’ where he is now with 
his feUow-Liberals, Mr. Carvell seems 
to enjoy himself more than he did when 
in power. There is more opportunity 
for the kind of scathing remarks Mr.
Carvell knows how to make. He is one 
of the first rank debaters and a lawyer 
of great erudition; but his natural 
bent is towards the duties of a prose­
cuting counsel. As such, he made» his 
memorable attack on Hon. A. B. Morine 
two sessions ago—an arraignment which 
was the nearest thing to Burke’s im­
peachment of WaHfen Hastings ever 
heard in Canada.

Mr. Carvell is as good a fighter as 
they have in the House of Commons. In 
the middle of a warm battle, when he 
notes the writhing of his victims, he 
laughs in glee. He is the kind of a 
who gets up to call a spade a spade, 
after many speakers have evaded doing 
so. He has the defects of his unique 
abilities, for he strikes many a death­
blow to the finer feelings, but he is a 
valuable public man, whose critical gen­
ius is worth much more to his country 
than his country pays for it.

As is very often the case, Mr. Carvell 
in private life is the antithesis of Mr.
Carvell on the platform or on the floor 
of tlie house.

In the promotion “ad” in quéstion I had statpi 
that ten per cent of a store’s gross receipts should be 
spent in advertising. Mr. Wanamaker has been quoted 
(I do not know whether accurately or not) as thus fix­
ing the limit of a store’s appropriation for advertising; 
and I recall that, in hb famous series of- “Advertising. 
Talks,” Mr. Freeman suggested eight per cent, as a" 
sound and conservative proportion of a store’s income 
to be set aside for advertising.

The Newburyport (Mass.) News printed my pro­
motion advertisement, and at once called forth a ring­
ing protest from Fisher & - Co.,'proprietors of the lead­
ing store in that city, “The Bon Marche.” In a display- 
ad in the News these merchants stated that tfceir own. 
appropriation for advertising was fixed at two per cents 
of gross earnings, and that no successful retail mer­
chant anywhere éonld possibly spend more. They hinted 
that if more should be spent, the storeis patrons would 
have to pay it in Increased cost of goods.

I have replied to these- merchants, through the 
News, to the general effect that if the ten per cent, 
standard seemed to them ruinous, the two per cent ap­
propriation was not justified. : For if a store regards 
advertising as an expense, to be taxed upon the store's 
patrons, then not a cent should be spent for advertising.

The two per cent, of gross earnings set aside by 
this firm, and perhaps similar appropriations by many 
other merchants, is spent for the purpose of increasing 
the volume of business done; and in accomplishing this, 
without greatly increased operating expenses, they are 
enabled to sell goods at lower prices than they would 
have to charge on a smaller volume of business. If this 
is what they plan, and what ttihy accomplish, through 
their "two per cent advertising appropriation, how much 
more could the? accomplish oi^ the same lines by 
doubling or quadrupling their advertising appropria­
tion?

In suggesting ten per cent., I realise that hot many 
merchants now expend that much money on advertising.' 
But I realize, too, that advertising is still in its “in­
fancy,” and that only a few years ago the timid two 
per cent, people did not. believe in advertising at all.

I do not deny that to set the standard at ten per 
cent, is to set it at a point which only the most enter­
prising merchants will attain; but Vbelieve that, as the 
years go by, this mark will be the goal at which pro­
gressive merchants everywhere will aim.

The question is of so much moment to live mer­
chants, and to newspapers, that I suggest that vou ask 
your readers, who have had occasion to give it some 
thought, to express their ideas and opinions! on it. 
What percentage of a store’s gross income should be 
spent in advertising?

If my somewhat radical view on the subject shall 
be the occasion for a general expression of opinion* I 
shall be glad that I had the courage to set the mark 
so high.
