The
Sixteenth Queen’s ;Lancers * and the
Fourth Queen’s Own Hussars, stationed
at the Curragh were equipped with ‘car-
bines and were reafly to move north-
ward this afternoon.

These sudden preparations by the
war ‘office, so far, have not created any
public demonstration in Belfast. The
leaders of the 'so-called Unionist provis-
ional- government, however, admit their
anxiety lest their over-enthusiastic fol-
lowers® precipitate riots during the two
days of idleness at the week. end.

Sir. Edward Carson and ‘his lieuten-
ants desire the government to take the
first provocative step. Realizing - the
vitalneses. of preventing an undisciplined
ontbreak as a protest against all these
troop. movements, he again urged the
Ulster-men to keep cool during the week
end, and this advice up to this afternoon
has been admirably obeyed.

Sir Edward did not emerge today
from - Craigavon, the residence of Cap-
tain Craig, three miles from Belfast.
There he continues to hold his “cabinet
councils” with Captain Craig, .the Mar-
quis of Londonderry, the Earle of Ran-
furly, the ‘Earl of Clanwilliam and other
Unionist workers.

All the volunteers in. Ulster still stand
ready for instant  mobilization. The
feeling of unrest among certain sections
of the government troops is reported

the officers of the infantry battalions in
Ulster, including the Dorsetshire regi-
ment and the Norfolk regiment, have
openly' expressed their disinclination- to
take the offensive.. This does not: cause
any surprise among civilians, who gen-
erally .expect -wholesale defections, A
significant illustration of this attitude
was given yescterday by the inhabitants
of Enniskillen; who hung flags along the
streets in honor of the arrival of a bat-
talion of the Bedfordshire. regiment.

Athlone, Ireland, March 21—All the
regular artillery stationed in Central
and Southern Ireland has been instructed
to hold itself in readiness to proceed to
Ulster at 'a moment’s notice. All leave
has been cancelled, and officers and men
on furlough have been recalled. It is re-
ported that the infantry reservists have
been ordered to hold themselves in
readiness to join their regiments.

USE FOUND FOR THE CRIBS

There has been considerable specula-
tion regarding the fate of the cribs
which were torn from their foundations
on the new wharves at Sand Point and
which have been a menace to navigation
around the harbor ever since.

NEW BRUNSWICK'S NEED.

Dr. J. W. Robertson in his address”in
Fredericton last evening presented with
great force a plea for vocational train-
ing in this province, to the end that all
of the people might be trained to be-
come intelligent workers. His compari-
son of New Brunswick with Ireland and
with Denmark ought to stimulate the
people of this province to greater efforts
along the lines of vocational training,
and the provincial development which
would of necessity follow. The state-
ment of what has been accomplished in
Ireland in the last twenty years is a re-
velation to those who have not inform-
ed themselves upon this subject, while
the progress of Denmark has been even
more marked. Dr. Robertson thinks that
New  Brunswick should accomplish as
much in twenty years as Denmark has
done in thirty, and would do well if she
does as much in ten years as Ireland has
done. It is @ guestion of vocational
‘training. Our people are intelligent and
enterprising, but they must set them-
selves systematically to the task of
learning how, to work to the best advant-
age in productive industry. The people
themselves must first be developed ang
the development of the great natural re-
sources of the province will follow as a
matter of course. Dr. Robertson con-
tends that the federal government should
assume a portion of the expense of a
great movement for vocational training
and the provision of educational facili-

people for definite practical work along
some line of productive industry. The
_ programme laid down by the commission
on technical education involves hand
training and pre-vocational training in
the common ‘schools; secondary indus-
trial and technical training in these
schools for pupils from twelve to six-
teen years of age; continuation classes
for young people; evening classes for
workmen and workwomen; and tech-
nical schools to which men and women
could return for periods from six
months to two years after they had been
working for some years. There should
be schools especially adapted to those
who live in rural ‘districts, and those
who would naturally be engaged in the
fisheries. What the right kind of schools
have done for Denmark and Ireland
they can do for New Brunswick. It re-
mains for the people of this province to
press the matter so forcibly upon the at-
iention of the authorities at Ottawa and
Fredericton as to secure action along
the lines desired. -

COLDEST POSSIBLE COLD

French Scientist Attains Within One
Degree of Absolute Zero,

That the near-solution of one of the
problems which have bothered scientists
for ages had been achieved, became
known today when Prof. Kammerlingh
Van Onnes announced that He hed got
down to within one degree of absolute
gero. Professor Onnes is considered the
greatest living authority on cold. He
was awarded the Nobel prize for physic-
ists for his success after ten years’ exa
{:criment in liquefying the newest gas,

elium.

Professor Onnes, who has experiment-
ed with cold as low as 250 degrees below
zero centigrade, said today:

One degree above absolute zero is two
or three degrees lower than the tem-
perature of the sideral region. There is
now no known gas which has not been
liquefied. Astronomers have discovered
a substance in the sun that they call cor-
inum. When this is found on the earth
we shall need a temperature of absolute
zero to liquify it.”

He added that Madame Curie, in ex-
periments in his laboratory with gam-
ma rays, has found that the lowest tem-
perature had no effect on the activity of
radium. Professor Onnes, being feted in
Paris as a result of his achievement, was
dubbed today “The Gentleman of Ab-
solute Zero” by Professor Darsondal,
who prophesied that their guest in his re-
searches in the magnetic fleld and that of
absolute cold would discover a new ex-
plosive capable of disintegrating atoms
even—Paris correspondence in New
York American.

Other Animals, Too, Have Been Re-

(London Tit-Bits.)

One of the biggest fires in history was
caused by a bullock kicking over a lamp
in a cow-house in Chicago about nine
o’clock in the evening of Sunday, Oc-
tober 8, 1871, The
through that night and the greater part
of the next day, devouring great blocks
of houses, and growing by what it fed
on. The total area burned was 2,124
acres, or nearly 81-8 square miles. The
total number of buildings destroyed was
17,450, and 98,860 people were rendered
homeless. Thousands, flying before the
flames, sought refuge in Lake Michigan,
and vemained standing in the water for

' hours as the only means of preservation

against the intense heat and the shower
of sparks and cinders. Yet omnly 250
persons perished.

ception case of animal incendiarism, but
minor ' cases are very frequent. Oniy
the other day a serious fire was caused at
Dover by a cat knocking over an oil
lamp, and a still more remarkable case
was reported of a fire which broke out
in a village in Cumberland. There was
a nest of sparrows in a roof, and it is
supposed that the birds used some
matches in their nesting material which,
becoming accidentally ignited, set fire to
the roof.

The midnight rambles of a cat

plunged a city in darkness and incident-
ally caused a small though quickly-sub-
dued fire. The manager of the works
of the Cardiff Electric Light Company’
said that the cat, which lived upon the
premises, yielded to temptation and
strayed from his usual haunts. Fither
there was no mouse to hunt and he be-
came tired of inaction, or he was sud-
denly seized with an insatiable desire for
exploration. Anyhow, he climbed on to
the switch-board and strolled among the
cables, one of which was fused and
caused a local conflagration. The cat
was killed, and the lights went out in
sympathy,
On another occasion, and in another
place, not a cat but a mouse did the
very same trick. It ran among the
gear and caused fusing, a fire, and
darkness throughout a large section of
the town.

But one of the most remarkable cases
of animal incendiarism occurred in one
of the manufacturing towns in the north
of England. The oil-man was going his
rounds when, from some unknown
cause, the horse, which he had left
standing, suddenly took fright and bolt-
ed down the street. As bad luck would
have it, both horse cart came to
grief when the animal bolted into the
boiler-house of a neighboring cotion
mill. The oil poured out of the vehicle
in such quantities that the hoiler fires
set it alight and a serious conflagration
was caused.

A story which reminds one of Sam-
son’s exploit of sending his fire-brand
foxes into the standing corn of the Phil-
istines occurred last autumn in the
Midlands. A local gentleman, who lived
alone in the country, was in the habit
of taking a lamp to light him along the
dark lanes when he went abroad at
night. He was almost invariably at-
tended by a dog, which he had taught to
carry his lantern. But disaster put an
end to this pleasant plan.

Whatever it was the dog spotted,
whether a stoat or a hare, his master
never knew, but he set off in mad pur-
suit with the lantern still in his jaws.
Had he dropped it in the lane all would
have been well. But he didn’t. He
dropped it near a haystack, and before
his master could reach the spot the stack
was in such a blaze that nothing could
stop it until it was reduced to ashes.

100,000 FAMILIES LIVE -

Chasity Expért Ssys & /Third Do’ Not
Have ' Enough. to Eat.

There are 100,000 families: in New
York city who live on incomes less than
$300 ‘which experts estimate is necessary
to support the average sized working-
man’s family in decency. 5

This statement was made at the Har-
lem Y. M. C. A. recently by Seba El-
dridge, secretary of the Department of
Social Betterment = of the
Bureau of Charities, who lectured un-
der the auspices of ‘the board of educa-
tion. Other ~statements in regard ‘to
the standards jof living in New York
were: ea

That there are thousands of women
workers in New York who are living on
$4, $5.-and $6 a week, when $8 is the
lowest -income on ‘which any woman
should be expected to support herself.

That one-third of the workingmen’s
families in New York do not have means
to purchase  sufficient food, clothing,
shelter and other necessaries, and that
this. one-third and: an additional one-
sixth, or one-half altogether, cannot save
for the time when support is cut off by
the ‘' death, -incapacitation or forced un-
employment of the ‘breadwinner. .

Many other ‘things besides the income
influenee - the standard or manner of
living, -the speaker’said, the most im-
portant of them being cost of living.
Prices in New York have soared 26 per
cent. 'in the last ten years, whereas the
income has not advanced proportionate-
ly.
3/Rmmedics for these conditions were
put forth as: Adequate pay, the cheap-
ening of amusements and the betterment
of educational facilities, such as night
schools, gymnasiums and clubs; im-
provement of conditions under which
men and women labor and the abolish-
ment ‘of the harmful’ forms of child la-
bor; the improvement of dwelling places,
notably tenements, the training of mo-
thers- and housewives, the guiding of
children along paths of strength, self-
reliance and self-respect and the regu-
lation of prices. !

Burnham’s ' remarks
mightvery well be turned back on him-
self and that before seeking to reform
the fashions‘in ‘women’s -dress .men
should reform' their habits.  One lady
suggested thdt Mt. -Burnham did not
show much of the logic usually attribut-
ed to the stronger sex in arguing against |
the cigarette resolution that it should be |
defeated because women in many cases;
dressed too extremely. -

which some people make . themselves

Miss Derick expressed the sentiments
of most ‘when she said that any dress
that makes the wearer conspicuous and
subject to remark should be considered
objectionable, atid that the fashions of
fifty or one hundred years ago were just
as easily susceptible to exaggeration in
this way as those of today.

Miss Carrie. M. Derick, assistant pro-
fessor of botany, McGill University: “I
read a short account of Mr. Burnham’s
speech.

Broder’s bill would be to prevent the
sale of cigarettes to minors, but it
séems from the resolution that it is to
prevent the total sale, importation and
manufacture of cigarettes. Of course,
there is not the slightest connection beé-
tween extreme fashions and t"is cigar-
ette bill in aid of which ladies €rom To-
ronto, London and Ottawa sent a dele-
gation to parliament.

Present Day Dress

“So far as the present day dress is
concerned I do not know that I am spec-
ially qualified to give an opinion. Most
of the people that I meet or come in
contact with during the day seem to me
to be sensibly dressed. I think that now
as always there are people who exagger-
ate the current: styles until they be-
come objectionable. - It is.the exaggera-
tion and ngt the style which is objec-
tionable. .. =l

“I think there are good points about
the present stylés. I think that the
short skirts easily managed, not too
wide, are comfortable at:least. Other
features of the dresses now favored are
essentially comifortable and healthy, and
I see nothing in the majority of the
dresses I see when I am on the streets
that I -think call for objection. I think
that a great' many people who object
take their views of present-day practices
from fashion adwvertisements and fashion
plates.

“] think that exaggeration which
causes unpleasant attention to be given
to any person is objectionable in dress.
We should -aim at having ease and grace
and comfort without exaggeration and
unsuitable features in dress. If seems to
me that our fashions now are less ob-
jectionable than they have oftén been,
and much more artistic than they have
often been. I myself prefer the rather
short skirts of moderate width and the
rather loose bodices to the alder styles.

“If one were to look at the fashions
of fifty, seventy-five or a hundred years
ago, and to read accounts of how. people
dressed in' these: different periods I
think that one ‘would find then the
same tendency among some people to
exaggerate the styles of their time.”

At ‘present the movement to
repress the individual and exalt the gov-
ernment, civie, municipal or federal, is
not ‘wholly.a blessing.

The individual must develop by self-
effort. If he is tethered to a tree, he is
not likely to develop physically, no mat-
ter how well he may be fed. So, if he
is tethered by laws to a standard of mor-
als and conduct, and is left to decide
nothing for himself, he may become
morally and socially stunted. The enthu-
siastic band of moral reformers should
not forget that man léarns by doing, and
that the fires of experience are still use-
ful’in the making of strong, pure char-
acter. Men ‘and women 'who are kept

“right ‘because they are not allowed 'to

go wrong are not as strong as those who
have -seen temptation and resisted it.

The -dragon of evil must be fought
continually-and continuously.

TIME FOR CITY
10 TAKE AGTION

Future of Valley Railway, of Ut-
most Importance to St. John, is at
Stake— Will Government Grant
Aid Under the Present Circum-
stances ?

Fredericion, March 20—The Valley
railway matter still has the centre of the
stage, and everybody is asking what will
be the outcome of it for the government,
for Mr. Gould, and, last but not least,
for the people of New Brunswick.

It is learned here now that a number
of members of the legislature visited Ot~
tawa recently to take soundings about
the whole matter, having become alarm-
ed of the situation that.is developing.

It is regarded as unreasonable to ask
for a further guarantee of bonds, and
certainly there will be increasing ob-
Jection and a growing demand for par-
ticulars as to expenditures up-to-date,
as to the route below Gagetown and
above Centreville, 'and as to the time
and method of completing the St. John-
Gagetown section.

It is being said that the legislature
will -not dare commit the province to
further expenditure until all the cazds
are on the table and until it is known
with certainty that the Grand Trunk
Pacific is coming to St. John over the
Valley line within a certain time.

Friends of Mr. Gould are saying that
he has the government in a hole. It is
intimated'that he will have grounds for
a suit againgt the goyernment if the con-
tract is cancelled, and that if a further
guarantee of bonds is not forthcoming
he will sue anyhow, on the d that
the government misled him as to the cost
of the railway, and particularly the cost
of the necessary bridges.

It is known that other surveys have
been made, including one down the west
side of the St. John River below Gage-
town, and that particulars of this sur-
vey will be demanded in order to show
the comparative length and cost of the
west side and east side routes.

Surprise is expressed here because St.
John and other towns and cities—but
especially St. John—have not formally

2 | agked the government through a delega-

tion, for reasomable information and
specific guarantees as to the route and
time of completion of the line' from
Fredericton to St, John.

A late report from Ottawa is to the
effect that the dominion government will
have nothing to do with the $2,000,000
bridge across the St. John River.

On the other hand there is increasing
suspicion about the proposal to have the
road end at Westfield, as this means de-
livery of the whole project to the C. P.
R. Supporters of the government realize
that turning over the Valley railway to
the C. P. R. would bring about the
downfall of the administration. Further
developments will be awaited with
keenest interest.

The plan to develop elegtric power at
Meductic on the St. Johelf River, is to
come  before the legislature again next
Tuesday, and probably on that day the
whole future of the project will be de-
cided. The plan of the St. John River
Hydro-Electric Co. would involve ulti-
mately an expenditure of $8,650,000. The
dam' at Meductic would be twenty-five
feet high, measuring from low water.
That river at that point is from 700
to 800 feet wide.

The amount named, $8,650,000, would
include the transmission line from there
to St. John, the length of which is es-
timated at eighty miles, together with
transmission lines to Fredericton and
Marysville, and step-down stations. The
initial development would consist of five
2,500 K. W. units, a total capacity of
12,500 K. W. units, and the cost of the
dam and to develop that amount of
power would be approximately $2,600,~

time would raise the total expenditure
to the larger amount named.

Prices of power have been quoted to
many St. John manufacturers who are
interested in having power delivered
here at a reasonable cost. The facts
here given as to the plans and expendi-
ture are taken from the engineering re-
port of Stone & Webster, Boston, who
own and operate many electric plants
and street railways throughout the Unit-
ed States.

The company’s representatives say
that the arrangement for facilitating the
passage of logs and perfecting a fish-
way that would permit the uninterrupted

‘The government began today to dis-
pose of its. regular troops in Ireland so
that they ‘may be in a position to deal
with any situation that arises. The cool-

er meén among the loyalists and the Ul-
ster Unionists, hewever, believe that
nothing resembling war is yet in sight.

John Redmond, the Nationalist lead-
er in parliament, today telegraphed the
Nationalists in Belfast an urgent apspenl
to abandon a parade arranged for Sun-
day in Londonderry, which it was
thought would likely result in rioting.
Sir Edward Carson, the Ulster; leader,
and the members of the Ulstet Coun-
cil invoked calmness on the part of the
volunteers.

Four cabinet ministers spoke of the
Ulster situation at different meetings to-
night. John Burns, president of the lo-
cal government board, in an address on
the occasion of the unveiling of his’ por-
trait in the National Liberal Club, said:
“Home rule is a question mainly for
Treland itself. Three-fourths of the peo-
ple there have demanded it persistently
for years, and we have no right fo listen
to the demand for more concessions or
yield to clamor. We have no more de-
sire to yield to lawless lawyers then to
lawless laborers.

Mr:- Pardee read a cablegram to the
Canadian government press signed “Win-
dermere,” announcing that the Canadian
minister of militia had sent a message
to the men of Ulster 'to the effect that
the Canadian government would offer no

opposition to the despatch of a first con-| -

tingent of picked Canadian Orangemen
to participate in.the threatened civil war
in Ireland. The reading of the cable
was greeted by cries of “Oh” from the
members. e

“Some stop should be put to this sort
of thing,” warmly declared Mr. Pardee.
“The war lord whom for the time being
we have placed at the head of the mili-
tia has become s0 superexuberant that
it would seem that he can no longer con-
fine his attentions even to Canada: I
ask the minister of public works, who is
now leading the house, and his colleagues
in the ministry, in all seriousness if they
will not take this gentleman in hand and
do something to.curb his reckless speech
and action? y

Part Report of the Canadian
Royal Commission

DENMARK DEALT WITH

The People’s High Schools There
~~Courses of Study or Work—
Social Qualities Developed--Up-
lift of Rural Life

The following is from Volume II. of
the report of the Canadian Royal Com-
mission on- - Industrial Training and
Technical Education:— .

To anyone familiag with the names
used. to classify scheols in other coun-
tries and not acquainted with the de-
velopment of education in Denmark the
designation “People’s High Schools” is
apt to be misleading. They represent a
movement and institntions that have
been called by eminent Danes who have
intimate knowledge, by such names as
“Peasants’ High Schools,” “High Schools
of Yeomanry,” (H. F. Feilberg), “Popu-
lar High Schools” (Alred .Poulseng,
“People’s High Schools” (Jacob Appel
These schools are Denmark’s original
contribution to organization, method and
practice in education.

In the the movement was plan-
ned, and the schools are still conducted
for the purpose of (1) developing a quick
sense responsibility for life, (2) fos-
tering & love of and devotion to Den-
mark, and (8) cultivating moral, intel-
lectual and practical qualities which en-

The People Made the Schools

Under the leadership of the men who
have been chlcsigl responsible for the
People’s High ools, private initiative
has played -an ample part in the pro-
gress of the eountry.

Since they gained :self-government they
have been characterized by the keenness
with which they seek after know'ledge.
The nation, through. the personality of
its people, gives one the impression that
it hungers and thirsts after intelligence.
Out of such conditions and material the
educational and¢ rative movements
have grown. Each of them has had its
in making Denmark intelligent, ca-
pable and rich.

Physigcal culture s regarded shighly
and receives much attention, The schools
maintain that rational bodily exercise
is of the utmost importance for the
health and vigor of the body, for the
capacity to.do mental work, and for the
strengthening of motal qualities.
regular daily gymnastics are considered
of not less.importaneé for students who
conie from hard bodily exercise than for
those engaged in sedentary occupations.

Singing is more than a subject, a course
or an art; it becomes. an atmosphere, 2
feeling and interest which embraces all
others. It is inseperable from high school
teaching. The pupils sing one or two
songs before the commencement of every
Jecture, and very often afterwards. ‘When
it is remembered that there are three to
five lectures a day besides the other
educational work, it becomes evident
that the remarkably rich collection of
historical, national and vernacular songs
and hymns which the Danes possess IS
put to a genercus use.

In brief, the work at the school, as ga-
thered from observation by the commis-
sion and discussion with the teachers and
others is characterized chiefly by the at-
tention given (1) to history, the mother-
tongue, and literature; (2) to physical
culture and singing, and (8) to other
subjects, including - some sciences and
practieal work. 1

Social Quatities Developed.

The People’s High Schools have be-
come the centres of wide and far-reach-
ing influence outside the immediate
education in their own course.

The
People’s High School, at Askov, may
be taken as representing the largest de-
velopment in this respect. Close by it
is a weaving school Hfor girls; and a
Sloyd (or Swedish manual training)
school for teachers. Then there is an

a stone’s throw distant; in the vicinity
an agricultural school; and at a distance
of two or three miles a school for house-
keeping occupations.

One feature which must not beover-
looked is the influence on the solidarity
‘'of feeling in the nation as a whole
through students coming from one dis-
triet to attend the People’s High School
located in another district.

The chairman -of the commission trav-
elled a good deal in Deénmark, visited
farms and conversed with farmers of
different types from the husbandman,
farming three acres, up to the president
of one of the farmers’ associations,
who farmed 8,000 acres of his own prop-
erty. Typical of the attitude of the
others towards the People’s High Schools
were Mr. and Mrs. Neilson, on a sev-
enty acre farm near Odense. They had
both been students of a People’s High
School. . ' The home and its surroundings
gave every evidence of comfort, intel-
ligence, and: refinement.. The farm had
the appearance of being managed by a

tical knowledge and ability. When Mrs.
Neilson was asked whether she regard-
ed her course at the People’s High
School as having been of value to her,
she answered: “Yes, certainly yes, it
gave a meaning to life for me” Her
husband said same thing in other
words.

Margaret Anglin, who is determined’
to remain a comedienne, even if she is
an ally of the ambitious American actors
who have this season devoted themselves
to the dramas of Shakespeare, began a
season of Shakespedrian comedy last
night at the Hudson Theatre. She act-
ed in “As You Like It"” :

There was a friendly audience to greet
her, and it was obvious that she has a
public interested in every new phase of
her artistic endeavors. There was an
additional. element of novelty in the oc-
casion from the intimation that a new
kind of stagecraft was to be revealed
in connection with the comedy. Tt does
not seem to be its mise en scene in. the
fullest semse of that word, which is just
now the trouble with the performances
of the Elizabethian dramatist that come
to this city. One might readily be sat-
isfied ‘with the way 'in which the plays
are mounted were there some element of
an unusual character in the degree of
talent displayed in the acting of them.

But it caused .an additional expect-
ancy that the so-called “new manner” of
producing the plays of Shakespeare was
to be revealed by a scene and costume
designer, Livingstone Platt, who has
studied abroad with Reinhardt and Gor-
don Craig and already exhibited with
success ik Boston some of the results of
his investigations into this art. Perhaps
there are plays that give the producer
more opportunity than this sylvan com-

‘As it was, the unity of purpese which
dominated the representation = seemed
one of Mr. Platt’s most satisfying
achievements, He succeeded in present-
ing a tasteful picture of the castle with
its towers framing a lovely view of a
mountain landsc A tapestry curtain
gerved for the interior scene and loss
of time in the changes was thus preyent-
ed. But the forest scenes suggested no-
thing new. They were in painting and
general effect’ inferior to any recent pro-
ductions of “As You Like Tt” witness-
ed here. Nor did they depart in any ob-
servable particular from the methods of
former stage designers.

Miss Anglin’s performance was intel-
ligent, revealed the command of resource
to be expected from an actress of her
experience and talents and proved an al-
together charming portrayal = to those
fwho admire her as a comedienne rather

'than an actress of. serious, or—to use

the familiar description-——emotional char-
acters. ' She filled her action with much
interesting and appropriate by-play, and
the performance of her associates was
marked at times by similar embellish-
ments. ' The actress made little or ne
attempt to simulate masculinity. She
conversed with Orlando quite as she did
with Celia. It may be her theory that
the fantastic idea of the whole comedy
allows the interpretation best suited to
her talents. She was assuredly  .much
more prepossessing to her audience as
herself than she might have been in an
unsuccessful attempt to imitate Gany-
mede. In spite of her success with the
role, it is not easy to understand why
she should have deserted for the sake
of playing comedy a field-in which her
eminence is undeniably greater.

URGES SWEEPING REVISION

A special committee in assachusetts
has been making an ipvestigation of the
matter of pensions for public employes
and had recommended to the legislature
a ‘sweeping change in the laws by re-
pealing every pension law on the sta~
tute books and replacing them by one
measure covering the entire field. Should
the recommendations ‘of the committce
be accepted by the‘législature the public
service of Massachusetts would have no
employe above the ‘age of seventy with
the exception of members of the su-
preme’ judiciary, élective officers and the
appointees of ' the governor ~and the
mayors of cities and selectmen  of
towns. !
The committee recommends the re-
tirement of -policemen and firemen at
sixty and all other public employes at
sixty-five, except that' by agreement
with their employers they may be kept
on duty five years longer.

The act is mandatory upon employes
of the state, county,”and cities and
towns of 10,000 population and so far as
school teachers are concerned upon
towns of less population.

The act provides a pension of about
half the wage received, but does not re-
cognize ‘any salary in excess of $2,000
and provides for an dssessment of five
per cent. of the wages of employes for a
period of not more than @ twenty-five
years.

I have replied to ‘these. .merchants, through the
News, ‘to. the general effect ‘that if the'.ten per: cent.
standard seemed: to them ruinous, the two per cent ap-.
propriation was not - justified. :For if a store regards
advertising as an expense, to be taxed upon the store's
patrons, then not a cent should be spent for advertising.

The ‘two per -cent. of gross earnings set. aside .by
this .firm, and perhaps similar appropriations by many
other' merchants, is spent. for the purpose of increasing
the volume of business done; and in ‘accomplishing this,
without greatly increased operating: expenses, they are
‘enabled to sell goods’ at lower prices than they would
have to charge on a smaller volumé of business. Tf this
is ‘what théy.plan, and what they accomplish, through
their two per cent advertising appropriation, how much §
more could they  actomplish on the same lines by [
doubling or quadrupling their advertising -appropria-
tion? L ¢
In, suggesting ten per cent., 'T realize that not.many
merchants now expend ‘that much moneéy on advertising.
But I realize, too, that advertising is_ still :in its. “in-
fancy,” and that only a few years [ago. the timid two
per cent. people did not.believe in advertising at ‘all.

I do not deny that to set the standard at ten per
cent. is to set it at a point which anly the most enter-
prising merchants will attain; but I'believe that, as the:
years go by, this mark will be the goal at which pro-
gressive merchants everywhere will aim.

The question is of so much moment to live mer-
chants, and to newspapers, that I suggest that vou ask
your readers, who have had occasion to give it some
thought, to express their ideas and opinions on it.
What percentage of a' store’s gross income should be
