Paris, Nov. 25—The official statement given out by the French War Di­
ke this afternoon says:

"From the North Sea to Ypres there have been no infantry attacks. Be­
tween Langemarck and Zonnebecke, we have gained territory. In the vicinity 
of Labassee, the Indian troops recaptured from the enemy certain trenches 
which had been taken from them the evening before.

"From Labassee to Soissons there has'been almost complete calm.
"We have made slight progress near, Berry-Au-Bac and in the Argonne. 
"At Bethincourt, northwest of Verdun, a German attack has been repulsed. 

A suspension of hostilities requested fay the enemy, has been refused.
"In the region of Pont-A-Mousson, our artillery found it possible to bom­

bard Arna ville.
"Nothing has happened in the Vosges.”

Rome, Nov. 25—An important meet­
ing at the foreign office yesterday was 
attended by the premier, the minister 
of foreign affairs, the chief of the gen­
eral staff of the army, and chief of the 
naval staff.

London, Nov. 25—The French steamer

miralty statement issued today. An ex­
amination, it is stated, revealed a frag­
ment of the torpedo in a lifeboat. 
Thougli crowded with 2,000 refugees, 
many of them women and children, only 
forty lives were lost.

If there are several couples dancing 
together the lady may change partners 
on the third step. That is instead of re­
turning to her original partners at the 
end of the circle she may go forward to 
the next man, who is next to the left of 
her original partner.

Mrs. W. Frank 
Hathaway and Mrs. W. C. Matthews, 
representing the Free Kindergarten As­
sociation, were then introduced, and Mrs. 
Matthews told of the work that had been 
done during the last twelve years, the 
extent of the present work with four 
kindergartens in operation, the need of 
an extension of the work, the special 
needs that have arisen as a result of the 
war, and the great problem of getting 
enough money to carry on the work 
successfully.

tog men in both political parties that the 
evil could be overcomeT and the task 
should be undertaken by the men of the 
churches. Mr. Barraclough, speaking for 
Centenary Brotherhood, said he was sure 
they would be very glad if a federation 
of brotherhoods could be accomplished, 
even if it were only to the extent of 
forming a sort of central board compos­
ed of a few delegates from each. He out­
lined many ways in which united action 
would benefit the community.

Rev. J. A. MacKeigan, said that St. 
David’s Brotherhood, if small in number, 
had been giving very earnest study to 
social questions and would be glad to 
co-operate with other brotherhoods. He 
said very emphatically that the motto 
“business as usual” should be adopted by 
the churches. In St. David’s after the 
war broke out some members felt that 
a projected financial campaign should 
not be carried out, as there was a fear 
it would not succeed because there were 
so many other calk upon''the people at 
this time. They went ahead with the 
campaign, however, with the result that 
the financial position of the church is 
very much stronger than it was last 
year. Mr. MacKeigan said that the 
church is wrongfully criticized, and 
charged with failure to do this or that 
work which ought to be done. He stoutly 
defended the institution, pointing out 
that the church is really responsible for 
what he termed the “holy discontent” 
which prompts society to seek ever high­
er ideals of life and conduct.

Dear Sir:—
Whatever destiny may await us, splen­

did or disastrous, we should prepare for 
and await it with the greater calmness, 
confidence and strength if wc know we 
are using the present in the best way 
for the best purpose.

To some it falls to fight, to suffer, or 
to die. Noble fellows ! To others, only 
their daily duty performed in just the 
same spirit^ diligently and unselfishly. So 
that all shall be one in earnestness of 
purpose for the good of all.

With the world at war; is this a time 
to make profits and fill one’s pockets?

In our attitude toward the German 
government and people, surely we should 
follow the same principles we should in 
dealing with individuals. Suppose a ma­
niac at large with a knife and revolver 
in his hands. Suppose lie had been along 
time vociferating and brandishing these 
weapons and that all his neighbors, al- 
although acutely anxious, partly from 
fear and partly from dislike of disturb­
ance, had omitted to put him under re­
straint. Suppose this maniac indulged 
the illusion that his neighbors’ distrust 
and dislike, aroused by his own conduct, 
were evidence of their ill-will and re­
garded them, as sufficient, reason to at­
tack them and that now he had shot 
some and ripped others up. What should 
we feel and do to such a madman? He 
would first have to be over-powered and 
deprived of his weapons. He would then 
be. lodged in a Lunatic Asylum where he 
would be kept from doing himself or his 
neighbors harm. We should not hate him. 
We should try to cure his dementia.

Surely that is how we should deal 
with Germany. Not hate the Germans, 
but over-power and disarm them, and 
henceforth make certain that Germany 
was not allowed to prepare for a fresh 
assault upon the liberties of the world. 
There should be no mistake about that. 
Every battleship, submarine, aeroplane, 
cannon and rifle should be surrendered. 
Krupp’s factory dismantled and the 
Hohenzollems deposed. For Germany 
that would be a great deliverance. For 
Germany, how terrible that William and 
his abbettors should have seized upon all 

capital and prosperity of 40 
years’ industry%jJo waste them away in 
carrying on a war of ambition and ag­
gression! The Germans ns a people, are 
to be profoundly pitied. Nothing better 
could be wished for the Germans than 
that they should be allowed to go hack 
to their farms and factories, sadder, wis­
er and more unselfish men, to begin once 
again their useful work for the world. 
That is the proper EngMsh attitude to­
wards the Germans. It is the only one 
that will most of all promote peace, se­
curity and prosperity for all nations and 
to that it must eventually come-

To a moderh realist, nothing is more 
regrettable than the overwhelming re­
crudescence of paganism. The God of to­
day is evidently Thor the Thunderer, or 
Jehovah “the Lord of hosts mighty in 
battle.” The one person whose name and 
principles we never hear mentioned is 
Jesus the puritan philanthropist of Pal­
estine. The very mention of him is in­
opportune today. His moderating intru­
sion would spoil the warlike enthusiasm 
of the peoples. Christendom seems to 
have forgotten him. If he looked now 
upon his professed disciples, he would 
sadlv repeat:—“Ye know not what man­
ner of spirit ye are of.” Thou slialt love 
thy neighbor as thyself’! Nonsense ! 
“And who is my neighbor ” Dare Jesus 
reply? Instead of “the Samaritan,” would 
he venture to falter—the German.

Amid all this gloom, would it not he 
cheering if the clergy of all denomina­
tions could bid us hope for the day 
when once again there would exist “the 
hate of hate, the scorn of scorn and the 
love of love,” and that our warfare was 
against war and not pgainst men of any 
nation.
