The Prince Crawford Range■
i STUDY AND PRACTICE

An interesting experiment is being made 
in the United States to combine study in 
the schools with practical work in factor­
ies. It is claimed that the ordinary course 
in manual training, while it is beneficial, 
does not give boys that skill which they 
ought to have when they take '.p prac­
tical work. In a recent report the United 
States board of education tells of an inter­
esting experiment in which the boys spend 
part of their time in school and part of 
it in the factory. We quote from Brad- 
streets:

“It centers around the high school at 
McComb City, Miss., on the one side, 
and the Illinois Central Railroad dn the 
other. Specifically, the boys of, the high 
school attend school one day and work in 
the railroad shops the next. The studmt- 
apprenticea, as they are called, are paid 
for their work in the shops, the minimum 
wage being twelve cents ea hour and the- 
monthly earnings $12 to $18. After four 
years of combined high school attendance 
and shop work the hoy is prepared to 
enter college or draw a man’s pay ut hie 
trade. The plan is said to be working 
out in a satisfactory manner.”

in The Standard on Saturday. Some of 
the further changes which he will bring 
before the future London conference were 
outlined in an interview with a representa­
tive. X

“Interest in current events ought to be 
uch more fully utilized in education than 
is at present,” he said. “Personally, I 

believe that there should be an annual 
revision of the curriculum with special re- 
fefence to the things that are prominent­
ly before the public mind in that year.
For instance, one might, I suppose, grant 
that the Balkan war and the phenomenon 
of strikes are subjects of general talk and 
interest now.”

The outside world moves 
on the whole very quickly, and a ‘current 
subject’ such as I wish to introduce soon 
gets out of date. But there is always 
something important going on, and tlyi 
public interest in it should be utilized.

“In a rather larger way this practice 
could be extended to the teaching of liv­
ing languages. As the political order of 
the world changes, so the general utility 
of the knowledge of respective languages 
changes. We do not learn French and 
German because they are pretty forms of 
expression, and possess pretty literatures, 
but becouse France and Germany are para­
mount powers in the European council. 
Our school authorities ought to watch 
events carefully, to observe the rise and 
relative positions of races, and to bring 
into the curriculum of living languages 
the language of any people which begins 
to come prominently forward in affairs.

“One other change which would assist 

boys to get a grip of current things 
would be to teach them English history 
out of books on European history. The 
fault at present is that English history,

cution. President J. M. Robinson spoke 
convincingly on the new era which is be­
ing inaugurated in St. John and the need 
of concerted action to reap the benefits 
which the city should secure. He urged 
the co-operation of all citizens in the work 
of promoting the welfare of St. John and 
the surrounding provinces.

Mayor Frink was heard in an eloquent 
address, in which he discussed the relar 
tions between the Board of Trade and the 
common council. He reviewed the pro­
gress of the city and the steps which havo 
led up to the present period of expansion, 
and paid a .glowing tribute to the men, who 
had made these things possible.

H. V. Chase, the towp t development ex­
pert from New York, gave a practical and 
Business like talk on what could be ac­
complished in St. John- and the methods 
which would be found most effective.. His 
address expressed the convictions of a man 
who lias wide experience in his work and 
who knew what he was talking about.

The burning of the hammer marked the 
end of the anvil chorus of knocker®, and 
typified the new attitude of the citizens 
of St. John.

Mr. Robinson, in his address, said:— 
“First of all I want to speak to you 

as a citizen to a gathering of citizens ir­
respective of membership in the Board of 
Trade. We are all familiar with the past 
history of the city and we know that St, 
John has not grown as it Should. We are 
now on the eve of a period of great devel­
opment. If anyone doubts this all he lias 
to do to be convinced is to take a walk 
around the city and observe the work 
which is already in progress. We do not 
realize what this will mean to St. John. 
If we did such a gathering as this would 
not be necessary.

“If we realize the significance of the 
fact that five big business buildings are 
about to be erected in Prince William 
street; that the C. P. R. is preparing its 
terminals at Mill street for à greater flow 
of local traffic than we have had, and at 
West St. John a new elevator is being 
built to care for the growing grain traffic 
and that a new harbor of equal capacity 
to the existing harbor is being constructed 
at East St. John, we would know that 
we are making the preparations for greater 
things than we had dreamed the future 
held for this city. (Applause.)

“So far as the Board, of Trade is con­
cerned, by the chance of fate and a con­
spiracy of my friends, I find myself pre­
siding here this evening with a message to 
deliver to you. As you know the Board of 
Trade has been organizing a campaign for 
an increased membership and you may 
have been wondering what the function of 
the Board of Trade is to be. Its purpose 
is to be an agency through which men maj 
get together to work for the good of the 
city and to aid in its development.

It is one of the purposes of this 
board to see that you get the class of in­
dustries that you want. You do not want 
those which employ only cheap labor to 
whom they do not pay a living wage.

“I know of a little city of 13,000 peo-

in three days secured 613 members pledged 
to give $25 a year for three years. They 
secured a competent commissioner and 
within a few months they had a new glass 
plant employing 1,800 men at wages from 
$15 to $40 a week. In another city of 40,- 
000 people a membership of 1,200 was secur­
ed on t^be same terms, within a few days, 
and- development rwork on a, large scale 

n&de possible". In St. Paul, where the 
membership fee is $50 a year, 1,500 mem­
bers were secured in a few days and J. J. 
Hill took fifty memberships as a contribu­
tion by his railway. In the past where the 
membership fee has been small the mem­
bers would forget the work as soon as 
they had paid the small amount. What is 
Deeded is a membership fee large enough 
to carry the members’ interest with it 
and to encourage them to follow it up to 

that the money is spent properly." 
The speaker referred to the recent cam­

paign for the New York Merchants Asso­
ciation and pointed out that if such ap or­
ganization is needed in New York, it is 
needed much more in smaller cities.

school some months ago, caused by a fath­
er taking his son out of school because the 
principal tried to compel him to salute the 
Stars and Stripes and pledge allegiance, 
was again brought to mind yesterday, when 
Assemblyman Peacock of Burlington, in­
troduced a bill calling for placing an Am­
erican flag in every room of each public 
school in the state and requiring, all the 
pupils to salute it each day.
