CONFESSES

T0 GIRL'S
MURDER

Stanley Zalesky, 17 Years,
Says He Clubbed Little
Sophie Cupec. -

BODY IN RIVER

Girl Had Left Home to De-
liver Milk and Then
Go to School,

Chicopee, April 5—Police have been
deagging the Connecticut river for the
body of l4-year-old Sophie Cupek,
Williamansett .. school girl, following
confession by -Stanley Zalesky, 17, that
he clubbed the girl, wrapped her un-
conseious form in a rug, then took
her on a toboggan to the river bank
and threw her in.

Although the body had not been
found and police feared it has-been
swept far away in. the swirling cur-
rents, it became evident that Zalesky’s
story is unquestionably true.

State detectives said they had found
a women and a young man who de-
clared they saw . Zalesky dragging a
‘toboggan through Melvin street and an
field toward the river bank. They
wiiid, acgording to the police, that there
was a “big bundle” on the toboggan
and that he occasionally paused and
poked & stick at the object on the sled.

Although the authorities hesitated to
believe that the girl was ;still alive
while being drawn across the snow to
the river bank, the ‘woman’s story
nevertheless strengthened the “theory
that the girl, slowly smothering in the
rug, had put up a fight to free herself
and had been clubbed over and over
again.

The youth asscrted he passed Zal-
esky in a field and asked him what the
object was on the toboggan.

“Some kittens—I'm going to drown
‘em,” the boy answered, according to
the statement of the police. The
young man is said to have identified
the boy as Zalesky.

The Cupek girl was called ‘the little
milkmaid among neighbors, because
she delivered milk. The Cupek home
is in Cldrk street, in the Williaman-
sett section of Chicopee, away from
the centre.

The girl was to have delivered a
bottle of milk after leaving her home,
then hurried along on her way to the
Williamansett grammar school. She
did not appear at the school, nor did
any word come from her.

A neighbor of the Cupek family de-
clared she had seen the child pass the
Zalesky home'in Stevens street, which
is just back of the Cupek home.

Zalesky, who has remained at his
home in Stevens street while his par-
ents worked in a Holyoke mill and his
brother and sister went .to school, was
taken into custody. Within a short
time he made a signed confession that
he had slain the Cupek girl, the police
say.

GERMANY
PLAYS WITH
FIRE AGAIN

May Bring Disaster in Try-
ing to Gain Time
in Crisis,

~PLAYING POLITICS

Will be Forced to Accept
' Dawes Plan—Great Bri-
. . tain Doubtful.

London, April 5.—Germany
for more than two weeks past
has been preparing the soil for
the reception of the Dawes re-
port, which will be issued today
or tomorrow. She has taken the
same course that she adopted so'
disastrously at Genoa—of issu-
ing to the world antagonistic
speeches on thé eve of the de:
claration, insisting on her sove+
reignty.

ing the monarchists to rear their,
heads again, and by talking big
1 of the inviolability of the Reich.
Germany, however, will find
that the plan of the Dawes com-
mission gives her the one chance
left of recovery, and, vowing
she will' never consent, will

eventually accept it.
May Overreach

Of course the feeling in Germany is
not so optimistic as it was when the
Dawes commission was actually sitting
in Berlin, but during the last week
Foreign Minister Stresemann, and the
financial magnates under whose thumb
he is, declared themselves satisfied with
the broad principles of the findings.
The fact is that Germany has got bet-
ter terms than'she bargained for, al-
though there is the usual wailing and
gnashing of the teeth by big business
that it will be impossible to carry out
these terms against the wishes of the
people.

The danger is that Germany may
overreach herself in playing for time.
With an election in the near future
she is bound to do something to con-
ciliate the extremists, and she sees also
that her best hope of getting the Reich
more firmly established is not to seem
to give way too quikly te the Allies
but make her people believe that by
bargaining she has obtained better
i terms. Dr. Schacht, president of the
Reichstag, who conducted the negotia-
tions in Berlin with the Dawes com-
missioners, said in an interview last
night that he was satisfied that the
plan of the commission is essentially

reasonable.
Reaction in Britain

In Britain there has been a reaction .
against the plan during the last few
days. There is no doubt that a loan
forms part of the plan and while there
is much talk of the United States sub-
scribing largely to such a loan Britain
is beginning to think that most of it
will come out of the pockets of the
British taxpayers. America is not fond
of investing her savings in European
loans as a rule, and in the present state
of public opinion in the United States
there is an increasing tendency to fight
shy.

If the British taxpayer is to find
most of the money for the loan to did
in the recuperation of Germany Britain
natirally wants to have some say in
the distribution. Britain does not want
to raise a loan for reparations which
Germany will pay over to France, while
in return France will continue to pay

i nothing of her debt to Britain.

Waters are Dragged—Body
of Mate to be Sent

“Nothing new” was the report re-
ceived today at noon from Chance Har-
bor relative .to the foundering of the
schooner Nellle Eaton. Several men
made a special trip to the scene of the
wreck late yesterday~ afternoon and
used grappling irons, but no bodies
*were found.

H. S. Culyver, American consul, re-
ceived a wire this morning from Rock-
land, Me, asking that Captain
Anthony’s body be forwarded there.
Evidently someone at Rockland has
formed the idea that the body recov-
ered on Thursday was that of Captain
Anthony. Such is not the case, as it
has been definitely established that the
body is that of George E. Smith, and
identified as the mate of the ill-fated
Nellie Eaton, which it is said only car-
ried a crew of two men.

The body of Emith will he forward-
ed to Rockland, Me., this evening at
the request of Richard F. Smith, father
of the unfortunate man.

In answer to a wire sent from here
by H. 8. Culver, United States consul,
William Munroe & Co., Boston, own-
ers of the schooner Nellie Eaton, say
that the description of the body of
the man brought here yesterday does
not correspond with that of the master
of the schooner, Captain Anthony.

The American consul on receiving
this information wired to Ingraham
Hill, Maine, as the identification card
found on the man bore the name of
George Smith, Ingraham Hill, Maine..

Captain Bell, of the schooner Sarah
Eaton, which arrived in port yester-
day afternoon from Boston with a
cargo of tar, called at the office of Mr.
Culver and said that he knew the man
Smith quite well, and he was the mate
on the schooner, which carried only
two of a crew. At the request of Mr.
Culver, Captain Bell - went to the
Brenan undertaking parlers and imme-
diately identified the body as that of
Smith. Captain Bell said that his ves-
sel, the Sarah Eaton, and the Nellie
Eaton were all in Portland, Me., har-
bor at the same time recently’ and it
was then that he paid a visit to the
Nellie an et those on board He
was sure that there were only two
men on board when he was there, The
schooner was bound east, he said.

man, wired to Richard F. Smith, In-
graham Hill, Rockland, Maine, the
father, and received a reply late yes-
terday afternoon requesting that the
body be sent to Rockland.

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MONUMENT IN HONOR
OF ALEXANDER GIBSON

The grave of the late Alexander Gib-
son, Sr., in the family lot at Marys-
ville, which has been unmarked ‘since
his death, in 1913, has been marKed Ly
means of ‘a handsome Italian marble
monument, five feet in height, which
has been erected by Oldham's Marble
Works for Mrs. John R. McConnnll of
Marysville, daughter of the deceased.

The monument, says the Fradericton
Mail, is of simple but very effective de-
sign, and the inscription is in keeping
with its general appearance. The in-
scription is as follows:—

*ALEXANDER GIBSON
" 1819-1918
Lead Me to the Rock that is
Higher than L

A Masonic emblem also is on the
monument, beneath the fnscription.
Left His Mark on Province.

The late Mr. Gibson, although it is
eleven years since he passed away, has
left a mark upon the Province of New
Brunswick. He was founder of the
town of Marysville, and at one time its
chief owner. He also built the narrow
guage railway from Gibson to Edmund-
ston, which later was standardized and
now is part of the Canadian Pacific and
the Canada Eastern Railway from
Fredericton to Loggieville, now part of
the Canadian <National system. The
Gibson cotton mill at Marysville, now
operated by Canadian Cottons, Limited,
was founded by him and perpetuates his
name. The village of Gibson is now
part of the town of Devon, but one of
its streets is Gibson street. The lum-
bering Industry of the Nashwaak and
of a portion of the Southwest Mirami-
chi was conducted by the deceased for
many years.

As managing-
direc'tor of a large local concern I have no need for seeking a salaried
position in the Council, but, filled with the idea that the people of St.
John desire some new -blood in civic affairs, and that there are other
young business citizens who will take similar steps as soon as the ice
is broken, I am offering my services to the people as Mayor with the
honest promise to serve them faithfully, young heartedly and to the

best dictates of my observation and conscience.

I am not gifted as a

pl.atfonm speaker as I would like to be, so take this method of chatting
with my fellow: townsmen on the important subjects in hand. I will,
therefore, enumerate below, under a few headings, some of my thoughts . .

on civic matters so vitally important to us all:

OUR WONDERFUL

THE HARBOR -

At the very beginning Navigator Champlain
was struck with the value of this great natural boon,
our harbor. In the old days it was one of the five
leading ports in the British Empire. When I was
a boy our sturdy civic rulers pressed the claims of
this winterport and with our people’s tax money
built the nucleus to Sand Point. The experiment
has been a marvelous success, and we are now estab-
lished as the real winter Atlantic gateway of Canada,
with increasing prominence as a summer-port as
well. -Our main harbor has been taxed of late win-
ters to accommodate the traffic and the last year or
two have demonstrated the value of Courtenay Bay,
our second big harbor. As previously stated in
these columns by me, it is the bounden duty of the
City of St. John to make known the merits -of this
port far and wide and thus maintain our natural po-
sition among the ports of the Atlantic coast, the
same as Vancouver is dominant on the Pacific. A
passive, defensive attitude will not suffice. We must
be aggressive, and that aggressiveness must begin in
the Common Council.

HYDRO ELECTRICITY

Water-power electricity is another gift of nature
with which St. John has been blessed, same as vari-
ous other sections of this continent. In the wake
of Hydro comes manufacturing stimulus, reduction
of household expenses and the enlivening of the
community generally. The rural districts are
brought to a par with the cities in these matters and
the possibilities of cheap power are practically with-
odt limit. The citizens of St. John know already
what Hydro is meaning to them in dollars and cents
—both directly and indirectly—and there is abso-
lutely no argument. As Chairman of the Civic
Hydro Commission from its inception and-to the
present - time, I am naturally fully informed in all
the details of this grand new reality and chfnllengc
any opponent of this public utility to deny its un-
questioned advantages. As months have gone by
and Hydro will have passed all its expcrimen@al .and
familiarizing staggs of production, petty prejudices,
mixed with politics, will fade into useful dollars ¢_md
cents for the people of this city and New Brunswick.

MANUFACTURES

Ask any well-informed business man what con-
ditions are today throughout Canada and New Eng-
land and he will tell you they are not normally good.
This is especially true of the Maritime Provinces.
In spite of these temporary conditions the City of
St. John is standing the acid test better than any
sister city, which is a tribute to the solidity of our
business houses, the enterprise of our manufactories
and the natural qualities of our port. This is a
great argument in favor of St. John as a place for
instituting new industries. Why did the big sugar
refinery come here? Why the dry dock and ship-
building plant? Why are all the big banks. repre-
sented here? Why is St. John to have a new million
dollar chain hotel? Why a chain theatre? And so
on. Tucked away in the east of Canada this City
occupies a pecularly useful position as a shipping
centre for manufacturers and should be boosted as
such in every section of this continent and over-
seas—chiefly by the Common Council,

A HOMING CITY

St. John is a homing city. Although the lure
of the busy centres of the United States and Canada
has been very strong the last 18 months, St. John
seems to have “stood the gaff” better than most
places down this way. Happily many of these runa-

ADVANTAGES

ways are coming home again, disillusioned. The
city is growing outwards in spite of these shuffles of
homes. Take, for instance. the development of new
streets, avenues, etc. in West St. John, far into the
fields of Lancaster. Have you noticed the sub-
stantial town that has sprung up in East St. John,
soon to be affiliated with the main city? There is
the marked development of a residential. character
round-about the Shamrock Grounds area in North
End, and a general betterment of homing conditions
on all sides.

It is satisfactory to those who think
in terms of the future of the race in
this Dominion that Canada during 1923
secured a high percentage of immigra-
tion from British and- Nordic coun-
tries. English immigration was 85,783
which was a doubli of the figures
for 1922. Scotland sent 25,107 Ireland,
8.321, the latter figure being an in-
crease of 3,207. Of other nationalities
there were 6,062 Italians, 6,089 Finns,
4157 Poles, 2,682 Russians, 1,627 Swiss,
1,670 Norwegians, 1,868 Belgians, 1,025
Danes, 714 Jugo-Slavs and 3,476 Rou-
manians. The Hebrew immigration to-
talled 3,475, and from the United
States the influx was 20,807, which
represented a decrease of 3,000 as com-
pared with 1922.

The widespread sympathy  lately
expressed throughout the country
for Mr. Daugherty was a sound rec-
ognition of his admirable qualities.
He does not know the word fear, he
acts with decision and he is a hard-
hitting enemy. By virtue of these
qualities he accomplished much ex-
cellent work as Attorney General, A
stanch friend by nature, he has made
a host of friends in Washington.
Mr. Coolidge’s loathness to act in his
case was based quite as much upon
personal regard as upon considera-
tions of courtesy toward his prede-
cessor in the White House.

three—while she was in her kitchen.
She rushed to the front room, she said,
and peered through the windows. As
she did so she saw some one race away
across a vacant lof. She aid the figure
soon disappeared into the night, and
she could not be sure whether it was
the form of a man or a woman, al-
theugh she .said her first impression
was that it had been a man.

It was several hours later that the
police picked up the two Elizabeth men
in a Linden lunchroom. The authorities
said that it was the conversation -of
the two men which was gverheard
that lead to their arrest.

HUGHES SPEAKS
ON WORLD PEACE

Former Premier Says Anglo
American Co-operation

Sole Guarantee,

New York, April 5—Not a Euro-
pean league of nations but a declara-

tion of intentions as between the great
English-speaking powers, America and
the United Kingdom, can alone insure
the maintenance of world peace, the
Right Hon. William Morris Hughes,
Austrolian political leader and former
Prime Minister, declared at aluncheon
tetgndered to him at the India House, by
the Hon. 'Donald MacKinnon, commis-
sioner for Australia, in the United
States.

Peace was. just as essential to the
preservation of democracy of the kind
nurtured in the United States and in
Australia as for the preservation of
western civilization, the Australian
statesman asserted, and he greatly
questioned the effectiveness of 'the
League of Nations, as at present consti-
tuted and without the full support of
America, in the settlement of any dis-
pute comparable to the Great War.
He declared the time was ripe for a
formal understanding between America
and the United Kingdom, and that
England was “now entirely of Amer-
ica’s way of thinking.” Give the two
dominant English-speaking powers this
understanding and “the world then will
heed us,” he said.

By way of analogy and to the ob-
vious amusement of his friends and
Juncheon guests, who included prom-
inent members of the British colony in
New York, editors and publishers, the
former Prime Minister of Australia re-
ferred to the fact that although a
{ majority of the League of Nations
[ Assembled had voted in favor of world
| racial equality, the voice of one man
| had committed that body to the oppo-
| site policy.

Out of the abundance. of comment |
by members of the Commons it is-'
evident that the action of the prlvateE
bills committee of the Ontario Legis-
lature in so amending the measure as
almost to nullify its original intent has
had a considerable influence upon cpin-
ion in the federal arena. While those
supporting the measure here are con-
ﬁdeni; that the federal pariiament will
not fail to implement the wishes unani-
mously expressed by the Presbyteriam
General Assembly -and ulso by the
Methodist and Congregational budies,
there is, if corridor talk is any crlter—’

ion, a really growing opposition to the
move.

The Maritithes.

In the Maritime Provinces, the
members, both Conservatives and Lib- -
eral, seem to be equally divided on
the guestion. The Progressive - mem-
bcx:s in Western Canada ire alinost a
unit in favor of church union, and are
p.ersuaded it would be a calamity if it’
did not pass parliament.

Amongst the Ontario mémbers there
has been a division of feeling, but the
most interesting development has been
in the Province of Quebec. Almost
all of the members for that province
are French and Roman Catholics, and
under ordinary circumstances might be
cxpected to refrain from taking a part
in the deliberations; bfit what neu-

‘trality has been imposed on them by

their own religious adherents has been
to a remarkable extent destroyed by
their constituents, especially in the
arge urban centres such as Montreal,
Quebec, and also in the Fastern Town-
ships. As a result of the activity of
these constituents oppesed to church
union a surprising. number of the
French members, (there are of course
a number of English-speaking mem-
bers in Quebec ridings, such as A. R.
MacMaster, F. N. MacRea, W. F. Mac-
Kay and Hon. James A. Robh), al-
ready lined up against church union
will, if present at the committee sit-
ings and in the House, be obliged to
vote on the issue.

Again, the effect of the developments
n Quebge Park will be to «rystallize
he opinions of those members who up
o that juncture had kept “open minds”
on the question, ana who will now,
according to corridor talk, be inclined
to throw their weight azainst the bill.

Western Progressives Factor.

A Dbig factor in the situation will
be the united support of the Western
’rogressives, and those from Ontario,
for that matter, in favor of the bill.
I'o what extent they can exert their
‘nfluence in the committee and in the
House upon those who are opposed re-
mains to be seen, but it is believed it
will be by no means negligible.

Robert Forke, the Progressive leader,
is strongly in favor of the legislation,
and is convinced that unless church
union is made a fact by federal law a
new church will be formed in the
West by those who are deprived of
the legislation.

Fredericton, April 5—The church
union bill in the New Brunswick
Legislature is to be taken up again in
committee next Tuesday.

It is definitely asserted that the bill
will not pass without amendments,
and the sponsor of the bill has already
told the committee that the promoters

If amendments are not accepted and
are insisted upon by a majority the
miy course for the promoters is with-
drawal of the bill, otherwise the com=
mittee would have to report against it.

Frederieton, April 4—There is a well
founded rumor in circulation today
that the Opposition will move an
amendment to the motion to go inte
Supply before the budget debate is
ended. Nobody knows Just exactly
.when the motion will be made, and
the mover and seconder are not dis-
closed.
tion is carefully - prepared, embracing
some new ideas of the Opposition and
condemning large expenditures with a
view to capturing the farmer and in-
dependent voté, the debate upon the
budget and the amendment thereto
may be so prolonged as to make pro-
rogation by the Thursday before Eas-
ter impossible. 5

Amendments to the motion to go
into supply have not been usual in re-
cent years. There have been one or
two since 1917 and there was one pro-
posed by Hon. A. B. Copp when Lead-
er of the Opposition in 1912 that caus-
ed the budget debate to be lengthen-
ed many days: -

The Opposition are very reticent as
to whether the amendment will be
moved or not, but some of the mem-
bers have no hesitation in stating that
this is a possibility. .

| Redisteibution Issue.

Another matter that may prolong
the session is the determination of the
Government to divide several of the
present constituencies so as to give at
least Fredericton and St. Stephen aund
Milltown one member each without in-
creasing the membership in the coun-
ties in which they are located. It is
understood that there may be a de-
mand from the City of Moncton for
another member. . The railway town
claims 20,000 people, although the offi~
cial census figures do not give it quite
that, and says that the County of Al-
bert next door to it with 8,600 has
two members, so why should they not
enjoy the same privilege. It is felt,
however, that if the Government pro-
ceeds on this basis the whole represen-
tation of the Province might be in-
volved and counties like Charlotte,
with 20,000 peoplé, would only have
two representatives instead of four;
Kings county two instead of three;
Carleton two instéad of three; Sun-
bury .one; Queens one; Victoria one;
Restigouche three, -And there nfight
be some reductions in other constitu-
enciés. There is no doubt, if the op-
inions expressed by the members pri-
vately indicate their judgment, that
the representation of the Province will
be decreased in the near future..

The Budget Debate.

This afternoon the budget debate
goes merrily on with Fred Estabrooks
of Sackville, representing the county
of Westmorland, and J. M. Pinder, the
veteran politician of York, speaking
from both sides. Mr. Estabrooks, who
is of a practical turn of mind, has an
intimate knowledge of agricultural
conditions and is a keen observer of
matters generally affecting the progress
of the country, is well prepared to
speak with splendid information. Mr.
Pinder’s belief would be contained in
a very few words: He is agin the
Government.” Nothing the. adminis-
tration does commerids itself to him.
He even dislikes personal compliments
from the Premier or anyone support-
ing him. The senior member for St.
John county, a day or two ago, when
Mr. Pinder was reading a resolution
in the Corporations Committee with-
out the aid of any eye-glasses, com-
plimented him upon his splendid vision
at the advanced age of 83 years of age,
and; he was somewhat startled to have
the veteran Pinder retort: “I always
knew you were blind” So when Pre-
mier Veniot complimented him in the
Legislature upon celebrating his eigh-
ty-third birthday and having been so
long in public life, Mr. Pinder’s reply
indicated that the rea.on he was in
public lifé so long was that the people
approved of his political principles and
the way in which he served them.

There will probably ;be 75 or 80
bills at least introduced into this meet-
ing of the Legislature. This is not a
large number compared with lists of
150 bills that have been passed during
some previous sessions, but the import-
ance of the legislation session cannot

If, in the great war, Kitchener was
less strict in his day than was Well-
ington a century earlier in enlisting re-
cruits, the fact must not be overlooked
that Kitchener was enrolling an army
vastly greater than Wellington ever
saw.

when an army of millions is being en-
rolled, and it is quite possible that an
army the equal of Wellington’s in
number and physique could have been
enrolled in 1914.

1t was found, too, that plenty of short
men had perfect eyesight and perfect
teeth and were quite tall enough to
shoot and be shot at. Although their
legs were not as long as those worn
by the grenadiers yet, if a man’s legs
are long enough to reach the ground
he can get about on them. So, many
a shortish man went into the great war
and gave a good account of himself.

Some of these military writers who
seem to think that a six-foot man is
the only specimen and that every inch
in height above that is an extra merit

in a man, are tinaware that mankind y
never did average that height and is,
perhaps, as near it today as ever be-
fore. Goliath of Gath was just as much ®
of a wonder in his day as he would
be now, and about as futile then as he
would be now. He fell to a smaller
man of greater efficiency in either peace
or war.

Napoleon would not have been tall
enough to have enlisted in Wellington’s
army, yet he proved to be quite g sol*
dier. Nor could Lord Roberts have en-
listed for the Peninsular War. It is
fair ground for surmise whether if
Napoleon and Roberts had, by modern
treatment of the glands, been length-
ened a foot in height, they would have
been the better soldiers for it, or whe-
ther they would have been worse oft
by having their dynamic energies dif-
fused over a superflious inchage. It is
a question too deep for casual inquiry.

TOURISTS BROUGAT
4 MILLION 10 N..

Estimate Given in Dominion
Review — $136,000,000
to All Canada.

The importance which the Tourist
business is assuming is strikingly
shown in a report recently issued by
the Dominion Parks Board, that is the
board which is charged with the ad-
ministration of the Nutional Parks
throughout the Dominion, says the

Halifax Chronicle. These parks alone
have attracted many visitors to the
country, and through the work of pub-
licity are becoming more widely known
every year. The Dominion Parks Board
after a collection of all available statis-
tics on the subject, estimates that the
value of tourist travel to Canada in
1923 was $186,000,000. This is a tre-
mendous sum, yet it is pointed out by
the the board that it is a conservative
estimate of the value of the tourist
business to this country last year.

It is interesting to note that British
Columbia heads the list of the prov-
inces, probably partly for the reason
that the visit of the late President
Harding to that province last summer
attracted an unusually heavy stream of
American visitors, and also to the fact
that important tourist routes of travel
run from large centres of population in
the United States, and particularly
from California, into the Coast Prov-
ince. It is estimated that British Col-
umbia derived last year at least $36,-
000,000 from tourist travel. Some esti-
mates go mich higher, but this figure
is considered reliable. Alberta, which
has several of the national parks is
credited with $20,000,000; Saskatche-

Dean Herbert E. Hawkes, chairman of
the residence halls committee, and
Herbert B. Howe, director of dormi-
tories, said Wells would be treated as
any other student, regardless of color.

Although the Furnald Hall house
committee adopted a resolution to ask
the University authorities to remove
Wells, Dean Hawkes said he had re-
ceived no such request. The commit-
tee probably will ask Wells to move ‘to
prevent embarrassment, but Wells said
that he “would not be bullied,” and
that he intended to stay in Furnald
Hall as long as he can afford it. He
has paid his rent through the summer.

BREAST STROKE
RECORD BROKEN

American Stops German
Monopoly in That Style
of Swimming,

Chicago, April 5—American ingenu-
ity has broken a German monopoly on
world’s records in breast-stroke swim-
ming. When word recently was flash-
ed gver the wires that R. D. Skelton
of the Illinois Athletic Club had bro-
ken another world’s record, this one
for 200-meters in a 75-yard pool, no
mention was made of two interesting
facts which now emerge. These facts
are that Skelton’s mark was the first
real, international, world record ever
made by an American in the breast
stroke, and that his performance was
due to the development of a discovery
made by his coach, William Bachrach,
who. has been appointed head coach
of thé American swimming team for
the Olympic games.

Coach Bachrach’s inventlon, by
which Skelton was able to beat the
German record of 2m. 54 2-5s., Is an
improvement on the leg stroke com-
monly called the “frog kick.” Bach-
rach reveals the secret of the new leg
action for the first time in his forth-
coming book, “The Outline of Swim-
ming.”

In a special chapter on breast-stroke
swimming Coach Bachrach explains
that the Germans have always been
invincible in world’s record breaking
and in the Olympic games before the
war in breast-stroke swimming, be-
cause it was the national style of
swimming and was compulsory in the
army. He states that all previous
world’s records claimed by Americans
were for the 60-yard pool. The Inter-
national swimming federation, hqw-
ever, considers only the records made
in 75-foot pools and the Germans and

Austrians held all of these.

“Most of the burden of propelling in
the breast stroke, Bachrach says “is
upon the legs. The old style of leg
action requires tremendous ‘power in
these members. The Germans secmed
able to develop the power needed. I
had never been able to find an Ameri-
can youth endowed with legs strong
enough for this stroke.”

Then comes the drive in which the
feet are slammed together with all the
force the swimmer commands.

“Bringing the legs up underneath
the body offers so much resistance to
the water as almost to stop progress
entirely, causing a very broken pace.
By the leg action I tave taught Skel-

- ton, the legs are not doubled up under

the body. The knees bend, not down-
ward, but outward to effect a direct
separation of the legs. The legs as-
sume the V figure as the knees
straighten and the drive back together
again starts instantly.

“In this stroke it is not necessary to
drive the feet together until the shins
bang against each other. The only
real drive comes at the beginning of
the closing movement. Then the legs
are allowed to relax, and coast to-
gether in a ‘follow through.! The legs
are used as though they were a pair
of fish tails, and the driving action
is like snapping the lash of a whip.”

J. 1. Faricy, who attracted consid-
erable attention as a breast stroke
swimmer at University of Minnesota,
began to break American “world’s re-
cords” after joining Coach Bachrach’s
squad. He says his increased speed is
due to Bachrach’s instruction in the
new style of leg action.

Coach Bachrach has been as invent-
ive in other styles of swimming as in
the breast stroke. On the American
swimming team which Coach Bach-
rach will take to the Olympic Bames
probably will be a majority of his own
squad, if their past ‘performances are
sustained in the tryouts for the team
this spring.

NTGUES ELBON

Champion’s Arm Injured in
Training—Stribling
and Delaney.

Mike McTigue’s rather miserable
showing against Young Stribling last
Monday night at the lst Regiment
Armory in Newark, where they met in
a twelve-round bout, may have been
due to the fact that in the sixth round,
according ‘to what Mike said, his left
elbow was severely injured, says Jack
lLawrence in the New York Herald-
Tribune. Mike has been noted for
timely and interesting alibis, but in this
particular case he has an elbow swelled
to twice its normal size to corroborate
his statements. This, in fact, is the
swellest alibi Mike ever had.

Mike says this port elbow was orig-
inally injured during a training bout,
when he stopped a heavy blow with it.
Mike usually stops punches with his
chin, but on this occasion he absent-
mindedly took the wallop on the elbow.
For a time it looked as though the
injury might necessitate a postpone-
ment of the Stribling contest, but the
battered elbow came around in good
shape and it did not bother the world’s
light heavyweight champion until he
stopped a smash with it in the sixth
round of his Newark scuffie with the
Georgian.

Dr. S. L. Meylackson examined the
arm and then handed to McTigue a
typewritten statement calculated to
assist him in convincing the skeptics.

“This is to certify that I have exam-
ined Mr. Mike McTigue and found him
to be suffering with myositis of the
left arm, due to an injury recelved in
the Stribling contest. His left arm is

X-Ray Will Be Necessazy.

. Dr. Meylackson said that he could
not determine the exact extent of the
injury until-he had taken an X-ray.
It appears that McTigue’s lef hand
is also out of commission, and this too
will be X-rayed. It will be'recalled
that McTigue claimed to have injured
his left hand just before his first meet-
ing with Stribling in Columbus, Ga.,
on October 4 He always insisted
that he fought that battle with one
hand.

In Mike’s behalf it can be said that
he made no attempt to force this alibi
‘on the public. In fact,ywhen he was
asked about the injury, he said that
he .would rather not discuss it and re-
ferred newspaper men to Dr. Meylack-
son. Paddy Mullins, manager of Mc-
Tigue, said yesterday that the cham-
pion received the injury some time be-
tween the third and sixth rounds. The
mishap will keep Mike out of the ring
for at least six weeks, possibly several
months, it was said. An operation will
almost surely be necessary.

McTigue alleges that many of the
swipes he took on the chin from young
Mr Stribling were due to the fact that
he couldn’t raise his left arm to guard
himself.. Mike Wwdmits that his show-

ing was a poor one and he also pays a
nice tribute to Stribling, who, he says,
has improved a great deal since their
first encounter at Columbus.

Pork was not abundant and brought
from 18 to 30 cents. Storage lamb was
worth from 22 t{o 385 cents. Hame scid
for 35 cents a pound by the piece and
45 cents sliced. Fresh fowl were
scarce and sold for 0560 cents, while
chickens were from 56 to 60 cents and
there was only a limited supply. Eggs
were still cheaper than last week and
could be had at from 32 to 85 cents a
dozen for the best fresh laid. Butter
was slightly cheaper also and sold fot
from 40 to 50 cents a pound.

The new beets and carrots by the
bunch were 15 cents. Old carrots sold
for six cents a pound. Spinach was
85 cents, lettuce 10 to 30 cents a head,
and celery 25 cents a head. Potatoes
were not abundant and sold for from
85 to 4C cents a peck. Onions were
priced at seven cents a pound, and
turnips were two cents a pound.
