Saturday, after all, is the most pleasant
dav of the weck. The school-boy rejoices
in its shine or its showers, and cruises
abroad in search of adventures. The lit-
tle girl who has been confined all the
week in the school-room, stiil laughs
clearer and sprightlier, as she enters upon
Ler own day, asd speads her time as she
pleases, albeit she is as strict a prisoner
as she was at school. When will pareats
learn the useful lesson, that it 1s quitc as
important for the young girl to roveabout
and breathe the free air, and stir the young
blood, as it is for the boy : and that the
result of their negligence will be seen in
the faded forms, tottering gait, and with-
ered roses of those who ought to be the
light of life, and as healthful as the daisy
that springs beside the mountain path?
Still Saturday is welcome, for it closes
closes the school doar, and gives freedom
to the young.

But there are others who rejoice that it
is come,—the mechanic who has toiled
during the week in his usueful ard ho-
norahle employment, and, while he has
gained the reward of his individual exer.
tion, has the proud reflection of knowing
that he has added by his skill and toil to
the wealth of the commuuity.—To him
Saturday brings a cessation of labour, and
when its sun has set, he finds himself in
the miast of his famlly, surrounded by
the products of his own industry, and as
he looks upon her to whom he plighted
his early faith, and upon the little ones
that are toving with his hair, or prattl-
ing upon his knee, and feels himsell the
ceiitre of all their hopes and fears and
fondest affections—that he enjoys all that
the heart will hold and whai the wealth
of India could not purchase—and that he
owes nis blessings uncer Providence to
his own industry and reputation, and not
the whim er bounties of some pampered
task master—when he reflects upon the
past and the present, how pleasurable his
emotions—how sweet even does that la-
bour appear which though toilsome for
the time, collects so many comforts around
‘him, and makes his dwelling, however
humbly, the abede of pleasure and of
_peace. With what superiority can such
a man lock down upon the speculator who
who spends his time 1n watching straws,
or trembling like an aspen &t every speck

in the commercial horizon.

There is nobility in labour—an inde-
endence that springs from toll—a self
respect that arise from a sense of useful-
ness which honest labour always implies
that renders it the true corner stone of a
republic. And Virginia may well con-
demn the foolish pride which impels too
many of her children to get a slight
knowledge of law or physic and run off
to the West, instead of learning a good
trade, and remaining at home to retrieve
tke fallen fortunes and brighten the anci-
ent fame of their native common-wealth.
The merchant, too, welcomes the closing
day of the week. He runs over his cash
account, examines his stock on hand,
casts an eye over his balinces, mutters
soft thunder at those tardy dealers who
confound the system of credit with the
credi*, system, and, if his success for the
ast week is not as great as he anticipated
ﬁ:knbyn‘ that he has used due diligence,
and look with cheerfuluess and confidence
13 the future. He reflects upon the use-
_ fulness of his calling to those around him,
that the spint of commercial enter-
kas gone abroad over every distant
and into the furthest climes, bearing,
s train the blessings of civilization

He s familiar with

the history of those who have gone before
him, and instead of imitating the errors
of their course, he must studiously avoids
them, and realises that he will sleep the
sounder, and more certainly acquire a
competence for his declining years, by a
steady accumulation of moderate profits,
than by launching his barg on a tempest-
ous sea that knows no polar star. And,
if he hears his calling reviled in con-
sequence of the rash and dishonest acts
of men who bhave ruined hundreds by
their folly, he knows that there are had
men in every sphere of employment, that
commerce has ever been the handmaid of
the arts and sciences, that England, the
country from which ours sprung, and
from which our fathers derived so many
useful institutions, was rescued from the
power of one of the most formidable fleets
that Europe ever assen Lled, by the pa-
triotism ot one of her merchants; and
that the first name inscribed on the De-
claration of Independence is the name of
one who was educated in the counting-
house, and who, as speaker of the old
Coogress, and chief magistrate of the
state of Massachusetts, at the most criti-
cal period of our affairs, ever adhered to
his commercial avocations.

But the merchant does not forget—that
it depends or him whether the future
shall equal the past, and whether he can
more truly perform his part than by mul-
tiplying the improvements and enlarging
the resources of the town in which he
resides. Ana after closing his doors on
Saturday evening, he may, if he pleases,
pass home by way of the vauks, and snap
his fingers at the Cerberus who guards
their portals, conscious that he is out of
their power—for six and thirty hours at
least by their act, ana still longer by his
own.

But pleasant as is Saturday night in
itself it is still more pleasing as the fore-
runner of the day of rest—the Sablath
Blot out this day, and you take thespring
from the seasons ; you pluck the sun from
the sky. 1n a temporal sense the effects
of the Sabbath are good beyond degree.
Look at the hundreds of well-dressed
people who throng the churches, ana read
a lesson in social economy. Analyse the
apparel of the citizen, and you find the
products of distant ciimes, or of different
factories in our own. The silk from
France or India, the diamond of the wtch
or breastpin and the gold in which it is
imbedded, from ¢ Afric’s sunny piaics,’
or the streams of Peru, the finelinen from
Ireland or 3cotland, and its raw meterial
from Russia,—from ¢India to Peru,’ from
almost every clime come the articles that
we see or use—all coliected by commerce
and acquired by individual labor. And
the men of commerce, and of toil, also
ceasing from their pursuits, and mingling
in a free country, and at altars erected by
their own hands, to acknowledge their
otligations to the Ruler of the Universe !
Blessed be the Sabbath in cur happy land,
and may our people honour it not only
as the herald of rest and repose, but as
the type of that Sabbath which is un-
broken and eternal.

A LONDON DAIRY.

Laycock’s Dairy, at Islington,
covers a space of sixteen acres,
including layers, grain pits, rick
yards, &c. It contains 9 cow
houses, each about 140 leet in
length, by 24 feet broad ; each of
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those contains 64 cows, 392

pens, and an infirmary for such of
them as mav require i{#x
separation.

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This nnmber affords {200
gallons per diem upon the ..vcrage
it is taken away at an eariy hour
of t:e morning and aflternoon !y
the venders, who purchase here o
retail in the wetropolis. 'T'e ave-
rage worth of each cow is about
£18; which, assuming the num-
ber kept always t> a\t(era.;,-;iiz 600,
(the minimuw rather than other-
wise) gives a capital of £10,500
always afloat to stock this stupen-
dous dairy with cows only. Their
food counsists of grains, mangul
worzel, the Sweedish turnip, (ihe
latter for fattening.) and hay ; at
the rate of 1 bushel of grains 506lbs.
of mangul worzel or turnip, and
12ibs. of kay to each; or 600
bu.shels of grain, 15 tous of worzel
and turmp, three 6-2Sths tons of
hay per day to the total number.
The tutter made here is, from an
obvious reason, stmall; and rarely
exceeds 100ibs. per week. Tbe
number of pigs kept is about 400 ;
some bred, others brought in but
all fatted here. Forty horses are
always required, aad coustantly
kept upon the dairy. The layers
are capable of receiving 1,600
head of cattle, exclusive of sheep ;
and the average number for Swith-
field market restiig here weekly,
is 800 ; the charge tor layers is 3d
per head, and fordder at the rate of
3s. per 56lbs., or truss. Such is
one of the London Lactaries ;
thetre are many of them,
larger, several cf cqual
inferior.

Tﬁ
used neither buckwheatnor French
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Leans, uor spionaci, nor sago, iapi-
oca, salop, arrow root nor potato,
of Its varieties ; uor even the com-
mon but a sort of warsh growun
bean : nor many of our fruits, as
the orange, tawmirand, nor Ameri-
can maize. On tlie other hand,
they are substances wwhich we naw
neglect, the wallow, hern, ox-
tongue, the sweet acorn, the lupin.
They used greatly radish, lettuce,
sorrel. - They liked the flesh of
wild asses, little dogs, of the der-
mouse, of the fox or the beur
VThey ate the flesh of buarroquets
and other birds, and of hzards.
They were foud of a great many
fish and shell fish which we now
hold in 1o esteema. They employ
ed as seasoning rue and asafcetida.

SOCIETY FOR
CHRISTIAN

PROMOTING
KNOWLEDGE.

(From tiec Morning Herald, Juné 11.)

Yesterday a snecial Meeting of the So-
giety for Promoting Christian Knowledge
was held at the Society’s house, Lincoln’s
1an-fields. for the purpose of forming a

fund for the endowmecnt of additional
Bisheprics in the Colonies  The great
room was densely crowded. Amongst
the dignitaries of th= Church who attend-
ed were the Archhishop of Cauterbury,
the Bishops of Loudon, Durbam, Win-
chester, Ripon, Chester, Salisvury, Nor-
wich, Lichfield, and Nova Scotita. There
was also a very full attendance of lay and
clerical members of the Society.

His Grace the Archbishop of Canter-
bury, who presided, opened the business
by Prayer.

The Secretary then read the minutes of
the last General Meeting, holden on
Tuesday, the 2d inst., at which the Stand-
ing Committee reported that they had
taken into their serious consideration a
letter addressed to his Grace the Arch-
hishop of Canterbury by the Lord Bishcp
of London, on the subject of the forma-
tion of a Fund for endowing adgitional
Bishprics in the Colonies.

The following is an outline of the
Right Rev. Prelate’s pian :—
¢t ].—That a Fund should be formed, by

voluntary contributions, for the endow-

mert ¢f Bishoprics ia the Colonies and
distant dependenrcies of the Dritish

Crown.
¢¢ 2.—That this fund should be held in

trust, and administered by the Arch-

bishops and Bishops of the English

Church. _
¢ 3.—That, as a general principle, grants

should be made for the endowment of

of Bishoptics, to m:eet a certain propor-
tion of the whole amount required for
such endowment iaised in the Colo-
nies themselves,

¢ 4.—That the money set apart from the
fund for ithe enlcwmeant of a Bishop-
ric shouvld be iaid out, ot the earliest
opportuniiv, 10 the purchase of Land
within the Colony.

% 5.—That contributions may be made
‘specificaily for the ex.dowment of par-
ticular Dishopries.”

The Standing Committee had, on ma-
ture deliberation, agreed to recommend
to the Board that a sum of £10,000
shounid be placed at the disposal of the
Archbishops and Bishops, in furtherance
of the above plan, aud that the fpro-
position should be sulmitted to the de-
cision of a Special Meeiing of the So-
ciety.

The Bishop of l.oxnon  said, that,
in moving that the .recommentation ot
the Standing Committee be adopted, he
felt it due to the Society to explain the
‘grounds upon which he had written the
lettle sHuded to- Hs felt conviriced :hat
when the nature of the objcct was duly
considered, its importance wounld become
- manifest. They were bound by their
duty to the Great Head of the Church to
present to the Heathen anc their fellow-
countrymen abroad the means of religi-
ous imstruction, which could only be
_efficiently conveved through the medium
of a Christian Churca, under Episcopal
superintendence.. He did not deny that

in his’ own diocese
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arisen, owing to the want ci’ a resile
diocesan, to whom the clergv would ap-
peal in aisputed peoints of doetrine or
discipline. In the colonies this want had
beea long and severely felt. It was for
this reason that ke wish to see an Epis-
copal Establishment 1n all parts of the
world where the Christian religion had
been introduced. He trust that no ques
tion would now be raised as to the validi-
ty of Episcopacy, which if not of Divine,
was of apostolic appointment. Had the
North American provinces been under
Episcopal government, when separated
from America, he was satisfied that very
different reeults wonid have ensued. The
Fast and West Indies bore evidence
the great utility of a well-regulated Church
and although he must regard Episcopacy
as only in its iufancy in those countries,
yet thev zForled sufficient evidence to
justify the endeavour to carry out that
system of superintendenve in all the de-
pendencies of the British Crown. Now
with respect to the grant which the So-
ciety was called upon to make for the
endowment of bishoprics in the colonies,
it might probably be objected that the
State should provide the funds necessary
to the carrying out of that object Un-
aoubtedly it was the duty of the Govern-
ment of a Christian country to provide
religions instruction for the subjects of
the State, not only at home, but wh
dispersed in remote provinees ; and

that the colonies were increasieg 1n
perity and in population, he trustec
some spevific provision would be made
for that purpose. If the Government
were fullv awake to the importance of taoe
subject, if the Government had a proper
sense of its duty, mary yeais would not
be allowed to pass before an Ipiscopal
Church was established in all the depex-
dencies of the British Crown. But, until
then, he submitted that this Society coula
not better, or more legitimately, applya
portion of its funds than by the endow-
ment of bishoprics in the ecolonies. It
had been sugzested that it would be bet-
ter to raisc a sufficient smin by veluntary
contribution, without touching on the
Society’s funds at all. No if a
single poor parish in England or Wales
were to be deprived of the advantages
theretofore conferred by the Society, the
obligation would be valid, but that would
pot be a consequence of the grant now
proposed. He rejoiced to say that the
affairs of the Society had gone on im-
proving. (Hear, hear.) By the adoption
of a new system of finance, the increase
of last year an ounted io £30°000 ; of this
£8,000 had been expended in th

1o

bution of Bibles and Testaments, and the
remainder in votes of money applicable
to other objects of the Society ; and
withstanding that large outlay, the pro-
perty of the Society was large by £1,000
or £2,000 than it was before. With re-
spect to the extent of remureration to
each Bisbop, it was proposed that it should
be merely sufficient to ensure to the in-
dividual what he would call a decent
ma.ntenance, something more than that
allotted to the missionaries Whenever

DARING FLAGITIOUS ROB-
AND OUTRAGE.

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On the night of Thursday last the house
of the widow of the late Mr. Wm. Buck-
ley, on the King’s Road was entered by
two infamous ruflians who succeeded in
abstracting a suw of money in dollars
and Bank Notes. The burglars, 1t ap
pears, effeeted their entrance by the win-
dow of the room in which Mrs. Buckley
slept ;—the poor woman was aroused by
the noise, and on awaking say oue of the
men standing at the {oot of her bed.—
One of them 1mmediately presenied a pis-
tol, and called upon her to furnish h'm
with the keys of the box contained the
money, with which oraer she of course
promptly complied,—he proceceded, and
taking the money which he found, handed
it to his accomplice who during this time
remained outside the window, and both
then quickly departed. The sum was
somewhat over one hundred pounds.—
The victim of this nefarious outrage has
since been 1n a dangerous state from the
shock, and the excitement corsequent on
so inhuman an attack, '

Several apprehensions have taken place,
but as yet no clue has been discovered to
lead to the detection of the offenders. It
will be much to be deplored if the authors
of so outrageous a depredation should es-
cape,—we fear however that such will be
the result, and then can we regard the
consequences of such crime, coupled with
such impunity, without a shudder of ap-
prebension for the future,—Evidences ot
the indispensable necessity of an efficient
night watch have frequently been ma-
nifested, and with such a fact as this be-
fore us, can it be said that the establish-
raent of such a body shouid be much
longer deiayed. We cannot but reiterate
our hope and trust that the villainous per-
petrators of this act may yet be brought
to the most condign punishment.—Nenw-

attended the deceased, but she de-
parted this Iife about one o’clock
on the following morning. Ver-
dict. ¢ Accidentally burnt to
Death.” No blame attaches to
the distressed Mother whe biears a
most excellent character---the I
ther is absent at the Labrudor fishe-
ery.

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Teuly this is the most extraordinary
Government, or rather No-Government,
that ever pretended to airect the affairs
of any people.
