C’obden 
took me to hear him speak, saying, ‘ We 
have already all the great writers and 
learned economists; what we want is to 
bring the truth down to the minds of the 
common people.’ I agreed with Cobden 
after hearing Bright speak, that Bright 
was exactly abteT to do this. His style 
was simple, clear, direct ; his words, right 
good Saxon ; his delivery grand, the em­
phasis, force and pathos of simplicity 
his arguments such that the appealed to 
common principles and broad ideas.

If not born a Quaker he would have 
been a prize fighter,’ said Cobden. I pre­
ferred bis extempore thrusts in debâte to 
his set orations.

THE MARITIME PROVINCES 1 &

Thv Montreal Star has an article more 
than a column in length based on astatc- 
ment of a Moncton newspaper and the 
Boston papers, in regard to emigration 
from the Maritime Provinces. According 
to the Moncton newspaper several car 
loads of passengers passed through that 
place some to British Columbia, others to 
the United States. According to Boston 
papers a steamer arrived there from Yar­
mouth with over three hundred passen­
gers “the majority of whom were emi­
grants, being farmers, mechanics and 
others who have gone to stay.” The 
guileless writer of the Star’s editorial 
failed to note the singular fact,that there 
was not a single fisherman among the 
300 passengers from Yarmouth to Boston, 
in the month of March. Yet if he had 
placed a detective on their track he would 
have learned that this was merely the 
usual spring emigration of Nova Scotia 
fishermen to man the Gloucester and 
l’rovincetown fishing fleet, and that the 
fishermen had adopted other avocations 
for the time being, in order that they 
might not be troubled by the custom 
house inspector, who is bound to see that 
the laws against the importation 
of contract labor are not disobeyed. 
These men will all return in the fall with 
their pockets full of Yankee money, and 
probably Nova Scotia will lie none the 
worse for their summer’s visit to the 
United States.

The Star takes the alleged exodus from 
the Maritime Provinces as the text for a 
long dissertation on the expenditure of 
public money in these provinces, and 
makes the inquiry why the people of the 
Maritime Provinces leave a country with 
so many advantages? The answer to 
this is that they do not leave in anything 
like such numbers as the Grit papers try 
to make out, and that a very large pro­
portion who do go to the United States 
finally return, a great deal wiser for the 
experience they have gained, and more 
content to remain in their own country 
for the future. Nothing is more natural 
than that a young man should desire to 
try his fortune in a wider sphere than 
his own particular neighborhood affords, 
and when he returns, as he is pretty apt 
to di, he is generally a better and more 
contented citizen for his experience 
abroad. He has discovered that 
liis own country is as good a 
land to live in as he can
find elsewhere, that, its disadvantages are 
not greater than those of other countries, 
although they may lie of a different 

.. . kind, nnd that those who win success 
abroad must work very hard for it.

With regard to the statement of the 
Star that it costs the country $500,000 to 
$000,000 more than the government re­
ceives for transporting coal over the 
Intercolonial Railway to the upper prov­
inces, we can only say that we do not 
believe it, and if the Star has any good 
authority for such a statement it should 
give it. The Star says that in railway 
construction in particular Dominion 
money has been lavished right and left 
in the maritime provinces, and it affirms 
that the bulk of the forty millions which 
the Intercolonial has cost was expended 
in Nova Scotia and New Brunswick. We 
feel quite certain that a full half of the 
cost of the Intercolonial was spent in the 
province of Quebec; but that is not to 
the purpose ; the Intercolonial expendi­
ture, whatever it amounted to, was neces­
sarily at the point where it was built, 
and it could not have been built 
without passing through the mari­
time provinces. We do not think 
that in regard to other public expendit­
ures the Maritime Provinces have been 
unduly favored, or received more than 
they were entitled to. The Maritime 
Province ports form the Canadian out­
lets for the trade of Canada, and where 
should public money be spent if not to 
perfect the lines of communication which 
will enable us to develop the trade of our 
own country? The Maritime Provinces, 
notwithstanding all statements to the 
contrary,are prosperous; their population 
is increasing; their manufactures are 
growing and there is no need whatever 
for any display of pessimism in regard 
to the so called exodus. We will vent­
ure the assertion that during the past 
three years, in the movement of jiopulat- 
ion between the United States and the 
Maritime Provinces, we have gained more 
than we have lost, and this state of 
affairs is likely to continue.

The government have come to the sen­
sible conclusion that the vital statistics 
act, as it exists as present, is not being 
carried out, and therefore they have re­
solved to amend it, so that the vital stat­
istics published under its authority may 
be of some value. As we pointed out the 
other day the returns now furnished by 
the registers of vital statistics are of no 
use whatever, for the purpose of compar­
ison with other countries or otherwise, 
and the money they cost is simply thrown 
away. The St John register, for instance 
leturns 59 births, 78 marriages and 272 
deaths for the first quarter of the present 
year, the deaths being nearly five times 
as numerous as the births, whereas, the 
proportion of births to deaths in a coun­
try like this ought to be about as 9 is to 
5. Assuming that the number of deaths 
is correct, it is evident that upwards of 
400 children were born in this county 
during the past three months, whose 
births were not registered at all. Such 
wholesale neglect, or refusal to obey the 
law, naturally calls for an amendment of 
its terms, or a stricter enforcement of the 
penalties for non-compliance with its 
dsmands, and the government have 
adopted
as a prelude, no doubt, to the latter in 
due time. In place of the section of the

A Great Composer.
George Frederick Handel, although a 

native of Germany, being bom in Halle, 
Saxony, on Feb. 24, 1685, passed the 
greater part of his life in England. Even 
in childhood he sacrificed his hours of 
play and his meals for tho study of 
music, and at 10 years of age composed 
a set of sonatas that were not without 
value. As a composer, Handel was 
great in every style. In his choral works, 
he throws at an immeasurable distance 
all who preceded and followed him. 
Very soon after his arrival in London, 
in 1710, Handel attracted the attention 
of Queen Anne. A Te Deum and Jubi­
late, composed to celebrate the treaty of 
Utrecht, gained him a pension of £200. 
Handel died on Good Friday, April 13, 
1759, and was buried in Westminster 
Abbey. The composer gave a perform­
ance of his own compositions in 1749, 
by which £500 were realized for the 
Foundling hospital, wliich institution re­
ceived £7,000 from the annual repetition 
of this performance during tho ten fol­
lowing years.—Philadelphia Times.

Visit some school houses after a walk 
in the fresh air and the odor is something 
disgusting. These unpleasant sensations 

from want of greater ventilation. 
Here again tho air is vitiated by the 
breaths, clothing; many of the pupils 
scarcely know the luxury of a good bath 
and plenty of clean underclothing. Now, 
can the air be anything but bad under 
such circumstances? If the windows are 
opened long the teacher and children 
take cold, and some are afraid and think 
they cannot stand the smallest breath of 
fresh air.

A schoolroom 30 feet square and 8 feet 
high contains 7,200 feet of cubic air. 
This room will seat sixty pupils. Allow­
ing ten cubic feet of air to each pupil 
per minute, all the air in the room will 
be vitiated in twelve minutes. Now, 
granting that every means is used re­
garding ventilation, and a goodly supply 
of soap and water to scrub the floors in­
stead of sweeping. A recess of five min­
utes ought to be given every hour, bo 
that the children could move about, have 
the windows and doors wide open, and 
let them breathe in freely the pure air of 
nature, to repair their mental and phy­
sical condition.

Effects aie proportioned to causes, and 
if an atmosphere filled with 5 per cent, 
of carbonic acid will produce death in a 
few minutes, what must be the effect of 
breathing for ten, twenty or forty years 
the much smaller proportion which must 
be present in every inhabited room where 
there is not a constant incoming and out­
going of air? It must and does lower the 
standard of health and shorten our lives. 
Let a person who is in good health, with 
a sound nasal organ, take a brisk walk 
in the open air, then come at once into 
the inhabited room, and if there is any 
unpleasant odor the air of that room is 
hurtful.

How many dwellings, sitting rooms or 
bedrooms would pass such an ordeal in 
tho early morning after being occupied 
all night?

An order for a new ship of the class 

required to compete in the modern pass­
enger service of the Atlantic is not by 
any means a matter to lie determined 
on without grave consideration. Speed 
is costly, and as you increase it it is 
generally necessary to also increase 
the tonnage. This forces upon your con­
sideration tides, channels, harbor bars, 
and dock accommodations, all of which 
impose limitations upon you. And then 
the cost of the ship herself is not a 
matter which even the wealthiest of 
corporations can provide for at a mom­
ent’s notice. It is not $ 100,000 or k$500,- 
000 that the work calls for, but about 
five times the latter sum, for it is safe 
to say that a vessel superior to the City 
of New York or the Erturia could not be 
built for less than $2,500,000.

Sometimes the ship builders are wil­
ling to become part owners of the pro­
jected vessel; sometimes they take 
part payment for the work some older 
vessels of the line, which they refit, re- 
engine, modernize and sell again. The 
ability of the builders to make an 
arrangement of this kind, of course, in­
fluences the placing of the contract in a 
measure, but they must also be able to 
give certain guarantees. They must en­
ter into an engagement that the project­
ed ship shall be able to carry so many 
passengers and so many tons of cargo, 
and to attain a specified speed on a 
given consumption of coal per day.

l^et us say, for instance, that the stip­
ulations are these: Accommodations 
for 600 saloon passengers, 150 inter­
mediate passengers and 1.500 steerage 
passangers; registered tonnage. 6.000; 
speed, 10 knots on a consumption of 300 
tons lier dav. If the ship fails 
these conditions the builders agree to 
forfeit a part of the amount they would 
otherwise receive for her, or they may 
be compelled to take her back alto­
gether. This was the case with the 
City of Rome.—Scribner’s Magazine.
