WORLD TRIBUTES TO

BRITAIN’S LATE EX-PREMIER

Many Notables Attend Funeral
Services in Westminster
g Abbey.

London, April: 27.—Thé funeral ser-
viees of the Chureh of England were
golemnized in Westminster Abbey at
noon to-day over the beody of Sir
Henry Campbell-Bannerman, the late
premier of Great Britain, who died on
April«22nd, in the presence of a large
gathering, representing the:political life
of England. After the seryices a short
procession moved from the abbey to
Buston Station, where a special train
took the coffin to Scotland.

It wag a typically gloomy London
day, and a dismal rain was falling
when the simple cortege magde its way
through- the streets. .The “abbey and
the railroad station each had its crowd
of spectators, who foungd shelter from
the weather under a sea of umbrellas.

The cerémony of to-day held much
less dhmla.y than in 1898; when Mr.
Gladstone, . the 1ast  premier  to be
buried at Westminster Abbey, was Iaid

H. M. S. Gladiator Sunk
By Steamer St. Paul

Disaster Off Isle of Wight During Blinding: Snows=
storm-Aeccounts for Many Lives—Magnificent
Example of Discipline by Bluejackets.

Southampton, April 27.—In the midst
of ‘a dense snowstorm on Saturday af-
ternoon. the American ‘liner St. Paul,
outward bound, crashed ‘into the Bri-
tish cruiser Gladiator while the latter
Wwas 1ying at anchor. off the”Isle of
Wight.. The ‘war vessel was destroyed
and sank within twenty minutes, The
list of victims totals' 34, of whom 23
are’ still ‘missing—the bodies of. three
have been recovered, while of eight
othérs removed to the hospital one has
since died.

The St. Paul left Southampton af
12.30 o’clock. She was a&n hour behind
her usual time of sailing, the delay
being due to the belated arrival of the
passenger train which was blocked by
snow drifts on the trip from Londan.
The weather was comparatively clear
in Southampton waters, hut immediate-

On' the other hand, the Gladiater
was ' a protected  cruiser, especially
designed for ramming. Unfortuantely
for her, she received the full . forece
of the St. Paul’'s. momenfum -amid-
ships, and she was cut almost in' two.

The storm ‘which was responsible
for the collision extended along the
whole southeast coast - of England,
and it is described ‘as the worst since
the blizzard of 1881. All the - land-
marks were hidden by the driving cur-
tain of snow as the St. Paul proceed-
ed on her outward course, and it was
exceedingly « difficult to locate any
sounds of warnings that came through
the storm.

Survivor’s Story.

Several of the men men who were
rescued from the Gladiator declare that
it' was marvelous that the ship was
not lost with all hands. One of them
said: “We left Southampton on Satur-
day morning in foggy weather. After

;cout'as Esquimalt or, perhaps, a third
iclass cruiser. The latter, though. much
more effective, would hardly be so eco-
nomical.  There is no further-informa-
tion regarding the reported sending of
ihe fourth cruiser squadron to Esqui-
malt in the summer.”

Inquiry at the Esquimalt naval yard
to-day brought out no confirmation of
the above. While it is thought prob-
able that the  small fleet stationed
there, consisting of the survey-ship
Hgeria, now at work in Dixon entrance,
the sloop-of-war Shearwater, now in
South American waters, and the sloop
Algerine, will be increased shortly, no
definite news has yet been received
from England.

The Algerine, which commissioned in
Hongkong last month, has not yet
made her first appearance here. She
will probably patrol the Behring sea
in place of the Shearwater during the
summer and fall sealing season. ~°

It is generally admitted that, even
the addition of the Algerine, the ves-
sels at Esquimalt cannot meet all re-
quirements in the way of patrolling.
The Egeria engages solely in surveying
work and the other sloops are required
for northern and southern patrols dur-
ing the greater part of the year.

RUSSIA’S POSITION
IS STILL UNCERTAIN

Chinese Demands Are Upset-
ting Balance of Power In
Storm Centre.

Pekin, April 24 —American official in-
fluence in Pekin is strongly opposed to
the proposal that the American fleet of
battleships call at Chinese ports, be-
cause during the past few weeks the
conditions in Manchuria have cr_eated
an international situation which is re-
garded here as dangerous.

Furthermore, the spontaneous ali_gn-
ment of the powers for the first time
since the conclusion of the Russo-Jap-
anese war and the attitude of encour-
agement to China discerned in this
American naval demonstration has
aroused - suspicion. Germany, Frapce
and other powers support the coming
of the fleet, and Great Britain ac-
quiesced in the proposal, but the final
position of Russia is uncertain, This
is by reason of the Russo-Japanese un-
ity on the question of the governme{lt
of Russian and Japanese subjects in
Manchuria, as well as Russia’'s self~
confessed dependence on a recast of the
Russo-Japanese relations to insure
peace in the Pacific.

There is an impression here that Sec-
retary Root and Baron Rosen, Russian
ambassador to the United States, are
neither of them favorably disposed to
the present plan of the attempt of
China to effect a coup d’etat in Man-
churia, but-China is convinced that. the
United States will not be able to re-
tire from its position in the matter of
ihe control of the municipality of Har-
bin, and she therefore hopes for favor-
able consideration from Washington of
her plan. China is apprehensive lest
the United ‘States should now weaken
on the realization of the principal
clause of the Portsmouth treaty, for
this would permanently defeat the ef-
forts and the object of the Chinese ad-
ministration of -Manchuria. Because of
this apprehension, it would take only
a trifle to precipitate a crisis in this
connection. It is interesting to note
that both Japan and the United States

DEATH BY HANGING
IS NOT PAINLESS

Prof. Spitzka Says Heart Beats
for Full Thirteen
Minutes.

Philadelphia, Pa., April 24.—The ac-
cepted idea that execution by hanging
is a painless operation was disputed
%v Dr. E. A, Spitzka, the eminent brain
specialist, before the annual meeting
of the American Philosophical Society,
which began in Independence hall yes-
terday. Prof. Spitzka said that he had
witnessed 31 electrocutions at Sing
Sing, Auburn, and Dannemora, New
York state, and at Trenton and five
hangings in Philadelphia.

Electrocution was, he said, the most
humane method of inflicting the death
penalty, because it- was the most effi-
cient, the speediest and the least pain-
ful and he advocated its adoption by
the commonwealth of Pennsylvania.
In every case of hanging the heart
of the victim continued to beat a long
time after the fall through the trap,
sometimes as long as 13 minutes, and
he believed consciousness continued, or
partial consciousness at least from one
to one and a half minutes. The strug-
gles of the men indicted affords to find
a support for their feet as they swung
in the noose. Death in many in-
stances he was convinced was purely
due to strangulation.

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SALMON CANNERY
FOR COWICHAN GAP

New Idustry Springing Up
in .That Dis-
trict.

Hugh Thornton and John Rothwell
have commenced to build a salmon
cannery with a department for canning
clams and other kinds of fish at Cow-
ichan Gap for a young English capital-
ist, who has been looking over the fish-
ing grounds for the past few years.
He has selected and bought out a place
on Valdez Island, for, in his opinion,
Cowichan Gap is the best location and
more fish are to be caught there. This is
undoubtedly true, for it is a well-
kno%n fact that the Capital Canning
Co., of Victoria, ran a steamboat to
collect the fish and always got a
full load of Cohoes and red spring
salmon three times a week. It is cer-
tain, therefore,  that this new cannery
will put up a good pack.

There are also rumors of a canning
company from Victoria building at the
Gap on the north end of Galiano Isi~
and, where there is a plentiful supply
of water to be got from a lake called
Shaw’s lake,

There is also a company looking for
a place to locate for an oilery, for
which they will utilize the dog fish
which abound in these waters. They
will also convert the refuse into a fer-
tilizer.

A new industry has sprung up at
Cowichan Gap. Some Chinese from
Vancouver keep the Indians busy gath-
ering a kind of sea weed or kelp, for
which they pay from 6c to 9¢ a pound.
The rocks around the Gap are covered
with this weed and the Chinamen dry
it and ship tons of it to China.

Guatemala City, Guatemala, April
24.—President Cabrera himself is au-
thority for the statement that eighteen
of the ringleaders in a conspiracy
against him, already have been shot,
and that probably more executions will
follow,

President Cabrera, against whose life
an attempt was made by students on
Monday last, yesterday received the
representatives of the various pow-
ers and made a lengthy statement to
them that he had unearthed an ex-
tensive conspiracy against him t.ha.t
led up to his attempted assassination,
He declared that eighteen of the lead-
ers have been executed by his orders,
and that the penalty of death would
be meted out to the others in the hands
of the militia.

Among these are men imprisoned a
year ago, having been implicated In
a plot to assassinate the president.
They were sentenced to death soon
after their arrest, but the sentence
has not been carried out. President
Cabrera said that he had proof that a
majority of these prisoners were im-
plicated in the new attempt against
his life, and that they would be exe-
culed without delay.

The president has issued a procla-
mation stating that he is confident the
people are with him and will preserve
crder with a strong hand.

Although there is a4 surface tran-
quility here, condilions are serious.
The military is in control of the city,
and a partial suspension of business
has resulted.

The revolutionary feeling is strong
in many quarters, and there are those
who will not hesitate to go to any
length, or face any danger, in their
efforts to make away with the presi-
dent.

NOTED C. P. R. OFFICIAL
DIES IN MONTREAL

Charles Drinkwater Was One
of Oldest Railroad Men

in Dominion.

Montreal, April 24—Charles Drink-
water, assistant to the president of the
Canadian Pacific Railway and one of
the oldest officials, died at his home
here last evening shortly after 8 o’cleck
after an illness of only six:days from
pneumonia. He had been suffering
from a severe cold for several weeks,
which last Saturday developed into
double pneumonia, and from the first
ithere was little hope of recovery at his
advanced age.

The deceased was an Englishman,

and after serving in subordinate capa-
cities in various English roads he came
to Canada in 1864 and entered the civil
service as private secretary to Sir
John Macdonald, then Prime Minister
of Canada. He held this position for
ten years, and left it to become assist-
ant to the general manager of the
Grand Trunk.
- When in 1881 the Canadian Pacific
Company was formed, Mr. Drinkwater
was appointed secretary, which office
he held until the first of March last,
when he retired from that office to be-
come assistant to the president and
parliamentary agent of ‘the company
at Ottawa and Quebec. Ever sinee the
formation of the C. P. R. Mr, Drink-
water has been its diplomatic agent at
Ottawa, and he was a notable figure at
the capital for the past quarter of a
century, frequently appearing before
the railway committee of parliament,
He was greatly respected in railway
circles, and his death is regretted alike
by the officials of the C. P. R. and; a
wide circle of railway friends.

FORTY-FIVE YEARS
OF WARFARE

GENERAL LINEVITCH
DIES AT ST. PETERSBURG

Commander of First Man-
churian Army Fought in
Many Battles.

St. Petersburg, April 24 —Ljeutenant-
General Linevitch, aide-de-camp to
Emperor Nicholas, and commander of
the First Manchurian army, died from
pneumonia last evening. He had been
ill for a little over a week, and on sev-
eral occasions symptoms of heart fail~
ure manifested themselves. On Tues-
day he had an attack, from which he
recovered, but later it was found nec~
essary to perform an operation, after
which the patient gradually became
weaker.

General Linevitch was 66 y®rs old.
He was fighting in the Caucasus when
he was 21, and took part in the Russo-
Turkish war of 1877-78. Since then he
had served in all of the Russian-Asia~
tic campaigns. He was prominent in
the relief of the legations at Pekin,
succeeding Admiral = Alexiff in com-~
mand of the Russian troops. He as-
sumed command of the First Man-
churia army of the Russian forces on
March 17, 1905. -General Linevitch was
in the battle of Mukden and'a number
of other important engagements, in
which he was reported as displaying
great bravery. v

in March of the following year he was
received with but little enthusiasm,

IRISH VIEWS ON
NEW CABINET

ASQUITH MINISTRY
WILL BE GIVEN TRIAL

University Bill Proves Tempor-
ary Panacea—Sir Antony
Macdonell Resigns.

Dublin, April 24—The changing of
prime ministers is likely to have im-
portant consequences on the political
gituation in Ireland. H. H. Asquith,
the new premier, is not trusted by the
Nationalists, and his accession of of-
fice is giving rise to a restlessness sim-
ilar to that which followed the rejec-
tion of the Irish council bills. Some of
the junior members of the Irish party
are eager to start a campaign by an
attack on Winston Churchill’'s candi-
dature at Manchester. The more ex-
perienced members, however, are In
favor of giving Mr. Asquith a trial.

The position is complicated by the
production of the University BIill,
which is generally approved in Ireland,
and which the more solid element of
politiclans are anxious not to imperil
The tangle of the land act finances has
also to be unravelled before a forward
moyetuént ‘on the nationa] question can
be" safely undertaken,

Meantime, Wm. O’'Brien is about to
summon 8 new conference on the land
question, with General Sir Wm. But-
ler as chairman. The report of  the
congested -districts commission is ready
for. publication.

Sir Antony Macdonneil’'s recommend-
ations haveé been’ rejected by the ma-
jority of the commission, and in con-
sequence he hds resigned his position as
under secretary for Ireland. -It i{s pos-
sible he may. be rewarded by a peerage
for his services in Ireland, and as he is
without an heir the honor would be
succeeded by Sir Jas. Dougherty, as-
sistant ~ under. . secretary, ‘am Ulster
Gladstonian Liberal and a Presbyter-
ian.

The Sinn Féin party is endeavoring
to make political capital of the Asquith
succession, urging it as a, proof of the
failure of parliamentarism.  The pro-
duction of the University Bill and the
expected land legislation, - however,
hampers the campaign, as the meas-
ures will be generally accepted as suf-
ficiently profitable results of the year’s
work of the Irish party.

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Woodland Tragedy.

Editor Times Nature Club: Last Sat-
urday I saw an incident in nature
which may be a common sight to some
of your readers, but to me was an un-
usual one. I had been fishing at Saan-
ich Inlet with a friend who was camped
in that vicinity,.and, having to come to
town on Saturday morning my friend
landed me in the little bay  below
Seventeen Mile on the E. & N. railway.
It was & Jovely morning and.as I had
landed at about 8.45 and the train did
1ot pass until after 11, I thoughtI would
walk down the track as far as Gold-
gtream station.

As I was going along the track I
noticed too good-sized birds- flying to-
gether. When passing a big fir tree a
big' eagle swooped, you might almost
say dropped, ddwn on them and seized-
one of the birds in his talons. I could
not see very clearly as the birds were
in the direction of the sun, but the
eagle seemed to be carrying the bird in
its claws as a man might in his hands,
so that it could not even flutter its
wings. Flying to another fir tree the:
eagle alighted on'a bare bough, and im-
mediately & lot of bluejays surrounded
it, taking ‘care h_) keep among the thiek
leafy part, from whence they §éf up a
tremendous screeching.

I came rapidly down the track, which
was a good deal higher up the hillside
than thefir tree. As I approached the

Another Ramble.

On .Good Friday morning it:was rain-
ing hard and the outlook for the holi-
day wag a poor one. Hundreds of peo-
ple were anxious to go off to the woods
and streams to enjoy the relaxation
which  the holiday afforded them, but
most-of them were disappointed, There
were, however, a.few who were deter-
mined not to give up.the.excursion on
which_ they. had, set their hearts, and
defied. the .weather. to. do its worst by
plunging put into 5 ¢ A .

One family of four took the E. & N.
train as far as. Goldstreamr with, the
intention .of walking down the.-trail to
the head of -Saanich Arm. The rain
had almost stopped when they-alight-
ed from the train, and- it; was hoped
.the sun.would break through the gloom
and the day would be bright, but in
that they were disappointed. No soon-
er had they -entered the woods than the
rain again began to fall and it kept
up .pretty steadily. almost all. day.

The path .was just wide enough for
one to walk on it, and they crossed the
first stream on two smal] trees. /On the
other side, were some of the pretty: little
yellow . violets .which sent . the  little
folks into ecstacies, and excited the ad-
miration of the more sedate members of
the party. The children could hardly
keep their hands off them, but it was
explained that it would be useless to
pick them until the return, as they
,would wither before reaching home.

On either side of the patch were curly
lilies of'large size. It was particularly
noticeable that they were much larger
ithan those growing in the environs of
Victoria. : This was accounted' for by
‘the fact that they are not often picked
and the' largest are allowed to come up
every year. In the neighborhood of the
city the children pick all of the largest
flowers and the bulbs of those dle, so
that nothing but the small ones re-
main, et

Up hill “and down the path wound
through salal bushes and amid ferns,
with the immense Douglas firs and
giant cedars sending their ‘trunks from
two to three hundred feet into the air.
Now and then a'small bunch of young
firs would be clustered thick, making
an almeost solid underbrush. After a
while the path began to descend and
the farther they went the more abrupt
became the descent, until it was just a
matter of scrambling or sliding down-
ward. "Below could be heard the pleas-
ant rumbling of the little Goldstream
river as it rushed along over some
boulders. Near the bottom of the slope
the ferns became more numerous, but
the feature of the landscape was the
moss. There were mosses on almost
everything. The trunks of the trees
Wwere covered with it; the rocks and rot-
ling logs bore a rich harvest of-it; -and
€ven the limbs of' thé trees carried the
drooping gray variety as well as a good
dea] of green moss. There were endless
varieties of this interesting plant. Noné
of the party knew anything about the

4

; different sorts but they were able to

admire it none the less.

Further down the valley were skunk
cabbages in great profusion with their
bright yellow flowers and dark rich
green leaves. These were examined,
and the large numbers of flies noticed
which had ‘been attracted by the moxi-
ous odor. A photograph of one was
also taken, but the dullnes of the day
caused an error of judgment and the
plates were rather under-exposed.
Almost directly the lower part of the
valley was reached, the rain increased,
so that it was necessary to seek shelt-
er. A giant cedar lent its shade and
kept off every spot of rain, but in spite
of the fact that it was mid-April, the
day was cool and all voted that it
would be pleasant to have a fire to sit
by while getting lunch. The difficulty
was that all the wood in the neighbor-
hodd was damp. Past experience, how-
ever, did good service this time. The
bark of the big cedar was somewhat
loose, and some of this was peeled off,
and with it the fire was kindled, which
soon crackled and sputtered unti} it
had burnt itself down, when it sent
out a pleasing ruddy glow.

Two of the party then went on down
‘the valley until the waters of the
stream mingled with the salt water of
the inlet. On the flats in this neigh-
bor_hood a very curious thing was no-
ticed. Years ago a cedar tree had been
cut down and since that time an apple
tree, “crab, probably, had been blown
over and was resting against the
stump. Taking advantage of the rot-
ting of the stump, the crab had sent
out roots half way up the trunk which
had penetrated the stump and were
drawing nutriment from that source.
On the way home a number of trillium
were picked and one large one was
photographed. On being measured it
was afterwards found that the whorl of
three leaves surrounding the flower
measured just twelve inches across. A
sharp lookout was kept for pink tril-
Tium, but none were seen. All were
pure white,

One of the mountains was climbed on
the way home, and near the summit
were found many flowers, among them
being the wild cyclamen, the tali Ore-
gon grape, which was just in full
flower, and numbers of smaller flowers
which although not strange, have not
been yet identified by name. Among
them was just one fritillaria, or wild
tulip, which is so graceful and so odd,
yet whieh- emits such” a disagreeable
odor.

Locating Sound.

Birds and animals locate sound much
better than human beings. Two in-
stances of this have come under my ob-
servation, which lead to the rescue of
their young in distress. On one oc-
casion a young chick, belonging with
the rest of the brood to your corre-
spondent, was heard erying In distress.
Search was made over the lots, yet for
over two hours it seemed impossible to
locate the spot from whence the faint
little cries came. Observing the mother
hen' of the brood look once in a while
toward a wooden drain-pipe several
feet away; made - the owner think of
listening into the pipe, and there was
the chick, which had fallen' in. This
pipe was over three feet in depth, and
with only four by six inches of an
opening, and it led into a oross-drain.

Now. for a plan to rescue it! A lath
was used with a small piece of wood
nailed across the end, and lowered
down. Calling the chicken at the same
time it stepped on the cross plece and
was brought to the surface, Iooking
rather sick, but it soon recovered and
Jjoined the rest of the flock., A unique

Another incident ‘was about g cat
that:located the:sound of her kitten in
distress when- all " the family in the
house failed to do so. All could hear a
pitiful cry every little while, and knew
it was the pet kitten in trouble, but al-
though every place in the house and
under it and also in the garden and
outhouses were searched, it seemed im-
possible to find it until one member of
the family noticed the old cat looking
upwards. Then they thought of search-
ing in the attic, and there was the kit-
ten, which had got there but could not
or would not get down again. In both
these instances the chicken and the
kitten would have starved if it had not
besn for the cat and hen, who had
better knewledge of locating sound
than we had.

HEveryone knows the seeds of the
maple trees are oddly shaped, some-
thing like keys, but few people seem to
notice the graceful - pendant flowers
clustered in racemes of a greenish yel-
low. Last week mention was made of
the large numbers of tiny seedling
maple plants that may be seen almost
everywhere. By glancing up at the
tress may be seen the flowers manu-
facturing the seeds from which the tiny
trees grow. The blossoms come even
before the leaves, but the leaves fol-
low them very closely.

WATER RECORD FILED -
AT CLOWHOW FALLS

B. C. Wood Pulp and Paper
'Company Take Initial
Steps.

(From Saturday’s Daily.)

The British-Canadian Wood Pulp &
Paper Company, Ltd., of Vancouver,
has just filed a water record of 20,000
inches on Clowhom Falls, Jervis Inlet,
about 70 miles from Vancouver. These
immense water rights have been se-
cured for the purpose of installing me-
chanical grinders for the manufacture
of ground wood which the company
will use to supplement chemical wood
pulp in the manufacture of news and
wrapping paper. The plan of the com-
pany is to manufacture all of their
chemical wood pulp and paper at Port
Mellon, Howe Sound, where they are
now erecting their pulp and paper mill,
and use the large water power at Clow-
hom Falls exclusively for the manu-
facture of ground wood. In the manu-
facture of newspaper about 75 per cent
of ground wood and 25 per cent of
chemical pulp is usually used, and in
the manufacture of wrapping paper the

per cent to 50 per cent, except in pure
fiber papers. Clowhom Falls have long
been regarded as one of the few great
water powers of British Columbia.
They derive their source principally
from Clowhom Lake, which is situated
about one and a half miles from Sal-
mon Arm and connected by the Clow-
hom river. The falls themselves, which
are located at tite mouth of the river,
have a drop of about 70 feet. There
has been a disposition in latter years
to develop the power for local use in
Vancouver, but the 70 miles distance
appears to have prewented this from
being carried out. The local company
is making very satisfactory progress
in the erection of the first unit of their
bLig pulp and paper mill at Howe Sound
and is confident that it will be turning
cut paper by at least August 1st. It
has now secured its beating engines,
huge Fourdrinier paper machine, etc.,
and when the main building is ready
for occupancy it will not take long to
install the machinery. This industry
ineans-a great deal to Western Canada
and its future will be watched with un-
usual] interest. The progress that the
company is making is absolute proof
that the day is not far distant when
British Columbia will be independent
of eastern mills for its supply of pa-
per, and, like the sugar industry, in-
stead of being an importer. will soon
become an exporter.

This
will include 2,500 feet of two-and-a-
half inch hose and 300 feet of/hose for
the chemical, as well as 28 wuniforms
for the force. This was decided at a
meeting of the fire wardens held last
evening.

ALBERTA TO EXTEND
HER ’PHONE SYSTEM

Rural Districts Will Be Linked
Together—750 Miles of
New Lines.

Edmonton, April 25.—Hon. W. H.
Cushing, minister of public works for
Alberta, has returned to the city.
While in the East he completed the
negotiations for the purchase of the
Bell Telephone lines and plant in the
province for the Alberta government.

The Alberta government owns and
operates a total length of about 1,050
miles of long distance telephone lines
in the province, and connected with
this are some sixteen exchanges in the
towns and cities throughout the prov-
ince. This year it is proposed to
build about 750 miles of new linés in
various parts of the province, chiefly
in rural districts.

By the deal completed the Alberta
government acquired about 400 miles
of telephone lines and poles from the
Bell Company, and also 50 miles of line
strung on telephone poles. The ‘lines
extend from Edmonton to Calgary,
south to Macleod and Lethbridge, ana
southwest from there to Cardston,
and include several large exchanges in
towns and cities-throughout the prov-

ince.

THE JUDGMENT OF,
MR. JUSTICE MARTIN

P

Claim for Wages Allowed and
$100 Damages for Wrong-
ful Dismissal.

(From Friday’s Daily.)
Judgment was handed down this
morning in the case of Roberts Vvs.
Steamship Tartar in favor of the plain-
tiff for $116.35 wages and $100 damages
with costs, for wrongful dismissal. The
following is the full text of Mr. Justice

Martin’s findings in the exchequer

court:

“This action raises a question of im-
portance to mariners of the port of
Vancouver, viz.: Is it the custom of
that port that masters of tug boats and
small coasting vessels may on the one
band be discharged without notice, and
on the other leave their employers ser-
vice in the same manner. in either case
receiving their wages up to the date of
the termination of the service?

“The owners of the defendant tug
boat adduced’ evidence {to’ support the
custom and the plaintiff brought fqr-
ward - witnesses to the contrary, with
the result that I am satisfied said al-
It is of
so unusual a nature that I should have
expected evidence to satisfy me beyond
reasonable doubt that it was the ‘set-
tled and established practice of the
port,’ as was said in Postlethwaite vs.
Freeland (1880) b5 A, C., 599, 616, but
even the defendants evidence hardly
went that length. But in any event I
could not hold such a custom to be rea-
sonable, thet:objections to it being so
many and so obvious; to give one ex-
ample only, it would be an extraordin-
ary state of affairs, and one contrary
not only to the interests of master and
owner but of the travelling public, if
a master on a trip from, say, Vancou-
ver to Van Anda; thence to Nanaimo,
and back to Vancouver, could, in ef-
feét, degert hig ship af Van ‘Anda with-
out <any “notige, leave hig passengers
and his owners in the lurch, ‘and yet
get paid for such a manifest breach of
all marine traditional ebligations and
standards. A court of admiralty can
hardly -be, 'éXpected to sarction any-
thing of that sort.

“If the defendants were not justified
in dismissing the plaintiff in pursuance
of the said custom, which I find they
were not, then after a careful consider-
ation of all the: evidence I have come
to thg_cgnpl‘usionh_t,pgt there, was no
‘other “ground for his dismissal. The
question very largely depends upon the
state of the weather when the tug had
the boom in tow,.and though the mas-
iter of the ‘Sechelt’ was called by  the
defendant - to ‘disprove othe - plaintiff’s
statement on that head, he admitted he
was unable to do so.

“Such_being the case, the plaintiff
is entitled to the sum of $116.35, being
the amount of wages actually due up
i to -his «discharge -on~ the ‘15th of Janu-
‘ary, and-I award him the further sum
of $100 damages, i.e., one month’s sal-
ary, for wrongful dismissal. Mr. Jack
rightly eontended that it has been the
practice of this court. to make an al-
lowance. of ‘a month’s wages to marin-
ers engaged on a monthly basis who
have . been wrongfully dismissed, pro-
vided- they: showed due. . diligence, as
wthe plaintiff did here, to obtain similar
employment elsewhere after dismissal
but were, as here, unsuccessful in the
effort, .

“Turning then to the setoff. The first
item, for merchandize, has been aban-
doned, and the second one, for wash-
ing, the owners have not established.
The third does not found any claim
against the plaintiff. It is true ‘that he,
as master, increased the mate’'s wages
on the paysheet sent to the owners,
but. they,were not misled by it, and if
they chose to pay the additional
amount, which there was no legal obli-
gation to do, they cannot recover the
sum from the plaintiff.

‘“The two last items in the setoff
amount to $30.76 and are sought to be
deducted from the plaintiff’s wages be-
cause the owners objected to his tak-
ing a friend with him on the tug on
one of her trips, and so they charged
the fare up against him—$9.00—togeth-
er with his friend’s board for twenty-
eight days at 756c—$21.75. But I do not
think it would be just to allow this
deduction in view of ‘the fact that one
of the defendants own witnesses ad-
mitted -that owners on general did not
object to captains of tug boats taking
their friends on such trips, even for
longer period than twenty-eight days,
and that it would not be customary to
object to the captain extending in this
way the courtesy of his vessel, so to
speak, to a friend who no doubt would
reciprocate. - Such being the fact it
would, I think, have been better, in
case the owners herein objected to such
a recognized practice, if they had defi-
nitely informed their master of that
fact beforehand, otherwise it would not
be fair to him to seek to make him lia-
ble.

“The result is that judgment will be
entered in favor of the plaintiff for
$116.35 wages and $100 damages. Total,
$216.35.

“As to the costs,. Mr. Reid asks that
they should not be  awarded to the
plaintiff because the amount was rela-
tively small, under fifty pounds (How-
ell's Admiralty Practice, 63) and the
action might have been brought in the
county court. It is true that the
amount is not large, but as is frequent-
ly the case with actions regarding sea-
men’s wages, questions of principle are
herein involved (as a recent example of
which in this esurt see Cable vs. Soco-
tra, 1907, 13 B. C., 309) and the two
questions of customs which have arisen
are of general importance to mariners
on.this coast and merit the considera-
tion of a court of superior jurisdiction.
But further, as was urged by plaintiff’s
counsel, this court affords .a special
remedy for the recovery of wages, by

the seizure of the vessel, which is npt

open to other courts, and its practice
affords the means for a very desirable™
prompt determination of the claim. I

see no good reason to depart from gen-i
eral Rule No. 132, that the costs should

follow the event. No question of ac-

counts, properly so called, arises here,

as wag the case in'the Fleur de Lis

(1866) L."R. 1 Ad., 49, it is a simple

claim for so much wages for so many

days, as fully within the defendants’

knowledge as the plaintiff’'s, and dam-

ages for wrongful dismissal.”

SUNDAYS MUST BE
OBSERVED IN CITY

Health and Morals Committee
of Council Decide ar
Step.

(From Friday’s Daily.)

All pool rooms, bowling alleys, skat-
ing rinks, cigar and fruit stores in the
city are to be closed on Sundays. This
decision was reached at a. meeting of
the health and morals committee of the
city council held last night. The way
this will be done will be by inserting
a clause in all such licenses granted
by:the ‘eity which -will bind the. recipi-
‘ents to keep their places of business
closed on Sundays. :

Speaking ot the matter to-day, Ald.
‘Gleason,” chairman of the-health and
morals committee, said the by-law
which he would introduce in connec-
tion with this matter. would provide
that all pool rooms must close on Sun-
days and at 12 o’clock during week
nights. At present these places remain-
ed open sometimes all night, and al-
ways all day Sunday. While he was
not opposed: to healthful eXertise or a
reasonable amount of  pleasure, he
knew that the pool rooms. were being
frequented by youths who rea,llylcould
not afford to spend so much money in
such a way, but more important than
this was the fact that as.a result of
such rooms being open: all night, there
was thus offered .an inducement to
these youths to play there at a time,
when, if they were to do themselves
justice at work next day, they should
be in their beds. i

In connection with the Sunday clos-
ing he sald he could not see why such
places ag pool rooms, bowling. alleys,
skating rinks, cigar and. fruit stores
and other such places licensed by the
city should remain open when all other
places of business in the city were
closed. The argument was often ad-
vanced that it was necessary that such
places should remain open on. account
of the number of tourists who come
here, but he would point out in answer
to this that the hotels were open:all
day Sunday, and could supply all:such
wants of tourists. If a resident of the
city wished to have cigars to smoke
on Sunday. there was no reason why
he could not buy them on Saturday, as
other supplies were purchased. He did
not see why clerks and attendants in
fruit and. cigar stores and other places
of business affecteq by this by-law
should not have the benefit of their
Sunday rest the same as people in
other lines of business. That, he
thought, was only fair,

MUST CLOSE UP-
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THE ST. LOUIS AND THE GLAD-
IATOR.

But for the excellent discipline main-
tained upon the British warship Glad-
iator and the American-liner St. Louis,
that collfsion off the Isle of Wight
must have restited. in serious loss of
life. Obedience to orders is to be ex-
pected on board of a man-of-war. It
follows as a miatter of course, ufnder
any circumstances, on board a British
man-of-war. It would not be safe to
dogmatise upon the subject in -respect
{o passenger ships upen all the trans-
Atlantic lines. Incidents’ have oc-
c.:urred, and. within. recent years, which
were the reverse of creditable to the
officers and crews of ships and fatal
to large numbers of passengers. In
the case of the American liner St
Louis compliments have been’extended
te the captain and crew by the com-
mander of the Gladiator for - the
promptitude with.which assistance was
rendered the sailors of tHe stricken
warship. Lifeboats wete latinched with
a celerity which would have been cred-
itable to the complemént of a highly
disciplined vessél of war, whose train-
ing is largely in the direction of in-
culcating readifiess for and eoolness in
dll emergencies. And there doés rot
appear to be any 4question that the
ercomiums’ of the British command-
er. were well desérved. “The loss ~of
life was small because the officers and
créw of the St. Paul were not lack~
ing in the higher qualities of seaman-
ship when the test was applied.

There .is a moral-in‘connection with
the disaster which is of importance to
the traveiling public and to those re-
sponsible for its safety. It illustrages
the chiéf danger t6 ships in these days
of otean greyhounds. The vesséls are
large and . substantially ' constructed,
with every  ~doncetvable 'saféguard
against accidents. Experience has
produced an almost perfect typée of
marine engine, installed in duplitate,

MARITIME SUPREMACY.

When the great Cunarders  were
placed in the water, it was feit that the
question- of - future developments in
steamship construction might rest in
péace for some time. Not so, However.
The matter {s just as much & btrning
topic of discussion as ever. It is just
in ‘the place it occupied in the days
when & ten day passage across the At.
lantic was considéred &1l but a finat
performance. Harland & Wolf. of Bei-
fast will shortly be in a position .to
turn  out thousand-foot ships to any
company desirous of ownidg such fi-
posing eraft. It ig sald the White Star
Line has already orderéa véssels ex-
ceeding in, dimensions the Mauretania
and the Lusitania. But then these are
days of speculation in- the shipbuilding
business. One’ thing ‘appears to be
demonstrated: it is that Great Britain
has finally secured a commanding lead
in the art of steamship construction.
The United States, which - under a
sane fiscal system, according to com-
petent authorities, wotild be the work-
shop of he world in this as in all other
lines, has abandoned all hopes of over-
taking her mother countty in this de-
partment of the mechanical arts. She
has the raw material and the accumuy-
lated wealth. She is in g position,
naturally, to supply all domestic and
foreign demands. But, owing to fiscal
obstructions. which Congress knows of
and will not remove, she has not go-
quired the experience necessary in this
as in all other lines of industrial
works, and she must be content for
some time to see her coasting and in-
land marine grow because it can be
protected against effective competition
and her ocean marine warne because it
cannot stand against foreign competi-
tion.

On the other hand, it is
claimed by somje authorities that if
restorative measures were resorted to
after one shock in the electric chair,
life ‘might be brought back in the
tabernacle. There we must leave the
matter;, expressing the conviction that
whichever be the more humane method
of exeeution, that is the method which
must ' eventually become general—
provided the gentry most concerned
do not adopt the advice of the sage
above quoted and move for the aboli-
tion, of capital punisinent.

PRELIMINARY HEARING'
. BEGAN THIS MQRNING

Young Weman ConcernedMade
Her Statement of the
Circumstances.

The preliminary hearing of the
charges against Dr. Arthur J. Garesche,
dentist, and Dr. Richard H. Carter,
physician, of having by criminal means
procured ‘the miscarriage of Katie
Glen Mclntosh, was proceeded with be-
ti_n-e Magistrate Jay this morning be-
hind closed doors. Only two witnesses
were heard, the girl and J. P. Mann,
city  solicitor.

John P. Mann, city selicitor, said
that Mrs. McIntosh, the mother of the
girl in this case, was a client of his
‘and 'in February last had consulted
‘him regarding the alleged seduction of
her daughter by Dr. Garesche. He had
told Dr. Garesche that he was instruct-
ed by Mrs. McIntosh to secure recom-
pense for the seduction of her daughter
and loss of time, expenses, etc. Dr.
Garesche had said that he had already
paid a sum for medical attendance and
that she could come back to his office
to work when she was ready. He had
pointed out to Dr. Garesche that it
was necessary to remove the girl from
the surroundings which had depraved
her. He had figured out the cost of
giving the girl a year’s course in the
commercial class at the convent and
other expenses to which the mother
\ had been put and had set upon $750 as
a reasonable amount, and Dr. Garesche
had eventually paid ‘it. He had con-
sulted Dr. Frank Hall about the mat-
ter and had been informed that it was
a question whether an operation had
been performed. In his capacity as city
solicilor he had reported what he had
beard of the abortion charges to the
police commissioners, who had power
under the act to inquire further into
the matter. There was no suggestion
of settling the abortion charges in his
negoiiations with Dr. Garesche. e
had alse sren Dr. Carter but he had
denied peint Llank having performed
ar. operation on the girl,

In cross-examination Mr. Mann said
that Dr. Carasche had at first refused
to pay anything, saying that the girl’s
character: was. not. good before she
came to work for him and mentioning
the name of a prominent Vancouver
man insthis connection.

Mr. Higgins asked what he thought
of the suggestion that his negotiations
with Dr. Garesche had some connec-
tion with the abortion charge.

Mr. Mann replied that he had never
heard of any such suggestion and
there was nothing to it.

“Then didn’t you satisfy yourself
that no abertion had been committed
before you accepted any money as
recompense.to the mother for the se-
duction of her daughter?” asked Mr.
Higgins.

“If T had thought there had been
an abortion I would never have ac-
cepted the money from Dr. Garesche,”
replied Mr. Mann.

Continuing, Mr. Mann went into a
lengthy explanation of his part in the
affair to show that he acted only in
connection with the civil action for
damages for seduction. He had a
writ prepared asking for damages on
this ground before Dr. Garesche paid
up. He had never asked Dr. Carter
for any damages in connection with
the case and did not know whether
he had said anything to the girl’s
{ mother in connection with the mat-
ter. His whole course ‘in connection
withs the matter had simply been that
of a solicitor in a civil action. Dr. Car-
ter had admitted to him that the girl

journ, Mr. Moore said, “In view of
the evidence given to-day, I must ask
that Dr. Carter be not admitted to
bail and that the amount of  Dr.

$10,000 each be secured. Dr. Garesche
was a well-known and wealthy busi-
ness man of the city and if he could
not get two friends to go his bail to
this amount he did not see why the
court should trust him. As to Carter,
there was a big difference. Dr. Gar-
esche had property, and a wife and
family here, while Dr. Carter, so far
as he knéw, had no property in the
country, while his wife was in Cali-
fornia.

Mr. Higgins said that Dr. Carter had
in his own defense to stay and see the
thing through. If he were found
guilty it would mean that his license
to practice would be withdrawn and
he would not be able to earn a living
at his profession in any part of the
world. Anyhow if he fled to the
United States he could be extradited.

Mr. Moore pressed that Dr. Carter’s
bondsmen were not satisfactory, par-
ticularly the defendant’s father.

R. Carter, the man in guestion, ex-
plained the position in which his prop-
erty was, after which the magistrate
gave orders for the increase of the bail
of both Doctors Garesche and Carter
to the extent of $5,000 each, a new
surety being demanded in the case of
Dr. Carter,

The court then adjourned until 2:15%
this afternoon, when Mrs. McIntosh,
mother of the girl, was called.

DEATH WAS DUE TO
AN ELECTRIC SHOCK

Coroner’s Jury Inquires Into
Accident to William Scott,
City Foreman.

" The circumstarides ' surrounding the
death of William Scott, foreman of side-
walk construction, were inquired into by
a coroner’s jury ‘on Saturday afternoon,
when a verdict was returned that death
was due to an electric shock from a tele-
phone wire on Fairfield road on :Friday
aftérnoon. T THe 'eviderice 'on- ‘which -thig
wverdict was based was given by Willlam
Cox and Joseph Smith, both of whom
were employed under Mr. Scott, angi John
Lloyd, lineman, of the B. C. electric rail-
wedy. -

Cox and Smith told of the telephone
wires having been torn from the bar of
one of the poles by a tree which they
were felling striking the bar. Mr. Scott
and his men got one wire back on the
bar by means of a long pole, but while
another was ‘being put up it slipped and
fell toward the ground. Mr. Scott, who
was standing in a pool of water, caught
the wire to place it back on the pole when
he received the shock which caused his
death. .. Mr.‘Scott -at. the time had on a
pair of light leather gloves, but they were
damp and offered mo protection from the
current. The first intimation of anything
wrong that the men working with Mr.
Scott received was a smoke arising from
his hand. Following this Mr. Scott was
seen to smile and then dropped to the
ground, still clutching the wire. A futile
attempt was made to remove the wire
from contact with his hand, following
which the wire was cut.

John Lloyd, lineman, of the B. C. Elec-
tric Company, told of his having gone out
with two others to repair the wires after
the accident. The telephone and electric
light wires were on the same pole, the
latter on a bar.about four feet below the
former. The electric wires, which car-
ried & current of 2,000 volts, was of the or-
dinary covered kind, but Mr. Scott in
grabbing the telephone wire must in some
way have brought it into contact with an
exposed spot on the electric light wire,
and as he was standing in a damp place
the whole current went through Mr.
Scott’s body.

No evidence, however, was presented as
to whether or not the insulation of the
electric light was defective.

The coroner’s’ jury was composed of
William Jones, Frank Watkins, George
Powers, John C. Hill, John J. Baird and
Daniel McKeéeman, foreman.

DEVELOPMENT OF THE
IKEDA COPPER MINE

Visitors From William Joliffe
Are Entertained at Japanese
Settlement.

The tug William Jolliffe, which re-
turned from buoy service in the north
on Saturday afternoon, brings news of
considerable progress at the Awaya-
Ikeda copper mine at Ikeda Bay. The
tramway connecting the whartf with
the mine, & distance of one mile and a
half, is now complete ahd the output
for shipment is averaging 35 tons a
day, which assays at $35 a ton.
Four tunnels, each three hundred feet
long, have been driven into the hill,
where the mine’is located, and eighty
men are employed. Land has been
cleared and farm products are being

produced for the use of the employees.

The foreman of the mine is now in
Vancouver negotiating for the pur-
chase of a small tug which will be used
in maintalning communication with
other settlements and camps on the
islands and with the mainland.

HALIBUT SCHOONERS
MET TERRIFIC GALE

Worst Storm in Years Dam-
ages Fishing Vessels
Off Cape.

Seattle halibut schooners off Cape
Flattery met with the worst storm that
has visited the banks in years last
Thursday night. The severe gale, the
fishermen -say, reached  a velocity of
seventy-eight miles an hour off the
cape, and the schooners had to scud
along under bare poles to keep from
being capsized.

The Decker, Capt. Rommen, had the
most trying experience of all the
schooners. A tremendous sea curled
over her stern and smashed the tiller,
and as the rudder swung loose it was
threshed up against ‘the stern and
smashed into matchwood., The craft
swung at the mercy of the gale for
over.a quarter of an hour, while Capt.
Rommen and his crew worked frantic-
ally to rig a jury rudder.

This was done with cable and lan-
yards; the schooner’s water cask being
utilized for a drag. All the while the
seas were sweeping the deck, and the
task was only accomplished after the
greatest difficulty. Finally the rigging
was atcomplished, and  this held her
steady enough ‘to weather the storm.

After the blow Capt. Rommen set
sail and started for Seattle, arriving
there on Saturday afternoon, with no
fish to show for. his trip, but satisfied
to get ashore. He used his jury rudder
all the way home.

The 'schooner Crescent also arrived
on Saturday, with her sails badly torn,
and she will haye to refit before put-
ting to sea again. The Crescent report-
ed the Daisy had also suffered in her
rigging and had put into, Neah Bay for
repairs. X .

W. F. BABCOCK ADDED
TO LIST OF OVERDUES

Wreckage Find Influences Un-
derwriters—Overdue Barque
Prompt Arrives.

Cable advices from London states
that the American ship W. F. Bab-
cock, Capt. Sterling, which is now 87
days out from Newecastle, N. 8. W., for
Crofton, has been added to the over-
due list and is up for reinsurance at
10 per cent, The finding of a quantity
of wreckage on the west coast recently,
while it does not tally with known fit-
tings of the Babcock and has not
caused any local apprehension, has ev-
idently induced the underwriters to
place the vessel up for reinsurance, as
she has not made a very long passage
and is not, according to.the time taken
for the voyage by other’vessels, actu-
ally overdue.

The James Nesmith was 105 days in
making the trip from Newcastle. If
the Babcock had been lost local ship-
ping men argue that more wreckage,
and certainly some by which she could
be identified, would have come ashore.
Moreover, it is ¢laimed, her cargo of
coke would have floated about the en-
trance to the straits.

Two other changes have been made
in the list of overdues, the German
barque Prompt, up for reinsurance at
10 per cent, having arrived at her des-
tination.  The rate on the Falkland-
bank, 172 days out from Port Talbot
for Valparaiso, has been raised to 85
per cent. and no hopes are entertained
for her arrival.

UNENVIABLE PLIGHT
OF FRENCH SAILORS

Crew of Marechal de Castries
Unable to Get
Ashore.

The sailors on the French barque
Marechal de Castries, now in the Royal
Roads, are in a somewhat unenviable
plight. Owing to the death of Cap-
tain Morel, while the wvessel was
bound north from Caleta Buena and
the passing of the second officer
through an' accident at the Chilean
port the barque is left with only one
navigating officer and cannot leave her
anchorage ' until another:is sent out
from Nantes, France.

In the meantime the vessel has not
entered at this port and the crew can-
not “consequently get ashore. Colonel
QGreégoery, French consular agent, to-day
notified' the .

DEATH LIST 1S
NOW THIRTY

HOW QUEBEC AVALANCHE
SPREAD ITS RUIN

Victims Smothered - Beneath
Hundreds of Tons of
Debris.

Buckingham, Que., April 27.—(Later)—
Notre Dame da la Salette, where the ter-
rible avalanche occurred yesterday, is a
village of about forty houses, of wooden
frame buildings. There is a frame church
and the usual presbytery. The villagers
are farmers who work in the bush, nearly
all being French-Canadians. Situated in

has great scenic beauty. It is located on
the lowest land on that part of the river.
The revised death list makes the total
dead number thirty, as follows: Mrs. Paul
Desjardins and two boys, dead; one girl
rescued. Mr. and Mrs. D. Deslauriers and
five children, dead; one boy rescued. Mrs.
Emmanuel Lapointe and seven grand-
children; Mrs. Camille Lapointe and two
children rescued. Mrs. Napoleon Charron
and three children, dead. One child, L.
Morris, dead; the remainder of the family
rescued. Mr. Joseph Murray and five
children, and Adelaide Murray, dead.
Those who have returned from the dis-
aster at Notre Dame de Salette bring
the following account of what took place:
At 4 o’clock on Sunday morning Riviere
Du Lievre in its usual spring flood under-
mined the west bank just opposite Notre
Dame de la Salette. It was a high bank
of blue clay, and, as if it had been placed
on rollers, a section of ten acres slid into
the river, forming across stream, which
is about four hundred feet wide at this
point. The ice piled up to a height of
thirty or forty feet, then with a rush the
imprisoned waters precipitated the whole
frozen mass right upon the village. It
came back by force like a great tidal
wave, breaking down =ll barriers and
crushing some fourteen or fifteen houses.
The water stopped for a moment, then
passed on down the river again, flowing
over the site of the ten acres that had
slid to a new poistion. There was no time
for warning, no possibility for the escape
of the occupants of the’houses, numbering
over thirty. They were probably instantly
crushed and smothered into unconscious-
ness by hundreds of tons of debris. .

Splendid Nature Drawings
Made by Alan Brooks
Shown in Seattle.

Alan Brooks, a British Columbia
naturalist of note has been exhibiting
a set.of about fifty of his animal and
bird pictures in the public library at
Seattle. Most of the drawings and
paintings were made in this province
and are said to be very cleverly execut-
ed.

He has a way of handling colors and
in reproducing the feather effect of the
various kinds of birds he has painted
that makes his pictures stand out from
the paper and almost seem to have life.

Among his most striking pictures is
that of a panther at rest. The animal
is stretched at length along a ledge of
rock, lazily enjoying the sun after a
hearty meal and one half expects to see
the animal’s tail twitch as he lies there
with his head up and his eyes closed,
thinking of nothing in particular—just
contented.

NEW DIPPER DREDGE.

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Victims Strewn in Wake
Of Raging Tornadoes
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Whole Towns in Southern States Are Swept to
Destruction---Louisiana, Mississippi,
Alabama, and Georgia Are
Principal Sufferers

OVER TWO HUNDRED ARE DEAD

Injured in Yesterday’s Windstorms Likely to Reach a Thousand
Child Smitten to Death While in Act of Praying.—Pathetic
Incidents of Wide-Spread Catastrophe—Only Meagre
Details Have Been Learned Up TO Date.

New Orleans, La. April 25.—The
dead, more than 200, the injured at least
500; these were the grim facts which
came to light to-day when a little of
the wreckage of yesterday’s tornado in
Louisiana, Mississippi and Alabama
had been cleared away. The tornadoes
lasted altogether 12 hours, striking one
town after the other from before day-
light on Friday until mid-afternoon.

Townes Blown Away.

Many hours after they struck, trains
bearing nearly 200 injured came crawl-
ing cautiously out of the tornado dis-
trict, leaving behind them one town,
Purvis, Miss., uiterly demolished, five
others practically, blown away and
fifteen little villages in more or less
acute stages of ruins. With the wound-
ed came the details of one of the worst
wind disasters in the history of the
Gulf states.

To Death Without Warning.

First it became known that negroes
comprised most of the dead and badly
wounded, and that the picturesque
cabins, noted for their flimsy, happy-
go-lucky construction, had been con-
into wholesale
death traps. it was in the fall ol these
cabins which went down without warn-
ing that most of the negro deaths oc-
curred,

The identified white dead already
number 42, In addition it was.reported
that four whites had been killed at Mc-
Callum, Miss.,, which would bring the
white death list up to 46. The number
of negroes killed was between 150 and

‘* All Over in a Few Minutes.

No estifhates of property damage
have yet been made. The .destruction
of Purvis, Miss., occurred at 3 o’clock
on Friday afternoon, and was all over
in a few minutes, and out of 200 dwel~
lings only seven were left standing.
The court house, the only other build-
ing in the town to withstand the wind,
was packed with dead and injured,
and utilized as the only available hos-
pital within many miles,

Raining Timbers,

C. W. Cromwell, of Jackson, Miss.,
in attempting to describe the storm,
said that all he could realize was that
the air was full of flying timbers.
These timbers dealt death to many
persons who sought safety in the open
air, while the falling of missiles was a
still greater peril to those who remain-
ed indoors.

Pathic Incidents,

One child is said to have been kneel-
ing in prayer, her uncle bending over
her in an attempt to shield her, but

despite his shield a timber, which did
not touch him, killeg the little girl.

Scarcely one brick of the school~
house was left on the spot. The school
had been dismissed only a moment be-
fore the tornado struck. In a field near
the town a farmer who was ploughing
saw the storm approaching and man-
aged to get the members of his family
out of doors and behind stumps before
the wind struck. The house was blown
away but none of the farmer’s family
were injured.

One child, who was killed, is said to
have been-lifted high in the air and
while still well above the ground to
have been struck by a heavy flying
timber which caused his death.

Flag of Blood.

When the storm was over a special
train bearing twelve physicians and
fifteen other persons went to Purvis,
Meanwhile a second relief train started
for Lamberton. One train was stopped
by a woman waving a red cloth. When
the engineer ran ahead to see what she
wanted, the woman fainted and the
engineer found that the red color of
the cloth was caused by blood. A search
1evealed her home near the railroad,
and three members of her family were
found dead and four children injured.
A man who drove into Purvis last
night réported that he saw the bodies
cf several dead whom he took to be ne-
groes lying beside the road.

At nightfall what was left Bf the
town was under martial law, a militia
company preserving order.

Martial Law.
Amite, La., was: so badly damaged

.that.it was put,under martial law at

once by order of the mayor. The storm
struck there at noon, killing two white
people and thirteen negroes outright
and injuring many others, mostly ne-
groes, so badly that physicians who
were rushed into the town on relief
trains from several points gsaid the
total death list of whites would reach
at least twenty-five,

Rev. Father Felix Rumpf was prob-
ably the first person killed at Amite.
He was in the bell towgr of his church
raving just finished ringing the noon-
day bell and was crushed to death by
the falling tower, Mrs, A. W. Goodeno,
of Amite, was caught by the tornado
as she wag driving to her home. A tree
fell across her horse, killing the animal
but she was unhurt.

Marvellous Escapes.

Forty persons were at dinner in the
Commercial hotel when the storm
struck, and the roof was carried away,
but not one of the diners was hurt.

All have turned up with the
exception of two, and as nothing has
been heard of them since, the fishing
interests of St. Pierre look upon the
two vessels and their crews as being
victims of storms.

An aged negro woman was whirl-
ed in the air a®d her head was almost
severed by a flying timber, She fell in
a cotton field a hundred yards from
where her cabin had stood. Physicians
from Vidalia, La., and Natchez spent
all day treating the wounded. Thoge
most seriously hurt were sent back to
the cities for attention. Scores of in-
jured animals were killed to relieve
them of their suffering.

225 Dead in Two States.

Atlanta, Ga., April 25.—Belated re-
ports received since last night show
that the total deaths by the torna-
does in Mississippi and Louisiana are
about 225, The death list was sud-
denly swelled by nearly 100 additional
victims in Purvis and McLaurin, Miss,,
towns not heard from up to midnight.

The first reports indicated that four-
fifths of the victims were negroes,
but the later reports show an increas-
ing number of whites. It now seems
that of the total deaths at least 75
are whites. The number of injured
may reach 900.

Vietims' Adding Up.

Atlanta, Ga., April 25.—(Later.)—Re-
ports received here to-day say that a
severe windstorm struck Griffin, Ga.,
during the night, wrecking part of the
town, killing five people and injuring
at least fifteen. The report declares
that a cotton mill and other business
houses were blown down.

From Columbia, Ga., the Associated
Press received a dispatch saying two
people were killed and a dozen injur-
ed by the storm there.

Destroys Entire Town.

Birmingham, Ala., April 25.—The
storm yesterday devastated the centre
of Albertville in North Alabama and
the city is a mass of debris. The num-
ber of dead and injured is large, but
it is impossible to give accurate esti-
mates as bodies are constantly being
found in the wreckage. Practically the
entire town was destroyed. It is esti-
mated that 120 dwellings were torn
from their foundations and many of
them wrecked.

CANADA GAINING
WHAT U. S. LOSES

INCOMING SETTLERS ARE
SPLENDID CITIZENS

Influx Will Promote Harmon-
ious Feeling Between
Frontier States.

Winnipeg, April 25.—A special from
Chicago says: The rush of settlers tn
Canada has increased in such volume
as to attract wide attention in this
section. Incoming trains for the past
week have been crowded. These
northbound settlers are en route either
to Manitoba, Saskatchewan or Alberta,
and most of them are accompanied
by the families and household effects,
They are, as a rule, well equipped, in-
telligent people of the farming element.
The movement is being treated edi-
torially by the Chicago papers daily.

The Tribune says: “The outflow of
population is more spectacular than
the inflow. It causes alarm in the
minds of many, because it is the same
sort of movemernt that accomplished
so much in the development of the
United States. The West in changing
localities was largely built up by set-
tiers from the East, this latter term
also being a movable one. Because of
the knowledge of this splendid diti-
zenship which is being lost, Americans
regret that the restless search for new
lands is carrying the p{cmeera across
the border into Canada. The loss of
good American stock is to be regrei-
ted, but the movement means progress.
It .means harmonious relationship be-
iween the northwestern states and the
Canadian northwest. It means' devel-
opment of a mew region by splendid
eitizens, It means betterment of con-
ditions by those whose fathérs and
grandfathers sought the same thing
by western migration., In this in-

stance the United States loses as the
older states lost before.”

Ottawa, April 25.—Representatives of
the Canadian railway companies and
of the employees’ union appeared be-
fore the railway commission to-day to
consider the two drafts of the proposed
new uniform operation rules for all
railways submitted by a joint commit-
tee of railway companies and by a
union committee respectively., The
board finally asked the union to pre-
sent in writing their objections to the
railway companiés’ rules. These objec-
tions will be considered by the board,
and if valid will be incorporated in a
new uniform code.

MAN WITH SEWED
UP HEART DIES

UNIQUE LONGEVITY
AFTER OPERATION

Surgery Bafflled After Nearly
Three Weeks’ Struggle
Against Death.

New York, April 25.—Robert W.
Inglis, who had five stitches taken in
his heart, died yesterday at Yonkers,
N. Y., after a battle against death
lasting 19 days and 7 hours. For the
last two. days he had been wuncon-

scious. o

When Inglis was removed to : the
hospital he weighed almost 160 pounds.
When the body was  weighed this
morning it had wasted away to sixty
pounds. The stitches'in his heart had
not healed and septicaemia had set in,

An autopsy showed that the state-
rhents of Doctors. Edward D_u%r and,
Philip 8. McCormick, who  performed
the operation of sewing up Inglis’
heart were correct in every detail.
The wound in the heart could plainly
be seen, relieving all doubt as to the
reasonfor 'the operationti The ‘organs
were all' affected by "the septic condi-
tions which followed the aperatien.
The knife wound severed the cartilage
of the fourth rib and was within a
sixteenth of an' inch of  the inner
chamber of the heart. The wound haa
closed after the operation. It was re-
marked by the physicians at the au-
tcpsy that it was remarkable that
Inglis had lived so long.

Only five or six similar cases are on
record and the length of time the pa-
tients lived was from ten to eighteen
hours.

Inglis was vice president of the
Mercury Athletic Club of Yonkers and
rejoiced when he heard that Thomas
Morrissey had won the Marathon race
at Boston. He sat up in bed on that
day and it is said that the sudden jar
caused the relapse. Powell’ Formansky
of East T9th street, New York, is ac-
cused of giving Inglis the thrust with
a knife that Kkilled him.

SURMISES ON CAUSE ¢
OF DE CHAULNES’ DEATH

French Duke Said to Have In-
dulged in Overdose of
Drugs.

Paris, April 25.—Notwithstanding the
official report that the Duc de Chaulnes
died from natural causes, the Paris
newspapers print various versiong as
to the manner and place of his sudden
death.

CHURCHILL LOSES
MANCHESTER SEAT

e

RESULT IS OMINOUS
TO FREE TRADE POLICY

Political  Pendulum Again
Swinging Towards Con-
servatism.

Manchester, Eng., April 25.—The
Northwest division of Manchester, by
the heaviest poll east in 20 years, yes-
terday reversed its verdict of 1906 by a
majority of 929 votes, unseated as its
member of parliament Winston Spen-
cer Churchill (Liberal), who had just
been made president of the board of
trade in the new Asquith cabinet, and
who that year so brilliantly wrested
the seat from W. Joynson Hicks
(Unionist), his chief opponent of yes-
terday.

Three candidates stood for election,
and the result was as follows: W.
Joynsen Hicks (Unionist), 5,417; Win-
ston Spencer Churchill (Liberal), 4,588;
Mr. Irving (Socialist), 276.

The defeat of Mr. Churchill is a
crushing blow to the prestige of the
government and the young and confi-
dent minitser, which is bound to have
a marked influence in several other
impending bye-elections. 'There will
be  no difficulty in finding for Mr.
Churchill a safe seat elsewhere.

Causes of Defeat.

The Liberals may derive from their
defeat of yesterday what consolation is
possible  from the fact that prior to
1906 the Northwest division seat was
held consistently by Conservatives.

Among the many influences ané
cross-currents at work in the extra-
ordinary contest, it is not wholly be-
yond reason to suppose that Mr.
Asquith himselt was partly responsible
for the defeat of his young colleague,
It is customary for the leader of a
party to send a letter wishing success
to any member og his party seeking
eledtion to parliament. ' Mr. Balfour, in
this case, sent Mr. Joynson Hicks an
unusually long and adroit_letter, which
doubtless very materially assisted the
Unionist campaign, My, Asquith, on
the other hand, for some reason as yet
unexplained, omitted to follow this
custom, although he sent a letter to
Walter ‘Runciman, president of the
board of education, who, on Thursday
contested and won the seat for Dews-
bury by a majority of 1,198 votes. It
is impossible to imagine that the
omission in the case of Mr, Churchill
was ‘intentional, but, in any ecase, it
gave the Unionists an opening to in-

Churchill may have come too late, the
English Catholic priests having con-
ducted a vigorous campaign against
Mr. Churchill and the government’s
educational bill,
Mr, Joynson Hicks, in - an. interview
after the election, attributed his vic-
tory mainly to the education and 1it
He is a London soli-
citor, 44 years of age, and never be-
fore has he entered parliament. He is
a great platform speaker. He has
travelled much on the continent and in
America, studying economic questions.

Set Back to Free Trade, '

FRUIT INDUSTRY IN
OKANAGAN DISTRICT

R..M. Palmer is Highly Opti-
mistic of Future in This
Province.

Vancouver, April 24.—That R. Mar-
pole, general executive assistant of the
Canadian Pacific Railway Company,
end Mr. J. Cambie, another prominent
C. P. R. officiai, might obtain by per-
sonal investigation an idea of the
growth of the fruit industry in the
Okanagan, Mr. R. M. Paimer, provin-
cial commissioner of horticulture, ac-
companied them on a tour through the |
Okansagan, district.

Mr, Palmer is of the opinion that the
fruit output of the part of the Okan-
agan visited will increase to such an

the
tramsportation facilities now available.
At present the farmers ship their pro-
duce by steamer from different points
on the lake to the railway. He thinks
that this arrangement is quite ade-
qguate under the prevailing conditions,
but is confident that the crops will be
so much Jarger a couple of seasons
hence as to not only warrant but make
necessary an improved system for the
shipment of the,orchard product. When
the time comes, he says, the C. P, R.
will put car barges on the lake. Thus
it will be possible for farmers to load
their fruit practically where it is
picked and packed and send it off to
the various market centres.

Very few. wrelize, Mr. Palmer says,
the possibilities of the development of
the industry in British Columbia. He
asserts that the exploitation of fruit
by the agriculturists of this province
was only commenced in earnest about
two years ago, Hence the orchards,
for the most part, are young, and also
on that fact is based his conclusion
that the next two seasons will see the
output doubled. In that time those
planted but lately would come into
bearing. In.corroboration of his state-
ments, Mr. Palmer quoted statistics.
In the Vernon district there were 3,800
acres in fruit., Of this, 600 were act-
ually bearing. Throughout Xelowna
the proportion was much the same. At
Summerland and Penticton there were
over 5,000 acres of orchard land, of
which only 10 per cent. had contrib-
uted last year’s crops. These figures,
Mr. Palmer..thought, - would indicate
what might be expected of the future.
Ag he has stated, it would be but a
short time before British Columbia
would be shipping more than double
the fruit than heretofore.

Conditions in  the Okanagan are
good. Mr. Palmer 'asserts that the
orchards are in good shape; that the
farmers are busy and looking forward
to a record season. 'In Peachland and
Summerland they were making a spe-
cialty of peaches. As many had
brought their land under ' cultivation
two years -agow»afd ‘the ‘peach trees
yield. in threé, he expeeted that Brit-
ish Columbia’s output of that fruit
would he found to be much larger next
fall than has hitherto. been the case.

Messrs. Palmer, Marpole and Cambie
visited the construction camp of the
White. Valley Irrigation and Power
Company, near Vernon. They found
that the steam shovel to be used in the
work has just arrived and that the
excavation of: ditches was to be com-
menced Iimmediately. The system,
when completed, Mr. Palmer explains,
will fertilize 20,000 acres of land. He
expects that this undertaking will be
so far advanced this summer as to
benefit property as far as the Gold-
stream estate, Lord Aberdeen’s ranch,
and one of the largest and finest of
the interior.

The object of the C. P. R. officials’
visit to the Okanagan, Mr. Palmer says,
was not only to gain an idea of the
adequacy or otherwise of the trans-
portation facilities, but to ascertain
whether the requirement of the farm-
ers in .respect..to labor were supplied.
In this connection the opinion was ex-
pressed that’the Salvation Army had
done splendid work. Their system of
handling the immigrants was favor-
ably commented on. So far as could
be learned, there had been no Adiffi-
culties. In the last two parties alone
850 people “had been satisfactorily
placed in British Columbia. And it
was a noteworthy fact, Mr, Palmer

of the domestic servants, have found
employment in the farming districts.

The
demand was greater than the supply.

IS SEEN IN WASTE

H. J. Turbet Points Out Traits
Which He Says Menace
Country.

Chicago’s annual fire loss of nearly
$6,000,000, as agaifist $150,000 for Berlin,
a city of about equal size, and’ Amer-
ica’s toll of 256 passengers killed in rail-

iroad accidents of 1906, as against six

Jives lost in England, were.presented as
‘evidence of American: recklessness in
an address by H. J. Furber, Jr., at the
monthly dinner of the Chicago Credit
Men’s Association a few nights ago.

The dinner was given in 'the rooms
of the Mid-day Club in the First Na-
tional Bank building.

“It is possible for our people,” he
said, ‘“to maintain a system of insur-
ance, backed by ample assets, at vastly
lower rates than prevail at present, but
not under: prevailing conditions. The
anti-compaet and anti-coinsurance
laws of many of our states defeat the
purpose of insurance. European insur-
ance rates are much lower than ours
because fire*losses are lower. Our per
capita fire loss is twice thdt of Europe.
The annual fire loss of the United
States is about $200,000,000, ‘more than
enough to maintain the entire German
army.

“Fire losses are but one instance of
America’s reckless waste. We have
destroyed our great forests, we have
almost exterminated our game and
birds, and we have greatly exhausted
our coal and gas flelds.

“Our prodigality involves not only
property but human lives, and if, amid
diminishing resources, we do not curb
qur insatiate appetites we shall go
cown into history as a nation which
has wasted the most fertile country of
the earth and we will fall before a
stronger and superior people.

“We are threatened now with a race
struggle on our Pacific coast. It will
be a struggle of industrial and moral
forces. It may not be imminent, but
the struggle is bound to come, though
it may not be war. Frugality and mod-
eration are the most potent weapons
Orientals can use against us, and these
great peoples, . schooled through ages
of frugality and self-control of appetite,
are the real menace of our extrava-’
gant and recklessly wastefu] people,”

INTERESTING TALK

ON POULTRY FOODS
Values of Different Grain in
Regard to Growth and
Egg Production.

(Special Corresponaence).
Pender Island, April 23.—A very suc-
cessful meeting of the Farmers’ Insti-
tuté was held here last evening. A. H.

:Menzies was‘unanimously voted to the

chair, and opened the meeting by in-
troducing: the speaker of the evening,
. gy
Collins acted '‘as secretary, in the ab-
sence of his father, J. T. Collins.

The speaker began with a very
interesting dissertation on the relative
values of different grainfoods, consid-
ered elementally, and their affect on
poultry, as regards growth and egg
production. He also touched on the
most successful method of marketing
eggs and poultry, advising strongly
co-operative methods.

An animated discussion followed be-
tween the 'audience and the speaker.
The speaker now invited any questions
on which further information was de-
gSired. This brought out the question
as to the best method of feeding beef
scraps, and in the reply brought out
one of the best discussions of the even-
ing. The speaker contended that in
his opinion, the best method was to
feed in a mash at regular intervals,
and at a stated amount per fowl. One
of the local poultrymen advocated feed-
ing dry in preference, by  what is
known as the hopper method, allow-
ing the hens to have free excess to
it at all times. The arguments in
favor of both methods were well sus-
tained, and held the' general interest
of the. audience.

In ‘answer to the Qquestion as to
whether it is better to market broilers
dead or alive, the speaker gave it as
his' opinion that dead was the proper
method, as there was no shrinkage and
consequent loss to the farmer, and
that if the dealers knew that they
‘were plucked dry, and would therefore
keep longer, their ojections as regards
not keeping would be overcome.

The. advisability of feeding ‘frozen
wheat to chickens was then raised.
The speaker gave his emphatic opinton
against it, contending that it was defi-
cient in one or more of the elements
necessary to make it a good food. Some
cf the local poultrymen differed with
this opinion, citing their own exper-
ience as being to the contrary.

As to the advisability of giving: an
unlimited run or not, the speaker said
he thought that pens, if not too con-
fined as to run, were preferable as. it
saved a great waste of enérgy, which
the unconfined hen would use in her
quest for food over an unlimited area.
Besides, it insured the securing of all
eggs lald, which could not be- done
with fowls at liberty.

On being asked -as to what he
thought of adopting the colony system
of keeping fowl, the speaker gave his
opinion as decidedly against it for lay-
ing hens. He gave as his reason that
the hen is a home-loving bird. and
every time her house was moved, she
felt in a strange place, and €gg pro-
duction would be affected for a time.

Another question as to the most
suitable kind of a building in British
Columbia to keep hens in, 1led the
speaker to say that any light, airy
building, free from damp and drafts,
would be suitable.

In regard to the best feed for young
chicks, the speaker suggested starting
with coarse oatmeal, followed in a few
days by some well prepared chick food.
As to the value of rice and its by-pro-
ducts, as a food for poultry, the speak-
er thought that it was a good food.

A very hearty vote of thanks was
given Mr. Dunham, after which the
meeting closed by singing the Na-
tional Anthem.

Rev. Jas. McMillan, formerly of this
parish but now of Ladysmith, has been
here on a brief visit. Mr. McMillan ad-
ministered communion in the Presby-
terian church on Easter Sunday.

IS INJURED BY FIRE

Blaze Entailing Loss of $24,-
000 Caused by Over-
heated Switch.

Nelson, B. C., April 25.—Part of the
city power and light sub-station was
destroyed by fire this morning just be-
fore the noon hour. It is supposed that
the starting of one of the street cars
from the barn caused a collapse of an
overheated switch at the’' sub-station.
The bottom blew out and the oil took
fire, the blaze spreading rapidly. All
the frame portion of the building was
destroyed, but the brick addition was
saved by the bridge after a hard fight.

The building was occupied jointly by
the city, the West Kootenay Power &
Light Company and the Nelson Tram-
way Company. The loss of the West
Kootenay Power & Light Company in
transformers, switchboards, etc., is
placed about, $12,000, while ‘the joint
loss of the city and the tram com-
pany will be about another $12,000. The
loss is fairly covered by insurance. The
electric light and all power is turned
cff the city to-night, but the gas com-
pany’s plant by a little extra pressure
is supplying the city with all necessary
light.

Mayor Taylor announced this evening
that power and electric light would be
supplied as usual to-morrow : night.

DETERMINED EFFORT
TO END HER LIFE

Mrs. J. N. Jones of Ladysmith
May Die From Self-In-
flicted Wounds.

Ladysmith, April 25.—A painful sen-
sation was caused in fown yesterday by
the news that Mrs. J;. N. Jones had
attempted to commit sulcidesby cutting
her throat. Mr. and Mrs. Jones are old
timers, having lived twenty-four years
in the district. They have no family
and reside on High street.

It appears that Mrs, Jones has for
the past two weeks been in a very de-
spondent state, but it was  never
thought that she ever dreamt of doing
violence to herself.

Yesterday morning Mr, Jones was up
early and went off with his rod to fish,
ieaving Mrs. Jones going about her or-
dinary duties as usual. Some time later
a neighbor called to see her and was
horrified to find her lying over the
pantry sink with her throat cut.

It would seem that the unfortunate
woman went about the business with
the utmost determination.

There
was a terrible gash in her throat, the
windpipe being severed and the jugler
vein nicked.

How long she had been before she
was discovered is not known, but it
must have been quite a time, for some
of the blood on her person was con-
gealed. Naturally also she had lost a
tremendous quantity of blood, and,
though still breathing when found she
was quite insensible,

Mr. Jessup, the chemist, was at once
called in and medical assistance sum-
moned. After her injuries had been
attended to she was at once taken away
to Chemainus hospital. She was in a
very critical condition, and but faint
hopes are. held out for her recovery.

KAISER MAY GET
NO “RISE” IN INCOME

Bill Sure to Meet With Opposi-
tion in Reich-
stag.

If it be true that an attempt is to be
made to increase the stipend of Kaiser
William, there will be active opposition
in the Reichstag. ;

At present he receives S§50,000 as
German emperor -and $3,852,770 as king
of Prussia. The latter sum, though
larger than that which he enjoyed when
he came to the throne; is $1,250,000 less
than the old kings of Prussia annually
received.

The indisposition of the nation to
augment his imperial majesty’s civil
list was demonstrated a few years ago
when he proposed to spend $5,000,000
on extending and altering his palace

at Berlin,

“Not a penny for these mad construc-
tions, not an inch of the city property,”
they said. £

Part of the Kaiser’s responsibilities
consist in  the maintenance of the
royal theatres at Berlin, Hanover
and Cassel, and he has also to foot up
the bills for the royal concerts. He
proposed, when the extension of the
royal home was contemplated, to cut
down his expenditures upon these the-
atres and concerts. Those connected
with the threatened subsidies were
furious; to not a penny of reduction
would they consent, so the whale
scheme was dropped.

The Kaiser’s Wardrobe.

An income of over $4,500,000 is not.a
despicable sum, even for William -IL;
but it is not excessive, considering. that
there are no allowances to other mem-
bers of the royal family, and that very
little comes now to him from the royal
domains.

A very large portion of the kaiser’'s
personal funds mustigo in clothes. It
is said that he possesses uniforms
enough to dress the marines of a first-
class battleship.

He has the uniforms proper to the
300-and-odd Prussian‘regiments, horse,
foot and artillery, besides the regiments
of the lesser states, and those of which
he holds honorary rank in foreign coun-
tries. Every appointment is perfect,
from the shoulder knots, which cost
more than the uniform itself, to jeweled
accouterments fit for an Oriental auto-
crat.

When he travels,  as very often he
does, it is with a retinue big enough for
a small army. Hence hig official rev-
enue does not suffice to keéep him in
funds. The depth of his privy purse'no
man knows, He owns castles and pal-
aces, farms and forests innumerable,
and the number is constantly growing.

Six years ago Herr Wilhelm Hilde-
brand left him an estate worth $375,000
and $750,000 in hard cash. A gift match-
€d by that from a West Prussian land
owner, who gave him a 5,000-acre es-
tate as an earnest of greater posses-
sions to come at the donor’s death.
Then there was the $500,000 bestowed
upon him by Baroness Oppenheim-
Cohn, and the $2,500,000 placed at his
disposal by Herr Henckel von Donners-
marck in 1905,

The Czar’'s Income,

Ostensibly, the czar of Russia ig the
wealthiest sovereign in Europe. "But it
is difficult to define the point at which
state revenue ends and the imperial be-
gins,

He drawg the revenues from more
than a million square miles ef cultivat-
ed lands and forests, besides gold and
other mines in Siberia, and his income
may be anything from $7,500,000 to $40,-
000,000. The royal palaces, their person-
nel, even whole regiments of guards,
are maintained at his cost. ;

The most curious civil list is that of
the king of Greece. The act which set-
tled him on the throne awarded him
$200,000 a year, but France, Russia and
England agreed to supplement that by
$20,000 each, so that he draws $260,000 a
year, and rules admirably for the
money.

TIMBER SITUATION IN
EASTERN CANADA

Exhaustion of the Supply of
the Timber in: Ontario is
Threatened.

—

The .exhaustion of ‘the supply of tie
timber dn a little 1 » than a decade,
and“?;"-*pfﬁé?fdh“'ﬁ 45 twerity years,
were predicted’in a’papér read before
the meeting of- the Omtaric. land survey-
ors, recently, by Mr. I, ¥ Whitson, of
the surveys branch: of the/department
of lands and forests. ' This.contingency
the author ‘of’the address 'contended,
could only be aveérted by .action to pro-
tect the forestai "= qe /a0

Mr. Whitson discussed the consump-
tion of railway ties in Canada, where
there were 27,600 mileg of tailway. The
demand was for 12,000,000, ties a year,
and the average lifé of a‘tie was seven
years. In Ontario, acrording to the
present rate of construction, the rail-
way mileage would be incréased in five
years to 9,000, requiring 4,000,000 ties an-
nually, or from 26,000,000 to 32,000,000
feet, board measure. The demand was
increasing, and the supply was dimin-
ishing. “Our duty as a businéss propos-
ition is to protect the timber forésts of
Northern Ontario and to find some
method whereby the life of a tie:will be
prolonged,” said Mr. Whitson,

In the Rainy River and Thunder Bay
Gistricts there were 25,000,000 acres of
land bearing jacy pine, spruce and
small tamarack, which if properly pro-
tected, would produce millions of ties.
In addition, there were 5,000,000 acres in
Algoma and Nipissing and other dis-
tricts, making in alr 30,000,000 acres, un-
der licenses or on agricultural land,
which could be made tie-producing.
With the present cut there would be a
famine in twelve to fifteen years. Out-
side the forest reserves, there were 70,-
000,000 acres of land producing timber,
of which 4,000,000 was virgin forest,
and 30,000,000 had been burned over. The
annual growth should be 3,500,000 cords
worth, at 60 cents a cord, $2,500,000 a
year,

The forest reserves included 10,500,000
acres of land, and on the crown land
there were thirteen billion feet of pine
On lands under license
there. were several billion more. The
annual income of the province was
about $1,500,000, and the annual output
750,000,000 to 900,000,000 feet of timber.
“At the present rate of cutting, this
would indicate a pine famine in twenty
years. 'With proper provision the an-
nual growth should meéét all future de-
mand,” asserted the speaker.

"Beyond the height of land there was
an immense area of pulp wood forest,
through which the Grand Trunk Pa-
cific would run, and divided by seven
great rivers. These would serve to float
logs and to supply water power. The
annual growth, if protected from fire.
would produce more pulp than would
meet the demand.

AGAPANTHUS DRY-DOCKED,

FAILS IN ATTEMPT
TO ELUDE.POLICE

Young American Jumps From
Steamer Marama, But is
Landed by Detectives.

(From Saturday's Daily.)

A timely telephone message from Chief
Chamberlain, of the Vancouvar police
force, enabled the local force to capture
Fredcrick Krugg, alias Frederick = Mar-
shall, just after the Canadian-Austraiian
liner Marama had arrived here last even-
ing on her outward trip to the Antipodes,
and even then they did not get him
without an effort. XKrugg was evidently
exjecting something of the kind, for be-
forc the officers could reach him he had
dropred overboard and was found hy
them clinging to one of “he pilcs suppert-
ing the wharf. They dragged him up by
means of & rope and husiled him off te
the police station, where he still remains
peuding the arrival of an officer from
Vaucouver to take him back to that city
to stand his trial for theft. Krugg js a
young man of some parts and has-seen
a good deal of the world, his baggage,
wkich was taken off, the toai, bearng
labels showing that he nas beea !n dif-
ferent parts of the East, including Ceyicn
and China, as well as London, Paris and
other Buropean cities. He says that he
was United States vice-consul at C'olombo,
Ceylon, for some time.

The local police have no information as
to the charge on which Krugg is wanted
in Vancouver. All the information tiey
have is a wire asking them 15 ajrest
Krugg on his arrival here on a charge of
theft. Detectives Perdue and Clayards
went down to the boat and saw a man
answering the description furnished them
leaning over the rail. In the crush he
escaped their eyes, and when they at-
tempted to locate him again he could not
be found. He was, however, eventually
discovered clinging to one of the piles
under the wharf, having apparently jump-
ed overboard.

A member of the crew jumped over-
board and. tied a rope which was thrown
to him around Krugg, who was then
hauled out of the water and later arresi-
ed. Krugg showed the most compleie un-
concern over the fate of his rescuer, by-
standers say, and was not in the least
interested as to whether he met his death
or not. :

At the police station Krugg said he had
not jumped. overboard, but had jumped
from the boat to the wharf and had fallen
in the wafer in so doing. The reason the
Vancouver police wanted him was some
trouble with the captain of the steamer
Henrietta over some business dealings.
He denied all wrongdoing, and threatened
to make it hot for those responsible for
his arrest.

Krugg has been only 'a comparatively
short time in Vancouver, having come
there from New York. He boarded thke
Marama just before she pulled out of
Vancouver, buying his ticket on board the
boat. After paying for a third-class pas-
sage he had only $2 left as expense money
for the trip.” He will be taken back to
Vancouver in the morning to receive a
hearing.

ILL LUCK ATTENDS
SKEENA CANNERY MAN

Marsh English, of Essington,
Loses Three Boats in
Three Weeks.

A streak of ill-luck that has not fail-
ed to evoke the sympathy of all his
friends has pursued, and caught up
with, Marsh English, of Port Essing-
ton, who is manager of the associated
canneéries on the Skeena river.' Within
the short space of three weeks Mr.
English lost a valuable new launch, a
borrowed gasoline boat and a small
tug.

On April 9th the gasoline launch
Steelhead, built for Mr. English by
‘Wallace Bros. of Vancouver, at a cost
of over $4,000, was burned to the wat-
er's edge off Paisley island, above
Sechelt, while on her way to the
Skeena. Her crew had a narrow es-
cape, jumping overboard to escape the
flames and being picked up by another
launch. Upon losing the Steelhead Mr.
English borrowed the launch Vera, be-
longing to “Billy” Wadham, for his
use on the Skeena but, while she was
making a run up to Ecstall, she was
sunk,

Capt. Gilmore’s tug Lottie N. was
then chartered by the cannery man-
ager, but before she had got ten miles
from Port Essington, she was broad-
side on a rocky shore.

Whatever *“hoodoo” hangs over Mr.
English the cannery men on the Skeena
are not prepared to say, but unlimited
quantities of sympathy are being ex-
tended to him by his friends. They,
at the same time, are not offering to

lend or charter to him any of their
craft.

WINNIPEG CAR SITUATION.

Basis of Agreement Between Officialy
and Men is Reached.

Winnipeg, April 25.—A basis of
agreement was reacied at a conference
betwean the street railway company
officials and representatives of the con-
ductors and motormen. A compro-
mise has been suggested under which
the company will recognize the senior-
ity rule demanded by the men, and will
place seats in the vestibules for motor-
men. They, however, refuse to grant
a nine hour day.

BRICK WORKS
WERE WIPED OUT

INCENDIARY ORIGIN
HAS BEEN SUSPECTED

Fire Last Night Quickly De-
melished the Buildings—
Suffer Heavy Loss.

(From Monday's- Daily.)

A fire, which was undoubtedly caus-
ed by an incendiary, occurred at the
works of the Victoria Brick Company
last night at a quarter to 10 o’clock., At
the time a gale of wind was blowing
at the rate of 40 miles an hour, and
resulted in the total destruction of the
plant, machinery and building, at an
estimated loss of $10,000 to the owners.
But for the sudden downpour of rain
the results would have been Serious
for the residences, which are situated
on the far side of the V. & 8. railway
trestles, and behind the trees . in the
next field.

Sparks were blown: for half a mile
across-the field, setting fire to the trees
growing there, which were seen from a
distance to be lit up as under electric
light decorations for a carnival. A sud-
den rain came pouring down for a
space of perhaps twenty minutes, and
was up to that time the only fire fight-
ing appliance that had reached the
scene.

The glare of the fire could be seen
for many miles. Men from all parts
surreunding the city came in to wit-
ness the spectacle. So fierce was the
blaze that had it occurred in the cen-
tre of the city with the same Tgale
blowing no human effort could have
saved half the town from complete de-
struction. Men were there on the scene
from Saanich Inlet, twelve miles away,
drawn by the splendor of the sight as
reflected in the sky. Several of the
Saanich Inlet residents rode into town
on bicycles through the rain, under the
impression that Victoria was on fire.
They arrived wet to the skin with the
heavy rain, and immediately stood
round the burning building until fears
were expressed that the boiler of the
engine might burst, en they sought
a safer position until the fire began to
go down, and then once more made an
attempt to dry themselves,

According to an eye-witness the fire
started near the door of the building
on the west side, a position well chosen
by the persons or person who set the
blaze alight, as the gale was blowing
at 40 miles an hour from west to east,
and could not fail to sweep the flames
over every portion of the building. The
‘incendiary chose the exact centre of
the west side, and prepared a kindilng
around four or five piles of wooden
articles which stood outside the door.
From these it was but a few seconds’
work for the wind to carry the flame
to the door up which it skinned and
caught a canvas blind hung for shelter
by the Chinamen who occupied the
post there for handling the bricks as
they leave the machinery. The flames
ran up the canvas into the eaves of the
building, which was then hopelessly in
the toils of the fire, and even had the
brigade been there nothing could have
saved the building, so fierce was the
wind.

The spot where the fire commenced
is some 30 feet from the engine. There
was no fire there yesterday, and even
if there had been one the wind was in
the opposite direction, and a spark
could not have been blown from that
spot to the place where the fire began.
J. Elford, one of the owners of the
works; Fire Chief Watson and several
of the bystanders were alike in their
opiniong that the fire was the work of
an incendiary. The only other cause
that could possibly be assigned for it

was that some person living in the lo-
cality was making a short cut and
stopped under the shelter to the sheds
to light a pipe and had dropped a
match. This theory, however, is dis-
counted as the works lie in an out of
the way portion of the field, and are
two thousand feet distant from the
Douglas street roadway, and can only
be reached by a rough trail or through
crossing an intricate piece of ground
over which a stranger would only with
difficulty have found his way, 0and
would not have attempted a crossing
unless he knew the lay of the ground.

The fire was first seen by D, A. Lane
and Tom Brown, of Palm avenue,
about 9.45 p.m. ‘Mr. Lane in telling the
Times his story last night said: @

“My mate and I left town on the 9.30

car and rode out as far as Palm
avenue. When we were walking along
I happened to notice what looked like
a fire, although it was very small at
that time, so small in faet that my
mate laughed when I said it was a fire.
We looked again and saw there was
fire there, and at once started to run
across, On the way I called in at the
house and shouted to them to  tele-
rhone ot the fire station. I then ran on.
Owing to the darkness my mate fell
over a broken fence and hurt himself,
and I had to stay and give him some
assistance. If it had not been for this
accident I cgould have put the fire out
myself when I arrived, as it had not
got a very big hold at that time. After
I propped him up I ran-on and found
at the back door that four or five piles
of wooden fixtures were alight, I pull-
ed one of these over on to a clear space
of ground, and then tried to pull the
others down. The fire by this time,

wever, had spread to th: door, which
was burning. I looked about for some-
thing to stop the blaze with, but could
find nothing. There was not a bucket
bandy, and in the dark I could see
nothing to get water in, The flames
suddenly caught the canyas curtain,
and I made a grab at this and tried to
tear it down, but although I tore a
portion of it off as it was burning, -the
fire swarmed all over it and then up
into the eaves, so I knew it was hope-
less for me to try any further to save
the building. Instead I ran to Douglas
street, intending to ring in the alarm
from there, but by the time I reached
the roadway I heard the fire buggy
coming, so I opened the gate for them
to come through. Then I went back to
the fire., If my mate had not hurt him-
self in running against the fence I am
sure we could have prevented the fire
from - spreading, as it was then only
at the outside of the door. As it was
I made several attempts to pull the
door down, but could not move it, and
had to stand hélpless and watch the
flames go up over the door té the can-
vas, and then into the eaves. I think
it was set alight by somebody because
the place was so well chosen. They
could not have chosen 'a better place
nor a better night for their job.”

The fire brigade arrived on the scene
about 10 o’clock, but it -was not for a
half hour later that they got the hose
to the burning building. The hose was
brought from the corner of Douglas
street and Burnside road, and alto-
gether two thousand three hundred
feet were run out before the water
could be played on the flames. The
water pressure was naturally poor, but
was- assisted by the down grade from
the road to the building. One stream
only was played, and the water was
drawn from the hydrant without the
aid of the engine.

Several times the trestles of the V. &
S. railway line caught, but the fire
there was put out by the railway en-
gine which the company sent down
with a water tender attached. By this
means the trestles were saved from
burning. A tall telegraph pole was set
alight by the thousands . of sparks
which were blown by the gale, and
when the hose finally reached the
trestles it was noticed that the water
pressure was not strong enough to
reach from the railway line to the top
of the pole. Half a mile away on the
other side of the line are a clump of
trees, and behind these are the resi-
dences of Messrs. Gonnason and Bone;
When the sparks set fire to the trees,

half a mile away, fears were expressed

for the safety of the dwellings beyond.
The trees resembled a building under
a gala display of electric lights, and
added to the spectacular sight. The
sudden downpour of rain, however, put.
an end to all fears of the fire spreading
across the great distance, and the
burning trees were soon once more in
darkness. It was this sight which was
seen at Saanich Inlet; twelve miles
away, that brought the residents of
that locality, who could secure bicycles,
into the city, thinking the whole town
was on fire, ‘

Mr. Elford said’ this morning . that
there is not the slightest doubt but
that the building was set on fire. It
was discovered. that the fire originated

| match could not hawve fired-the pelletts,

and the door of the building, and Mr.
Elford says that the plans must have
been carefully laid for the nefarious
deed, as a spark from 'a pipe or a
match could not have fired the pellets,
for they were somewhat damp, and to
fire them it would be necessary to
make preparations and provide a small
blaze beneath the piles. This is the
blaze as described by Mr, Lane, of
Palm avenue, in his story, and the fact
that the fire started to windward is
further evidence that the destruction
of the works was premeditated, and
was the work of some malicious person
who is at the present time unknown
to the owners, Mr. Elford says that he
knows of no one who would bear him
a grude or who would commit such a
dastardly action against the firm. Fire
Chief Watson also said this morning
that there is no doubt but the building
was set on fire purposely:

In addition to the loss of the build-
ing and plant, the firm will be losers
by the orders in hand, and by the
trade turnover for the summer months,
If the works are rebuilt at once Mr.
Elford says they cannot be completed
before the end of the summer. A share-
holder resident in Vancouver was
wired to this morning and will leave
for Victoria to-day, when plans for
the rebuilding of the works will be con-
sidered by the firm,

The insurance on the building and
plant was only $2,500 in the Liverpool
and London and Globe Company, of
which Hall, Goepel & Company are the
local agents. The loss is estimated by
Mr. Elford at $10,000, in addition to the
trade losses which will accrue. . There
had last week been a new tile machine
with fittings, belting, etc., installed,
which it was Intended to commence
operating this morning, The cost of
these additions was about $1,500. Mr.
Elford says that upon examination this
morning it is found that all the ma-
chinery is ruined, and that none of it
will be suitable for use in the rebuild-
ing, so that the loss is complete.

The works were turning out 45,000

bricks a day up to Saturday.
. The same works suffered a total loss
from fire caused, it was believed, by a
spark from a railway engine, about
ten years ago, at which time the own-
ers sustained a total loss.

The fire department. stayed on the
scene all night Iong, and played the
one hose around the burning embers
until theys were reduced to cinders.

BOYS IN POLICE COURT.

Youth Is Let Off on Suspended Sentence
on Assault Charge.

(From Saturday’s Daily.)

The stellar attraction at the police
court this morning was an assault case in
which the principals were two boys, one
aged 12 and the other 14 years. The com-
plainant was John Stephens, son of C. B,
Stephens, grocer, whose place of business
is 1601 Store street, and who lives at 1716
Lee street, Oak Bay, and the defendant
George Market, son of Joseph Market, of
1916 Oak Bay avenue. The fathers of
both boys were in court. Market was let
off on suspended sentence,

The story as told by the complainant,
who is 12 years old, was that the Market
boy, whose age is 14, had pelted his dog
and had afterwards hit him on the nose,
bleeding it, kicked him in the stomach
and blacked his eye.

The defendant admitted pelting the dog,
but said that Stephens had kicked him
before he hit him.

The magistrate after hearing both boys
let Market off on suspended sentence.

Four drunks, who were fined the usual
amounts, completed the docket.

WILLIAM SCOTT MEETS
AN UNEXPECTED DEATH

City Foreman is Killed While
Felling Trees on Fairfield
Road.

)

(From Saturday’s Daily,)

Unexpected and untimely was  the
death of Willilam Scott, of 1277 Walnut
street, Spring Ridge, foreman of city
sidewalk ' construction, who was elec-
trocuted yesterday afternoon through
catching hold of a heavily charged
electric wire, which he and his men
were engaged in placing back on a pole
from which it had been accidentally
detached in the felling of a tree. The
full force of 2,000 volts went through
Mr. Scott’s body and he was instantly
killed. The accident occurred on Fair-
field road, near St. Charles street. An
inquest is in. progress this afternoon.

Mr. Scott "was directing the opera-
tions of a gang of men, consisting of
Joseph Smith, Willilam H. Cox and W.
Prior, who were engaged in laying a
sidewalk on Fairfield road. Opposite
the residence of Mrs. Scott, east of
St. Charles street, were a number of
trees through which it was necessary
to cut a way. While this was being
done a tree fell across the telephone
wires detaching one from the bar and
allowing it to drop to within a few
feet of the ground. Prior touched the
wire soon after and announced that it
had current in it. The men under Mr.
Scott’s orders then proceeded to put
the wire up so that it would not inter-
fere with them while at work. An at-
tempt was made to put it back on the
bar by means of a long fence rail.

. While this attempt was being made the

late Mr. Scott touched the wire and
warned the men working for him that
it was charged. While Smith and Cox
were working to place the wire back in
ite position it fell and Mr, Scott, who
was standing in a pool of water, in-
stinctively grabbed, with the  result
that he was made a circuit between
the ground and a wire of the B. ..
Electric Company on a lower bar on
the same pole with which the telephone
wire had become crossed in falling. The
light leather gloves which Mr. Scott
wore were no protection against the
current: of 2,000 volts from the power
wire being transmitted through his
body.

Mr. Scott smiled for a moment.
swayed, the arm holding the wire

.twitching, and then fell to the ground

with his hand still clutching the dead-

1y wire. - The- whole..thing occurred so
suddenly that the other: mien did not
realize for a moment the seriousness. of
what had happened. Recovering them-
selves Smith placed a board under the
wire, which Cox then cut, with'an axe.
Mr. Scott’s body was carried .to the
roadside; but it wag quite evident that
life was already extinct.

In response to a telephone call the
ratrol wagon went.to the scene with
Dr. E. C. Hart, cqroner, and ‘Constable
Wes. Harper, A brief examination
showed that death had been instantan-
eous, although there was. not a mark
on the body outside of a small blister
on one of the fingers of the hand that
had held the wire. 5

The body was taked to, Hanna's un-
dertaking parlors, where: it will remain
until the inguest, which opened at the
city-hall this afternoon, is over.

. The strength of the voltage in the wire
with which Mr. Scott came indirectly
in contact is explained by the fact that
it was the feed wire for the, Dominion
government. wireless station -on Shot-
bolt’s hill as well as for house lighting
in the district. Through the telephone
wire coming in contact: with- it Mr.
Scott had got the full force of 2,000
volts“through catching hold of the for-
mer.

Mr. Scott, who was 60 years old, has
been for 25 years a resident of Victoria
and for the past eleven'years hag been
an employee of the city, most of the
time as foreman of sidewalk eonstruc-
tion.  General regret was on all sides
at city hall over Mr. Scott’sauntimely
death. He leaves to survive him his
wife and two daughters, all of whom
live in this city.

The Ritzvile company
alleges that at the time the ship went
down, tHrough the gross negligence
of those in charge, 5,000 sacks of
White Fawn flour which was on
board ready for shipment to China,
was damaged by water to the extent
of the sum asked.

famous in the last three years through
their remarkable successes in experi-
mental market gardening, report that
their first early spring planting of
prickly spinach seed germinated in
eleven days. In five weeks the Trow
was thinned, and they say that they
were amazed to find that these thin-
nings from three feet of seed sown
gave them nearly half a peck of fine
young greens. Two more pickings
came from this small bed.

When the plant is not pulled up
bodily while thinning, the leaves ar2
gathered by cutting them off at the
earth surface,

Their farms are on Long Island,
New York state, and they sowed their
prickly spinach on April 25th. They
sowed the New Zealand variety at the
same time, and it came up fifteen days
later and gave its first crop from thin-
nings on June 21st, fourteen days after
the first erop from the prickly .sort.
Thus it made a very good companion
crop to flll in gaps.

Liquid manure is good for spinach,
because fertilizer applied in this form
gives immediate results, and the
quicker the growth the finer the result,
as the leaves are crisp and delicate,

NMitrate of soda is an excellent fer-
tlilzer. Dig a bit in around each plant.
Plant the seed an inch deep, and pretty
close, for thinnings can all be eaten.
‘When the first three or four leaves are
up, thin down so that plants stand
four inches apart, or even six if you
have room. Sow for succession every
two weeks during June, and in August
sow down for an autumn crop.

Spinach is very hardy to frost and
may be kept through the winter under
a mulch, though not all the plants will
live through a winter north of the
latitude of New York. Thus the plants
that come up from late August sowing
(or even September sowing) may be
protected with several inches of hay
and they will usually do very well,
and will begin to shoot up at the very
earliest sign of spring.

SWEET CORN FOR THE HOME.
Be Surd to Select the Right Kind—How

to. Raise It.

The American -people are -fed on
more kinds of fodder corn than true
sweet corn; ang it is not too much to
say that thousands of city dwellers
(and country dwellers, too) don’t
know what real sweet corn tastes like.

Of all the true sweet corns, thé most
famous is Country Gentléeman; and it
is holding its own to-day in the face

of the imprevement-in all other kinds.

Another fine-corn, though not o
good-lgoking, is. Golden ‘Bantam. This
is an early corn and can be planted
for a crop to come before Country
Gentleman.. For a late crop most spe-
cialists agree. that there] are few sorts
to compare with Stowell’s “Evergreen:

Make successive plantings of corn
every two weeks wuntil July, unless
you plant -early, uedium and late va-
rieties, when all may go in early. Even
then,  however, a little ' ‘successive
planting will be found profitable. = «

Make,_the rows for corn at least
three feet apart, and when the plants
come up, thin them down so:that there
will be a single stalk every foot or so.
Or plant in hills;, putting half a dozen
seeds in each hill and keeping the hills
three feet apart each way.

Corn should go in about two inches
deep, and needs the very richest
grouhd. It also-needs lots of cultiva-
tion, especially while the plants are
young, for they are easily starved or
smothered then by weeds up-springing
around them.

Never forget that corn is a hungry
crop, growing greatly and needing
room and nourishment,

In a very favorable season, it may
pay to plant an “early’’ variety, that
is, a swiftly growing variety, about
the middle of July, to ensure a crop late
in the season when the main crops will
have been used up.

It is very tender, and will be killed
by the first frost, so there is no use in
planting such a crop unless the grow-
ing conditions are highly favorable.

Sweet corn matures in from 55 to 90
days, according to the variety. The
ears must be picked as soon as they
are fit, to get the perfection of flavor.
For household use pick the ears just
before they .are to go into the pot,
handle them delicately and you will
be surprised at the difference between
corn absolutely fresh from . the stalk
and corn which is even a few hours
old. :

WATERMELONS AS GARDEN CROP

This Southern Product Will Do Well
Almost Anywhere in the United
States.

Although northern market farmers
do not consider the watermelon a very
profitable or sure crop, the difficulties
that confront them will hardly con-
front the home gardener who needs to
raise only a few in a spare place in
the garden.

Almost any kind of soil
them except a heavy, tough clay. A
rich, warm loam, well supplied with
humus, will suit them best.

The seed$ need not go in until pretty
late in May. The ground must be well
worked to make it very fine and soft.
The seeds are best planted in hills, and
each hill should have ten feet clear
around it. These hills should be al-
most level with the ground, and
should have plenty of fine manure dug
in them about 8 inches deep.

A dozen watermelon seeds are plant-
ed in a circle of about a foot in di-
ameter in the middle of each hill. One
inch or less is the right depth for the
seed.

Sprinkle about half an inch of fresh,
light dirt on top and press it all down
with a hoe,

As soon as the plants have come up
enough to  begin running over the
ground, thin'them down so as to leave
only the two or three strongest plants
in each hill.

Cultivation should be thorough, deep
and constant after the plants are well
up. After raing the soil must be loos-
ened around each plant carefully.

‘When the vines begimn to run sturdily,
the cultivation need not be so deep.

Remember that the young vines are
exceptionally tender and that is s
very easy to injure them severely by
bruising them in the least.

The watermelon has few diseases,
but it is sometimes attacked by the
striped cucumber beetle, which must
be destroyed as soon as it appears.
Tobacco dust or wood ashes will drive
it away as a rule.

Boss, Cole’s Early, Black-Eyed Su-
san and Peerless are some of the good
varieties with firm, scarlet pulp of
sweet flavor, and hardy enough to do
well as far north as northern New
Hampshire,

To find out when a watermelon is
ripe, examine the white spot. where
the melon lies on the ground. As soon
as this spot turns rough and . yellow
the melon shouid be ready to pick.
Another test is to strike it with the
knuckles of the fingers. While it is
unripe, it will give forth a ringing
sound, but when it is ripe this will not
be the case.

MID-SUMMER . COLOR TABLE,

A Guide for Planting to Get the Best

Color Effects in the Flower Beds.

The following are the colors of the
more common flowers blooming in
June and July, Speaking generally, the
most pleasant color schemes are those
in which strongly contrasting tints are
separated by whites or pale yellows.
Blues and reds never lose by’ being
bordered or set off against white.
Lilacs and purples often gain immeas-
urably by having yellow flowers lead
up to them.

The blue flowers are: Forget-me-nots,
penstemon, Stokes’ aster, love-in-a-
mist, lobelia, ageratum.

Blue and white are: Campanula,
delphinium,; penstemon, digitalis, Ja_'-
cob’s ladder, platycodon and lobelia.

Red and yellow are: Canna, annual
gaillardia, calliopsis (red and brown).

White are: Poppies, valerian, lilum
candidum, Shasta daisy; yuceca, phlox,
Jacob’s. ladder, cosmos, lobelia, nicoti-
ana. and sweet alyssum.

Strong yellows are:
gold, calliopsis, poppy,
anthemis,

Pink are: Poppies, valerian; ‘tam-
panala, lychnis, geraniums, cosmos and
lavatera; 3

For strong scarlets,

Canna;’ mari-
coreopsis and

Of course this list is offered not as
being comprehensive, but as béing a
well selected one, suggesting the flow-
ers that are easiest for amateurs to
raise and that will give the most sat-
isfaction to the average gardener.

Other gorgeous blessoms trees are
the flowering crabs, that make a good
growth .almost everywhere. Bechtel's
Crab is particularly good. It has flow-
ers that resemble small roses. An ob-
jection to the crabs is that they are
liable to attacks from the scale insects
like the regular apple trees. But when
they are in blossom there is nothing
like them,

The rose acacia is one of the pret-
tiest of our locusts. It is a low growing
form and attains fulness and perfec-
tion very quickly. It has pretty rose-
colored blossoms, and its foliage is ex-
quisitely dainty.

One of our own natives is the shad
bush, which has fleecy masses of white
blossoms early in the year. In May or
June beautiful crimson berries follow.

Shad bush 4-to 5 feet-tall should not
cost more than 50 cents, For the same
price it is possible to obtain specimens
3 to 4 feet tall of the floweringcrab,
cherry or acacia.

“The plea is advanced that the trees
close to the sidewalks will in time in-
jure the walks, It may be true that in

'twenty years from now the growth of

an oak tree might affect the sidewalk a
little if it were close enough to it, but
the value to the street of the tree would
many times over offset the ' small
amount it would then cost to put the
sidewalk in shape again. In cutting
down these trees the civic authorities
are destroying works which it has
taken nature hundreds of  years to
bring to their present state of perfec-
tion, and which cannot be replaced ex-
cept in ags many years to come.

“I am going to see whether the coun-
cil has the right to remove the par-
ticular tree in front of my property
without my consent. Even if the courts
hold that the city has the right to re-
move any trees which stand in the
street, I do not think they should
exercise that right except in a case of
the most absolute necessity.”

In view of the action which Mr. Jones
is taking in the courts it is possible
that the civic authorities will<gs slow
in removng any mare €rées until it has
been decided. One tree, whose fate now
hangs in the balance, is a beautiful oak
about twe feet -in diameter = which
stands on Rockland avenue opposite
the property of Major Wilson, at the
corner of Linden avenue.. Major Wil-
son is particularly anxious that this
tree should not be destroyed, and has
asked the city authorities that it be
spared.

A resident of Rocklang avenue, dis-
cussing this particular tree to-day,
said he would consider it almost
sacrilege to remove such a beautiful

tree. It was one of the finest in. the
city, and the council should by all
means ‘go to special pains to leave it
ag it stands, an ornament to the street
and a credit to the city.
