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FORMER EMPLOYEES
ASKING FOR WORK

, MASTERS CLAIM TO
BE GAINING GROUND

Situation in Steel Strike—Officials Ex-
pect to Train Men to Operate
Machines in Few Months.

Pittsburg, Pa., Aug. 29.—Officials of
the mills of the United States Steel Cor-
poration that were closed by the strike
of the Amalgamated Association, stated
1o-day that they are receiving many ap-
plications from former employees for
work. The announcement that the com-
pany weuld start their mills non-union,
the officials believe caused an awaken-
ne in the ranks of the strikers, and
many are seeking cover,

The Amalgamated officiuls, however.
¢laim that their ranks are unbroken and
strong as ever.

One of the steel officials said. to-day
ihat there was a general mistake being
made regarding the time it would take
to train inexperienced men and make
them capable of operating mill machines.
This has been believed to be the case so
long that few have taken the trouble
to prove it otherwise. It is now deter-
mined, he said, to have new men placed
in positions that will give them a chance
to learn the skilled work, and many of the
men who held menial positions in the
union mills are to be taught skilled work,
with which they are in a measure
familiar through long association with'
the workings of the mills. It*is ‘con-
fidently asserted that before many
months it will , be possible to produce
many new men and plenty to man all
the plants that are now idle, and which
union men have refused to take hold of.

The strikers say it will take years to
accomplish this:

Reports from all the mills of the cor-
poration show that steady gains are be-
ing made in the forts of nom-union men.

_The strikers eclaim to have induced

“SIX non-union men to desert the Star.
mills to-day, and to have shipped them
back to Chicago. On the ether hand.
Supt. Piper;of the Star plant, wwsewmnced
that he -is nearly ready to start np the
other mills in the plant, and men are
now waiting for the improvements to
be completed within the mill. In the
other mills the works is progressing
smoothly, and no desertipns are report-
<d. New men are heing secured, though
the company officials say that on Sunday
the strikers made an active canvass of
the homes of the mem at work and
=ought to induce them to remain away
from the plants. The last two mills in
the Painter plant were to have ' been
started to-day. but it was found impos-
sible to have them ready, and the start-
ing was postponed for a few days.

COLOMBIAN REVOLT.

Official . Says ‘Yenezuelan Government
Has Aided the Rebels.

PR

New York, Aug. 29.—The Associated
Press has received the following dis-
pateh, dated Bogota, August 24th, from
a Colombo official of high rank.: ;

“General Pedro d’Ospino, acting min-
ister of war, who has prepared an ex-
cellent.and extensive plan of campaign,
confirms the reports that within the last
fifteen days he has destroyed nearly all
of the Colombian guerillas. The gov-
ernment of Colombia -has maintained
strict neutrality regarding Ecuador and
Venezuela, notwithstanding the fact
that the governments of the said coun-
tries have upheld and effectively aided
the rebels of Colombia, thus prolonging
the revolution in this country. Recent-
Fly the revolutionary chiefs-of - Colombii [
have met on the frontier of Venezuela
to organize néw invasions of Colombia,
using the munitions of war aceumulated
by the government of Venczuela on her
frontiers. A party of Venezuelans sur-
rendered near Cucuta are abeut to re-
turn to their country. They are eem-
manded by Rangel Gaibiras. The posi-
iion taken by the government of Colom-
bia is one of peace and neutrality. These
are fundamental camons in her foreign
policy. The frontiers of Colombia are
sufficiently defended. Colombia feels
certain that she can maintain her rights
and repe! whatever foreign invasions
may offer.”

EIGHTEEN MISSING.

Reveral Persons Supposed to Have Gone
Down With Steamer City of
Trenfon,

Philadelphia, Pa., Aug, 29.—1t de-
veloped to-day that the result of the ex-
plosion of the boiler on the steamer City
of Trenton, while on her way up the
Deleware river from tHis city to Tren-
ton, N. J., yesterday afternoon, was
more appalling than was at first sup-
posed.

Massacre by Kurds Fart of Reguinr:
System to Kill"_’rhem All‘,__

London, Ang. 30.—The Dusily Mail
publishes to-day an article written by
Ali Nouri Bey, foermer Turkish consul
Rotterdam, declaring that the massacre
of ‘Armenians by Kurds, which has just
recommenced, is part of a regular sys-
tem of extermination., He says: “The
number of Armenians killed will depend,
upon the outcry raised in Europe, and
the pressure brought to bear upon the
Sultan. The same horrible process will
ke repeated year by year until all are
killed.” ;

FIRB AT HONOLULU.

Several Buildings Destroyed—Supposed
to Have Been of Incendiary.
Origin.

San Francisco, Aug. 30.—Fire on
August 21st destroyed the buildings of
the Stock Yards Co. in Honolulu: Three
cottages were destroyed and 35 fine
horses were burned to death. The loss
by the fire, which is supposed to have
been of incendiary origin, was $100,000.

TO PROTECT THE CZAR.

Copenhagen, Ang. 29.—The city is full
of Rnssian anarchists in anticipation of
the Czar’s visit.

It is understood that a successor to
Hon. J. H. Turner as Finance Minister
has been selected in the person of an
ex-Finance Minister of the province, and
one of its veteran war-horses, J. C.
Brown, .of New Westminster.

The choosing of a successor to Mr.
Turrer has awaited the return of the
Premier, who it was understood was a
warm advocate of Mr. Brown's selee-
tion for the position. Other elements
in the cabinet were strenuously opposed
to the advent of Mr. Brown, and a cer-
tain section of the government’s support-
ers, of which John Houston, of Nelson,
was the spokesman, insisted on the ap-
pointment of R. F. Green, M. P. P, for
Slocan, Mr. Green made two or three
trips to the ‘Capital in pursuance of this
campaign, but the absence of the Pre-
mier stood in the way of anything being
effected.

The result of the labors of the explor-
ation party in the Hope mountains, as
reported to the Chief Commissioner of
Lands and Works by the engineer in
charge, Edgar Dewdney, thoroughly jus-
tifies, in the opinion of that minister, the
important work which has been under-
taken. Very rapid progress is being
made, and it is now the intention mnot
only to attempt to find a pass at the
two points over which the parties of
Messrs, Moberly and Carry are working,
but to seek an alternative route to the
main one of the Coquihilla river from
the head waters of that stream in an-
other direction,

The department also intends to try the
mountains further south nearer to the
boundary line for another pass should
they get through with the present under-
taking in time to do so. The informa-
tion which is being gleaned in connection
with the present survey is of the most
impertant character, and Hon. Mr.
Wells thinks would alone justify the ex-
pense involved in the undertaking.

THE POET KING.

Interesting .Article on King Oscar of
Sweden and Norway.

A character sketch of the King of Sweden
and Norway was contributed to a recent
number of Pearson’s Magazine by Robert
Sherard.

“King Oscar of Sweden and Norway is
as much at home in the royal crown of his
country as In the laorel wreath of a Doc-
tor of Philosophy. His Majesty won the
philosopher’s bays in just the same way as
any other ecitizen would have earned the
distinetion—by sheer excellence of work.
He is certainly one of the greatest of
Buropean phHosophers, and Is as dear to
his countrymen inp this eapacity as in his
kingly crown with the royal mantle on. his
shoulders, :

“All -things taken into consideration, .one
may justly deseribe King Oscar.as the most
aceomplished King in the world. . He is an
exeeilent musiefan, he is argreat traveller,
he I8 a doctor of philosophy, he is a.popu-
i lar peoet, and a splendid speaker. He has
the reputation also, of being a wit.- And
he has found time to distingnish himself in
all these ways. in splte of the fact that he
has had’ as a Xlpg, one of the most diffi-
eult tasks that has fallen to -the lot of
any monnrch of recent years. For he has
to wear two erowns, and whatever may bhe
the case, with.- slngle crown. there ¢an be
o’ disphiting the fact that the head that
wears two crowns always lies. une.lsv

“King ‘Osear, has to wear the crown of
Sweden and thq crown of Norway, and be-
tween Sweden and Norway thére is little
love lost. A very large party In Norway
absolutely refuses to admt-that there éxist
any®common ties whatever betwden the
two countries. They elaimi to be a peoplé
entirely distimet from the Swedes, and con-
slder it the: werst fnswit that can be tevel- |
led against a Nerwegian to describe him
as the felfow-comntryman ¢f a Swede.

“Ihese Neorwegian . irreconviliables hold
that in the partmership of the two coun-
iries Sweden is always the favored nation;
they accuse the .King of this favoritisia,
they complaim that he rarely visits Thris-
tiania, although bhe is bound to do so by
their constitution, and they oppose every
effort that, he may make te foster a better
feeling betweem the twe. countries. This:
state of affairs gives great conecern to King
Ogcar, . whose dearest , wish .it is that the
two nations should becomre, as they are de-
scribed on the eoins whieh bear his efﬁg),
‘brother peoples.”

“The King insists strongly, by the way,
that he shall be known as ‘Oscar II., King
of Sweden and ,Norway’; thoughl in this
country nine out of ten people when
speakimg of His Majesty, would refer to
him simply as the 'King of;Sweden.” When
visiting abroad, the King and the Queen
travel strictly incognito, as the Count and

atter. Thus it is discovered that the re-
feree is simply the represemtative of the
executive, whose duty it is to enforce the
ruls as provided by that executive. If those
rules and that executive are up to the mark
and the referee does his duty, the game
must be all right. If not, the fault must
lie with one of the three—the referee, the
rules, or the executive.

“Now as to these three, records are the
only thing that will talk. Mr. Lacey has
always been a good referee in the past,
consequently it is but reasonable to sup-
pose that he was a good referee on Satur-
day. As to the rules, however, what pow-
ers do they give a referee? The greatest
penalty he can impose for any kind of fou!
is to rule the offender off for the game.
This is not sufficient to create respect in the
breast of a player whose forte is roughing
it. If he can impair the usefulness of a
dangerous opponent and only he put off for
a single .game he will do his foul work and
suffer ‘the pemnalty cheerfully, because he
can figure that his team is the gainer by his
foul play. If the referee had the power to’
put him off for the match and> was backed
by an executive that might put him out 'of
the game for life, he would mot dare take
the chances he daes now.

“But the third and most important factor

\ THE GROWTH OF A BATSMAN.

Apropos of the very important question of
batting in baseball, the following .interest-
ing article appeared in a recent issue of the
Boston Herald:

“ ‘How are these fellows coached in bat-
ting? was the question asked by a spec-
tator at a recent American ‘League game.
‘How 1is it they learn to bat? Each player
learns in his own way, as a boy. When he
gets oid enough to handle a ball, he begins
te learn the game, and he uses a bat fre-
quently before he is able to swing it to ad-
vauntage. . Every man has his own style, and
by the time he advances far enough to come
under the eye of a coach he generally has
acquired some very grave faults that take
lots of time and patience to cure. In fact,
some batsmen bave been unable to rid them-
selves of a style of hitting that made them
weak hitters. One gof the fastest men on
his feet in the country, Tom Brown, who
played with the Boston teams of the Na-
tional League, Players’ Leagie and ‘Ames-
can Assoclation, lost his’ grip ‘entirely on
account of his bad form in hitting. !

“‘Any man can be improved In hatting if
shown his weak points in a proper way,’
said the well known former professional,
Arthur Irwin, the other day. ‘Look at men
like Kelley, Keeler, McGraw ‘and Jennings,
all former members of the great Baltimore
team. They are all students of the game.
They can.hit in any direction and ean' bunt
to perfection. They studied the game and
the art of batting. They saw the '‘necessity
of doing away with all superfluous motions
when at the bat, They: practiced morning
after morning, and actually worked harder
in the morning than they did in the after-
noon. They kpew that: by so doing they
were making themselves more valuable.
These men coag¢hed emch- other. A They felt
free to call attention to anything in a com-
rade that looked Hke bad form.’

“The most difficult thing in the world is
for managers to develop the minor leaguer
into the proper style of batsman. A good
batsman must learn to hit all kinds of pite}-
ed balls. This is the secret of batting. The
great thing in baseball nowadays is team
batting. The men must work together as a
unit, and nyone who fails to do his part
in this'sort ‘of thing militates against the
discipline and success of his club. Generally
the minor';leaguer has had no coaching at
all. There may have been some crude at-
tempt atteam work and team batting in
the club it which he played. Perhaps the
manager s a forme# major leaguer who has
a good knowledge of the game and its re-
quirements, and he has succeeded in a
greater or lesser degree in getting his men
to play together. The minor leaguer may
have some crude idea of team work when he
graduates into a major league. In some
major league teams there is very little at-
tempt or inclination to boost the newcomer,
and the ‘latter is lucky if he ean find out
someore to take an interest in him. Gen-
erally the. veteran has got where he Iis
slmply on what he has picked up ‘by bim-
self and through observation. Nowadays
the . youngster ean profit by this sort of
thinrg and can find ont the weak points of
which he is perfectly oblivious and improve
upon’them. ‘You have no idea,” says Arthur
Irwin, ‘how difficult it 1s to coach some
men. You can’t get them to believe that
there is anything wrong with their form.
Why, I had to take 6ne man before a photo-
grapher and illustrate to bim‘through prints
wheérein he was lackirg before I could get
him te believe that everythimg he was do-
ing was not all right.

“ It is a wonderful thing,’ continved T.-
win, ‘with the immense population of this
eountry, with players develeping frow cities.
towns and ecolleges, with the intelligence of
the professional ball player on the increase,
;how few become 'first-class pall tossers. Yet
I belleve that there are as wany flrst-class
.players outside the ranks as are in the game
to-day. The mén who has the best chance to
develop Is the man with speed. whe is fast
‘on his féét. The public always look .ap
pravingly upon- speed. It: was speed that
took “Patsy’’ Donovan off an express wagon
and put him inte the game.’

“According to Mr. Irwin, who has had
more experience in college coaching than
any other professional, the college man has
a big advantage as far as coaching goes.
‘Not only has he the advantage of a coach
“or several, as soon as He gets into college,
‘but. the preparatyry schools now have effl-
“rfent comchies, Take such Institutions as
Lawrenceville, near Princeton, Andover and

AN INDIAN'S STORY
OF THE PIONEER

THE CREW SAID TO BE

Natives of Quatsino Preparing to Cale
brate Their Return—Queen City
Back From West Coast.

Information comes from the Quatsino
by the steamer Queen City, which ar-
rived from the West Coast last night,
that the Indians in that locality are once
more im @ state of jubMation over the
prospective return of the missing sealing
schooner ‘Pioneer, given up years ago
as Jost “‘with all on board. The telief
which “they are’ cherishing is that the
erew and Indian hunters have these
many years been in a Skookum house in
“Siahillalee” (Russia). 'They have been
there four years, the story goes, and will
be home in another twelve months. They
were discovered, 1t is alleged, by a party
arriving at Fort Rupert, which has since
spread the news far and wide among the
Indiang. Whether or not the tale has
any foundation, the fact. remains that the
mere story has.created the greatest ex-
citement among the Indians, and they
have already started to make prepara-
tions for a “hyas” potlatch in celebration
of the return of the long lost ones,
Probably the most remarkable feature
about the yarn is that it shows the
persistency in which the Quatsino In-
dians cling to the opinion that their
“tilicams” aboard the schooner have

eventually turn up dead or alive,

Less than six months ago the Indians
of ‘Quatsino gave it out that the schooner
wasgeen- drifting off shore with the
skeleton remains of the crew in the hold
and lashed to the rigging of the ecraft.
The story went ithe rounds of the whole
coast, and in San Franciseo was given
particular prominence by all the rapers of

connection with it a half page ilinstra-
tion, showing not only the vesscl buk
the ghastly view of ‘the remains 4f the
victims onbédrd. Copies of the paper
fell into the possession of the Indiang,
and so realistic did the picture appeal to
the natives that they declared that they
recognized in the skeletons a number ¢t
their deceased friends. 'T'hisjintensified
their interest in the wreck, ‘and for a
time théir sorrow found vent in many
weird “demonstrations. In conclusion,
however, it .might be stated that the
mysterious disapp2ararce of the Pioneer
with her whole ¢rew on her return from
Behring Sea, a number of years ago,
bas never been explammed. ' No vestige of
the 'vessel has ever been found, and so
many years have passed that it is prob-
able now that nothing of her ever wilkF
be seen,

The Queen City brought down a unigue
exhibit from Port Bobs, consisting of
three cases of marine life, preserved by
Mrs, J.'L, Leeson, who also made the
collection: Two new settlers were land-
ed at Quatsino. They have.taken over
the large tide flat on Winter Harbor, and
by construeing a small dyke will have a
good farm,

The passengers arriving on the steamer
were as follows: G. H, Hayes, E. Colley,

In
many cases the high charges more than
counteract the protection. given by the
tariff. The companies -probably do not
consider the subject from the point of
view of the business man at all. It is
their business to make maney, not to
build up any particular country. The
American dollar is worth as much-as the
Canadian. In the United States, the In-
terstate Cdmmerce Commission sees that
American interests ‘are protected. In
Great Britain there is a2 commission: or
tribunal which protects individual firms
against injustice, A short time ago.a
coal company gaired damages because
it had been exXcluded from the ‘“‘most
favored shipper” clause of a railway
company. Later we repd of a manufac-
turning concern obtaining judgment on.a
similar complaint. Seo there are the very
. best precedents for the action which is
likely to follow the report of Professor
McLean. The - position of a railway
commission in Canada would be excep-
tionally strong, inasmuch as the people
have supplied one-third of the capital
invested in railways, and the only divi:
dends they will ever get must come in the
form of fair and reasonable freight and
passenger rates,

The Canadians had the
right flank and opened fire first.

Vhat happened is. described in a letter
received .from an efficer of one of taé
En_gilsh.\tmops:

“On 'Thursday, July 11th,” he writes,

to Vryfontein and Zurfontein to get
some water barrels, barbed wire, and
other useful things. We sent out three
white scouts about 5 a.m., who returned
and reported thirteen Boers only upon
the hill. It was ordered'that we should
take the seven-pound gun, and ‘so we
pulled out at 7 a.m., about sixty strong.
We sent forward, forty men, and cams
on with about twenty as escort to the
gun. Of these we had to leave five to
hold a house to cover our retreat, and
so we went on.
. “But it was no good, for we ran
into plowed land, and had to pull up,
The Boers simply formed a solid mass
round the gun, about 200 strong, and
yelled at me and others to ‘Hands up.’
I waited upon the flankers to come up,
but they were captured, and the Boers
were firing at me from twenty to thirty
yards, several kneeling. Then four
started for me, so I kissed my hand to
them and rode off. Phew! It was
go; but my beauty carried me through
till I reached the kraals by the coal
mine dam. There I found four men,
and together we rode back to try and
cover Capt. McDowall’s retreat and see
what could be done. We collected some
]more men, and then I heard the particu-
ars.

“It appears Dewet was trying to pass
north and somebody gave us away, and
they simply egged us on till they haa
us cornered, and then rode us down.
Capt. Bennett, of the Canadians, was
taken by Dewet himself. Our total cas-
ualties—one gun, four killed, six wound-
ed, and twenty-four prisoners, and onc
Kaffir scout shot in cold blood as well.

i Boerf, reported 'seven killed, four
dangerously, = twenty slightly.

Another Account.

An interesting letter from his son,
Trooper J. W. Culbert, of Troop 17, iu
the South African Constabulary, has
just been received by Thomas Culbert,
of Langley Prairie. It is dated froua
Vereeniging, Transvaal, July 16th, and
the writer says:

‘“We have had it pretty lively lately.
We fought quite a battle on the 11th of
July, when 28 of my troop and some of
Troop 10 and Troop 15, making 91 Brit-
ish all told, were out about eight miles
from our camp when we ran into Dewet.

“Qur troop was in advance and there
were some left to hold the road behind
us. I was one of the drivers, on the
cannon, which had six horses and three
riders. They made me artillery man
wbhben we got the cannon.

“Dewet had 4,000 Boers with him.
We put up a good fight, but they were
too many for us. We shot with rifles
till” they got so hot that they burned
the boy’s hands, and we made good use
of the cannon, but we lost five men
killed and six wounded. Three of my
troop were killed, two being British Co-
lumbia boys. One of the killed in No.
10 Troop was a Kaffir scout. There
were four of my troop wounded, one of
'Proop 10, and one of Troop 15, and
they took eleven of uk prisoners.

“They got the cannon and:me, too.
We tried to get away with it but they
flanked us and drove our guard away.
They took only me and one gther driver
away with them. They strippéd: the
cunners and one driver and took their
money and let ‘them go, but they made
me drive the cannon ahout ten miles
for them. Then they stripped the other
fellow and took his money and let him
2o. They didn’t do so badly with me;
they took that cowboy hat I brought
with me and gave me one of theirs.
Then they took my watch and chain,
knife, keys, gloves, coat, pants, and
socks. I had just paid $4 for a pair of
spurs; I only had one on so they got it.

AN AFRICAN HEADDRFSS.

The Mashikolumwe are as s:
and as far removed ‘from any form of ciy
lization, a8 ean be found in Central |
Probably, justly, they have a reputatior
for treachery. Though the women wear 49
miich, If not more, clothing thun is cusiom-
ary in Central Africa, the men in nearly alp
cases go . absolutely naked. Every man
earries a bundle of long-handled harbed 18-
segals. Nearly every man has dressed, or,
to desecribe 't more accarately, forced, his
hudr upd sealp into the knob or spike which
is; peculiar to, this tribe. Many wear the
full - headdress, which looks
straight, and flexible wand startine from
the baek of.the head. » of these head-
dresses I measured and it to be 43
inches long, measuring from the skin of the
head upward. The headdress is made of
hair and grease, with a finely sha piece
of sable antelope’s horn inside to stiffen it.
In making it the skin of the head is drawn
back until a mass of flesh and skin pro-
trudes two or three inches from the hack of
the head. This causes great pain at first;
one whom we asked replied, “We hear the
pain becausé@ of the beantiful vesult.”” On
this artifictally made base of soft flesh is
built an upright cone, gradually tapering to
less than one inch in diameter, and pro-
longed to at least three feet in height. Thae
straight upright piece iIs quite flexible, and
waves In the wind. "The completed head-
dress takes about three years to make, and
the happy possessor of a forty-five-inch
fpike attached to his scalp takes great eare
of it. When he sieeps in a hut, the flexible
end Is tied by a string to the roof; when
sleeping in the open, a long-handled asse-
gai I8 stuck ﬂrmTiv in the ground at the
man’s feet, and the end of the headdress is
tied by a long string to the shaft of the as-
segal, so keeping it off the ground. In
spite of the time and trouble taken to make
these headdresses, some of the men offered
to cut them off and sell them for a few
yards of calico. I had hoped to buy some
on our return journey, but wnfortunately
passed south just west of the Mashikolum-
we country, and saw no more of this pe-
culiar headdress. Though not tall, the
Mashikolumwe are well made mnd active,
and, judging by some whe followed ma>
when hunting on horseback. good ranners,

A NEW “SPEAKING PORTRAIT.”

Once more the genius of M. Bertillon has
triumphed ovgr the identification difficulty,
and he has come forward with a systenr
which approaches very near perfection.
“Le Portrait Pearle,” as M. Bertillon
calls his method, cohsists in form of a card
that may: be carried in the pecket, on
which are noted down those characteristics
that have the most fixity in the individual
and the most variability in different people.
“The anthropometrical system,” said M.
Bertillon, ‘“‘necessitates the detention of the
criminal, whose measurements are taken
with the aid of compasses, but the verbal
portrait which aims at the criminal at
liberty may be applied unknown to him and
from.a distance.

“This description, based cn a knowledge
of human anatomy, anyone ¢an master with
a little preliminary study, and it is of so
maich precision that it applics solely to the
person it represents, to the exclusion of al
others. It is composed, for each Individual,
of from tem to fifteen distinctive signs,
which shoul!d always be borne in mind by
an officer in search of a lawbreaker. The
verba! description has the adyantage over
a photograph in that it ecan be turned ap
in any place at any honr and transmitted
by telegraph or telephone.’”’

Examining a verbal portrait we find that
it is’'divided into three chapters. The first
deals with the color of the c¢ye. hair and
face, the second with the characteristics of
the forehead, nose, right ear and build ¢f
bedy, the third with an analysis of the pro-
file and face.

When looking for his man the dotective
carries in his mind only the most character-
istic feptures—the fixed features, such as
the eyes, nose, forehead or ear.
eriminal cannot alter at will, but he may
dye the color of his hair or the com-
plexion of his face; he may hile his mouth
under false hair or disgnise his bnild of
body by padding his clothes or in.other
ways. Therefore the officer earries in his
mind a kind of caricaturg of the person to
be recognized, conecerring bimself at first
with only the most exaggerated features
and taking no heed of those which would
be deseribed as average. Everyone knows
how easy it is to recognize some well known
personage from a caricature, whick is far
superior to the best photographs for this
purpose.—Pcarson’s Magazire.

HOSTILE FORCES TO
MEET IN COMBAT

.

General Scheme of the Mobilization Man-
ceuvres to Be Held at' Esquimalt
On Laber Day.

¢cn Monday next to the rattle of mus-
ketry and the sounds of martial strife.
On the day in question it is understood
that a determined attack will be made on
the land batteries at- Rodd Hill by the
“handy men” of H. M, 8. Amphion,
under the capable leadership of the cap-
tain of that popular ship, Capt. Case-
ment. The batteries will be valiantly
defended by Col. Worsnop, .the com-
mander, of the Sixth Battalion Duke of
Cannaught's Own Rifles, with the men
of his force, and with the co-operation
of the ‘Fortress Company, Royal En-
gineers,; under Lieut, EHiot.

This will be the principal feature of
the mobhilization manoeuvres to be held
here o' Monday mnext. The géneral
scheme while resembling that of last
year has.added interest from the co-
foperation of the ships and men of the
Royal navy mew -in port. The whole
plan svill be most instructive to the mil-
itia concernéd in it.

The first troops- to arrive will be a
small advance party of the Sixth Rifles
under the quartermaster  of that foree.,
They will come over on the Charmer
to-morrow night and proceed at once to
Work Point, where they will receive

Col. Worsnop will
at once make his disposition of men to
defend the place, having the assistance
of the Fortress company of the Royal
Engineers under Lieut. Elliot.

Moaapnwhile an attacking force will
have been landed from a hostile squad-
ron represented by one torpedo destroyer
and two torpedo boats. The force will
be made up of about one hundred and
fifty bluejackets and marines from M.
M. 8. Amphion. This force, while actu-
ally of the number stated, will for tac-
tical purposes be regarded as a much
larger body. They will be under the
command of Capt. Casement, and will
make a landing at some point on the
shore line, where they will be safe from
molestation by the little army under Col.
Worsnop’s command. The movements of
this force lie, of course, entirely with
Capt. Casement, but it is ‘mot improb-
able that theyyvillseffect a landing some;
where il the vicipity: of Albert Head,
It will be from this quarter therefors
that the blow will be struck at the bat-
teries,

Like the true British soldier that he

is, Col. ‘Wersnop will hardly wait pas:

sively for his enemy to deliver his at-

The turbines
are of-the horizontal type, two wheels
in ecach case, 'The generators.are of the
three phase alternating type, and step-
up --transformers .are .used to raise the
current for transmission. The electrical
machinery is of the latest and most up-
to-date ' construction of ' the Westing-
house company; and the power house a
substantial fire-proof structure of brick
and stone, being, according to the en-
gineer’s plans, 200 feet long by 45 feet
wide. he main  distributing - station
will be a fire-proof structure of brick
and stope..

MNUCH AGITATION AT
FAR AWAY NOME

 ARMED MASKED MEN

Shooting Resalted: and ‘One Man Was
Wounded—Thirteen of the Invaders
Have Been Arrested.

According to recent advices from Nome
there has been an interesting time in
that far off mining tewn.

Sixty-five deterntined men, armed and
masked, sought to take forcible posses-
“sion of ‘g piecé of rich-muming ground+in
the Nome district August 15th. The
property is known as the famous Cali-
fornia fractional bench above discovery
on Glacier creek. - It was in possession
of Finley McIntosh and a force of 18
men. As a result of the conflict Richard
O’Connor, a Meclntosh workman, lies in
Dr. Cali’s hospital at Nome with a bul-
let wound in his left thigh, wkich it is
feared will cause’the loss of the limb
and possibly his life. Thirteen of the
invading force were arrested by United
States Marshal Richards, charged with
participation in a riot with felonious re-
sults and intents,

They are: J, W. Griffith, lawyer; Till
Price and Robert Warren, ex-policcmen;
Henry Johnson, watchman; Frank Price,
J. D. Ericksen, “Dago Joe,” George S.
Canfield, James Ryan, J, E, Epton, J. M.
Hansen, W. I'. Eddy and Chris, Frem-
per.

“The first we knew of a proposed :\t-
tempt .to take the ground,” McIntosh
said, “was about 3 o’clock in the morn-
ing, when I heard some one <ry out,
“I'hrow up your hands!’ At thi: same
time 63 men, armed with rifles, guns and
revolvers, and all wearing black cloth
masks, came running from behind the
dumps, where we had been at work.
They ordered us off the ground and ran
into the tents where the day shift men
were, and told them to get as quickly
as possible. Then a number of them
ran down the hill to where Richards and
his. men were in camp.

“0O’Connor, who was' in bed, began to
put on his shoes, but apparently he did
not hurry fast enough, so they shot him.
It all occurred so quickly that we could
hardly realize what had happened.™

At Nome those arrested were admitted
to $10,000 bail each. All were released.
Corser Hoxie, Gabe P’rice, Gus Seifert,
N. B. Solner and others went on their
bonds. Richards is said to have been
acting for Gabe Price, Capt. Grittith
and Helen W, Kimball, of San Fran-
ciseo. It was also stated that the attack-
ing party went as far as Anvil ereek by
a train furnished by Price, who is gen-
eral manager of the Wild, Goose Mining
Company. 3

The litigation that resulted in Thurs-
day’s violence is of long standing. is al-
most inextricably complicated, and has
had several sensational episodes. The
late violence was the third attempt made
to forcibly take possession of the ground
in dispute. one of which succeeded and
the other failed, the attacking party en-
countering a force larger than they an-
ticipated, and they retired without an
exchange of compliments, 7

The people of +Nome have given vent
to a howl of indignation over the action

in giving them the “go bye” with the
mails on her last trip North. Nome, it
appears, had been 19 days without mail,
and it was with genuine delight that the
Roanake was ohserved steaming toward
the water front.
