public a concise account of my journey 
similar to that always given by explosera 
oil their return from a journey of explora­
tion. For the present no other details are 
'necessary, and. as a matter of fact, no fur­
ther specific evidences of my claim have 
been called for from any side. It has never 
been customary hitherto for explorers to 
make their full records public in such 
haste. As a rale, scientific societies are 
not remarkable for their rapidity in com­
ing to conclusions and they are usually 
content to await until complete data are 
compiled.”

In regard to the full recognition of hie 
feat by Denmark, Dr. Cook remarked: 
“Daagaard- Jensen, inspector of Danish 
North Greenland, after hearing Rasmus­
sen and talking with Governor Kraul ot 
Upemavik who has seen and read the 
entire record, telegraphed to the Danish 
government in Copenhagen his assurance 
of the truth of my declarations and guar­
anteeing them as authentic.

“The Danish am-ponties in Greenland, 
who are in reality the advisers of the 
Danish government, have been for nearly 
four months in possession of all details ot 
my trip.

At the office of the 
Illinois Central Railway here announce-' 
ment was made that the trains this after­
noon had been detoured over the track* 
of the Illinois Central Railway between 
New Orleans and Kenner, being undeii 
water and many miles of trackage washed 
away.

So far as can be 
ascertained at this hour, there has been 
one life lost.

Louisville. Ky., Sept. 20—With the city 
of New Orleans entirely stripped of wire 
communication with the world and re­
ports trickling in trom points along the 
gulf between Pascagoula (Miss.) and Pen­
sacola (Fla.), of high tides and winds of 
hurricane velocity, it is apparent from the 
meagre information thus far received that 
the gulf storm which struck that section 
of the United States has scored heavily 
in property damage, if not in loss of life.

Interest settles on New Orleans, because 
of the absence of advices from that city 
since 3 o’clock this afternoon. At that 
time’ the Associated Press was informed 
by the weather bureau that the piling up 
of the gulf waters at mouth of the Mis­
sissippi River had already caused a rise 
of three feet in' the. waters at New Or­
leans, a rise unprecedented at that point 
from each a source. The present stage of 
the river and the height of the levee will 
admit of a much greater rise without much 
damage to the city proper, but the report 
bodes ill for the large number of villages 
scattered about the territory by the city 
and the gulf and the gulf coast.

The moat threatening of the definite ad­
vices thus far received came from Pen- 
saeola where the wind at dark had at­
tained a velocity of sixty miles an hour 
and was apparently increasing. This fact 
taken in connection with reports from the 
Mississippi coast stating that the gale 
there averaged about forty miles an hour 
would indicate that the storm is heading 
northeast across Florida and Alabama and 
northward into Louisiana.

Reports of increasing gales toward Hat- 
teras also seem to indicate that the hur­
ricane ia heading that way.
(Ala.) reports said the storm at nightfall 
ltad done no great damage but later de­
spatches showed that it was blowing-up 
again and that the waters of the bay were 
beginning to pile along the waterfront at 
hn alarming rate. Up to 11 o'clock noth­
ing had been heard from New Orleans ex­
cept a brief message which was received 
about 10 o’clock telling of the unroofing 
of some buildings by the gale. Rail com­
munication with New Orleans by way of 
Mobile is entirely cut off.

Memphis, Tenu., Sept. 20—Fragmentary 
reports from points in southern Louisiana 
and Mississippi show that a severe tropical 
hurricane is sweeping along the Mississippi 
and Louisiana gulf coast, damaging ship­

Montreal, Sept. 20—The citizens of 
Montreal piled up overwhelming majori­
ties today in the vote on the referendum 
as to the constitution of a board of con­
trol and the reduction of the number of 
aldermen.

The English west end of the city joined 
hands with the French wards of the east 
and emphatically came out in favor of a 
betterment of conditions, which have been 
proved before the royal commission to tie 
rotten to the core.

The total majority in favor of a reduc­
tion of aldermen was 17,000 and the ma­
jority for the board of control was 16,000.

It was a veritable clean sweep, every 
ward and sub-division rolling up large 
majorities in favor of reform.

The third question on the ballot re­
garding the creation of a commission of 
public works was negatived by a decisive 
vote.

The fears that the voters would not 
go to the polls, which has been entertain­
ed, were dispelled today, although the vote 
was taken on the municipal list of a year 
ago and there was some confusion.

The vigorous campaign put up by the 
citizens’ committee and the daily news­
papers of -the city, tioth English and 
French, succeeded1 in rousing the people 
and the opponents of the board of con­
trol and the reduction of the aldermen 
were completely, snowed under by the 
avalanche of French and English votes, 
all favoring a change.

The supporters of the reform movement 
are jubilant tonight at what they consider 
to be the most emphatic declaration ever 
given by any city in favor of better ad­
ministration.

ism-Atlanta, Ga, Sept. 21—Although first re­
ports this morning indicated the Gulf 
Coast hurricane had abated, meagre de­
tails later told of its increasing intensity 
with the dawn. Again the entire gulf 
coast of Louisiana and Mississippi is iso­
lated from the world, all communication 
being cut off and traffic suspended.

During the night partial communication 
was restored, but at if o’clock this morn­
ing the last wire went down. At that time 
the Western Union operator at Flomaton, 
a town 61 miles from Mobile said the 
hurricane had been again at its work of 
devastation. Mobile was in the grasp of 
the storm, many of the streets and build­
ings were flooded, and the velocity of the 
wind was then fifty miles an hour. No 
deaths had been reported there up to that 
time, but it wps expected when communi­
cation was resumed, there would be a list 
of dead as well es new» of an enormous 
amount of property damage.

Communication with New Orleans failed 
early. The last reports at 1 a.m. told of 
four deaths and an immense property dam­
age.

Between Mobile and New Orleans sev­
eral pasenger trains are waterbound, and 
with the waters rapidly rising, the trains 
with their human freight are in danger.

For many miles inland the force of the 
hurricane was felt, and there, too, com­
munication was cut off, Vicksburg, Nat­
chez, and Jackson, Miss., all suffering 
more or less damage.

Montgomery, Ala., Sept. 21—The W. U. 
Telegraph Co., early today reported all 
wire lost south of Flomaton, a junction 
of the Louisville and Nashville Railroad, 
61 miles north of Mobile.

The dispatcher at Flomaton informed 
the Western Union at Montgomery that 
the tide at Mobile was rising rapidly, 
while the station platform was under wa­
ter. The wind was blowing fifty miles 
an hour. The storm was at its worst. The 
storm had not reached Flomaton.

New Orleans, La., Sept. 20—After at­
taining a velocity of sixty miles an hour 
at New Orleans at 7 p. m., the West In­
dian hurricane at a late hour tonight be­
gan to lose its intensity. There are four 
kqown dead in New Orleans. Property 
damage will, exceed $100,000.

The case of Lowell vs. Gray, an action 

for damages for alleged slander uttered 
against the plaintiff sometime previous to 
the last provincial elections was continued 
in the circuit court yesterday.

At the afternoon session of the court 
Dr. Currey read over the information in 
which it was set forth that on or about 
Feb. 27th, 1908, Dr. Gray, in the parish 
of Lancaster, alleged that Mr. Lowéîl had 
been bribed by the St. John Street Rail­
way. The elections were held on March 
5th, 1908, and plaintiff alleged that he 
lost many votes on account of the story..

After his opening remarks to the jury 
Dr. Currey called Mr. Lowell to the stand. 
Witness said he had been a resident of 
the parish of Lancaster for thirty years 
and was engaged in tariffing and lumber­
ing. Mr. Currey was pMteeding to ask 
witness about ' his connection with the 
municipal council when the attorney gen­
eral objected. An argument followed in 
which counsel on both sides participated 
and his horior ruled that as the alleged 
libel had been directed against a member 
of the legislature evidence of plaintiff’s 
connection with the municipal council 
could not be given.

Continuing, witness said the project of 
extending the street railway from the asy­
lum corner to Barnhill’s corner was before 
the legislature in 1906. Witness explained 
that the city council of St. John was pro­
moting a bill in the matter. There was 
what purported to be an agreement be­
tween the street railway and the highway 
board of the parish of Lancaster previous 
to that. At the meeting both parties to 
the agreement were represented.

Mr. Lowell said he was a member of the 
municipalities committee to which the 
matter was sent. Dr. Currey had this 
agreement in court but did not offer it iri 
evidence.

Witness remembered some years ago a 
matter cqming ' up about the C. P. R- 
crossing gates at Fairville. There were 
gates on the crossing in 1902. Previous to 
the gates being placed in position there 
had been numerous accidents.

Mr. Hazen objected to evidence in this 
matter as it had reference to a time when 
Mr. Lowell was an officer of tjys munici-

Dr. Currey pointed out that all that he 
wished to show was that gates had been 
put on the crossing and that Mr. Lowell 
had had something to do with it. Mr. 
Lowell said he knew James Mills, Charles 
Masson, William Miller, Edward Long and 
Charles Tilton, all of whom live in the 
parish of Lancaster. The defendant re­
sides in Main street, Fairville, where he 
has practised for more than twenty years. 
During all that time Mr. Lowell said he 
had been acquainted with him and was 
aware that he was not a supporter of his 
side of politics in the local legislature.

This finished the direct examination of 
Mr. Lowell and the court adjourned.

Paris, September 21 — Although the 

French military authorities have denied 
that the improved machine gun stolen 
from the barracks at Chalons- sur-Marne 
has left the country, it is now definitely 
established that the gun is safely in pos­
session of the Germans.

It is stated that a deserter named Dee- 
champs, quietly took the train for Stras­
bourg with the machine gun, minus only 
its stand, wrapped in brown paper. At 
the frontier he at first told the German 
customs authorities that the package con­
tained old iron, but then called a police­
man and said: “I have got a machine 
gun; take me straight to the police sta­
tion.”

This was done, and Deschamps was 
promptly placed in communication with 
the German military authorities. From 
this point all trace of Deschamps has been 
lost, but it is said that he has been living 
in Metz, and is now living there.

A further sensation has been created 
at Chalons by the arrest in a cafe-chan- 
tant of an actress who is believed to have 
been the instigator of Seachamps treach­
ery. The woman is sard to be a regular 
agent of the German espionage organiza­
tion, and to have lured many other young 
French soldiers to commit the most ter­
rible of crimes towards their country.

Her method of procedure in every case 
was similar to that employed in the case 
of Deschamps. She made the soldier’s 
acquaintance, and once she had him in 
her power began to arouse hie jealousy 
by suggesting that he had not enough 
money for her.

Deschamps tried by hook or by crook to 
satisfy her demands, and finally, when he 
had failed to - do so, she put it to him 
that he might easily obtain the necessary 
money by selling French military informa­
tion to the German authorities. Once Des- 
champs had started on the down grade 
it was comparatively easy to persuade him 
to go so far as to desert and steal the 
machine gun.
