was permitted in those waters. The 
bet that there is not a capable officer in 
the fishes? service who has taken the 
trouble to personally witness the draw­
ing of a seine at Napan so as to deter­
mine whether the proportion of small 
Base destroyed was u great as repre­
sented by a number of residents of the 
lower portion of the County who lately 
petitioned against seine fishing being al­
lowed, is a significant commentary on 
tKa mtnwir in which fishery. matters 
have been attended to hereabouts of 
late. Taking the peculiarities of the 
Napan river—where the seining fias 
been done — into consideration the 
Qfunftning of bass fishing to gill-nets and 
the hook and line would seem a proper 
thing, but the evidence of those who 
have had most experience in seining 
goes to show that while the catch is larg­
er by that mode, the proportion of under­
sized fish taken is inconsiderable.— 
Against this, again, comes the evidence 
of those who have no opportunities for 
seining—that mode being practicable in 
only a few spots on the river—who re­
present that the destruction of under­
sized fish by seines is very great. We 
are very sorry therefore to be forced to 
the conclusion \that, between the: two 
parties, there is an inexcusable amount 
of misrepresentation, if not unequivocal 
lying. fWe do nôt believe that the 
people, themselves, are naturally more 
given to that kind of thing than those 
of other places, but the conduct erf the 
officers who have been placed over them, 
from the Inspector downward,’ has, in 
no stnall degree, taught them to indulge 
in prevarication. We say it advisedly 
that no officer in the lower section of 
the county who has had the ear of the 
Department has shown himself capable 
—or sufficiently independent if he pos­
sessed the capability—to decide square­
ly, from personal observation, whether 
Bass seining ought or ought not to be 
allowed. We have enquired of all 
parties and are not yet in a position to 
express a decided opinion one way or 
another, so variable has been the in­
formation we have gathered. To show 
how opinion on such: matters is manu­
factured it may not be out of place to 
refer back to the controversy we had 
some two months since with the In­
spector of Fisheries in reference to the 
spawning season for Bass. We proved 
as every person who has studied the sub­
ject knows, that Bass spawn in fcdira- 
michi waters between 1st June and 1st 
July. Any man who values the opinion 
of persons whose knowledge of the mat­
ter is worth anything would not con­
tinue to assert the contrary, but we find 
that a few days ago a paper was carried 
round for the signatures of “ persons ex­
perimentally acquainted with the facts,” 
setting forth that Bass spawn in April. 
Persons acquainted with the habits of 
Base intimated to the person who carri­
ed the paper round that it must share 
the fate of several “ Riparian Rights” 
papers sent from Montreal to Miramichi 
last summer and, we are informed it haa 
been decided to suppress the document 
as the names attached to it would not 
liave the requisite weight to make it go 
down at Ottawa. When a prominent 
public officer is driven to such contemp­
tible dodges his case must be a desper­
ate one, and while such persons remain 
in 'office and can find otherit réady to 
assist thein in keeping up their long-' 
practiced deceptions, w^y cannot have 
much hope for the proper admiçist*a~ 
tion of the Department, so far as they 
can influence it.

The latest Regulation issued in re­
ference to Bass fishing is one prohibiting 
the nee of seines, so the Napan seine 
fishermen will govern themselves accord­
ingly. Whether the necessity for the 
new Regulation exists or not,it is a pity 
the Order was not made at the end 
of last season or withheld until 
say 1st June next, and we must 
again take occasion to protest against 
the Department sweeping down with 
changes and prohibitions affecting exist­
ing modes of fishing just on the eve or 
in the middle «of the fishing season. It 
is not a small matter for fishermen to 
prepare themselves to prosecute their 
calling and then to have their prepara­
tions rendered worthless. When: shall 
we have better administration in this 
respect]

stream of water they halted to rest and 
feed their cattle. Here they were sur­
rounded by a band of horsemen who 
were dressed as Indians, and were im­
mediately tired upon. Hastily making 
a bulwark of their wagons and baggage 
they bravely defended themselves, and 
gave promise of such a long defence that 
their enemies sought to reduce them by 
the old plan of stopping their supply of 
water. Therefore they cut off the 
stream. Reduced to the greatest suffer­
ing by thirst, the mothers dressed up a 
number of the little girls in white and 
sent them out)to the now distant stream 
for water, but the murderers fired upon 
them, and the children did not succeed. 
In this dilemma nothing could be done, 
and the party offered to surrender.— 
The leader of the attack, who was dress­
ed as an Indian, but who spoke English 
fluently, and who, beyond doubt, was 
this man Lee, agreed to spare the pri­
soners, and escort them safely out of 
the country. Too gladly were these 
terms accepted. The unsuspecting men 
laid down their arms, their property 
was seized by the assailants, and the 
prisoners, under an “ Indian” escort, 
started on the march back to Salt Lake 
City. At a given signal, however, the 
escort fell upon them, and every grown 
up, or half grown up person was slain. 
About" fifteen of the smaller children 
were saved and were distributed among 
Mormon families. There is à еЦіу that 
one little girl seeing a Mormon, 
wearing à particular dress, said, “ My 
mamma used to have that dress,” and 
that she soon after disappeared. Fora 
long time it was supposed that the 
bloody deed was the work of Indians 
alone. But gradually the truth leaked 
out through men and women who lived 
at Salt Lake City; and even men who 
were in the massacre told others. There 
is no doubt that there were some In­
dians engaged in the tragedy, but there 
were more-whites, and even the Indians 
w№e employed directly by Lee, for he 
was a kind of Mormon agent among the 
Indians. As the story leaked out the 
leading Mormons, participants in it, 
quietly got out of the way, and even 
now the officers of justice are searching 
for them. Lee himself moved down to 
the Colorado river, with his nine wives, 
and lived there о*Ґ& large farm with his 
household only. But he was discover­
ed and brought to justice. Six of his 
wives left him; but three of them still 
remained faithful.

The Herald's Pioche, Nevada, special gives 
a long abstract of the confession of Leo. 
He declares , the massacre was ordered by 
the Mormon Church. Lee gives a list of 
overfifty whites implicated in the massacre, 
including Bishop Smith. Ten days after 
the massacre, Lee reported the facts to 
Brigham Young, who said, “I will com­
municate with God.'’ Next morning 
Young told Lee not a drop of innocent 
blood had been shed. “ I have gone to 
God in prayer ; God has shown me it was 
a just act ; the people did right, but were 
only a little hasty ; I sustain you and 
brethem in all you did ; all I fear is treach­
ery ; keep all secret as the gravé ; write 
me a letter laying all blame on the Indians; 
I will report to the Government that it 
was an Indiaxi massacre.” Young gave 
Lee three wives after this, and appointed 
him probate judge of Washington County. 
Lee’s journals and private writings have 
been destroyed by Young.

The St Joint Tekfraph special des­
patches contain the following in refer­
ence to Lee’s execution. It is dated 
Utah, 23rd Marèh ■

“At 11 a. m;, precisely, John D. Lee 
was brought but upon the scene of the 
massacre, at Mountain Meadows, before 
the executing party, * and seated on his 
coffin, about 20feet from the executioners. 
After the order of the Court was read to 
him, Marshal Nelson asked him if he had 
anything to say before the execution was 
carried into effect He said “ I wish to 
8peak to that man,” pointing to Mr. Fen- 
nimore, who was fixing hie camera near by 
to take Lee’s photograph ; and calling to 
the artist said : “I want you to furnish my 

• three wives each with a copy of my photo­
graph.; one to Rachel A., Sarah C., and 
Emma B. Lee. ” He repeated the names 
over again, carefully saying “please.’ 
Lee arose and said : “ I have but little to 
say this morning ; of course I feel that I 
am upon the brink of eternity, and the 
solemnity of eternity should rest upon 
my mind at present. I have made out, 
or endeavored to do so, a manuscript, an 
abridged history of my life, this will be 
published ; I have given my views and 
feelings with regard to all these things ; I 
feel as calm as a summer morning ; I have 
done nothing designedly wrong, my con­
science ia clear before God and man, and I 
am ready to meet my Redeemer. .This it 
is that pleases me upon this field—I am 
jiot an infidel ; I have not denied God or 
His mercy—I am a strong believer in those- 
things. The most I regret is parting With 
my family ; many of them are unprotected 
and .will be left fatherless. When I speak 
of thoee little ones they touch a tender 
chord within me.” Here Lèe’s Yoke fal­
tered perceptibly. “ I have dope nothing 
designedly wrong in this affair ; I used mÿ 
utmost endeavors to save this people ; I 
would have given the World were it at my 
command to have avoided that calamity, 
but I could not I am eacrified to satisfy 
feeling, and I am used to gratify parties ; 
but I am ready to die. I have no feari 
death ha» no terrors and no particle of 
mercy have I asked from the court or from 
officials. I shall never go to a worse place 
than the one I am now in, I have «id it 
to my family, and I will say ft to-day that 
the Government ot the United States 
sacrifice their best friends, and that is 
saying a great deal, but it is bue. I am a 
true believer in the gospel of JeeuaChrièt ; 
I do not believe everything that is now 
practiced and taught by Brigham Young; 
I do not agree with him ; I believe he is 
leading the people astray ; but I believe in 
the gospel, ae taught in its purity by 
Joseph Smith in former days. I have my 
reasons for saying this. I wished to make 
this man’s will mÿ pleasure ; I did so for 
thirty years ; see how and what I have 
come to this day. I have been sacrificed 
in a cowardly, dastardly manner. I regret 
to leave my family ; they are near and dear 
to me ; these are things to rouse my sym- 
pathy. I declare I-did nothing designed­
ly wrong in this unfortunate affair ; I did 
everything in my power, to save all the 
imigrants, but I am one that must suffer ; 
having said this I feel resigned. I ask 
the Lord my God. to extend his mercy to 
me and receive my spirit ; my labors here 
are done. ”

After the speech Parson Brooks» 
Methodist, made a prayer in com­
mending the soul of the condemned man 
to God. Immediately after the handker­
chief was placed over Lee’s eyes, he raised 
his hands, placed them to the top of his 
head, sitting firm on his coffin. Nelson 
gave the word, fire, and exactly at ІІ.45 
the guns were fired, penetrating hiebody

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The University Brat Весе.
London, March 24.—The thirty- 

fourth University boat race resulted, for 
the firat time, in a dead heat. The 
course was the usual one on the Thames, 
from Putney to Mortlake, four miles 
and two furlongs. The number of spec­
tators was email, with not aa many 
steam vessels and launches as usual. 
The start was made at 8.27, the Oxford 
oars taking the water first, and they 
were eight feet ahead in half-a-dozen 
strokes. This lead they held to the 
Doke’e Head, where Cambridge drew 
up and became level, halfway between 
the Duke’s Head and Simmons’ Yard. 
Off the latter place they went ahead 
about four feet. At the London boat­
house the crews occupied about the same 
positions, though Cambridge rowed 
somewhat the beter. At Craven Cot­
tage, six furlongs from the start, the 
boats were about level. Oxford forged 
ahead, and when about a mile had been 
traversed, led by about a third of a 
length. At the Crab-tree, Oxford led 
by only a few feet. At the distillery, 
somewhat over a mile and four furlongs 
from the start, Cambridge once more 
showed in front two or three feet. At 
Oil Mills, two miles and slightly over 
a furlong from the start, Oxford drew 
up alongside. At the bottom of Chis­
wick Eyot, Oxford was again in front, 
being better together than Cambridge, 
who seemedinmuch trouble bytlie rough 
water. At Chiswick Church, three miles 
having been rowed, Oxford had increased 
their advantage to two-thirds of alength, 
and the race was apparently no longer 
in doubt. Rounding the bend into the 
Horse-shoe reach the water became 
smoother and Cambridge gained, but 
Oxford drew away and were nearly a 
length ahead. Off Bathing Place, nine 
furlongs from the winning point, Cam­
bridge made another effort, but only re­
duced Oxford’s lead to two-thirds of a 
length. No further change occurred up 
to Вагова’ Bridge, five furlongs further 
on, through which Oxford passed nearly 
a length ahead, and off the White Hart, 
four furlongs from the winning goal, 
was over a length in advance; off the 
Limes,but «lightly furtherjon,Cambridge 
reduced the lead of Oxford, which mo­
mentarily got all abroad, as their bow 
man was seen to be in difficulties and 
unable to use his oar properly. Cam­
bridge drew up within a third of a length 
and a terrific race then ensued to the 
-finish, Oxford striving to retain the lead 
and Cambridge to head them from the 
Ship to the winning-post, which was 
stationed some distance above the Ship. 
Cambridge drew up, and a gun* was 
fired as the two crews raced past the 
judges’ level, amid a scene of the wild­
est excitement, j Time, 24 minutes 10 
seconds. The judge declared the 
dead heat. Mr. Chitty was umpire.

The Standard says that just at White 
Hart Oxford’s number one broke his 
row-lock, but was still able to row.

Later—At a meeting between the re­
presentatives of the two crews. Budge 
stated he never wavered from his deci­
sion that the race was a dead heat.

Fisheries of Oensda.
The Canadian Illustrated News of 

Saturday last is a very valuable number 
to those interested in the Fisheries of 
the Dominion. There are illustrations 
which give a very good idea of what a 
fish-breeding establishment ia like, the 
subjects being taken from the Hatching 
House and grounds near Newcastle, 
Ontario. An excellent portrait of the 
Minister of Marine and Fisheries—Hon. 
Albert J. Smith—appears on the title- 
page of the same paper, and there, are 
also portraits of W. F. Whitcher, Esq., 
Dominion Commissioner of Fisheries, 
and Samuel Wilmot Esq., who is the 
leading fiah culturist of Canada. The 
letter-press matter relating to the sub­
jects illustrated appears to be intelli­
gently written and the data is fairly re­
liable. The description of the mode of 
obtaining and the process of hatching 
ova ia interesting, being necessarily 
treated in a manner similar to that in 
which the subject was presented in these 
columns in 1874 in connection with the 
Hatching Houaeon the NorthwestMira- 
michi. The labors of W. F. Whitcher, 
Esq., are very properly the subject of 
prominent reference. He appears to 
be one of those intelligent, earnest 
workers whose greatest desire is to ad­
vance the best interests of the country 
so to as their official position, aided by 
careful study and disinterested judg­
ment enable them to do so. Much de­
pends, of Course, upon the character and 
attainments of the gentleman who is at 
the head of any Department for the 
proper administration of ite affairs and 
we believe that Hon. A. J. Smith has 
been successful in shaping and directing 
a policy which has been fairly satisfac­
tory to the country, but it is upon men 
like Mr. Whitcher that the country must 
largely depend for the proper shaping 
np of general Departmental administra­
tion. Mr. Whitcher appears to be re­
markably free front official prejudices in 
dealing with questions of both local and 
general character, the judicial qualities 
of his mind leading him to just conclu­
sions and rendering him the man 
for the place he is in. The News has 
done a real public service in thus giving 
prominence to fishery matters and if 
other papers in the Dominion which 
sometimes deal with the subject would 
take the trouble that has evidently been 
taken by that paper to inform itself, 
there would a better understanding 
on the part of the people of an interest 
which ia of much greater importance 
than ia generally recognised.

Lee, the Метем Murderer.
From a number ot exchanges we take 

the following particulars of one of the 
greatest tragedies [that ever disgraced 
American civilization together with the 
closing scene in the life of ite chief ac­
tor:

In 1857, aaya the Globe, when Buc­
hanan came to the Presidency of the 
United States, he passed over Brigham 
Young then Territorial Governor of 
Utah, under appointment from Frank­
lin Pierce, and appointed a gentleman 
named Cummings to succeed him.— 
Twenty years ago there waa no Pacific 
railway, the country waa unsettled 
around Salt Lake, the movement 
of troops and supplies waa a diffi­
cult and laborious task. Young saw it 
was an easy thing to defy the Govern­
ment of the United States and he pre­
pared to do it. The Mormon feeling, 
then always strong against the people 
travelling in the direction of their set­
tlement, was heightened and intensifi­
ed, and it was rendered still more bitter 
against the country by the announce­
ment that a United States officer with a 
body of troops had been sent out against 
them, to compel them to accept the new 
Governor. While this feeling waa pre­
vailing a band of emigrants about one 
hundred and thirty in number, travel­
ling to California by thé toilsome over­
land route, reached Salt Lake City, 
where they sought to purchase suppBea. 
The company waa one of the largest and 
best equipped in every respect that ever 
sought to cross the plains. The men 
were hardy fellows from Kansas and 
Missouri; they had with them sweet­
hearts, slaters,' wives and children.— 
Probably they did not think much of 
Mormondom, and they may have been 
careless in expressing their views. It is 
pretty certain at any rate that the Mor­
mon leaders or some of them sought by 
a desperate act of inhumanity to .-and 
forever not only this particular patty, 
bat to prevent in future any further 
movements like that which they had 
undertaken. They did not want to see 
Gentiles come near them. So the emi­
grants could purchase no supplies at 
Salt Lake City. No one would tell 
them anything. After a few days rest, 
and undaunted by this, they again start­
ed, hoping to purchase what they re­
quired from the cfatlying Mormon set­
tlements. Bat an order from the Gov­
ernment of Utah had preceded them, 
and no one would sell them anything. 
They continued their journey until they 
reached what ia now called the Moun­
tain Meadow, on the south western

months, such intent to be prima facie 
inferred from the carrying of the weap­
on. The pointing of a firearm, loaded 
or unloaded,at a person is, moreover, an 
offence for which a fine of not lea» than

We believe we may safely say that 

there never has been an elevation to the 
episcopacy in America that will give 
more general satisfaction td all classes 
than that of the venerable Archdeacon 
Hannan. From the moment of the late 
Archbishop’s death everyone looked up­
on Dr. Hannan as the person best quali­
fied to succeed Dr. Connolly, and for 
several months past it has been well 
known in Catholic circles that he had 
been selected for the position by the 
Bishops of the Ecclesiastical Province, 
whose important duty it was to choose 
a chief pastor for the metropolitan 
church of Halifax. The Holy See hss' 
confirmed their Lordships’ nomination, 
and the Catholics of Nova Scotia and of 
the Lewer Provinces are to be congratu­
lated in having as Archbishop one so 
eminently qualified to rule over them as 
Dr. Нміпап and one who is the unani­
mous choice of prelates, priests, and 
people. During the Vatican Council in 
1870, Dr. Hannan was appointed to the 
Ерідоораї See of St. John’s Newfound­
land, made vacant by the' death of 
Bishop Mullock; but he declined the 
honor, preferritig to remain with the 
people of Nova Scotia and of Halifax, 
amongst whom he has labored as priest 
for upwards of thirty years. With the 
priests of hie diocese he is universally 
popular, many of whom have been 
trained under his care, and all of whom 
have had constant recourse to him as 
Vicar General, for advice and direction 
in the exercises of their ministerial 
duties. With his own people he is held 
in the highest respect and esteem, and 
in many ways is he endeared to them 
for the warm interest he has ever taken 
in their spiritual and temporal welfare. 
But to the poor in an especial manner 
has he always been a kind benefactor 
and a tender father. The Society of 
St. Vincent de Paul, which he estab­
lished in this city some twenty-five years 
ago, and which he hak so successfully 
directed ever since, is proof of his labors 
in behalf of the needy and the desti­
tute. He was a member of the Board 
of School Commissioners for the city 
of Halifax for more than a quarter of 
a century. During all that period 
the many gentlemen, both Ptotestant 
and Catholic, who sat with him at the 
Board will say that there never was a 
more efficient nor a more painstaking 
Commissioner than Dr. Hannan,, and on 
his retirement, a few years ago, he was 
presented with a. highly complimentary 
address by the teachers of all denomina­
tions, bearing testimony to the kindly 
interest he had taken in themselves and 
their work and expressing their sincere 
regret at his withdrawal from the School 
Board. With all classes in the 
munity Dr. Hannan is universally po­
pular, and the general feeling in the 
city since^the announcement of his ele­
vation to the Episcopacy lias been made 
public- is that heiaa worthy , successor 
to Dr. Connolly, and. that he will rule 
the Archdiocese of Halifax wisely and 
well.

of Consolidated Statute» . relating., to 
Schools, that no proceedings of any School 
Meeting shall be impeached befoie any 
Court, but any party complaining may ap­
peal to the Inspector within fonrteen days 
after the act complained of, aeeh appeal 
to be in writing and to *et forth specifical­
ly the grounds thereof. The duty of the 
Inspector is to examine and decide the 
matter in appeal forthwith and if he does 
not do so in a satisfactory manner an ap­
peal may be made to the Chief Superin­
tendent If an appeal in reference to the 
above matter was properly made to the 
Inspector, or if the case was presented to 
him it seems to ns that he should have 
directed that complaint be made by some 
Ratepayer of the District under Sea 92 of 
the above дат ed Chapter which says:—

On complaint under oath of any Rate­
payer of a District that any person whether 
as Trustee, Secretary of Trustees, or other 
person, improperly withholds from the 
Board (rf Trustees money or otherproperty 
belonging to the District, the Inspector 
may m writing require such person to de­
liver over to the Trustees within a time 
limited by him such ntoney or property, 
and if such order is not complied with 
within the time so limited, a County Court 
Judge may on application of the 
plainant, and on proof of the above facts, 
summon the person so charged, and make 
inquiry into the matter, and may deal 
summarily therewith, and make such order 
or orders as to him may seem just, and 
with or without costs, whiflh orders shall 
be enforceable as other orders 
Court

The fourteen days limitation in Sec. 91 
does not interfere with the right of any 
Ratepayer to proceed aa set forth in Sec. 
92. The fact that the Trustees’ accounts 
do not appear to have been audited a fort­
night before the School Meeting aa the law 
requires, and that a mistake was made by 
the Meeting does not shut the District out 
from causing the Inspector to proceed 
against the delinquent Secretary, who, ap. 
parently has $15 in his possession which 
do not belong to him, but to the District, 
and can be recovered as above. At least 
that seems to be the clear construction of 
the law on the subject —Editor. ]
