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USEFUL RECIPES.

Chicken = Salad.—For - the chicken
salad buy fowl rather than chicken,
and let boil until tender, in as little
water as possible. Cut the colq
boiled fowl in one-half inch . cubes.
A five pound fowl should yield three
£ups of dice, and two fowls of this

ought to serve a company  of
twenty-four. To six cups of meat
Citbes add eight cups of celery cubes.
To prépare celery, wash in cold wat-
er, . scrape to remove stringy por-
tions, and. ¢ut in small pieces. It.is
mueh improved by being allowed to

d in cold water to become crisp

“d ‘thoroughly chilled, ‘hen drained
and dried between towels. - As neafr
servirg-time as posaible, moisten
mixture with cream dressing. Meuld
on salad - dishes, and garnish with

.the yolks of hard boiled eggs rubbed

through ‘a sieve, capers, and' celety
tips. The artistic garnishing of
a salad should never be overlooked,
as it adds' much to fts attractive-
ness.

Cream Dressing for Salad.—Now
for the cream dressing, which 18 a
pleasing substitute for mayonnaise,
and much less expensive. Mix one
tablespoon salt, one tablespoon mus-
tard, one and one-half tablespoons
sugar, two ‘eggs slightly beaten, five
tablespoons melted bLutter, and one
and one-half cups melted cream; theén
add - slowly onbe-half cup vinegar.
Cook in double bojler, stirring con-
stantly, until mixture thickens; then
strain and cool.

Sdlad Rolls/—0f course any milk
or milk and water bread dough may
be shaped and baked into rolls = to
serve with the salad, although Par-
ker: House Roll mixture, a richer
dough, is decidedly preferable. Just
a few words about the shaping. First

make in small \round biscuits, place |

in rows on a floured board, cover
with a cloth, then with a pan, and
let rise until light and well puffed.
Flour the handle of a wooden spoon
and make a deep crease in the mid-
dle of each biscuit, take up and préss
togéther the two parts thus madd.
Place' closely in a buttered pan,
cover, let rise again, and bake ' in a
hot oven. 'The rolls may be baked
in the morning and reheated when
needed.

‘Bisque  Ice Cream.—In serving ice
creamn, caterers allow one quart to
eaCh six guests. It must be remem-
bered ‘that cream swells in freezing.
Therefore . the following 'rale  for
bisque ice cream will furnish a suffi-
cient quantity, it the ome who does
the serving plans aright. Mix two
tablespoons fidur, two cups of sugar,
one-fourth teaspoon salt, and.two
eggs slightly beaten. Pour on, gra-
ually, four cups scalded rilk, and
cook in a double boiler twenty min-
utes, . stirring’ constantly at Hrst.
Should /the custard chance to have a
curdled appearance, it will all-disap-
pear in the freezing. When the mix-
ture js cool, add two tablespoons
vanilla, and two cups English wal-
nut meats finely chopped. Freeze
using three parts finely crushed ice
to one rock salt. If a larger pro-
portion of salt is used the mixture
will freeze in a shorter time, ' but
will be of a granular rather than a
fine-grained conmsistency. Turn the
crank slowly and steadily to expose
as large a surface of the mixture as
possible to ice and salt. After the
mixture is frozen to a mush, the
crank may be turned more rapidly,
adding moré ice ‘and salt if needed.
Never draw off the sat water until
the, freezing is accomplished. It
must be remembered that it is . the
salt water that effects the freezing.
After the freezing, draw off the wat-
er, remove the dasher, and with a
large spoon pack the cream as solid-
ly as possible. Put cork in opening
of cover, then put on cover.
pack freezer, using four measures of
fce to one measure of salt. Place
over top newspapers or a piece of
carpet until serving time is at hand.

Salted: Almonds.—Home-made salt-
ed almonds are, to my mind, more
delicious than those ordinarily
bought at the confectioner’s. Blanch
one pound almonds and dry on a
towel. The blanching of almonds is
& simple. task.  Simply cover with
boiling ' water, and let stand ' five
minutes; drain, cover with cold wat~
er, and then the skins may be ecasily
rubbed off: Put o6ne-third cup lard
in a sauce pan. ‘When hot; put in
almonds to cover bottom of pan and
fry until deélicately browned, stir-
ring constantly to keep the -almonds
in motion. Remove with e spoon
or small skimmer, taking up as lit-
tle - grease .as possible, drain on
brown paper and sprinkle with salt.
Repeat until all are fried. Cool and
keep in a covered dish in a dry place
until needed.

Coffee.—Always make in a granite-
pot. A suflicient quantity for twen-
ty-four would better be made in two
two-quart coflee-pots. There are
but few households where one of
larger capacity could be found, and
the two smaller ones do just as well,
Now for the recipe for one pot,
which needs but to be repeated for
the second. Scald the coffee-pot.
Wash one egg, break, and beat
slightly. Add one-half cup water,
the crushed shell, and one and one:r
half cups ground .coffee. Turn into
the coffee-pot, add six-cups boiling
water, and stir thoroughly. Place
on front of range and let boil three
minutes. The spout of the pot
should be covered or stuffed with
soft paper. Stir, and pour some in
& cup to be sure that the spout is
free from grounds. Return to cof-
fee-pot and repeat. Add one-half
cup of cold water which perfects the
clearing. Place on back of range,
where coffee will not boil, until
serving-time. Serve in after-dinner
coffce-cups, with cut sugar. This re-
ception coffee is made half as strong
again as the ordinary coffee used
for the breakfast beverage.

SWINGING SHELVES.

books, tradesman’s order books, etc.
The broad window seats where a
few pots of herbs  may be grown,
makes the kitchen still more attrac-
tive. = Herbs seemr to grow better
there than in any other part of the
house and the conveniences of having
fresh parsley, tarragon, etc., at hand
when necded ‘will abundantly repay
one for one’s trouble. There should
be two chairs in the kitchen, also a
scuttle table with a box seat which
may be so adjusted as to provide an
ironing table, or a comfortable seat,
and the box seat may be used as a
receptacle for kitchen lore, domestic
science magazines, etc. The kitchen
should be provided with a good
clock, a calendar, a thermometer, a
slate for memorandums, and where-
ever there are jogs in the walls these
spaces .may be converted into shal-
low cupboards for small utensils,
duster, brooms, brushes, etc., pro-
tecting them from the dust. Such
spaces are' as found alongside of
chimney may be utilized in this way.
‘Tablets, pencils, a pin-cushion, large
and small necdles, a spool of No. 8
cotton for trussing poultry or game,
a ball of cord; a waste-papér basket
should be found under the kitchen
table where scraps of paper, short
pits of string and any-and all litter
might be thrown. This basket may
be of the hali-bushel fruit baskets
that are so plentiful during fruit
season, or it may be of wire. A
towel rack fastened to the wall,
which may be dropped back flat
against the wall when not in use, is
a convenience. A small step-ladder,
that may be so adjusted as to serve
tho purpose of both chair and ladder
will be found a great comfort when
something is to be got down from
the high shelves. Bracket and roll-
er for roller towels must be ‘placed
convenient to the sink.. A covered
galvanized iron garbage pail and
ash barrel, are Loth absolutely ne-
cessary ‘and should be just: sutside
of the kitchen door for convenicnce
sake, and both should be protected
from the weather by some means of
shelter, and only ashes placed in one
and dry garbage in the other.' The
latter should be thoroughly cleansed,
1and should be scalded at least three
times a week with a strong solution
of sal soda.

AND THE STRANGE WEAPONS
USED IN THEM.

Fought With Sulphuric Acid—Fat-
al Duel Mounted on
Bicycles.

There+ has just bpen fought be-
tween two workmen engaged in clean-
ing the bronze doors of Lugo Ca-
thedral a duel as grim as it was
original. The weapons chosen were
two bottles of sulphuric acid, with
which the combatants belabored each
other out of all semblance of human-
ity, their faces being burnt and cut
out of recognition, while their arms,
hands, and necks were agape Wwith
wounds caused by the broken glass
and caustic acid. :

Prospect Park, near Brooklyn,
N. Y., was the scene of a very fan-
tastic encounter that was fought not
so long since between two society
men, named David Perrinc and Dan-
fel Dowell, who had fallen out over
a certain Miss Ray. Principals and
seconds retired to a secluded spot,
where the rivals were so fastened to
a tree that their right arms alone
were free. They were then supplied
with ¢lubs and, being within striking
distance, set about each other with
such fury as to necessitate, through
sheer exhaustion, an early termina-
tion to the combat.

It is now six years since two mem-
bers of the Granada Bicycle Club,
named Moreno and Perez, determin-
ed to adjust their- differences by a
novel appeal to arms. Mounted on
their bicycles, and armed with long
knives, they took up their stations
700 feet apart, whence, at a given
signal, they charged each other with
all' the 1mpetuosity of

KNIGHTS OF OLD.

At the first meeting Moreno received
a wound in the arm, but though the
second encounter proved bloodless, 'he
had his full revenge when they came
together for the third time, for with
his weapon he pierced the breast of
Percz, who died in a few minutes
from interpal hemorrhage.

At Maisonfort, mnear Paris, in
1843, two . young Frenchmen  who
had had some difference over a game
of billiards, agreed to settle the dis-
pute there and then, using the billi-
ard balls as weapons. Having de-
cided by lot who should throw first,
they retired to a neighboring gar-
den. There they stationed them-
sclves twelve paces apart, and with
such exact aim did one of them,
named Melfaut, discharge his missle
that he struck his adversary in the
centre of the forehead and killed him
on the spot.

On April 14th, 1813, a duel, whence
Stevenson drew his account of the
fight between the soi-disant Champ-
divers and Goguelat, so graphically
portrayed in his story “St. Ives,’’
was fought on the prison-ship Sam-
son between two French prisoners of
war. As swords werc not. procurable
they attacked cach other with two
sticks, to the end of each of which
was fastened a pair of scissors. After
a flerce conflict onc. of the duellists
received so.scvere a wound in the
abdomen that, despite the skilful
treatment of the ship’s surgeon, he

EXPIRED SOON AFTERWARDS,

In the early sixties, a dispute hav-
ing taken place between a banker and
an officer in the Austrian service re-
lative to  their respective natatory
prowess, the former challenged the
soldier to a ducl in the water. The
cartel being accepted, the principals
and their - seconds adjourned to a
private park in the neighborhood of
Vienna, where there was a secluded
lake. Then having . doffed their
clothes they armed themselves with
hunting knives and entered the wa-
ter. The fight that followed was of
such a desperate character that, had
it not been for the intervention of

SOME FANTASTIC DUELS,

SEEDING' WINTER WHEAT.

A rich soil is always desirable for
winter wheat. The plant is a gross
fecder and requires an abundant sup-
ply of feed. for the largest yields.
This does not necessarily mean that
the ground must contain as much
humus as corn ground, but it should
be abundantly supplied with this ma-
terial, in additiom to phosphoric acid
and potash. If soil is not naturally
very rich and stable manure is avail-
able, supply as mueh of this as can
be obtained. It can either be appli-
ed to the crop previous to wheat, or
if well  rotted, can be put on the
ground just before plowing for wheat
land.  If not well rotted, the most
satisfactory method of enriching the
soil for wheat is to top-dress during
the fall and winter, spreading guite
evenly over the surface. In this way

nure is absorbed by the upper lay-
ers ‘of soil and is ready for immediate
use by the young plants. i
Furthermore, this top-dressing’ is a
first-class protection agajnst the dis-
astrous effect of  winter freezes.
Where it has been tried, it gave most
excellent results. In some-localities
it may pay to supply phesphoric fer-

to féllow oats, barley, potatoes,
field peas or some spring crop, get
these out of the way ‘as sodn' as pos-
sible, then plow the ground without
delay. This cannot be done too
early, for it is absolutely néce:sary
that wheat land be well compacted
before the seed is put in.

¥ Summer or fall plowing of = this
kind need not be very, deep. On
some soils & inches is sufficient’ and
it is' seldom necessary ta plow more
than 5% or 6. Some farmers g
good results  in plowing 4. inches
decp. See that the ground is thor-
oughly plowed and that there is "no
skipping or ‘‘cutting ‘and covering:’
As soon - as plowed, (it should be
harrowed at least once, so as -to
create a soil mulch and 'to campact
the land in such. a way as to pre=
vent free access: to the.air and a con-
sequent loss of soil moisture.

The ground should be watched care-
fully, and ‘just as sSoon as there ' is
evidence of excessive ‘avaporation of
moisture go over the surface with
some light instrument Which = will
maintain the mulch. "If weeds. ap-
‘pear, theso must be killed while
small.  This is an ‘excellent way of
getting rid of peremnials.  Dé not al-
low the leavés to reach any size. By
killing them at this stage the froots
will not be able to give any nourish-
ment and ‘will conseguently  perish.
This method is advised for getting
rid of such persistent perennials. as
Canada thistle. Occasionally it may
be necessary to use a disk or acme

¥ the seedbed has been given this
careful attention, it will be in excel-
lent condition by September 10, at
which time secding may begin, un-
less there is danger of hessian fly.
In this case delay seeding until the
last of the month, or the first. week
in October. As a rule, however,
where hessian fly is not present, car-
ly sceded. fall tvheat does best.

The scedbed at sowing time must
be tHoroughly  pulverized and svell
compacCted. -~ If it is in this condi-
tion, the young plants will start
vigorously and attein a good start
before freczing weather sets in.

The seeding is best done, all things
considered, with some kind of a press
or disk drill. As'a rule, press drills
give satisfaction, = particularly on
light soils, during a dry autumn. It
the season is very wet, the ordinary
shoe drill answers very well. ot
recent years, the disk drill Has been
exceedingly satisfactory and is becom-
ing very widely used. If you 'con-
template purchasing a new drill, .it
would pay you to look iyto this mat-
ter very carefully. Use from . one

ushel to six pecks of good plump
sced to the acre, Clean the seed
thoroughly by running through' a
fanning mill, which will blow out ali
light and imperfect kernels and will
screen out all small grains.

FALL FEED PROBLEMS,

Millet and buckwheat may be sown
as emergency crops. Millet will ger-
minate’ and grow with light rainfall
and in high temperatures, and may
be sown July 1, writes Mr. H." 'H
Cook. Buckwheat reguires more soil
moisture for germination, but will
thrive at a lower average tempera-
ture. 'Both are low in feeding value,
and I should not depend upon them
to be regularly sown. Where 8oil
conditions are favorable alfalfa
stands above all known forage plants
for the dairy cow. The almost im-
penetrable subsoils of the northern
granitic ‘region offer a serious draw-
back and T feel quite sure that un-
derdrainuge deep enough to ‘break
up these subsoils may be necessary
to make  its growth safe and sure.
Securing a catch is almost assured,
showing that the proper bacteria are
not wanting, but when the roots be-
gin their downward growth there fol-
lows the inevitable tendency to
throw out in the spring.

Upon these soils I am sure we are
not giving red clover a fair chance
to compete with its cousin alialit
The feeding value is only slightly
less. If cut carly for soiling medium

The most striking features of the interior

aad chord timbers, being plessiog to the eye
and giving assurance of strength and dura-
bility.

The materials used io the construction of
the building sre of good quality, sad the
wotkmaoship is also good. The promenades
are all laid with kiln dried grooved and
tongued and planed spruce flooring; the

The formal opening of the Exhibition took
place on Tuesdsy evening, beginning at 8
o’clock. It -had been at first arranged to
take place in the afternoon, ba’subseguent-
ly, the evening waa substituted as the better
time.

with bim on an eccasion such as this, which
thust impress them with the fact that the
facthers of the Miramichi were entering
upon s new era of progress in agricultare.
A few years ago such an exhibition as this
would have been an impossibility in Chat-
hathy; the ¢ ity was apon: as
oné depending entirely on the lamber and
fishing industries. The encouragement given
by the Dominion snd Local Goveroments
to the developmeat of farming, however,
had been an impetus to that industry by
dirdeting greater attention to it and impress-
ing tpon our people the fact that it was the
greatest factor in the soantry’s’ progress.
No town couid prosper like that which had
an agricultaral district bebind it, and Chat-
bém hsd awakeved to the situation snd
reslised the value of the farming interests by
which it wassurrounded. Its citizens had
taken hold of this exhibition enterprise and
it was a successful reality. Who bot
acquainted with the fact, could imagine that
three weeks ago the site of this beautiful
building was but a mass of wreekage csused
by the cyclone that visited 0s? Was it not
wonderful snd an evidence of the efficiency
and pluck of the Association that such a
magnificent structure had been reared in so
shors a time?

The Practice of Underdraining.

® DEPARTMENT OF AGRICULTURB,
CommissioNER'S BRANCH,
Orrawa, SEpT. 17, 1903,

Ia a previous article some of the udvan-
tages of underdraining were pointed out ;
in this vase an outline of the method of
draining practised by our best farmers will
be zivem. To secure satisfactory resulss
careful study should first of all be given
8o the best manuer of laying out a system
of drains ; the'aim being to secure the
geeatest full, the loast outlay for tile, the
lexst amount of digging, snd the most
perfect drainage.

TILE.

For underdraining there is nothing
better than the ordinary roond drain sile.
Tae size to be used can only be decided by
a study of the conditions under which the
drain is to work. They should be large
enough to carry off in tweuty-four or forty-
eight hours the suwiplus water from the
heaviest rains, but it 1s important that
they should not be too large, as the cost
of underdraining is governed . largely by
the size of the tile used. It may bhe
mentioned that the cspacity of round
water pipes is in propnition to the squares
of their diameters. That is, under the
same conditivns, a two-inch pipe will carry
four tin.es as much water, and a thiee-
ineh pipe nine times as much water as a
one-inch pipe. o fact, the larger pipe
will carry even more than this proportion,
becau e of the greater friction in the small
pipe. Inordinary cases,five or six inch
tile a-e recommended for the lower patt of
& main drain snd four inch for the upper
portion ; for the twn branchestwo and a
half to three inch aie preferable.

DEPTH AND DJSTANCE APART.

It isseldom necessary to lay drains
more than four feet below the sutrface,
snd in mcst cases two and & half to  three
and & huli feet will be found sufficient.
The pr per distance between branch
drains depends on the quantity of water
to be carried and the nature of the subsoil.
In general practice the lines of tiles are
usually placed from fifty to one hundred
feet apart. In a tenacions clsy soil,
however, thirty feet would not be too
close.

DIGGING THE DRAIN,

The drain may be opened up in the first
place by passing three or four times along
the same track with an ordinary plow.
Then the subsoil may be broken up with
s goud strong subaoil plow. In this way
the earth muy be loosened to a depth of
two feet or more and shrown out with
narrow shovels. The bottom of the drnin
should be dug with narrow draining
spader, made for the purpose. The ditch
should be kept straight by means of a line
stretched tightly near the ground and
about four inches back from the edge, In
ordinary cases, the ditch need not be more
than a foot wide at the top snd four to aix
inches at the buttom, the width of course
incressing in proportion to the depth of
the draiu and the size of the tile,

GRADING,

As a rule drains should be given as
much fall as possible, and the gradient
sheuld not be less than two inches in one
hundred feet, if this can be secured.
Careful leveling is necessary to ensure a
oniform fall thrcughout the course of a
drain, Asa simple method for this pur-
pose, one of cur leading autharilies
recommends the ditcher to nse several
cross-heads made from strips of inch
boards, three or four inches wide. The
length of the standard varies according to
the depth of the drain. A cress piece
about two feet long is nailed on the top of
the staudard. Those cioes-heads are
then placed along the line of the ditch so
thut the cross pieces are in line. The
proper grade is ascertained by the me of
the ordinary spirit level. When ready
to lay the tile a s'andard should be set at
the bottom of the drain and marked in
line with the top of the cross-heads; this
will, by testing every few feet, give a trve
grade for the tiles,

paitly filled in,

JUNCTION AND OUTLETS,

All junction of branches with the main
line should be made at an acute angle, or,
where the fall is suffidient, from above the
axis of the main. This is necessary in
order to prevent the deposit of silt and
the consequent blocking of the tile at the
junction. Specially made joint tile masy
be used, or the connection may be made
by cutting a hole in the maiu tile w.th a
tile pick. The outlet of thedrain should
be 8o placed that there will be a tree flow
of water. If protected with masoury and
a grating to keep out animals, so much
the better. In this country glazed sewer
pipe or glazed drain tile may be used to
advantage for the last ten or fifteen feet
to prevent injury by frost. In closing it
may be well to recall the fact that trees
should not be allowed to grow near a line
of tile, through which the water flows
during the greater part of the year, as the
roets ase apt to enter at the joints in search
of water, and in ocurse of time clese the
drain. Willows, poplars and elms are
particularly objectionable in this respect.

THE LATE QUEEN VICTORIA
RODE A TRICYCLE.
Princess Beatrice Was Quick to
Learn to Ride the
Machine.

It will probably surprise you, said
a well-known cycle-manufacturer, to
learn that Queen Victoria herself
was the first member of our Royal
Family to take an enthusiastic .in-
terest in  wheeling and to buy the
first modern machine ever ridden by
Royaltiés in England, says a writer
in London Tit-Bits.

I remember the occasion well. for
it created quite a sensation at the
time and gave cycling a wonderful
| impulse, During one of her drives in
ithe Isle of Wight the Queen was
‘much interested in watching a bright
young girl enjoy her morning spin
near Newport; and, getting into con-
versation ' with' her, invited her to
Osborne to chat over her pastime.

The result of this visit was that
a message was speedily sent to Mes-
srs. Starley Bros. to take a selec-
tion of machines to Osborne for in-
spection, and a day or two later the
late James Starley, who was my
informant, presented himself before
the Queen with a number of the most
up-to-date bicycles and tricycles. And
great fun the young Reyalties had
in inspecting and trying them in the
grounds of Osberne House. while the
Queen looked on with keen interest
and amusement at their gyrations.
When, the Duke of Albany and a
youthiul guest contrived, in turning,
to run a sociable up a bank and
upset themselves Hler Majesty was

CONVULSED WITH LAUGHTER.

However, the result of it all was
that the Queen ordered two bicycles
for the family and household use,
and, a week or two later, another
dainty little machine as a present
for the Duchess of Albany. Not con-
tent with seeing others enjoy them-
selves, Her Majesty took more than
one turn round the lovely Osborne
grounds, and - professed herself de-
lighted with the experience.

One by one the Queen’s children be-
came smitten with the craze for
wheeling, t{xe most enthusiastic of
them all in these early days being
Princess Beatrice, who 'quickly de-
veloped into an excellent tricyclist,
and used to ride hundreds of miles
accompanied by her husband, Prince
Henry of Battenberg, on a bicycle.

Princess Beatrice was the first pu-
pil of Mr. Mayes, who, a good many
years ago, was one of the most suc-
cessful racers in the country, and he
was as charmed with the quickness
of his pupil as with her simplicity
and affability. It was in the grounds
of Buckingham Palace that Princess
Henry of Battenberg (as I should
more properly call her) had her first
lesson, and within an hour she was
not only a perfect mistress of her
machine, but had learnt much of its
mechanism. As Mr. Mayes once told
me, she was

he had ever had, and her progress as
a rider was so rapid that she was
soon equal to a thirty-mile ride and
could bowl along at a good twelve
miles an hour, which, as you may
know, - took a deal of doing on a
tricycle of that date.

Her first machine, by the way,
weighed 48 Ibs.,, and was soon suc-
ceeded by one of 10 Ibs. less weight,
with which she was greatly delight-
ed. .
It was not long before Queen Alex-
andra, then, of course, Princess of
Wales, caught the infection. Her first
machine, curiously ecnough, was a
Christmas present from her husband,
the Prince, and it was made and de-
livered within five days of receiving
the order. Mr. Mayes took it down
to Sandringham, where there was &
great gathering of Royalties; and it
was to an accompaniment of chafl
and laughter that the Princess, who
was rather nervous on her strange
steed, made her first essay on it
over ground covered with snow.

The Queen rarely rides now, and
she has never summoned sufficient
courage to master the bicycle, which
her daughters ride so cleverly and
gracefully.
