USEFUL RECIPES.

Chicken Salad.—For the chicken 
salad buy fowl rather than chicken, 
and let boil until tender, in as little 
water as possible. Cut the col<4 
boiled fowl in one-half inch cubes. 
A five pound fowl should yield three 
cups of dice, and two fowls of this 
size ought to serve a company 
twenty-four. To six cups of meat 
cubes add eight cups of celery cubes. 
To prepare celery, wash in cold wat­
er, scrape to remove stringy por­
tions, and. cut in small pieces. It is 
much improved by being allowed to 
etand in cold water to become crisp 
*|frd thoroughly chilled, then drained 
and dried between towels. As near 
servirig-time as possible, moisten 
mixture with cream dressing. Mould 
on salad dishes, and garnish with 
the yolks of hard boiled efcgs rubbed 
through a sieve, capers, and1 celery 
tips. The artistic garnishing of 
a salad should never be overlooked, 
as it adds much to its attract!ve-

A rich soil is always desirable for 
winter wheat. The plant is a gross 
feeder and requires an abundant sup­
ply of feed for the largest yields. 
This does not necessarily mean that 
the ground must contain as much 
humus as corn ground, but it should 
be abundantly supplied with this ma­
terial, in addition to phosphoric acid 
and potash. If soil is not naturally 
very rich and stable manure is avail­
able, supply as rih*eh of this as can 
be obtained. It can either be appli­
ed to the crop previous to wheat, or 
if well rotted, can be put on the 
ground just before plowing for wheat 
land. If not well rotted, the most 
satisfactory method of enriching the 
soil for wheat is to top-dress during 
the fall and winter, spreading quite 
evenly over the surface. In this way 
the available pliflt food in the ma­
nure is absorbed by the upper lay­
ers of soil and is ready for immediate 
use by the young plants.

Furthermore, this top-dressing is a 
first-class protection against the dis­
astrous

In most winter wheat sections it 

is ol utmost importance that pre­
paration of the ground be started as 
early as possible. Where wheat ie 
to follow oats, barley, potatoes, 
field peas or some spring crop, get 
these out of the way as soon as pos­
sible, then plow the ground without 
delay.
early, for it is absolutely necet.aiy 
that wheat land be well compacted 
before the seed is put In.

- Summer or fall plowing of this
.kind need not be very deep. On
some soils 5 inches is sufficient and 
it is seldom necessary to plow more 

Some farmers g^t 
in plowing 4 inches 

deep. See that the ground is thor­
oughly plowed and that there is no 
skipping or "cutting and covering.” 
As soon as plowed, .it should be 
harrowed at least once, so as to 
create a soil mulch and to compact 
the land in such a way as to pre­
vent free access to the air and a con­
sequent loss of soil moisture.

The ground should be watched care­
fully, and ’just as soon as there is 
evidence of excessive evaporation of 
moisture go over the surface with 
some light instrument which will 
maintain the mulch. If weeds ap­
pear, these must be killed while 
small. This is an excellent way of 
getting rid of perennials. Dd not al­
low the leaves to reach any size. By 
killing them at this stage the roots 
will not be able to give any nourish­
ment and will consequently perish.

Cream Dressing for Salad.—Now 
for the cream dressing, which is a 
pleasing substitute for mayonnaise, 
and much less expensive. Mix one 
tablespoon salt, one tablespoon mus­
tard, one aad one-half tablespoons 
sugar, two eggs slightly beaten, five 
tablespoons melted butter, and one 
and one-half cups melted cream; then 
add slowly one-hall cup vinegar.

At Malsonfort, near Paris, in 
1843, two young Frenchmen who 
bad had some difference over a game 
of billiards, agreed to settle the dis­
pute there and then, using the billi­
ard balls as weapons.

In the early sixties, a dispute hav­
ing taken place between a banker and 
an officer in the Austrian service re­
lative to their respective natatory 
prowess, the former challenged tho 
soldier to a duel in the water. The 
cartel being accepted, tho principals 
and their seconds adjourned to а 
private park in the neighborhood of 
Vienna, where there was a secluded 
lake. Then having doffed their 
clothes they armed themselves with 
hunting knives and entered tho wa­
ter. The fight that followed was of 
such a desperate character that, had 
it not been for the intervention of 
their seconds, both would assuredly 
have been drowned.

Perhaps, however, the most origin­
al duel on record is that which, ac­
cording to the 'Annual Register,’ 
took place on May 8rd, 1808. be­
tween two Frenchmen, named De 
Granpree and Le Pique, who were 
rivals in the affection of the same 
lady. On the day appointed the 
principals repaired to a field near 
the Tuileries, and. with their sec­
onds, ascended in balloons amid the 
acclamation of a large crowd. When 
about 900 ft. from the ground they 
opened fire upon each other with 
blunderbusses. Their first shots 
went wide, but at length the silk of 
M. Lo Pique’s balloon was badly 
rent, and the duellist and his second 
were precipitated to the ground and 
dashed to pieces.

the tile should be laid very carefully to 
secure perfectly close joints. With the 
aid of a tile hook they may be pieced 
rapidly end accurately without getting 
into the ditch. Some prefer to place the 
tile with the hand, standing in the ditch, 
and stepping carefully on each tile es laid. 
In covering it is preferable to put the 
surface soil next the tiles, for if properly 
pecked, it will prevent the subsoil from 
getting in st the joints The laying 
should begin at the outlet of the maiu 
drain, and where connection is made with 
branch lines, enough of the branch 
should be laid to permit the main to be 
paitly filled io.

For underdraining there is nothing 
better than the ordinary round drain feile. 
Toe size to be used can only be decided by 
e study of the conditions under which the 
drain ie to work. They should be Urge 
enough to carry off in tweuty-foor or forty- 
eight hours the auiplus water from the 
heaviest rains, but it is important that 
they should not be too large, as the cost 
of underdraining is governed largely by 
the size of the tile used. It may he 
mentioned that the capacity of round 
water pipes is in propnition to the rqusres 
of their diameters. That is, under the 
■sine conditions, a two-inch pipe will carry 
four tiu.es ae much water, end a thiee- 
ineb pipe nine times as much water ae a 
one-inch pipe. In fact, the larger pipe 
will carry even more than this proportion, 
becau e of the greater friction in the email 
pipe. In ordinary eases,«five or six inch 
tile a e recommended for the lower part of 
a main drain and four inch for the upper 
portion ; for the two branches two and a 
hitlf to three inch ate preferable.

DEPTH AND DISTANCE APART.
It ie sold >ra necessary to lay draina 

more than four feet below the surface, 
and in me st cases two and a half to three 
and a half feet will be found sufficient. 
The pn per distance between branch 
drains depends on the quantity of water 
to be carried and the nature of the subsoil. 
In general practice the lines of tiles are 
usually placed from fifty to one hundred 
feet apart. Iu a tenacious clay soil, 
however, thirty feet would not be too 
close.

Thifrxivлеоеаеагу in 
order to prevent the deposit of silt end 
the consequent blocking of the tile et the 
junction. Specially made joint tile msy 
be need, or the connection msy be made 
by cutting » hole in the main tile w.fch a 
tile pick. The outlet of the drain should 
be so placed that there will be a tree flow 
of water. If protected with masonry and 
a grating to keep out animals, to much 
the better. In this country glazed sewer 
pipe or glased drain tile may be used to 
advantage for the last ten or fifteen feet 
to prevent injury by frost. In dosing it 
may be well to recall tbe feet that trees 
should not be allowed to grow near e line 
of tile, through which tbe water flows 
during the greeter part of the yeer, ee the 
roots e> e apt to enter at the joints in search 
of water, and in сейме of time class the 
drain. Willows, poplars and elmz are 
part'oularly objectionable in this respect.

DIGGING THE DRAIN.
The draiu may be opened up in the first 

plaoe by peering three or four times along 
1 he î»me track with an ordinary plow. 
Then the subsoil may be broken np with 
» good fctrong subsoil plow. Io this way 
the eaith msy be loosened to » depth of 
two feet or more and thrown out with 
narrow shovels. The bottom of the drain 
should be dug with narrow draining 
spader, made for the purpose. The ditch 
should be kept straight by means of » line 
stretched tightly near the ground and 
about four inches back from the edge. In 
ordinary cases, the ditch need not be more 
than a foot wide at tbe top and four to six 
inches at the bottom, the width of course 
increasing in proportion to tbe depth of 
the draiu and the size of the tile.

GRADING.
As a rule drains ahoold be given ae 

much fall as passible, and the gradient 
should not be less than two inches in eue 
hundred feet, if thie can be secured. 
Careful leveling ia necessary to ensure e 
uniform fall threughout the course of s 
drain. Ae a simple method for this pur­
pose, one of cur leading authorities 
lecommende the ditcher to use several 
cross-heads made from stripe of inch 
boards, three or four inohea wide. The 
length of the standard varies according to 
the depth of the drain. A cross piece 
about two feet long is nailed on the top of 
the standard. Those ci osa-heads aie 
then placed along the line of the ditch so 
that the cross pieces are in line. The 
proper grade is ascertained by the use of 
the ordinary spirit level. When ready 
to lay the tile a standard should be set at 
the bottom of the drain and marked in 
line with the top of the croea-heede; this 
will, by tearing every few feet, give a tree 
gtade for the tiles.
