Cholera Prevails in the Yang-
Tse Valley and Many Have

LIEGE, Sept. 29.—Madame Mortler,

YOUNG DUKE VISITS
HIS AFRICAN ESTATE

His Grace of Westminster Off to Shoot
Big Game In Rhodesla,

oo

LONDON, Sept. 28.—The Duke of
Westminster, accompanied by Capt. J.

, Laycock, sailed by the Union Cas-
le liner Saxon on Saturday for South
Africa. The Duke left London in the
afternoon travelling to Southampton
in a saloon carriage attached to the
train of mail vans. A few friends
were at Waterloo to see him off.

It was while serving as A. D. C. to
Lord Roberts in the advance through
the Orange River <Colony that the
young Duke conceived the idea of pur-
chasing extensive tracts of agricultur-
al land in that country. The first ob-
ject of the present visit is to observe
the progress and development of the
estate. ;

“I was there two years ago,” the
Duke said. “After I have had a look
at the farms, Captain Laycock and I
are going on a litle shooting expedi-
tion in North-west Rhodesia to the
Kafue River, where there is big game
of every kind. We are expecting good
spprt there.”

Captain Laycock was looking for-
ward to another agreeable incident of
the expedition as well as to the big
game shooting. That was a revisit to
the spot where, during the war, he
had a good deal of experience of being
shot at. (Captain Laycock, who, as a
yeoman, was serving in an honorary
capacity upon General French's staff
was with him throughout the impor-
tant operations in front of Colesburg.

In front of General French’'s central
position was a steep hill known as
Coleskop, to the top of which sore
guns were hauled. It was a valuable
Jookout place, which was accessible
from headquarters by two routes. One
under cover, but a long way round,
the other short and quick, but ex-
posed to Boer pom-poms and rifle fire.
The young bloods of General French's
staff used to make a dash by the short
road.

“I am golng to find time to pay a
visit to Coleshurg agaln,” said Captain
Laycock, “and to the old position in
front of it, Rensburg, and the rest.
And I want to look down from the top
of Coleskop again. I have a great
affection for that hill. I used to say
that it ought to belong to me. I was
the first man on the top of it, you
know."”

The expedition is not to be a very
long one—*a couple of months or s0,”
the Duke sald.

Colonel Turobull Speaks of Fort
Churchill,

P =

WINNIPEG, Sept. 28. — Lieut.-Col-
onel T. T. Turnbull, of Montreal, who
a few years ago went over the pro-
posed route of the Hudson's Bay
Railway, is in the city. His trip
north was taken for the purpose of
examining the route and he went into
the matter very carefully, travelling
about 2,000 miles and getting a solid
business idea of the project.

“I am satisfled,” says Colonel Turn-
bull, “that Fort Churchill is bound
to be a great factor in the shipping
trade of this country, and I am
pleased to see, after many years, that
the work of getting a line in is be-
ing undertaken. There 1is a great
future ahead of the country which
will be opened up by the line, as there
are agricultural possibilities there
which are not generally appreciated.
North of Norway House I saw some
of the finest flowers which I have ever
seen in my life. Perfect vegetables
are grown at points north of there,
while the country in its natural state
produces berries, wild fruits and
other vegetation, which indicates that
vegetables and cereals can be grown
there successfully. ‘What is really
wanted is a two or four track line,
capable of being fed by all of the

existing railways which run through |

the wheat belt of the west, not only
in Canada, but in the western States.
Such a line would handle a vast
amount of traffic from Washington,
Montana, Wyoming, Nebraska, Ore-
gon, the Dakotas, Jowa and Idaho and
some from as remote a State as Wis-
consin. Cereals and cattle could be
handled cheaper over such a line
than at present by any known route.
The temperature of the country is
much in favor of cattle and live stock
shipping.”

She was taken
to the police station, where she stated
that she had left her husband four
years ago and took with her a sum of
$400, on which she lived for some time.
When this was spent she took to beg-
ging, and used to sleep with her child
under the bridges over the Seine at
night.

INSANE ASYLUM.

Epsom Has Four Already and Thinks
That Enough.

-LONDON;. Sept. 29—HEpsom, long fa-
mous for its downs and its race-horses,
ds up in.arms because of the establish-
ment of another insane asylum there,
and Lord Rosebery has written a pro-
test against it. Since the purchase by
the London County Council hine years
ago of the Horton estate of a little
over 1,000 acres, four great institutions
for the accommodation of the lunatics
of the métiopolis have sprung up on
the outskirts of Epsom. Their buildings
are situated amid delightful surround-
ings; ‘yet their presence is a source of
coristant irritation to the townspeople.
‘Epsom sees their inmates daily in its
pleasant lanes, and is constantly alarm-
ed by the report that some demented
creature has escaped from the care of
his keepers, and is wandering aimlessly
abroad. The Royal Commission on the
Care and Control of the Feeble-Minded
reported recently that the total number
of mentaily defective persons, including
certified lunatics, in England and
Wales may be estimated at 271,607, or
83 -per cent. of the population. Five
thousand three hundred and eighty-one
lunatics are housed at Epsom.

THE ELECTION FIGHT IN NEW-
FOUNDLAND KEEN AND BITTER

In the Absence of Platforms the Gonfest Hinges

on the

Leaders.

P i

ST. JOHN'S, Nfd, Sept. 28—The elec-
toral campaign in Newfoundland is still
comparatively quiet, so far as outward
appearances go, though every group
one sees on the street is talking poli-
tics. There has not been so uncertain
an election for many .years. Strong
supporters of Sir Robert Bond, the
premier, who has held office for the
past eight years, wag their heads wise-
ly and say with deep significance:
“There is going to be no change.” They
hint, by manner, rather than words,
that something is going to happen be-
for election day which will clinch mat-
ters and return the present govern-
ment to powr. Whatever it is, it cer-
tainly has not happened yet, or if the
bomb shell has burst it must have been
loaded with silent and smokeless pow-
der. The active aggressive work is all
being done by the new party, known
as the People’s Party. Their press cut
and slash the government constantly.
The government press may think the
attacks unworthy of recognition, but
it must be confessed that the replies
are most inadequate, if the charges
made amount to anything.

CHARGES OF GRAFT.

. Far instance, a few days ago the Op-
position press published what purport-
ed to be a facsimile letter marked priv-
ate, but written on official paper and
signed by Hon. E. M. Jackman, minis-
ter of finance. It was addressed to the
Minister of Public Works, The big
spending department is presided over
by a minister who is not 4 member of
the eabinet, but the premier himself is
a member of the board of works. The
letter in question informed the minis-
ter of public works that a certain mag-
istrate named March, in one of the
country districts, had a claim for work
on a court house which didsmot appear
to have been authorized, but he was
“now friendly disposed towords the
government,” with the word “now’’ un-
derlined. It was charged that this Mr.
March had formerly been an opponent

of the governmnt, and that his house |
and the court house were either the

same building or adjoined each other;
that he had expended or professed to
have expended money on the ‘court
house, and payment of his account was
refused, hence this hint from the gov-
ernment to the head of the board of
works. Then came another letter, also
purporting to have been written by the
minister of finance and dustoms to the

- same minister of public works, -telling

him that a certain man, presumably
a supporter, wanted his brother glven
the chance to supply the hospital. The
minister of customs in this letter, re-
marked that the applicant was *‘very
hard up, as he had been unable to raise
money to take goods out of bond.” It
was alleged by the papers publishing
this letter, that the man who was to
get the supplying of the hospitals was
objectionable, not only because one Sof
“hard up” should not be entrusted with
supplying an important institution, but
because he had before furnished some
supplies for the government, the bill
for which had to be rendered three
times before the prices were got down
to a figure which could be paid.

Perhaps similar charges might be
made against most governments where
the principle of bestowing patronage
upon supporters ° prevails. These
charges were replied to by the govern-
ment press, not by denial, but by ac-
cusing the opposition of trying to de-
stroy confidence in the minister of fin-
ance, thereby impairing the credit of
the colony, forcing the country into
bankruptey, and compelling them to
enter into the Canadian Confederation.
This reply, published in all seriousness,
was accompanied by heated invective.
The press of both parties are strong on
invective. Since this, the minister of
works, over his own signature, has de-
nied that he was in any way influenced
by these letters.

THE LEADER OF THE OFPOSI-

TION.

Sir Edward Morris has becn a re-
presentative of St. Jchn's West, by
large and increasing ‘majorities, for
twenty-five years, during a large part

of which time he has bcen a mem- .

ber of various governments. When Sir
Robert Bond assumed office in 1900, he
offered Sir Edward a seat in bis cab-
inet, and subsequently made him Min-
ister of Justice. Morris was known and
describ2d in the Government press as
Bond's licutenant. He took charge in
Mr. Bond’s absence, always, and did
not hesitate to initiate and carry out
measures when he was thus acting-
Premier. A year ago, kints got about
that Mr. Morris was not getting along
too well with the rest of the Cabines,
that he was practically alone, with the
Premier and all the rest of the Ixe-
cutive Council against him, thwarting
every attempt that he made to accom-
plish anything. Then the Telegram,
the chief Liberal organ, about a year
ago, referred editorfally to rumorse
that Mr. Morris was going to leave the
Cabinet, paid Mr. Mcrris tne highest
tribute as Mr. Bond's faithful and loy-
al lieutegant, and acclaimed him
Bond’s successor as leader, which his
logg serviz2 znd valuable aid to the
Liberal party entitied him to, should
Mr. Bond wish to retire. Notwithstand-
ing tiie, Mp. Mcrris did leave the
Government, and the result was the
organization of the Feople's Party,
composed of the existing Oppesition,
and such meirbers of the Liberal party
outside the House as Sir Edward Mor-
ris carries with him. The coming elec-
tion will Jdemonstrate how large this
following is.

PREMIER IS RETIRING.

Two men more opposite, though not
neceszarily more antagenistic than
Bond and Morris it would he difficult
to find. It is pot hard to see how

strong and almost invincible a team
they were when working tegether,

Sir Robert Bond is a rotiring man,
rarely seen in public places, seldom at-
tending public functions other than
those which official duty compels him
ts. He is a bachelor, ah adherent of
the Methodlet church, and has no par-
ticular profession or trade. He has
a fine estatz at Whitbourne, some
miles out of town, and retires there 0
spend his week-ends, not returning to
town till Tuesday afternoon. He is
courteous in manner to those with
whomn he is thrown im contact, and is
considered a strong man in his con-
stituency, Twillingate, an outport dis-
trict. Probably, however, there is no
man in public life who is on speaking
terms with so few of the people of the
Colony. Of course everyone knows thim
by sight, but to the great mass of the
people he is as much a stranger as
though he were a Canadian, or an
American.

Morris, on the other hand, is essen-
. tially one of the people. He seems to
know everybody and everybody knows
him. He steps on the street and ‘chats
to men. calling thsm by their
Christian_names. He attends picnics,
public meetirgs and sporting events.
! In short, he enters into the life of the
‘people. Indeed, the final cause of his
'break with the Government is alleged
to have been his availing himself of a
itlme when he was acting-premier to
increase the rate of pay for Govern-
ment laborers. By profession he is a
lawyer. He is married, and a member
of the Roman Catholic Church. He is
personaliy, distinctly a popular man,
and has the gift of organization beyond
anycne who has yet appeared in the
campaign. Whether persénal popularity
and organization will prove strong
enough to break down a Government
which has been eight years in office is
the problem no one can answer until
the votes are counted. He is constant-
ly going over the island, talking with
pevple in the different districts, while
the Government o far are not appar-
ently doing anything.

He visited Harbor Grace a few days
ago to be present at a regatta, and
on his return gave the papers an in-
terview, claiming that the government
were greatly neglecting that place,
putting up & mean wooden publie
building on the back street, while the
Bank of Nova Scotia, with Montreal
contractors were putting up a hand-
some structure of brick and stone on
the principal street. He claimed that
subsidized steamers were allowed to go
‘past the port, and in short, nothing
was being done to advance the inter-
ests of Newfoundland’'s “second city,”
although it was represented by a
member of the government, the Min-
ister of Marine and Fisheries. The
outcome of this was that the contrac-
tors for the steamers were directed to
take in Harbor Grace on their route,
the government not having been aware
that the port was being left out. Then
a public meeting was held to protest
against the wooden public building
and to circulate petitions to have one
more in keeping with the size of the
place. This will demonstrate some-
thing of the campaign being carried on
by the opposition.

' CONFEDERATION NOT AN ISSUE.

{ For the benefit of Canadian readers,
_who may be misled by the frequency
with which the word ‘Confederation”
is bandied@ about, it should be stated
that union with Canada is not an is-
sue in this campaign. There are a
few men in both parties who favor
Confederation, - and an election with
that as a real issue would simply break
up existing parties and form new lines.
Among the importers, or ‘“buyers’” as
they are called, Confederation is ex-
ceedingly unpopular. To the the ab-
olition of the customs tariff between
Newfoundland and ‘Canada would be
the means of sending the Canadian
commercial travelers into every port
of the Colony. The local merchants
would have to compete with Canadian
fish buyers, right at the fishermen’s
doors, besides having to complete with.
the Canadian wholesale houses in sup-
plylng goods. As far as the great
mass of the people ape concerred, they
have never given Confederation any
thought. No scheme or proposal has
ever been laid before them, nor have
the advantages or disadvantages ever
been discussed.

| No proposal for Confederation, or
| gserious thought of Confederation is be-
' fore the Canadian people, nor has it
;been discussed by the press, or public
men of Canada for the last fifteen
years. This fact does not prevent
some of the poiticians here trying to
make the electors believe that some
deep plot exists to bring about Con-
federation in some mysterious way.
In fact, each side charges the other
with favoring Confederation, just as
they might in Canada accuse an Op-
ponent of being an Annexationist. Yet
the government, through the Hon.
James S. Pitts, their official represen-
tative at the Quebec Tercentenary this
summer, anncunced that Confedera-
tion was not an issue in Newfound-
land. As for the other party, *“No
Confederation” is the most prominent
clause in the manifesto issued by the
leader, Sir Edward Morris. It will
therefore be seen how little the Con-
federation cries being raised have to
do with the real issues. In a few
weeks the flshermen will be at home,
and the work of lining up the parties
may be looked for. Then, those who
have not yet become pronounced, may
be expected to declare themselves, and
some forecast of the result may be at-
tempted. ‘At the present time, those
who are not blind partisans frankly
admit that although the government
swept the whole country in last elec-
tion and that before, the result this
year is difficult to predict.

CENTRAL EMPLOYES LIVE

- DREAD OF BEWG DISWISSED

1%

SUSSEX, Sept. 28.—The manage-
ment of the Central Railway under
Hazen government rule is causing con-

siderable anxiety and uneasiness to
many of its employes. In fact none

who are thought to be Liberals can
feel sure of their positions from day to
day and the situation is disgusting to
many of the Conservatives themselves.
It is said that even some of the M. P.
P.’s on the government side have pro-
tested against the dismissals that have
taken place and those that are con-
templated. Among others who, it is
understood, the Kings and Queens Co.
members are asking to have dismlssed
is the foreman bridge carpenter and
one of his assistants, the enginehouse
foreman at Norton, the section fore-
man at Norton, the station agent at
Belleisle, who is a very estimable
young lady, the section foreman at
Cody’s, the station agent at Youngs
Cove Road, whose worst offense sems
to be that he is related to the Hon. L.
P. Farris, the section foreman at Cum-
berland Bay, the station master at
Minto, and one of the most popular
conductors on the road. Every one of
these employes are competent and
faithful public sevants, their only of-
fense being that they are presumed
have exercised their franchise as they
saw fit and voted the Liberal ticket
on March 3rd last.

Commissioner J. B. Stone is said to
be particularly active in endeavoring
to carry out the wishes of the members
who want these dismissals.

It is understood the late manager,
W. C. Hunter, reported against the re-
placement of several of the competent

employes above mentioned by others
whom he knew to be incompetent, sole-
ly in the interests of the railway, but
he was not given credit for honesty of
opinion, but was accused of defending
these employes because they were Lib-
erals, hence his removal from office
and the appointment of Mr. Sherwood
was made.

Mr. Sherwood, who has been manager
of the Salisbury and Harvey Railway
for several years, and also at the sams
time proprietor 'of a hotel in Hillsboro,
is understood to have been Premier
ITazen's perronal choice for the Central
Railway. This, it scems, does not
meet the wishes of Messrs. Murray and
Jones, two of the Kirgs county M. P.

SHIPS FOR THE NAVY.

B ]

Most Formidable Squadrons in the World
—Big 6uns.

P ]

LONDON, Sept. 28—During the next
few months the navy will be consider-
ably strengthened by the addition of
many new - ships now approaching
completion, including four battleships
and three armored cruisers. These new
vessels will augment our naval forces
in the North Sea, where they will re-
place ships of the older type.

Tirst of the battleships will be the
Lord Nelson. This ship ,which has been
built on the Tyne, has been greatly de-
layed by labor troubles. She belongs
to the 1904-5 maval programme, and
has been under gonstruction well over '
three years. When completed she will
join her sister ship, the .Agamemnon,
in the Nore division of the Home Fleet
relieving the Magnificent as flagship
of the rear admiral in command of the |
battle squadron (the Hon. 8. C. J.!
Colville).

The Lord Nelson will be closely fol- |
lowed by the three improved Dread-l
noughts of the 1808-7 programme. The
Bellerophon, built at Portsmouth, isf:
nearly ready for commencing her;
trials, and the Temeraire, at Devon-|
port, is also in a forward state. The
Superb, building by Messrs. Arm-
strong, Whitworth, is not in any such

a satisfactory condition, the labor dis-|

putes having affected her as well as
the Lord Nelson. She should, however,
be ready for the pennant in the early
spring' of 1909.

These four battleships are all des-
tined to join the Nore Division of the
Home Fleet. At present that fleet
comprises the Dreadnought (flagship
of the comander-in-chief), Agamem
non, Jupiter, Victorious and Magnifi-
cent, the last three being more than
twelve years old. Owing to the delay
in the delivery of the Lord Nelson, the
total of six has had to be made up by
the cruiser-battleship Indomitable,
which is temporarily taking the place
of the battleship London. The great
cruiser is at present in Chatham dock-
vard, having a few minor defects at-
tended to.

AGED PRIEST MURDERED.

The Crime Was Both Mysterious and
Ghastly.

ROME, Sept. 29—Rome is aghast at a
third priest murder which has occur-
red during the past year, all of them
under mysterious circumstances. Don
Costanzo Constantini, an old priest of
70, has been discovered in his bedroom
at hig lodging with his skull battered
in by a hammer. Two days had elapsed
before the crime was discovered. The
chamuer presented a ghastly spectacle,
the corpse having been flung on the
floor. Hard by lay a gory hammer,
which had been handled with such
ferocity that -the victim's head was re-
duced to pulp. Strange to relate, the
room was found locked and the key
on the floor not far from the body.

There were no signs of a struggle,
and, although the murdered priest was
fairly well-off, his bank-books, uoney
and watch were left untouchked. Tae po-
lice, who believe that the crime was
dictated by private revenge, hauve ar-
rested an Oratorian priest living in an
adjoining oratory. He was a constant
visitor, and the neighbors dectare he
entered the place twice on the morning
of the murder, and, on quitting the
chamber the last time, had changed
from a priestly cassock into elegant lay

PENSION LAW IN ENGLAND

IT WORKS OUT

The - Regulations for the Granting of Pensions
Have Been lssued,

The British Local Government Board
has sent out copies of the regulations
under which the Old Age Pension
will be administered.

With these regulations the Board
have sent out a circular drawing at-
tention to points under the Act.

The amount of the pension will de-
pend upon the yearly means of
pensioner as ‘calculated under the Act,
and will be as shown in the following
table:—

A person whose means "'ceed £31
10s will not be entitled to receive a
pension.

The statutory conditions which bave
to be fulfilled to entitle a person to a
pension include the following:—He
must have attained the age of seventy
and he must satisfy the pension auth-
orities that for at least twemnty years
up to the date of the
sum on account of a pension he has
been a British subject, and has had his
residence, as defined by the regula-
tions, in the United Kingdom.

A claimant to a pension will in the ,

first instance have to fil up a form
of claim, which will be procurable,
without charge, at any post office, and
the postmaster will, on request, give
assistance in filling it up. The form is
designed to show primarily whether
the claimant fulfils the statutory con-
ditions. It is intended that pensions
should be payable at a particular post
office to be designated by the claimant.
Forms may also be obtained from the
pension .officers. When- filled up the
claimant must sign the form, in the

presence of a witnéss, who will also’
sign it, and the form must then be de-"

livered to the postmaster of the post of-
fice at which the claimant desires that

the pension, if granted, should be pay- '

able, or to the pension officer.
Claims will first be investigated by

the pension officer of the area in which '
the claimant resides, and after investi-

gation he will report to.thg local eom-

mittee for. their declslon -Provision 18~

madé. for ‘4n appeal bﬁ-lng made to the
Local Govérnment Board by a pe'xskon
officer or any person aggrieved against
4" decisioh’ of the Pension Committes,
but tHere being nq power under the Act
to repay expenses incurred by claim-
ants to pensions, such payments can in
no circumstances. be admitted for reim-
bursement.

A local pension commlttee wiH ‘be
entitled to use, free of charge.(except
such charge
the Treasury for heating, lighting, or
cleaning) at all reasonable times and
after reasonable notice, for the pur-
pose of performing their duties, any
office of any local authority situate In
the area for which the committee is
appointed.

For the purpose eof the
conditions relating to residence, the
tual presence in the United States,
uninterrupted otherwise than. by tem-
porary absences. A .person will . be
deemed to have been temporarily ab-
sent if. before the absence, he was liv-
ing in the United Kingdom, and
throughout the absence was employed
as a soldier, sailor or otherwise, or
was in the service of any one so em-
ployed, provided :that a person shall
not be deemed to be in the service of

In some cases these may be supple-
mented by further information which
they may themselves possess, but the
committee will not be required to un-
dertake independent investigations.
They may, however, call upon the pen-
sion officer to procure further evi-
dence if he can do.so. Regard may be
had not only so strictly legal evidence

QUEST FOR TREASURE
"IN DEPTHS OF SEA
Strange novlea';or_ll-s Recovery  After
Lapse ot More Than Hundred
Years.

LCNDON, Sept. 26—To the mouth of
the River Colne, off Brightlingsee, an
extraordinary machine was tewed and
anchored yesterday. It is to be used in
a final 'attempt to retover the $2,500,000
treasure of gold, in coins and bars,
which is said to have gone down in the
British warship Lutine in 1797 near the
island of Terscnelling, off the coast of
Holland. :

A portion of the treasure has been re-
covered, but all ordinary dredging plant
is now useless, as the vessel has sunk
into the sand. The new device is a great
steel tuke near 100 feet in length and
wide enough to allow a man to walk
erect down its center. At one end is a
metal chamber provided with windows
and doors, and at the other a medley of
giant hooks and other tackle.

The apparatus has just been complet-
ed after years of work by Messrs. For-
rest & Co:, shipbuilders, in their Wy-
venhoe yurd. “One end of the tube,” ex-
plained a member of the firm yesterday,
“will be clampsd to the side of a
steamship or barge. The other end, by
means of water ballast tanks, will be
sunk until it touches the bottom. Then,
by means Jf compressed air, all the
water wiil be forced from the tube and
wlso from the chambzar at the bottom
af it, which will be flush upon the bed
of the sea. 7

Koepenick, who in
a second-hand uniform took command
of a squad of German guardsmen and
used them to arrest a mayor and rob
a municipal treasury,.was a tame af-
fair compared to an incident descvr‘lb-
ed in the Times by Henry Chamber-

1.1ain," a retired naval lieutenant.

On a walking tour in Germany he
came dpon @ body of Saxon soldiers
taking their ease in a wood, and,
though his German vocabulary con-
sisted of only about forty words, sat
down and conversed with them. He
was. wearing ap old grey suit, a felt
hat and: flannel shirt, and carried an
umbrella. Quite casually he mentioned
that he was a naval officer.

“At the mention of the word ‘officer’
all the men gat up, buttoned their tun-
jes "and buckléed on their swords, or
bayonets—I forget which. ‘Are you
goi"ng to Niederbronn?’ was my next
question. * ‘Yes,” they replied, - ‘we are
going to walk to Niederbronn, - and
there take the train to Bitsch. ‘What
evil genius prompted me to make the
next remark I cannot tell, but, though
uttered in-a joke, its consequences
were perfectly astounding. ‘I, too, am
going to Niederbronn. You are my
regiment, T am your colonel!” .. .. -

“Up they sprang to their: feet, fell in
two deep, and kept quite silent, as if
on parade. °‘Right turn!—and off we
marched; I carrying my umbrella as
if it were a sword. Breasting a grassy
slope we marched up to the top at a
swinging pace, still observing perfect
silence and in step.

“A shors distance off was a solitary
soldier, of the same regimeunt, lying at
full length on a bench near. the en-
trance to a wood—tunic unbuttoned,
ete. On catching sight of the ap-
proaching squad up he jumped, but-
toning his tunic, buckled on his. wea-
pon, stood rigidly to attention, and
when the fregiment’ came by *tailed
on’ as if it was the most natural thing
in the world to do.

“A " disconcerting thought arose.
‘What will happen if we chance across
a German officer—and how, in my
broken German, can I ever hope to ex-
plain this extraordinary assumption of
command of the forces of the Kaiser?
—so0, without a moment’s further de-
lay I said to the men ‘I must go to my
hotel which s over there’—and bade
them good-bye.

“These docile and amiable Saxons
wit one accord taking time by  the
leading file, saluted, and I, having re-
turned their salute gof out of sight
as rapidly as possible. On peeping
round the corner of a house there was
my late ‘regiment’ still marching with
the regularity of clock work.”

FISH THAT HAVE LUNGS.

A Palr of Curious Creatures From South
America.

e

LONDON, Sept. 28. — Two delicate
passengers arrived at Liverpool during
the week-end and proceeded to Lon-
don. On their voyage from South
Africa expert nurses sheltered them
from chills and draughts, while at
Euston ‘they were met by uniformed
attendants with hot-water bottles and
flannels.

All these precautions were taken on
behalf of a couple of sluggish, lazy
fish which have travelled from Pars,
in South America, in a tank of warm-
ed water. They are not much to look
at—bloated grey-black eels describes
them as nearly as anything—yet they
are very wonderful creatures. They
are called lepidosirens, or lung fish.

These gifted fish have no difficulty
in living on land as well as in the
water, since they possess both the
normal gills and, in addition, a set of
very efficient lungs. The rivers they
live in have a habit of drying up in
summer droughts, and nature, after
worrying over the problem for a few
hundred thousand years, solved it by
evolving the lung fish, whose swim-
ming bladder is modified into a_fair
imitation of ‘lungs. When the water
disappears the fish yawns, gives his
gills a rest for a few months, and
burrows into the mud, forming a sort
of cocoon, where he cheerily resorts to
his alternative method of breathing
until the rains come.

The present specimens, whose arri-
val is justly hailed as a triumph of
scientific transport, will be exhibited
at the Zoological Gardens in the Rep-

This is caused chiefly by the
increased :rops in the old country,
with the copsequent falling oft in the
demand for Canadian goods.
