EXPORT PULP DUTY

S ——

Imposes Heavy Retaliatory
~ Duty

On Pulp and Paper Coming From Can-
adian Provinces Which Restrict
Export,

X ——

WASHINGTON, D. C, Aug. 28.—Se-
veral rulings on the administration of
Lhe retaliatory provision of the Payne
tariff -law directed at the wood pulp
and paper industry of Canada were is-
sugd by the treasury department yes-
terday. One of the provisions pre-
scribes that if any province forbid the
exportation of pulp wood for use in
the manufacture of ‘wood pulp and
print paper an additional duty of one
tenth of one per cent a pound should
be levied om print paper valued at
three cents per pound or less which
comes from that province and that a
duty of one tenth of a cent per pound
should be - assessedt ' on mechanically
ground pulp wood coming from such a
province and which would otherwise
be admitted free of duty under the ge-
neral provisions of the law, As the
Province of Ontario prohibits the ex-
pontation of pulp wood cut on crown
land, the higher rates will apply upon
all print paper valued at three cents
or less and all mechanically \lground
wood pulp cut from crown lands in
that province, i

The additional duty of one tenth of
a cent a pound, together with a
duty amounting to
about 35 cents a ton equivalent to the
export duty of 20 cents imposed by the
province of Quebec wupon pulpwood

print paper which is manufactured
from pulpwood cut from the erown
lapds in that. province. . The letter. of
instruction to the collectors of cus-
toms issusd by acting secretary Rey-
nolds states that the countervailing
duty will equal 35 cents a ton on the

The duty of one twelfth of a cent
per pound in addition to a countgr-
cailing, duty of 25 cents a cord is
placed on mechanically-ground pulp-
wood produced from the wood cut
from crown lands in Quebec.

SHOT MANUFACTURER
T0 AVENGE WIFE

Young Husband Takes Desperale Action
After Hearing Story Told by
s Wife.

NEW YORK, Aug. 28—A despatch
to the Times says that Louis Denny,
a well-to-do manufacturer, president
of a bottling works and a life long re-
sident of St. Louis Ya.s shot from am-
bush yesterday and'mortally wounded
by George Snyder. Denny was shot
twice just ever the heart after he had
been luréd from his office by a tele-
phone call by a woman., Physicians
say Denny cannot live. Snyder used a
sirgle-barrel shotgun which he loaded
and fired the second time at Denny
before the latter fell or could see his
assailant.

CHOLERA INFANTUM CLAIMED
EIGHT VICTIMS LAST WEEK

U.S. WILL FIGHT THE ﬁHnI Weather Ti;ings Much

Sickness and Raises the
Death Rate — 19 Burial
Permits Issued This Week

DIED A HERD'S DEATH

Dr. Trotter Gave llis‘ Life for Another-
Nezinscot Wreck Inguiry Begins on
Monday at Portsmouth.

WASHINGTON, Aug. 2f.—Details of
the sinking of the tug Nezinscot off
cape Ann, received at the navy de-
partment today tell a story of hervic
self-sacrifice, on the part of acting
assistant surgeon C. E. Trotter, who
was a passenger on the vessel.

The suddenness with which the
wreck ocourred imprisoned three sea-
men in the forecastle of the tug. They
went down with the ship. After the
disaster Trotter was seen by the mem-
bers of the ship's company that had
saved themselves in one of the life-
boats. He was clinging to a piece of

wreckage and told them that he could—~"

manage to keep afloat. For over an
hour he clung to the spar battling
with the waves.

Again he was asked, “Can we help
you?” “I am quite comfortable,” he
replied, “but I can’t hold out much
longer.” The crew of the lifeboat was
laboring to keep headway in the storm
and TM'rotter in his desire to save them
the risk of attempting his immediate
rescue, clung on. ’ LY

He was almost exhausted and had
just called for help when machinist
Pelfric also seen clinging to a piece
of wreckage, almost ready to give up;
“Save him first,” cried Trotter.

The lifeboat was rowed over to Bel-
fric, who was fainting when picked
up; then they turned, back to Trotter
only to find ‘the bar$ spar floating
where he had been but a moment be-
fore.

Trotter had been in the navy medi-
cal corps but a few months. He would
have been made an assistant surgeon
in- January.

A LAND OF MYSTERY
. IS THE ANTARGTIC

Is a Continent Larger Than All
Europe—The Cradle of
the Tides.

French Scieatist Says Human Life Origin-
aled at Souih Pole—A Breeder
of Gyclones.

N

Shrouded in a veil of mystery which
the most daring explorer has thus far
been unable to lift wholly, the south
pole, a vast region about which even
less is known than of the north pole,
remains, despite the wonderful
achievements of Lieut. Shackleton,
most successful of all polar explorers,
an area of the earth’s surface about
which man knows practically nothing.

Numberless theories ,many of them
ingenious, have been advanced, and
believed, about this vast, mysterious
land, but actual knowledge of its char-
acter is scant.

Por some reason the exploration of
the south pole has newver exercised the
same fascination over the imagination
of the adventurous as has that of the
north pole. Its toll of human life has
been far less, the\ romances of hard-
ships and peril connected with his ex-
péditions havebeeh fewer, and it has
remained in its mysterious isolation
for long years together without at-
tracting explorers.

Only in recent years has the sou
pole begun to attract scientific atten=
tion as a possible field for investiga-
tion. Yet it is in some respects more
interesting than the north pole, if for
no other reason than that it is sup-
posed to be surrounded by a continent
largeér than Europe, and until recently
absolutely unexplored. Traces of min-
eral deposit have also been found
there, and researches may sometimes
show that this apparently barren re-
gion is rich in metals.

The wonderful northern lights, the
aurora borealis, have their duplicates
in those of the antarctic region, which
are even more brilliant and varied, as
shown by some recent sketches. Few-
er -descriptions of these phenomena of
the antarctic continent are extant, but
those which have been left leave no
doubt that the scenery is even more
awe-inspiring and grand than that of
the north pole.

There is much diversity in the land
of the north and the south poles. The
ends of the sea are as far apart in
character as in distance. Gen. A. W.
Greely, in his Handbook of Polar Dis-
coveries, in contracting the polar
areas, says that the lands within the
artcic circle ane not alone contiguous
to powerful and enterprising nalions,
but are also so favored by climate and
soil as to present suitable conditions
for animals and plant life. Indeed,
arctic Europe, Asia and America pre-
sent large habitable districts, where
human activities afford live environ-
ments, not altogether harsh and un-
attractive. In addition, the northern
seas, filled with abundant life, furnish
subsistence and wealth to thousands of
daring men who yearly seek their ac-
cessible waters. ;

At the other pole of the world lies
the antarctic region—the true land of
desolation—forbidding, inaccesible, and
uninhabitable. Its northern confines
and surroundings are largely oceanic,
so that freezing temperatures, fierce
snow blizzards and other winter con-
ditions are not unusual in midsummer.
| While in high latitude near the role

there are extended lands, and doubt-

less a_continent, yet there are sterile
i acres overlaid with ice coverings of
| vast extent and enormous thickness.

are practically absent,x_save a few low
forms of hardy lichens and mosa3es.
No plant life gladdens the eye, and
even the hum of insects is unheard,
the terrestrial fauna consisting of win-
gless insects. Sea life is more abun-
dapt than in any other ocean, the
bhigher forms being whales, seals and
birds--skuas, penguins and petri's —
bur owing to distance and danger,
their pursuit and capture are not c»n—-
siiered remunerative.

The thermometer indicates that ile
wsoulh pole is the coldest region known,
The normal temperature in suma r is
several degrees below freezing point,
und the snowfall at all seasons of tlie
scar is considerable.

On the other hand, although the ice
is covered with snow at varying depths,
it is fairly easy to traverse, and pre-
sents no such troublesome cbstacles as
predominate in tha north pole regions.
Then, too, the season for travelling in
the antarctic region is much longer,
because theré€ is no danger whatever
from a suddan breaking up”of the ice
fields.

MOUNTAINS AND VOLCANOES.

Green mountain regions and volca-
noes are numerous .on this antarctie
continent. Shackleton’s party ascended
the highest of these, Mount Erebus.
The explorer describes the aurora a
ureralis as of the greatest briiliance.
Draped curtains of the lights, extend-
ing across the heavens ,and seeming
to touch the earth, were the weirdest
form. These curtains would sometimes
remain stationary, at others move ma-
Jestically across the sky. They were
varied by cascades of racing lumines-
cence, traversing the whole firmament
with inconceivable sneed. |

The existence of coal measures found
by Lieut. Shackleton is held by many
to be a con{irmation of the theory that
the ice masses of the south pole are
gradually dwindling, and that at one
time they occupied a vastly greater
area than at present. Preceding the
glacial period, the whole earth not oc-
cupied by sea was covered by a dense
vegetation, tropic in character. In no
cther way, say some scientists, can the
oxistence >f the coal measures in the
limestone of thzs antarctic continent be
accounted for.

It is to the antarctic that we must
look for a solution of the great problem,
the origin of human life, according to
Prof. Gaudry, of the French Academie,
who claims that th2 discovery of fossils
in Patagonia overthrows a number of
idieas Yormerly held regarding the pro-
cess of evolution.

From discoverizg of Dr. Nordenskjold,
the Swede, who found fossil imprints
¢f trovical plan‘s in ths antarctic, it
has been concludad that rich and abun-
dant vegetation onc2 sxisted in the vi-
cinity of the south pol2. Perhaps search
may yet reveal evidences of an un-
known race once flourishing in the
clime now inhabited only by the pen-
guins as told in one of Edgar Allan
Poe’s most thrilling mystery stories.

CRADLE OF THE TIDES.

There are mysterious currents and
forces of nature that seem to have
their origin in the antarctic. In . the
general maritime circulation the soutn-
ern pclar seas play a considerable role.
Sc great, indeed, are these influences
that one scientist has sald that there
may be found the cradle of all the
ticles in the world.

From.th= south pole start the cold
currents that go to weaken the warmth
of the gulf stream in the Atlantic; and
in the Pacific to chill those warm cur-
rents, the final offshoots of which are
in the frozen circles of the Arctic sea.
Here these warm messengers from the
lower latitudes eat away the edges of
the eternal ice, crumble the glacial
mountains into *bergs,” which drift
away to threaten the mariner in less
inhospitable seas.

Apart from their danger to shipping,
these icebergs have a great influence
on climatic variations. ‘“They are the
seed from which grows the cyclone,”
says Eng. Pleneau. “The south pole
climatically governs the north pole and
all the space between. In no part of
the great mass of water which makes
up two-thirds of the . earth’s surface
are the waves so high as in the Ant-
arctic ocean.” .

“The terrific gales which exist in var-
ious parts of the antarctle show it to
be a sort of ‘Throne of the Winds,’"”
said another authority, “and until the
action of such an extremely disturbing
area is known, weather forecasters will
not have at their command all the ne-
cessary facts for foretelling the weath-
or."

A French writer says that . the
monotony of the south polar landscape
is far greater than that of the north
pole. “The ice,” he says, “shows a
color just as vivid, but there the rain-
pows are fixed and the icebergs affect
the same form—large cubes, all alike.
‘Such monotonous surroundings make
them tedium, the inactivity of the long
polar night most depressing.”

Thus the vast continent of antarctic,
by some scientists estimated to be as
large as Europe and Australia together,
that great, silent, grim, ice-covered
world that holds the still unattained
south pole clutched to its frozen bosom,
land of mystery, shrouded in white and
draped by the wonderful curtains o1l
the southern aurora, still hides ~its
cecrets from the curious and the in-

trepid. ~

Forgetful men, women and children
are nuisances; and with'all our  im-
provements in living if they could only
be eliminated, life: would be & pleasant
and happy thing. If they were . not
born every year, they would soon die
off, for they forget their rubbers, over-
coats, umbrellas’ and get cold, and
because they forget to take their
medicine, die. >

There should be schools to teach
children not to forget. The lttle boy
who sgye he forgot where he put the
hammer L
it, ought to.-be made to find it before
te eats or siéeps. The man who for-
gets to.mail his wife’s letter ought
not to have'a wife.

If you say that an onderly well train-
ed miind will not be forgetful, what
about presidents of colleges who are
proverbially forgetful? No you cannot
depend upon college training alone for
the cure of forgetfulness, There must
be teaching along this line in the home
and in the school. Emphatic distinct
teaching.

These for its cure punish the sinner.
Give the children the kind and quan-
tity of punishment you think best.

The preliminary examination of C.
Bruce Me¢Dougall, accused of publish-
ing certain defamatory libels in a pa-
per known as Free Speech, was resum-
ed yesterday afternoon in Magistrate
Ritchte’s court. The court room was
thronzed with spectators, who, with
deep interest, watched the proéeed-

ings. The audience in the court was
said to be the largest since the Hig-
gins-Goodspeed murder trial.

The evidence adduced, while irrelev-
#nt to the McDougall case in many in-
stances, was very damaging to many
of the correspondents throughout- the
Maritime Provinces, whose identity in
many places has been .ta‘blished. It
wag-a great surprise to the spectators
when they were informed through Mr.
Baxter and through the letters seized
in McDougall’'s office, that the post-

fered to contribute to Free Speech; that
a prominent I.C.R. official of Moncton
had likewise contributed; that a prom-

for publication; that a well known
snewspaper and two other well known
men of New Glasgow had contributed
disreputable information to the jour-
ral; and that several other well known
men scattered  from North Sydney,
Cape Breton ,to Bathurst, New Bruns-
‘wich, had also been contributors,

The names of the local correspond-
ents are as yet in obscurity. Two
names were signed to lettars sent to
Free Speech from St. John, but these
are believed t» be fictitious. But how
known?

Not being given work
in prison, Herr Haberman studied
French and English. His sentence was
for four years, but as three days of
good conduct countzd four, he was re-
lea:_ed at the end of three years. I
cskéd what else had 1learned. He
smiled and replied: “To wait.” I
could well imagine that during those
months and years of waiting his
character developed and his face grad-
ualy took on ity patient, kind, firm,
manly expressions. His seat in parlia-
ment, said he, was due largely to the
vote of farmers. In one village he
had received 395 out of 400 votes.
Asked if he favored the social revolu-
tion, he answered that he regarded
sending'a man to the parliament of
Austria for the same sentiments that
gent him to prison twenty years befors
had already marked a revelution. The
Soctal Democratic party had had very
little representation in the Reichstag
even six years ago; now it has %9
members out of nearly 600.

Before relating what really interest-j

ed us in Pilsen, 1 will say that, as all
visitors to the town are expected to
visit the big brewery, we Were taken
there by our hosts, representing the
trade unions. The “Burgliches’ Brau-
eri” is to the eye at a distance a con-
glomeration = of immense hufldings,
high circular chimneys, big brick wa-
ter towers, covering many acres of
grounds. We were conducted for two
hours and more In and about the
works by a guide who, in a sonorous
voice, rolled off the stupendous sta-
tistics of the brewey’s beer produc-
tion with an air of reverence for the
figures in themselves and for the good
Gambrinus above them all. To that
guide ,the culmination of all the things
in the world, mighty and good, was
beer. I rather felt our time was to
a degree wasted in wandering down
into subterranean malt rooms, thirty
acres in extent, and past malt houses,
beer kegs as big as freight cars that
were being made or repaired, tested,
pitched and filled. But, it being one
of the great liquid facts of this earth,
we saw the show through. The crown-
ing curiosity of it all was, the origin-
al vat of the brewery, now battered
and timeworn, set, as a sort of sanc-
tified relic, on a green hillock sur-
rounded by beds of flowers duly and
historographically inscribed. These
particulars, I believe, are considered
the points of interest for visitors to
Pilsen. But I relate them only be-
cause I have to state that wages m
this famously rich brewery run on the
grand average, for the 3,500 workmen,
from $2.50 to $5 a week. We saw some
of the eating places of the single men
who boarded within the brewery. They
were swinish. This brewery employs
only unorganized workmen. An at-
tempt was made some time ag0 to im-
prove their conditions through organ-
ization. As the story goes, the man-
ager, on receiving a committee from
the men, said that their representations
sounded reasonable and he would re-
view their demands at a general
meeting of the workmen. When as-
sembled the men were asked if many
of them really were organized, and if
so, to make a showing of the fact by
a division—the unorganized to stand
fast and the organized to move to one
side. Done.

“Very well,” pronounced the man-
ager, ‘“you union men are discharged.

We were conducted to the scene of
an exposition being held.by the trade
uniong and “the party” in Pilsen. The

the headquarters’ bullding and several
acres of temporarily rented grounds,’
separated from the gardens by a tur-,
bid mountain stream, which was wood-
en-bridged for the occasion by the mu-
nicipality. In all, the exposition was
a highly creditable display of the,

Out on the grounds a brass  band
played. ‘Later the samc became a fine
orchestra and on the stage gave an
excellent programme, most of the
numbers strange to us, but all marked
by unusual spirit, rythm and precision.
The national and international an-
thems of labor—Russian, Polish, 1tal-
jan, French, German and others—
brought out prolonged bursts of ap-
plause and encores.

We had been sitting. perhaps two
hours enjoying thesz< scenes, when one
of our hosts told us that as Herr
Haberman had telegraphed to the
workingmen's afternoon daily news-
paper that we were to be present on
this evening, a number of people of
the town had come to hear something
from America.  Over at one part of
the hall were some supporters of the
clericals and in another, little groups
of business men; and here and there
was a soldier, risking two weeks in
the guardhouse for coming to the
people's meeting place. An address of
welcome and then being introduced in
the Bohemian tongue, I made a short
address in English, being aware that
not half a dozen persons in the
house could understand me, All the
same, at the conclusion came a hearty
round of applause. At the close of ‘its
interpretation, another. The big heart
of thg people in all countries is the

same.

Among those spectators who now
came to our table to have a word
while the orchestra was playing, was

been a very active socialist agitator
in Chicago, where he had lived some
vears.

Like a snowball rolling down hill,
Réckefeller's wealth is steadily grow-
ing and growing, and he is as power-
less to stop it, even  if he had the
wishes, as he would be to check the
revolution of the planets.

RICHER EVERY MOMENT.

The enormous, inconcelvable accum-
uation of wealth of the mild-manner-
ed, inserutable sphinx of millions has
gone steadily on despite the fact that
a short time ago an estimate of his
public charities placed -them at the
stupendous total of $130,000,000.

With all ihs recent outburst of ap-
parent candor regarding his weaith,
winding up with his published resolve
never more to take the public into. nis
confidence, Rockefeller hag never made
a direct statement of the value of his
fortun.e Some years ago he was quoted
as saying that it was “more than $300,-
000,000.””

Those who know Rockefeller as well
as he allows himself to be known said
at that time that his assumed careless-
ness in ascertaining the exact amount
of his holdings was merely in keeping
with the secretiveness of his character.
Nothing in Rockefeller’slife except his
Lirth has been a thing that he himself
has not controlled. Such a calculating
maghine as he has shown himself to
be,; would hardly, they argue, be un-
abls to guage at -any moment, the
exdct amount o »his wealth.

THE ROCKEFELLER FORTUNE,

The ldiest approximately” accurate
estimates available place his fortune
in 1905 at at least $550,000,000; in 1900
it was $400,000,000. This is an increase
for the five years of $150,000,000. At
this ratio the Rockefelfer fortune is to-
day about $700,000,000. In 1914, still at
the same rate of increase, it will be
about $850,000,000, and in 1919, when
the oll king reachies his 80th year, it
will have reached the stupendous, brain
biddying total of one billlon—an incon-
ceivable sum. =

But it is not in the nature of things
that the organization he has built up
day and night, the value of its stock
and dividends must increase. | It is
simply a natural law, working in the
interest of an old, wrinkled, passion-
less man. B

In September, 1907, it was estimated
by Rockefeller's closest associates
that his income was at least $96.25 a
minute. Some figures placed it as high
as $40 during the same space of time.
The sums earned for him by Standard
0il alone have been tremendous.

Since 1882 when the company, which
pays dividends of 40 per cent. a year
was organized, it has paid its stock-
holders $600,060,000 in dividends. of
the sum Rockefeller's share has been
cne-quarter. The company’s earnings
did not fall off in the year of depres-
gion that followed the panic, and there
has accumulated a surplus of about
$275,000,000. These figures show what
an impossibility it would be for Rocke-
feller to keep from growing richer in
fncreasing ratio as the years go by.

Rockefeller's affiliation with Stand-
ard Oil has become £0 prominent in
the public mind, that his almost in-
numerable other interests have been
forgotten. Not so long ago a banker
showed some friends a list of more
than fifty banks and (rust companies,
all of them reputed to be under the
Rockefeller influence, But with all the
gnterests with which the Rockefeller
millions are tied up, oil, steel, rail-
roads, banks and trust companies,
they still have had to seek other out-
lets. The Rockefeller dollars are in
lighting and traction companies also.

Not so long ago in a conversation
with a business man of Cleveland a
reported suid jokingly:

“Why, it Mr. Rockefeller wanted to
puddenly foreclose, he could put the
city out of business.”

The Fusiness man looked serious.

«If {t were possible or if he were so
dleposed,” he replied, ‘““Mr. Rockefeller
by suddenly withdrawing all his in-
vestments; could precipitate a condi-
tion for which panic would be a very
mwilg word.

From a purely financial point of view
Rockefeller is the greatest potentate
in the world. If he had to earn his
wealth at the rate of $2 a day, the
average of his employes’ wages, it
would take more than 80,000 years to
da it.

Taking in consideration all this, and
also the power his vast wealth gives
him te buy when financial stress
plunges prices to rock-bottom, it is
not difficult to visualizo John D.
Rockefeller at eighty the world’'s first
billionaire.

Finally negotiations were opened
with the Russian government which
were successful a few weeks ago when
the countess went to Vienna and re-
ceived her daughter from her. hus-
band, who placed the child in her
arms. Mr. and Mrs. McCormick fol-
lowed the countess to Vienua to re-
turn with her.

He pointed eut that the discovery ot
radium has entirely altered the aspect
of one-ot the most interesting geolo-
gical problems, that of the age of the
earth. Scientists, le said, had been
“foreed to abandon Lord Kelvin's esti-
mate -, based on the theory that the
‘. earth’'s crust is cooling at a uniform

‘ rate due.to the exhaustion of interior’

heat--that the age of the planet is less |

+ than 700 million years. It has furnished
another' method, however, by which it
is possible to determine the age of a

. rock: by measuring the amount of

helium gas it gives off during a cer-

tain period: :

“The nmew discoveries made in phy-
sics in the last few years/’ President
Thomson concluded, “and the ideas
and- potentialities suggested by them,
have had the effect upon the workers
in that subject akin to that produced
in literature by the Renaissance.« It
has quite dispelled the pessimistic feel-
ing, not.uncommon at that time (20
years' ago), that all the interesting
sixings had. been discovered, and all
&hat was left ‘wasg to alter a decimal or
two in the physical constant.”

_ZOOLIGICAL SECTION.

A plea for more perfectly organized
wark by zoologists to protect the rap-
idly disappearing fauna of the world,
was, made by A. B. Shipley, president
ot tha Zoological seetion. Dr. Ship-
ley is a Fellow of the Royal Society,
& Cambridge M.A., and the holder of
tite degree of Honerary Doctor of Sci-
erice from Princeton! “Species,” he

eclared, “are disasppearing from the
globe at a greater rate than even the
#n0st ardent mutationist claims they
dre appearing. To mention the most
§triking cases: The Buropean beaver
has almost gone, though a few linger

around the periphery of the conti-
nént. “Norway, the lower Danube,
fastern and Arctic Russia still harbor
thert, and a very few are said still to
inhabit thé Rhine and the Rhone, The
[Turopean bison is now represented by

few wild. specimens in the Cauca-

sus. The American bison is reduced,
and that by the deliberate and calcu-
lated action of man, to a few herds
mwost carefully preserved. by govern-—
ment; the largest of these, containing
some 600 heads, is now at the National
Park at Wainwright.

struction of . the . fur-seal, which
threatens soon to be complete.- - The
Greenland sealing is.almost a thingof
the past. ; i

Dr.. Shipley said that big game was
rapidly disappearing from Afrnica.
Many districts of Australia, he assert-
ad, have been almost entirely cleared
of their native animals during a
period of only thirty years.

Although 324,000- different species have
been described and . catalogued, Dr.

Shipley said that the museums of the *

world are unable to cope with the
material at hand, new specimens being
brought to them faster than they can
be classified. He urged that men of
scientific training or at least of scien-
tific sympathies be given places in the
government. :

“The business man,” the speaker
concluded, “always on the outlook for
a dividend, has sometimes complained
that some of our inquiries do not seem
to him practical, but he must have
patience and faith. A few years ago
no knowledge could seem so uscless to
the practical man, no research more
futile than that which sought to dis-
tinguish between one species of a gnat
or  tick and another; yet today we
know that this knowledge has ren-
dered it possible to open up Africa and
cut the Panama canal,”

_AGRICULTURE.

Both advice and warning are given
the farmers of Canadg and the United
States by Major P, G. Craigie, chair-
man of the sub-section on agriculture,
He said in part:

“One caution T feel it my duty to
¥ive as a nractical rather than a sci-
entific agriculturist. Whatever won-
ders are offered in the way of manurial
adjuncts or mechanical contrivances do
not - let our advisers overlook the para-
mount consideration of the cost which
the newer systems may involve. For
the extensive farming of a young coun-
trv it is above all requisite to remem-
ber that expensive methods of cultiva-
tion are not as feasible as the intensive
husbandry of old settled regions.
Hopefully as we may wait on the
chemists’s help, I confess that, for my
own part, I incline still mooe condid-
ently .to the botanist, under whose
aegis 6t protection agriculture has this
yvear been ‘placed by the decision of the
authorities. The producer of new and

GEOGRAPHICAL,

“T doubt if there has ever been a year
in which more important additions to
geographical knowledge héve . . been
made than those resulting from the.
jourfieys of Dr. Sven Hodin, Dr. Stein
and Lieutenant Shackleton,” said Col.
Sir Duncan Johnston, K. . C. M. G., C.
B, R. E, F. R. G. S.,.F. G. 8, the pre-
sident of the geographical section., “At
first . sight,” he continued, “it would
seem that these great journeys belie-
the opinion so often- expressed of "late
years that the days of the explorer are
numbered, and that in future geograph-
ers will have to deal with surveys
rather than. {vith exploration; but, in
fact, these splendid achievements only
strengthen this opinion. These explor-
| ers have considerably reduced the com-
' paratively small area still to be ex-
: plored, and other expeditions are help-
ing to diminish the unexplored area.

“Among those which are in progress
I may mention the following: Col. Koz-
lof's expedition to Hongolia, which
has already visited Kuku 'Nor: and
| which is exploring the upper course Of
the Huang Ho and other parts of Mon-
golia. Lieut., Boyd Alexander is ex-
ploring in: West Africa. The Duke of
the Abruzzi is investigating part of
the mountainous region across our In-
dian frontier; Dr. Longstaff is explor-
ing another part: of that. mountain
system; Capt. R. E. Peary, U. 8. A,
and Capt. E. Mikkelsen are leading
expeditions in different parts of the
Arctic regions, and M. Charcot is ex-
ploring in the Antarctic Circle, Last-
ly, an important British expedition
will start before long to explore part
of the Island of New Guinea, One of
the largest still unexplored’la_nﬂ areas.
There are other expeditions, either in
progress or projected, too numerous to
mention.” ; e

CHEMICAL - ' . i
Professo~ H. E. Armstrong, Ph.D.,
LL.D., F.R.S., president of the Cheini-
cal Section, regretted the growing
tendency toward premature an-
notincement of incipient . or alleged
sclentific discoveries. “We have heen
living in a time of .sensational dis-
covery,” he said—'in’ a period when
advertisement is favored and the de-
sire for notoriety ‘tmpant. Unhappily
that caution which appeared to be re-
garded as a priceless prerogative of
the scientific worker in the earlier
part of the last century, is no longer
our recoznized watchword.”
Dr.-Armistrong declared his faith in
the progress of chemistry . towar
solving the problems of life and sex.
He found  ault with present condi-
tions of -ociety which, he said, place

today more than -ever encéuraged’
what has been done in many lands of
late in this direction to suit the crop
to its environment. Nothing could be
a greater boon to the wheat farmers,
handicapped by ‘a short ‘and irregular
‘supply of summer warinth, and the oc-
casional but often untimely’ invasion
of the frost fiend, then the production
of varieties of wheat at once prolifiic
and early ripening,and suited to the re-
latively scanty moisture of semi-arid
regions.

“It is no use to treat the vast terri-
tories you have at your.-disposal as if
they were a mere wheat mine to be
exploited in all haste ahd without re-
gard’to its permanence and its future
profitable development. It 1s unwise to
proceed as if bread were the only item
of food requiring attention at your
hands, and to regard a spasmodic rush
of grain for & limited number of .years
from a poorly tilled surface as the only
way to profitable returns. The stale
maxim of not carrying all your eggs in
one basket has a very profound truth
to rest upon. The farming of the fu-
turez must ultimately be one of more
careful tillage, more sclentific rota-
tions, and of consideration for the
changes in the grouping of population
and in the world-wide conditions of
man and his varying wants. What is
going on all over the world has to be
learned and studied well, and wheat
ploneers of the Northwest must net
forget the possibility of yet new ¢on-
petitors arising in the single task of
wheat growing, whether they arge to be
looked for in the still developing sec-
tions of the Russian empire and the
still open levels of Argentina, the.little
known regions of Manchuria, the basin
of the Tigris and Euphrates, the more
completely irrigated plains of India,
the tablelands of Central Afriea, or
perhaps under new conditions and a
more developed control of the reserves
of water supply on the southern shores
of the Mediterranean or even in the
long tilled valley of the Nile.
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“Those who presumably are the ﬁt-'
test,’” he said, “are falling to contri-
bute .in proper proportien to the per-
petuation of their race. - The - condi-
{ tion of . affairs: today affords a most
striking: ~xemplification of the slow-
ness with: which civilized nations are
learning to appreciate the lessons of
science.” .

“No problem gan compare “iin - im+
portance with that of the future of
our race. Not only do we encourage
deterforation at the lower end of the
scale of intelligence .~ . we are
now through our system of education
courting fallure 8180 at the upper end::
Herbert Spencer forcibly drew atten-
tion many years ago to the tendency
which the development of individuali-
ty must have to depress fertility ‘and
to the evil effects of severe mental
labor on women especially” It has
been stated that in the United States
of America the higher education: of
girls has been proved to sterilize
them. The most disquieting feature
of the times is the revolt of women
against their womankind and their
claim to be on an equality with man
and to compete with men  in every
way. There should be no question of
equality raised; when; comparison is
made between - complemehtary factors

the question of equality @ees not and
kannpt come into consideration. It is

lear that should the struggle arise—
and it is to be feared that it is coming
upon us—there can be but one issue:
Women must fail, and in failing must
cairy man to her destruction.”

Pr. White diseussed the subject 'of
transportation, and civil and other
branches cof engineering from. the
particular standpoint of Canada amd
the British colonies. The great .pro-
lem today in Canada, he said, is that
of providing cheap transportation of
her agricultural, mineral and _forest
products from the interior to the
geas, and 86 to the markets of the
world.. “Apart from gm deveélop~
mwent the one united Domijmion must
have remained a dream.”

“The most. important system of.in-
land navigation whith. Canada Ppos-
sesses is primarily due to the exis-
tence of the Great Lakes and the St.
Lawrence River; but the utilization
of these naturlal advantages and the
ecnstruction of a continuous navig-
able channel from the sea to the héad
of Lake Superfor is due to the work
of engincers.” -

IGELANDERS WAR
ON TUBERGULOSIS

New Sanitarium for Patlents Now Being
Gonstructed on the Island.

LONDON, Aug. 28—Tourists in Ice-
land during the present season might
pay a profitable visit to the new sani-
tarium for consumptive patients which
is now in course of construction and is
to be opened next year.

According to a British -onsular re-
port, the site is about two miles from
Reykjavik (the capital), and is situat-
ed “in the most healthy surroundings
that could be obtained.” The inception
of the idea of establizhing the institu-
tion is in itself calculated to excite
sympathetie interest.

As medieal statistics showed that this
dread disease was on the Increase In
the island, the Icelandic Odd, Fellows
took the. injtiative in the matter - by
forming a Soclety for the Prevention
of Tuberculosis in the autumn of 1906,
and met with immediate success, By a
general contribution al] over.the coun-
try a sum of 30,000 to .40,000 kroner
(about 18 kroner 'equal an . England
pcund) has been raised, the Icelandic
treasury gydranteed 150,000 kroner’to-
ward the erectlon of’a house, and the
Althing (Parliamient) has granted 16,000
kroner toward the cost of Mmainten-
ance,

The total initial eost of the institu-
tion, including ‘furnishing, for fifty or
sixty patients, - is estimated at not
more than 180,000 to 200,000 kroner.
Thus the inauguration and mainten-
ance of this beneficient scheme may be
considered assured.
