been vested i the Crown, and the subordination
of the grest Body of the clérgy hay necessarily
connected then with the throne, the prineiple
of toleration shapes all things. The ecelesias-
tical coustitgtion excludes all violence to other
diseiplines; allows every division of religious
opinion 1o take its owd way; and even suffers
Popery, with sl ite hostility, to take its own way
—to have ite churched and chapels, its public ser-
vieed, itg discipline, and all formaliities, however
alien and abnogious, which it deems important o
ite existence.

None fomiliar ®ith vhe history of Popery can
deubt that its principles are diréctly the reverse—
that it toleraierd no other reéligion; thay it suffers
na ather religious constitution ; (hat where the tree
of Popery lifte ite irank dnd spreads its branches,
all freedom of epinion withers in its shade.

Rome, by an wsnrgation unexampled even ia the
wildest periedy of Rewibenisr, idsists on seiziog
that which is whelly beyond human evizare—the
condeicnce; demands that waiformity of opinion
whicll it wad never within the competency of man
to enforee on man; and punighes man by the dan-
geon, evnfidention, and death, for feelinge which
he can no mere con'rol, and for trathe which he
csn Mo mora gontrovert, thag the movements of
the gtars.
