The Jesse Hart was badly battered 
when she arrived here today.

Capt. Carter's 
vessel was towed by the Acushnet 
from Greatpoint. Nantucket, where he 
had anchored her Thursday night, af­

In his efforts to undo the havoc 
of Thursday night's storm. Captain

sunken schooners Abbie G. Cole and 
8. A. Fownes, who were aboard the 
Gresham when she arrived today, 
had saved the abandoned schooner 
Stephen G. Loud, which she had towed 
for twenty four hours, and had res­
cued the schoner N. H. Ayer, and its 
crew, bringing them safely into port 
yesterday at Provincetowm. The 
only loss of life in all the Grasham’s 
cruise was on the schooner Ixmd, the 
mascot of which a pig, was the only 
living thing on the vessel after it 
was abandoned by ils crew. The 
pig was found in the Loud's hold to­
day drowned.

With the Immigrants.
Some fear that should we change 

the name of the church and fi*om 
large church with a name common to 
all we would cut ourselves free from 
affiliation with churches In other parts 
of the world. \W are told that immi­
grants coming from lands across the 
sea will forthwith form Presbyterian 
Methodist and Congregational church 
es, inscead of becoming 
the church which is the union of tbe 
three. Those who so reason overesti­
mate the place that denominational- 
ism holds in the lives of Christian 
people today. In our own city people 
frequently pass from one church to 
another in the same denomination, 
while we are told immigrants who ar­
rive in the west sometimes decide 
on the church which they shall 
attended by the popularity of the min­
ister or the general attractiveness of 
the church, rather than by past affili­
ation, the Presbyterian frequently be­
coming a Methodist and the Methodist 
a Presbyterian. To the majority of the 
immigrants, names mean little, and 
the immigration chaplain informs us 
that when he asks if they are Pres­
byterians he. frequently receives the 
reply, "No. they belong to the Free 
Church or the Established Church of 
Scotland." not knowing that these 
are but branches of the Presbyterian 
Church. To the majority of thoughtful 
people today Christianity is a broader 
thing than any one denomination and 
the majority of 
sigh of relef when the old walls of 
separation reared upon the dogmas 
and feuds of the past which have of­
ten meant so much of misunderstand­
ing and jealousy and bitterness, have 
forever crumbled into dust.

Many naturally ask what effect an 
organic union would have upon the 
present status of our own congrega­
tion? Would It bring revolutionary 
changes into our individual congre- 
ations? Where a congregation is 
self-supporting (as with most of the 
St. John churches) it would not affect 
the congregation In th<* least, except

Work Completed.
They have now completed their 

work, having unanimously agreed up­
on a basis of union in regard to doc­
trine, polity, the ministry and the 
administration cf the funds. The spir­
it of concord from the first has been 
so marked that the members of the 
committee felt they were being un­
doubtedly guided by the Divine spir­
it. Some of the members who entered 
the negotiations in a spirit cf compar­
ative indifference or even hostility to 
organic union have been so impress­
ed by the unanimity manifested that 
they have become enthusiastic sup­
porters of this great union movement. 
When these three branches of the 
church of God seek to unite their 
forces for larger work in the future, 
they are but moving in harmony 
with the spirit of the age. for every­
where the separate regiments of the 
army are being reunited. In 1875, the 
different branches of the Presbyterian 
Church in Canada were welded into 
one body.

In 1900, two of the great churches 
of Scotland which were also two of 
the mightiest churches in the world, 
the I'nlted Presbyterian and Free 
Church were united. The converging 
of the hundreds of ministers from 
the two hails In Edinburgh, and the 
marching together to the great as­
sembly meeting of the new church 
was one of the moat Impressive sights 
I Itave ever seen.

This, however, is an entire 
misconception of the union as plan­
ned by the committee. Any union 
between individual congregations will 
be the- result of negotiation between 
the separate congregations subsequent 
to the larger union. Some ask then: 
What is the significance of the union? 
What parts of the work are to be 
united? In answer to that it may be 
stated: There would be a union of 
the Presbytery with coresponding 
boards in the other churches, a union 
of the Synod with other similar bod­
ies, a union of the General Assembly 
with the General Conferences of other 
churches, a union of the colleges In 
the same city, and a union of all home 
and foreign missionary work. For 
instance, in Montreal, where there are 
three distinct colleges, supported by 
each of the denominations, there 
would naturally result ihe one great 
college. In the Home* Mission Field 
where two or three ministers are at 
present working in the* one small dis­
trict for the ■advancement of his own 
particular denomination, only one 
would enter the field, and the others 
would be set free for needful work 
In other parts. In the. Fore ign Mis­
sionary work, instead of so many 
different sects making It difficult for 
the natives to understand the signifi­
cance of our separate churches, each 
professing allegiance to one Divine 
Ix>rd. there would be a united front 
under the one great leader to the op­
posing wall of superstition and dark­
ness. At the world-wide conference 
on missions held in Edinburgh last 
June, the members were ever ringing 
the changes on the one note—"The 
need of greater unity in the Christian 
church."
