MAJORITY OF VICTIMS

Indiscriminate Destruction of
Property Main Object of
Raiders who Awvoided the
Inland Towns.

London, Aug. 9—German airships
raided the east coast of England and
the southeast coast of Scotland early

ay, accornding to an official state-
ment issued by the war office.

The raiders did not penetrate far
inland, but dropped & number of
bombs in variots localities near the
coast.

Correspondents. im the distriots vis-
ited by the Zeppeling telegraph that
the airships flew at a great helight.
They were subjected to a very heavy
fire from antiaircraft gunms, which
compelled them to make a hasty re-
treat.

One airship dropped twenty and an-
other fifteen incendiary bombs, some
of which fell into the gea. ° As on all
recent ralds, many of the bombs fell
on open ground or into the water as
the airships were making off.

Kept Near the Sea,

The official statement is as follows:

“The eastern coast of the United
Kingdom was raided by hostile air
ships this morning, between 12.30 and
2.30 o'clock. The east and northeast
coast districts were visited by ralders
at widely distant points, more or less
simultaneously. The attack was car-
ried out by the enemy by single ships
or by pairs of ships. Independent ob-
servers of the ralders estimate their
numbers variously at between seven
and ten.

“None of the airships ventured
more than a few miles inland, except
in the extreme north. The attack
seems to have been solely directed
against towns situated on the coast.
Indiseriminate destruction of property
seems to have been the main object
of the raid. Anti-aircraft guns came
into action at four places and seem
to have been successful in nearly
every case in driving off the raiders.
One raider was pursued several miles
to sea by one naval aeroplane,

Bombs Fell Wide,

“In view of the action of the guns
and the apparent uncertainty of the
movement of the airships, it is not sur-
prising that the enemy failed to at-
tain his end. The bombs mostly fell
wide of thelr mark, BException must
be made in the case of one northeast-
ern town, where the following casual-
ties have now been reported: One man
dled of shock, two men and three chil-
dren were killed ard four men and
five women and three children were
injured. In another northeastern town
orie man, one woman and three boys
were injured, The total damage
amounted to four houses partly burn-

To obtain the funds with which to pay
off the bank, the directors recom-
mend that the preferred shareholders
holding stock of a par value of $500,
be asked to subscribe to an issue of
bonds of six per cent., bonds of a par
value of $250,000 at 75. They will be
asked to take bonds to an extent of
half their preferred stock. A resolu-
tion to this effect was adopted, and the
shareholders will be asked to come
to the rescue of their company “¥
taking up proportionate amounts of
the bonds. Otherwise it would ap
pear, if the company is liquidated
now, the shareholders will lose thelr
entire investment. The company’s
plant cost an actual expenditure of
nearly $500,000, and it is in first class
condition, and —it 1is caplialized at
$500,000 in preferred shares and $500.-
000 in common.

oW WHALE
IN HARBOR
LAST WEEK

West St. John Fishermen
Saw Giant Fish Almost
Opposite LCast Side Ferry
Dock.

Fishermen from West St. John were
treated to a rather unusual sight in
the harbor last Thursday afternooa,
when a large white whale made its ap-
pearance among them. Speaking of
the occurrence yesterday George
Fawcett, a fisherman from the West
Bnd, informed a Standard reporter
that he, with other fishermen, wit-
nessed it. Mr. Fawcett says that they
were all tending their nets in the
harbor where they were drifting for
salmon, when suddenly in the mid-
dle of the harbor, and almost oppo-
site the east side ferry docks, th's
large white, or light grey whale made
its appearance on the surface. It
showed about twenty feet of its back
out of water. Fred Silliphant and his
fishing mate Rolston, started toward
the whale in their motor boat. The
whale then started down the harbor
at great gpeed showing now and again
as it plunged through the water. It
continued out of the harbor and intd
the bay and has not been seen since.
