The number of known dead an­
nounced late today by Captain Wil­
helm, vice-president and general 
ager of the company, after a fairly 
complete canvass of the lists 
ployes and the victims, was placed at 
116, and of these fifty-two had been 
identified.

The present belief that the explo­
sion was deliberate on the part of a 
fanatic, or an employe, who believed 
he was doing a patriotic duty for a 
foreign nation now at war, is shared 
by Alba B. Johnson, president of the 
Baldwin Locomotive Works, which 
owns the buildings occupied by the 
Eddystone Ammunition Corporation, 
and Samuel M. Vaucklain, president of 
the corporation, were caused by a 
bomb or time clock. Mr. Vaucklain as­
serted the act was “one of some malic­
iously Inclined person or persons.”

German Arrested.
Of the arrests made today, the most 

alarming on the face of It, was that of 
Frank Miller, a German, 46 years of 
age, in Camden, N. J. He was taken in 
custody by the police after a 
tion he had held with a waitress in a 
restaurant which was overheard by 
former Judge French and Judge Lloyd. 
They understood Miller to remark that 
he was a German inspector, employed 
at the Eddystone plant, and that “it 
was a shame for the German-Ameri- 
cans to be blamed for the explosion.”

Mrs. Annie Keating, of Trenton, N. 
J., today told federal officials In that 
city that she had found in a railroad 
station at Philadelphia, on March 14, 
a letter addressed to “N.K." in which 
the writer said “all ready to blow up 
Eddystone. Send us help.”

On a sheet of white paper, she said, 
there was a rough sketch of the Phllsr 
deplhia navy yard and the Delaware 
river, and a plan of Chester, Pa. The 
notes contained the signatures of two 
foreigners, Mrs. Keating said.

Chester, Pa., April 1L—A statement 
today by a high official of the Eddy­
stone Ammunition Corporation placed 
the blame of yesterday's disastrous 
explosion, the yrorst in the history of 
the state, on a disloyal employe, who 
Is thought to have sacrificed his life 
with the 116 known dead, most of 
whom were girls and young women.

Authorities Active.
This amaslng development late today 

spurred-on the investigations of the 
catastrophe already under way by 
federal, state, county and local offic­
ials and officers of the company. Nu­
merous suspects were rounded up here, 
in Philadelphia and Villanova, Penna., 
and in Camden, N. J.. and in each case 
the disposition of the prisoners was 
placed In the hands ef agents of the 
department of justice at Philadelphia. 
The arrests, so far, however, have fur­
nished no tangible clue to the perpetra­
tor of the alleged plot

In Artillery Formation.
The attack was pushed in artillery 

formation along the north bank» of the 
Scarpe, which river was, crossed in 
the neighborhood of Roeux.

The statement of the company’s re­
sponsible representative, who declined 
to permit the use of Ids name, said the 
tragedy "was the result of a diabolical 
plot, conceived in the degenerate brain 
of a demon in human disguise," and 
that the triple explosion was due to a 
bomb manufactured from a shell by 
one of the employes. Beyond this in 
formation the official refused to dis­
close further details which would tend 
to more thoroughly make clear the ex­
act cause of the disaster.

It is known, however, that federal 
agents are tonight concentrating their 
efforts at running the clue to the ex­
planation of the explosion from this 
angle. It Is pointed out by those fa­
miliar with the explosives manufac­
tured at the plant that It would have 
been possible for a workman to carry 
on a plot in the midst of unsuspecting 
employes, particularly the women en­

Washington, April Oil.—Major-Gen­

eral Geo. W. Goethals, builder of the 
Panama Canal, was formally requested 
by President Wilson today to take 
charge pf the building of 1,000 wooden 
ships for foreign commerce.

Increase of overseas tonnage Is re­
garded as an Imperative need to defeat 
the German submarine campaign and 
keep up the flow of supplies to the En­
tente Allies, consequently the greatest 
Importance is attached to the plans of 
the shipping board for building wooden 
ships, which have been approved by 
the president and the council of na­
tional defense.

The entire resources of available 
shipbuilding yards are to be used for 
the purpose.

The shipping board has <60,000,000 
at its disposal for the construction and 
purchase of vessels, and It Is estimat­
ed that, beginning early in thé fail, 
ships at the rate of .200,000 tons a 
month can be turned out In 1016 the 
United States had .*00,000 tons of ships 
in the (trans-Atlantic trade.

The use of German merchant ships 
now in American harbors will add ap­
proximately 600,000 tons to the supply 
of the United States. Estimates are 
now being made on the cost of repair­
ing the damaged machinery of these 
vessels.

STATEMENT GOOD.
To Young Texan Belongs the 

Honor of First Carrying the 
Stars and Stripes Into Battle 
in Europe.

London, April 11, via Reuter’s Otta­
wa Agency—Appalling revelations of 
the systematic brutality of German 
women of the Red Cross towards Brit­
ish wounded have been made to. the 
Berne correspondent of the Times by 
scores of British soldiers, of aH ranks, 
released from German prison camps. 
On the long journey of the British 
wounded through Germany it was the 
common amusement of these women 
to tempt our men, who were in the 
last extremity of hunger and thirst, 
by holding out food and drink to try 
and make them snatch at It. and then 
withdrawing it. Many of the wound­
ed! begging for water, had coffee, 
water and soup tendered to them, and 
then at the last moment the gentle 
nurse would spit in the cup or glass, 
frequently the wounded had to drink 
the defiled stuff, while the women 
looked on and laughed.

Oases of physical maltreatment of 
British wounded by German nurses 
were just as common and systematic 
as the refusal to give them nourish­
ment. The nurses not only refused 
to attend to British wounded, but 
regularly insulted and spat on them. 
Frequently they even struck or kick­
ed a bandaged limb in order to give 
pain.

“If,” says the Times, "the German 
Red Cross is merely a branch of Ger­
man militarism it has prostituted Its 
sacred sign, shamed its name, and 
forfeited all right to be regarded as 
an organisation of humanity.”

■'The position disclosed to the im­

perial war cabinet may be briefly stat­
ed as follows : The machines which we 
are turning out today are equal, if not 
superior, to any the Germans have 
hitherto produced, and are being pro­
duced at a rapidly increasing rate, the 
details of which it would be unwise to 
give.

Panama have declared themselves in 
favor of war against Germany and in­
timates that the republics named are 
so small that It matters little which 
side of the war question they espouse.

On the general principle that "every 
little helps” the jest Is lll-tlmed. It 
is quite true that Cuba and Panama 
do not bring prospect of great military 
or naval weight to be thrown against 
the Huns but. at least, they voice the 
repugnance with which all the nations 
of the new world regard the German 
government and the ambitions of the 
Hohenzollems.

Aside from this they can be of prac­
tical value inasmuch as their harbors 
will no longer provide safe anchorage 
for German craft In the case of Cuba 
prompt action was taken in the way 
cf seizing German vessels in Cuban 
ports while Panama will probably fol­
low suit.

This war has now reached a stage 
where every accession to the ranks 
of the Entente Allies will serve to 
deepen the impression on the German 
mind that the world would never per­
mit the Teutonic cause to triumph. 
Cuba and Panama have simply placed 
themselves on record as subscribing 
to such a doctrine. Their assistance 
may not be of great military or naval 
importance but as an indication that 
they are in accord with the principles 
for which the Allies are contending 
their decision is of some value.

BEATING THE SUBMARINE.

The official report from London for 
the week ending April 8th shows that 
in that period seventeen British mer­
chant vessels of more than 1,600 tons, 
were sunk, while of the smaller ves­
sels two were sunk. In the same time 
2,40(6 vessels of all sizes arrived at 
British ports and 2,367 sailed from 
those ports. The total arrivals and 
sailings was 4,773 and of these nine­
teen were lost. This Is less than one- 
half of one per cent, and illustrates 
fully how completely the German pol­
icy of unrestricted submarine warfare 
has failed to exercise any appreciable 
effect upon Britain’s shipping.

Britain is beating the submarine, and 
heating It so rapidly and completely 
that its power as a factor in the war 
has passed. Germany has gained noth­
ing by its use—or Its abuse—for there 
can be no denial of the statement that 
legitimately used as an engine of war 
and against combatant ships the sub­
marine has a place. The Huns feared 
to use their precious U-boats against 
the vessels of the British navy, but 
instead sent them forth like evil 
things to prey upon helpless merchant 
vessels and hospital ships. This pol­
icy proved her own undoing, for it 
alienated her from the sympathy of ifte 
neutral world and was the most pow­
erful factor in arraying the United 
States and other American republics 
against her.

Not long ago an Amsterdam paper 
published the admission that if Ger­
many failed fn her submarine pro­
gramme she was indeed ruined. She 
has failed. The inevitable result fore­
casted in Amsterdam has been hasten­
ed by that failure.

Montreal, April 11—Reports receiv­
ed at Grand Trunk Pacific headquar­
ters, from Superintendent Kirkpat­
rick, at Jasper, tell of remarkable vis­
its to the railway line of large herds 
of moose.

A very heavy fall of enow between 
McBride and Prince George, British 
Columbia, on the main line of the 
Grandi Trunk Pacific, made it very dif­
ficult for moose and caribou to find 
feed. With the surrounding country 
covered with a mantle of snow ten 
feet deep, the animals came down to 
the railway track, and the operating 
man had considerable difficulty in 
getting them off the right-of-way.

"When teasing over the line with 
the snow plow,’’ writes Supt. Kirk­
patrick, ‘T: personally counted over 
fifty moose fn different places on the 
track, and we had to delay trains to 
avoid IrilHo* them. We did kill six 
dr seven hnoose. but this was unavoid­
able es the animals ran some distance 
ahead of the trains then turned and 
diarged the engine. There were some 
very humorous as well as painful in­
cidents- Two buck moose ran ahead 
of our snow plow for about two miles, 
finally turned and charged the plow at 
full speed. The moose were not lclll- 

■ ed. however, as the snow from the 
pial* picked them up and threw them

MAKING A NATION
OF ORPHAN TOTS.

London, April 11—An American Bel­
gian relief worker just returned from 
the scene of active administration pf 
relief to the Belgians in the-occupied 
portion of their country brings a new 
and heartrending version of the de­
portations which have been carried 
on in Belgium by the German occu-

‘‘There never was a more dreaded, 
hated, word than that of ‘Kom- 

mandantur’ among these stricken peo­
ple." says this woman. “In the dark­
est days of the world when slavery 
was rife and when imprisonment was 
the penalty for the slightest offeree 
or for no offence at all there were 
never powers existing so absolute as 
those of the dreaded1 and feared Ger­
man head of the Belgian communes 
today.

"The deportations are perhaps the 
most serious thing that has happened 
to^the Belgian nation since the war 
started. This is not so much because 
of the immediate result 
that is serious—as through the fact 
that Germany is creating a nation of 
orphans. Pothers and mothers are 
torn from children and the little ones 
are forced to shift for themselves. 
These tiny tots, many of them unable 
to care at all for their own comforts, 
may never see their parents again. '

"These are the children the Belgian 
relief committee must care for. We 
must provide lor them in their mis­
ery. their sickness, their hungei^- 
yes. and even in the terrible death 
from starvation that comes to many 
of them. There are thousands and 
thousands of them making an appeal 
to us and to those people in Canada

an appeal that none could refuse 
could they but realize their condition. 
The Belgian'relief committee ia active 
in its work in Canada and its offices 
at 59 SL Peter street, Montreal, are 
open for the receipt of all the assist­
ance that it Is possible to give. Every 
cent every gift available Is needed. 
Then there is the relief committee in 
your town ready to receive your help 
and rush It on to these starving tots.”

The city of Fredericton proposes 
to increase the seating tax from 2V4 
cents per month (30 cents a year) to 
10 cents per month or $1.20 per year. 
This is, a house seating 450 will have 
to pay over $540 a year. The exhibi­
tors claim that this is a prohibitive 
tax and- will drive thorn out of the 
business entirely. This truly is a 
heavy burden laid on the New Bruns­
wick theatre manager. In this coun- 

a cer- try there Is no travelling patronage 
such as is found in larger centres in 
Canada and American cities. We 
have no suburban traffic via electric 
lines either. In fact the high cost of 
films, the increase of wages, the high 
cost of all kinds of supplies is falling 
more on film men than on almost any 
other business.

Fredericton cannot he considered 
an urban community. Its family pat­
ronage must repeat Itself 
times weekly to meet the expenses of 
the houses. I have personally known 
that many picture houses In New 
Brunswick have been declaring defi­
cits during the past winter owing to 
bad weather conditions high cost of 
films and counter patriotic attrac­
tions. So it looks as if the city fath­
ers of Fredericton have not given 
much thought or investigation to their 
proposal to increase the rates, and it 
Is hoped that the managers of that 
city have made the true state of af­
fairs very plain to the legislators.

The motion picture business seems 
to have become a chopping block for 
tax boosters for some time past and 
it would not be surprising if managers 
had to take some serious steps to off­
set these demands. In St. John the 
rate on houses similar to the Freder­
icton theatres ranges from $75 to 
$120 per year, while the capital city 
council wants to exact over $450.

A small flock in yoiir back yard will 
go far to keep you supplied with eggs, 
broilers and roasters.

How to go 
about it

DUY eggs for hatching or day-old 
u chicks; borrow or buy a broody 
hen or an artificial brooder. A 
•letted packing-box will house the 
ben and chicks. Feed the chick» 
bread crumbe eoaked in milk and 
squeezed dry. Feed five time» a 
day, alternating with prepared 
chick feed, only as much as they 
will eat up clean. Remember that 
a hungry chick la a healthy chick.

CAUTION: Chicks must not he 
fed until at least 48 hours old, and 
then only sparingly.

If you can, start now with 
efige or chicks; if not. arrange 
at once with the local poultry 
association for pullets in the 
fall.
