Paris, March 20.—(By the Immolât 
ed Preen.)—Persistent rumors that all 
Europe la on the verge of a financial 
collapse are not justified by the facto, 
a prominent American financial expert, 
who baa been engaged for many

He predict­
ed that England will be stronger v "It- 
In a year than ever before, because of 
bar unusual commercial enterprise, 
and the courage with which she meets 
her debts by taxstlon.

Greet Britain, with a war debt oi | 
140,000,000,000, the financier added, la 
In a situation comparing favorably 
with her debt and per capita wealth al 
the conclusion of the Napoleonic wars.
The Allies owe Great Britain between 
nine billion and ten billion dollars 
The financier estimated that only 
about four billion of the twenty bil­
lions of dollars invested abroad bv 
Englishmen before the war had been 
disposed of.

Discussing France, the financier said 1 
that the situation was -unsatisfactory 
because the government does not levy 
a heavy enough taxatldn. and, conse­
quently, the monied clueses have more 
money than ever before, whUe the 
government le nearly bankrupt. The 
courage of Italy In levying heavier 
taxes than France, he continued, had 
helped her situation, but, with the ex­
haustion of her | -osent foreign cred­
its within six. months, the eltuatlon 
may become serious.

attending the peace conference, took 
a flying trip to the Canadian corps' 
headquarters In Belgium, travelling by 
rail to Lille, and from there by auto­
mobile across the frontier to Jodolgr.e, 
whore the headquarters aro located.

They then travelled the country 
over which the Canadians had fought 
on their way towards Mon* ftkt 
autumn and arrived at Cambrai early 
In tho afternoon Later in the day 
thoy visited Bàpaume, Courcelette and 
other famous battlefields in the 
Somme district. Anally arriving at 
Albert and proceeding thence to 
Amiens and Paris.

During their visit they were guided 
and accompanied by Sir Arthur Currie 
and Canadian generals.

He would like to ask them 
if the promise made in that plank had 
been fulfilled. Had they reduced the 
number of officials and cut down ex­
penses so as to avoid direct taxa­
tion? He claimed that they had not 
carried out that pledge. He had been 
accused by the honorable minister of 
public works of having used material 
in his speech on the address which 
should have been deferred until the 
delivery of the budget. Hé bad since 
consulted Boumiout on the subject 
and had found that the stand he, (Mur­
ray) had taken was absolutely correct. 
The honorable minister of public 
works had stated that aU accounts for 
the fiscal yeâr were charged up to that 
year, and would be found in the comp­
troller general’s report. The honor­
able provincial secretary-treasurer had 
told of a new system introduced by the 
government which showed 
and disbursements on one page of the 
report, and he had asked honorable 
members not to confuse that state­
ment with the consolidated revenue 
and expenditure statement as publish­
ed in the Royal Gazette after the close 
of the fiscal year. He wished to point 
out that, m the statement which had 
appeared in the Royal Gazette the gov­
ernment had claimed a surplus of 
$30,000, and their newspapers, under 
glaring headlines, had referred to it as 
the achievement of a businesslike ad­
ministration. That surplus had pop­
ped its head over the top of the para­
pet and had then disappeared. The 
report which had since been brought 
down showed that a deficit of $134,000 
had taken its place. The honorable 
provincial secretary-treasurer wanted 
it understood that the original state­
ment only referred to cash transac­
tions, while the other statement show­
ed actual revenue and disbursements. 
He (Murray) had looked into the new 
statement and not only found it very 
confusing, but was unable tq reconcile 
it with the statement which appeared 
in the consolidated revenue accounts. 
Many items which appeared in the one 
part of the report failed to agree with 

set forth upon another page. 
For instance the item of 
duties was shown in the cash state­
ment as $90,000, while in the second 
statement there was an increase of 
$4,396.20. The item of amusement tax 
receipts
as $15,737 and the other as $16^07, 
and the same thing applied to other 
items.
down in the first statement as $791,- 
027.68 but, on reference to another 
part of the book, it was found to be 
$799,667.37, a difference of $7,829.69. 
It must be borne in mind that the ac­
counts from which he had quoted were 
supposed to reveal a correct statement 
of provincial affairs. There may be 
an explanation in regard to the mat­
ter, but it certainly was not clear to 
him. In his mind the accounts were 
confusing and he would like to have a 
further explanation from the honor­
able provincial secretary-treasurer. He 
did not think that the statements as 
published were in keeping with the 
platform of his honorable friends op­
posite. Last session they had passed 
a bill dealing with the patriotic tax to 
which they had hitched on the sum of 
$128,000 against the protests of the 
opposition. They had collected $96.- 
838.32 of that amount, and wfhat had 
they done with it? The honorable pro­
vincial secretary-treasurer had sub­
mitted the distribution of items to the 
House which showed that part of the 
money had been expended in the 
guarding o-f bridges. He claimed they 
had expended the money for political 
purposes, and had imposed direct taxa­
tion upon toe people, under the guise 
of patriotic expenditure.

CANADA'S PART. ness may be changed to a condition ol 
reiatlvely full employment if 
body steps in with orders for goods 
and for work on an important scale. 
That at least was the effect in Canada 
and the United States in 1914-15 when 
war orders came from Europe. How 
much work and how much goods need 
be ordered to set the barometer of 
business rising depends altogether, on 
local conditions. But the amount re­
quired to bring about this result need 
be but relatively small in proportion to 
the total possible output. It is clear 
that if workmen receive regular 
ployment and fair wages they will 
give orders on their own account and 
thus create a demand, the filling of 
which in turn produces further em­
ployment and regular wages. And the 
more orders for goods the business 
iran receives the greater will be his 
confidence in the future and his readi­
ness to extend his enterprise, thus 
ever increasing the circle of activity.

After all, the home market is the 
great standby of every country, and 
in the demands of our own people most 
manufacturers in every line depend foi 
tfcc bulk of their yearly business. But 
a ■ occasional stimulant Is needed in 
the shape of an outside order, and to 
the responsible governing bodies the 
niasses of the people look for that 
stimulant to be applied when and 
where it is needed.

The problems of reconstruction are 
more serious than those ot recovery 
from periodic depression, and there it 
thus every reason for the disposition 
cf public authorities to act generouslv 
in carrying out extensive programs of 
employment, so that cancellation ot 
war orders may not continue to pro­
duce a general depression and unem 
ployment in Canada. In a federal 
government announcement made some 
time ago. there is the intimation that 
large sums will be epent on railways 
aud various public works, in addition 
to many thousands of dollars for the 
improvement of roads and better houe 
iiig. These expenditures, apart alto 
geilier from the material results 
which they will produce, may be re­
garded as an insurance against unem 
ployment, and if other public bodies 
and business houses generally will 
display the same confidence in the 
future this country should get through 
the reconstruction period without 
much trouble, and be prepared to as 
sume its share ot the world business 
a little later on.

\Canada’s part In the great war Is 
concisely presented in a pamphlet 
recently issued by the Department ot 
Public Information, which is filled 
from cover to cover with statistics 
covering every phase ot this country’s 
activity. As a matter of record, and 
•ot the information of the people gen 
erotly, The Standard desires to present 
some of these facte from day to day.

MR. MURRAY’S APOLOGY.

The Provincial Secretary uses many 
vords in an unfortunate attempt to 
show that the Patriotic and War Pur­
poses Fund has been properly expend­
ed According to his own admission, 
that fund was assessed directly upon 
the people of New Brunswick for pat- 
r otic and war purposes, and this con­
tention is borne out by the fact that 
payments from that fund included 
Halifax Relief, which was undoubtedly 
a war purpose, a vote to the Hospitals 
Commission and a contribution to the 
Great War Veterans' Association. Mr. 
Murray adds to this a number of items 
for what he calls war purposes, but 
even by including everything within 
range of his intellect, he can find only 
thirty-two thousand which by any ex­
cuse whatever may be regarded as 
having been expended for patriotic and 
war purposes. The balance of sixty- 
seven thousand, according to his own 
admission, was used for labor and 
materials for different services of the 
Government. He states that this In 
c'eased cost was brought about by the 
war, but there were no services of the 
Government, apart from those Items 
mentioned, which had any connection 
with the war. If there had been, Mr. 
Murray would certainly have named 
them, but neither he nor any of his 
colleagues can honestly acconnt fo* 
t! at sixty-seven thousand dollars, de­
liberately taken from the people of 
New Brunswick under false pretenses 
for the purpose of inflating ordinary 
revenue account and providing against 
a tremendous deficit on the year’s op 
erations, which Mr. Murray and the 
rest knew would have to be met. His 
contention is that keeping in mind ad 
verse conditions created by the war 
he can deny improper expenditure. 
He can do nothing of the sort. He ad 
mils improper expenditure, and vainly 
tries to find excuses for dishonest tax­
ation, fc"owed by illegal outlay.

AMENDMENTS TO

Foundation to war work during 1917

dation. The amount represented more 
than half the total expenditures of the 
foundation during the two years Am­
erica was at war. The total expendi­
tures for the period In carrying on 
the purpose of the foundation “to pro­
mote the well being 
throughout the world** was $26,609,710.

The Red Cross, Y.M.C.A., KnlghU, 
of Columbus, Jewish Welfare Board 
and various foreign relief committees 
benefited generously through the foun­
dation. The report shows that the 
following amounts were contributed : 
United War Work Fund, $2,514,700; Y. 
M. C. A., $3,846,000; Knights of Col­
umbus, $200,000; Y. W. C. A., $650,- 
000; Jewish Welfare Committee, $100,- 
000; War Camp Community Service, 
$246,000, and American Red Cross, 
$8,096,968.

The expenditures for war work were 
apportioned to camp and community 
welfare, medical research and relief 
and humanitarian aid. The amount 
spent for those purposes In 1917 was 
almost doubled In 1918. The Ameri­
can Red Cross received the largest 
contribution of any organisation. The

that amount, $500,000, was spent in 
fighting tuberculosis in France. Medi­
cal education and research received 
$6,049,202. Various philanthropies de­

It has evolved a type of machine 
adapted to the carrying of a bulk car­
go and goon will submit specifications 
to private manufacturers for bids. But 
the postal officials are not disposed 
to enter the fields of airplane design 
and experimenting on the same scale 
as the military and naval air service, 
taking the view that in a short time 
the use of aeroplanes for transporta­
tion will become so general that the 
needs of the Post Office Department 
will be met by private enterprises.

The conviction prevails generally 
that a uniform policy must be worked 
out and that the time has come when 
the government must take a hand in 
the direction and control of air traffic. 
Rules of the air must be formulated; 
a margin of safety for different classes 
of aeroplanes established, and a sys­
tem of inspection provided. This can­
not very well be done by the military 
establishment. It Is said.

Washington, D. C., March 25.-—In the 
expectation that Congress will take 
the initiative in authorizing the in- 
augeration of a comprehensive air pro­
gramme, departmental agencies in 
Washington already have begun to lay 
the ground work for a tremendous de­
velopment of aviation in the wake of 
the war.

The Navy Department, the War De­
partment and the Post Office Depart­
ment are preparing to take up the 
study of the numerous engineering 
and scientific problems evolved by mil­
itary experience, but remaining un­
solved when the armistice was signed, 
and the adaption to the uses of peace 
of the knowledge gained in the strug­
gle for air supremacy. Just now the 
military branches are giving their at­
tention to the transition from a war 
to a peace basis, but while the demob­
ilization of the air forces is progress­
ing the engineers In both departments 
are preparing programmes fo exten­
sive research. Experiment and design­
ing of new and more efficient types 
of air planes, engines and equipment 
will go on without interruption.

To the immediate problem of admin­
istration, upon which the develop­
ment of a progressive air policy de­
pends, Congress in all probability, Will 
give its attention when it meets in ex­
tra session. All the departments in­
terested to aviation will look to their 
own interests as far as possible, but 
it is generally admitted that Congress 
alone will be able to deal effectively 
with the entire question.

To the proposal made by Colonel 
William L. Kenly, formerly chief of 

Division of Military Aeronautics 
of the War Department, that a single 
separate service established to take 
juris dix*, ton of all matters relating to 
air transportation, there is some ob­
jection. The war making branches are 
loath to relinquish their hold on avia­
tion largely upon the ground that only 
military and naval experts can deal 
completely with military and naval 
aeronautics. The Post Office Depart­
ment ou the other hand, contends that 
no department or bureau under mili­
tary direction can deal satisfactorily 
with all phases of air craft develop­
ment and operation.

The preliminary discussion now go­
ing on has disclosed a very decided an­
tipathy to the extension of the military 
« stem. Even the officers of the anmv 
air service, now under the direction of 
Major General Meucher, admit that 
Congress probably will not approve 
any scheme of administration of which 
the army is to bp in control. The pos­
tal officials are outspoken in their op­
position to it.

The most perplexing problem, at the 
present moment, therefore, seems to 
be reconciliation of the two views— 
the establishment of a separate eer» 
vice under civilian direction and con­
trol, without limiting the activities of 
the military and naval branches which 
are concerned with the war making 
possibilities of the aeroplane and the 
dirigible balloon. Officials of the In­
terior Department are less interested 
in this phase of the question; They 
are willing to have the army supply 
the airplanes, and even operate them 
in patrolling forest reserves. A request 
to this end is now before General Men- 
cher for consideration. The British 
policy of placing all air activities un­
der a separate ministry is, according 
to the British air attaches in Wash­
ington, proving successful but Amer­
ican officials contend that it does not 
eliminate altogether the conflict be­
tween the civilian and the military 
points of view.

Whatever policy is ultimately adopt­
ed, however, possibilities of the de­
velopment of air transportation are 
not being overlooked. The army air 
service as well as the navy is looking 
to the future as the military needs oï 
the present diminish.

The engineering section of the army 
air service has accumulated a mass of 
scientific data gathered during the 
war and are at work upon new de­
signs which may be perfected more at 
leisure now that the rush for quanti-

Mr. Holt asked many questions with 
regard to the feeling in the United 
States on the League of Nations ques­
tion. He said that he was not sure ol 
the situation here, having been out oi 
direct touch. He declared that those 
who opposed the covenant, probably 
wore inspired by -elfish motives, an 
attitude of “what do 
that ^iis feeling, if it does exist, must 
be centred in a particular group ot 
men of advanced age who are consider­
ing only themsehes. That the young­
er men of the country and those who 
will have to battle with the problems 
of the future are in favor of the Lea­
gue of Nations, he telt sure, he said.

Regarding the status of the Monroe 
Doctrine under the League of Nations, 
Mr. Holt said he believes this issue 
should have the greatest consideration. 
He said that under war conditions 
the Monroe Doctrine has been of the 
greatest value to the Un/ited States 
in the pa>L, but that the covenant 
would of a necessity make a decided 
change. While, by way of protection, 
the Monroe Doctrine does not permit 
any European Power to acquire terri­
tory in the western hemisphere, it per­
mits the United States to declare war 
and it permits Central and South Am­
erican countries to wage war on eucn 
other. The adoption of the covenant 
would be a more powerful instrument 
for tlic elimination of all piose condi­
tions. he declared.

In relation to the acquisition of terri­
tory in the hemisphere under peaceful 
conditions, Mr. Holt said that a more 
complex problem is presented. As an 
example, he said the fact that Do­
minica, where the comm 
French, might wish for commercing 
reasons, or otherwise, to peacefully 
place herself
lion. The Monroe Doctrine 
stands would block such an arrange 
ment. If, however, tine covenant were 
in force the matter would become one 
to be decided by France, Dominica 
and America through commissions or 
ue-Iégalés. In that case, while the
United States might object, she might 
be voted down and the transaction 
take place under the covenant.

Mr. Holt intends to write several ar­
ticles analyzing the situation as he 
found it in France and at the same 
time make public forty-two sugges­
tions for modifications in the terms or 
the covenant.

Made a Very Fast Trip.
The tern schooner Truro Queen, 

launched last autumn at Economy, re­
cently arrived at Buenos Ayres from 
St. John after a run of sixty days. She 
has proved a remarkably fast vessel 
In one day she made three hundred 
miles. Had it not been for head 
winds near the end of her Journey the 
run would have been a record one. The 
Truro Queen has been chartered for 
Liverpool, England.

Shipbuilding In Nova Scotia.
The three shipyards at Belliveau’s 

Gove are perhaps the busiest along 
the western Nova Scotia coast and 
promise much for some months to 
come. The Theriault Shipbuilding 
company operates one oi the best 
equipped yards in the province and 
are fitted to do all the w*rk neces­
sary for turning out the best kind of 
vessel. This concern now have three 
vessels on the stocks, two of which 
are three-master* of about 32ô and 400 
tons each, while the third is an 80- 
ton fishing schooner which they are 
building for Ca.pt, Dennis d’Entremont 
and others, of Pubnico. Of the three- 
masters the larger is to be ready to 
leave the ways in June, while the smal­
ler one is now expected to get off in 
July. In addition to the above another 
yard at Belliveau’s is that of P. A. 
Theriault and company. Although not 
ae extensive as the first named it is 
nevertheless a very active concern and 
during the past three years has done 
Its bit in making St. Mary’s Bay a 
widely-known centre In the shipping 
world. They now have on the stocks a, 
splendidly constructed three-master of 
albout 325 tons, which will be ready 
to launch on the next spring tides on 
or about April 1st. Benj. IplUveau and 

is the third concern at Belli-company
veau’e that has launched several fine 
vessels, the last only a few weeks ago, 
and have commenced work on anoth­
er three-master, which they expect to 
have ready for sea in the éàriÿ fill.

First Pulp Cargo for Two Years.
With the first full cargo of pulp to 

leave Canada for over two years the 
steamer Gyp sailed on Saturday after­
noon from Halifax for Gravesend. 
England, via Louisburg where she will 
bunker. Although many shipments of 
pulp have been sent over of late, this 
is the first full cargo. The Gyp’s 
cargo consisted of 4 'Sit tons, includ­
ing 2,282 tons of wet ..,echnnical pulp, 
which is made in Nova Scotia.

er of the steamship Barendrecht, and 
who left New York last Sunday for 
La Pallice, France.

Among the lives lost when the Llan­
dovery Castle was sunk were two 
young St. John men, also Nursing Sis­
ter Stamers, also of this city. Captain 
Pratt, while residing in this city, was 
commander of the Government Fish­
ery Cruiser Curlew, but for some years 
past has been with the United States 
Naval Service, and during the war has 
been commander of large ships control­
led by the United States Shipping 
Board Emergency Fleet Corporation, 
of New York.

It was. on June 27th, last year, that 
the hospital ship Llandovery Castle, 
was sunk by a German submarine. 116 
miles southwest of Fastnet Rock, Ire­
land, and on that same day the United 
States steamship. George L. Eaton, 
w ith Captain Pratt as commander, was 
p;cked out of a large convpy of forty- 
two ships and sent to the bottom of 
the Atlantic. The day following Cap­
tain Pratt and his crew, which were 
picked up by a British cruiser, the 
Coronado, rejoined the convoy, and 
while passing over the 
w here the Llandovery Castle had gone 
to the bottom, the St. John command­
er had the privilege of witnessing 
British and/ United States destroyers 
sink a German submarine, which all 
believe was the one that sunk the 
hospital ship. A thrilling account, 
and the reasons given for the above, 
is shown in the following 'letter re­
ceived from Captain Pratt:

It was unanimously 
agreed later, considering the British 
Admiralty position reports, and also 
the fact that all German submarines 
are assigned to cruise in defined areas, 
that the Hun we encountered was none 
other than the despicable murderer of 
the 258 innocent and helpless victims 
aboard the “Llandovery Castle."

I have read a list of comitfanders 
and their submarines published by 
the British Admiralty office, giving 
particulars and data of any unusual 
outrage perpetrated, and co-lncldent- 
ally a reportibr valor of the returning 
German subs., following on a mission 
of slaughter. In not one of these is 
there any mention of the Hun respon­
sible for the loss of this ship. It is an 
established fact that no report of any 
description reached the world concern­
ing the fate of the pirates, which adds 
to the belief (I might say fact) that 
the “Llandovery Castle” has been 
arenged. bearing evidence in the shat­
tered mass of wreckage now lying 116 
miles S. W. of the Fastnet Rock.

Sir,—The torpedoing of the British 

hospital ship, “Llandovery Castle,’’ in 
mid-Atlantic on June 27th, of last 
year, created throughout the world a 
feeling of horror. Particularly 
this the case in the city of St. John, 
from where several of the ship’s com­
pany hailed.

This ship of mercy was on a return 
voyage to England with her crew and 
Red Cross equipment, together with 
hundreds of relief workers. The mem­
ory of this horror is still fresh and 
it is doubtful if a crime so murderous, 
in violation of all civilized warfare, 
shall ever be erased from the 
against the Hun. A statement in re­
lation to the fate of the pirates respon­
sible for this outrage may be of in­
terest to your numerous readers.

The British Admiralty reports show 
the hospital ship was ruthlessly tor­
pedoed, 116 miles S. W. of the* Fast- 
net Rock. Ireland, and occurred, 
previously stated, on June 27th. I, at 
that period was Master of the U. S. S. 
"Geo. L. Eaton," sailing from Halifax 
on June 16th, in company of a convoy 
of 42 heavily laden steamers, compos­
ed of ships flying the flag of practic­
ally every allied nation, and varying 
in both type and tonnage. '

Unfortunately my ship fell a victim 
of the hidden enemy on Thursday. 
June 23rd. the convoy continuing, and 
finally disappearing from view upon 
the horizon, which was heavily ob 
soured with the none too pleasant 
combination of both drizzling rains and 
heavy seas. However, my storage bat­
teries enabled me to radio the con­
veying British Cruiser "Coronado," 
and incidentally we were relieved from 
our precarious position in the small 
boats, to which we naturally had taken 
when our "Geo. L. Eaton" was irre­
trievably lost. This manoeuvre 
accomplished uot without risk, owing 
to the increasing he* v 
the darkness which tended to increase 
rather than diminish the difficulty, 
which under more favorable circum­
stances would have been considerable.

The gallant commander expressed 
Nit great pleasure at being In a posi­
tion to render so great a service. 
Needless to state I assured him gra­
ciously that the pleasure was entirely 
ours. Next morning at break of day 
rescuer and rescued came up with the 
speeding coqvoy. Following on a con­
siderable number of pleasant days 
spent in the admirable, though volun­
tary, hosts’ vessel, we were placed on 
beard a vessel fiound for London, bid­
ding adieu to our preservers.

June 26th saw an addition to our 
convoy in the form of a British and 
American patrol consisting of two tor­
pedo boats, same ranging ofi either 
wing, and thus we proceeded. The 
following day we were steaming in 
exactly the same position that the 
“Llandovery Castle” was eo cruelly 
and unmercifully destroyed.
