A TEA DRUNKARD.

PETER PHELAN, ACCUSTOMED
TO TAKING AT LEAST
THIRTY CUPS.

Now Lies at Death’s Door in Belle:
vue Hospital, New York—He Is
Wazxen Hued and Helpless, While
Physicians Battle for His Life—
Tea Was Food and Drink to Him-.

Nzw York, May 26—Excessive tea
drinkipg is the cause of the p'tiatle con-
dition of Pater Phelan, who, as he liesin
B.llevaé Hospital, 1esembles a wax
manikin. Thirty cups of tea a day was
the least Phelan wzed at the time be
was prostrated. Now the doctors are
battling to save him from death from
anaemis, They say it is one of the most
{nteresting cages, from a medical point
of view, that ever came under their ob-
gervation.

Phelan, who is 40 years old, was an
assistant stage carpeoter at the Broad-
way Theatre until four =eeks ago, when
he suffered a nervoas c llipsr. The te:
diinking hebit with him nad been grow-
ing steadily, until tes was his food ms
well as his drink, His cravings for tea
were as fierce as any. tbat ever beset an
alcoholic vietim. As ofien a8 he couli
glip away from nis work hs was brewing
and drinking the beversge. Qnality
made no difference t; him. All he
demanded was that the beverage be

strong. .

He did not know the seriousness of his
illness when he found himself unable to
leave his bed one day. He tried to doe-
tor himeelf and drank more tea—food he
could not digest. . |
His mother, who lives at No 4556 West
Sixtesnth street, heard ' he was iil and
had him taken to her house. Physicians
who vieited him were puzzled. They
were at & loss for & diagnosie. On their
advice he was taken to Bcllevue Hos-
pital on May 12, - Here it was discovered
that Ph¢lan had been a tes drunkard.
Dr. Egvert Le Fevre, visiting phy-
pician.and Dr. Hermean Ritter, house
pbysician, cf tne Third division, bad
treated a tea drunkard & few months be-
fore. This patient had been a young
woman, but she had not been in nearly
sogerious a condition ae is Phelan.. His
face and body were saffron bued and his
lips, gums aud eyelids white. He was
scarcely at 13 to move, and when he did

had run up a steep hill. The lifting of
his hand made his breath come fast..

It was severzl days before he was
able to give any of his history.. The
physicians have not yet been able to
1:azn all they wish concerning him. He
isemch sn interesting case that they
have been anxions to aicertain every-
thing possible regarding his life.. They
did learn that he was born in New
York and had always lived here.

As 8 child he was fond of tea and
had been sllowed to drink as much of it
a8 he liked. He grew to like it more
and more, He drank it without milk or
gugar. When he was a8 younc man he
was accustomed to drink six and eight
cupe & day. He finally reqaired 12 caps
of strong tes a day to enable him to
work. So the habit grew until =t the
age of forty yeara 30 cups aday was his
minimum.

One of the moat serious effects of the
excessive tea drinking has been the great
reduction of the red bleod corpuscles.
An examination by the physicians ai
the hoepital showed only 648,000 red
blood c: 1ls and 17 per cemnt haemoglobin
per cubic milimetre of hie blo.d.

Dr. Ritter snid yesterday that he
thonght Phelan’s condition was elightly
improved, although he was hovering be-
tween life acd deatb, It woumld require
the most careful treatment to bring him
through. :

Phelan sleeps much of the time, but
it is mot difficul; to awaken him. A
times he talks naturally and other times
he wanders. He does not reslize how
dangerous his position ie. He tcld Dr.
Ritter yesterday that he wanted to go
back o work next week, He said he
was receiving very good treatment, ex-
cept that he could get no tes and he had
to lie in bed.

The young woman tea drinker that
Dr. Ritter and Dr. Le Febre treated sev-
eral months ago had been a carekeeper
of s country house. She had used fes
in Ireland, but did not become & slave
to the habit until she had gone to the
country house. Here she was very
l:nesome and she gaid she drank tea
wto cheer her up.” Her cate Wa8 not
nearly eo serions as that of Phelap.

Dr. Ritter said thar tea drioking in
moderation. if the tea be properly made,
is absolately harmless and that tea
drunkards were comparatively few in
this country.

A Diver Says She will Never be
Floated and if Taken Off the Rocks
Would: Sink—Offieials of the Line
More Hopeful.

FaumourH, May 23.—TLe weather con-
tinues favorable to the stranded ship.
A light wind is blowing and there is no
serious amount of wash. Soundings:
which have beew vawen, snow the Paris
to be resting more favorably owing tothe
fact 'hat she has been considerably
lightered.

Shonld the steamer
show signs of einking when in tow it is
propoged to run her on a flat sandy
beach adjoinirg the place where she’
stranded

A high officis]l of the American line
gays the prospects of saving the Paris
are more hopefal than ever.

Powerfvl pumps belonging to the Liv-
erpool Salvage association are expected
to arrive at the ecene of the wreck this
evening, and the divers believe the ad-
ditional pamps will clear the first four
bolde. The fifth is so badly pierced that
no amount of pumping will clear it. The
remaining six holds are secure.

Later in the day a diver reported that
the Parie has sustained heavy damages
from her bow.to a point 70 feet aft. Bat
he thinks the principal damage is in-
gide the double b ttom.

A leading Cornish diver who returned
here tovigt from the Paristakessa very
pessimintic view of the prospects of sav-
ing the l.ner. To the correspondent of
the Associsted Press he said:

“I do not enmticipate that the Paris
will ever be re-floated. 8he is piercad by
rocks amidships, herforeholds are badly
demeg-d; the-bulkheads are nractically
uselees, and, even if she got off the rocks
I'believeshe wonld sink.

“In my opinion the only remedy ‘& &
false bottom ‘ which it would take s
month to complete, and 1 believe that
even moderately rough weather in the
meantime wonld break up the ship.”

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FUTURE "HERDS.

Superior Cows For Milk Without
Sacrificing Beef Qualities.

While I do not believe that what is
termed the general purpose cow can
successfully compete with the exclusive-
ly dairy breeds, writes W. E. King of
Kansas in the Boston Cultivatcr, yet
it must be admitted that there are
many good cows to be found among the
beef breeds, and on almost every farm
one can find one or more cows that are
above the average in dairy work. . It is
from these cows that the future dairy
ghould come cn the average farm. Of
course where dairying is to be made a
gpecialty one should begin with some
special dairy breed, either by purchase
or breeding from dairy bulls, and grad-
4ng up. But the average farmer, who
keeps from two to half a dozen cows
from which to raise calyes and make |
gutter for home tse, selling the surplius,

oes not want the dairy breeds, because
they are only profitable where one
makes dairying a specialty.

But rather let farmers find out which
are their best cows, then breed them to
a bull whose mother was one of these
best cows, as well as the grandmother
if possible, and in a short time one can
in this way get a herd of cows better
than the average without much sacri-

If one is feeding for beef tthe food must
be of such a character thatiit*will form
muscle and fat. If for sthe dairy we
want to build nervous ¥orce, which is
directly the opposite. The'nervous.cow
is:never the fat cow or the cow that laye
on fat readily. I am quite sure that
:many good cows have beenruined while
‘yet calves by wrong feeding und care.
"The cow is largely a creature of habit,
:and the habit of laying -on fat should
‘mever be encouraged #n:a:calf intend-
.ed for dairy work. Thereiis nothing on
~the farm that I watch more closely than
-the growing calves, as ‘on the.care the
:first 18 months of their lives largely de-
-pends their future uscfulness. I want
-them where I can see sthem -every day,
.and see that their habits copform with
:the work for which they are intended.

While we have only, and breed only,
-the dairy cow, yet were we:in the posi

‘ ‘tion of most farmers-we.would follow

-the above suggestions. Noiironclad rule

can be laid down, but determination
-to better one’s condition can always be
accomplished, and sthere is plenty-of
room for improvement along this line
on thousands of farms. A cow that will
give a profit over her keep might just
as well be kept as ome that runs her
owaer in debt. I see many opportuni-
ties in the home dairy, opportunities
~which, if taken advantage of, would
drive hard times from thousands of
farms.

i Oleomargarine In the South.
The south is in a pitiable condition
regarding the tameness with which she
submits to be the favorite dumping
ground for all kinds of adulterated food
products. Our people, individually,
complain about the frauds practiced
upon them in this matter, but there is
little organized effort made in any quar-
ter to put a stop to these evils. In some
southern states the imfluences of the
cottonseed oil interests have up to this
time been too strong to-admit of legis-
lation against adulterated and counter-
feit lard and butter. While in Mexico
recently we learned that the laws of
that country were very strict_in refer-
ence te the sale of counterfeit and-adul-
terated fcod products of all kinds and
that the laws are seemingly enforeed
with mare vigor than with us. ‘There
oleomargarine and like products may
be sold under their true mames, but
woe be unto the person or firm that
dares to sell counterfeit for the genu-
ine.—Southern Dairyman.

Mixing Cream of Different Cowa,

‘Where many cows are kept and the
milk is set for cream fo make butter,
loss often results from mixing eream
that will not charn in equally ghort
time. Of course when the first cream
¢‘preaks’’ there is no more churning,
-except the slow moving of the dash-
board to gather the flakes of butter into
one maes. The cream from a new milk
cow and a farrow cow should never be
churned together. The farrow cow may
give very rich milk, bat very little of
its butter fats will - be separated, while
the butter from a pew miik cow will
all be separated from the cream in
which it was covered.

AERATION OF MILK.

A Simple Method of Increasing Qual-
ity and Price.

There is hardly a place in which
orilk is used that it will net pay to cool
and aerate it at the same time. Such
milk brought to the creamery or cheese
factory, if all the patrons would prac-
tice it, would show at once in the in-
creased quality of the product and the
price. The difficulty is that there are
80 many patrons who don’t believe in
any improvement if it is going to cost
gomething to set it at work. Yet wher-
ever there is a factory or creamery that
has prevailed on the patrons to practice
aeration and cooling that institution
stands high in the price received for its
product, says the Elgin Dairy Report.

Do not be misled by a few cranks
who will tell you that the aeration of
milk is of no valge; who will tell you
that aerated milk will not remain sweet
one whit longer than any other. Do
not be misled by these, we say, but try
for yourself. Geta good combined cooler
and aerator and use it every day in the
year, winter and summer alike.

In buying a cooler and aerator don’t
make the mistake of getting one that
stirs the milk without cooling it. Don’t
make the mistake of getting one that
cools the milk before it airs it, as aera-
tion to drive out animal and food odors
must be done while the milk is hot
from the cow and before any reduction
in the temperature has been made.
Don’t make the mistake of getting one
with many joints and pipes in contact
with the milk. Don’t ge$ one which
does not allow the milk. plenty of fall
through the air to allow the animal
gases to escape. Don’t -getf one that is
bulky and hard to handle or one that
will soon rust out because it is impos-
sible to dry out the cooling tank or
pipes.

Drying Up Cows.

To dry up a cow reduce the feed,
take away the grain, and when the
milk yield drops milk first once a:day,
then once in two days, and in ohe to
two weeks the average cow will be dry
and her udder in good ccndition. With
persistent milkers there is seldom diffi-
culty if hay only is fed for a time. If a
cow continues to give milk under this
tieatment or if the udder is hard and
feverish, the work of drying up must
stop and the ration be chamged to a
light milk ration with loosening feeds
and the cow milked regularly. Forced
drying wup under these conditions in-
jures the.cow. If by oversight the dry-
_ing up process has been reglected umtil
withim three or four weeks of calwing,
.do mot :attempt it, as there is riskef in-
jury %o'the health of the cow and her
udder. After becoming dry the cow
will meed little attentiom before.calving
if :she is on good pasture, except to see
'that she has plenty of water and
-shade, is comfortable and not annoyed
‘orinjured by other cattle, particularly
gteers. If the cow iswon dry feed, more
.attention is necegsary. She must be in
‘fair condition, but not fat, and should
thave bulky feeds—both roughness and
grain—and succulent feed is-exceeding-
ly desirable, either ensilage or roote.
iOmne of the best graim mixtures for cows
ibefore calving is by weight two-thirds
bran and one-third linseed meal. This
.grain mixture is a:good one for the first
two weeks after calving. Alfalfa hay
is excellent for roughness. The bowels
should be kept loose. This is -essential
and heeds more attention than any
other condition, and for this puprose
roots and ensilage are very ‘helpful

Corn and cornmeal should :not ‘be fed.—*

Kansas Experiment Station Bulletin.

Milk Preducing Feod.

At the Massachusetts experiment sta-
tion they have been comparing gluten
meal and cornmeal, using corn fodder,
hay and bran alike with each, with re-
gults in favor of the gluten meal in
quantity of milk:and butter produced.
They found the food cost.of milk was
16 cents per 100 guarts less and of but-
ter 1 cent a pound less when the gluten
was fed than when .cornmeal was fed.
This was the average far the whole
herd, 1524 cents a pound for butter on
gluten meal and 16} cents on corn-
meal, but the best cow produced om
gluten meal 12 pounds of butter a
week, costing 14 €ents a pound, and
the poorest cow produced 8’4 pounds a
week at a cost of 19% cents a pound,
almost 6 cents a pound difference. On
the cornmeal ratiom the best cow pro-
duced 924 pounds of butter a week and
the poorest 7} pounds, and the differ-
ence in cost was but 2 cents a pound.
This indicates that the better the cow
the greater the gain by giving her milk
producing food, and we think that need
not be limited to the question of gluten
or corn meal, but it is applicable to en-
silage, clover, alfalfa and other foods
which are known to increase the milk
production.

Value of Employment.

Onme of the reasons that dairying has
been profitable to the Wisconsin farmer
is the fact that this industry gives
steady employment throughout the en-
tire year not only to the farmer him-
gelf, but in some measure to hischil-
dren, large and small, as well. This
factor is often of the highest impor-
tance and brings the dairy industry in
strong contrast with grain growing,
where labor is employed only a part of
the season to be idle the rest of the
time. There are farmers who have no
children to assist with stock and whe
own considerable tracts of land. Such
persons, if they do not care to pay heavy
help bills, naturally turn to stock opera-
tions, in which one person can manage
a large number of cattle. With them
dairying is‘ not a favorite line, while
steer feeding or the handling of sheep
may be.—W. A. Henry.

Good Farm Management, -
The dairyman’s reward comes as
much from good farm management as
from the care of his cows. He runs a
dairy with most profit who gives most
attention to making his farm produce
large crops of grass amd grain upon

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BEEF FORM.

Points to Be Considered In the High-
est Development.

Professor C. F. Curtiss of the Iowa
experiment station gives in The Breed-
er’s Gazette the accompanying illustra-
tion and description of a typical beef an-
imal. The location of the arops is indi-
cated by No. 14. They lie on either side
of the spinal column, just back of the
top of the shomlders. They shonld be
full, so that the back and shoulder wiii
be evenly joined at this point; the front
ribs should also be well sprung in the
region indicated by No. 12 below the
crops in order that there may be no
marked dcpression behind the shoul-
ders and that the heart girth measured
around parts 12, 14 and 81 may be full
The location of the twist is at the back
part of the thigh, at about the point
indicated by No. 21. The desirable con-
formation here is a thick, full thigh as
viewed from the rear, of good width
and prominence, giving a symmetrical
quarter.

very deficient in twist, being thin and
what is termed ‘‘cat hammed.”’ This
conformation affords ample room for
the dewelopment of a good udder. The
term ““fore flank’’ is mot used im this
diagram, but it is represented by the
part just back of the elbow joint whidh
is located at the upper line of No. 28.
It ‘also extends back for some distance
to about the point indicated by Ne. ‘81.
The top and bottom lines as well ae
the side lines should be nearly parallel
in a model beef animal. Im weality,
however, this is seldom attained in the
lower line. Fullness at both front and
hind flanks amd at heart girth (81) will
insure a good lower line, and fullness
and evenness-of neck, crops, back, loin
and rump will give a good upper line.
This is what is meant by good top and
bottom lines. Fullnesa and evenness of
the parts at'9, 12, 18 and 19 will give
a good side line.

Too Early Lambs.

Hothouse products are very expen-
.give, says The American Sheep Breeder.
“The cost of the fittings and the unsea-
.gonable time of the work, together with
‘the limited market for them and in-
.creased cost of selling them, all. together
mecessarily 8o, increase the cost of the
product that loss is incurred instead of
prefit in the rearing of them. Very
gurely it is not profitable to have these
early lambs unless they may be sold at
a largely advanced price, so that the
rearing of them is only to be thought
of as a special business to be prosecuted
under amply favorable circumstances.
We have not heard so much of this

early lamb business of late, and it is to

be reasonably supposed that the demand
for them has been altogether too limited
for the product of them, which has
been unreasonably stimulated by the
highly colored statements of the profits
made- in the business. It is nothing
new anyway. The business was begun
80 years ago and it has been growing
healthfully since then until some own-
ers of flocks gave some glowing accounts
of the profits they made and thus led
too many others into ill advised at-
tempts to meet a limited demand with
unlimited supplies.

Keep Sheep In Apple Orchards.

Now that it is safe to talk sheep
without any danger of being laughed
at we want to say something in favor
of getting a few sheep and keeping
them in the apple orchard. They will
eat the small bitter apples that the pigs
will not touch and if fed a gill of oats
each per day they will after a summer
in the orchard come out fat in the fall,
besides leaving their manure evenly
distributed under the trees. Careshould
be taken to prevent the pasture getting
too poor, so the sheep do not get enough
to eat. If they are at all starved, the
gheep will gnaw at the apple bark, and
once they get a taste of this it will
never be safe to put them in an apple
orchard again. It is not best anyway
to place them in young and rapidly
growing orchards, whose bark is always
tender. The rough bark of old bearing

orchards does not tempt them unless |

they find sap sprouts growing out of it.
~—Boston Cultivator.

CANADIAN LITERATURE.

The meeting of the Royal Bociety at
Ottawa has ca!lad together considerable
nnmber of the literary men of Canada
who are ita members or are connected
with it as delega‘es from other societies,
and the week has been qnuite a literary
one in the federal capital. This paper
never favored the establishment of the

prasenting any matter fairly.

What the better claes of Conservatives
papers have pointed out is that the mea-
gure now before the houge contains seri
ous inequalities. That is to eay, it does
not establish & uniform standard of rep-
resentation. For example,” if the b.Il
carries as it is now framed, Toronto will
have one member for each 50,000 of its
population; while Brant will have &
member for each 17,000.

Neither in this conntry nor in any
o'her has it been fouund expedient togive
to the larger cities the game representg-
tion thas is given to the rural comstitu-
encier. There are several reusons why
this rnle has been followed,chief among
which is the fact thsat the represeunta-
tives of rural constituencies frequently
live in the cities. For exsmple, eight
members of parliament now reside in
Toronto, including a eabinet minister.
Each one of thé:e worll be'deeply con-
cerned in preventing any irjus:ice being
done to the city in which he has his
home, and in that way Toronto has &
larger representation in pm1liament than
is shown by the number of eeate. On
the other hand Brant will not have & re-
latively larger representation than sev-
eral other rural constituenciee,

_The 'underlying ‘principle of the bill
‘hias referénce to municipal boundaries,
1t is thought to be of the first importance
that the natural linea in this regard, by
.which - people are . kept :together
in' associstton ‘and interest, should’
be ~ maintained. This is both §
safe and a | ressonakls prineiple,
and, anless it ehouii lead to exceedimgly
grave igequslties of representation, it
ought to be foll)wed, 1 was this prin-
ciple which tie Conservatives viclated
in such & shocking manner in their two
gerrymanders, carviag up the constitu-
‘ences in utter disregard of the ordinary
county boundaries, and caring only that
thay shovl! get'a distinct party advac-
vantage by so doing. The bill now in-
troduced proposes merely fo undo
the mischlet committed in 1882 and 1892
without regard to considerations of party
advantage. The Liberals were firmly
and definitely committed to ths pclicy
of doing this when they came into power
and they propose to keep their word, It
could not be honestly said by the most
rabid opponent of the measure that it is
aimed to secure an advantsge to the
Iiberals at he expente of the Conservs-
tivee. The fact that the division of con-
stituencies is to be made by a commis-
sion of judges shows how falily the Lib-
erals have proposed to act in the whcle
matter, and how studiously they have’
sought to exclade the elsment of party.
It really looks as if the judicial fairnese
of the measure isoneof the things which
exasperates the Conservativee; it leav s
them so little upon which to hang their
objectiore.

My, T. C. Keefor struck a very inter-
eaticg topic at the meeting cf the Roysl
Siclety when he discussed Canadian
water powet and ite applicability to the
uses of man. Of all counfries in the
world Canadas i perhaps most abund.
antly supplied with water, not only in
the form of great lakes but her mighty
rivers and numerous tributaries as well
a8 innumeratls brooks and streams all
over the land. The eastern ' portion of
Oanads, including the maritime prov-
inces, is particolarly favored in this
respect, and therefore Mr. Keefer's
paper was very suggestive in
regard to the benefit of which the coun-
try mus eventuslly derive from the use
of this power. Formerly it was omly
possible to apply their power of our
rivers and streams at some convenient
place upon her banks, where & dam
would be erected, but the invention of
elactricity has changed sll thir. And
now water power can be transmitted for
miles, and indeed for distances which
make it pomible to use it over wide
aress of country. BSuch cities as Minne-
apcl's have been built up by their excel-
lent watsr powers, such ae the fa'ls of
8. Anthony, wh'ch have been the
cauge of the great industrial ac-
tivity of that place, but now
by the applioation of ¢lsckricity
clities much farther from the
seat of power oan derive - equal
advantage from its wse, Speaking par-
ticulai 1y of the province of New Bruns-
wick it can be safely affirmed that there
is no part of Oanads which is more
highly favored in respect to water power
than thir. When Msjor Robinson, who
first surveyed the Intercolonial railway
half & century ago,derlared in his report
that New Brunswick was the most mag-
pificently wooded and watered in the
world, srd this truth which meds but
litsle impression at the time, must now
have & very deep significance. It
is almost impossible fto traverse
a mile of country in New Brunswick

UNITED STATES NOT PLEASED
WITH THE STAND CANATDA

Treasury Department May Raise
the Duties on Cansdian Products,
—Comments of the English Press
on the Joint Commission Dead-.
lock. . :

W asmssaToN, May 26—Thers is litile:
doubt that our government is inclined to-
retaliatory coneideration against Canads
by the discouraging results of tho nego-
tiations in London, looking to the clear-
ing of the fleld fr the re-azsemkling of
the joint Canadian commission. It is
gathered that the British foreign office,
which had seemed desirouns to meet Mr,
Chcate’s advances in the epirit of com-
promise that promised well, has again
been inflnenced by Canada’s refusal to r

agree to snything 1388 than & conceesion
of all of her demands which hes siopped
«11 progrese.

The depariment of state bag referred -
to the treasury department the arrange-
ment of & plan to protect the iuterests of
the United States and & decision from
Secretary Gage ie expected very BoIm.

The treasury department has now two
cow:ges open, both being retaliatorr.
The firat is the preparation of an amend-
ment to the tariff act larg:1ly increasing
the duties on lumber snd forest producis
imported into the United &.ates from
Canada. There is possibly another
comrte. A gection of ths Dingley act
authorizes the United States govern-
ment in cases where countries icopose an
expor$ duty toadd the egnivalent of such
export duty to the import on puch goods
coming to the United States. The Can-
adian government is not imposing in
80 many words an export duty on lags,
but it has prohibited tneir exportation.
The question before Sscretary Gage is
wkether thia prrohibition may not be re-
garded ag in principle the ssme thing as
an excessive, and therefore, prohibiiive
export tax. If this view is eound the
treasury departiment has salready at
hand the measure of retalistion it seeks
in the shape of an order prohibiting the
importation of Canadian logs into the
United States, which wounid .bear very
beavily upon other provinceg in Canada
outside of Oatario.

LoNDON, May 26—71he foreign cffice
officiale confirm the etatements made
by the New York correspondent of the
London Times to the eflect that the
negotiations with the Canadian govern-
ment on the subject of Alaska have
reached an almost hopele:s sirge owing
to the insistence of the Cama ilans that
they receive & slice of Alasks
which spparently precludes any agree-
ment being reached on the sdbject be-
tween the American and Canadian high
commissioners.

. A Permanent Arbitration Board

England and the United States
Working Together—Russia in Op-
position.

TeE Hacux, May 28—The newly ap-
pointed sub-committee of the third com-
mittee of the peace conference, the ar-
bitration committee, will meet tomorrow.

As yet the Russiane
have not abandoned their position, and
they will make snother eflort fomorrow
to have the American proposals rejected
on technical grounde. Interesting de-
velopmenta are expected.

Alaminum bottle stoppers for use in
place of corks are the latest movelty in
the white mets1's rapidlyexpanding fle'd
ofusefalness. Several thousand poundsof
alaminum sheets are cut up each weekto
form these stoppere. go it will beseenthat
theindustry hasalready established itself.
The blanks are stamped out of sheet metal
and when shaped s rubber gasket is
forced over them, They sre then press-
ed into & groove in the neck of the bottle
and the contenta are then hermeticslly
sealed. According to the Alaminum
World experiments have been made
with bottled eflervescent fluide which
have been,sealed in this mannerfor over
four years and when open the liquid was
still “alive.” The advantsges claimed for
ths slaminam stopper are that it je
cheaper than a cork stopper, sid & bottle
srsled with one is more easily opened,
as it is only necessary to break the seal
with a pred and then torip it ont. Besid
the advantage of being readile dpd
the aluminum stoppers are se¢lt-d#stroy-
ing, an important festure in putting uvp
standard brands of liguors, and when re-
moved have a value of twenty cenis &
pound as old scrap. .

JUNPED FROM BROOKLYN BRIDGE.

A Man Made the Leap with Appar-
ently No Bad Results—Had Been
Reading Psychological Literature.

Nzw Yorg, May 28—Howard Krels,
a young man abo 1t 22 years of age, who
says he is an aptstudent of the Academy
ot Designs in this city, made a stariling
and successful jump from Brooklyn
bridge jast before dusk this evening and
came out of the water uninjared,

Just before 6 o’clock Kretz boarded &
trcllsy car bound for Brooklyn. If was
an open one and offered all the advan-
tages which he was looking for. When
the trolley car reached a point about one
hundred yards from the fizst arch, near
the highest point" of the span, Kretz

leaped from it and, like a flash, vrulted
the high railing. He took mno time to
gteady himself for a perpendicular drop
and swung some distanfi® out from the
structure before he agsumed an wpright
position.

The passengers jumped from the car
and peered through the railing, while
hundreds of persons on the promenade
tried to get a glimpse of the figure.
Kretz’s body flashed through the air
almost in s perpendicular streak. He
strack the water feet first, cleaving it
like an arrow. He disappeared for some
geconds and then shot up into view again,
only to disappear for the second time.
The waters had hardly closed over
bhim when he reappeared and immedi-
ately struck out strongly for the New
York shore. One of the deek hands on
the freight steamer Vulcan, of the Nor-
walk Line, which was coming down the
East river at the time, saw Krets flash

The deckhand gave the slarm
and the Vulcan headed for the young
man, who was by this time swimming
A live was thrown to Kretz and he was
hauled aboard the freighter, which im-
mediately put in ‘for her dock in the
East river.on the New York side.

When taken on the Vulcan Kreiz
placed his hands on his abdomen as i
in pain, but when the boat reached her
dock Kretz sprang from the boat fo the
whatf. He was at once taken into cus-
tody and burried to the Hudson street
hospital. Not the el'ghtest irjury was
found on his person, but he was saffering
from the shock. He was detained on the
charge of attempting suicide.

Kretz is about 5 feet 8 inches ¢all and
weighs about 140 pounds. He lives in
this city. He said that he had been
reading & book on theosop“y and that he
wanted to demonstrate that a man, by
exerociping his will power, could do any-
thing he wished without injury to him-
gell,
