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POULTRY GROWING.

For the General Farmer—Incubator
and Hen Hatched Chicks.

The position of the farmer with re-
gard to poultry is entirely different
from that of the specialist with a large
plant. To the farmer such information
as the following from a late report of
A. G. Gilbert, manager of the Canadian
experimental farms, is especially di-
rected:

Farmers have given increased atten-
tion during the past few years to the
artificial hatching and rearing of
chickens, which have been pursued by
two methods:

By filling the incubator and begin-
ning operations in late February or
early March.

By deferring hatching operations
until the hens have had a run outside,
and as a result their eggs will hatch
better.

In connection with the second
method, unless the farmer has a brood-

ing -house, which permits of his being
independent of outside temperature,
he will have to content himself with

incubator and outside brooder. His
outside brooder is placed on the rap-
idly growing grass, and with proper
care and food the young chicks will be
found tp make famous progress.

At the experimental farms when the
hens became broody they were set in
wooden boxes placed in vacant pens in
a house. The wooden nest boxes con-
tained no bottoms ard had a hinged
door in front. The nests were made
of dry lawn clippiags, which were
found to answer the purpose much bet-
ter than cut straw. Grain, grit and
drink water were constantly before
the sitters. On being made the nests
were thoroughly dusted with a disin-
fecting powder, and so were the sitters
before being put on the nests. It was
found beneficial to place two or three
china eggs in the nests as arranged
and allow the broody hens to sit on
them for a day or two. The sitters
bhaving proved reliable, the china eggs
were removed and replaced by the
valuable ones. In the morning the
doors of the nest boxes, which had
been closed from the previous day,
were opened and the sitters allowed
opportunity to get out for food, water
and a short run. In early spring, when
the weather is likely to be cold, the
sitter should return to her nest inside
of ten minutes. The foregoing details
are all important in the successful
hatching of chickens by hens.

Late April and May hen hatched
chickens did the best at the Canadian
farms. In the case of hen hatched
chickens the latter were permitted to
remain in their nest for 24 or 36 hours,
when, with the mother hen, they were
placed in a slatted coop on the grass
outside. The coop was so arranged
that it could ‘he securely closed at
night while ventilation was secured.
Through the slats the chicks could run
on the grass outside, while the hen re-
mained inside. On the floor of the
coop was sand to the depth of two
inches. - On taking the mother hen
from her nest she was given food and
water. She would be more likely to
brood the chicks contentedly after be-
ing fed than if hangry or thirsty. How

important it is to have e;n-ly chicks
carefully brooded is well known to all

experienced breeders. The rations
adopted were stale bread crumbs, fol-
Jlowed by stale bread soaked in milk
and squeezed dry; this for a day or
two, when granulated oatmeal was
given.  Crushed corn was not given un-
til after eight days, and whole wheat
was not fed until the twelfth or four-
teenth day. As the chicks grew a
mash composed of shorts, cornmeal,
stale bread and a small quantity of
prepared meat was mixed with boiling
skimmilk, allowed to cool and was giv-
en three or four times per day. Milk
and water were both furnished for
drink.

How Long to Grow the Same Plants.

Beans may often be grown for ten
years in succession upon the same
land and peas even longer, but egg-
plants have been found to deteriorate
after the third year, and tomatoes,
melons and most other vegetable fruit,
plants need new land frequently, if not
every year.
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Fresh Air In the Poultry House Dur:
ing the Winter Season.

Ventilation of the poultry house is &
matter which needs little or no atten-
tion in warm weather when the doors
and windows are left wide open day
and night, but with the advent of cold
weather and the closing of doors and
windows to keep out the cold ventila-
tion becomes a matter of considerable
importance. The fowls must have pure
fresh air to breathe or they will be-
come victims of disease. If the poul-
try house is not properly aired, it will
be damp as well as full of foul air. In
cold weather* the moisture exhaled
from the lungs of the fowls condenses
on the walls of the poultry house in
the form of frost. A thaw melts this
frost, and it drips from the roof and
walls, making the house damp and un-
wholesome. Where the houses are well
aired daily and are not overcrowded
the amount of frost on the walls or
dampness (‘“sweating,” as it is com-
monly . called) is not enough to do
harm. Where a house “sweats’” enough
to be troublesome, even when well
aired daily, it is pretty certain that
there are too many fowls in the house.

I am opposed to the common and
“patent” ventilators, because they:do
not ventilate. If thefowls were blessed
with the power to operate the ventila-
tors themselves and had sense enough
to do so, then patent ventilators might
give good results. As it is the poultry-
man has to set the ventilators accord-
ing to his judgment, and if sudden
weather changes come during his ab-
sence the fowls have to take the conse-
quences.

Nearly all ventilators create drafts,
and drafts in the poultry house mean
colds and roup sure. The difficulty of
managing ventilators can be readily
understood if you will stop to consider
that a small, thin current of air from a
small opening is a draft and is danger-
ous. It does not purify the air any
more than a small thin stream of clear
water flowing into a muddy pond puri-
fies the pond. It simply makes a little
current of purity and then is lost in the
foulness. This little thin current is
what causes mischief. ©On the other
hand, a large volume of pure air does
purify and is not dangerous to health,
Again, a ventilator which on a warm,
still day admits littlé or no appreciable
amount of air becemes the source of 2
strong cold draft the moment the
weather changes to cold and windy.

My advice has always been to open
the doors and windows of, the poultry
house to air it out with a good velume
of fresh air daily all winter, the win-
dows to be opened while the fowls are
exercising in the litter, the length of
time that they are to be kept open to
depend on the statc of the weather. On
bright. sunny, warm days the windows
should be open as long as the sun
shines in the house. On'cold or stormy
days keep the windows open only long
enough thoroughly to renovate the air
in the house. Remember that on warm
or still days it takes some time to air
the house thoroughly, and when weath-
er is very cold and windy a few min-
utes will often be sufficient to change
the air. Do not make a mistake in cold
weather and keep the house wide
open sufficiently long thoroughly to
chill it. Airing the house well requires
judgment on the part of the poultry
keeper.—Dr. Woods in Poultry Month-
ly.

Cheap Trap Nests.

These nests will not cost more than
1 cent each, as any grocer will give
away the old egg crates. - Make hinges
of pieces cut from old shoes.

Things That a Hen Should Have,

In order for a hen of a certain weight
to produce an egg of a certain size or
weight she must have just enough
wholesome food. Her system must not
be overtaxed by teo much or starved
by too little. In fact, everything must
be conducive to the comfort of the hea
if a continuous yield of eggs is expect-
ed. The quarters must be dry., warm
and clean; the hen must not be allowed
to remain in idleness, for this will sure-
ly lead to bad habits. Besides, it is
contrary to nature for a hen to have
nothing to do. and nothing tends to
produce good health and to keep a hen
in a laying condition like exercise. It
brightens her up, makes her thrifty
and vigorous, and in severe cold weath-
er lively exercise helps to keep her
warm. The egg contains a variety of
substance, and so the food ‘of the hen
must be varied accordingly—grain of
different kinds, bone and meat, vegeta-
bles, lime and one other article which
should never be overlooked, and that is
grit. If you wish hens to do their best
in producing eggs all winter, see that
the flocks are not too large or too many
crowded in the house. Fifty good hens
well cared for will give better satisfac-
tion and greater returns than 100 half
kept. As a general thing, it is not the
large flock that is making the clear
profit for the poultry raiser, but the
small lots that are well kept—V. M.
Counch,

CHEAP PROTECTION FROM RAIN,
SNOW AND WIND.

Constructed of Straw and Shredded
‘Fodder, It Provides an Effective
Windbreak—Value of Keeping Cat-
tle Comfortable,

On a windy day in winter it is warm-
er on the lee side of even a rail fence
than to the windward. We put damp-
ers in the stoves-to check the draft and
diminish the consumption of fuel. The
higher the wind the stronger the draft
and the more loud thg roar of the fire.
This same wind that burns fuel in tke
stove consumes fat in the animal un-
less the “damper” is turned. There are
a lot of “check drafts” available for
this purpose on the farm. Go into the
prairie country where timber is found
only in scraggly bits along the small
water courses, and every pioneer farm-
er has set his house about with a wind-
break of cottonwoods, willows, poplars,
catalpas or some other quick growing
variety of tree to furnish protection
from the blasts of winter. Still dry
cold is easily endurable. A tempera-
ture of 15 degrees below zero when
the wind is laid troubles comparatively
little either man or beast, but when
old Boreas adds his bitter sting to the
cold every living thing hunts the lee
side of some windbreak.

Wind can drive the cold air through
pine boards. Why should it not get
through hair and hide and make the
poor unprotected beast hump and shiv-
er? The food of support required is
much larger on a windy day for an un-
protected animal than for one that is
sheltered from the blasts, just as in-
creased ‘fuel is demanded for the stove
with unchecked draft. There is small
excuse for even the poorest farmer to
fail to provide windbreaks for his
stock. Most of the meat sent to mar-
ket is made by out of door feeding, but

it is the poorest sort of economy to feed
the wind. Sheltered feed yards are a
necessity if the largest profit is to be
reaped.

These ate easily provided with stacks
of straw or hay or. fodder. An Ohio
idea is illustrated in The Breeder’s
Gazette. It is a barley straw shed
and a shredded fodder windbreak.
Thus protection from rain, snow and
wind is easily and cheaply afforded.
All farmers cannot build great barns.
A complete housing in well ventilated
buildings is of course best during the
severest of weather and hard storms,
but when hé cannot have the ideal
shelter the farmer ought to provide
the best within his means.

A cozy corner such as the one pic-
tured is possible on every farm. If the
fodder is not shredded, it can be ricked
up as it comes from the field and will
form a fine windbreak. Shelter of this
kind is simple and cheap, but very val-
uable. It will make nearly all the dif-
ference between profit and loss in
rearing young stock or feeding for
market. The man who furnishes his
animals with thorough protection from
the wind and gives them tempered wa-
ter to drink is consulting his pocket-
book in the saving of food. The funda-
mental truth in feeding should always
be borne in mind—selt preservation is
the first law of nature. Every animal
will take what it needs for its own
sustenance before thinking of giving
any return to its owaer in meat or
milk. The demand on the animal sys-
tem for mere sustenance in winter is
increased in manifold degree. The
body heat must be maintained. If shel-
ter does not aid in its maintenance.
more feed is used for that purpose.
The appeal to the pocketbook must be
considered. even if humanitarian mo-
tives are wholly lacking.

Live stock farming can be success-
fully followed without the aid of ex-
pensive stabling, but protection from
the wind must be provided. It is easy
to set poles for a straw thatched roof
so that the cold rains, the sleets and
the snows of winter can be warded off,
and the winds that sweep across our
prairie states that are so largely de-
voted to stock raising and feeding may
be robbed of their costly “drafts” by
an intelligent building of straw, hay
and fodder stacks. 1®e not deceived.
Subjection to exposure will not add
to the “hardiness” of live stock. It
conserves no good purpose. It costs
money. It inflicts suffering. There is
a pampering which enervates. There
is a close housing in poorly ventilated
barns that tends toward the weaken-
ing of the system and the spread of
disease. Then there is the exposure
that depletes the animal and eats at
the pocketbook of the owner. There
is loss in each extreme. The golden
mean is easily attained, and wise and
provident is the man who finds it.

How to Feed Breeding Ram,
The breeding ram should be fed dai-
ly one quart of oats and kept in &
small yard during the day.

COLOGNE’S GREAT CATHEDRAL

Bricks and Morlar Never So. Multiplied,
Magnified and Glorified.

.

The first thing that strikes you about
Cologne cathedral is its glorious profu-
sion, its houndless wealth. There is so
much of everything. Bricks and mortar
were mever so multiplied, magnified, and
glorified. I'should like to see the original
specifications. It is more than a building;
it is a city by itself. The materials that
go to compose the flying buttresses alone
would build cottages for ten thousand
men. The grinning gargoyles, the enchant-
ing turrets, the forests of stone foliage,
the poetry’ of water spouts, the quant
humors of the wood-carving, the depth
of the cornices, the twists and turns of
the roofing, the great population of stat-
ues, the rich mosaics—who can pretend to
charge his memory with more than a mis-
erable fraction of all this detail, or to say
he knows Cologne cathedral? A man who
is bored with Cologne cathedral had bet-
ter at once betake himself to another
world; this one can provide him with
nothing more interesting.

The west front of a cathedral is always
a severe test, for in itself it is nothing
but a bare wall blocking up the end of
the nave and aisles. To make it signifi-
cant and interesting it must have a great
hole thade in it as entrance or chief door.
The doors of a church are all of import-
ance, but the chief door is vital. Next to
the door and over it comes the great win-
dow mecessary to light the nave and also
to be, a~ it were, the eye of the church.
This, too, must be large and beautiful
both in shape and tracery. Despite the
fact that the west fronti is the most secu-
lar part of the church, being farthest
away from the high altar, it is almost im-
possible for the church to be mightily im-
pressive and dominating unless the face it
shows to the outside world, to whom its
mystery is addressed, is impressive and
dominating  also.

The west front of Cologne cathedral is
sa‘isfactory. The great door is ninety-
three feet high and %hirty-one feet wide.
These figures are comforting and inviting.
The window is forty-eight feet high and
twenty feet wide. The side entrances are
generously planned, and the actual doors
are bronze. Architects are apt to be
timid when they should be bold, and bold
only on the occasions when modesty would
be charming.

When you have passed through the
western doors into the mnave, you can
scarcely restrain your cheers. No miser-
able partition, no illplaced organ, mars
vour view of the splendid proportions of
the edifice you have just entered. Your
eye runs with joy up the avenue of pil-
lars, past the shadows of the transepts,
enters the choir, and reverently beholds
the steps of the altar, and is rewarded
by the rich hues of the eastern window,
and all in a moment of time.—Augustine
Rirrell in the Century Magazine.

'LONG SENTENCES.

Hundreds of Years Imprisonment Earned
by Some Offenders.

An Italian adventurer, having passed
himself off as solicitor, committed sixty-
three distinct forgeries. He was convict-
ed in an Italian court of justice and sen-
tenced on each separate event, with the
result that his term of imprisonment pro-
vided him with free board and lodging un-
til the year 2089.

A couple of years ago a man was ar-
rested in Vienna who, on his own show-
ing should have been sentenced to about
2,500 years’ imprisonment if, in place of
running concurrently, his many misdeeds
had caused the judge to order that the
various sentences delivered should run
consecutively.

The prisoner, though only 28 years of
age, had heen convicted seventeen times
in the course of his career, and when he
was arrested on the last occasion he
claimed that in place of the one charge
preferred against him there should have
been a couple of hundred more, and he
got the police to drive him round the city
to the ecenes of his various misdemean-
ours, which ranged from the theft of
church offertories to that of cabbages..

A total of 400 charges being brought
against him as the result of ten months’
employment, the hero, having added a
couple in the shape of a theft from the
jailer and another from a fellow prison-
er, declared the drive was nothing but a
hoax on his part, as he required carriage
exercise; but on perceiving that the court
was not inclined to view his jeu d’esprit
in the same light as he did, he added to
his previous list the record of 500 more
thefts as a propitiation.

Some little time ago in the great. Cala-
brian brigandage trial at Naples the Pub-
lic - Prosecutor demanded sentences upon
the 248 prisoners which amcunted in the
aggregate to 1,300 years’ imprisonment.

NOVA SCOTIA FARMER

And Moves Change in Position of Recorder — Considerable to
"~ Do About the Water Service Generally — Freedom of
the City — The Boards' Reports.

The monthly meeting of the common
council was held yesterday afternoon. All
the members were in their seats. L

Among the measures promoted was a
motion by Ald. Baxter to make the sal-
ary of the city recorder $100 per annum
instead of $640 and that there be a city
attorney at $540 per annum. The motion
included the idea that Recorder Skinner
be also the city attorney. The object of
this measure is to place the legal patron-
age of ‘the city at the disposal of the coun-

. cil. The matter was referred to a special

meeting of the council.

Afiter the minutes of previous  meetings
were read, Ald. Hilyard complained that
he and Ald. Seaton had been ignored in
the personnel of the board of works. He
felt he would be more useful as a mem-
ber of that board than any other and if
he could not serve on it he did not wish
to be a member of any board.

The mayor and Ald. Macrae explained
the situation, saying the number of the
board was limited to 13 and the make-up
was decided on with a view of having one
representas.ze from each of the 13 wards.

Ald. Hilyard said the information pro-
vided satisfied. him.

Board of Works.

The board of public works made these
recommendations: That permission be
given to the I. S. 8. Co. to extend the
coal shed at Reed’s Point; that the com-
munication from Hon. H. A. McKeown
respecting a claim of John McCrea for
compensation for injuries received on Main
street be filed; that no liability can be
recognized in the claim of Wm. A. Lam-
bert; that the board be authorized to sell
by auction the house and lot on the cor-
ner of Dorchester and Sewell streets.

The rtreasury board reported that the

Baxter referred
at some length of the relation of the ex-
penditures to the revenue of the water
and sewerage department. He spoke of
the deficit last year while in former years
there were large surpluses so that loans
were made to other departments. The as-
sessment should be on the basis of an
estimated expenditure, but neither the
superintendent nor the chairman seemed
to have an idea if the revenue would this
year be sufficient to meet the expenditures.
Unless there would be.a decreased ex-
penditure there should be an increased
assessment, for the department should be
at the least self-sustaining. He suggested
that one means of increasing the revenue
be adopted, viz: that the rate for the
first family in every house be increased
$]1.

“The opposition "leader, speakins

at "T'oronto, showed tligt it is an cas,

matter to say things which arc not

supported by the facts. Tt, may be
. thav he did not intentionally over-

look the record—indeed, he does not

scem .to Be the kind of man whe

would wiltully be insincere—but he:
credit,

nevertheless. gaye his  party
where he should have 1mposed blame.
he rejoiced in virtues when he should
have deplored faults. 'This, how-
ever, is after all the tendency of the
partisan spirit cn either side. It ac-
counts for the disposition of Liberals
to defend and applaud the govern-
‘ment, as well as for the senscless de-
punciation :by:. Conservatives of
everything emanating from minister-
1al sources.

. Mr. Borden’s greatest mistake
was when he said: -

“It has-becn a tradition of the
Conservative party 1o look beyond
any province, beyond any question
of race and creed, and consider the
Dominion as a whole. It has not
been forgotten.” He must have
known that this tribute to his parts
was niot merited, and it is an evidence
of either his folly or his temerits
that he could make such a statement
“in Toronto. He could only be ex-
cused on the assumption that during
the late election ecampaign he never

once read the Toronto Mail and Em- |

pire or the Toronto World. These
leading organs of the Conservative
party, as® everyone knows, wrote
about scarce anyvthing clse than race
and religion, and the former has let
but-few days pass since that it has
not appealed to -anti-French and
anti-Catholic prejudices. 1f it were
not for Mr. Tarte and the tri-color
and the premier’s nationality it
would apparently have nothing to
talk about.

‘Mr. Borden, too, must have quit
reading the Ontario Conservative
papers and the Montreal Gazeite be-
fore the award was made to New
Brunswick, and the commissioners
had reported upon the claim of Nova
Scotia. Had he continued to peraso
the editorial columns of these organs
of Conservative opnion he would
have found the purely provincial
view magnified to undue propor-
tions and the Dominion view disre-
garded entirely. The Toronto Mail
and Empire. for example, saw in the
Now Brunswick award a sufflcient
reason for declaring that O..t rio paid
it all, and that confederation was
practically a failure. Neither it nor

It may be his own wish that
there should be more of this section-
alism: but it is useless to ignore a.
fact that is as manifest as it is ser-

ious.

A BAD BEGINNING.

The Borden dempnstration at To-
ronto was anything but a success.

and there was a decided lack of en-
thusiasm. That the meeting was
not well attended and more cheerful
could not be attributed to the Con-
servative leaders and_ press of To-
ronto for it was well advertised and
the faithful were called upon to rall»
to the support of their new leader.

It is quite evident that the speech
of Mr. R. L. Borden, M. P., was not
up to the expectations of the Con-
servative rank and file, as many left
the hall during its delivery. There
appeared a concensus of opinion that
the new leader was not capable of
enthusing the party followers with
the confidence which is expected of
a leader. The audience was familiar
with the extravagant praise bestowed
upon the new leader by the Tor.
press of Toronto and expected to
meet an orator who would sénd an
electric thrill through the entire aud-
icnce present, but the current did
not materialize and the people are
not satisfied. It is quite plain that
the Conservatives of Toronto are
disappointed - at -the result of the
Borden meeting. The tone of the
perss is far from joyful; if anythinz
rather melancholic. The Toronto
'I'clegram, Conservative, says:

“I'he weakness of the Borden-
Monk leadership is its absolute fail-
ure to exgite enthmsiasm anywhére.
Phe crcumstances -of the time and
country may forbid any outburst of
enthusiasm on behalf of the opposi-
tion.” ‘

Last autumn the people of Ontario
were introduced to a modern Moses
who was to be their future leader in
the person of Mr. Hugh John Mac-
tonald, but he fell flat even durinz
the heat of a campaign, and since his
defeat at Brandon is not suggested
as a possible figure in the political
atena of Canada. Seven months
later the same people have another
Mcses before them, and he has evi-
dently failed to find the promised
land of political success or .even to
suggest strong hope of the dails
Fmanna of political preferment for
which the ardent party workers are
hungering after fiva years of want in
opposition. It is not an auspicious
beginning even in a eity which might
be considered the ultra Tory -hive of
Canada.

RECIPROCITY AND TRADE.

Germany's threat of a taviff war as a
measure of protection against the peace-
ful invasion of Amenican products has set
the world thinking of the waste of effort
caused by the erection of hostile trade
taniffs which pestiict the posmbilities ol
forcign trade. An illustration of this has
Leen afforded by Gemmany's restrictions
on the importation of Amenican grain and
pork products, and more- recently in the
Lostile tariff raised by Russia to American
iron and steel manufactures. These re-
strictions have brought home to the peo-
ple of the United States the annoyance
and ‘waste caused by burdensome trade
restrictions, so that today the leaders of
thougit and energy in - the neighboring
republic are beginning to abandon their
extreme views on tauiff restrictions, and
to consider whether it would not be more
profitabie to adout the sen:ible principle
of fair trade.

Fair trade of course does not neces-
garily mean free trade, but rather implies
a tariff for revenue as opposed to a taviff
for protection. The manufacturers of the
United States are reaching out more and
more every day for the great foreign mar-
kets of the worid. It is coming home more
and more with the increased production
to the American economists that a one-
sided system of trade is in the end fatal
to the extension of wonld power in trade.
Foreign trade can only be maintained by
a veciprocal exchange on fair terms of tie
products which each nation can to the
Lest advantage sell to the cther. Germany
cannot continue buying largely of Ameri-
can grain and pork if her manufacturers
are unabie to make a fair exchange in
voods either with that country or some
Ani after
maised in one nation and another the prob-

other. as  barvier barrier is
lem of this fair exchange becomes more
and more ditiicult of realization.

immediately cause. China, like other coun-
tries, can only buy in proportion as her
people can sell, for the wealth necessary
to purchase imports must come from the
development of her exports. In & sensc
a nation’s trade is a system of barter, and
the greater her possibilities of production
the greater her ability to purchase. One-
sided national trade is impossible for any
length of time.

It is therefore an economic axiom that
the fewer the barmiers the easier becomes
this system of national barter and sooner
or later fair trade must be the motto of
the world powers. The sooner the prin-
ciple is put into active force the better
for” the world's tceming millions.

MR. BORDEN'S FAILURE.
—

Mr, Borden may talk in pleasing gen:
eralities about the principles to which his
party is wedded in respect of the race
and creed cry, but it would be a useless
thing to look for an exposition of that
principle -in the columns of the Conserv-
ative press. He is probably sincere him-
self, as we remarked a day or two ago,

| but he fails to impress his judgment upon

the journals which are popularly suppesed
to exemplify both the traditions and the
policy of his party. To that extent he 1s
a discredited leader, and discredited by
those who should be the first to uphold
him. .

1t was at Toronto that he spoke so bold-
ly and confidently about the adherence of
the Conservative party to the tradition
of knowing neither race nor creed, and
yet the echo of his voice had scarcely
died away before the chief Oonservative
organ, published in that city, was prov:
ing to everybody that he had spoken
rashly. Following closely upon the issue
which published his speech there appear-
ed in the Mail and Empire the followingz:

“With Colonel Girouard a knight and

“Colonel l.essard a C. B., Mr. Israel larte

is scarcely in a position to rfail at the
British Empire and “the bigots.”

This is plainly intended to suggest the
thought that Mr. Tarte is disloyal to the
Empire, and regards ‘the British people
as bigots. Mr. Tarte is a minister of the
crown, and to impute such a charge ought
to be regarded as a very grave matter.
Yet tjhé Mail and Empire, as well as our
morning contemporary, habitually tiaftics
in inuendoes of this nature. Mr. Borden
ought to either repudiate these two jour-
pals as being recreant to the tradition
*about which he boasts the most, or
time they will repudiate him.

1n the same issue from which the above
was dlipped, the following suggestive ap
peal to janti-Catholic prejudices also ap-
peared: !

“The announcement that Mr. Henri
Bourassa, Mr. P., is shortly te enter a
monastry and spend the remainder of his
life as a monk is unexpected. Yet, it 18
not altogether startling. Mr. Bourassa
has been very much disappointed in so
far as worldly affairs are concerned. He
labored energetically for his party and
his leader, espousing the anti-British view.
and strengthening the racid cry. It was
well understood that after all he had
done for Sir Wilfrid he would be suitably
rewarded, and certainly ‘his contribution
to Sir Wilfrid’s success entitled him to
a share in thie honors. But nothing has
come yet, and nothing can come satelv
at the present moment, or, indeed, for
some time in the future. Convinced by
experience of the hollowness of states
jranship, Mr. Bourassa may well turn to
a-monastery and bury his ambitions therc
as was the custom in the middle ages. it
is lucky for the monastery that it is Mr.
Bourassa, and not Mr. Taite, that is to
join it.”

1t is, of course, sheer nonsense to as:
sert that Mr. Bourassa was prompted by
the premier to ‘the course which he tcok
in the recent election campaign; but it is
part of ‘the tactics of the opposition press
to jaccuse the other side of being the rcal
offenders in respect of the race and crecd
cry. We know nothing about Mr. Bour-
assa’s 'movements, and care nothing. He
is an erratic politician who bas ceased to
be of service to any cause or any party.
But it is just as likely as not that the
%ail and Empire invented the announce-
ment referred to in order to slander th:
premier and pander to the m:szrable
prejudicés which it is seeking to keep
alive’ in | Ontario. We do not hold Mr.
Borden dccountable for this; yet he ought
to see Row feebly the is impressing the
organs of his party with the duty of main-
taining the ideals about which he talks =0
acceptably.

Mr. H. Leonard Brassey, the new pres-
ident of the (English) Jockey Club, a title
which implies social as well as sporting
distinction, is the son of the late M.
Brassey, the nephew of the first Lord
Brassey, .and the grandson, therefore, of
Mr. Thomas Brassey, the founder of his
family’s great fortune. He has an al-
ready distinguished cousin in Captain the
Hon. Thomas Allnutt Brassey, who acted
as private secretary to Earl Spencer, as
First Eord of the Admiralty, and who,
last year; was appointed acting civil com-
missioner for H. M.’s government -in Pre-
toria. Mr. H. Leonard Brassey, who was
born in 1870, served as a lieutenant in
the West Kent Yeomanry Cavalry, and
married seven years ago, a daughter of
the Earl iof March.

General' Sir Henry Wylie Norman, the
new Governor of Chelsea Hospital, is the
eldest son of the late Mr. James Norman,
of Calcutta, and was born in London in
1826. At the age of 18 he entered the
Bengal Infantry, and saw much service,
mcluding that rendered throughout the
mutiny. He has been A. A. G. in India;
assistant’ military secretary to the Duke
of Cambnidge; military secretary to the
councils of the Viceroy of India and of
the Indian secretary of state; governor of
Jamaica and of Queensland, and chairman
of the West India *Royal Commission.
His . C. B. dates back more than a
quarter of a century, and he is also a G.
C. M. G. and a C. S. I. He has been
industrious, now and again, with his pen;
and when he had time for recreations, he
gave it by preference to yaehting.

Major General Dartnell, who has e
ceived a.K. C. B. for his services in
South Africa, was born in London, Ont.,
1838. He is the son of the late Dr. George
Russell Dartnell, Deputy Inspector-Gen-
eral of Army Hospitals and formerly sur-
geon of the 1st Royals. General Dartnell
entered the army as ensign in the 86th
Regiment in 1855 and was subsequently
adjutant of the force, serving with it 1n
the - Central Indian force during the
mutiny. He was present at the storm and
capture of Chundaree, and led the only
suceessful attack on ‘the fortress of
Jhansi, was severly wounded and men-
tioned in despatches, and received a
brevet, majority. Subsequently he served
in the Bhootan expedition as A. D. C. to
Major ‘General Tombs. General Dartne!l
retired from the army in 1864, and in 1374
became major commanding the Natal
Volunteers and Mounted Police forces, a
position he has held ever since. In 1879
he led the left flanking force of Lord
Chelmford’s column from Isanahlwna in
the Zulu war, and is mentioned by name
in Mr. Rider - Haggard’s novel, ‘'“Lhe
Witch’s Hhead.” In 1881 he received the
decoration. of a €. M. G. General Dart-
nell has most recently been in command
of a column operating:in the Lastern
Transvaal under Geneyal French, his ser-
vices having been “loaned” to the lmper
ial authorities by the Natal government.
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"Phe youngest king in Europe was 15 on
the 17th May. It was the birthday ot
Alfonso Leon Farnando Maria Santiago
Jsadore Paschal Antonio Marcian, Ky
of Spain, and duke, cofint and lord of sev-
eral other places.

It is. almost
pathetic to think of this boy, who will
soon be king in practice as
well as in name, having the burden ot
a bankrupt empire resting on him., Al-
fonso has never seen his father; the last
king had been dead six months when his
son was born on this day id 1836. He
was born, as it were, on to the throne.
for he was proclaimed Kin‘g of Spain al-
most before his eyes were opened, the
prime minister camrying him to the manis-
ters on a silver thay. The boy-king is
the child of a Queen of Sorrows. As a
child Queen Christina played with Altonso

XII. in his boyhood, and they dreamed,

in their children’s way, of the day when
they would marry. But Alfonso grew up
and married the Princess Mercedes. Then
the queen died and the child lovers were
united again. Ior six years they were
happy together, and then, four days be-
fore the anniversary of their marriage, Al-
fonso died. Nix months later the hittle
fatherless king opened his eyes on the dy-
ing splendors of a passing empire.

Count William Bismarck, brother of
Prince ‘Herbert Bismarck, who died re-
cently at Varzin, Prussia, was the ycunges®
son of the famous chancetlo, and was
born at Frankfort-on-the-Maumn cn Auguast
1, 1852. His brother Herbert, the present
prince, was born there three years earlier.
Wilhelm was the more popular of the
two brothers. They both participated 1n
the war with France as lieutenants on
the staff of the First Regiments of Dra-
goons, and were decorated with the lron
Cross for their gallantry. Count Wil-
helm, after the war, entercd the legal
profession, and began his civil career as
a co-referendar at the District Court ot
Berlin. In 1877 he was promoted to the
rank of assessor, after passing the requi-
ed examination, and in October, 1832, was
raised to that of government councillor.
In October, 1879, he was made secretary
to General Manteufiel, then governor ol
the conquered provinces of Alsace-Lor:
raine. Soon after he entered the German
parliament, but was defeated for reelec
tion at Mulhausen in October, 1831, by a
Liberal candidate by 5,000 votes. In leb-
ruary, 1889, he was appionted pre=ident,
or governor, of the regency of Hanover,
a position which hes resigned when his
father was dismissed from office, and later
in the same month was promoted to the
rank of major of cavalry cn the staft ot
the army.

BISHOP SWEERY'S WILL:

Proceedings Yesterday in Probate Very Interesting--Bishop

Had No Stated Salary

--- Court Supports Mr,

Carleton in Objections Relative to Bonds.

In the probate court yesterday afternoon
the hearing of the evidence in proof of
the will made by the late Bishop Sweeny
was continued. An adjournment of the
case had been taken last Thursday to al-
low His Lordship Bishop Casey to make
a search for any papers in connection with
the property on the corner of Union and
Sydney streets in this city.

Dr. Pugsley resumed the cross-examin-
ation of lis Lordship Bishop Casey. His
lordship stated he had deputed Mr. Car-
leton to make the search and was inform-
ed by him that there was mothing in the
books of account to show the existence of
any bit episcopal property.

Judge Trueman ruled there was no necd
to produce books or papers referring to
episcopal property as that did not enter
into the sccpe of this inquiry. After

some cross-firing by the respective coun-

sel, Judge Trueman stated the- evidence
produced seemed to establish a primna
facie case in proof of the will as legally
exccuted, and suggested that an under-
taking might be given Dr. Pugsley that
he should be permitted to exhmine the
books and accounts. Dr. Pugsley acceded
to this if an adjournment were made
which would give him sufficient time to
make an examination of the accounts.

Mr. Carleton, K. C., stated there were
absolutely no books of account except the
episcopal books, and he was willing to
produce these privately to Dr. Pugsley
but objected to bringing them into court,
as his henor had ruled there was no neces-
sity of producing them. If, on private
examination, Dr. Pugsley found any items
veferring to the private estate of the
late bishop, then any book containing such
private entries would be produced.

Dr. Pugsley made a lengthy argument
in support of his contention that there
must be some means of determining what
was the personal and private property of
the late bishop apart from that which he
held in his name for the episcopal eorpor-
ation. He instanced the fact that in 1895
when the bishop made his will, he declared
certain bonds were his own private prop-
erty outside of any episcopal property
held by him in virtue of his office. Dr.
Pugsley thought surely these particular
bonds could be traced or. if disposed of
the proceeds might be traced.

Judge Trueman stated he had no desire
to shut off any mproper inquiry, but it
seemed to him unreasonable that adjourn-
ment after adjournment should be al-
lowed.

His Lowdship Bishop {asey produced
the stubs of the two cheque books of the
Bank of British North America which
were put in evidence on the insistence of
My, Carleton. The bishop also produced
the accounts of the property on the cor-
ner of Union and Sydney streets, St.
John, to which Dr. Pugsley took excep-
tion, claiming they were not the original
record of Haily entries; but merely an ac-
count made up some years later frcm the
original entries and consequently, at th2
be.t, were no better than secondary evi-
dence. Mr. Carletom asked that, having
been produced at the request of Dr. Pugs-
ley, the accounts should be received in
evidence.

In answer to Dr. Pugsley, Bishop Casey

stated he had looked through the private !

drawers in the rooms used by the late
Bizhop Sweeny m the episcopal palace;
had also-scarched the vault and could find

no papers or books that could be consid- |

ered as relating to any private propertfy.

For the information of the court, Mr.
Carleton stated that the late bishop kept
a scparate account of the receipts from
the cathedral pew rents, the Christmas
day and cther special collections and an
account of his total disbursements but no
cther accoumt whatever of his receipts.
But, by adding the church collections and
the amounts paid by Mr. Gleeson to the

late bizhop (which the former gentleman’s |

rent collection book would show), they
could arrive approximately at the amounts
depo:ited in the bank from time to time;
although this would be only approximate,
as small bills were paid in cash.

Bishop Casey stated he bad directed Mr.
Carleton to examine the bonds and Mr.
Carleton. had  informed him there was
nothing to show which bonds, if any, were
personal. Asked whether the amount of

these bonds would exceed $200,000; the
question was objected to and objection
sustained. !

+ PBishop Casey stated he had no knowl-
edge of the late bishop having disposed of
.any of the bonds held by him in 1895 ex-
cept one which he heard had been sold
Jast year. He did not know the amount
of honds but did not believe there was any
«uch amount as $200,000, although he had
not counted them. Did not know whether
the bonds are the same bonds referred to
in 1895 by Bishop Sweeny.

' Dr. Pugsley asked that all bonds referred
to be produced in court.

Mr. Carleton objected on the grouund
that the court had. already ruled that it
was unnece sary to produce in court any
of the propenty of the episcopal corpor-
ation. :

Dr. Pugsley insisted and said he would
cause to have issued a subpoena duces
tecum as the bonds were necessary to the
inquiry and must be produced.

Mr. Carleton said that the bonds were
now where a subpoena duces tecum could
not touch them. He had taken the court’s
previous ruling on the point at issue and
had advised his client that the bonds
were the property of the episcopal cor-
poration.

Dr. Pugsley asked Bishop Casey where
the bonds had been placed which he had
partially examined and which Mr. Carle-
ton sail were now out of reach.

The question was objected to and the
court sustained the objection.

There would not be much value
in the books, pictures and other
articles in the late bishop’s rooms,
not over $500 of value in all out-
side of the pictures. Of the values of the
picturss his dordship had no knowledge.
Only one of these seemed to him of much
value, none worth as much as $500.

Que-tioned with regard to the Torry-
burn farm property, an objection was
taken by Mr. Carleton that this property
stood in the name of the episcopal cor-
poration and was in fact in the county of
Kings. The objection Wwas sustained.

Continuing, Bishop Casey stated the
late Bishop Sweeny was bishop of St.
John for 41 years and lived inexpensively.
He was the master of his own salary, could
fix the amount and had the power to
exact it. As a matter of fact the late
bishop never fixed any salary for himself
so far as his books show. Witness had
never heard that the late bishop’s salary
was fixed at $4,000 a year.

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BOOMING UNCLE SAM

Matters of United States Trade
With France.

Washington, June 2—In a fur-
ther series of extracts from the
forthcoming volume two of Com-
mercial Relations, dealing with
United States trade in France, Con-
sul Covert of Lyons, says:

“The' houses, of this district which
some years ago furnished fine
French: hardware to the TUnited
States have almast entirely lost that
trade within the. last two decades
and they are enabled to hold their
own market here only by a protec-
tive tariff. American stoves find a
steady market here. American saws
and other wood cutting instruments
are pronounced the best in the world
Agricultural implements of Ameri-
can pattern and bearing an Ameri-
can name are met with in every
county fair and are highly prized.

Consul Tourgee, of Bordeaux,
says:

“The fastest time made by any
railway, it is said, is on the road
between this city and Bayonne,
where a run of 123 miles is made
every day in 128 minutes. It is quite
to the credit of American mechanics
that the honor of making this run
is accorded to American locomo-
tives.

(lonsul Brittain, of Nantes, notes
the development of the trade in Am-
erican machinery in western France.
During the past season, he says,
about 800 reapers, mowers and
herse hay rakes arrived at that port.
American mowers give good satis-
faction and the increased prices
asked for farm labor will stimulate
the sale of such machinery in the
future. The American mower was a
common sight in' the fields last sumn-
mer. In regard to the advantage
gained by exhibiting machines, the
consul says: ,

“Tast month a representative of a
New England factory made an ex-
hibition of meat choppers in one of
the Nantes stores, and during the
afternoon about 20 of various sizes
were sold. The Nantes hcuse has
since sold more than 200 of these
machines.

“If some company were to make
an exhibit of wringers and show
their working, I am satisfied it
would be found a profitable enter-
prise. There are no wringers sold,
or offered for sale here with excep-
tion of a few heavy English ma-
chines.” v

KING EDWARD'S
i RAILWAY CAR.

What Kind of Place Royalty Lives in While
Speeding Over_the Rails.

A recent despatch from Paris said: King
Edward’s new continental ¢orridor carriage
has . just returned to Paris from u trip to
Calais. In its present siate there is not
much to indicate that the coach is destined

ance it is much the same as the ordinary
wagon-lit car ,though, of course, when it
is finished the royal arms and other indica-
tions will differentiate it from all other ve-
hiclées. While the old car used by the Prince
of Wales, and built in England, is cream
cn a lake bottom, the new carriage.is of
varnished teak and of a very sombre shade.
King BEdward’s future car is about a foot
lopger than the previous one, and rests on
four wheels instead of six; it weighs about
37 toms. . .

The royal compartment includes two bed-
recoms—one for the king and another for the
queen—two dressing rooms and a salon in
the centre. There are in addition two com-
partments for personal attendants. The car-
riage is liberally decorated with handsome
wcod carving and plush and leather trim-
mings.. The ceilings are artistic in design
and are thoroughly painted in lght colors.
In two of the compartments they are in em-~
broidered silk. The carriage is fitted with
Stone’s systéem of electric lighting.

All the windows are provided with two
‘blinds—a dtist blind and a silk one, and the
fixed windows are of double glasg to meet
the requinements of winter. No space is
wasted and in nearly every room I observed
a variety ,of practical and handy arrange-
ments intended to make the most of the
accommodation. The carriage is heated by
warm water which can be generated in two
ways—by a coke {fire or by steam-from the
ehgine. A door at one end of the corridor
permits communication with a dining or
sleeping car, and the king’s coach is so
#ttad with brake appliances, eic., that it
can travel over any railway system on the
continent provided with the standard gauge.
The only countries in which the king must
follow the example of humbler travellers
and; change carriages are Spain and Russia.
‘The carriage has been in hand over two
years in consequence of the spasmodic fash-
jon in which the work has been carried on.
It has been built at the works of the Com-
pagnie Generale de Construction at St. Denis,
and when the order was first given the
vehicle was ordered for the Prince of Wales.
Now that circumstances have decreed that
that car shall be used by the king, the arms
of the heir-apparent have been removed and
will be replaced by those of his majesty.
The royal coach is said to run very easily,
and as soon as certain changes have beea
nade and the trial trips bave given com-
plete satisfaction, King Edward’s new con-
tinental carriage will be pronounced ready
for éts royal passenger.

CORN FODDER.

A Sstisfastory Though Old Fushione

ed Way of Handling It,
Where a large crop of com is to be
secured thig 18 no gmall task. 'Che cost
and quality of work ‘done must be care-

fully considered, Only a  few years

ago the corn sled was thought to be
the ideal implement for cutting corn,
but there are so many seasons when
perfect work is impossible, as the corn
«does not-stand up well, that it has
been; discarded by n number of farm-
ers in my neighborhood. What the
outcome ‘of the corn binder will be re-
mains: to be seen. - Some like it, while
others say, ail things considered, the
work camnot be done better or cheaper
than by hand.

For.my use I have found nothing
better than the good old fashioned
way. With us the corn is nearly al-
ways checked, and the shocks are cut
12 hills square, the cost ranging from
b to 8 cents a shock, according to the
condition of the corn. To be in best
condition for cutting the husks on at
least half of the ears should begin to
turn brown. When at this stage, we
cut into full shocks. Some prefer to
half shock and let stand for a few days
before filling out, but I do not like that.
If & rain comes, the entire center of
the shock will be blackened. Had the
ghock been made full size at fivst the
middle would remain bright provided

" the corn was not cut too green. When

a shock is one-third cut, I tie it secuve-
ly with a stalk; when the shock is fin-
ished, I draw it up as tightly as possi-
ble with a rope and pulley and tie it
with binder twine, A shock fixed in
this manner will stand in perfect con-
dition until the cern is ready to crib.
“Just as soon as the corn will do to
erib I commence husking and storing
operations in order to complete them
before bad weather sets in. While the
days are warm and the ground dry it
is much easier tq get help and the
dinjury is much less to the wheat by
tramping and driving over it. As the
corn is husked the fodder is tied into
bundies which can be easily handled
with' a fork. When the fodder is moist,
I tie with the stalks; and when it is
dry I use tarred twine with a knot

‘tied on the end. To secure it I simply

lap the string around the knot and
_stick it under the band. If care is
taken to make thg bundles as compact

| as possible, they will not come uantied

when fastened in this manner. To
untie simply pull the end of the string.
We place three of these single shocks
in one, beamg very careful to get it set
up as compactly as possible. The tops
are drawn together with a rope and
again tied with the twine. Fodder
fixed in this manner will keep perfect-
ly and make excellent feed until haul-
ed to the bara or directly to the stock,
copeludes an American Agriculturist
correspondent.

Time and the Stgar In the Beet.

Tests at the Michigan station last
season showed 'a géneral slight falling
off 'in sugat as'tHe season progressed,
but it was found reasonable to assume
that the beets greW in size more than
they decreased in sugar contents.

Oct. 20, when 'the yield was 10,630
pounds per acre, to' Nov. 23, when the
yield was 13,523 pounds, but in the
meantime the percentage of sugar de-
creased from 9.53 to 7.75 and the pu-
rity from 74.41 to 69.29.

In Ohio, in 1897, date of sampling by
growers showed a gradual increase in

_per cent of sugar from Sept. 12 to Nov.

18, while by counties the amount of
sugar increased, though very irregu-
larly. In 1898 the results from dates
of sampling gave very irregular and
inconclusive results.
