Flushing, N. Y., Dec. 1 —The trial of
Thornton Jenkins Hains reached a state
of dramatic intensity today when Mrs,
Melene E. Annis, widow' of Wimam E.
Annis, in a deliberate recital lasting  near-
ly three hours, described the killing of
her husband, as he sat at the tiller of
his boat, by Captain Peter C. Hains, or.
Mrs. Annis nearly fainted a few minutes
before her examination was concluded. She
swayed in her chair, but quickly recovered
after drinking a glass of water and smell-
ing some salts. /

1t was a’ hard day for the defense and
counsel for Hains was exhausted from the
arduous_cross-examination which was. re-
lentlessly directed at the state’s witnesses
in an ‘effort to shake their testimony.
Thornton Hains lost much of the easy
nonchalance that has characterized his
manner in previous sessions. When led
from the court by two deputy sherifis
the prisoner appeared dejected and care-
worn.

CARNEGIE FIRM

N STEEL AND IRON

Exasperates Standpatters on
Ways and Means Com-
mittee--Scores Trusts and
Stock Gamblers.

——

Washington, Dec. 21.—Andrew Carnegie,
famous for the millions he made in the
steel business and for his views on econo-
mic  questions, made a most entertaining,
if not instructive, witness before the house
ways and means commitice today, relative
to the proposed revision of the tariff.

Although he was on the stand today for
nearly eight hours, Mr. Carnegie laughed
“and - joked good-naturedly throughout. He
exasperated several of the stand-patters
with his epigrammatic replies, praised the
business ‘genius of Chas. M. Schwab, urged
the committee to accept the testimony of
Judge E. H. Gary as conclusive and told
several funny stories. .

Mr. Carnegie's principal contention was
that the steel industry needs no more pro-
tection and that it has reached a stage
of development where the American manu-
facturers can compete with the world
guder free trade conditions. While he
wrgued that the cost of the production of
steel is less in this country than in the
other countries producing steel, he fur-
nished no figures to support his opinion.
He said that since Judge Gary told the
committee that the United States Steel
(orporation can get along without a tariff
on its products that should be sufficient
evidence for the committee to take off the
duty on steel and iron.

Mr. Carnegie's testimony was . most
unique and ioteresting and he frequently
caused peals of laughter in the crowded
roomn, the joke often being at the expense
of the chairman or some other member of
the committee. He declared emphatically
against combinations or “trusts,” and said
that he had nothing to do with the sale
of  the Carnegie Steel Company to the
United States Steel Corporation. He char-
acterized the “stock gambler” as being the
worst {citizen a country could have and
said thyt he never had one.associated with

Slept on Snow.

With the assistance of Benjamin Gee,
who acted as guide, the posse under Con-
stable MacRae picked up the trail this
morning and, -following it up, discovered
where the men had lain down in the
snow and lighted a fire. In another spot
the remains of a lunch were found, and
further  on the party came on a large
knife which had been thrown away.

Frozen swamps, where the brush was so
thick that the tracks could scarcely be
seen, were encountered and added to the
difficulties. Other parties came upon the
“tracks, lost them, and found them again,
and in some places it appeared as if the
ltalians had made desperate attempts to
bafHle their pursuers by jumping {rom the
top of wind-falls.

While the other parties were scouring
the country in the neighborhood of the

Tt is learned today that on Saturday
n_vlghl, last Green and Panarsky were at
Ferguson's camp, about a'mile from where
the shooting took' place. The murderers
belonged to a camp about two miles west
of this one which had been vigited by the
two pedlars the day before. These two
Italians are believed to have overheard
the plans of Green and his companion and
knew that they were going to proceed on
Sunday morning, so they hid in ambush
behind a pile of logs.

Saw Them Bending Over Victim

When the two pedlars came along one
of the ltalians opened fire. The Jew was
nearer in the line of fire and a bullet,
grazing his chest, glanced off his pocket-
book and went through Green's heart. The
Jew pedlar ran for a mile and a half till
he came to a camp of engineers and told
what had happened. COne of them got a
powerful field glass and, looking down the
right of way, saw two men bending over
what is thought to have been the body of
Green. The supposition is that at that
time the Jtalians were employed in rob-
bing the: victim.

A sleigh was hitched up and the en-
gineers went in pursuit of the murderers
but by the time they reached the side of
the body the murderers were far away.

Some of the Booty Found.

About a quarter of a mile from where
they killed Green the Italians discarded a
portion of their plunder, then walked a
couple of miles further, got rid of their
weapons and pedlar’s pack and there were
evidences of their having taken luncheon.

They concealed some of their plunder
under a log and covered it with spruce
beughs. A case containing watches and a
gun were found about a quarter of a mile
from where the shooting took place. All
the drawers of the pack had been opened
and the watches with the cash had been
taken.

“Paddy’ Green Well Known.

Fredericton, Dec., 21—“Paddy’ Green
was known to railroad men all over Can-
ada. For years he had followed the busi-
ness of selling jewelry, pipes, etc., to men
employed on railroad construction work.
When the Temiskaming road construction
was in progress in Ontario he made his
head-quarters in North Bay and Toronto,
and since the Grand Trunk Pacific has
been building he made his home in Mont-
real, living when there at the 'L'urkish
Bath Hotel and having his mail re-ad-

dressed in care of Kd. Green, Craig
street, Montreal.
(ireen was a native of Ireland. e

was about forty vears old and had a crip-
pled arm. At times he cashed time checks
on a liberal commission, and was in the
habit of carrying a large amount of money
with him and, being well known to the
men and having the respect of the Swedes,
especially with whom he did most of his
business. he seldom met with trouble, as
he never was known to do otherwise than
play fair with his customers.

A local contractor on the Grand I'runk
Pacific, who was formerly with the en-
gineering staffl on the G. T. P. in Que-
bec. last evening told of baving helped to
save Green from drowning about a year
ago, as he was trying to cross a river on
4 raft. His pack, which contained about
&2 000 in money and jewelry, was carried
away by the waters and never recovered.
Green never forgot the work of his res-
cuers. and every time he met one of them
he would present some remembrance.

NEW GOVERNMENT

FORMED IN VENEZUELA

Vice-President Gomez, Fearing Loss of Power,
Made the Changes :

Revolutionary Party Made Rim Dismiss Obnoxious Cabi-
net Officials—Belief Now That the President Will Never
Come Back—Farewell Address to People Indicates This.

Port of Spain, Trinidad, Dec. 21—Vice-
President J. Vicente Gomez, to whom
General Cipriano Castro handed over the
presidency on his departure for KEurope,

has established a new government in Ven-
eznela. He has replaced the old minis-
try, the leader of which was Dr. Jose de

‘| Jesus Paula, the minister of the affairs,

who has been the one figure, outside of
Castro himself, in the negotiation which
culminated in the ousting of Minister de
Reus and the severance of diplomatic re-
lations with Holland, with a new body of
men, who represent various factions in
the state and who have figured promin-
ently in various ways in the political his-
tory of the country. : .

Not only has Dr. Paula disappeared from
the counsels of the nation, but Dr. Baldo,
who _is now traveling in Castro’s suite
abroad, has-also been removed from his
official position as minister of education.

‘| General Diego Ferren, the minister of

war, who also was war minister in the
cabinet of acting president Gomez in 1906,
has been superseded by General Regulo
Olivares, who took a prominent part in
crushing the revolutionists six years ago.

Secret advices here from Caracas where
the strictest censorship is being observed,
indicate that the whole of Venezuela has
been in a ferment ever since President
Castro sailed and that the crisis was

reached a few days ago when it became
necessary for acting president Gomez to
take decisive steps; which he did by drop-
ping from his -cabinet those who wera
closely affiliated with the Castro rule and
under the Castro domination.

The revolutionary factions, which gain=
ed strength with every hour of Castro’s
absence, played a prominent part in the
demonstrations against the absent presi-
dent, which took the form of rioting and
incendiarism. These were temporarily
checked . by a show of force, and later the
revolutionary influence which threatened
to sweep ‘the country was overeome in
a measure by promises that could not.bq
held long in abeyance. :

Before leaving, Castro in proclaiming
Vice-President Gomez his temporary suce
cessor, said to the nation:

“Surround him and lend your co-operas
tion in the fulfillment of his mission az
if it were myself, and you will have don
your Juties.” ;

In the same proclamation, Presideny
Castro gave utterance to what might be
taken as a farewell message:

‘““The Venezuelan nation already is om
the road to true prosperity and greatness,
because of the strict fulfillment of obli«
gations and ‘the sound condition of ‘the
revenues and because of the state of peace
which we enjoy and which it is your duty
to" inaintain, that my work may endure.”

MaecKenzie declared that his whole mis-
sion in England had to do with floating
certain bonds for the Monterey (Mexico)
railway and water works and for the C.
N. R. He floated £1,000,000 of bonds for
the former and C. N. R. land grant bonds
amounting to £5,000,000 were also® floated.
The former, bearing interest at 5 per cent,
were disposed of at 89 and the C. ¥, R.

A WOMAN'S STORY

Relates How She Was Dragged from
Bed by Prisoners and Whipped
Till She Consented to Dropping Di-
vorce Suit Against Husband—
‘Court Order Staggers Defence.

Union City, Tenn., Dec. 21.—The state
practically completed its case ~loday
against the eight alleged night riders on
trial for the murder of Captain Rankin,
when it drew from Frank Iehringer, a
member of the band, a detailed account of
the Rankin affair and a score or more of
other outrages. It also: called to the stand
Mrs. Emma Thurman Johunson, one of
the two women said to have been whipped
by the band, and had her tell her story.

The startling testimony of Yehringer,
who confessed, accusing the men on trial
of being actual participants in the murder
of Captain Rankin, given with an exact-
ness of detail, amazed the people wha
thronged the court room.

Harvard Professor Praises Emmanuel
Movement

In Lecture at St. George’s Church
He S8ays that Book Learning Is
Not the Important Thing, but

Humen Sympathy; Why He Does
Not Fear Abuses«-‘*Team Work
Needea.”

(N. Y. Evening Post).
Dr. Richard Cabot, of Boston, one of the
professors in the Harvard Medical School,
addressed a large audience in defence of the
Emmanuel movement in St. George's church

today. At the conclusion he asked for ques-
tions from the audience. They came prompt-
y enough, and were answered as quickly.
Many of them were propounded by women.
The audience was one of the largest that had
gathered at the morning meetings, and after

{ the open discussion most of those. present

waited to meet the speaker, who wag pre-
izg%ed by the rector, the Rev, Hugh Bh?ck-

In opening his address, Dr. Cabot referred
to the origin of the movement, its growing
populgrity with the people, and the attacks

that had been made upon it. It was etarted,

~he said, as a work in which the clergymen
‘and the doctors, the church and science, had

joined hands in effecting cures of moral and
nervous jlls. - Now, he sald, he wanted to
advocate an addition to the ranks of these
benefactors to mankind, namely, the social
workers.
""Let us not have a dual alliance,’”” he said,
but a triple alliance. It is to my mind
one of the faults of the movement that the
social workers are noft organized for this
field of duty and associated with the clergy-
men and the doctors. What we need is more
team work. This alliance of three can ac-
The
social workers could immediately help to
carry the movement to places that the church
and the men of science would net be able
to“a.pproach——tor g considerable time, atleast.
A great deal has been said about the Em-
manuel Movement spreading too fast, and
some have said that in certain cases it is
possible to play upon emotional and hysteri-
cal eides of patients and cause more harm
than good. 1 have never shared that belief.

HARD WORK INVOLVED.

‘“The work “is too hard. More than that,
if a worker errs in his treatment, he soon
finds it out. If a clergyman undertakes to
treat physical ills with moral and religious
teachings, he is aware of any mistake he
may make, quick enough. It will come back
to him in numerous ways—comment, public
and private, harsh criticism, painful often-
times. He will be laughed at and will lose
prestige if he does not succeed. Doctors do
not have this advantage. If~“they make an
error, no matter how serious, they are sel-
dom criticized by public opinion. For this
reason, if for no other, I believe no large
number of unprepared clergymen will rush
into the field of labor, and those who take
up the work will go into it conscientiously
and with grave regard for the responsibili-

“It does not matter if the worker has not
a great acquaintance with books om morbid
psychology. His success depend$é upon his
bumanity, love, and sympathy for the af-
flicted and his ability to understand the peo-
ple. This quality is a natyral trait and cap-
not be won from books. The worker who
can go among a people, get to kpow their
thoughts, and lives and feels the very atmos-
phere in which his charges live—this person
is as powerful a doer of good as the most ad-
vanced scholar that leaves a umiversity.”

Dr. Cabot laid further emphasis ypon the

' value of the soclal worker in the movement.

He spoke of the work of himself and Dr.
James Putpam in the Massachusetts General
Hospital, and said that they combined morals
and religion with their professional practice.
Their patients were just such persons, he

believed, as would go to the Emmanuel
church for help. ;
He appealed to the doctors, clergymen,

teachers, employers of labor, and sociat work-
ers to get together, and, by an interchange

of the knowledge held by each, te add to the

general fund and belp the cause of human-
ity. Such co-operation would mean much,
he said, to the Emmanuel church.

QUESTIONS FROM AUDIENCE.

Then came the questions asked and ans-
wered. The first’ was put to the Rev. Mr.
Birckhead, who was asked to define the dif-
ference between the hynotic sleep and the
sleep induced upon a parishioner who came
to the rector in his studio recently.

“Has a minister power at bis disposal, not
at the hand of the doctor or lgyman?”’ was
one of the questions put to Dr. Cabot. “‘And
if he hag not that power, is he justified to
work upou the belief of the patient to ac-
complish his end?”’

““Any religious man,”’ answered Dr. Oabot,
‘““whether he is a clergyman or pot, has a
power which others, not religious, lack. The
eame is true of an educated man who pos-
sesses something which the uneducated man
has not. If the clergyman bas this power,
and uses it to play upom the ignorance of
those who come to him, he is practising the
same methods as the surgeou does who uses
a tuning fork before a clinic, and calls it a
magnet. Both are practising deception.

“Are there any diseases where the doctor
and the clergyman can work together?’ was
another question.

*Yes,”” was the answer. ‘I have in mind
a patient in a great sanatorium, who is being
treated for tuberculosis. Her progress is
such that she will undoubtedly recover some
time, but her mind and ‘spiritual side are in
such a state of antagonism that if she only
had the companionship of some advisor who
could encourage her to work in harmony
with those about her, 1 am sure that her re-
covery would be rapid.”

Shot Him Dead from Ambush and Tried\

to Kill His

Companion

Rifled His Pack and Stole $3,000; Then Fled Intc
Woods--Posses Hemming Them in and Capture
is Expected---Murdered Man Patrick Green, of
Montreal---Slayers Were Laborers in G. T. P.

Camp.

Plaster Rock; N. B, Dec. 20—New
Brunswick is to be thrilled again with
news of another murder within its borders
and that two lives were not taken in the
desire of two Italians to possess other
men’s money is due only to the fleetness
of foot of a Hebrew pedlar.

Shot at from ambusk = this morning,
Patrick Breen, of Montreal, a pedlar fell
dead at the railroad track at Baker Brook,
near here, while his Hebrew companion,
whose name is unknown, fled and escaped
the bullets aent.after him to bring him
down,

Robbery led to the crime and the mur-
derers were successful in this, too. With
little thought of the life they had taken,
they stole Breen’s valise, carried it into
the woods, rifled it and secured $3,000 and
then fled for safety. Posses are after them
apd their tracks in the snow are being
followed.

The murder appears to have been de-
liberately planned. The names of the sus-
pects are not known, but it is known that
' they were laborers in one of the construc-
tion camps on the G. T. P.

The mumber of recent murders and as-
saults by Italians in the railway construc-
tion camps has roused the community and
every means will be taken to bring these
men to justice. The district is up in arms
over this, the latest crime, and the coun-
try is being scoured in all directions in
search of the men. The chances of escape
are all against them as theie is no line of
railway by which they can get away and
the farther they penetrate into the woods
the less will be their prospects of escape.
Theé intense cold is another feature which
is all against them.

(Gireen is said to be an Irishman who
came down as a pedlar from Montreal
some time ago and was engaged in selling
watches and jewellry to the men in the
construction camps. He was well known

in the district where he had done cen-
siderable business. It is probable that the
Italians knew he had
money on him.

From the rather meagre details which
have come’ through from Beaver Brook,
the scene of the shooting, which is about
five miles from here, Breen and another
pedlar who is said to be a Hebrew, were
walking down the track at 10 o’clock this
morning when they were fired at by two
Italians who had been lying in wait for
them.

Several shols took effect on Breen, who
is teportel to have been killed almost
instantaneously. His companion made a
rnn for the woods and, although the
Ttalians fired at him he escaped without
injury.

After seizing Breen's valise the mur-
derers made off and struck into the
woods. After going a short distance, they
opened the valise and taking out the
poeket book, extracted the money leaving
everything else, ineluding the papers and
letters, in their hurry to escape.

It ‘was not Jong before news of the
murder reached the authorities. A posse
was quickly gatheved, and by noon a band
of men wete in pursuit. Owing to the
deep snow, the tracks left .by the Italians
were unmistakable, and it is thought that
their capture is only a question of time.
One is described as tall and the other as
short.

Telegraph messages were sent to Sheriff
Tibbitts at Andover and he dispatched
Constable MacRae, who arrived here at
4 o’clock after a drive of twenty-five miles,
and went on into the woods. A. R. Fos-
ter, chief of the G. T. P, police, who was
at Bristol was notified, and has struck
off across country to ‘the Miramichi to
head the Ttalians off in that direction.
He will work back towards this point.

Owing to the distance from a telephone,
it is not expected that word of the men
being captured will be brought in tonight.
As they will not have much more than
two hours start and their tracks are

easily followed their chances of escape are
considered slight.

A ctatement of the number of child-
ren in the Roman Catholic Orphanages in
the city and the funds contributed for
their support in the year just closing, was
read by His Lordship Bishop Cagey at
9 o’clock mass in the Cathedral Sunday.
At the first of the year there were in
the institutions in Cliff street and at Sil-
ver Falls, 174 children—seventy-one girls

and 103 boys. There were admitted dur-
ing the year, eighteen girls and twenty
boys. . There were twenty girls and nine-
teen boys taken by relatives or placed in
homes, and one child diel during the
year, There are now in the institutions
sixty-five girls and 104 boys, coming from
parishes as follows: Cathedral, eighty-
eight; St. Peters, thirty-two; 8t.

St. Rose’s, nine; Church of the Assump-
tion, three, and other parishes, thirteen.

During the year the sum of $6,244.88
was received for the support of the or-
phans, including: Christmag collection,
Cathedral $888.40; B&t.

John the Baptist, $249.60; Holy Trinity,
$184.79; St. Patrick’s Day  Collection,
Cathedral 8328; St. John the Baptist,

St. Peter’s collection and entertainment,
$303.13; St. Rose’s | entertainment $100;

There
were three engines on the line and on
an average two were operated steadily
during the summer. -

LOOKS LIKE A

CASE OF PERJURY,

Witnesses Flatly Contradict

Each Other About $3,000
. Payment

GREASED NO OFFICIALS

Several Ontario Men at Marine In-
quiry Swear There Were No Rake-
Offs for Anyon=—Deputy Minister
Gordeau to Take the Stand.

Ottawa, Dec. 18—The mystery of tha
alleged payment of $3,000 to J. B. A.
Boudreau, assistant accountant of the
marine department, by A. V. Van Felson,

| banker of Quebec, on account of James

Halliday, steamship owner, is still un-
cleared.

Van Felson’s declaration that Boudreau
called upon him at the Peoples’ Banig

for the money was denied by Boudreau,:

who upon oath stated that he had never
had any business tramsaction with Van
Felson and did not know him.

H. H. Lawrence, accountant of the Peo-
ples’ Bank at the time, identified Boud-
reau as having been in the bank about the
date mentioned by Van Felson. The at-
tendance hook of the department showed
that on the date in question, Boudreau
was on duty in Ottawa.

Such was the gist of the evidence given
before Judge Cassels at the marine de-
partment inquiry todiy. During the af-

ternoon the testimony was taken of sev-:

eral’ contractors with the government, all
of whom denied having “‘greased” the
palms of officials. - The enquiry will be
continued tomorrow, and.there will be

He said his firm had
bought the Golspie especially to charter
ta the government for the delivery of
lighthouse supplies.

McKay ,admitted that he had the in-
fluence of friends. An offer wag made to
the department to supply the steamer
Lake Michigan for $6,000 for the seasonm,
but it was not accepted by the depart-

| ment. Then Mr. McKgy saw Mr. Zimmer-

man, M. P., alsa Hon. L. P. Brodeur and
Col. Goudreau, the deputy minister. He
offered the Golspie for $10,000 but subse-
quently reduced the bid to $7,500 a year
for three years. The contract continued
in force until the Galspie was lost.

Asked what allowances he had made
to officials of the marins department wits
ness replied: “We don’t do business in
that way;’ we don’t grease ta run our bus-
iness. ;

“What do you mean by grease?’ asked
Mr. Watson.”

“Surely you don’t need to be told that,”
was the answer.

John M. MacKie, of the Jones Under-
feed Stoker Company, swore that his firm
had never advanced a dollar to any mem-
ber of the marine department staif. He
was asked as to the statement elicited at
the Halifax enquiry that the firm’s ap-
paratus installed in the government steam-
er Aberdeen had been removed. He did
not believe it, he said, in fact had never
heard of it. ]

Henry Goulden, of the Kingston Foun-
dry Co., whose firm has had dealings
with the marine department for years,
was shown two checks payable to *‘cash,”
each for $100. He most emphatically de-
nied that either had been used to -pay
commisions to officials of the marine de-
partment.

Gave No ¢‘Tips.”’

John H. Davis, of the Kingston Dry
Dock Company, was recalled and asked if
he could throw any further light on the
details of an account for $6,745 against the
marine department. He had no additional
record, Iverything of this kind had been
destroyed in 1905 by his - orders. The
checks with the stubs were all Jestroyed.
He was certain no government officials
had ever asked or been paid any tips.

W. H. Reid, of the Reid Wrecking Com-
pany of Kingston, testified that his firm's
contract with the government was for $25
per hour for 360 hours. He intimated at
the outset that upon complaint of over-
churge there had been a reduction made
to $20 per hour, but subsequently he said
that the reduction had bheen made in the
number of hours. By this arrangement
the firm received $1,604 more than they
had agreed to accept, the total amount
being $10,720.

Witness explained that the agreement
referred to had Dbeen subsequently disre-
garded and no settlement made. The sug-
gestion to reduce the bill to $20 per hour
came from B. H. Fraser and witness sign-
ed it. The consideration was immeuwiate
payment of the bill. Then Mr. Fraser
wrote him that his agreement was off.

CHARLES WESLEY, METHODIST P

Rev. Mr. Crisp, in Zion Church, Treats of Work of *“‘Swe:
est Lyrist”” the Christian Church Has Hitherto Produ
—Author of Jesus, Lover of My Soul.

I‘u Zion church Sunday evening,Rev.Jas.
Crisp, lue pastor, preacned a special ser-
mon in observance of the 200th anniver-
sary of the pirth of Charles Wesley. Rev. |
Dr. G. M. Campbell offered prayer and
read the lesson. Rev. Mr. Crisp waid: |

Deceinber of this year marks the bicenten-
ary of the birth of Charles Wesley. Two
hundred years ago toaay Charles Wesley,
the Dpoet of Methodism, was born. Fletcher.
of Saltoun in a letter to Montrose said, "I
krew a very wise man that believed that, |
if 'a man were permitted to make all the
ballads, he need not care who should make
the laws of a nation.” This attractive cloud
of exaggeration is. surcharged with a large
amount of philosophy. Fletcher used thej
word ‘‘ballad” in a general sense as equiva-
lent to a popular song, breathing national:
sentiment, easily understood and retained in!
the memory, passing from lip to lip and
wherever sung kindling and sustaining en-
thusiasm. Thus the ballad or popular hymn
has ever been a powerful instrument for the

opment of a national or denominational spirit.

Many nations, peoples, or institutions that
have obtained eminence” have had their own
literature of this kind and have been greatly
influenced by it. The great revolutions and
reformations of a national and religious char-
acter have made their own contributions of !
songs and hymns and these have played a
very important part.

The secret of the power domiciled in the
simple ballad, hymn or song may not be dif-
ficult to discover. The idea expressed is fit-
ted to lay hold of the popular imagination;
it is clothed in forms which attract and
interest; there is simplicity and directness
of thought, earnestness of feeling, force of
language, rythmical flow of words and their:
ndaptation lo music and emotion. The hymn
in the -religious life is at once a npatural,
mode of utterance and a stimulant to emo-,
tion; and its influence on -doctrinal thought.l
spiritual sentiment, religious worship and:
Christian character is very great. The words:
of the hymn stay in the memory when doc-;
trines expressed in formulas are forgotten.
and almost unconsciously they educate a peo-
ple in theology and religion. But they do,
even more than this, they surround the soul
with an atmosphefe of religious sentiment
which fires its love aund zeal, sdothes in sor-
row, gives courage in conflict, intensifles its:
longings, and exalts its raptures and enjoy-
ments. - Sacred hymns are more . instrumental’
in the culture of the heart than treatises and
confessions of faith which have been given
to us with more authority and on which, as
to exact expression, more reliance may be
placed. .

In adapting the phrase I have quoted from
Fletcher one might say: Let me make the
hymns of the church and I care not who
formulates her creeds. Creeds have often
been the productions of intcllect in its hardest
and most rigid modes of action. Hymns
come of the heart and find their way to the
heart,’ and through the heart to the life of
the individual, the family, the church and
the npation. e

The church universal owes a great debt of
gratitude to. her hymn-makers who have done
their work so well. ‘The learned divines who
mould the doctrines of revelation into a sys-
tem, the eloquent preachers who publish sal-
vation, the champions of the truth who de-
fend it against its foes are all doing a noble
work. But some of our sacred songs and
holy hymns contain the doctrines of revela-
tion, they puBlish salvation, defend the
truth, and live longer and influence a larger
number of minds. 7

Charles Wesley is not now our ouly poet
nor are all his good hymns, but only a small
part of them, inclided in our book of praise;
still ;we think he holds a just pre-eminence
even among the noble hymn-writers who
have followed in his steps and taken their
part in the work to which he* made such
large and,precious’ contributions. Consider-
ing the so-called more broad and sympathetic
theology of these times it may be cause for
wonder that there is so much of his that is
still classed among the most choice and beau-
tiful' portions of hymnology. In his hymns
there is doctrinal clearness, poetic merit, a
passionate glow, and a spiritual fervor rare-
1y surpassed if ever equalled.

Perhaps any one who has been brought up
in a Methodist home of fhe past generation
with the habits of that time, who learned
these hymns at his mether's. side. who was
accustomed to sing them i{n the quiet Sun-
day afternoon and cvening of long ago, into
whose memory and heart they won their way
before he had any idea of theology at all, to
whaom they have still the sacredness which
helongs to childhood is incompetent to pass‘
anything like a critically correct judgment;
upon them. But that very fact may be one .
of the evidences' of their power. If such|
an one should think more highly of these!
hymns than he ought to think he is entitled:
to forgiveness.

It was not a household here and there in|
which they were to be found, nor is it only !
in a few exceptional cases that lives have‘
been formed by their charm, their power and |
influence. Thousands on thousands of fam-
ilies belonging to different churches and na-
tiens have found them valuable helps in the
work of religious teaching and training.
Many of our noblest characters have owed
more than -at the time they Were conscious
of to  their influence and formative power.
Not a few of the noblest impulses by which
men have been stirred may be traced back ;
to the simple yet inspiring words of these
Divine songs and sacred hymns. The men |
