For the Dead

‘The Minia Will Carry 150 Cof-
fins and Embalming Ma-
terials — Anglican Recfor
Also Goes Along to Per-
form Burial Service--Cable
Boat With Corpses Expect-
ed at Halifax Thursday.

Halifax, N. 8., April 22—(Special)—The
{cable ship MacKay-Bennett has fifty bodies
| of Titanic victims, which either have been
identified or -will be possible of indentifi-
cation when they are brought to Halifav,
which the steamer has been ordered to do.

Following this the Anglo-American cable
ship Minia was ordered to proceed to sea
and relieve the MacKay-Bennett in the
work of searching for and recovering
bodies. This order came at 3 o’clock this
afternoon and the Minia’s engineers im-
mediately began getting up steam, which
takes ten hours, so that she cannot get
away before 1 o'clock in the morning or
midnight at the earliest. Usually the
steamer requires twenty-four heurs’ no-
tice to get ready for sea in case of a cable-
repairing expedition.

The Minia is taking 150 coffins\and
eighty tons of ice. Bhe also is laying in a
quantity of.iron to be used as weights in
 cases where the bodies cannot be indenti-

St. John's Nfld. April 22—The work
of picking up bodies of the victim& of the
Titanic disaster was continued today by
the cable ship MacKay-Bennett, accord-
ing to meagre wireless despatches receiv-
ed here.

Place a blotter in one
piate - and place 100-of -the seeds upon it.
Over them lay another blotter. Pour wat-
ér into the edge of the plate until it rises
high enough -to soak the blotters thorough-
ly. Turn the second plate upside down on
top of the first, covering. the blotters, to
prevent the evaporatiop of the moisture.

SPRING CULTURE OF ROSES

the manure. Chicken manure is also a
good fertilizer for rose bushes.

A potato fork
gshould be used for .digging around rose
bushes, or, in fact, around any small bush
or tree. A spade should never be used;
it often imjures the root system very bad-
ly, especially if used by an unskilful per-

. ROSE BUSH PESTS

AJl trimmings and dead leaves from rose
bushies should be carefully gathered up at
once and burned to prevent the spread of
the fungous diseases known as black spot,
‘njldew and rust, If the dead leaves of
last season are left lying around, the
spores of the fungous growths menticned
will develop as soon .as warm weather
comes, and. possibly give a great deal of
trouble later in the season. Spraying the
bushies with a solution of lime-sulphur, as
used for fruit trees, or with Bordeaux
mixture. will not only help to keep down
black spot and rust but will also prevent
to a very great extent the visit of insect
pests later on in the season.. These solu-
tions must be applied before the leaf buds
open or. they may do very serious damage
to the hushes. .

The pails used for milking should be
specially constructed, so as to prevent dirt
from entering into the milk. A small-
topped pail is advisable.. Wooden pails

New York, April 19—The seriougness of
the inquiry by the senate investigating
committee into the Titanic disaster was
disclosed tonight, when Senator Smith, of
Michigan, chairman of the committee, at
first flatly refused to let any of the offi-
cers or the 200 odd members of the craw
of the sunken steamsahip get beyond the
juriediction of the United States gmern
ment.

The men were all to have sailed tpmor
row on the Red Star liner Lapland.
Later it was settled that the greater part
of the crew would be permitted to 'sail,
that the twelve men and the four officers
among the survivors, now under subpoenae
together with Mr. Ismay, would not be
permitted to depart. The intention of the
committee was made clear at adjourn-
ment, when, with Alfred Crawford, a bed-
room steward on the stand, Senator
Smith pleaded weariness.

Ismay and Officers
Held by Committee,

the night,” he said, “and I believe we had
better cease until tomorrow.

At First Advised There Was No Fear, Then-Fearful Scene as|

Vessel Begins to Go Under—Allisons™ Babe Slept Through
It All in Arms of Nurse—Grief and Joy at New York Pier

as the Survivors Arrive.

New York, April 19—The Titanic dis-
aster as written into history, today, by
many of the 639 survivors, accounts- for
the loss of 1,595 persons at sea, off the
Newfoundland banks, early Monday morn-
ing, and the subsequent death of six per-
sons, who had been rescued, bring the
total of lives lost to 1,601.

These official figures magnify greatly
estimates which had come by wireless, and
the stories which survivors tell make cer-
tain, as had already been judged from the
meagre wireless reports, that the disaster
is the greatest that ocean travel has ever
known.

Women All Had”
Chance for Life.

The big facts which came to the surface
in the flood of narratives are, that 1,601
persons met their- death, that there is
hardly the shadow of a hope that this
grand total will be curtailed by a single
additional survivor, that several men of
wealth and world-wide prominence are
among those who perished, that practical-
ly the only women who were not eaved
were those who chose to die in their hus-
band’s embrace, that nearly all of the sur-
vivors saw the Titanic sink and heard the
band play, “Nearer My God to Thee,”
and heard the shrieks of those whom the
gea claimed, as the vessel sank in 2,000
fathoms.

The = Titanic struck an iceberg about
ninety feet high, which ripped the liners
gides open, and made the watertight com-
partments useless, and while the vessel
was gradually sinking, the icy water reach-
ed her steaming boilers, causing an ex-
plosion, which sent her to the bottom.

Iceberg Ripped $
the Bottom Out.

. From the stories told by the survivors,
it-would appear that the liner rushed upon a
submerged iceberg on a clear night, about
eleven thirty on Sunday last. The shock
was so slight, that people playing cards
in the smoking room, continued their
game, without paying any heed to the jar,
thinking a large wave had been passed.
A few moments later, the bow began to
scttle, her bottom having ripped out, and
information was brought to the captain
that water was rushing, into the engine
rooms.

The captain ordered the closing of the
watertight compartments, which are said
not to have acted, the electrical equip-
ment which operates: them: having been
disturbed by the colligion.

While an investigation was taking place,
Captain Smith personally told passengers
that there was abseeolutely no need for
fear, and advised those who had got up,
to return to bed. He also ordered the
band to etart playing and it continued to
do this as the liner took her last plunge.
one survivor testifying to the horror of
hearing ragtime and the shrieks of hu-
man beings combined as the leviathan
went down. Once the women had been as-
sured that there was no danger, the great-
est difficulty was found in getting them in-
to the boats when it was finally discov-
ered that the liner was doomed.

Many had to be thrown overboard onto
overloaded boats, and rafts, loss of life
ensuing, while in other cases boats were
lowered half empty.

Little Babe
Asleep Through All.

Several sempational 'stories were told
by survivors, one was that at the end
Captain Smith turned the revolver he had
been brandishing to keep order,’ upon him-
self, and was dead before the waves clos-
ed over his ship:

Another was that Major Butt, the at-
tache to President Taft, shot both John
Jacob Astor and Isidor Strauss, two mil-
lionaires, who were trying to get into the
boats before all the women were saved.

Five of the steerage passengers who es-
caped, died from exposure before they
were picked up by the Carpathia. The

The Scene at the
New:York Pier.

It was a etrange crowd which greeted
the Carpathia, as she slowly nosed ~her
way through the fog to the docks. Pat-
ricians, who arrived in luxurious limous-
ines, had to leave their prestige and caste
outside and had to mingle on one level
footing with the plebians. One and all
wore the same demeanor of fear and anxi-
ety, because the latest despatches anounc-
ed that, even though eafe from the ‘:;a,
hundreds of the rescued passengers from
the Titanic had died, were ill, while some
had gone insane. : i

Here a prosperous looking man mignt
be seen walking up and down, tears glis-
tening in his eyes. In a corner, far re-
moved from the other waiters; was a dis-
consglate woman wearing the deep mourn-
ing that indicates widowhood. In.another
group was a maid with two little chil-
dren. They had lost a father in the
wreck, -but their mother had been saved.

Though the throng of the curious and
morbid was tremendous, it required little
handling. Once or twiee, when the ru-
mor was sent out that the boat was com-
ing in there would be pushing and jost-
lin_g. The policemen had fine remedies for
this. “What are you struggling for?”’ one
asked of the men and women near him.
“Do you want to see what a woman, who
saw her husband killed, looks like?’ This
was enough and eeveral people went ghame
facedly out of the crowd. Another threw
himself upon the semse'of chivalry of the
men and said: “Here, you fellows, try
and act the same as those chaps did out
on the sea, they did not scrap or push.”
This appeal had also a salutory- effect,
and the men saw to it, that no more un-
necessary trouble was caused.

At last the Carpathia edged her way to
the dockside. Her decks were lined with
the survivors, as eager to communicate
that they were safe as those on ghore were
to welcome them. As the lights from the
dock lit up the serred rows of faces, cries
of Chrietian names from the shore, rose
by the dozen, some accomipanied by hy-
sterical laughs, others with sobs. They
were answered by similar cries.

As. the procession of the survivors be-
gan to trickle down the gangway, the
waiters surged forward involuntarily and
each of the Titanic’s passengers was lost:
in the eager scrutinizing crowd, the mo-
ment he or she put foot on the dock.
Friends who had seen them coming, fought
to get to them, and one woman who still
had a sense of humor left, remarked witi
a wan smile: “Why this is worse than
the wreck,” as her husband or lover plac-
ed his arms around her.

The Canadian
Survivors Land.

The Canadians present contributed a
large quota to the sad séeme. The -meet-
ing between Doctor Douglas and hjs wife
was touching in the extreme, ‘the doctor
breaking down when he saw Mrs. Doug-
las emerge from the crowd -with her faint-
ing mother on her arm. =~

Mrs. Hays, who bore up wonderfuily
considering her bereavement, was hurried
out of the building by, her escort and tak-
en to the Grand Central station, where
the special train was in readiness to con-
vey thg party to Montreal.

The Allison group provided, perhaps,
the saddest picture of all, not until the
last of the survivors had got off the boat,
did the bereaved brothers give up hope
that in some way Mr. and Mrs. Allison
had been saved, but the wireless had
spoken the truth. They were not among
the saved, though the nurse and her in-
fant charge were.

The little Allison child, was the only
baby saved, and was the centre of a big
circle of reporters when it became known
that it slept through the entire tragedy.
Gradually the remnant of the appalling
tragedy stumbled out, to be absorbed by
the waiting concourse.

At last, the end came,.and no.more
passengers remained to be taken off the
Carpathia. Still the mothers, sisters, bro-
thers “and- wives who had ‘not yet found
their own waited. The debarkation of
the crew of the Titanic afforded them food
for a faint revival of hope, but it was
only a painfully ‘short lived flicker .and
died out abruptly' when an' officer on the
Carpathia announced :in metallic\ accents:
“No more of the Titanic survivors.” It
was the death knell of the brave resolu-
tion dozens had shown up till then. 1t
prostrated some, and left them clinging
wildly ‘o their friends. Others- were in
a wild hysteria. One woman left the shed
with clenched hands numbling: »“All, all
are gone, I ‘am-left alone.”

Artist Recounts Happenings
in Fearful Hours.

The story of the wreck is told by Paul
Chevre, a Parisian artist, who was com-
ing out on the Titanic with a bust of Sir
Wilfrid Laurier, which was to be placed
in the Chateau Laurier in Ottawa. Mr.
Chevre had his message translated to the
group of newspapermen, who immediately
gathered around him,-when they found he
was willing and able to talk, by Simon
Senecal, a Montrealer, whose eabin on the
Carpathia he shared.

Mr. Chevre said he was playing bridge
in the smoking room when the collision
with the iceberg happened. He said that
propably it was a submerged berg that
the vessel stsuck,.as he eaw no sign of it
afterwards, though the water was. covered
lwith floating ice: The vessel shivered and
tilted and he heard the tremendous vibra-
tion caused by the screws revolving out
of the water. He thought they had gone
over a big wave, and paid no attention to
the &hock for the moment. Indeed it
made no difference in the game of cards,
which was continued until someone burst
in with the news that the Titanic had
struck a berg and was sinking. Even the
members of his card party laughed and
proceeded with the game.

The  first alarm was followed by sev-
eral others and then a general panic took
place. Everybody in the smoking room |
rushed upstairs to be met by an officer of
the ship, who assured them that there
was no cause for alarm, and that they
could return down stairs.

Mr. Chevre said that he had got half
way down stairs when he noticed that
the vessel had-a tilt, and he made his

difficult part of the affair. Previously the
women had been told after ‘the first alarm
that the Titanic was unsinkable and that
they need not worry, When asked to get
into the small craft, the women simply
refused and urged in exnlanation that the
Titanic could not sink. Finally one of the
officers turned to Mr. Chevre, who was
standing by, and asked him to set an ex-
ample. This he did and was then follow-
ed by five or six girls, two of whom, he
believes, were the Misses Fortune of Win- |
nipeg. Before the boat was anywhere
near its capacity it was dropped into thel
water and began to drift away. It did |
not proceed very far and Mr. Cheyre was |
able to see much of what followed as the
night was very clear, and  the lights of |
the Titanic were shining for more than
an hour. It was plain, he said, that the|
ship was going down slowly by the head |

Johnny, the last vietim, had been away
from home on' the Thursday on which all
the other children and their parents had
partaken of the fish which was at hr:t
thought to have been the cause of the ili-
ness. ‘He was staying with his uncle, Am
brose Cassidy.

On the following Friday Johnny was at
his own home and partook of herring with-
out any ill effects. He returned to his
uncle’s, but after the funeral came back
home and has been there since with hix
mother, his father having gone to work at
the lobster factory.

The boy was taken ill on Tuesday last
and on Thursday word was sent to Dr
Fraser and he went out and found him
suffering from the same gymptoms as the
other children had.

The doctor reported the boy's iliness to
the attorney-general, who ordered that
Johnny be removed to a hospital at Cha
ottetown in order that the progress of
the case could be closely followed The
doctor went out yesterday afternoon at 4
o’clock and made arrangements for having
the boy brought to the hospital

The attorney-general has ordered a
thorough 1nvestigation into the whole af-
fair, including the deaths of the two
children in January last. It is possibie
that ~an order may be given for an ex-
humation of all' the bodies. The bodies
of the two children who died in January
will be exhumed on Monday, and it is
likely that an autopsy will be performed
on these and also on the body of the last
boy who died.

Captain Moore, of the C. P. R. Liner Mount Temple, Tells
Telegraph That He Never Before Saw So Much Ice That
Far South—Made Hard Attempt to Reach the Disabled

Vessel.

Capt. Moore, of the C. P. R. liner Mount
Temple, which arrived in port about noon.
Saturday from London and Antwerp, told
a8 Telegraph reporter about his attempts
to rescue some of the passengers of the
ill-fated Titanic, which foundered ‘after
striking an. iceberg in the North Atlantic
late Sunday night.

Call for Help.

Captain Moore said that it was about
12.30 when his Marconi operator picked
up the “C. Q. D.”” call for help. The first
call was “We have struck iceberg; come
to our assistance at once.” The Mount
, Temple was put about at once and with
{ all possible speed headed for the Titanic,

i her position having been indicated in the
! first message.

. In reply to a message sent by the Car-
i~pathm, the Mount, Temple heard the Ti-
tanic reply: ‘“We want all the help we
V'san get.” To get to the position of the
. Titanic the Mount Temple had to go
{through an immense field of iee with
:more than fifty bergs. As Captain Moore
Thad about 1,800 people aboard, including
jerew, the undertaking was a hazardous
Yone, in fact they were' compelled to stop
*for a time. About 4.30 in the morning
jthe Mount Temple arrived at the posi-
“tion of the Titanic to find her gone.

The Carpathia was sighted on the other
sgide of a row of bergs and she advised the
Mount Temple that she had picked up
‘twenty boats. As ghe came up with the
Titanic's position Captain Moore had his
lifeboats swung out from their davits
ready to lower away and the gangway
giowered over the side ready to take on
‘@ny passengers that might be found.

At the ocean grave of the Titanic at
one time were the Mount Temple, Car-
'pathia, California and German steamer
Burmah. The Mount Temple picked up
the following message from the Titanic
to the Olympic: “We are putting the wo-
men off in boats.” The steamer Frank-
furt asked the Titanic: ‘What is %‘};é

“We

‘have struck an iceberg and are sinking;
‘gell captain to come.”

After cruising ahout the vicinity for

i

‘some time the Mount Temple proceeded
.on_her way. Captain Moore said that in
all his experience he had never seen 80
‘much ice so far sonth. Before he received
the call for help from the Titanic he was
in & course clear of ice, but in the locality
where the big liner foundered there were

A gigantic bergs and the heaviest kind of

field ice. While going fo the Titanic men
were kept in the ‘‘crow’s nest” and every
point of vantage scanning the ocean for
signs of the ill-fated liner or her boats.
The ‘commander and his officers used their
glasses continudusly. ‘‘In fact, our eyes
were sore from looking,” said Captain
Moore.

QCaptain Moore's Statement.

Captain Moore told the following story:

“We turned about at 12.30 and steamed
back to the position given us, arriving
there about 4.30. We encountered so much
ice, however, that we stopped till day-
light. When it was light enough to pro-
ceed we cruised around but could mot see
any sign of the ship. About 6 a. m. on
the other side of an immense field of ice
studded thick with bergs we saw the Car-
pathia. We also saw the California, who
was to the northward of us steaming
west, then coming down to the southward,
and she met us. She did not communi-
cate anything. At 8.48, ship’s time, we
received a general message that the Car-
pathia had picked up twenty boats. We
asked him if he wanted any assistance but
got mno reply. Shortly after we received
another general message that all possible
had been done and to turn back.”

Captain Moore expressed the view that
Captain Smith, of the Titanic, was taking
no sghort cut, as had been inferred, and
from his chart pointed out the Titanic’s
position, showing that she had been mak-
ing every effort to escape ice. In fact,
the Titanic seemed to have been going to
the southward to clear the ice fields.

The Mount Temple brought out 1,466
passengers of many npationalities. The
steamer landed two passengers at the Isl-
and yesterday, seriously ill, a Bulgarian
suffering with typhoid pneumonia and an
Italian suffering with pneumonia.

What is there, in life as it is lived in
ghese days of scramble, of self-seeking, of
respect for the strong and’ contempt for
the weak, to explain the Carpathia with
its ehipload of women, the Titanic and
its shipload of men? Faced in the su-
preme moment with the choice between
security and duty, the decision was made
with practical unanimity. The rule of the
gea was obeyed by landsmen. The women
went firat. There.were no boats for the
men.

It means, no doubt, that at heart we
are not what sometimes we seem; that
somewhere within therel is a hold over
of the heritage we have derived from
waliant races of men who lived habitually
and consciously in contempt of dishonor
and whose minds were steeled against the
‘terror of death.

Why, may we not ask ourselves, must it
ibe only in the supreme moment that so
many will tise to the height of the test
jmposed? Why may not men live as men
gre ready to die? Perhaps, if the necessity
ko choose were always ae imminent, as
mnavoidable, if the nature of the choice
were as clearly defined, if the conse -
‘quences were as patent to the intelligence,
\the answer might 'be as uniformly admir-
able. Nearly always there are compli-
‘cations, there are degrees of interest,there
lis ignorance, there is inability to reduce
the issue to simple and unavoidable choice
'with a single rule of conduct to be fol-

*

lowed or rejected. And so we live our
lives with our conscience chloroformed
concerning the miseries of the poor, some
of which may result from our selfishness
or our neglect; contemplating with serene
approval the guccess 'of the strong, ul-
though we know,or feel, or doubt, that to
get where they are they have turned their
backs on the misery of women who work
for a pittance, have misused the agencies
of business to take from te workman the
lest penny of his earnings, have ground
the faces of the poor, have abused the
confidence of their friends, have betrayed
the trust which confidence reposed in
them. If men could live as men have
shown they can die, these things could
not happen. More; if men were expected
to face their duties living as these men
were expected to face their duty with
death at their elbows, many things that
happen easily could not happen at all.
Why is it only on a sinking ship that the
voice of manhood says: “Women first to
the boats.” Why only at the risk of life
that the youth must plunge into the ‘cy
current with the cry ‘“What else is there
to do?’ The occasion does not present
itself for all to play the hero's part in
such 'settings. But surely the heritage of
courage, whatever it is, and from what-
ever dim ancestral past it may have been
transmitted, should serve, in the common
crises we all have to face, and should not
be forgotten and disregarded as too often
lit seems to
